To restore
medimval hablts of thought and practices of worship
ia the present state of English society is ax wild an
enterprige &3 any that finaticismc ever undertook.
A gorgeoud ceremonial, a grotesque display of sacer«
dotal millinery, impressiva- architecture, thrilling
music. and olonds of incense will always attract
large congregations of mitetic devotees aund sight
geers. The pretence of a szpernatural riget and the
possession of a real power over- the consciencres of
wen will alwavg prove seductive to youag priesta,
and eapecially to those whose personal character
dnes not qualify them to acquire a more legitimate
influsnce over their fiarks. The spell of genuine
devotion and the example of a holy life will vever
fail *o have a magical effcct on youthful and femi-
nine minds, which cannot make the effort necessary
to distingnish between goodness and truth. A na'n
ral shrinkiog from the abyes of unpbelief and the
agony of ncepticism will drive many into a craven
renuaciation of their intellectual! responsibilities
Oanses such a9 thesa are simply sufficient to account
for the temporary succees of what are called Roman
izing tendencies. Binyan wag too sanguine when
he described the Giaut Pape as grown go crazy and
atiff in his joints as to be jucapable.of much further
wmischief. In a pation of twenty million souls Rit-
ualism, and the darker superstition of which it ia the
shadow will ever find thousands vpon thousands of
ready osoverts, This is no light evil, but is far short
of what many people seriougly aprnrehend, Let ons
who trembles at the progress of Romanism and Ro-
mi-h doctrines in this country look abroad into the
Continent of Europe, estimate the nature and rela-
tive force of the rival principles now struggling for
the maatery in the world of politics no lesa than ia
the world of specnlation, and then ask himeself what
chance there is of authority triumphing over r ason
in onr owr age. The same lessons may ba lesrst by
the r.beervation of facts nearer home, the prevalent
tnne of literature, the debatea on cartain gueations in
Parlinment the iatitude of opinion in unreserved con
versation the impatience of dogmatism smong the
ablest students a$ our Universities. It is only by
varrowivg unduly our deal of Protestantism that we
can be led to lose faith in its destinies.

Three oclock was the time fixed for the first
gervice, and at that bour the place was tolerably well
filled with persons who had been admitted by ticket.
Mr. Murphy was recsived with loud clappiag of bands
and other tokens of applause. Qutside the place the
crowd were booting, tbreatenicg, acd othe wise
riotous. Mr. Murphy delivered a Jong address in the
afternoon, and s sermon in the evening hoth ot which
geem to have been in every way in singniar bad
teste. One or two extracis frora-a report published
in a local paper will suffice. He said :—

tke police were all but overpowered. So decperate
in facr, bad the state of affairs becocme that.afier
much endurance the police. were compelled to uge
their cutlasses ; bat it was not ontil- bstween 5 and
6 o’clook, whea the police had heen largely reizfore
ced, that they got the upper_bsnd of the mob. By
that lime many peraons bad been eericusly injured,
several bad been taken to the hospitsls, and many of
the police (who behaved admirably) bad been rough-~
ly bandled. Some five and ywenty of the rioters were
taken into custody in the conrse uf the melee. The
bouse of the fatber of the secretary of the local Pro
testant Association, eituate close by the ' Tub-roacls)
wag aeeailed by the mob, the windows wers all bro-
ken, and some of 1he furniture much dumaged,

In tae course of the eveniog the Mayor and some
other of the magistrates visited the sceps, as did
also oune or two of the Roman Oatuohic vriests, by
whom the crowd were exhorted to be jeaceable Un-
till 8 lute bour the streeis were in posseseion of an
excited mob. -

During the who'e of to-dsy the streets in the
neighbourbood of the * Tubarnacle ' have been crow-
ded the mngistrates bave aisembled en permanence,
and every preeaution is being taken leat there should
be an attempt to renew yesterday’s proceedibgs to-
night.. .

The rioters who had been taken isto custody were
brought up before Mr. Kynnersley, the stipendiury,
Lbis morping; after the examination of witnesees the
prisoners were remanded until to.morrow, aud if
sufficient evidence is then adduced to show a proba-
bility that they acted in concert they will most likaly
be committed for trisl at the Qanrter Sessions ; if
they acted separately, they will be summerily con
victed. ’

Av the time the parcel containing this was made
up the streets in the neighbourbood of the ¢ Taber
nacle’ were becoming tensely crowded, and the shops
were being rapidly closed.

Toespay MorNing.—The anti-Popery riots con-
tinue. Matters are becoming desperate Tre Rio:
Act bag been read and tue military called out, and
more military bas been telegrapbed for.

Two whole streets have been sacked, and a Roman
Casholic Obupel attacked and much damaged
Bands of men, armed with staves, throng the tbor-
oughfares, The strests have been in utter disorder
and this state of thing3 continued up tiil half past
12 The greatest exciiement and alarm p evailed.

Tosspay Evening. The rioting of Sunday and
yesterdny has been for the moment checked, and ut
is hoped thut if any attempt is made to renew ihe
distarbances the authorities have sufficient force at
command to supress it instanily. The streets which
were the scepes of the recent gfirays were throsged
all this morniog and afterooon, but the peop'e seemed
to have come {rom curiosity, and their demeanor was
far less violent and threateniog than yesterday.-—
Soon after three o'clock Oarr's-lane acnd two or three
of the neighboring streets were cleared, and kept by
the infaniry. TUntil long past midoight of Monday
there were great crowds in the streete, aud it is not
too much to say that from three in the nfterncon
until eight in the evening mob law prevailed  The
police, even with their cutlasses, bad great difficulty
in getting the best of the rioters, in fact in sevaral
encuuanters \hey failed to do so, and in Park street
and some others adjoining it the cmount of damage
donpe is very grear; in the street named many of the
houses are in ruing, the furniture of the occupants
has been destroyed, and the poor people have been
drivea to geek shelter where they could obtain it,
n a disturbance of thig- character it i needless to
enter into details of the numercus encounters which
took place; many of the wounded went to the Gen-
eral acd Queen’s Bospitals ; cthers got sway as best
they could

Shortly after geven o'clack the Mayor read the
Riot Act. His Worship did tbis ia three places, 1n
Park street, in Bull Ring aed Moor street, and then,
accompanied by a .roop of the 8'h Huassars, be
pagsed through the streesta where ibe disturbances
were going on, The magistrates and military were
cbeered as they went along. At ten o'clock a troop
of Hussare arrived from Coventry; they were ac-
compasnied through the stree's by Mr. Holliday and
Mr. Avery, two of the magistratee ; in tueir progress
8 brickbat was thrown at a trooper, wouundiag Lim
severely ; the perpetrator of this outrngs wus seen
and tuken into cusindv. Atv half past clevea a de-
tschuwencdf 100 iofuntry of 82nd Regiment arrived
from Weedon. Sach were sume of the precautions
which ibe authorities tock to be prepared against
further tumult, .

We bhave written in advance of some other of the
events of the day, In the course of the morn'og
there appeared on tne ecene B coadjutor of Mr
Murphby in the person of Mr. Whalley, M.P. He had
an intervisw with the Mayor and magistrates, and in
the course of bia remarka claimed for Mr Murphy the
risht of *freedom of spesch, acd denisd that Mc
Murpby ‘bad beeu indiscreat in his Jupgnage.’ Tle
Mayor, 1o reply, said that he declived to eater into
any discassion oo the sbstract question a3 1o the
right of * freedom of speech; he held, he said, Mr.
Murpby worally, if not legally responsible for the
riots and e required that he should immediately
quit the town. Mr. Kynnersley, the etipendiary,
concurred in the sentiment aund added that he should
advise the’ mugistrates 1o order the streets to be
blocked up, so a8 to prevent anyone eniericg Mr.
Murphy's bailding.

At balf past six e'clock Mr. Murpbhy delivered a
short address in the ¢ Tabernacle,’ in tbe course of
which be saii :—

(Applause) [ say it is a wituess of the right of
speech and the liberty of zobscieace. (Applause )

Acd be wili get better if he gets a cuuple of more
stones (Laugbter and ¢ Never mind him). We
dido’t attack nor you dida’t attack Dr. Manuing
when he came to the Toawn-ball. (* No,no’) And
because you are Protestants, snd because yuu love
liberty, I am threatened with my life. Popery would
crush you to atoms.’ (Applause.)

At eight o'clock, the hour fixed for the evering
leoture, the chair. was taken by the Rev, Dr. Arm-
strong, rector of Buralem.

o long address. as gid also Mr. Murphy, the staple of
his discourse was wbues of the Magor for retusing
him the Town-hall.

How France will act vnder this new bumiha-
tiop of the murder of Magamihae remains yet to
be seen; but unless she acf, and act boti
speedily and effecuvely to avenge the death of

the perils of a Mexican throne, lier prestige will
be for ever lost. This is, we think, the severesl
- blow that Lioms Napoleon bas as yet received
the course of his career, and it is clearly at.
-tributable to bis tortuous aod undecided policy.
‘When be determined to interlere in tbe domestic
affairs of Mexico, aod to establish there a pew
-lorm. ol Government, he ust, 1f gitted with only
ordizary sagacity, have foreseen that this action
op bis part would provoke the batter bostility of
tbe Northera States; snd that the latfer, (f
triumphant over the Soutb, would._ mterfere, if
not openly, at all events clandestinély, with the
‘affairs of Mexico to undo his work, to reverse
his pohcy, and to pull down him whom tbe arms
of Fraoce had set up.

The regulor anoual distribution of priz:s took
place at the above iastitution, oo Tu.esday the
2pd wst.

Then tollowed a philosophic thesis between two
of the fimissants, Messrs. Joseph Bissonnet and
Desire Chevrier, in the dialectic form. The
factlity with which these young gentlemen spoke
the Latin language, in objecting and responding,
told well alike for themselves, as well as for the
institution in which such a proficiency could be
attaiced. Next on the programme, came a
French address by Mr. T. Harel, an ¢ [llusion
de la Poeste,”’ n which be completely entered
into bis subject and showed Lhat it was quite fa
mihar to bim, being gifted himself with no litde
spark of the poetical fire. Mr. M. Nolan tben
gave an English address oo * Laterature and the
Reformation,” in which he showed that he was
thoroughly conversant with these subjects, and
bad read them up exiensively. He briefly esu
merated the chef authors of the different coun-
tries, especially of Eagland, France and lialy,
who had excelled o the department of hterature ;
but dweit particularly on the bustory and litera
ture of Germany, prior and subsequent to the
Reformation ; clearly showiog that the latter
movemen® was fur trom beneficial 10 that cauze,
For the Reformation, wherever it gained the as-
cendancy or obtained a farr footing, introduced
licentiousoess and unrestraiot, as Luitber tumself,
Melancthon, Erasmus and other promioent re
tormers, 1n thewr haraogues and writings, often
testfied. But these disorders were always and
everywhere detrimental to letters; for they not
ouly tended te, but actually soon ended wm, the
moral, physieal acd inteilectual degradation of
sociely, as history, ancient and modern, suf-
ficieotly proved.
