He is, indeed, a very real soldier,
as every Canadian soldier who saw him overseas will readily testify, and
returned men will cheer him all the more heartily for having done “his bit”
and done it well.

His presence at the front was ar inspiration to all ranks wherever he
went. Cheerful and untiring, e was, as a Canadian “Tommy” once said,
“a soldier first and a Prince afterwards,” a true exponent of royal chivalry,
doing “his bit” with the best, in his own inimitably unassuming manner.

When he looks back over the long hours and weary journeys he put in
during his active service, Albert Edward, one time Captain, attached to Can-
adian Corps Headquarters, may truly feel that every Canadian who saw
him was proud of Lim, and proud to belong to the same Corps.

The frank, open face and cheery smile are the same today as they were
on active service; just a little tired, perhaps, now as then, from long hours
devoted to his duty, but just as popular and just as welcome, and the rous-
ing cheers given by Canadian fathers and mothers during His Royal High-
ness’s progress through the flag-decked streets of Montreal, will linger all
the more sweetly in his ears as being the echo of the ringing shouts of their
sons overseas, a few short months ago.

He met Canada’s sons, and fought with them, during the greatest war
of history, in a foreign land, made free by the blood of thousands of soldiers
of the Empire; and now he has come to Canada, and Canada’s great heart,
smiling through the tears of the war’s sorrows and joys, goes out to him,
the streets resound with his name, and Albert Edwaid, Prince of Wales, is
claimed by the Dominion for her own.

The khaki-clad figure driving through the streets and standing at the
salute on the Lafontaine Park parade ground will long remain a memorable
picture in the minds of Montreal’s soldiers, and the memory of the same
royal presence on the floors of the ball-rooms of the Ritz and Windsor Hotels
will often be recalled by Montreal’s sons and daughters in the ever-memor-
able story of the visit of H.R.H. the Prince of Wales to Canada.

Wherever he may go in the long journeyings of his royal career, he
will carry with him the sincere good-will and love and loyalty of the City
of Montreal.

He is, indeed, by inheritance, the Prince of Wales, but to us he will
always be the Prince, “our soldier Prince,” the pride of the Dominion.

From coast to coast, every Province of the Dominion has acclaimed him
as “our soldier Prince,” and he has won for himself the heartfelt admiration
and staunch support of all whose privilege it has been to see him.

Altesse:

'Al ’honneur de vous souhaiter la bienvenue a4 Montréal au nom de
sa population canadienne-francaise. La tache qui m’incombe est a la
fois délicate et difficile. 1l est toujours délicat de se faire I'interpréte
d’un peuple. Et si “ce que l'on congoit bien s’énonce clairement”,

il n’en est pas ainsi de ce que l'on ressent profondément.

Le Canadien-Francais, issu de Ncrmand, féodal dans I'ame, s'est tou-
jours attaché plutét a la personne du souverain qu’a sa couronne. Lorsque
mourit votre bisaieule, Victoria la Bonne, chacun de nous se souvient
comme notre deuil fat personnel. (’était quelqu’un de la famille qui s’en
allait. Nos anciens se rappellent encore le renouveau de loyauté provoqué
par le gracieux tact de votre grandpéere, qui s’exercait déja a étre Edouard
le Pacificateur. Nous avons nous-mémes le souvenir de la tournée du duc
d’York en 1908, au cours de laguelle nous avons pu apprécier la simplicite
et la douceur toutes royales du roi regnant.

(C’est aussi que, tous les trois, ils réalisaient I'idéal révé du Francais:
le rei bonhomme—entrevu pour un moment dans Henri IV.—le roi aimant
son peuple et aimé de lui sincérement, circulant dans la foule sans gardes,
cuirassé par le sentiment populaire contre la bombe et le poignard. Kt
si, dans le krach mondial de la monarchie, le trone anglais reste debout,
plus grand qu’avant la guerre, ¢’est qu’il est ancré sur le bien public, et n’est
que le finial, le pinnacle, d’'un “commonwealth” réel.

Ce que nous savons maintenant de vous nous assurent que vous con-
tinuerez la tradition. N’avez-vous pas toute suite pris contact avee nous?
N’étes-vous pas devenu pcur ainsi dire notre intime? ILe Canada se sou-
viendra longtemps de celui qu'il se plait a appeler le Prince Charmant, auré-
olé de jeunesse et de dévouement militaire.

Car vous avez pris a ceeur votre dévise, arrachée par votre glorieux
prédécesseur a I'écusson d’'un roi de Bohéme,—“Je sers.” Vous auriez
pu,—d’aprés le protocole, vous auriez di—rester en Angleterre, ou votre

status d’héritier de couronne vous rivait. Rompant avec 'usage, vous
avez endossé 'uniforme d’un capitaine d’état-major, et pendant quatre ans
vous en avez admirablement fait le devoir. Ceux qui la-bas vous ont

observé savent que vous ne boudiez pas plus le danger que le travail, et ils
saluent en vous un véritable frére d’armes.

Et ceux-la comptent parmi nous. 1l convient de rappeler ici que cette
ville et ses environs ont fourni au corps expéditionnaire canadien un con-
tingent de quelques soixante mille, dont un grand nombre dort du dernier
sommeil en France et dans les Flandres.

A part cela, il se peut, Altesse, que dans cette ancienne province vous
trouviez un accueil plus essentiellement cordial qu’ailleurs. Votre per-
sonne est un symbole. Et cette province a toujours chéri I'idéal. Montréal,
tout terre-a-terre et commercial qu’il soit devenu par la suite, a eu ses ra-
cines dans l'idée. Ceux qui le fondérent n’étaient pas des aventuriers,
avides de riches pelleteries ou de sables & pepites d’or. Ils n’établissaient
pas une factorie, ils n’ouvraient pas un puits de mine.  De propos délibéré,
en connaissance de cause, ils se constituaient l'avant-garde des forces
civilisatrices de I'Europe. Ils faisaient de Ville Marie le poste d’écoute
d’abord, puis la tranchée d’assaut du progrés en Amérique.

La vague assaillante a roulé bien loin vers l'ouest. L’attaque s’est
consolidée sur son objectif final. L’Amérique est au progres. Mais ici,
chez nous, la trace de la premiére préparation, inéffacablement imprimée, se
voit encore. Nous sommes encore du vieux monde, du monde auquel I'ex-
périence a enseigné que, méme au sens pratique, I'idée domine la matiére
—du monde dont vous étes. C’est pourquoi nous nous comprendrons
mieux.

Montréal a une autre caractéristique. C’est ici, & ’endroit ou nous
sommes, que passe la frontiére entre deux races. Comme dans notre
fleuve, pres d’ici, ’Ottawa s’unit au St-Laurent et roule ses eaux dans le
méme lit tout en restant distinct—ici le Canadien-Francair se méle au
Canadien-Anglais sans amalgame, sans perte de caractére intime de part ou
d’autre.

D’aucuns ont vu a cela un inconvénient, voire un danger. Mais votre
expérience personnelle vous fera voir plus clair que cela. Au front, 'armée
alliée a eu tout bénéfice de 'union de génies différents. La France et I’An-
gleterre ont surgi invincibles de la ccopération de leurs divergences. 1l en
sera ainsi de nous.

Depuis le moyen-age deux peuples se sont mutuellement recherchés.
Cette guerre les a enfin unis. A eux deux ils sont la meilleure garantie
de la paix du monde. Vivant pour ainsi dire I'un dans 'autre depuis quatre
ans ils ont appris a s’apprécier tellement qu’on aura beau souffler sur les
cendres d’un passé plus lointain, I’'on ne réveillera plus jamais les incendies
qui désolérent I'Europe.

Ce que la guerre a amené entre les péres, la “paix britannique” I'a
amené entre les fils. Si ceux-ci.ont eu des mésententes, c’est parce que,
voulant atteindre au méme idéal, ils ont pris par des chemins différents,
sans se douter que, au bout de I'étape, ces chemins se rencontraient.

Prince, ce que La France vous a dit hier, la Nouvelle France vous le
dit aujourd’hui: “Vous étes le bienvenu parmi nous.”
