An imposing structure of classical de-
sign of grey granite will replace the pres-
ent unsightly structure. The brick casing
of the ball room and tennis court, which
from the two wings of the present
building, are ‘to be removed and replaced
with granite walls. There will be a great
entrance hall and promenade of one hun-
dred feet long and one hundred feet deep.
. The floor above will be divided into

dressing, rooms and/toilet roms for usemif
st s oecptioas. i From the
md thgdga]l wz.ll have st.f»ries to a
dome at the roof. There will be two. ele-
vators. At present there are nonme. A
feature of the interior will be a magnifi-
cent marble stairway leading from the
promenade to the floor above. It will take
a year to complete the work.

BAD BLAZE ON

1t is not know just how the fire origi-
nated, but it caught in the roof and
burned it off The firemen worked hard,
and with the aid of the chemical and two
streams prevented the fire from spread-
ing. The building was badly damaged by
fire and water.

Messrs. Sealy and Gallop
left Dalhousie early Thursday —morning
with warrants for the arrest of Andrew
Fontaine and Peter Fontaine, charged
with assault on Ohar}es 0’Doyle, of Dal-
housie. On arriving at the home of An-
drew Fontaine they placed him under ar-
rest, and George Sealy left alone to go to
the next house where Peter Fontaine made
his home. On Sealy’s arrival there he met
with one George dJalbert with whom

Peter Fontaine lived. '« He arrested Jal-
bert by mistake for Peter Fontaine, Jal-

bért, not having committed any offense,

of the law, and not knowing who Mr.

Sealy was and eeeing he bad a revolver in
his hand, he saye he mistook him for a
burglar and made a fight, as he was very
much afraid. Meanwhile he called to his
wife and Peter Fontaine for help. Fon-
taine came down stairs undressed, and see-
ing a stranger with & revolver a general
row occurred. The policeman, noticing his
mistake, let Jalbert go, and made an at-
tempt to arrest Fontaine.

Jalbert, having received a seevere blow,
made for the woods. Meantime Gallop
came on the seen, and took part in 'the
scuffle, which resulted in Fontaine receiv-
ing several shoté, one ball lodging in his
liver and another just above the heart.

The ‘women in the house ran to the
neighboring houses and seeing that Fon-
taine was dying William Gallop, d!bve to

CANADA’S TRADE
SHOWS INCREASE

OTTAWA, Ont., June 14— (Special)—
The statement of Canada’s foreign trade
issued by the customs department shows
an increase in the aggregate trade of the
country of $7,606,004 for the first t\uto
mgnths of the present fiscal year, that is
for April and May. The total trade was
$04,071,678 as against $86,375,584 for the
same two months last year. :
, There was an increase in the imports
of $12,922,984, an da decrease in the ex-

rts of $5,226,890.
po’.[’his de$c5nease was largely due to the
backward season and partly to labor dis-
putes. . For the month of May there was
inerease of nearly $8,000,000 in the im-
ports, and a decrease of nearly $2,000,000
in the exports. The decreases for .the
two months were $250,000 on ﬁsheneg,
$1,250,000 in forests, $1,500,,00 in ani-
mals, $2,500,000 in agriculture and 8509,-

LOST $20,000 JOB
BY DIVORCE SUIT

Father Stopped Vice President
~ of Planet Mills Company’s
Salary When His Wife Sued.

NEW YORK, June 13—Charles P. Bu-
chanan, who was until May 28 the vice
president of the Planet Mills Manufactur-
ing Compnay, No. 335 Carroll street,
Brooklyn, was directed by Judge Truax
Jin the supreme court to pay his wife,
Martha V. Louise Buchanan, who is su-
ing him for absolute divorce, a counsel
fee of $350.

Mrs. Buchanan also asked for alimony
of $350 a month, but withdrew her appli-
cation on the understanding that Buchan-
an would allow her $200 a month until
the determination of her suit.

Mrs. Buchanan in her petition stated
that after they separated she continued
to live in her husband’s apartments at
No. 43 Fifth avenue. :

Under the negotiations first entered into
she said she was to-get $350 a month for
life, but this arrangement was not carried
out. Her husband, she said, had a salary
of $20,000 a year as vice-president of the
Planet Mills Manufacturing Company.

Buchanan denied his wife’s allegations.
He said that at a meeting on Tuseday,
May 28, at which his father, William Bu-
chanan the president; A Frazer Crichton,
the treasurer, and the other officers of
the corporation, including himself, were
present, a resolution was proposed by his
father abolishing all the salaries of the
officers and directors.

This action, he declared, had absolutely
no reference to this divorce suit, and was
not the result of his wife’s action. He
further said that since his salary had been
abolished he is now without a situation
or an income.

Supreme Court Refuses New Trial in
Case of Chittick vs. City of St. John

---/Says Damages

McLeod Were Reasonable.

FREDERICTON N. B. June 14—(Speci-
al)—The supreme court met this morning
with Judges Tuck, McLeod, Landry and
Hanington in attendance and delivered
judgments in the following cases:

The King vs. Kay, magistrate. of Monc-
ton, ex-parte Comeau.

This was an application to quash a con-
viction against the defendant for selling
liquor contrary to the Canada Temper-
ance Act, under which he was sentenced
to thirty days imprisonment. It was held
that the eonviction was bad because it
was made on Easter Monday, a statutory
holiday. The court differed from this view
and sustained the conwiction. .

Chittick vs the city of St. John. Th
court held that the damages of $250 asses-
sed by Judge McLeod were reasonable and
refused a new trial. \

Stevens vs. Jeffers. new trial refused.

Bourque vs The Record Foundry Co.
The court being unable to get a return ‘of
the record in this case from the steno-
grapher, ordered a new trial without giv-
ing any opinion on’ the merits of the case.
The judges expressed regret at taking this

A Prisoner Who Was ‘Ar-
rested and Allowed to
Go---A Telephone Inci-
dent.

An entry on the police arrest book made
on Saturday night shows that Clara Mc-
Keown, aged 22 years, was arrested by
Policemen Charles Marshall and ¥Frank
Bowes for wandering about Prince Wil
liam street and not giving a satisfactory
account of herself to the police. The ar-
rest was made between eleven and twelve
o’clock. The arrest book also states that
the prisoner was let go with a Salvation
Army captain.

The chief of police was asked by the
Times today in what manner the prisoner
was liberated and the chief informed this
paper that he allowed her to go.

Judge Ritchie was called up by ’phone
and asked if the woman had come before
him and his honor replied in the negative.
He stated that he had been asked what
he had done with the prisoner and he had
informed his interrogator that the arrest
was not on Monday morning’s sheet. His
honor said he had learned that the arrest
had been made and as the woman’s name
was not placed on the sheet he had in-
structed Mr. Henderson to inform Chief
Clark that such action must never be
taken by him again.

The judge stated that when a prisoner
is arrested on Saturday night as in this
case, he or she must according to British
law be brought before him before twelve

o’clock Monday mnoon unless allowed out
o domoait. Im thia ecwse. bhowevar, tha

name was not even placed on the sheet,
The judge said that the law was very
strict’ about women. It had provisions, sa
that women may be protected and scan+
dals guarded against.

BIG FAILURE
IN NEW YORK

Firm With $6,500,000 of
Liabilities Goes to the Wall
This Week.

NEW YORK, June 12—Milliken Bros.,
Incorporated, structural steel and iron

contractors and constructors, of 11 Broad-
way, had a petition in bankruptey filed
yesterday.

It was alleged that the corporation, on
June 10, admitted in writing inability to
pay debts and willingness to be adjudged
bankrupt.

Liabilities are estimated at $6,500,000 of
which $3,500,000 are unsecured and $3,000,-
00 bonds secured by mortgage on the
plant at Mariners Harbor, Staten Island.

The business is a vary old one, having
been established fifty vears ago, by Sam-
uel Milliken, who retired in 1883. He was
the father of Foster Milliken and Edward
F. Milliken who formed the firm of Milli-
ken Bros. in 1884. For several years pre-
viously the style had been Milliken, Smith
& Co. Up to 1890 the firm of Milliken
Bros. confined their attention to the iron
commission business, but after that date
they began iron and steel contracting and
installation, making rapid progress and op-
erating in various parts of the world.

They had branches at Pittsburg, San
Francisco, Havana, City of Mexico, Hono-
lulu, Johannesburg and Cape Town.

The business became so large that it
was incorporated on May 17, 1902, with
a capital stock of $2,000,000, which was in-
creased to $2,500,000 in July, 1905, and
again increased to £5,500,000 in January
1906. Another reason given at the time
for incorporation, was that, as a firm, in
case of death of one of the partners, it
might lead to legal complications. Edward
¥. Milliken became president of the cor-
poration, which was organized under New
York laws; Foster Milliken, vice-president
and Francis Dykes, secretary and treasur-
er. Edward F. Milliken died on November
10, 1906. in the New York Hospital after
an operation for appendicitis, and was
succeeded as president by Foster Milliken,
and Henry S. Manning as vice president.

The corporation started its plant on
Staten Island in 1903, and have increased
its capacity to make it one of the best
and largest of ifs kind in the east.

The officers boasted that it was the only
plant of its kind in the city of New York
and operated by New York city work-
men. To make these large improvements a
bond issue was made of $3,000,000, secur-
ed by mortgage on the property, to the
Standard Trust Company as trustee. The
corporation has had many large contracts
for building in this city, one of which, it
is said, is the new Singer Building on
Broadway near Liberty strest. The cor-
poration bought its supplies of pig iron
in the open market and some also, it is
gaid, from the United States Steel Com-
pany, and rolled it at Mariners Harbor.

It is said in the trade that the company
did such a large business and had so much

STEEL FAILURE
AND WAR TALK

These Were Factors in the
Stock Market on Tuesday---
No 2 Cent Rate.

(N. Y. Journal of Commerce.)

The two important developments on
Tuesday were the vetoing of the 2c fare
bill by Governor Hughes and the au-
nouncement of the failure of a large steel
company. The first'is distinctly encour-
aging; the later is ominous. An effort
was made to create a scare over friction
betwezmr this country and Japan, but the
most ordinary sense of decency ought to
revolt at such tactics. There are many
which the stock market bear may resort
to in order to depress securities, but the
line must be drawn somewhere; at this
moment it is nothing short of criminal,
as well as being idiotic, financiers assert,
to stir up war feelings. The subject need
not be further touched upon. The action
of Governor Hughes ought to go far to-
wards demonstrating to corporate inter-
ests that while he has been instrumental
in securing the passage of a Public Utili-
ties bill, he is not blind to the rights of
vested interests. Perhaps it is too much
to expect that his example will have suf-
ficient influence in other parts of the
country to stay the hasty measures that
are being considered along the same lines.
The steel failure was not taken seriously
by the stock market, the easy logic in-
dulged in that the firm had simply mis-
calculated the cost of its own building.
But here is more significance than ap-
pears on the surface of this unfgrtunate
occurrence. Therc are other concerns
that have misjudged the cost of not only
making additions to plants, but also of
running these same plants, the ‘conse-
quence being that bulging order books
have not been tantamount to bulging
treasuries. In other words, operating
costs in- all fields of industry have swol-
len at a rate that has resulted in meager
net profits. Railroads and industrial cor-
porations must face this problem squarely

PRICE OF PRUNES
STILL ADVANCING

NEW YORK, June 13—Representatives
of various coast packing interests received
telegrams from their principals yesterday
morning advancing quotations on future
prunes, particularly the Santa Clara pro-
duct The basis generally quoted on the

A
peculiar feature of the situation is the
shortage of large sizes on a’emall crop.

“Have not manufacturers, menchants
and others,” says this paper, “pursued a
similar course, while under the intoxicat-
ing influence of unparalleled prosperity
In discussing this phase of economic con-
ditions with manufacturers during the last
‘three months, the admission has several
times been made that while money had
been made it had been put into brick and
mortar, engines and looms, and that liquid
assete and hard cash were scarcer than
ever.”

In other words, there has been too much
eagerness to expand operations during a
period of prosperjty, and the thing has
been overdone.

THE CASE WELL STATED

The New Ydrk committee on the Pre-
vention of Tuberculosis makes a point
that is of no little importance in relation
to the public health. It is that there is
risk in eending consumptive patients to
country boarding houses in summer, es-
pecially if they have not been taught what
they ehould do to care for themselves and
not to infect others. Particular objection
ie taken to the removal to such boarding
houses of persons in an advanced stage of
the disease.

The Toronto News, commenting on the
care that should be exercised by patients
and by their physicians, in order to safe-
guarki the health of others, sums up the
ease very well in the following paragraph:

“Consumption is a very infectious, but
curable disease, and once a person is in-
fected the only safe rule for the good of
himself and the community is to get med-
ical assistance, and then, whether in the
¢ity or the country, or in a eanitarium, to
jollow the doctor’s directions absolutely.
When the public become as afraid of tu-
berculogis infection as they now are of
@mallpox infection, and when people are
as careful not to breathe bad air as they
now are not to drink bad water, then one
important stage will be reached in the
ﬁght against the white plague.” ‘

THE UNIVERSITY

The appointment of Dr. Philip Cox to
the chair of matural history and geology
in the University of New Brunswick is a
recognition of ability and faithful service
to the cause of education in this province,
and of special qualifications for the work
to which he has been called. Prof. Cox
has for years given enthusiastic study to
the natural history of his native province.
He comes to his duties well equipped.

Of the new professor of physics and el-
ectrical engineering less is generally
known, but no doubt the senate has made
a wise selection. The new professor of
engineering has had experience as a teach-
er in the University of Chicago, and comes
highly recommended.

Prof. McDonald has agreed to remain
another year, and his salary and that of
three other professors has been increased.

President Roosevelt in his Jamestown
speech propounded an entirely mew and
radical doctrine on the subject of the li-
ability of employers for injuries to those
in their employment, which he urged as
the basis of National and State legisla-
tion. He had said among other excellent
things: “We have inherited end devel-
oped a superbly self-reliant individualism
in this country. I most earnestly hope
that it will not be lost, that it will nev-
er be exchanged for a deadening social-
ism.” And yet his doctrine of the de-
pendence of the “wage earner’,” as he is
fond of calling all workmen, upon the em-
ployer and the obligation of the latter
to take care of him, implies a kind of pa-
ternalism calculated to have a deadening
effect upon the wmense of individual re-
sponsibility. | The argument for it even
smacks of socialism, as it would make
the community through the employer pay
for accidents and injuries to those who
take the risk of work, regardless of the
cause or the personal responsibility for
what happens. It would not do this for
all citizens but would establish a class
distinction, making a kind of dependent
caste of wage-earners, whom a ‘“superbly
self-reliant individualism” should put up-
on a footing of equality of rights and re-
sponsibilities before the law.

The president lays down- an entirely
new principle, or theory, of employment
as a basis for his doctrine. He main-
tains that workmen “should receive a
certain definite and limited compensa-
tion for all accidents in industry, irre-
spective of negligence,” and the payment
should be “automatic,” because the em-
ployer is ‘“the agent of the public”’ and

“golf-reliant individualism” in a large class
of citizens who most need it and are most
benefited by it. Anything creating a class
distinction, especially one of dependence
and of special claims upon another class
and upon law and government, is most
obnoxious to the fundamental principles
of a government of freedom and equality.
Every man should stand on his own feet,
take his own risks and accept the respon-
sibilities of manhood. If an occupation is
hazardous it is highly paid accordingly,
and has to be so in order to secure men
to work in it. The ordinary risk is paid
for, and it is for the interest of the em-
ployer to lessen it as much as possible, If
an accident occurs for which the employ-
er is responsible through neglect to pro-
vide every reasonable safeguard and to
take every reasonable care, he should pay
for the injury dome. If it is caused by
earthquake or lightning or fire or by the
negligence of workmen themselves, which
he has taken every means to prevent, to
compel him to make compensation would
be neither justice mor sound policy. He
would have no means of reimbursing him-
self from the ‘“general public,” and if the
public was required to make up the loss
it would be socialism in its rankest form.

In practical everyday experience this
doctrine would be most harmful. One of
the most perplexing difficulties of employ-

chanical appliances, especially those invol-
ving “special hazard, is to induce work-
men to take reasonable care to prevent
them from being negligent and taking
needless risks. Let all the risks of loss
by accident be put upon the employer and
let the workmen be assured of compensa-
tion for injury whatever happens, and the
difficulty would be multiplied. The sense
of responsibility on the part of the work-
man, hard enough to instill and maintain
in any case, would' be weakened if not
wholly taken away. It is better for the
workman to bear his share of responsib-
ility and risk and to take his share of the
consequences, so  far as they are
due to his own action er neglect, than
to be put in a dependent and eleemosyn-
ary relation to his employer. Ineculcation
of this class principle, this treatment of
the workingmen of this free republic as
an inferior caste, to be specially looked af-
ter and cared for by a paternal and be-
nevolent government, instead of being en-
couraged to take care of and provide for
themselves and to become ‘‘superbly self-
reliant” as citizens equal to all others be-
tore the law . and under the government,
is demoralizing and degenerating 'to the
very theory of our institutions. It is too
cgmmon with demagogues and it is sad
tb see a high official of good intentions
and purposes fall into it. ]

BOY THIEVES SLID
OVER DIZZY ABYSS

Thirty Times New York Young-
sters Shot Down Plank From
Tenement Roofs to Windows
of Victims’ Homes.

NEW YORK, June 13—By sliding
down a plank insecurely inclined from the
roof to the nearest window ledge, and
with an abyss of from fifty to sixty feet
in the airshaft beneath them, two Har
lem boys have risked their lives fully
thirty times within the last two months
for the purpose of gaining entrance to
tenement houses and stealing the small
sums of money contained in slot machine
gas meters.

Fredericton, N. B., June 13—The univer-
sity senate, at a meeting here this after-
noon, filled two vacancies on the staff,
caused by the resignation of Dr. Bailey
and Prof. Salmon, and appointed a profes-
sor in chemistry. Dr. Bailey’s successor
in the chair of natural history and geology
is Dr. Philip Cox, principal of the Chat-
ham Grammar school, one of the most ex-
perienced and most widely known educa-
tionists in the provincs. i

He is a native of Maugerville, Sunbury
county, and graduated from the university
in 1871. He received the degree of bache-
lor of science from his alma mater in
1890 and that of Ph: D. in 1894. Dr. Cox
served as inspector of schools for several
years, and has had a large experience as a
teacher. He is familiar with the geology
of the province, and is recognized as-a
most industrious and enthusiastic worker
in the cause of education. He formerly
taught in St. John.

Prof. Salmon’s successor in the chair of
physics and electrical engineering is W.
B. Cartmel, who lately completed a post-
graduate course at Harvard. He is a na-
tive of Greenwich (Eng.), and received his
early education there, afterwards complet-
ing a course at Case School of Applied
Science, Cleveland (0.)

Wall Street May Have 5 Little
Trouble — Big Increase in

Loans.

| NEW YORK, Jan. 13—Money may give
| the stock market more thought during the
| next three weeks than it has given during
the last month or more. The Comptrol-
ler's abstract emphasizes a point that has
been repeatedly referred to here, namely,
that the banks have been increasing their
loans at a disquieting pace. The total
| loans and discounts shown by the Nation-
lal banks on May 22 last was $4,631,143,000,
which compares with $4,535,844,000 on
March 22 and $4,206,800,000 on June 18 of
last year, the increase over the March re-
port being $95,299,000, and with a year ago
| $194 253,000. Since the spring the banks
| have increased their cash holdings by $35,-
370,587, which does not compare wnfavor-
| ably with the increase in loans, but last
{year the position of the banks was much
better, since then the cash has increased
| only $40,254,000, against a loan expansion
pé mopa than fen times that, smaunt. In-

dividual deposits are now $4,332,880,000, an
increase since March of $53,368,000, and
since last ycar of $267,006,000. These fig-
ures suggest that bankems have been a lit-
tle too anxious to avail themselves of high
money rates, and should this tendency
continue the treasury department may feel
compelled to take steps to bring about
greater conservatism.

INQUEST INTO
BANK FATALITY

An inquest into the death of Michael
Gillen, who lost his life last Saturday by
the falling of a vault door at the mew
Royal Bank of Canada building work, was
begun last night by Coroner Berryman in
the court house. D. Mullin, K. C., was
present to watch the procezdings in be-
half of the relatives of deceased, while
Frederick R. Taylor appeared for the Can-
ada White Company, the contractors on
the building. Two witnesses were exam-
ined and adjournment was made till nexf
Thursday at 7.30.

Most of the evening was taken up with
the evidence of Edward Berthiaume, who
told about the working organization
among the men. Witness said that he was
himself superintendent of construction and
hired all the men. Under him is Mr. Beat-
tie, the general foreman, while under him
are a number of sub-foremen and besides,
each gang has its own leader.

On Saturday last he directed John
Jones and Michael Gillen to place the
vault door in position, under the direc-
tion of Mr. Beattie. These men he chose
because he believed them to be skilled in
lifting heavy weights. It was in his opin-
ion, possible for the accident to have hap-
pened by the door baving come off the
blocks on which it rested.

Chas. Ross was next called and in the
course of his evidence said that the shores
;vere taken from under the door too:quick-
V. :

Gillen, the witness said, also remon-
strated but the Englishman persisted in
his purpose and took the plank out. No
sooner had he done so than the door fell
on top of Gillen and striking the witness
slightly on the arm and tearing his shirt.
Ross said he-at once called for help and
some carpenters who were working mear
ran up and extricatacd the unfortunate
man from under the door as speedily as
possible and carried him into the office.

The witness said he was wiping Gillen’s
lips with a piece of cotjon wool and the
last words he heard him say wers, “You
shouldn’t have taken the plank out.” In
the opinion of the witness it was this
pulling the plank away that caused the
accident.

At this point the inquest adjourned till
next Thursday. There are seven more
witnesses to be examined.

CHIEF WANTS

Chief Kerr at Fire Investigation
Says He Must Have Another
Steamer at Once. »

The fire investigation was continued be-
fore Judge Ritchie yesterday afternoon and
Chief Kerr in his evidence recommended
many additions to the department. He
. |stated that the water supply the day of
the Macaulay fire was weak. No. 2 broke
down and No. 4 was sent for. That was
No. 2s first baulk. She was bought in
1864. At the time of the-fire Mr. Leon-
ard’s health was very poor and the depart-
ment had. to depend on the teamster to
run the engine, If Mr. Leonard had been
in good health he would have been at din-
ner.

“By order of the common council the en-
gineman and the teamster go to their
dinner at the same time. This rule was
made many years ago. The board of pub-
lic safety made this rule. I have to carry
out the rules.”

Judge Ritchie—“The members of the
board of safety are such very busy men
that one would think they would accept
recommendations from a practical man
like your%elf.”

Chief Kerr—*I wouldn’t recommend that
one man go at 12, one at 1 and the third
at 2, but I would recommend that an ex-
tra man be provided. This would, how-
ever, cost $50 a month, eo théy would not
be likely to adopt it. The only remedy
is to have an additional man.”

Chief Kerr then read a list of the men
in the fire houses and their hours for go-
ing to meals. While doing this he eaid
that he wished to see chemical engine No.
I placed in the ladder house and No. 2
engine taken back to No. 2 engine house.

“] have seen life nets used,” he con-
tinued. “They were circular, about fifteen
feet in diameter with handles. Thorough-
ly trained men held them. I think respir-
ators are a very good thing. I gave mine
to the chemical pipe man. It was stated
the other day that the council provided
the Salvage Corps with réspirators. Capt.
Frink, for the fire underwriters, had given
them.

“Swivel pipes could not be used in cel-
lars. They were for use on a water tower.
[ would suggest that a cellar pipe be pro-
vided.

Chief Kerr also recommended the purch-
asing of a nmew engine at once. He also
said that the firemen wanted new helmets,
but the witness eaid that he wanted ap-
paratus and men more than the helmets.

“The wires are a serious inconvenience
to us. They are run just as the street
railway people and the telephone company
please. They are under no supervision of
the council and no man is sent to fires to
turn off the current or instruct firemen
how to do it. They should be placed
either underground or under the super-
vision of the board of works or the public
safety board. Stringent laws should be
passed controlling their position, whether
for telephone or -electric light purposes.
