It 
may be said that we have left to her a 
hard choice. Can it be hard for her to 
disclaim the intent to carry on maritime 
welfare barbarously, in disregard of the 
laws of nations and of humanity. Will 
the great German nation confess that it 
Is resolved to carry on an unjust and in­
human war? The choice is hard only if 
Germany makes it so.

“It is the great diplomatic achievement 
of thp note that it puts upon Germany 
the choice, not only of what her reply 
•hall be, but what is to follow.”

“‘The Imperial German government 
will not expect the government of the 
United States to omit any word or any 
act necessary to the performance of its 
eacred duty of maintaining the rights of 
the United States and Jts citizens, and of 
safeguarding their free exercise and en­
joyment.’

“These are grave words. They are 
spoken with a full sense of responsi­
bility, they carry to the German govern­
ment the thought and purpose of 100,- 
000,000 people united in the resolve to 
uphold and support the chief man 
among them by whose authority this ut­
terance is transmitted to Berlin. All de­
pends on Germany.”

The death of a well known Carietoo 
resident, William F. Lane, occurred this 
morning at his home, 82 Winslow street.

Man, Loses His Life
baljtalion into camp, a feature which was 
greatly appreciated by officers and men, 
was the courtesy of the Sussex Band 
which played every detachment from the 
depot to the grounds, and has also offer­
ed its services as required.

Floors of wood have been placed in 
the bell-shaped tents. The engineers 
•have rushed to completion the arrange­
ments for the supply of water, and have 
also superintended matters pertaining to 
sanitation. New tables and forms have 
been procured, and the various company 
messes are well organized. Marquees are 
being provided for mess purposes. Perm­
anent guard rooms are being erected on 
the grounds, and quartermaster’s stores 
established.

Frank Christopher, a deckhand on the 
government steamer Aberdeen, at Pet- 
tingill wharf, was drowned about one 
o’clock today, while attempting to go 
ashore by means of a short ladder from 
the side of the steamer to the wharf. 
The ladder slipped and he was thrown 
into the water. He arose to the surface 
and begem to struggle. A companion 
called for help and several of the crew 
rushed to his assistance. One went 
down a rope, while others threw a life 
belt. Being unable to swim, Christopher 
was handicapped, and just as the man 
who was hanging suspended over the 
side of the ship, went to seize him, he 
sank and did not come to the surface 
again.

A boat was lowered and the steamer 
was worked out from her moorings, and 
a grappling party begun to search tor 
the body. Although the bottom was 
dragged for a considerable distance, the 
body had not been recovered at latest 
reports. Owing to the strong current 
it was feared it would be carried to sea.

The man was about twenty-five years 
of age, and a resident of West St. John. 
He is survived by his mother, who re­
sides in Watson street. He had been 
employed on the steamer tor six weeks 
and had become a great favorite among 
his shipmates.

Berlin, May 14—“The Mauretania or 
any other British liner will be torpedoed, 
sunk, and meet the same fate as the 
Lusitania, if our submarines can reach 
them; and that they can has been de­
monstrated. We will continue to wage 
war against England with the same re­
lentlessness and remorselessness that she 
is waging against us. Nothing will de­
ter us from that; nothing will cause us 
to deviate from that course, except Eng­
land’s own action.”

Thus declared a high German govern­
ment official today, when asked what the 
future submarine policy would be..

“Germany unaffectedly regrets and 
sorrows over the loss of so many neutral 
lives on the Lusitania, but the responsi­
bility rests wholly with the British.

“Admiral Von Tirpitz told you in De­
cember that Germany did not want war 
to the knife, but England would have it. 
A nation that is fighting for its very ex­
istence against so relentless and re­
morseless a foe as Germany is fighting, 
also has a duty to perform to its own 
women and children and non-combat­
ants, and that is to fight for them with 
every means at its command.”

The principal gave an example of the 
saving ijji the school. He said that the 
school received a casting in a rough, un­
finished state that cost $300, and, by the 
work of the pupils, it was finished, 
thereby saving the city $800. He ex­
pressed the belief that vocational schools 
would thrive and flourish and prove their 
immense worth to all communities and 
he called attention to the fact that they 
are endorsed by labor men. In the Som­
erville boys’ school there are sixty-six 
pupils and in the girls’ there are 100.

“The girls school ftts its pupils for the 
vocations of millinery, dressmaking, 
cooking and home malting. That for 
the boys provides courses in carpentry, 
cabinet making and machineshop work. 
It is the policy of each school adminis­
tration to follow up graduates for at 
least five years. As there are 260 oc­
cupations which a boy or a man may 
follow in the industrial world, the view 
was expressed that the three taught 
in the Somerville school constitute a 
very small number. In the Somerville 
school the boys spend four days in the 
workroom and two in the class-room. In 
the iattei* they are given instruction in 
trade English, trade literature, trade ma­
terials, trade history and trade hygiene. 
They are also taught trade science, 
mathematics and shop management, and, 
in addition, each is given instruction in 
cultural subjects. These subjects take in 
general mathematics, English, both writ­
ten and spoken, simple debate and hy­
giene. The boy is shown, through these, 
how to ask for a job, how to intetigent- 
ly discuss his work, and in every "way to 
make himself quite its presentable as the 
college graduate. Social science, food 
supplies and kindred subjects are also 
included in the class-room curriculum. 
Neither is the subject of government, 
national, state, country and city, nor 
geography, nor matters related to the 
work, neglected.”

The 
state paid $220,000 toward the support 
of those schools. The productivity of 
the boys while at work in the schools 
amounted to $84*000. In the Somerville 
vocational school for boys last year, the 
productivity amounted to $680. The

DIRECT SHORT ROUTE
MARITIME PROVINCESWriting to Chas. O’Connor, of Fred­

ericton, Privât* Robert Phillips, a Fred­
ericton soldier, with the Dorscts, says 
the British capture of Hill No. 60 
effected In thirteen minutes. “First,” he 
writes, “the place was undermined, then 
dynamited and blown up with electricity. 
This was on April 17. Facing the hill 
were the King’s Own Scottish Border­
ers and West Kents. The Dorscts 
on the right and I think the Norfolks 
on the left. The hill was blown up at 
sharp seven o’clock in the evening, and 
then followed the heaviest artillery fire 
since the beginning of the war. As soon 
as the firing finished the West Kents 
rushed the hill, followed by the King’s 
Own Scottish Borderers. With sand bags 
the trenches were soon put in shape 
again. The Germans were game, how­
ever, and came back with a strong count­
er attack, but could not regain the lost 
ground. \

“The next day there were more ar­
tillery duels, but at night the Germans 
lost another line of trenches. Both sides 
seemed tired out by this time and things 
went along pretty quietly until the next 
night about five o’clock, the Germans 
started again, and this time right in our 
own trenches. We lost none of- our men, 
but had forty wounded. Frank and I 
bandaged some of them up. It was sure­
ly a night of horror and I won’t forget 
it soon.”

Lieutenant Leo Lynch, who has been 
visiting his mother, Mrs. Timothy 
Lynch, in Fredericton, has returned to 
Montreal. He has been attached to the 
Divisional Ammunition Column and has 
been recommended for a commission in 
the Royal Field Artillery. He is a grad­
uate of McGill University, and has been 
with McKenzie & Mann in Montreal for 
the last two years.

McNairn, Buctouche, N. B, a former U.

MECHAM’SLOSS FIVE TIMES THE REVENUE

To the Editor of the Times-Star:
Sir,—I recently expressed the opinion 

that if we were rid of the liquor traffic 
our taxes could be reduced 25 per cent- 
That was calculated from figures taken 
from the United States, especially Cali­
fornia Indiana and Kansas. In Cali- 
nia a comparison between twelve wet 
and twelve dry towns of about the same 
size showed that the average tax rate 
in the twelve dry towns was $1.07 per 
$100, while the average tax rate in the 
twelve wet towns was $1.56. These fig­
ures show that the average tax rate in 
the wet towns is .40 cents per $100 high­
er than in the dry towns.

In Indiana statistics gathered by Ex- 
Govemor Hanley showed that of six 
licensed cities with an approximate esti­
mate of $100,000,000 the average city 
tax rate was $1.85 on $100 worth of 
property. In the six prohibition cities 
with about the same assessment the tax ; 
rate was .90 cents on $100 worth of 
property. These figures show that the 
tax rate in the wet cities is about dou­
ble that of the dry cities of about the 
same size. Kansas City laved $50,000 on 
two items, police and criminal justice, 
the very first year.

But let us take as an example of what 
might be done right at home in our fair 
city of Hamilton, not one of the worst 
by any means, and this is how it figures 
out. The cost of crime and poverty, 
is $286,255. Such reliable men as Glad­
stone, Sir Oliver Mowat and many 
judges have often told us that three- 
fourths of all the poverty and crime is 
due to drink. Three-fourths of $286,255 
is $214,692. That being the case we have 
the immense sum of $214,692 as the cost 
to the city of the liquor traffic. Thas is 
about thirteen per cent, of our tax 
rate, raised by a levy of $2.10 on 
every $100 worth of property. That 
is only what lies on the surface, 
there is loss in many other ways which 
cannot be calculated, but judging by the 
experience of many American towns 
might easily increase the saving to or 
beyond the amount of my estimate.

Out of all this expenditure, loss and 
injury to business, we drag as from » 
garbage heap $41,000 in license fees, 
leaving a net loss of $178,692. In view 
of these facts is it not the height of fol­
ly thus to cut off tire revenue at its 
source by making men so poor that they 
cannot help to pay their share of the 
taxes.
