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Halifax, N. S., July 28—Over the long 

distance telephone today, Hon. R. M. 
McGregor, of New Glasgow, a member 
of the Murray government, stated that 
he had been defeated in Pictou county. 
He was unable to give the figures. This 
makes the standing as follows:

Liberals elected, 29.
Conservatives elected, 1.
Farmers elected, 7.
Labor elected, 6.
Government majority, 15.
The last house of assembly was com­

posed of 82 Liberals and 11 Conserv­
atives. Among the more prominent can­
didates defeated were Hon. E. F. Arm­
strong, commissioner of public works 
and mines, one of two Liberal candidates 
in Yarmouth; Lieut. Colonel J. L. Ral­
ston, C. M. G., one of three Laberal can­
didates m Cumberland; and W. L. Hall, 
leader of the opposition, one of two 
Conseravtive candidates in Queens. Mrs. 
R W. Rogers, one of two women candi­
dates in the field for the first time in 
Nova Scotia, led the defeated Conserv­
ative ticket in Cumberland, and Mrs. J. 
M. Donaldson, the other one of two La­
bor candidates in Pictou, footed the poll 
in her constituency. .

In a statement given to thç Canadian 
Press last night, Premier Murray, who 
is in Victoria coiiaty, Cape Breton, 
stated that he accepted the victory, not 
exultingly, but as the verdict of an hon­
est electorate in favor of good govern­
ment and a token of the great loyalty ot 
the men and women of the province to 
the cause of Liberalism. He continued:

“We fought a fair fight and the people 
have given me a support of which 1 am 
very proud. It will be an inspiration to 
me to merit their confidence.”

The premier expressed deep regret at 
the defeat of Hon. E. H. Armstrong in 
Yarmouth, and Col. Ralston in Cumber­
land.

Halifax, July 26—In a statement on 
ffie‘ result ST the election, W. L. Hall, 
defeated Conservative leader, said:

$7.50 to $10 per thousand has been made 
in the penalty on spruce or pine used as 
skids when other varieties of timber are 
available, also on trees left lodged in the 
woods. The fee for assignment has been 
increased from $4 to $20. Double stump­
age is to be imposed upon logs cut and 
delivered on a stream or lake where they 
are liable to float down before being 
scaled by a government scaler.

No diameter limit is imposed for fir, 
this -being a change. The minimum di­
ameter formerly was nine inches.

Embargo Against Tidewater 
Shipments Practically Shuts 
Off Export.

Washington, July .28—Adéquat! orders 
have been issued, members of the Inter­
state commerce 'commission believed to­
day, to relieve the coal shortage in New 
England. Beginning next Monday, un­
der the priority orders promulgated yes­
terday by the commission, coal will be 
moved through five Atlantic ports to 
New England consignees at the rate of 
1,250,000 tons a month.

Coal dealers were agreed that if ship­
ments were maintained at this level, a 
fuel famine woul^ be averted.

Orders 'of the interstate commerce 
commission included provision for an 
embargo against tidewater shipments 
until daily consignments to New Eng-' 
land are filled. This restriction, coal 
operators declared, practically will shut 
off export of coal.

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FARM LABOR SHORTAGE

“The shortage of farm labor in New 
York State, great as it now is, would 
be still greater were it not for the fact 
that farmers, anticipating the difficulty, 
have planted smaller crops than usual 
all over the state,” says David S. Flynn, 
director of the New York State Em­
ployment Bureau.

The Boston Herald reports that Mas­
sachusetts farmers also fyave planted 
short crops in view of labor shortage and 
are not generally taking on additional 
help. A distinct downward tendency in 
wages of farm helpers has resulted in 
Massachusetts.

Fruit growers in the Hudson Valley 
have appealed to the State Employment 
Bureau for women pickers of berries and 
currants and 800 women have Already 
been placed by the bureau to meet this 
demand. “Spend your vacation on a 
farm,” «ays the bureau in its recruiting 
campaign for 600 Women workers.

The women are paid piece rates. 
Farmers have made the concession this 
year of paying the workers fifty centÿ 
a day for raindy days when they cannot 
work. The farmer supplies housing and 
utensils,and the women buy their own 
food.

Factory Council Idea Means Ordtrly 
Co-operation.

LIGHTNING REVEALS OIL .
IN THE TOWN OF CLEAN

“Bolt” Pierces Dry Shaft, Exploding 
Gas Pocket/ Indicating the Presence of 
OiL Factory councils are explained and ad­

vocated as follows In Keds Live Wire, 
a publication issued “by and for the 
employes” of the National India Rubber 
Co., at Bristol, R. I,;

“There are people in this' fafetory 
do not understand the factory council 
idea. And until every one knows what 
the factory council is and standi back 
of it, it cannot fulfil its mission.

“The factory council idea is fundamen­
tally one of orderly co-operation be­
tween the management and employes 
of manufacturing concerns. It is a 
workers’ organization, and through it 
the employes of a factory may make 
known their opinions. It is a well work­
ed out plan whereby these opinions 
may be carried to the attention of the 
management through the proper channel 
and in a decent fashion.

“We spoke last week of theimpissibili- 
ty of having a properly governed nation 
until the people of the country made it 
their business to know what was going 
on in the world of politics. The same 
principle holds good in a factory. The 
factory council will succeed or fail ex­
actly in proportion to the amount of 
understanding and co-operation it gets 
from those whom it is supposed to rep­
resent.

“There are various way of handling 
the affairs of a plant like ours. One is 
for the management to go on its own 
way, regardless of the opinions of any 
one else. Such an attitude is not in har­
mony with the spirit of the age. An­
other way is for the employes to at­
tempt domination by mob force. This 
is contrary to American ideals of law 
and order.

“A third way is the intelligent co­
operation brought about by frequent con­
ferences between 'management officials 
and chosen representatives of the em­
ployes. That is the factory council 
way.”

Scotia yesterday resulted in a sweeping 
Liberal victory, and the almost total 
annihilation of the Conservative oppo­
sition.

ST. JOSEPH.
The Island of St. Joseph, at the north 

of Lake Huron, was destined to be the 
scene from which an important military 
expedition began in the early 
July, 1812. War with the United States 
had been declared and a»«expedition was 
moving on Detroit St. Joseph was held 
by a small garrison for the protection 
of the few traders passing and from 
Lake Superior with Captain Roberts as 
commander. Brock at onçe sent this 
officer a notice that war hail broken out 
between the two nations and he gave 
him instructions for an Immediate on 
Fort Michillimackinac if he thought the 
expedition possible. This was a post 
held by the States on Lake Michigan. 
If his own fort Was attacked he was t« 
defend it to the utmost so Sir Isaac 
Brock, the commander in chief ordered.

Roberts decided at once to strike at 
the Americans. The agent of the Hud­
son’s Bay Company helped gather a fleet 
of canoes from various Indians so that 
by July 16 Roberts was able to leave 
for the enemy position. He skirted the 
shores of Lake Huron to the Straits of 
Mackinaw. His force consisted of thirty- 
three men of the Royal Veteran Batt. 
and 160 Canadian volunteers—brave but 
poorly armed. Ln addition he had about 
400 Indians and half breeds who formed 
an irregular army serving under his com­
mand.

On July 17, Roberts reached the des­
tination and drawing up his force in 
imposing style, he summoned it to . sur­
render. It was taken by surprise arid 
promptly complied with the order giving 
up' the place with sixty-one rfegutar 
troops and a big store of supplies and 
very vâluablé furs. This success brought- 
most of the Indians of the district to the 
British colors arid created a most favor­
able influence throughout the province, 
although Roberts received no recognition 
for his heroism.

MORE GARDEN TRUCK
THAN A YEAR AGO FIRE DAMAGES

Federal Bureau of Markets Reports
Wholesale Prices Lower, Except for
Potatoes.
Washington; July 28—Fruits, vege­

tables and all forms of garden truck 
are now oh markets in supplies between 
10 and 15 per cent, greater than during 
the same period in 1919, the Bureau of 
Markets reported today. The movement 
to consuming markets by railroad, the 
bureau estimates, is, 2,000 cars a day, 
and as much more normally comes to 
the larger centres by truck and local 
haulage.

“Contrary to the general impression 
among consumers,” the Bureau declares, 
“wholesale prices of fruits and vege­
tables are not now higher than last year. 
Potatoes are an important exception, be­
ing still about $2 per barrel higher than 
in most cities a year ago.”

Notwithstanding, potato prices have 
been dropping rapidly, the review con­
tinues, in the race of increasing sup­
plies from all sections.
