The Hydro Electric Commission of 
the City of St. John, at a meeting to­

P. B. Yates, general manager of the 
St Catherines municipal hydro system 
on a part-time arrangement, by which 
he will1 spend two weeks out of each 
four here, and the other two at St. 

Mr. Yates will start im­
mediately to organize the distribution 
system here and will also take over 
the marketing of the hydro current 
among big power dsers.

They reconsidered the 
matter of contract for excavation for 
pole holes and decided to recommend 
that the estimated number be reduced 
by 1,000, and the Council asked to au­
thorize a contract at unit prices for a 
number not to exceed 2,000. It was de­
cided to ask the city for $10,000 to cov­
er the organization of a crew to carry 
.out the erection of the distribution 
system.

treal. The shipment was recently con­
signed to Halifax from a German port, 
and on arrival was to have been divid­
ed into three parts. Half was to come 
to Montreal, and the balance was to be 
divided between the United States and 
Winnipeg.

Secret service agents working in 
Germany got wind of the shipment 
and when the steamship docked at an 
English seaport detectives managed to 
Stow themselves away. In a short 
time they discovered the cocain, con­
fiscated it and handed it over to the 
Government on arrival at Halifax.

Members of the dope ring in this 
country waited in Halifax to within a 
few days before the arrival of the 
steamship. They then discovered that 
their plans had gone astray.

Officers of the R. C. M. P. stationed 
in Halifax to arrest the receivers, fail­
ed to secure any of the men they sus­
pected.

Rome’s 2,676th birthday yesterday 
perhaps the most solemn in the long 
history of the Eternal City. Premier 
Mussolini promulgated a decree estab­
lishing April 21 as Labor Day instead 
of May 1, and thus the traditional 
date of the city’s foundation becomes 
a national holiday.

A leading feature of the ceremony 
was the administration of the Fasci­
st! oath to the notional militia, as the 
troops in 100 Italian cities were re­
viewed by the black shirt leaders and 
by the chief of the army and navy. 
In this city the Premier and Gen. De 
Bono reviewed the Phalanxes.

Enthusiasm was without bounds. 
Hundreds of thousands of people 
crowded the streets or found positions 
in windows and on balconies. Some 
took up their stations on the house­
tops while others climbed trees to see 
the procession.

The appearance of the Premier was 
the signal for a tumultuous outburst. 
As the detachments of -militia passed 
before him, with standards flying and 
bugles sounding, the men took a sol­
emn oath of absolute loyalty to the 
nation and to the iron discipf.ne of 
Fascismo. Later there was a pa—iotic 
ceremony at the tomb of the unknown 
soldier.

London, April 1.—(By Mail)—“The 
charmer’s name is Moussa” writes a 
correspondent from Luxor to “The 
London Times.” He drove with us 
from Luxor, sitting on the box seqt of 
one of the carriages with a basket in 
his hand, which, he sufficiently satisr 
fied,
swarthy, with a bristling, untrimmed 
mustach, lean-faced and quick of move­
ment, as, perhaps, you have to be iq 
dealing with cobras and scorpions and 
such. Dressed in black, with a white 
turban on his head, he led the way—• 
we five English following—amid the 
rubbish heaps and piles of broken ma­
sonry and old mud bricks which litter 
the dusty plain about the Temple of 
Karnak. As he Walked he harrangued 
the world at large, chanting in high- 
pitched montone texts,- we were told, 
from the Koran, and powerful incan­
tations taught him by his grandfather. 
A great man must his grandfather 
have been. He. learned all his lore 
from Hakim Syed Suleiman himself, a 
sheik so potent that every snake and 
scorpion in Egypt knows and trembles 
at his name today.

“Calling our attention to a particu­
lar hole among heaped bits of masonry 
the little man attacked the orifice from 
afar with the point of his stick, thrust­
ing at it angrily, chipping the sides, 
stirring the dust before it. Then ad­
vancing gingerly and with his flowing 
sleeves pushed back to leave his lean 

bare, reaching out he picked out 
of that dust by the extreme tip of its 
tail a wiggling scorpion.

“It was not a large one, but large 
enough—some four or five inches long 
over all, a greenish-yellow, semi-trans­
lucent, horrid thing. Fora while 
Moussa played with it for our benefit, 
letting it do its best to sting the cal­
loused tip of his thumb and making 
it sit motionless at the word of com­
mand in Suleiman’s dreaded name. 
Theft he placed it on a stone. More 
scorpions followed, with the same pan­
tomime in every case. Along the old 
mud-brick wall of the Romans, full on 
the face of which the sun was beating, 
the snakes came. First a thin, grey 
snake, perhaps three and a half feet 
long, hauled struggling out of a hole 
in the old wall and flung upon the 
sand at our feet. We were assured 
that it was abominably poisonous, but 
from the shape of its head it looked as 
harmless «6 a grass snake at home.

“6—Should we stay out because the 
league is a league of governments and 
not a league of nations? No. The 
people of a nation usually can express 
themselves only through the mouths 
of their representatives and how the 
delegates to the League of Nations 
should be chosen so as most surely to 
express the soul of the people rather 
than the selfish aspirations of their 
government can be determined only by 
experience.

“We of this generation are now on 
the battle line in a great war.

Those who have suffered 
most often see most dearly, and in 
dosing I wold like to quote a letter 
from Yyman Richardson of Boston,

THE 2 BARKERS, LTD.ARNOLD’SBoston, April 21.—Courtenay Crock­
er, former Republican member of the 
Massachusetts Legislature, former pre­
sident of the Republican Club and now 
vice-president of the Massachusetts 
Club, spoke on Wednesday on “Can 
We End War?” before the Political 
Science Club of Lynn. He was intro­
duced by Mrs. Roy W. Mathes, presi­
dent of the club.

Mr. Crocker gave the reasons why 
lie believes that the way to end war 
is by our joining the League of Na­
tions. He took up five of the objec­
tions often urged against America’s 
entrance into the league and answered 
them as follows:

“1—Because Great Britain has six 
votes to our one? That is not a valid 
reason for staying out, because, except 
in matters of procedure, all votes to 
be efective, must be unanimous.

“2—Because the league is based on 
physical force and not merely on the 
force of public opinion? That is not 
sufficient because the league has not 
attempted to use anything but moral 
force, and under the reservations sug­
gested could not demand any physical

The State of Vermont is making an 
experiment with European timber to 
replace that which it has lost. The 
same paper says:—

“Carrying coals to Newcastle has its 
counterpart in Vermont. The forestry 
department of - the forest-clad Green 
Mountain State has received a ship­
ment of 200 pounds of spruce and pine 
tiee seed from W’iener-Neustadt, Aus­
tria. They will be planted this spring 
at the state nursery at Essex Junction 
and after three years’' growth the seed­
lings will be furnished to Vermont 
timber growers at the cost of produc­
tion for purposes of reforestation. The 
seeds are of the Nkxrway spruce and 
Scotch pine varieties. The department 
has found by experimentation that the 
Norway spruce grows much more rap­
idly than the native New England 
species and that the Scotch pine ma­
tures as fast as the native white pine 
Tmd is free from the blister rust which 
has caused extensive damage to New 
England forests.”

Not dar­
ing to risk capture with that quantity 
of liquor on board, we called at the 
French colony, where we discharged 
40,000 cases and then continued on to 
New York, where we stood off the 
coast and transferred our cargo to higli 
powered motor boats and, lighters. 
Having got rid of our supply we beat 

; it back to St. Pierre for another ten 
thousand cases, and continued this rou­
tine during the season.”

We bought the liquor in Scotland 
for $11 a case, which figures out at 
$2,200,000 for the 200,000 cases. We 
sold the stuff to New Yflrk interests 
for $50 a case, which totals $10,000,000, 
giving us a gross profit of $7,800,000.

imported from the old country, but a 
concoction of their own mamifacture 
known as sugar-cane and quick-whis-

Beating the Customs.

The British customs regulations pro­
vide that a vessel must be properly, 
Ciêâred from one port for another in 
order to avoid seizure.

A vessel clears from St. Pierre for 
Nassau or some West India port close 
to the American coast. Striking in off 
the I.ong Island coast, which is New 
York, she loafs leisurely along and is 
boarded by boats from shore, whicli 
take off her cargo, unseen of course, 
all the time being protected from seiz­
ure on the high seas by her clearance 
papers to Nassau. To satisfy the 
French or British authorities that her 
voyage was legitimate she really goes 
to Nassau, loads another liquor cargo 
there, clears for St. Pierre, repeats the 
operation coming up the coast. So it 
is a game that works both ways, both 
voyages being profitable for the owners 
and all concerned.

A Moment’s Weakening.

When we went aboard the “Edith/ 
ready to start on our first voyage to­
gether, I suffered an attack of '‘con­
science.”

In getting to the Bahamas, we passed I 
a group of islands about ten o’clock 
in the morning. The big islands were 
uninhabited.

At two o’clock in the afternoon we 
were in sight of the Island of Nassau. 
I have never seen anything so marvel­
ous in my life. There are palm trees 
and cocoanut trees. I think the Baha­
mas are much more beautiful than 
Palm Beach.

They are white 
with red roofs. We didn’t go right in.

We were eight miles from Nassau 
at the Island of Salt Key in quarantine. 
There were several other boats at an­
chor, big fishing schooners with three 
and foûr masts—the kind that only men 
can go on. There were a lot of yachts. 
I was keen to look over the boats from 
New York to see if they were any 
better than the Edith. I thought it to 
be quite a busy harbor—like ti

I was amazed to see the Yankton, a 
former government boat. The captain 
of the Yankton, a handsome man with 
gold stripes on his shoulder, to my sur­
prise was inspecting us with his spy 
glass. We were flying the American 
flag and the yellow flag of quarantine. 
He knew who we were.

ing in the street one day, this man \ 
stopped bis Cunningham roadster. He 
had evidently been looking for us. He 
introduced himself and said that ■ he 
knew our yacht was lying out at Salt 
Key, and he had some business which 
he would like to discuss. He took us 
to his warehouse, and had us sample 
speciments of his stock. He had a 
partner, an American, who was an em­
ploye of the U. S. Government, un­
known to the people of Nassau. If 
he could influence you to buy your 
products from his friend, he liked you 
very much. And he never said any­
thing about it. But there were a lot 
of men arrested-on their arrival in Netv 
York who had refused to buy his 
friend’s products, but had got their 
store of liquor elsewhere.

We went to live with friends, Mr.

The work to produce a 140-bushel 
crop of potatoes is the same as for a 
BSO-bushel crop. The Increase brings 
in about $72 extra. During 1922 the 
Department of Chemistry, Ontario 
Agricultural College, obtained this re­
sult in a series of experiments with po­
tatoes on the farm of R. H. Nod well, 
Hillsburg, Wellington county.

The soil is a clay loam, in good con­
dition, and in 1921 bore a crop of 
sweet clover hay. In the fall the after­
growth was plowed under, together

Iti^bout four tons of manure per 
acreT It was then seeded with winter 
rye, ind In May, 1922, this was plowed 
down and planted in June to potatoes. 
Fertilizers Used.

Acid phospate, 800 pounds per acre, 
gave an increase of 49 bushels per 
acre, at a cost of 26 cents a bushel for 
fertilizer. Mixtures of acid phosphate 
and muriate of potash gave the high­
est increase, of 99 bushels per acre, at 
a cost of 12 1-8 cents per bushel for 
fertiliser.

Mixtures containing nitrogen,‘phos­
phoric acid and potash gave yields 
which decreased as the percentage of 
nitrogen increased, with a correspond­
ing Increase in cost per bushel.

From this experiment it may be 
concluded that on land where legumes 
are grown the purchase of nitrogenous, 
fertilizers is not necessary nor advis­
able for the growing of potatoes, un­
less required for early markets.

Dealing with the care of boys and 
girls, the government has founded in­
dustrial schools, where young folk who 
have broken the law are given every 
opportunity to become good citizens.
Workshops, dormitories, gardens and 
lecture-rooms are available, and many 
children almost beyond hope of re­
demption have been changed Into pro­
mising youngsters with every prospect 
of making good.

Special laws govern the hospitals of 
British Columbia, and these are said 
to be equal to any on the continent.
Public health nurses visit nearly every 
section of the province, instructing in 
nursing and domestic science, 
government subsidizes laboratories do­
ing work-for the medical profession.

Legislation has been enacted pro­
viding for the fullest protection of in­
vestors In questionable securities and 
the fake promoter can not get very 
far in British Columbia.

The province is well to the fore in 
hours of work legislation, and an act 
stands on the statute books providing 
for an eight-hour day in all industrial 
activities other than seasonal and spe­
cific occupations. This law will be­
come operative when the other prov­
inces of the Dominion have enacted 
similar legislation.

Following the war, labor conditions 
were such as to demand the assistance 
of the government in providing work 
for returned men and others unem­
ployed. Legislation was passed pro­
viding for the establishment of a de­
partment of industries. This material­
ly lessened the burden of unemploy­
ment, and today the department is 
maintained for the purpose of advising 
prospective operators with regard to 
industrial opportunities.

Eulogy of British Columbia has 
marked many of the articles appear­
ing in this anniversary number of The 
Daily Province. Nature has been so 
generous in dealing with the Pacific 
unit of Canada that superlatives are 
necessary and perhaps permissible in 
writing of the natural wealth and 
wonders of the country. But there is 
another important factor to consider 
when dealing with life in any country, 
the laws under which people live.

In that respect British Columbia is 
especially blessed, 
traditions and laws, this province leads 
all Canada in progressive legislation. 
The fundamental principles of justice 
are based upon the British1 constitu­
tion, which, although unwritten, is the 
standard for the whole world. In this 
province the most advanced laws are 
found upon the statute books and, hap­
pily, they have resulted in a higher 
and fairer standard of living for rich 
and poor alike.

Party Government has existed in 
British Columbia for only a little more 
than twenty years. For the first fifteen 
years of that time a Conservative Gov­
ernment was in power, during which 
regime tremendous strides were made 
in the opening up of the province and 
the development of industry. During 
the past seven years the Liberal party 
has held power, and many progres­
sive measures have been passed dur­
ing their term of office- This is par­
ticularly true in the matter of “social 
legislation,” laws pertaining directly to 
the welfare of women and children, 
the working man and those unfitted to 
care for themselves; the aged and in­
firm, and persons suffering from, tuber­
culosis, contagious and social diseases.

Of outstanding interest is the Mo­
thers’ Pensions Act, passed in 1920, and 
first administered by local advisory 
boards. Later the administration of the 
act was transferred to the Workmen’s 
Compensation Board, a body which 
has dealt with signal success with the 
various matters coming before it. This 
law provides pensions for mothers 
forced to support their children with­
out a husband’s assistance, and the 
act has enabled hundreds of mothers 
to rear their children themselves and 
provide them with an education.

Since the act became law, large sums 
have been expended.

$600,000, making a total in three years 
of $1,261,462.

Another important piece of legisla­
tion, which became effective January 1, 
1917, is the Workmen’s Compensation 
Act It applies to practically every 
form of Industrial employment and 
provides a pension for the widow of 

/a workman killed at his work or per- 
'manently injured.

The act abolishes completely the 
whole system of litigation arising out 
of industrial accidents; also that a 
workman after the first three days of 
disability, shall receive 62% per cent, 
of his wage loss resulting from acci­
dent. It provides for medical atten­
tion, surgical treatment, hospital treat­
ment, nurses, medicine, crutches, ap­
paratus and artificial members for in­
jured workmen, and tends to remove 
anxiety and fear of want for himself 
and family from the mind of the work-

When Kabarego left Bunyon, which 
lies north of Victoria Nyanza, his 
country Was in a very disturbed state 
and in a most backward condition. To­
day it Is one of the’most prosperous 
provinces of a remarkably progressive 
Protectorate.

Kabarega succeeded his father, Kam- 
rasi, a gentleman who displayed hos­
tility to Speke and Grant (in the 
famous expedition in which the source 
of the Nile was discovered) and to Sir 
Samuel Baker. Later on, In 1869, Sir 
Samuel Baker, when he was Governor- 
General of Egyptian Sudan, again 
reached Bunyoro on an expedition to 
stop - slave raiding, and declared 
Bunyoro to be a province of the 
Sudan, but he found Kabarega hostile 
and had difficulty in leaving the coun­
try. General Gordon followed later 
with the definite aim of annexing Bun­
yoro. Eventually, in 1896, Bunyoro 
was included in the British Protector­
ate of Uganda.

Kabarega still reigned, and the next 
year joined Mwanga, the King of 
Buganda, and the Sudanese soldiers in 
revolt. After a year’s warfare, in 
which Kabarega proved a stout fighter 
and lost an arm, he and Mwanga were 
captured by Colonel Evatt. They were 
at first detained at Kismayu, in the 
Jubaland province, but were both de­
ported to the Seychelles in 1901. There 
Mwanga died.

The Employment of Children Act 

prevents the employment of boys un­
der fourteen and girls under sixteen in 
industrial activities, such as public 
works factories. The bills relating to 
the night employment of women for­
bid the employment of women during 
night hours in similar-undertakings. In 
the same class is The Maternity Pro­
tection Act, forbidding the employment 
of women for a period of six weeks 
before expectation of cfiild-birth, or 
within six weeks afterwards.

The last session of the Legislature 
was prolific of measures of a social na­
ture. A bill was passed legitimatizing 
children by the subseqüent marriage of 
their parents. On behalf of these un­
fortunates, Mrs. Mary Ellen Smith, 
only woman member of the legisla­
ture, stated that “there are no illegiti­
mate children; there are only illegiti­
mate parents.”

This act goes a long way towards 
removing the stigma of illegitimacy 
suffered by children bom out of wed­
lock.

New York, April 21.—Urging close 
co-operation between the international 
industries of the United States and 
Great Britain, Charles M. Schwab, 
chairman of the Bethlehem Steel Cor­
poration, declared on Wednesday in a 
speech before the British Empire 
Chamber of Commerce that Germany 
stands an excellent chance through her 
“efficient and willing labor” to win the 
fruits of the war, unless the allied na­
tions are able through co-operaticro to 
bring producing costs down to a mini­

in his speech, which was made at a 
luncheon held in the Bankers’ Club, Mr. 
Schwab Indicated that he favored a 
sort of pooling system with national 
industries as units in serving the 
world’s business field.

The most important question to be 
solved by both American and British 
Industry, particularly the later, he said, 
was that of labor and its part in pro­
duction, and he told the representatives 
of the British industries present that 
they must batter down old traditions in 
order to reach a point of economical 
production which would enable them 
to compete in the worid’s markets as 
readily as they did before the world 
war.
Warns of Germany.

“England and America aré the work­
shops of the world and they must be 
the shippers of the world,” Mr. Schwab 
said. “German efficiency has been de­
stroyed for many years to come, but 
we must look out for the fact that ulti­
mately German efficiency — the effi­
ciency of German labor tried in the 
crucible of the period through which 
they passed and are passing—is going 
to play an important part in the indus­
try of the world. We must realise that 
fact, because some day we will have 
to meet it, and we will wake up to the 
realisation of the fact that although 
we' have won this great war, the Ger­
man people, by reason of their efficient 
labor, their willing labor, will reap the 
real benefit of the war.

“Each country has its advantages. 
We can manufacture cheaper than you 
can in Great Britain. Yon, on the 
other hand, can ship cheaper than we 

and y ou can handle your financing 
operations better in London than we 

in New York. But the keynote of 
all is economy.

Press)—The “sardine” life led by/ play­
goers who nightly sttuggle their way 
in crowded subways to the Great 
White Way is graphically described 
and charaeteried as “almost alarming” 
in a report issued by Nelson P. Lewis, 
formerly chief engineer of the City 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment, 
recently retained to study the problem.

When smiling Broadway managers 
hang out the "Standing Room Only” 
sign, as tliey frequently are doing now­
adays, it means not even standing 
room in the subways, the report dis­
closes, with sometimes as many as 
500 passengers over a capacity load 
trying to get on every train leaving 
through each of the five tunnels that 
lead away from Times Square.

Failure of the city to limit the num­
ber of public -halls in any given area, 
as is done in London and other old 
world cities, is blamed by the report 
for the condition.

“Between 38th and 51st streets and 
between Sixth and Eighth 
says the report, “there are 
than 78 theatres.
sealing capacity is 95,000. Forty-four 
of them, with a capacity of 56,000 are 
within a circle having a radius of 1,000 
feet from the centre of Broadway and 
42nd street. ’

BRITISH MAY CUT AIR FARES.

Reduction to Two Shillings a Mile for 
London-Paris Planes is Intimated.

are

A possible reduction in the air flight 
rates from London to Parispassenger

from five shillings a mile to two shil­
lings (about forty-eight cents), 
intimated in a recent address by H. 
James Yates of the Civil Aviation Ad­
visory Board, in Birmingham. To make 
this possible, he said, the airplanes 
would carry ten passengers instead of 
eight, and the volume of traffic would 
have to be increased to between fifty 
and sixty a day. Technical develop­
ments would also affect economics, he 
declared, and the various companies 
would then be able to reduce the pres­
ent rates, even without the Govern­
ment subsidy.

He urged the greater development of 
commercial aviation so that Britain 
might have expert fliers and mechanics 
in case of national emergency. There 
was no certainty about the future in 
Europe, lie contended, and the best and 
cheapest way to be prepared for an 
attack by enemy planes was to epcour- 
age private and commercial aviation 
in the country. He declared that it was 
imperative to the development of the 
industry and to the national safety 
that the large cities throughout the 
country should realize their responsi­
bilities in the matter and provide aero­
dromes and flying fields.

He announced that the Civil Aviation 
Advisory Boar has under consideration 
ttie inauguration of an air mail service 
to India, with planes leaving England 
daily and bringing the Indian Empire 
within six days of London. It might

A white streak left Babe Ruth’s 52- 
ounce blundgeon in the third inning of 
yesterday’s opening game at «the Yan­
kee Stadium. On a low line it sailed, 
like a silver flame, through the gray, 
bleak April shadows, and into the 
right field bleachers, while the great 
slugger started on his jog around the 
tow paths for his first home run of 
the year.

And as the crash sounded, and the 
white flash followed, 74,000 fans arose 
en masse, and 74,000 expanding throats 
in the greatest vocal cataclysm base­
ball has even known, paid Ruth a tri­
bute he will never forget. '

So baseball rode into New York yes­
terday. It rode in with a record and 
a roar, beating all past attendance 
records by over 28,000 souls.
Crowd Packs Giant Stadium.
The gréât crowd bucked winds blown 

from winter and gathering shadows to 
pack to the final inch the largest 
baseball stadium ever built, as the 
Yankees, with Boh Shawkey’s red-flan- 
neled shirt lighting up an esemi-dark- 

rolled back Boston's Red Sox byness,
the scofle of 4 to 1.

Back in October 12, 1916, at the 
fifth fame of the Brooklyn-Boston 
world series, 42,620 fans gathered un­
der Boston skies to establish an at­
tendance record for the game, 
record was swept .aside yesterday after 
the manner of thistles facing a gale. 
It was blown clean out of all remem­
brance by a corps of fans that struck 
the new stadium like a rush of the 
surf.
