DEALINGS WITH BURGLARS.
Felony Compounded under Court Sanction.

Says a letter from Winthrop, Me. :—On the 23¢d
of July last, in the early morning, the safe of the
Winthrop Bank was blown open, and the burglars
stole $90,000 iu bonds, bankrupting the institution.
| A reward of $10,000 was offered, but the efforts of
the defectives were fruitless. The officers of the
bank knew, however, that the bonds counld npbt
readily be negotiated, and so they waited patiently.
| The first clue was obtained by Joshua Taggart, t!e
| Philadelphia detective, who, being in Boston ¢n
business about ten days after the robbery, extended
his trip to Winthrop. He examined the safes that
{had been sent te Boston to be exchanged for ndw
ones, and the indications were that the burglaty
had been committed by persons whom he kney.
|He procured a description of certain men seen in
Winthm{r on the day before the robbery, and soon
|afterward wrote to the bank officials asking them
'to send one of their number to Philadelphia at once
with authority to act. ‘I'he mission was givenjo
Col. Charles A. Wing of Winthrop, and on theﬁb
of September he went to Philadelphia with full
authority.

An arrangement was made for the burglars’
|agent to meet Col. Wing in a secluded place on the
9th of September, and the person who represented
the burglars offered io restore all the securities ex-
icept the Government bonds and the currency. Col.
Wing said that if that was the final determination
in regard to the Government bonds, he would npt
|care to negotiate. The robbers’ agent seemed in-
different, and smoked his cigar, and twirled a cane.
Finally Cal. Wing asked what could be done in re-
gard to the other securities. /-

“My directions are for twenty per .cent. of the
market value,” was the reply.

The interview was then adjourned for three hours,
| and another nlaee was selected for the second meét-
ing. Then the burglars’ agent offered for $10,000
to restore all the property, excefn currency and
Government bondg, which the burglars had dis-
posed of. Col. Wing' asked time to report to the
trustees of the bank.

Col. Wing_reported the result of his mission to
the bauk officers, and they unanimously thought
that the $10,000 should be paid. As the appoint-

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SHALL THE MARITIME PROVINCES HAVE FAIR
L | PLAY?

The Canals cf the Upper Provinces have been
built, under Government, by Upper Province men,
and the contracts for their extension have been
awarded to Upper Province contractors. Al other
works, great| or little, undertaken by the Govern-
ment and iying within the Upper Provinves, have
been or are being execnted by persons belonging to
those localities. In addition to the public works
and patronage thus held by Upper Province men,
there are the Government's undertakings in Mani-
toba and the;Nort'h West, where the contracts have
been given out to parties from Ontario, more par-
ticularly. ’.l;hm;, we find the subsidies or contracts
for those railways which Mr. Mackenzie treats as
parts of the {‘Canada Pacific,” as also for the Tele-
graph Line : the Continent, have gone to con-
tractors fro ! Ontario or Quebec. In the Lower
Provinees no complaint is made | of this state of
things, which is natural and proper enough. There
are many reasons why contracts in those Provinces
and in the western country should be held by the
parties indicated. The same is true in regard to
the purchase of supplies for the Government ser-
vices in those quarters. It is only fair and reason-
able that the Government should buy in the vicin-
ity of the works, eq)u:hlly as in most, if not all,
cases those who deal in such supplies are generally
content wyith such moderate profits’ as prevent the
withdrawal of the i } In regard
to appointments to office the same principle holds
good, the Gov t never g a thought
of taking a Maritime Province man and making
him a Canal Superintendent in Ontario or Quebec.
Even in tion with the appoi ts to the
Government offices and Parliamentary offices in the
Dominion Clplhl it is found that ‘the fact of the
Capital being in the Upper Provinces appears to
have led to a preference being given to Upper
Province men, the r ion of the Maritime
Provinces in the Purhament Buildings heing far
below that to which they are fairly entitled, if pop-
ulation and sectional claims are to be considered.
‘We note these circumetances, not in the way of

plaint, but as what app to be
the pohcy of the country in regard to those Prov-
inges, namely, that the construction and manage-
meut of Dom!nion 'orkn ue entrusted to the people
more i el d in their ful ex-
ecution and operation. 'We believe this to be a wise
policy, one that can be defended on public grounds,
and a policy that js calculated o prevent the rise
of sectional jealousies and animosities.

It must be matter for general regret that the same
policy has not been extended by the majority to the
Lower Provinces. It has been too hastily assumed
by the official element in the Dominion that the
people of these Provinces were unable to govern
themselves, and we have had Upper Province men
sent to rule us withont there being a necessity for
tlleu' presence. DBoth the Jate :nd the present Gov-
ernments luvebecn to ‘blamé” in this respect. In

MR. MACKENZIE ON THE xnn‘xdénovmcu.

A few days “go,Mr. Mackenzi®y addressing a
company of Gmw of the fol-
lowing:— ~
1 had the p!casurc nf,vmtmg ﬁome nf lhc remote
parts of and of g the re-
action that is taking place in Nova Seotia and New
Brunswick. (Hear, hear and applause.) On my
last visit, two and a half years ago, I found a pretty
strong feehng prevailed in favor of close union with
the Reformers of the West. (Applause.) On this
oceasion I saw a much stronger feeling than I have
witnessed before in favor of the same course (ap-
plause; ) and, in fact, in the city of St. John, the Op-
position Press had_about_entirely y disappeared. And
although I did not attend a political meeting there,
but a meeting personally complimentary to myself,
still T had the pleasure of knowing that a very Iarge
number of those who at one time were opposed to
myself and to the Government, were now entirely
favorable to us, and at this moment the Adminis-
!rnuon stands stronger than ever before. (Loud
applause.)

It is not a little remarkable thal Mr. Mackenzie
excepted the city of Halifax from those parts of the
Lower Provinces which offered evidence that satis-
fied him that “the Administration stands stronger
than ever befove;” for, certainly, if appearances
went for anything, Halifax, rather than St. John,
weleomed the Premier. It was in Halifax (not St.
John) he was offered an opportunity to vindicate
his Government and assail his opponents, and
in Halifax he received far more personal and
political atlention than in 8t. John. Itwasin Hal-
ifax he was told that Dr. Tupper “dare ngtnhow
his nose here, sir,” and that the whq)e city was
heart and soul with the Grit Government; with
much more to the same effect.” Bht a few days
later,—in fact, by the time the Premier had reached
Ottawa again,—Dr. Tupper had reached Halifax,
had met an enthusiastic reception, had been wel-
comed by thousands of old friends and opponents,
and by hundreds who have of late taken little part
in politics, and had add d the largest audi
and called forth the plaudits of the most ¢nthusias-
tic political gathering that Halifax has seen for
many years. So there was good reason for Mr.
Mackenzie omitting Halifax in recapitulating the
scenes of his triumphs, having evidently come to
the conclusion that he was deceived in Halifax,
which, after all, was not Grit, but the very reverse,
—notwithstanding the noise of its Grit press and
the adulation which office-secking Grits had poured
into the Premier’s ears.

Havingabandoned Halifax as renll\ in possession
of the enemy, Mr. Mackenzie fell back upon St.
John,—of all places, St. John!- This, he main-
tains, is a stronghold of the Government!

have been defeated there but for some powerful iu~
Jluence brought to bear in its favor.

There is not much doubt now that said legislation
was not in the interests of the English bond-hold-
ers; that our local rights were legislated away by
the action of a Sub-Committce of the House of Com-
mons.
