THE SHEEP FOLD.

Moderate Investments In Sheep Husbandry.
It is not to be supposed that the sheep busi­

ness, like any other, may not be overdone. 
Time and again it has been demonstrated 
that sheep husbandry is one of the easiest 
business to overdo. Sheep breed very rapid­
ly, and a fleece and a good mutton car­
cass are developed the first year. But even if 
sheep were less prolific and development less 
rapid, and there should not be a general rush 
to go into sheep raising, it is possible for the 
individual to go into the business and under­
take to accomplish more than he has the 
facilities or the tact and judgment to accom­
plish, and thus overwhelm himself in finan­
cial ruin. Tliere is a tendency in weak human 
nature to do this. But let every one act with 
due deliberation and judgment and go into 
raising sheep in a moderate way, and no such 

every one keep a
— " nf iminff
ness to make this his sole reliance—let him 
even dispose of some of his poorer cows, if he 
is engaged in dairying, and put six or eight 
sheep in the place of each poor cow disposed 
of—and not only will disaster be avoided but 
an addition to the net profits of the farm will 
be realized. By such a course the business 
will not be likely to be individually or gener­
ally overdone. On every farm, whether there 
be a reduction in other lines of farming or 
not, a few sheep can be kept to advantage. 
And this is what we want to see—sheep on 
every farm and no one overrun and endanger­
ed by keeping too many. The few on each 
farm that can surely be kept at a profit, under 
almost any circumstances, would make a large 
aggregate, while a vast tlfcrease would be 
made to the wool and mutton production of 
the country. There would be a general dis­
semination of the profits and advantages, and 
while disaster would be to a reasonable degree 
avoided, losses would be lighter, if any should 
occur, and they would be ‘divided among all 
and easily borne without entailing, serious 
suffering on any. A medium course and 
moderate investment in sheep husbandry 
would be a wise policy to pursue.

During the 
same period the stock of sheep has risen 
from fifty-three millions to ninety 
millions. New South Wales, Western 
Australia, and Queensland show the 
most marked improvement.

The Treasury has decided that a 
Swedish couple who recently arrived in 
New York from Europe, and have been 
detained there on the ground that they 
are polygamists, fall within the prohibi­
tion class of emigrants. It has accord­
ingly ordered their return at the ex­
pense of the steamship company. This 
is the first time that a polygamist bad 
been debarred from landing in the United 
States.

A company has been formed in New 
York “to manufacture sandwiches by the 
thousand,” A centrifugal moior, with 
slicers, treats the meat which is in the 
centre and the bread which is on each 
side to a rapid slicing action, and the 
three items are then ejected in the form 
of a sandwich.

The latest preventive of influenza suggested 
is the usî of tobacco and cigars which have 
been soaked in quinine. This process is de­
clared to have, by those who have tried it, the 
additional recommendation that it destroys 
the nicotine in the tobacco. I cannot per­
sonally vouch for the efficacy of the expedient, 
but it may be worth a trial by smokers, and 
will, at all events, be found harmless. The 
cigars or tobacco should be soaked in a strong 
solution of quinine for four hours. The solu­
tion should then be squeezed out and the to­
bacco be allowed to dry. Thus treated, en­
thusiasts on the subject consider that tobacco, 
instead of being harmful, as those who con­
demn smoking allege, is a valuable tonic, and 
its aroma is yet unimpaired.

“Much amusement, and not a little 
indignation to boot, has been occasioned 
here by the a rest on Friday of a promi­
nent citizen and his wife for being guilty 
of violating the ordinance against kissing 
in the street. The couple have not long 
been married, and, happening to meet in 
the street after a few days’ separation, 
they could not help saluting each other 
with a kiss. By this act they brought 
themselves amenable under one of- the 
old Puritan Blue Laws, which has never 
been repealed, for the promotion of chaste 
and becoming behavior. There is a simi­
lar law in the statute book of Massachu­
setts against smoking in the streets, but 
that law is of course never put in force,”

Dirty streets are among the chief draw­
backs of l'fe in large American cities. In 
Cincinnati there have recently been es­
pecially loud complaints against the 
street-cleaning department. The other 
day the women who resided in one of the 
streets, tired out by perpetual delay, re­
solved to act and shame the authorities. 
At half-past eight a. m. a woman appear­
ed on the kerb and stepped into the 
street, waving a broom as a signal, and 
instantly women and children swarmed 
out with brooms, rakes, and wheelbar­
rows. The work was pushed on vigor­
ously, and in half an hour the pavement 
began to appear once more beneath the 
accumulation of months. In an hour all 
was ready for the city cart Not satisfied 
with cleaning the street, the women took 
a hand at the sewers. Later in the day 
the Board of Aldermen woke up and ap­
propriated £2,000 for street-cleaning pur­
poses.

THE POULTBY Y AMD.

Don't Neglect the Hens.
We recently visited a farm upon which the 

fowls were dying rapidly, the cause being as­
signed to cholera. Examination showed that 
the hens were exposed to storms in winter and 
summer, and we were informed that the birds 
refused to roost inside the poultry house. An 
inspection of the poultry lionse displayed the 
fact that the floor was covered with drop­
pings to the depth of two feet, while the walls 
were swarming with lice. Inquiry o^ the 
owner developed the fact that he had never 
cleaned the poultry house since he owned the 
farm, as he was usually too busy in other 
directions to do so, and because it was not 
worth his time, the hens being unhealthy and 
laying very unregularlv.

This farmer was not a negligent man, for 
his farm and stock were.kept in excellent con­
dition, his crops being equal to those of others, 
and he did not hesitate to purchase any need­
ed fertilizers, but he failed to attach the im­
portance to poultry that he did to other stock. 
He is one of a numerous class who neglect the 
fowls, yet are dissatisfied if eggs are not plen­
tiful and the hens in good condition. If dis­
ease appears it is denominated cholera, the 
cause being assigned to epidemic influences, 
when the difficulty is really due to lack of 
care on the part of the farmer.

The Chicken Coops.
An excellent way to clean out the small 

coops used for chicks before putting them 
away for use another time, is to wash them 
well with strong soapsuds, let them dry and 
then paint them inside and outside with crude 
petroleum, which process not only rids the 
coops of lice, but destroys germs of disease. 
They can be stored in the barn or in any avail­
able place.

When the notes seem to arrive in truck 
loads, and each truck contain?», so to 
speak, a different sort from the one that 
has gone before, and when the train ap­
pears to take an unreasonable amount of 
time in passing a given point, then the 
master-piece is most likely a symphony, 
and symphonies arc. the greatest musical 
creations hitherto produced.

A Terrible Story I* Told of the Y»« 
eldest by the Pari* “Eclair.”

Paris, Aug. 16. The Paris Eclair, 
which is not given to sensationalism, 
prints the following story as confirmed 
by unquestioned authority : On the night 
of the departure of the imperial yacht 
“Hobenzollem” from England the crew 
was beaten to quarters and was surprised 
to find the quarter deck brilliantly illu­
minated. An altar had been erected on 
the deck bearing the Old and New Testa­
ments and the Kaiser stood by wearing a 
white chasuble with acrozier in his hand 
and a black and while mitre on his head.

15 Cents per lbThe Farmer’s Advocate bears witness 
to the exploits of other of those tricksters, 
going about the world seeking whom 
they may devour. The Advocate says : 
The latest that comes to our notice is 
what is supposed to be a member’s ticket, 
under the title of United States Union 
Club company. This has been hawked 
about and sold for $5 by sharpers through 
some of the western counties of Ontario, 
purporting to be a certificate whereby the 
bearer may purchase goods of all descrip­
tions at wholesale rates. Offices—New 
York, Boston, Chicago, San Francisco, 
Montreal, Quebec, Toronto—and 
but no addresses, streets or numbers are 
given. If this thing had fraud printed 
in red ink across the face of it, we wonder 
if purchasers would still be found.

The St John Sun devotes quite an ex­
cellent article to the subject of such like 
swindling concerns. The editor .says :— 
“The modern benevolent endowment in­
surance scheme is hard on the pocket 
books of credulous investors. The pro­
jectors rake in the profits. One of the 
latest concerns on this basis is the 
“Friendly Aid Society,” of Waltham, 
Massachusetts, which is doing a rushing 
business in some towns in Maine, Gar­
diner, for example. According to an ex­
posure of the society’s workings published 
in the Bangor News, the advance circular 
read well and gave apparently a grand 
opportunity to invest a dollar and win 
two by so doing, or to pay in a sum of 
money each month, and draw out one 
hundred dollars at the end of six months, 
the circular stating that the assessments 
would not exceed fifty per cent of the 
amount taken out The assessments 
were four dollars each on the hundred 
dollar certificates.

As might naturally be supposed, says 
the despatch, such glittering bait as that 
would not be held out long before receiv­
ing a nibble, and a number of certificates 
were sold, the purchasers’ names being 
enrolled with the Waltham lodge. Time 
went on, and the six months came around, 
bringing to the investors whose certifi-

Wednesday night, Ernest Olive, eldest son 
of Conductor Al.

In their first attempt they turned 
back, and after a rest tried it again. Before 
reaching the opposite shore Olive became ex­
hausted, and sank to rise no more. Mont­
gomery was very near sharing the same fate, 
but was rescued by mill hands. Young Olive 
was about 17 years of age, an employe of the 
Bank of Nova Scotia, and a popular young 
man. He was a member of the Baptist church.

At St. John, a few days ago, John J. Hagan, 
a young man about 22 years of age, had a 
tooth extracted. When he returned home he 
complained of feeling dull and sleepy, and lay 
down on his bed. He continued to sleep un­
til after midnight, when the family beginn­
ing to feel alarmed, thought best to awaken 
him. Their efforts to arouse him were un­
availing, and a physician was summoned. 
The young man was beyond medical aid, and 
died the next morning, without having once 
regained consciousness. There was no ether 
or gas used in extracting the tooth, and no 
intoxicating liquor was dmnk by the young 
man during the day. The medical theories 
that account for the death are that it was 
caused by coagulation of blood in an artery, 
or by some active poison not known.

At the inquest, Tuesday afternoon, on the 
body of John Stanton, the colored man, who 
died suddenly Monday morning, on Sheffield 
street, St. John, a number of witnesses were 
examined. The evidence was of a spicy nature, 
but there was nothing to indicate foul play of 
any kind ; in fact the evidence more fully con­
firmed the general belief that death was caused 
by excessive drinking. Thomas Wilson and 
John McVey, Tilly Perkins, Bridget Hayes 
and Kate Hector, who were with Stanton in 
the boat, were all examined. Their evidence 
showed all hands had been drinking heavily, 
and that the men took two bottles of liquor 
with them and then went ashore and got 
more. Patrick Cunningham, with whom it 
was stated Stanton had quarrelled, denied 
that he struck him. The only evidence point­
ing to foul play was that given by Mrs. Stan­
ton, who declared that John’s neck was badly 
swollen on one side, and who said she had 
been told Cunningham struck him. The in­
quiry was adjourned until next Monday even­
ing, when further evidence will be taken.

The second meeting of the Agricultural So­
ciety No. 34 and the Fredericton Board of 
Trade was held in the city hall Wednesday 
afternoon, and was fairly well attended. The 
main business was the reports of committees 
appointed in a previous meeting to canvass 
the city by wards for subscriptions towards a 
prize light. Their reports brought the aggre­
gate amount subscribed thus far up to the 
magnificent sum of $865, the amount being 
obtained without any trouble. The 
mittees expect, with a more thorough canvass, 
to push the amount into four figures, and 
this, together with a government grant of 
$1,000, will defray all necessary expenses.

A committee was appointed to confer with 
a committee of the city council regarding 
their expected grant of $250. At the last 
meeting of the council the aldermen seemed 
doubtful about giving this grant, it being 
then thought by the board that the govern­
ment did not intend to aid the enterprise. 
Since the government had signified their in­
tention to recommend a grant, the face of the 
matter has changed, and it is more than pro­
bable that the city council will, on 
sidération of their action, grant the $250 
asked for. Provided they do this, there will 
be no trouble about finances.

A prominent merchant who takes a deep 
interest in this movement, says, that with the 
funds at their disposal the agricultural so­
ciety, with careful management, ought to 
come out of the exhibition with a surplus of 
$1,000. It is considered that the sale of gov­
ernment stock will greatly add to the attend­
ance from neighboring agricultural districts, 
and this, combined with the horse races and 
other prominent features of such a show, will 
no doubt draw an immense crowd to Frederic­
ton, especially since there has been no such 
show here for some years past.

No date has been definitely decided on, but 
it is thought the exhibition will be held the 
6th, 7th and 8th of October next. The 
building and show grounds of the Fredericton 
Park Association will be utilized for the 
event, and will, with a few additions and im­
provements, answer very well for the purpose.
