But so far as the Ottawa government
was eoncerned up to the present time,
he thought it must be admitted by fair
minded people, that they had done their
duty towards the people of British Col-
umbia, certainly to a far greater extent
than ever did the Conservative govern-
ment, which was in power prior to 1896.
With regard to ihe immigration of
Japanese, it was known some years ago
that they were threatened with a con-
siderable influx of Japanese. At the
same time the Japanese took the posi-
tion that as they had now become a
civilized and first .class nation they
could not afford, in justice to thelr na-
tional dignity, to allow any nation to
put them im a position of inferiority.
It was out of regard for that feeling,
a perfectly proper and patriotic feeling
on the part of the Japanese, that every
nation recognized that in dealing with
her subjects they must take that feel-
ing into consideration. The result was
that the Dominion government by
friendly representations to the govern-
ment of Japan, through the British am-
bassador and through the foreign of-
fice, wag able to make an arrangement,
A4 favorable and

an arrangement of courtesy, the only
arrangement Japan could. make con-
sistent with her dignity as a first class
nation. This arrangement was that the
vorking people of Japan should be lim-

liament in 1906 not one voice was raised
against its adoptien by Canada. On
the contrary, Conservatives like Mr.
Foster, a leader in the House, found
hig only criticism against the Liberal
government in that they had not
brought thig treaty into earlier opera-
tion in Canada. This was his only crit-
icism. Then when the matter came up
again in 1907, when the treaty was
adopted, there was no criticism from
any source. It was true it was repre-
sented on the floor of the House thgt
this arrangement existéd with Japan,
and every member knew what that ar-
rangement was. ‘It had been explain-
ed to the House. It had been told that
Japan would not entér into a formal
treaty to limit the emigration of her
people to the Dominion, that would be
a reflection on her position as a nation,
but that she had agreed diplomatically
to- limit the number who could come
to British Columbia, as he had stated
before. This was -understood by both
parties, and it ‘was too late in The day
for hon. gentlemen to say they did not
understand the nature of the arrange-
ment between Canada and Japan. That
was the nature of the arrangement, and
the Dominion government and the Con-
servative opposition in the Hopse had
the assurance of the Japanese Consul
Nosse, that this arrangement would be
rerfected after the treaty was brought
into foree. This statement was accept-
ed on both sides of the House, as it
would be accepted by any deliberate
body dealing with a great nation like
Japan, and without a dissenting volce,
either Conservative, Liberal or Labor,
that treaty was passed through the
House of Commons.

That was the situation. If anybedy
was to blame for that state of affairs,
and if there was any blame attachable
in connection with that treaty, it be-
longed ,commonly to both sides of the
If any blame was to be placed
then all the members of the House of
Commons were equally at fault. It was
only trifling with this question to take
the position the attorney-general and
other government speakers hall taken,
that this was a guestion which must be
rut up to the Liberals at Ottawa, as a
crime committed by them. The sooner
they looked question fairly in the
face and eliminated from it all party
spirit and prejudice the better it would
be for the provimee, of British Columbia.

GREAT TASK FOR
BRITISH PARLIAMENT

Lord Lansdowne Comments on
Settlement of Canada’s Im-
migration Problem.

London, Jan, 30.—Big as is the Lib-
eral programme' of legislation for the
session, and earnest as the government
leaders have shown themselves to be
in their endeavors to meet the views
of all factiong constituting the present
Liberal majority in the House of Com-
mons, there is a well defined feeling of
disappointment among thea ministerial
supporters that the cabinet has not
been more definitely radical in its pro-
posals. - The speeches of the cabinet
representatives since the last session
of pariiament had led to the expecta-
tion of more definite propogals with re-
gard to the government’s Irish policy,
old age pensions and education to men-
tion only a few subjects, the references
to which in the King’s speech did not
satisfy the respective elements special-
ly interested therein.

Rumors from Dublin had forecast
another Irish council bill, but there
has been substituted for this a meas-
ure which, if it passes, will only de-
prive the landloards of their grazing
lands in certain sections. Similarly
forecasts with regard to education and
cld age pensions proposals promised
much more than is indicated by the

references to these matters in the
speech from the throne. There is an
inclination to believe that the King

used -his influence, as far as he was
able -without overstepping .the consti-

driving trials. The speaker ruled the
motion for the appointment of such a
committee out of order.

John Redmond, the Irish leader,
gave notice of a home rule motion for
February 3rd, and during the course of
the debate on ihe address declared
that the K ing’s speech was disap-
pointing and unsatisfaetory. Only by
the government frankly putting home
rule convictions into action, he de-
clared. could disaster to reland be
avoided.

Mr. Redmond and hig followers were
all particularly jubilant, having just
come from -‘a party meeting in the
commijttee room at which the recent
conciliation of the warring elements
was settled. Timethy Healy, Wm.
O’Brien and all others who had at one
time or another been formally ex-
pelled from the party were in the
family reunion. Sir Thomas Henry
Grattan Esmond, who recently resign-
ed his seat in the Commons because
he did not sympathize with the policy
of his party, but who hag since re-
turned to the fold; sent a friendly let-
ter of apology at his enforced absence.

Several references to the Congo in-
dependent state were made during the
course of debate, and the government
speakers urged caution in discussing it.
Lord Fitzmaurice, under secretary for
foreign affairs, stated in the House of
Lords that the death of the Belgian
premier had delayed the negotiations
for the transfer of the Independent
State to Belgium, but he added, “I
have reason to know that matters are
now progressing in the direction we
all desire.”

After debates covering a wide field
in foreign and domestic affairs, both
houses adjourned. It is' expected that
the debate on the address will last
ten days, and the treal work of the
house will be begun about February
10th.

JAPANESE ART

INTERESTING ADDRESS
BY COL. APPLETON

Exhibition of Paintings on
View at Rooms of Alex-
andra Club.

The Ladies of the Alexandra Literary
Society turned out in large numbers last
evening to hear the lecture of Colonel
Appleton on Japanese Colored Prints.
The rooms of the society were well filled
and the Colonel never allowed his sub-
ject to drag, so full was it of information
and interesting detaii.

Round the walls of the rooms were dis-
played a large number of prints, some
dating as far back as 1700 A. D.  The
course of the Colonel’s remarks took the
form of a historical sketch during the
greater part, and this portion of the lec-
ture was perhaps the most educational.
Commencing away back in A. D. 1630,
Cplonel Appleton stated that only black
and white paints were made. Several
black and white masterpieces are still to
be seen, though most of them have been
secured by European museums and are
displayed there. The lecturer had with
him a specimen book by Sakanubu, the
well known Japanese genius. This book
was printed in black and white from
wooden blocks, cut about the year 1700,
and Colonel Appleton prizes this book
very highly. This book contained a pic-
ture of the landing of the Dutch in Japan
and depicted an old-ttme Dutch sailing
ship, with the high bow and stern of the
Klizabethan period. The Japanese could
be seen on shore, and, surprising to
many, was the telescope spy-glass which
they were making use of. The print was
in perfect condition, the ideal of Japanese
art and ambition at the period. From
this epoch, 'when colored prints first began
to come forward, the Colonel traced the

Paris, Jan. 30.—Replying to the theme
advanced by Paul Bourget in his play,
“A Divorecs,”” which ;was given in this
city the night before last, Aristide Bri-
and, the minister of justice and worship,
practically comes out in faver of trial
marriages.

He cndorses the idea of the gradual
evolution of the doctrine of divorce until
the point is reached where a marriage
may be contracted for a specified period
under legal safeguards. protecting the in-
terests of both parties.

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Grand Rally Held

There
were also men of|all shades of opinion
and social rank. |Just as many work-
ing men were there as business men,
and this speaks volumes for the popu-
larity of the Liberal party as the re-
presentative of all classes.

The principal business of the evening
were the addresses from J. A. Mac-
donald, the leader of the opposition,
John Oliver, his right hand man, and
a number of other leading lights of
the party. R. B. McMicking presided.

Party Leader.

Mr. Macdonald on rising, sald it was
unnecessary to say he was pleased to
meet the Liberals of Victoria. It was
customary to taffy the people, saying
nice things about them in order to put
them in a good humor, but Liberals
always took it for granted that they
were the best people, so it was un-
necessary to do that.

" Going at once to businhess; Mr. Mac-
dénald spoke on the need of a change
in the matter of the personal property
tax. He felt that with the limited
amount of money at their disposal it
was practically impossible for the
munieipalities to do the necessary work
with the money at their disposal. Per-
sonally he thought it now time that
the provincial government should give
up the personal property tax. They
reséived large revenues from many
sources such as coal and timber. In
the outside districts it/ was still neces-
sary for the government to attend to
‘ the public works, but when it was con-
sidered what a large income they de-
rived from outside sources the time he
thought was ripe for a4 consideration of
the ‘question. It was a reasonzble ques-
tion: and. if. considered on its merits
. he felt they would see that the munici-
palities were entitled to the money.

Another question which was of vital
interest to the assoclation was the
Beautifying of the Capital City. Other
governments had taken this matter in
hand beautifying the drives, boule-
vards, etc. in order to make the capi-
tal attractive to the numbers of peo-
ple who visited the city. just because
it was the capital, and whose impres-
sion of the province was largely guaged
by what they had seen in the Capital
City.

Continuing, Mr. Macdonald said that
he did not intend to deal to any extent
with those questions which were be-
fore the legislature, but there was one
which he thought called for some at-
tention, and that was the action of the
government in regard to

The Natal Act.

He said he knew there was a feeling
that the Lieutenant-Governor did not
do right in disallowing the Bowser bill
when the people through their repre-
sentatives had allowed it to pass. They
must face this question fairly. There
was no doubt the Lieutenant-Governor
acted without instructions, and the
" only constitutional reason for his do-
ing so would be from such instructions
or on the advice of his ministers. Mr.
‘ McBride would not say he acted on
this advice, but the responsibility must
' be placed upon the provincial govern-
ment.
_In considering the action of the Lieu-
tenant-Governor it should be consid-
ered whether or not he broke the laws
of the country. It was certain that if
he did net actually do so, he at any rate
 broke the spirit of the laws in making
a contract for the importation of
Orientals into the country.

If the Governor could reserve one
measure, he could reserve all, and that
would not be a system of responsible
government. TUnder those conditions
the legislation would be carried on at
the will or the whim of the Ottawa
government. y

“There is no question,” said Mr. Mac-
donald, “but that the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor must act on the advice of his
ministers and the people can bring
pressure to bear on them in order to
carry -out their will.”

Dealing with the matter of; Asiatic
immigration, Mr. Maecdonald said he
had always been opposed to it, not only
for the protection of the workers but
because he considered the

Japanese a Menace

to the country and to the Empire. Our
predecessors had struggled for centur-
ies to raise the condition of the work-
ing men, often under the greatest dif-
ficulty, in order that men might get-'a
commensurate value for the product of
their toil. They had succeeded in rais-
ing the wages to the present height.
Was 1t fair, he asked, that when they
had attained this position they should
subject them to such conditions as
competition with these people? He
was not appealing to the workers but
to fair men of all classes and he asked
them was it fair?

They had already had an exhibition
of what might happen if the Japanese
were allowed in the country in the re-
cent deplorable occurrences at Van-
couver. If the Japanese were allowed
in, it would be only a short time be-
fore they would equal if not surpass
in number the white people. - Wouli
the Japanese and white population keep
their tempers? There would be war.
If they were going to keep on good
terms with their friends the Japanese
now was the time to act. This phase
of the question was not only for the
working man, it appealed to everyone.
Now was the time to«protect the coun-
try. \

Speaking of the Natal bill now before
the House, Mr. Macdonald said™that it
would not affect either the Japanese
or the Chinese. Mr. McPhillips said
it was unconstitutional, but they would
now see where he would stand in’the
House, Mr. Macdonald claimed that it
was perfectly constitutional, and - he
was going to vote f6r it. The province
had- a.right to legislate on any ques-
tion whieh was not repugnant to Do-
minion legislation. The Dominion gov-
ernment have legislated on both the
Chinese and Japanese questions so' that
these people would be outside its scope,
but it would affect the immigration of
Hindus.

Mr. Bowser had said ha would ap-

‘point constables to patrol the coast

and prevent the Chinese and Japanese
from landing, but Mr. Bowser was only
humbugging the people. He was not
sincere. If it should be passed, the
law would not affect either the Chin-
ese or the Japanese.

In dealing with the Chinese immi-
gration the Laurier government had
taken hold of it in a statesmanlike
way. .As soon as they were returned
to power they had raised the tax to
cne hundred dollars. Then they ap-
pointed a’ commission to investigate
and as soon as it reported, the tax was
raised to five hundred dollars.

In dealing with the Japanese ques-
tion, the speaker said that when it be-
came a vital one the Dominion gov:
ernment took it up with the Imperial
authorities. Japan had taken her place
as a world power and it was impos-
sible~to deal with her on the same
basis as the Chinese. The Dominion
did the right thing in taking the mat-
ter up diplomatically and arranging
with Japan to keep her people from
coming here in large numbers.

‘While he was not prepared to sacri-
fice the white race, Mr. Macdonald
said if they could at the same time
protect themselves it was wise to as-
zist commerce as much as possible.
Rritish Columbia derived much benefit
from this commerce, much more than
any other province in the Dominion.
In the interest of this province it was
desirable to have friendly relations
with the Oriental races. Trade in this
direction was growing very fast, es-
pecially in wheat, coal, and timber. The
future prosperity of the province would
be largely the result of trade with the
Orient. Was it wise then, he asked, to
jeopardize that-trade if it could be kept
without jeopardizing the people?

At the time of the making of the
commercial treaty with Japan, the Con-
servatives were all in favor of it, the
only criticism they made was that it
had been delayed so long. When the
first arrapgement was made to

Restrict Immigration

from her country no one dreamed but
that Japan would carry out her part of
the arrangement. Both parties: were
equally deceived. Those who blamed
Laurier were true neither to their
party, their country, or the Empire to
to which they belong. He believed the
settlement which had been made was
the best possible for the province. It
would injure neither the workingman
nor the merchants, British Columbia he
felt sure would go on and grow until
she became the banner province of the
whole Dominion of Canada.

Turning now to the alienation of
the wealth of the province during the
past year or two, Mr. Macdonald
roundly scored the provincial govern-
ment. He had raised his voice against
the giving away of the timber lands
nec less than three years ago when the
bill was passed, making the arrange-
ments which had just been annulled
From six to seven million acres of land
had been already alienated contain-
ing: over one hundred billion feet of
lumber, enough at-the present rate of
cutting to last two hundred years. In

i
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the United States, he said, it would
take only twenty years at the present
rate to use up all the available tirq-
ber. Had the timber here been hus-
banded, it would have soon Reen suf-
ficlent to pay all the costs of govern-
ment and then left a goodly sum in
the treasury. The time was coming
rapidly when timber would be worth
more in British Columbia than it is to-
day in Quebec. Most of ‘the timber
here now was not in the hands of lum-
bermen, but -was held by speclators
whom he did not blame. He did, how-
ever, blame the government who had
put this timber in the hands of those
who would levy tribute on the people.

In conclusion Mr. Macdonald said
that if the Liberals worked hard and
kept in view the principles of the old
party, the patriots who had fought for
the people’s rights, they would suc-
ceed. All should work together to put
out a government which would not do
the fair thing, and replace them by a
government that would work for the
people as a whole.

JOHN OLIVER.

John Oliver, M. P. P., the second
speaker of the evening, was greeted
with applause on mounting the plat-
form. After a preliminary canter he
soon got down to business and poured
all kinds of hot shot into the ranks of
the Conservative party. Dealing with
the timber question, Mr. Oliver said
that three years ago the present at-
torney-general had sald it wasg neces-
sary to give the speculators a chance,
and only a few days ago the new Na-
poleon, who“is to conquer the whole
Dominion, and even Japan, had said
he would welcome capital, no matter
from what source it might come. It
was his opinion, however, that the
timber investments were simply a form
of gambling. Since the three open
vears the output of timber had in-
creased only fifty per cent., while the
area alienated had increase one thou-
sand per cent. The effect would be
that when the mill men require timber
they would have to meet the prices
asked, and the consumer would have
to pay. Most of the men who would
benefit were foreigners. Not only in
timber was the speculator given a
chance in this country. At Revelstoke
the Conservative party had declared it
to be its policy to reserve coal lands
for the use of the people. Thig had
not been done, but on the contrary
every foot of land had been alienated,
and none reserved. :

The Liberals in the House, said Mr.
Oliver, had been urging on the govern-
ment to make surveys and to secure
reliable information in order that im-
migrants who come here might be
placed on the land. They had been
urging this policy for years. A, small
vote had been made on one occasion
for the purpose, but it was not one-
tenth enough. The result had been
that there was not now a location in
the province where the government
could \place a settler.

Taking up the question of the Grand
Trunk Pacific, Mr. Oliver said that the
railways would develop large areas of
the “province. The contract had been
denounced by the provincial govern-
ment on every platform,

The provinecial government had wholly
failed te take advantage of the posi-
tion. They had allowed speculators to
take“up all the available land in the
districts around where the railroad
would pass. The amount of land so
taken up was so great that the pro-
vincial government were wholly un-
able to give any information on the
subject. “The speculator,” said Mr.
Oliver, “has everything, and the settler
will be squeezed of every possible cent
when he comes. Is thig a wise policy?
Will a white population come wunder
these conditions? He will go instead
to the prairies, where he can get free
land.” “Land for the settler is good
Liberal policy. (Cheers.) A good,
happy, contented population, with a
good government, is what the country
needs. The people must rise in their
might and take the matter in their
own hands.”

The Conservative government has
given milliong of acres to companies.
Yet these men shout against Laaurier,
when speaking of the best government
the country ever had.

“There has been a cork put in the
bottle of Conservative eloquence on
corruption,” said Mr. Oliver. *“Mr.
Pugsley put the plug in the hole. He
dared Mr. Borden to ask him for in-
formation on the floor of the House.
He said he could give accurate infor-
mation ag to the men who signed the
checks or cashed them.”

There is at present a bill before the
House asking for power to exempt
railways for ten years. The Conserva-
tive policy is C. P. R. first, C. P. R.
second and C. P. R, all the time, The
C. P. R. ig getting everything. There
was only one short line of railway be-
sides, and it took three years to decide
upon.

“The power to be given to the gov-
ernment,”” he said, ‘was alienating
from the just rights of thé legislature.”
He believed the . policy of exemption
judiciously used might be a good thing,
but it depended on the government to
administer thig wisely. Under this bill
there was no proposal that early con-
struction should take place. The govern-
ment would have power to do anything
if the present bill passed. It would give
them a chance to go to the railway
companies just before election, when
funds are scarce, and ask to talk busi-
ness.

Turning to the question of better
terms, Mr. Oliver said that McBride
threatened to take His case to the foot
of the throne. He went to England,
and when he returned he told what he
had done. In the report to the legisla-
ture he said he went to.try to get the
final and unalterable clause taken from
the act. That wasg misleading, for the
visit was arranged before that question
was taken up.

Lord Elgin pointed out to Mr. Mc-
Bride that the reésolutions were unani-
mously passed by parliament and that
all the provincial premiers except Brit-
ish Columbia had agreed. Other prov-
inces asked for-special treatment which
was not granted.

Did Mr. McBride get anything when
in England?

Yes, he got a complete turn down
from the Imperial authorities.

Lord Elgin said thé words ““final and
unalterable’” weré omitted because they
were considered inappropriate; but not
because of répresentations from ' Mr.
MecBride.

Final and' unalterable was not in-
serted: by the Dominion government,
but by the provincial premiers whose
suggestions were adopted word for
word. Mr. McBride says. he is going

to keep up the agitation and that is
proof positive that he did not get
what he wanted.

‘“Better terms is too serious a ques-
tion to be smet aside in this way,” con-
tinued the speaker. ‘A province im-
porting so many things as this one,
suffered from the protective tariff in-
troduced by the Comservative govern-
ment. If Conservatives should be re-
turned for this province what would
be the result? The Conservatives
would inquire into the expenditures of
the province before doing anything.
What would they find if they did this?
What about the land grants to rail-
ways and corporations. Pulpwood con-
cessions, tan bark concessions and
such like monstrosities?” (Laughter
and cheers.)

Mr. Oliver quoted from the Dominion
Hansard tb show that his position was
correct.

Mr. Foster proposed to put a check
on the debt creating power of the prov-
the audacity to ask people to vote for
inces, yet Mr. McBride will have
a party that holds such opinions as
these as against the party who grant-
ed the province $220,000.

Mr. Bergeron, a leading French Con-
servative, stated that the premiers were
Not Taken Seriously.

After yvears of Laurier rule when the
treasury had been. replenished then
the question became a serious one. “It
is a pertinent guestion to know,” said
Mr. Oliver, “whether it would be an
advantage to change the present gov-
ernment. Would the other side do any-

thing?”

There were most unscrupulous men
to deal with. . Men who would have
no hesitation to prevaricate in order
to- mislead the electorate. Mr. Bow-
ser had made a statement about the
importation of Japanese which later
was proved to be wholly false. Chas.
Wilson. a prominent and honest Con-
servative, said there was no contract
between the Grand Trunk and the
Japanese. The contract was made by
friends of the present government. A
man who would thus - deliberately
slander his fellow citizens was a man
not to be trusted.

Mr. Oliver said he was not a slavish
party man. When he found it was for
the benefit of the country to change
his allegiance he should not hesitate in
doing so.

Other Speakers.

Although the hour was getting late
when Mr. Oliver closed, the audience
was not satisfied and interesting ad-
dresses were given by George R.
Naden, of Greenwood, Dr. Hall, of Nel-
scn; H. C. Brewster, of Alberhi, apd
R. L. Drury. All were extremely iIn-
teresting, but Mr. Drury’s speech was
a rousing battle cry in which he, with
great force, urged upon the Liberals
of the city the necessity of get-
ting to work in preparation for the
next Dominion election.

RECOMMENDED TRIAL OF
LEMIEUX ARRANGEMENTS

LOVERS KILL
ONE ANOTHER

TRAGIC ENDING TO
ROMANCE OF YOUTH

Beautiful Girl Postponed Wed-
ding—Fiance Driven Insane
by Jealousy.

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 29.—A quarrel
between two lovers at Ambridge, near
here last night, ended in the death of
both, each inflicting a fatal wound on
the other. The victims were Cary Koz-
zani, 18 years old and strikingly beau-
tiful, and Domninic Polcini, 25 years
old.

Their courtship began in Italy and
he came to America three years ago to
prepare a home, sending for the girl
last October. Poleini is said to have
been jealous almost from the day of

‘ther arriyal from Italy and she’delay-

ed the wedding from time to time.

He became frantic last night when
he visited the girl at the home of her
sister. They talked a few minutes,
he threatened to attack her, and the
girl fled through the kitchen to her
own room on the third floor, locking
herself in. Polcini followed and broke
open the door. A struggle followed,
evidently the girl had prepared to de-
fend herself. An instant later there
was a shriek, and a heavy bady fell
It was that of Polcini. A delicate keen
edged knife the girl was known to
have kept in her room was found near
him. The blade had been thrust into
his. ear, piercing his brain.

Just as he fell Polcini fired a shot
from his revolver. The bullet entered
the girl’'s side. She ran down the two
flights of stairs and fell dead on the
kitchen floor.

Others in the house rushed up stairs
to the room where Polcini was, but he
died just before they reached him. It
is presumed that after Polcini broke
into the girl’s room he threatened to
shoot her, but that she stab®ed him,
and attempted to rush away.

DEPUTATIONS WAIT ~
UPON THE GOVERNMENT

Prof. Carpenter’s Report on Ir-
rigation Has Arrived—Com-
mittees Report.

The railway committee of the pro-
vincial legislature met for organizj-
tion purposes this morning. W. R. Ross
(Fernie) was elected chairman and W.
J. Manson (Dewdney) secretary.

Although a number of bills have been
slated for consideration by the com-
mittee, they have not yet satisfigd the
rule, which requires that they be post-
ed for'5 days in the lobby. The commit-
tee accordingly adjourned until Mpnday
next at 10 o’clock. Among the meas-
ures booked for consideration is the
bill to incorporate the Crow’s Nest &
Northern Railway Company, as to
which E. V. Bodwell, K. C., will repre-
sent the company.

John Jardine is preparing an amend-
ment to the civic service bill, which
proposes to extend the superannuation
allowance, which the bill '‘as drafted
restricts, to clerical employees, to the
engineers and other workingmen em-
ployed about the buildings. The
amsndment will be moved ‘when the
bill reaches committee.

Stuart Henderson proposes to move
an amendment to the bill, which seeks
to give the government power to ex-
empt railways from taxation for ten
years. If this power is taken by the
gavernment Mr. Henderson will pro-
pose that the governor shall not be in
a position to grant the exemption, if
the railway directly or indirectly em-
ploys Orientals, either during construc-
tion or for ten years after the period
for which exemption is to be granted.

A deputation of lumbermen waited
on the chief commissioner of lands and
works this morning and urged upon
him the recommendations which have
been put forth on behalf of an exten-
sion of the leasehold and the strength-
ening of the stability of title. The
deputation consisted of J. A. Macgee,
Shuswap, Wm. Shannon, Vancouver,
and E. P. Bremner, the last named
gentleman being president of the For-
estry Association. The deputation was
listened to by the chief commissioner

‘| and their representations noted for

consideration.

Dr. Bell-Irving and Mr. Dawson,
representing cannery interests in Van-
couver, are in the city to-day and are
slated for a conference with the attor-
ney-general concerning the conflict
which has been precipitated with the
?ominion government as to jurisdie-
ion over the fisheries. It is said that
some of the canners have experienced
the inconvenience of being threatened
with prosecution and seizure of boats,
gear, etc.,, for plying the fisheries un-
der the licenses issued by the Dominion
authorities. Their anxiety is said to
be to get at some clear understanding
as to where they are at in connection
with this matter. )

The private bills committee convened
this morning and considered the Chil-
liwack incorporation bill. Mr. Pelly,
solicitor, and C. W. Munro assisted in
the exposition of the measure Jefore

It
will show that so bad is the wreck, so
tangled the accounts, so extravagant
and incompetent the management, and
so shameless the breach of depositors’
confidence of bankers’ ethics, and of
the people’s law, that the bank is hard-
Iy better than a pile of junk.

It possesses no-capital and is full of
“Old hoss” accounts. It is no exag-
geration to say that the institution
never drew a solvent breath. During
its orgy of high finance, its president
kept in his office Bible and hymn book.
The accounts show that practically
every investment the bank made with
the gold of its depositors turned into
dust and blew away.

The report reveals no .profits from
any of the ventures except “enhanced
values,” which the bank officers added
every once in a while to the price tags
of the assets.

CARDINAL RICHARD
IS NO MORE

Paris Archbishop Was One of
Strongest ‘Men in
Church.

Paris, Jan. 28.—Francois Marc Ben-
jamin Richard, cardinal of the Holy
Roman church and archbishop of Paris,
died here to-day of a congestion of the
lungs, after a short illness. Cardinal
Richard was born at Nantes on March
1, 1819, and he was made cardinal in
1889.

Loss to Church.

Boston, Mass., Jan. 28.—Cardinal Gib-
bons, who is in this city to-day, re-
ceived word of the death of Cardinal
Richard at Paris.

The cardinal said: *“Cardinal Rich-
ard was the oldest of the college of
cardinals. He was a very strong man,
and his death means a distinct loss
to the church.”

The death of the aged prelate was
not unexpected, Cardinal Gibbons said,
on account of his advanced years.

BODY IN NANAIMO HARBOR.

Identified as Wong Wal, Who Had
Been! Missing Since Dec. 8th.

Nanaimo, Dec. 27.—The body of Wong
Wai, a Chinese cook, who was employ-
ed on the steamer Fitzclarence, loading
coal at Union Bay, and supposed to have
been drowned on Sunday, December Sth,
was found in the harbor this morning.
The Fitzclarence before clearing had to
pay the tax of $500, of which $0 will go
for a reward for finding -the body.

NEW ALDERMEN
AND LAW SUITS

WANT INFORMATION
ON THE LITIGATION

The City Council Will Meet in
Private Session With
Solicitors.

The present council is te have full in-
formation as to the subjects now under
litigation. The initiative in this matter
was taken by Ald. Pauline at last might's
council meeting, when he moved as fol-
lows:

“That a special committee of this coun-
cil be appointed to confer with the ecity
barrister and the city sclicitor on the liti-
gation in which the corporation is engag-
ed with the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Rail-
way Company and the Victoria Terminal
Railway and Ferry Company, with pow-
er at discretion to enter into ‘witheut
prejudice,” negotiations for an . adjust-
ment of differences and to report and re-
commend to the council.”

In explanation, Ald. Pauline said that
there were a number of new members in
the council. This litigation had come
from last year. He had thought it might
be wise that the parties to the various
actions might confer with a committes
from the present council in the hope of
seeking an amicable settlement. He did
not know that the questions in dispute
could be settled, but if they could there
would be a saving of law expenses.

Ald. Fullerton moved an amendment as
follows: 5

“That all the words after that on first
line be struck out and the following in-
serted: ‘A special meeting of the council
be held fo discuss with the city barrister
and citysolicitor all litigation now pend-
ing between the city and the Esquimalt
& Nanaimo Railway Company and -the
Victoria Terminal Railway and . Ferry
Company, 'and te take such action as
may be deemed necessary in the public
interest.”” ’

He said that he preferred to have the
whole council take the matter up with
the solicitors. At that time a full under-
standing of the various matters should
Jpe aimed at. A committee might be ap-
pointed tlhen, if thought necessary, to
meet the parties. The meeting of the
council with the solicitors shouldsbe in
private session, 2

Ald. Norman agreed it was wise t0 take
that course, and agreed with the amend-
ment.

Ald. Pauline said he was inclined- te
agree with Ald. Fullerton’s suggestion.

CLAIMS PAID TO
CHINESE MISSIONS

Indemnities Arising from Box-
er Outbreak Amounted
to $2,000,000.

New York, Jan, 28.—The committee
on reference and counsel, representing
the Protestant gmissionary boards and
societies in the United States and Can-
ada, yesterday made public the folldw-
ing stateménts concerning the indem-
nities clause of missionaries and mis-
sionary boards for losses during the
Boxer outbreak in China.

“Senator Liodge reports that the en-
tire amount paid out by the TUnited
States government for all claims that
were presented is $2,000,000. In this
connection Washington press dis-
patches state that the most exhorbi-
tant claims were those of the wives of
missionaries. The fact is that the $2,-
000,000 included the claims of many of
those who were not missionaries and
that the bulk of the money paid for
missionaries claims was for mission
property destroyed, chiefly schools and
hospitals and their apparatus. The
claims of one society on property ac~
count alone amounted to nearly $400,-
000. The claims of the missionaries for
personal property covered in some
cases residences owmed by them, and
generally libraries, household furniture,
and supplies, as well as clothing.

“All claims were submitted to the
United States commissioner in. Pekin,
who approved them as fair and just.
These claims are on file in the state
department in Washington, where any-
one, we presume, can examine them.
The missionary boards have nothing to
conceal, nor are they conscious of
having anything to apologize for.

The committee in council deem it their
to call the attemtion of Your Ex-
cellency to the fact that in several pro-
vinces bills passed by the legislature
have been reserved for the

General’'s assent by their Lieutenani-

Governors on the advice of their minis- |
| ters.

This practice is at variance with those |

principles of constitutional government
which obtain in England, and ‘should be
carried out in Canada and iis provinces.

As the relation between the Governor-
General and his responsible advisers, as
well as his position as an Imperial offi-
cer, are similar to the relations of a Lieu-
tenant-Governor with his ministers and
his position as a Dominion officer, it is
only necessary to define the duties and
responsibilities of the former in order to
ascertain those of a Lieutenant-Governor.
Now, it is clear that since the concession
of responsible government to the colonies,
the advisers of the Governor-Generai hold
the same position with regard to him as
the Imperial ministry does with respect
to Her Majesty. They have the same
powers and duties and responsibilities.
They ought not to have, and of right
have not, any greater authority with re-
spect to the legislation of the Canadian
parliament than the Queen’s ministers
have over the legislative action of the
Imperial legislature.

Now, in Englard the ministry of the
day must of necessity have the confid-
ence of the majority of the popular branch
of the legislature, and, therefore, they
generally control, or rather direet, cur-
rent legislation.

Should, however, any bill be
notwithstanding 'their oppositlon or ad-
verse opinicn, they cannot advise its re-
jection by the sovereign.

The power of veto by the ecrown is now
admitted to be obsolete and practically
non-existent. The expression “Le Roi ou
La Reine s’avisera,”” has not been heard
in the British parliament since 1707, in
the reign of Queen Amme, and will, in all
probability, never be heard again. The
ministers in such a case, if they decline
to accept the responsibility of submitting
the bill for the royal assenf, must resign
and leave to others the duty of doing so.

If, notwithstanding their adverse opin-
ion, they do not think the measure such
as to call for their resignation, they
must submit to the will of parliament
and advise the soverelgn to give the
Royal assent to it.

Under the same circumstances
Excellency’s advisers must pursue
same course.

The right®of reserving bills for the
Royal assent, conferred by the British
North America Act, was notl given for
the purpose of increasing the power of
the Canadian ministers, or enabling them
to evade the comgtitutional quty ‘above
referred to. ' !

This power was given to the Governor-
General ‘as an Imperial officer and for
the protection of Imperial interests. Tt
arises from our position as a dependency
of the Empire, and to prevent legisiation
which, in the opinion of the \Imperial
government, is opposed to the welfare of
the Empire or its policy.

For the exercise of this power the Gov-
ernor-General, with or without instruc-
tions from Her Majesty’'s government, is
responsible only to the British govern-
ment and parliament, and should the
Canadian government or parliament
deem at any time that the power has
been exercised oppressively, .improperly,
or without due regard to the Interest of
the Dominion, their only course is to ap-
peal to the crown and eventually to the
British parliament for redress.

As has ralready been stated, the same
principles and reasons apply, mutatis
mutandis, te the provincial governments
and legislatures.

The Lieutenant-Governor is not war-
ranted in reserving any measure for the
assent of the Governor-Geaeral .on the
advice of his ministers. He should do
so in his capacity of a Dominion officer
only, and on instructions from the Gov-
ernor-General. It is only in a case of ex-
ireme necessity that a Licutenant-Gov-
ernor should without such instructions
exercise his discretion as a Dominion
officer in reserving a bill.

SHIP ENGLEHORN
TOWED TO ESQUIMALT

She is Awaiting Orders from
Owners Before Proceeding
to the Sound.

LIABILITY TO PAY
FOR COMPANY SHARES

Judgment on Interesting Point |

Given by the Chief
Justice.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
The judgment in the case of

McLellan in which the defendant pur-

chased fifty shares in the company,

giving his note for ten days for $5,000 |
in payment and then refusing to pay |

the amount and claiming exemption on
the ground of non-fulfilment of con-
tract, was handed down yesterday by
Chief Justice Hunter. J. A. Russell
appeared for the plaintiff and Mr.
Craig for the defendant. The follow-
ing is the text of the judgment:

This is an action on a promissory
note for $5,000, dated May 17th, 1907,
made by the defendant to the order of
the plaintiffs, payable ten days after
date at their office, Vancouver. The
defendant says he notified -the presi-
dent of the company before its due
date that it would not be paid.

It was also not in dispute that the note

| was signed and given in payment for

fifty shares of stock in the company,
and an application for said shares was
signed by the defendant contemporan-
eously with the giving of the note,

It was also in dispute that the note
was placed in the company’s bank with
50 shares deposited in escrow and to
be delivered on payment of the note
to the defendant; nor was there any
notice of allotment.

The plaintiffs allege that the
fendant after inspection of a balance
sheet making enquiries, purchased the
shares as an investment, and that there
was also an arrangement whereby the
defendant was to enter the employ of
the company as yard foreman at $108
per month. The defendant alleges that
hig application to take the shares was
contingent on' his remaining in the

employment, and that If he found he |

was not equal to the work he
could give it up, ad that the president,
with whom the negotiations all took
place, would take the shares over from
him and refund the monies. There
does not appear to have been any form-
al allotment of the shares by the di-
rectors, but according to the evidence
the president was empowered by a
resolution to dispose of the shares, and
I see no reason to suppose that the
shares were not validly issued, nor In
fact is any such defence raised in the
pleadings. There was, however, ' the
defence raised in the pleadings that
the defendant was induced to give the
note by the misrepresentations of the
president of the company, but this de-
fence has not been substantiated.

Now, had there been -nothing more’in
the case than the receipt of the note
on the one hand, and on the other
hand delivery to the defendant of the
shares or a notice of allotment, I ap-
prehend there: would be no doubt that
o far- as comgerned the company the
cefendant would not have been .in a
Dosition to recede, and would have
been liable on:the note, and if he had
any action at all it would have been
against the president. In other words,
the sale would have been complete as
the application, so called, would in
reality have been merely the formal
acceptance of an offer by the comvany
through the president to sell the shares
and no notice of allotment would have
been necessary.

But it may lbe said that the
pany saw  fit ' to attach
which
to by the defendant. The . note
payable at their office, and the de-
fendant was teld the shares would be
alldtted immediately. But the note
was put in the bank with the shares
which were to:be delivered to the de-
fendant only on payment without the
knowledge or assent of the defendant.
How then is it open to the company to
say that the defendant who had got
nothing for his promise to pay, ecannot
withdraw from the transaction, - he
having neither received the shares nor
any notice of allotment? Suppose the
defendant had become bankrupt be-
fore the maturity of the note, and that
the company had not yet delivered the
shares, or sent notice of allotment,
would not the company have claimed
to have had a right to return the"note
and to -decline to complete the trans-
action? Then if the company could
have withdrawn, why should not the
defendant be in the same position?
Why should not the act of the company
in putting the note in the bank and the
shares in escrow preclude it from al-
leging that the sale became complete
and irrevocable on delivery of the
note?

I think the answer to all this is that
it is not an uncommon occurrence for
both parties to a transaction to be
under an erroneous opinion as to their
lega] position, and to believe that they

AMENDMENT NEEDED
TO MINING LAWS

——

Member for Cariboo Has Sug-
gestion to Offer—May Come
Before Committee.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The mining committee of the pro-
vincial legislature convened this morn-
ing, with L. W. Shatford in the chair
and J. H, Schofield as secretary, and
adjourned immediately after organiza-
tion,

It is not known when this committee
will meet for business. The question is
whether any matter will arise to call
for its deliberation. For several years
past no ideas have been evolved, with
respect to mining legislation, for the
committee in its wisdom to consider.
But if the committee should lend itself;
to the opportuntiy it is possible that
Harry Jones, the Cariboo veteran, will
invite itg attention to a point which
has come under his notice, as & prac-
tical miner, and as to which he is per-
haps more entitled to speak than any
member of the body.

Mr. Jones’ point has to do with the
tenure of the miners’ license, which
under the present law is broken, im-
mediately upon the lapse thereof. And
cases have occurred where great in-
Justice has been worked upon miners
who have lost their rights in this way.
Mr. Jones cites the case of an English
company which went into Cariboo in
1899. This company expended -about
§130,000 in various properties and min-
ing undertakings. They sold some 6f
their holdings to the Cariboo Consoli-
dated Company, but reserved some
others on which they had expended
over $13,000 on the original purchase
and subsequent outlay in connection
therewith. . And these properties were
lost to the company through inadvert-
ant omission to live up to the letter
of the law, requiring immediate re-
newal of their tenure.

Mr. Jones will suggest either that
fair notice be given to parties who
have allowed their licenses to lapse, or
that the time for renewal be extended
thirty days or some reasonable period.
As it is now, a licensee may be de-
prived of the fruits of years of labor
and of the values his labor had given
te a property, through inadvertence, or
unavoidable misfortune, which the

member for Cariboo claims to be un-
fair.

LILLOOET MINING.

Cincinnati Company Will Engage in
Hydraulic Work This Summer.,

Lillooet will this next summer be the
scene of active hydraulic mining oper-
ations. A Cincinnati company has late-
ly taken hold of the Alexander Creek
hydraulic proposition and the plant has
Jjust been completed. They will accord-
ingly commence operations with the

opening of spring. H. M. Babb, form- :

erly of the Columbia Hydralic mine at
Atlin, is to have charge.

The difficulty in e ‘past has been
in connection with transportation. For
a long time the promoters of the com-
pany, Ferguson and Walker, have been
trying to get the provincial govern-
ment to put a bridge across the Bridge
river, but without success. Now,
however, they are expecting that the
work will commence in the near future.
The plant was taken into the country
under great difficulties. It has cost in
the neighborhood of = $60,000. The
method of getting into the country was
by trail from Lillooet to Seton Lake
where the Provincial salmon hatcHery
is situated; wup Seton lake about
twelve miles by boat, and then over
the summit of Mission mountains three
thousand feet elevation and down to
the Bridge river on the opposite side.
The bridge is needed across the latter
river. )

Besides being interested in the hy-
draulic proposition, Ferguson and
Walker have a quartz mine of free
milling gold. This has been working
in a small way for two years and has
been proved to be valuable. There is
a ledge that averages fourteen inches
in width which goes from $50 to $80
to the ton and anbther ledge much
wider, which is of lower grade, al-
though it is good pay ore.

There is another small quartz propo-
sition about eight miles distant which
has been worked with a double arras-
tra mill since 1898, and with this crude
apparatus pays well.

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MODERN BUILDING
PLANNED FOR OAK BAY

—

It May Serve the Purposes of
School House and Muni-
cipal Hall.

If the present plans of the Oak Bay
rmunicipal council mature, this pro-
gressive suburb will have one of the

finest little schools in the country, in
the near future. Plans have already
been drawn up by Architect Ratten-
bury and the matter was considered
at a special meeting of the Oak Bay
council this morning in the offices of
the clerk, J. 8. Floyd.

No definite arrangements have been
made as yet in this respect beyond the
drawing up of the plans, but it is
thought that the new building will be
started early in the spring so that it
may be completed by the time school
opens after the next summer holidays.
It was not the intention of the coun-
cil to take the matter up 8o quickly
but the board of school trustees of the
city schools have protested against the
large number of children attending the
city schools from the municipality,
and something must be done at once
in order to accommodate the ever-in-
creasing number of scholars who seek
admission to the school. Already the
old building has been divided into two
parts by a board partition and an extra
teacher engaged, but even now they
are crowded.

A short time ago a by-law was passed
for the purpose of borrowing $2,000 with
which to build a municipal hall. Now,
however, the council has changed its
plans and the sum already voted will
not be anything like sufficient to put
up the proposed combined school and
municipal hall.

The plan for the new building pre-
pared by Architect Rattenbury is for
a two-story building with basement.
The main floor will contain four class
rooms, and lobbies. Above will be a
largg” assembly room which will also
be used for the purpose of a municipal
kall, “while in the basement will be a
large play room for use in wet weather
and a teacher’s room and lavatories.
The-plan is a new one in school archi-
tecture and will have a very pleasing
effect.— < will be built on the grounds
lately acquired by the municipality for
that purpose on Oak Bay avenue.

PROPERTY OWNERS
RAISE OBJECTIONS

Protest Made Against Council’s
Action—Commendation
for Ald..Hall.

The Victoria Property Owers’ Associa-
tion will strenuously oppose the agpuca-
tion of the city council to the legislature
for power to do away with the adjacent
owners’ right of petition against any
work of local improvement which  the
council may decide to be imperative by a
three-fourths majority. The following
resolution was passed by the association
at a meeting called at the city hall yes-
terday afteroon:

“That this associaton is strongly op-
posed to any enactment having in view the
curtailment of the rights of owners of
property to appeal from the ruling of any
municipal authority to a judge of the
Supreme court.”

The opposition of Ald. Richard Hall to
Ald. Gleason’s resolution to obtain legis-
lation to favor adult suffrage in muni-
cipal elections was commended, and the
following resolution passed:

“That the thanks of this association be
tendered to Ald.

PREMIER PETERS
DIED LAST NIGHI

WORD RECEIVED BY
‘ HIS BROTHER TO-DAY

Deceased Had Been Long Con-
nected With Public Life in
Prince Edward Island.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Word was received this morning by
Hon. Fred Peters, of this city, of the

| death of his brother, Hon. Arthur Pet-

ers, of Charlottetown, Prince Edward
island.

Hon. Mr. Peters was 54 years of age,
two years younger than his brother
who lives here. He has, for a number
of years, been premier and attorney-
general of the Liberal government of
the island province, and was member
for St. Peters district, Kings county,
which he has represented since 1892. By
profession he was a. barrister and had
practiced in Charlottetown for many
vears. His death occurred last night.

Hon. Arthur Peters, K. C., was born
August 29, 1854. He was the son of
Hon. James Horsfield Peters, late mas-
ter of the Rolls, Prince Edward island.
His mother’s maiden name was Mary
Cunard, daughter of the late Sir Sam-
uel Cunard Bart.

Educated at Windsor college, Nova
Scotia, the late premier married Miss
Amelia Jane Stewart, daughter of the
late Charles Stewart ,of Rosebank. He
was called to the bar in Nova Scotia
in 1878 and in England the following
year, and in 1898 he was appointed
queen’s counsellor. As early as 1892
he was elected member of the provin-
cial legislature and in 1900 joined the
Farquharson ministry. Two years later
on the resignation of the premier he
was asked to form a government and
did so, each of the old members hold-
ing the same portfolio and.at the time
of his death Hon. Mr. Peters held the
honorable position at the head of the
government.

Last year he was one of the leading
members at the conference of provin-
cial premiers held in Ottawa.

HINDU CREMATION.

Ceremony Connected With the Last
Riteg Took Place at Esquimalt,

(From Wednesday’s Daily).
Ouaoo Sigh, a native of Lahore, In-
dia, died at 1711 Government street a
few days ago, and yesterday afternoon
this body was cremated at the foot of
Fraser street, Esquimalt. A number
of Hindus followed the hearse of W.

.B. Smith, which bore the corpse to the
pyre, where the ceremonies observed
by the deceased’s countrymen on such
an occasion were to bes carried out, In
a clearing behind a small copse of
trees, so as to be hidden from the view
of passersby, cordwood had been piled,
where the corpse was to be con-
verted into gshes. One Hindu, who
was attired in military uniform,
led the procession to the pyre with a
tin of kerosene, another came behind
him with butter, the rest of the Hindus
following in a disordered fashion. The
casket containing the corpse was car-
ried into the clearing, where the street
adjoins the sea, then the body was laid
out in a blanket. In the meantime one
of the followers brought a pail of
water from a nearby house, and with
soap and water the deceased was
washed, after which it was e¢oated
with butter, and then wrapped with
white linen, during which operation
some of the men prepared the pyre to
receive their dead comrade, who was
placed with reverence upon the wood,
and the blanket which had covered
him was spread close by. With bare
feet one of the Hindus sat on the
blanket, accompanied by some others
in a sitting posture, all joined hands,
and one of them chanted from a book
which he had before him, while the
others mournfully bowed their heads,
after which they rose, clapped their
hands and then posed for a moment
or so.

A match was then lighted, and with
thig the kindling was ignited, when the
whole pile was soon wrapped in flames.
It was not long before the fire had
consumed all the remains, and when it
had burned itself out the ashes of the
dead man were gathered by friends
and the ceremony was at an end,

HEARING OF CHARGE
AGAINST THE BARON

Case Opened in Police Court
This Morning—It Is Still in
Progress.

(From Thurs8ay’s Daily.)

Frank Higgins, counsel for the plain-
tiff, and J. A. Aikman for the defence
in the case of "Smith vs. Baron Von
Gassendorf, alias Von Pfug, on the
charge of obtaining money under false
pretences, were ready to go on with
the case when it was called this morn-
ing before Magistrate Jay. In open-
ing the case Mr. Higgins wished to
make an amendment to the information
by having the word pretence made pre-
lenses, and a further amendment, that
Von Pfag had stated to his client that
he had a letter of credit from Mon-
treal.

Mr. Aikman said he would like to say
a few words before the amendment
was made. He thought the case had
taken a peculiar form. The prosecution
had alveady laid and withdrawn infor-
mation on three previous occasions and
now he was applying for an amend-
ment. Mr. Aijkman wanted to know
when this was going to stop.

After an argument from both sides
the magistrate allowed the amendment.

Argument was adduced as to what
was obtaining money under false pre-
tences. Mr. Aikman pointed out tnat
the false pretences hau not created =
credit and that the information laid
of false pretence was wrong. He said
a request for money was made, but no
false credit was establishéd, the ac-
cused did not say he hafi any money-
nor unencumbered property. Mr. Aik-
man quoted many precedents in sup-
port of his argument. Mr. Higgins in
replying said he did not question the
law, but the fact of the false pretence.
His Honor asked the . accused if he
would elect for trial before him or go
to a higher court. Mr. Aikman re-
sponded for his client, in favor of His
Honor trying the case.

W. S. B. Smith, the plaintiff, was the
first witness.

In answer to Mr. Higgins he said he
was introduced to the defendant by
Mr. Werner as Baron Von Dassendorf,
who also presented his card. The ac-
cused told him he was well connected,
and that his father was well to do in
Germany. On the strength of the story
of his connection Mr, Smith took com-
passion on the accused, when he told
him the account of having lost $375,
and when von Dassendorf said he had
a letter of credit in the Bank of Mon-
treal witness advanced $15 to Dassen-
dorf, and a little later: ad¥snted an-
other §10, and also &llowed the accused
to have credit to the extent of $3.50,
which had not been paid back.

Mr. Werner, the next witness, said‘

he had taken an interest in the accused
when he came here first, as -he wag a
fellow countryman, and was very much
disappointed when he saw that he was
not a credit to his couniry. Mr.
Werner 'was on the stand when the
court adjourned for lunch.

The case is proceeding this afternoon.

STRANGE SPEECH ON

Another Scene Over in Second
Act of Tragi-Farcical Mur-
der Trial.

New York, Jan. 29.—Martin 'W. Little-
ton, chief counsel for Harry K. Thaw,
to-day made his appea! to the jury
which is to pass judgment. Before a
crowded courtroom and in a logical, in-
telligent manner, the attorney devoted
himself to demonstrating that Thaw
clearly was insane when he killed Stan-
ford White. Mr. Littleton declared
that the serious evidence of the de-
fence had been met only by sneers by

It was for the prosecution to prove
Thaw sane beyond all reason of a |
doubt, and Mr. Littleton asserted that |
he could not understand how Mr, Jer- |
ome could come before the jury and
claim he had fulfilled the duty placed
upon him by Harry Thaw’'s conviection
of murder. The speech was more con-
vincing than eloquent.

Mr, Littleton asked for the acquittal
of his client upon the ground of insan-
ity, declaring he could not conceive
how, in.the face of the evidence, the
jury could render any other verdict.
The serious and sincere evidence of the
defence, tending to establish the in-
sanity of the defendant, Mr. Littleton
declared has been answered only by
the sneers and insinuations of District
Attorney Jerome. These sneers and in-
sinuations, the advocate asserted, were
not the competent proof that the law
required the prosecuting attorney to
produce, once the insanity of the ac-
cused person was brought into dispute.
He repeatedly urged upon the jury to
remember that in a case of this kind,
the’ burden of proof rests wholly upon
the state to prove the sanity of the
defendant beyond all reasonable doubt.

Mr. Littleton warmly defended
Evelyn Nesbit Thaw against the at-
tacks of District Attorney Jerome. He
said he could not understand what she
had done, what great crime she had
committed, considered in the light of all
she had confessed herself to be, that
the prosecutor should transcend all the
rules of propriety and decency and at-
tempt to destroy her, when in the next
breath he was ready to fondle and hug'
and vouch for the testimony of such a
scoundrel ag Abraham H. Hummel, the
very vermin of the New York bar,

The address of the defending attorney
occupied all of the day’s session, and
Mr, Jerome will reply to-morrow. If he
should conclude at the  morning ses-
sion, Justice Dowling will charge the
jury during the afternoon. If Mr, Jer-
ome’s address should extend well into
the afternoon, however, the case will
not go to the jury until Friday morn-
ing.

Mr. Littleton urged to-day that there
should be no compromise. He asserted
that if any doubt exists in the minds
of the jury they should resolve in favor
of the defendant and acquit him. He
begged that they be not misled by the
district attorney into vdting for a ver-
dict of conviction in some lesser de-
gree than that of primary murder. Any
verdict of not guilty in the case it is
said will carry with it the assumption
that it was rendered on the ground of
the insanity of the defendant, whether
or not the insanity clause is added.
The plea of not guilty entered in the
case carried with- it the specification
that the defendant was insane at the
time that the crime wasg committed.

Mr. Littleton’s argument was forceful
and impressive. He refrained from
appealing to the passions of the jury-
men and devoted himself to a logical,
earnest and serious consideration of
the facts in the evidence. He attempt-
ed to place no crown of glory upon the
brow of Harry Thaw, and said he ask-
ed for him no more consideration than
the average American boy had a right
to demand of the average American
jury.. The speech was crisp with ‘epi-
gram, and the sentimentg were filled
with the pith of logic quality of ap-
peal. The jury followed it with inter-
est, and it was generally conceded that
Mr. Littleton had left District Attorney
Jerome a difficult task. !

“I confess to you, gentlemen,” he
said, “that T do not know what the dis-
trict attorney has meant in this case.
I cannot fathom how he feels. He has
discharged his burden under the law,
and I am awaiting with much impa-
tience to hear what facts, what evi-
dence, what vir(-umstaﬁces he will sug-
gest to you as having®been represented
by him to show that this defendant is
sane beyond all doubt.

William Travers Jerome in his plea for
the conviction of Stanford White's
slayer, declared there was absolutely
nothing in the case presented to the
jury to show that Thaw was so in-
sane on the night of the tragedy that
he did not know the nature or quality
of his act or that the act was wrong,
The prosecutor followed this, however,
by sjgnifying very strangely that he
believed justice would be served if the
defendant should be found guilty of
socme lesser degree of criminal respon-
sibility than murder in the first de-
gree. He explained carefully all the
elements that entered into a verdict of
first degree murder and then pointed
the way to twd other possible findings,
murder in the second degree, or man-
slaughter in the first degree.

Mr. Jerome surprised his hearers to-
day by the striking contrast of his ar-
gument with that of a year ago. The
vindictiveness was gone, the passion-
ate defence of White was gone, the de-
nunciation of Evelyn Nesbit had no
place in his remarks. Instead there
was a calm, analytical presentation of
the evidence, a concession of possible
weakness, both mental and physical in
the defendant, but always a recurrence
to the hard and fast rule of the law
that a man, to be excused, must be so

| insane as not to know what he was

about.

Mr. Jerome declared dramatically
that there was no doubt Stanford
White had done Evelyn Nesbit a great
wrong and that Harry Thaw had every
motive for revengeful murder upon the
man he Kkilled. This motive, he as-
serted, forever swept away the claim
of insanity which knows not what it
does.

A LOST MINE
PROVES RICH

PRSI

GOOD ORE FOUND AT
BOTTOM OF THE SHAFT

e et e

Local Company Has Taken
Water Out and Will De-
velop Property.

What is known as “The Old Shaft
Mine,” situate at Copper Bay, Queen
Charlotte Islands, has proved itself to
be the only pre-historic mine or lost
mine, that has come to the surface as
an actual mine of vilue.

A syndicate of Victoria gentlemen on
or about last June, secured an option
on this property and from the evidences
of ore on the surface running out into
the sea, they decided to undertake the
development of this property and the
unwatering of an old shaft which was
at that time bulkheaded in and cover-
&d over with a dense foliage, trees hav-
ing grown on the old dump to a size of
at least two feet in diameter. The old
bunk-houses were rotted away—to a
mereé outline, with the exception of a
pile of stone and brick, which desig-
nated the old fire places.

The evidences from the old dump
went to show positively that some val-
t1able ore had been taken from this
old shaft, and traces of this were found
on the beach showing positively that

it had been shipped to some foreign

port. r

The oldest Indians living at Skide-
gate could not give any definite infor-
mation as to who the parties were that
had worked this minc. They claimed;
however, that it was the white men in
the days of old Chief Skidegate, and
that he did not potlatch sufficient fire-
water, tobacco, etc.,, and the Indians
Pelieving that the org the white men
were taking away was of such value,
that when their demands were not com-
plied with, they drove the white men
off.

The Indians sald that the shaft was
only férty-three feet deep. However,
wheén the bulkhead of some eight or ten
feet was cleaned away it was found
by sounding with a line, that it was at
least 100 feet deep. To the surprise of
those at work when reaching the 100-

" foot leved, it was found that there was
a further fifty feet in depth. Unwater-
ing was continued down to the 150-foot
level by hand windlass, when it was
again discovered that there was at
least a further fifty feet, and at this
point there was an entire new set of
windlasses. he old lumber sprags
were still in a good state of preserva-
tion, and some old shovéls and buckets
that were found in the drifts were also
in a fairly good state, with the éxcep-
tion that the iron had practically rusted
away.

At this point evidences of ore were
found along on the timbers and in the
bottom of the buckets, from which as-
pays were taken, showing an average
of six per. cent. in copper, and small
amounts in gold and silver.

The syndicate then decided, upon the
report of their superintendent, A. A.
McPhail, to secure the proper appli-
ances for the unwatering of the shaft
to the bottom. They secured a Cam-
eron pump and further necessary ma-
chinery, which was. immediately for-
warded to the old shaft.

Upon Mr. McPhail's return here to-day
he reports to the syndicate, which has
now been formed into what is known
a8 The Copper Head Mining Co., Lim-
ited, that at the 175-foot level the pre-
decessors, unknown, struck the ore in
& wedge-shape so that at the bottom
of the shaft, now at the 200-foot level,
the ore is four feet in width.

It-has now been decided by the com-
pany to imme@iately cross-cut the two
paralle]l ledges which run east and west
some thirty feet apart, the old shaft
being in the middle of these two ledges.

This apparently is the only lost mine
that has come to life a full-fledged cop-
per mine of exceedingly high value so
far in the province of British Columbia.

In addition to the two east and west
ledges of ore, Mr., McPhai] has discov-
ered that there is another seam north-
east by southwest, having an average
width of thirty feet, and showing the
same character of ore on the surfsce
that occurs at the old shaft. A drift
from the bottom of the old shaft about
& hundred feet to the west, would #un
in this immense body of ore, and it is
the intention of the company to im-
mediately begin this work as soon as
short drifts have been made north and
south to cut the other ledges, as shown
on the surface.

UNIVERSITY BILL
BEFORE THE HOUSE

Provision Made for Establish-
ing the Governing Body
for Institutions.

The government’'s university scheme
now before the legislature, or rather
the bill dedling with the same, is
simply u charter, embodying a plan of

Bvery | the working organization for the in-

stitution which they have in mind. It
specifies what the staff shall consist of,
for example, a board of pgovernors,
chancellor and senate, faculties, etc,
and describeg how they shall be ap-
pointed. It stipulates that the first
convocation of the university shall con-
sist of all graduates of any university

actually residing in the province two
years prior to the date fixed for the
first meeting of convocation, and who
at least six weeks prior to the sald
date register themselves as members
of such convocation as hereinafter pro-
vided:

Twenty-five members to be selected
by the Lieut.-Governor in council and
appointed for the first convocation
only.

It is provided that the chancellor
shall be elected by the member _of
convocation, and shall hold office for
three years. The senate is to be com-
posed as follows: The minister of edu-
cation, the chancellor and the president
of the university, who shall be chair-
man thereof; the deans and professors
of each of the faculties; three members
to be appointed by the Lieut.-Governor
in council; the superinténdent of edu-
cation, the principals of the Normal
schools; one member. elected by the
High school principals and assistants
who are actually engaged In teaching;
one member elected by the Provinclal
Teachers’ Institute, organized under
sub-section (e) of section (7) of the
‘“Public Schools Act”; onc meémber to
be elected by the governing body of
every affiliated college or school in this
province; fifteen members to be elected
by convocatioi from the members
thereof. :

The university will have, a president,
a registrar and all the other officers
which universities possess:

The bill provides that the university
shall, so far as and to the full extent
which its resources from time to time
permit, provide for:

(a.) Such instruction in all branches
of liberal education as may enable stu-
dents to become proficient in ‘and
qaulify for degrees, diplomas and cer-
tificates in science, commerce, arts,
literature, law, medicine and all other
branches of knowledge:

(b.) Such instruction especially, whe-
ther theoretical, technical, artistic or
ot}nerwise, ag may be of service to per-
sons engaged or about to engage in the
manufactures, mining, engineering,
agficultural and industrial pursuits of
the province of British Columbia:

(c.) Facilities for the prosecution of
original research in science, literature,
arts, medicine, lJaw and especially the
applications of science:

(d.) Such fellowships, scholarships,
exhibitions, prizes and rewards and
pecuniary and other aids as shall fa-
ciljtate or encourage proficiency in the
subject taught in the university and
also 6riginal research in every branch:

(e.) Such extra-collegiate and extra-
university instruction and teaching as
may be recommended by the senate.

Section 9 of the bill reads as follows:

The Lieut.-Governor of British Co-
lumbia shall be the visitor of the uni-
versity, with authority to do all those
acts which pertain to visitors as to
Ysuch Lieut,-Governor shall seem meet.

WOOD AND COAL
REGULATIONS

ADDITIONAL POWERS
SOUGHT FOR CITY

Alderman Fullerton’s Motion
Provides Considerable Dis-
cussion in Council.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Ald. Fullerton was responsible for
stirring up a spirited discussion at the
city council last night on his resolu-
tion to regulate the sale of wood and
ccal.

He moved as follows:

That the council requests that the
legislative committee in its report seek-
ing from the legislative assembly amend-
ments and additional powers under the
Municipal Clauses Act include the fol-
lowing clauses to give authority to the
municipalities to regulate {he sale of
coal and wood as follows:

To regulate the mode of selling and de-
livery of coal, and for compelling the
weighing of coal sold either in the yard
of the person selling the same or on the
city scales, and for regulating the giving
of tickets or certificates of weight by the
seller of the coal and by some cfficial and
for the keeping of records by such official
of coal weighed, and for payment of &
reasonable fee, and to compel the carry-
ing of scales and weights for the weigh-
ing of coal on each vehicle used in deliv-
ering coal, and for the compelling the
weighing at the request of the purchaser
when the purchase is of a less quantity
than one ton, and for providing penalties
on refusal or neglect to weigh and for
breach of the legislation made hereunder:

To regulaté the mode of sale and de-
livery of cordwood, including cordwood
brought into the city from outside the
eprporate limits, and to require all cord-
wood sold to be delivered in vehicles with
racks so measured and adjusted €8 to
contaifn“a cord of wood, and for compel-
ling the delivery by the seller to the pur-
chaser of a ticket correctly stating the
measure supplied,  and for compelling
measurement at the city market by an
official and payment of a reasonable fee,
dnd the giving of tickets of measurement
and for marking of such cordwood, and
for - keeping of such records by such offi-
cial and regulating the mode of loading
wood on vehicles, and for providing pen-
alties for obliterating or defacing the
mark placed on cordwood by an official
or the alteration or destruction of any
ticket or the breach of any regulation.

The introducer of the motion ex-
plained that thé subject had been up
in previous years.. Recommendations
had been made to the legislature last
vear, but it was not granted. If the
sanction were given by the legislature
iL should be dec¢ided what ' method
should be employed to weigh coal and
measure wood.

Ald. Pauline wished to know if the
city had power to deal with commodi-
ties sold 'in the city. He did not see
why wood and coal should be singled
out. He did not approve of asking for
speeial powers to ‘deal with certain
commodities. He would rather favor
asking power to deal with all commo-
dities.

Ald. Meston, in seconding the motion
of Ald. Fullerton, said there had been
many complaints urged against wood
and coal men. He did not doubt that
these complaints were in many in-
stances ill founded. Those in the
trades affected had expressed a wil-
lingness to agree with this proposi-
tion.

Ald. Hall said he was satisfled with
some such move, He thought care
should be taken to avoid making it
cumbersome. It should be carefully
guarded that too much time should not
be wasted by the teamsters. The
yvards were at present open to inspec-
tion by anyone. He disapproved of the
proposition for carrying secales on a
wagon. There was little danger of
short, weight as far as the yards were
concerned. A dealer who would thus
place himself at the mercy of the em-
ployees and his business life would not
be wery long. These men, if they were
cheating the public, would be in a po-
sition to levy black mail wupon
employee. An inspector might be ap-
pointed by the city who might make
an inspection whenever he saw fit or
whenever a complaint was made. This
was really discriminating against one
trade. It was really class legislation.
The statute should be made to apply
to all.

Ald. Cameron thought that with so
many statutes dealing with weights
and measures, etc., that there was no
need of special acts like this. He
thought that these subjects should be
dealt with in a broad way. He rather
favored a foods inspecton in Vietoria.
He thought that there was really room
in Victora for an officer who should
do nothing else but inspect food and
provide for the enforeement of proper
weights. He thought that in the mul-
tiplicity of proposals made to the leg-
islature the city would lose all.

Ald. Pauline pointed out that at the
present time the market by-law pro-
vided for anyone who disputed weights
to have a test made at the city scales.

Ald. Fullerton said this was now a
dead letter as the market was not in
use.

On a vote being taken Ald. Hall -re-
frained from voting, and Ald. Hender-
son was not present. The vote resulted
in a tie on the following division:
Yeas—Aldermen Fullerton, Meston,
Gleason and Norman. Nays—Alder-
men Cameron, Pauline, McKeown and
Mable. His Worship gave the casting
vote in favor of the resolution, al-
though it might be made broader so as
to include other trades.

The resolution of Ald. Fullerton ask-
ing that the recent report of Robert
Howe, C. E., with special referénce to
using salt water on the city’s fire
fighting system and also the question
of an increase in the pay of the city
fire brigade be referred to the fire war-
dens was pasdsed.

Ald. Fullerton also moved as fol-
lows:

The person or company shall make a
declaration that at the date of tendering
for the contract, they were paying, and
if their contract be accepted, will con-
tinue to pay the trade union rate of
wages to all men in their employ, and is
observing, and will continue to observe
the trade union schedule of hours and
working conditions on all work dcne in
the city or district of Victorla. The

| the city’s revenue should have

the |

onus of proof to rest with the contractor.
Any breach of this clause shall involve
the cancellation of the contract and the
forfeiture of all work completed or in
progress when/such contract is cancelled.
The rate of wages and schedule of hours
and working conditions in force at the
time of awarding the contract shall be
regarded as the wages, hours and work-
ing conditions to be observed during the
life of the contract.

The motion was laid over until the
next meeting, owing to the fact that
Ald. Fullerton had made changes in it
as originally introduced.

PETREL WRECKED.

Schooner Was Lost in Pybus Bay in
Alaska.

The steamer City of Seattle from
the north brings news of the wreck
of the schooner Petrel in Pybus Bay
near Petersburg, Alaska. Captain
Chris Johnson and a member of the
crew were drowned, while a third sail-
or had a remarkable escape. This
sailor jumped clear of the schooner
when she turned turtle, and clam-
bered upon the upturned keel. He
endeavored to save the captain, but
without success,

The Petrel was a fishing schooner
of twelve gross tons. She was 41.2
long, 11.9 feet in beam and 4.5 feet in
depth of hull, built in 1889 at Ho-
quaim and owned in Juneau,;Alaska.

—Yesterday afternoon R. A. Davies,
of Seattle, was brought over on the
steamer Chippewa for treatment at the
Royal Jubilee hospital. He was taken
from the boat and conveyed to the hos-
pital in the ambulance.

COUNCIL APPROVED
OF ADULT SUFFRAGE

Ald. Gleason’s Resolution on
the Subject Was Carried
Last Night.

Ald. Gleason, at last evening's coun-
cil meeting, introduced his resolution
on adult suffrage.

It read as follows:

“That this council desires to be
placed on record as approving the prin-
ciple of adult suffrage in municipal
elections, and that a copy of this reso-
lution be sent to the honorable the
premier and local members and that
the clerk be instructed to write the sec-
retary of the British Columbia Union
of Municipalities inviting their co-op-
eration In securing legislation in this
direction.”

In support of this Ald. Gleason sald
the statutes were unsatisfactory on ace

count-of the various conflicting cone
structions put upon the subject referred

|to. He believed the government was

about to bring in legislation .and he
wished to have it on record, ‘'so that
the government might be informed
upon the stand of the council He
hoped this would pass unanimously.

Ald, Cameron pointed out that the
Municipal' Election law was ‘unsatis-
factory because of its uncertainty. If
any other tlasses were to be ‘recog-
nized as voters except those provided
for in the act then the classes should
be designated. He did not belleve in
leaving the registration of household-
ers until near the time of election was
a good thing. The registration should
be made not later than October. The
act was in very good shape he thought,
in the matter of -qualification. The
definition in the Municipal Election act
was what gave the trouble. It had
been drawn by the attorney-general so
as to comply with the definition in the
School act. He believed the present
attorney-general had undertaken to re-
vise this, and he hoped it would be
made clear what was intended. He
believed in making the franchise broad
and he supported the motion.

Ald. Hall said that he considered it
an honor to be entitled to the fran-
chise. He looked upon a city much:in
the same way as a joint stock' com-
pany. Onlyethose who contributed to
the
right to vote. He did net believe that
anyone who did not -contribute to the
revenues of the city should ask for a
vote.

The motion of Ald. Gleason carried.

ON TRIP,TO COAST.

W. M. Stumbyes, of Marine and Fish-
eries Department, Is Here.

W. M. Stumbles, of the marine and
fisherfes department, Ottawa, is visit-
ing the city.

It was Mr, Stumbles who investigated
the pilotage question on the Pacific
Coast about three years ago, and he
has had to do with many of the ex-
pert considerations which have arisen
in connection with the building of the
fishery cruisers and hydrographic
steamers employed by the Dominion
government,

Mr. Stumbles says that his present
visit to the Pacific Coast has no de-
partmenta] signifiecance. The trip has
been taken for the benefit of his health.

Mr. Stumbles intimated, however,
that the policy of encouraging ship-
building in Canada, has been inaugur-
ated, and suggestion was conveyed
that the ship yards of this province
would have a chance to tender for any
work for the department. However,
on these points, Mr. Stumbles said he
had nothing of an official nature to
impart.

Mr. Stumbles is registered at the Em-
press hotel. He leaves for Ottawa to-
night.

REFUSED ADMISSION,
Dr. Milne Stopped Would-Be Immi-
grant From Landing Here.

THE SHIP ECLIPSE
FOUNDERED AT SEA

Dispatch From Honolulu Gives
News of Marine Disaster

—Three Men Lost.

-

A dispatch from Honoluly, received
yesterday, says: ‘“The American ship
Eclipse, laden with a cargo of coal, in
command of Capt. C. B, Larsen .and
bound from Newecastle, Australia, to0
San Francisco, foundered January 11th
in latitude 36 north and longitude 155
west. All the members of the crew
took to the boats. Three men died from
exhaustion before reaching land. Capt.
Larsen, the mate and eleven men land-
de at Hana Maui to-day. Reinsur-
ance to the amount of 20 per cent. had
been quoted on the lost ship.

The Eclipse was a wooden ship of
1,695 tons, and was built in 1878 by
Goss & Sawyer, of Bath, Me. Her di-
mensions were: Length, 221.7 feet;
breadth, 403 feet; depth, 24.3 feet,

New Bill,

Hon. Mr., Tatlow introduced a bill to
amend the Coal Tax Act,

Railway Exémption.

Hon, R. G. Tatlow moved the second
reading of -the bill to amend the Rail-
way Assessment Act.

He explained that the object of ask-
ing for power to make these conces-
sions was to meet exceptional cases.
Whilst the principle was recognized
that no further bonuses should be
granted to railways it was thought that
concessions of this kind might be made.
He recalled that prior to 1903 the tax
on railways was $18 per mile, and in
that year it was raised to $90. Natural-
ly the railways with large interests in
the province came to them and said
that as it would be a number of years
before these roads were in a position to
make any return on the capita] invest-
ed, it was only fair in view of this
largely increased taxation that the goy-
ernment should give them a concession
of this kind,

It was when he was in St. Paul that
this matter was first directed seriously
to his attention, In calling uoon James
J. Hill, that gentleman, while nssent-
ing to the idea that the day for bonus«
ing railways had passed, at the same
time said it was only fair, in view of
the cost of construction, especially in
mountainous countries like British CoY«
umbia, that there should be some way
of exempting from taxation for a period
of years unti] these railways were ape
to earn something on their Txed
charges and on the capital invested.
At that time he took up the matter of
the V., V. & E. from Grand Forks to
Chilliwack, -and gave Mr. Hill reason
to believe, if arrangements were made
to carry on construction of that road.
the government would be prepared to
meet them in that way with a reason-
able exemption from taxation, dating
from the completion of the roagd.

Later on they had a similar applica-

tion made by the C. P. R. in connection
with the E. & N. from Wellington, to
Alberni, and last summer the railway
was told that they were not prepared
to enter into an agreement with them
on the lines which they asked. But
later on towards December there was a
large amount of unemployed labor in
the province, and thinking it desirable
that this labor should be kept in the
country, they approached again the
C. P. R. and asked if they would make
an agreement for the immediate con-
struction of a portion of the Alberni
road if a ten-year exemption were con-
ceded.
.= It would again be advisable to make
'some similar agreement with the Grand
Trunk railway if the time were pro-
pitious for so doing. It was impossi-
ble, he contended, for them to make an
agreement of thig kind, during the
meeting of the legislature. So they
were asking the House to entrust the
government with the power on condi-
tion that a return was brought down
to the House showing whatever might
be done in the premises,

Another road they were anxious to
meel in this way was the Kootenay
Central railway. Thig line was in-
augurated some years past and some
work was done in connection therewith.
The agreement contemplated an exemp-
tion for a period not exceeding ten
vears,

Leader of Opposition.

J. A. Macdonald objected to the prin-
ciple of the bill. The idea was to
transfer from the legislature the dis-
cretion which the legislature shpuld ex-
ercise in the distribution of public
funds and vest it in the government.
This was an extension of a principle
which had obtained in the province for
the last four years; taking away from
the legislature powers which had been
always exercised by the legislature and
placing them in the hands of the Lieut.-
Governor in Council. In other words,
it looked toward a situation where they
were not having government by the
people, but government by the Lieut.-
Governor in Council. They had an in-
dication a year ago of the way in which
this power was sometimes exercisad.

If any railway company In the pro-
vince was entitled to consideration and
was in a position to give the province
a quid quo pro for an exempuon from
taxation for ten years, they should be
willing to come before the House and
make their representations to the rep-
resentatives of the people. He under-
stood that the railway taxation
amounted - to something over $100,000 a
year, The rate of assessment per mile
was $10,000, about one-third, perhaps
even less, of the average cost-of rail-
ways in the province. So that at pre-
sent railways were being taxed at the
rate of one-third or less what the other
inhabitants of the province were being
taxed. upon lands and personal pro-
perty. The railways were escaping
taxation to the extent of two-thirds
what the other people were paying.
And it was now proposed to place In
the hands of the Lieut.-Governor in
Council the power to exempt them al-
together.

He noted that the Grand Truhk Pa-
cific and the C. P. R, were included in
the list which might receive this con-
cession from the government. If it
should be found to be in the interests
of any section of the country that a
bran~h railway from either of these
two great railways should be built, and
it were shown to be in the pubiic in-
terest that such exemptionz should ve
granted, under conditions. to encour-
age such work, he would not object to
it. But he was opposed to the trans-
continental] lines themselves being dealt
with, or given any consideration, un-

the representatives of the people in
parliament. He was not prepared to
say that power of this kind should be
left in the hands of the government to
be exercised as it might see fit. There
might be lines which it would profit the
province to assist in this way, but these

were matters that should be dealt with

less their requests were submitted to |

in the wisdom of the legislature and not
by the Lieut.-Governor in Council.

Premier McBride.

_Mr, McBride failed.to see that any
Serious “objection to the bill had been
advanced. With respect to the bargain
with the Grand Trunk Pacific in rela-
tion to Kaien Island, he contended that
it was beyond criticism. No govern-
ment would be so foolish as to make
unwise use of the powers conferred
under the bill. If the government
granted the exemption allowed under
the act unwisely they would be subject
to the criticism of the people, when the
records of the transcactions were pre-
sented. As to the Kootenay Central
and the E. & N., it was known that
they were part of a transcontinental
system. On the other hand the V., V.
& E. was a part of the Great North-
ern system. If the stand taken by Mr.
Macdonald were adhered to, no exemp-
tions would be granted at all.

Mr. Macdonald asked why these ex-
eémption propositions should not be put
before the House right now.

Mr. McBride claimed that the propo-
sitions should not be put before the
House right now.

My. McBride cldimed that the propo-
sitions were not in shape to permit this
being done.

John Oliver.

John Oliver viewed the measure as
important. He objected to the principle
of relinguishing such legislative powers
to the government. The lines mention-
ed by the premier, were the only ones
at present under construction or in im-
mediate prospect in the province, and
he saw no reason why the matter of
exempting them should not be submit-
ted to the legislatura i; bLe dealt with
there. It was conceded that certain
edvantages might be secured through
the immediate undertaking of rallway
works in the province, and the question
of granting exemptions, which were
conditional upon immediate work, was

one which the legislature might reason--

ably be asked to consider. It was not
in the public interests that the govern-
ment should have the power to select
the companies who were to receive the
benefits of the exemption act.

Debate Adjourned.

Parker Williams moved the adjourn-

ment of the debate.

Second Readings.
The bill to amend the Oaths Act pass-
ed its second reading, also the bill to
regulate the purchase, sale and trans-
fer of stocks of goods in bulk.

The bill to amend the Bush Fire Act
passed second reading. The attorney-
general explained that its purpose was
to enable prosecutions to be conducted
against companies in the same way as
against individuals, under the act.

The bill to amend the Summary Con-
victions Act passed second reading.

The bill to amend the Farmers’' In-
stitutes and Co-operation Act passed
second reading. The flnance minister
explained that its object was to enable
farmers’ institutes, of which there were
fourteen in the province, to railse the
amount of their capital by order in
council.

J. A. Macdonald said he had no ob-
jection to the bill, but proposed that
its provisions should be made subject’
to a majority of the stockholders.

The bill to -amend the Revenue Act,
rearranging the ‘date of the finarcial
year, passed second reading.

On motion of the attorney-géneral,
ihe bill entitled an Act Regarding a
Certificate Issued to the Greenwood
City Waterworks Company, under the
provisions of the Water Clauses Con-
solidation: Act, 1897, was read a' sec-
ond time,

Mr. Hall moved the second reading
of the bill to amend the Master and
Servant Act, the purpose of which gen-
erally expressed, was to enable em-
ployees to make the ¢hoice of their own
medical adviser.

The following private bills were in-
troduced and read a first time:

By W. Ross, An Act to Incorporate
the Crow’s Nest and Northern Rallway
Company. It was referred to the rail-

In the Legislature yesterday after-
noon the immigration bill of the At-
torney General came up for second
reading. As usual Hon. W. J. Bowser
at once branched off into an attack
upon the Dominion Government and
throughout his speech this was the
key note.

John Oliver took him in hand and
administered well deserved rebuke.

The House was occupied for the
most part in the regular business of
the session, several bills being ad-
vanced a stage.

John Oliver withdrew his resolution
calling for a return of papers with re-
spect to the immigration bill. in view
of the fact that the papers had been
brought down by the provincia] Secre-
tary.

Immigration Bill

Hon. W. J. Bowser moved the second
reading of the bill to regulate immi-
gration into British Columbia. He
took it that there was only one opin-
ion in the province as to the propriety
of having some such test as that pro-
vided in the act, against immigrants
from the Orient. This was evidenced
by the unanimity with which the legis-
lation had been passed year after vear.
Te fact that the measure had been dis-
allowed repeatedly at Ottawa was com-
mented upon, and he observed that no
oppoftunity had been given to have the
question of the jurisdiction of the pro-
vince to pass such legislation, settled,
as it should have been, by the courts.
In 1902 the Dominion authorities were
rut in possession of the report of .the
commission appointed to inquire into
the Oriental question, in which the
menace of Oriental immigration to
British Columbia interests, wag clearl
demonstrated. A plea of ignorance
the situation here was, therefore, im-
possible on their part. Notwithstand-
ing the information they pessessed on
this subject the Dominion government
had inaugurated a treaty with Japan
in which the interests of this province
were clearly disregarded. There was
every reason from a British Columbia
point of view, why a mutual immigra-
tion' arrangement should not be per-
fected between Canada and Japan. He
suggested the necessity of labor in con-
nection with the Grand Trunk Pacific
project, as a possible reason for the
stand taken by the Dominion authori-
ties. He cited Sir Wilfrid’s Taurier's
language, which he ‘intrepreted as an
assurance that no serious Japanese
immigration was to be anticipated, as
a result of the treaty and in which he
voiced the growing trade intimacy be-
tween Canada and the Orient, and the
obligation imposed upon Canada of do-
ing nothing to jeopardize the relations
between Great Britain and Japan.

This he took to be a declaration of the |

Dominion premiér that British Colum-
bia. would be unpatriotic if it did any-
thing to protect itself against immi-
gration from Japan. And yet it had
been considered necessary by the Do-
minion government to make efforts to
have the immigration from Japan kept
within reasonable limits, as witnessed
in the several missions undertaken by
the Dominion to Japan. If the Jap-
anese immigration continued in the
future as it had during a few years

past, British Columbia would become |

a brown instead of a white province.
He disputed the idea that the question
had been settled by the Dominion au-
thorities,’ claiming that their measures
would prove ineffectual.. The province
would not be true to its trust if it ac-
cepted the Dominion order-in-council
on which the reports of settlement
were apparently founded, as satisfac-
tory In the province. There was no way,

3
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of getting away from the treaty, ex-
cept by a subsequetit treaty or by leg-
islation of the Dominion parliament it-
self. The order-in-council applied to
all nationalities. It wasg a politica] in-
strument designed to shut off discus-
tion ‘on the subject. According to the
treaty Japan was not bound to observe
the requirements of this order-in-coun-
¢il at all. How was it, he asked, that
the ‘Dominion government had in 1907
brought this treaty into operation,
which was expressly excepted by the
Imperial authorities? He questioned
whether there was any great public
veason to justify that act. And he took
it that they might expect the Domin-
ion government to find conditiong just
as readily at some future time, to suit
the labor necessities of the Grand
Trunk Pacific or some other work. He
argued that Japan had interdicted the
immigration of white people into that
country,

J. A. Macdonald questioned whether
the attorney-general was right in this.

Hon. Mr. Bowser suggested that if
gentlemen opposite were familiar with
Japanese law they might have assisted
the Dominion authorities in their
comprehension of this question. He
argued that the policy of the Dominion
government as outlined by Mr. Lemieux
and others meant unrestricted immi-
gration from Japan. For a visionary
estimate of the trade advantages with
Japan, the interests of British Colum-
bia were sacrificed. Under the exist-
Ing arrangements, the province was at
the mercy of the discretion of the Do-
minion government, which n'ﬂght be
susceptible to political influence to pew~
mit the introduction of Oriental labor.
Experience in the matter thus far
showed that the Japanese statesmen
could not be looked to for a settle-
ment of the immigration question. The
stipulation that only five Japancws
should be allowed._to emigrate from
each province to Canada had not been
lived up to on the Japanese side. He
contended that the question of Inmiperial
interests as a reason for disallowance
was exploded. The advice of Mr. Cham-
berlain was explicit, that the Natal Act
might be passed. And in Natai, New
Zealand and Australia legislation on
these lines had been introduced to pro-
lect their immigration interests, and
in Natal it had been made more dras-
tic than the act which had been intro-
duced in this province. There was no
danger of Imperial interference with
this legislation. Then why should the
Dominion authorities interpose, without
giving the province opportunity to go
to the courts to have the question of
Jjurisdiction removed from dispute?
Why should not the Dominion govern-
ment treat the province in the same
way as the Imperial government treat-
ed Natal and other dependencies on
this question?

Adverting to Mr. Oliver's refer-
ences to his remarks in the opera house
he said he had made them on the au-
thority of a leading Liberal in Van-
couver,

J. A. Macdonald: “Who was the Lib-
eral?”

Mr. Bowser said hs was not at liberty
to give the name, as that would mean
that the gentleman would be ruined
for life through its publication. He
quoted a letter signed by the late E.
G. Russell as justification for his
statement that a contract had been
made betWeen the Japanese Gotoh and
the Grand Trunk Pacific for the intro-
duction of 50,000 Japs into British Col-
umbia. He denied that he had any
personal connection with the drawing
of the contract between Gotoh and the
Canadian Pacific ‘Railway. He read a
letter from the secretary of the Japan-
e€se company in Vancouver declaring
that he (Mr. Bowser) had no part in
drawing the contraet for bringing Jap~
anege into the province. He declared
solemnly that he saw thisg contract for
the. first time on Saturday last. He
suggested that the statements of Dun-
can Ross at Ottawa were inspired by
communications from the loecal opposi-
tion,

J. A. Macdonald denied this
lutely.

Hon. W. J. Bowser thereupon re-
tracted what he had said. He char-
acterized Mr. Ross’s statement-ag scur-
rilous. He repeated his challenge to
meet Mr. Ross on the platform either
in Vancouver or in his home city and
suggested that he would see to it that
a retraction came from that gentleman
in public debate.

He contended that the immigration
bill could not be defeated on consti-
tutional grounds. It did not dea] speci-
fically with the Japanese or any other
peoples. If there were any question
as io the constitutionality of the
act, he asked -that the province
be given opportunity. of having
this question decided in the
courts. He profmised that the act
would be madé as effectual as possible
through the d{dnstrumentality of the
previncial police.

John Oliver,

John Oliver said the attorney-gen-
era]l might have followed the history of
this question back twenty years. In
1876 Arthur Bunster, as a repre-
sentative - of the province Otta-
wa, voiced the necessity of pro-
tective legislation against immigra-
tion from the Orient. In 1883 a
commission was appointed to enquire
into the question. There was an influx
of Orientals at that time to work on
the Canadian Pacific Railway. The

abso-

Conservative government of that day |

considered that the situation would be
met by the imposition of a $50 head
tax. For eleven years after this, dur-
ing which thousands of Chinese invad-
ed the province, there was no endeavor
made by the Conservative governmne:
to check the immigration. When the
Liberal government came into power
they appointed a commission of en-
quiry and had doubled the head tax.
When this was shown to be ineffective
the head tax was increased to five hun-
dred dollars. In their eighteen years
of office the Conservatives only at-
tempted one measure, the $50 tax. The
Tiberals had, closely following their

| accession to power, increased this tax

until it became effective ag a remeday
against any serious immigration. Con-
servative critics tried to

at Ottawa for allowing the Japaneae
treaty to pass unquestioned. Yet the
regords showed that the only Conser-
vative interest evidenced was Mr. Bor-
der’s enquiry as to the value of 1 Jap-
anese yen.

He showed that the local government
had made no serious efforg to enforce
the act while it was in operatics here.
The appointees of the government to
enforce the act had acted so as to en-
courage Japanese Immigration, finding

altach re- |
sponsibility to the provincial Liberais |

it to their financial advantage to do so.
Hon. Mr. McBride said this was not
the report of tne committee. John
Oliver challenged the premier to read
the evidence given before the commit-

tee. He went on to say tnat the jus-

tices of the peace employed to examinz
the immigrants had encouraged _the
admission of Japanese, for monetary
advantage. An ex-officia] of the gov-
ernment had testified (before the com-
mittee) that he was awaiting his com-
mission so that he might share in the
rake-off.

The attorney-general was not, in
sympathy with his politica] friends at
Ottawa, who had taken the
that if the government made the treaty
it was wrong and if it did not make it
it was still more wrong. If the treaty
should entail a large influx of Japan-
ese he (Mr. Oliver) might be inclined to
think that the price of the treaty ad-
vantages was too high. But the evi-
dence evoked by Mackenzie King indi-
cated that such an influx was not to be
anticipated, except through the medium
of interests with which the treaty had
nothing to do. He believed the as-
surances of tha Japanese government
must be accepted, owing to the status
which it had attained among the na-
tions of the world. He chided the at-
torney-general for the innuendo he
had thrown out as to what the Do-
minion government might do, in per-
mitting the immigration of Japanese to
suit the convenience of certain railway
corporations. He reminded the attor-
ney-general that he had not told the
people in the Victoria theatre that he
he made his statement -about Robert
Kelly and others having engaged to
bring a large number of Japanese into
the country, on the authority of a Lib-
eral] of Vancouver. The statement
would not-be less scurrilous in any
case. In-this connection he read a
statement from Charles Wilson, K. C.,
that the evidence of the recent commis-
sion disclosed no suggestion that such
a contract was contemplated on be-
half of the Grand Trunk Pacific Com-
pany. The attorney-general had not
only been guilty of making an untrue
statement, but had the hardihood to
repeat the same in a modified form in
the House.

As to the attorney-general’s refer-
ences to Duncan Ross, he did not think
Duncan Ross was a man to run away
ffom his enemies, and predicted that
the attorney-general would find him
ready to meet him when the time came.
He pointed out that Mr. Ross had
made his statements outside the House
in newspaper interviews, and could be
got at in the courts if the attorney-
general felt himself slandered thereby.

He remarked that the House would
require assurance that the government
was In earnest with respect to the bill
now before the House, noting it as pe-
culiar that the bill was not introduced
on message from His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor. He called attention
to a provision in section 2 of the act,
which he claimed nullified its effective-
ness, and challenged the attorney-gen-
eral’s opinion on the point.

Hon. Mr. Bowser said the whole ques-
tion was whether the courts would
hold the act to be constitutional,

John Oliver contended that this ans-
wer was insincere. The point he raised
was not a constitutional one. It was a
question of law. The provision hé re-
ferred to stipulated that the act should
not apply to any person whose entry
was fixed by an act of the parliament
of Canada.

The Socialist Leader.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite disagreed with
the premise of Mr. Oliver, that the
Japanese could not be legislated
against, owing te the status they had
attained among the nations ‘of the
world. As a point for consideration in
this regard, he said that England had
entered into some most disreputable
alliances for the purpose of furthering
her owr interests. He differed from
Mr. Oliver’s appreciation - of Duncan
Ross, contending that that gentleman
was the last man who should be quot-
ed as an ekponent of truth and de-
cency.

Tle pointed out that the clause in
the bill objected to by Mr. Oliver was
in the bil]l of last year and yet no ques-
tion was raised as to its effect upon
the va'idity of the bill. He contended
that thc province had jurisdiction to
pass the bill, but predicted that its fate
would be prompt disallowance. The
proper course for the government to
have taken was to convene the legis-
lature as a protest against disallow-
ance and to permit the immediate re-
enactment of the measure. He intro-
duced a lengthy argument in justifica-
tion of restrictions being imposed

.against Oriental peoples, on economic

grounds. He believed in the passage
of the Natal Act, but declined to be-
lieve that it would settle the guestion,
which must be met on broader grounds.
'the workers of Canada entertained no
1ace hatred toward the Japanese. And
it was desirable that such should be
tiie case in view of the 'threatening pou-
tentialities of the Orient with its 750,-
000,000 souls. He believed the remedy
announced through the Ottawa author-
ities would be a splendid settlement in
time. But he questioned whether any
definite agreement had been reached
with Japan to assure the exclusion of
her subjects. Sir Wilfrid Laurier; he
argued, was professedly out of sym-
pathy with the province on this ques-
tion, and he wished the premier could
be impressed with a true appreciation
of the subject. He intimated that the
Socialists would support the bill

Mr. Ross moved the adjournment of
the debate.

The House then rose.

The principal business before the
House yesterday was the Immigration
bill. The speech of the leader of the
opposition on this subject was by far
the most able delivered in the House.
It appears in sunother column of the
Times to-day. Premier McBride has
the right to continue the debate to-day.

Speaker’'s Ruling.
The speaker handed down hls ruiing

ground |

on J. H. Hawthornthwaite's impeach-
ment resolution, which he read as fol-
lowys:

The following resolution was moved
by the hon. member for Nanaimo:

“Whereas, during the last session of
this House, a bhill was introduced in-
tituled An Act to Regulate Immigra-
tion into British Columbia, with the
object "and intent of preventing a fur-
ther infiux into this province of ‘back-
vard races,” notably certain subjects

| of His Imperial Majesty the Mikado of
| Japan; and

“Whereas the said bill, as amended,

| successfully passed through the various

stages in this legislature, was support-
ed by the members of the executive
council at that time present, and was

enacted, so far as it lay in the power -

of the members of this legislature; and

‘“Whereas the Hon. James Dunsmuir,
Lieut.-Governor of this province, re-
fused to assent to the passage of said
bill: and

‘“Whereas the Hon. Richard McBride,
premier of British Columbia, has pub-
licly stated that the Lieut.-Governor
was not advised by his government to
refuse to give his assent to said bill;
and

‘““Whereas it has transpired during an
investigation by the ‘deputy minister
of labor. MacKenzie King, acting under
instructions from the Dominion gov-
ernment, into the causes and nature of
the extraordinary immigration of Jap-
anese laborers into this province, that
the Hon. Jafnes Dunsmuir, in his pri-
vate capacily as an operator of coal
mines in this province, had, on or about
the time of the passage of said bill,
entered into a contract with the Can-
adian Nippon Company, of Vancouver,
to procure five hundred Japanese coel-
ies for exploitation in his coal mines;
and

“Whereas the passage of the afore-
said bill. would have had the effect of
delaying or preventing the coming into
this province of the laborers aforesaid;
and

“Whereas the Lieut.-Governor has
not acted in this matter in accordance
with.constitutional practice, in refusing
hiz assent to the enactment of said bill
without the advice of his responsible
rajnisters, and has further laid himself
open to grave suspicion as to the rea-
song that induced him to refuse his as-
sent to said bill; and

‘““Whereas his action in these matters
must inevitably tend to destroy such
confidence as the people of this pro-
vince have in constitutional and re-
sponsible government;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that this
House emphatically condemns all such
unconstitutional proceedings and here-
by appeals to the Governor-Genera] of
this Dominion to investigate into all of
the aforesaid matters and charges, and
should the facts prove to be as stated
in this resolution, dismigs forthwith the
Hon. James Dunsmuir from the office
of Lieut.-Governor of the province of
British Columbia.”

The legislature, by well established
rrecedent, cannot pass a resolution-of
censure upon the Lieut.-Governor for
his conduct, except as a preliminary to
an address to the Governor-General.

The above resolution may be regarded
as preliminary to a message of His Ex-"
cellency, but exception has been taken
to it on two grounds: First, that the
reselution is out of order and should
not be put to the House, inasmuch as it
alleges that His Honor ' ‘has laid him-
self open to grave suspicion as to the
reasons that induced him to refuse his
assent to the bill intituled An Act to
Regulate Immigration into British Col-
umbia, 1907, and Rule 15 was cited as
an authority. The rule reads as fol-
lows:

“No member shall speak disrespect-
fully of Her Majesty nor of any of the
Royal Family, ner of the Governor or
person administering the government of
Canada, nor of the Lieut.-Governor of

the province, nor shall he use ot‘fenslve,.

words against any member of this
House, nor shall he speak beside the
question in Gebhate. No member shall
reflect upon any vote of the House
passed during tue currenf session, ex-
cept for the purpose of moving that
such vote be rescinded.”

During the debate on this point it
was strongly urged by the introducer
of the resolution that Rule 15 did not
in this case apply. In this I cannot for
a moment agree, The rule is a most
useful and wise one, and obtaing in all
parliaments in in the British dominions
and in this legislative body has always
been enforced. The reference I havs
quoted to His Honor's conduct in re-
serving his assent is, in my opinion,
clearly an infringement of the above
rule, as I shall presently show.

The second point of order, that in
reserving his assent to the bill his ac-
tion was constitutional. Since the de-
bate on the resolution now under con-
sideration, another debate on._fhe ad-
dress in reply to the King's speech,
arose, and during same it was moved
to add the folloWing as clause 15 there-
to: ‘“We censure His Honor's respon-
sible ministers for their action in con-
nection with His Honor’s non-assent
to the bill of last session intituled An
Act to Regulate Immigration into Brit-
ish Columbia’”; and on the 25th inst. the
House refused to affirm same, thereby
declaring that as between His Honor
and his ministers he had acted constitu-
tiopally. Now, when a bill has passed
the House, under and by virtue of sec-
tion 55 of the British North Ameérica
Act, His Honor has three courses open
to him, one that he assents to same In
the King’s name, (2) withholds the
King’s assent, /(3) that he reserves the
bill for te signification of the King's
pleasure.

I will not deal with the second course
open to him, as nothing arises on that.
The procedure with reference to the
first course open to him has been decid~
ed by, the House. He was, therefore,
constitutionally entitlea to reserve the
bill for the signification of the King's
pleasure. As it appears, he took that
course, and whether advised so to do
under instructions from His Excellency
or acting on his own discretion, if the
occasion was one .of urgency, he was
acting, ‘“in my opinion,” within his
rights and according to the constitu-
tion, and if so as the representative of
His Majesty in thig province it must, be
assumed that he acted in the public
and not in his private interasts, and it
would therefore be higbtly improper
to impute motives.

For these reasons I am of opinion the
resolution is one that should not be put
to this House, and so I declars,

to Both Parties

Full Text of Hon. R. Lemieux’ Presentation to House
Reviewing Sucecessful Negotiations With
Japan to Restrict Emigration.

(Special Correspo-aence).

Ottawa, Jan. 22.—Ths very able
presentation to the Houss yes_terday
by Hon. Rodolphe Lemiux, nvxewi_ng
' the negotiations conducted by him

' on behalf of the Dominion Govern-
ment with the Japanese authorkies,
leaves no doubt as to the satisfactory
. solution of an extremely knotty prob.:
lem. The reading of the assurance
of the Minister of Foreign Affairs of
Japan, Baron Hayashi, that his gov-
ernment proposed to adopt efficient
means of restricting the emigration of
Japanese to Canada, was received with
marked satisfaction by the members,
and even the opposition, whose forte
is hair splitting, were unable to give
vent to their usual chorus of disap-
proval.

The result of the negotiations so
capably conducted by Hon. Mr. Le-
miux, taken in conjunction with the
immigration regulation which re-
cently went into effect, is unquestion-
ably the disappearance from the
trouble zone of a burning subject, and
one of the greatest importance to the
people of British Columbia. It shows
that the Dominion authorities were

i not only alive to the urgency of the
' case, but were able to surmount the
difficulties which surrounded it; that
they were working while Conservative
| politicians of- a peanut . type were
. stumping the country in a vain at-
| tempt to gain political capital.

The- galleries of the House were
crowded when Hon. Mr. Lemieux rose
to make his statement and the deep-
est interest was manifested through-
out. He began by reading the order-
in-council which authorized him to
! proceed to Japan and then followed
with a brief review of the treatment
of the immigration question in the
i past. He then continued:

Mr. Speaker,—I must crave the In-
dulgence of the House, for more than
a few minutes, so as to state as fully
as possible the result of my mission
' t0 Japan. Before doing so, however, I
| wish to declare most emphatically that
' nmone. of the reports which have ap-
peared in the press concerning the ne-

I simply did my duty.

Object . of My ‘Mission,

The object of my mission to Japan
is clearly defined in the report of the
! committee of the Privy Council on the
12th of ‘October, 1907. It reads as fol-
lows: “The Right Honorable Sir Wil-
frid Laurier recommends that, in view
+of the recent unfortunate occurrences
which have taken place in British Col-
umbia, as a . result of the largely in-
créased influx of Oriental laborers into
that province, and in view of the fact
that there has been a treaty of peace
and commerce between Hig Majesty
the King and the Emperor of Japan
#®ince the year 1894 and that Canada
became a party to that treaty less
than two years ago, the Honorable
Rudolphe Lemieux, postmaster-general
and- minister of labor, do proceed im-
mediately to Japan, to discuss the
situation with His Majesty’s ambassa-
dor at Tokio and the Japanese authori-
ties, with the object, by friendly means,
‘of preventing the recurrence of such
causes as might disturb the happy re-
lations which have, under the. said
treaty, existed between the subjects of
His Majesty the King in Canada and
elsewhere, and the subjects of His Ma-
Jesty the Emperor of Japan.,
“The committee, concurring in the
foregoing recommendation, submit the
same for approval.

“(Sgd.) F. K. BENNETT,

¥Assistant Clerk of the Privy Council.”

Having received the above direction
from council, I accordingly left Ottawa,
~on the 23rd of October, proceeded to
iVancouver, British Columbia, where I
sailed for Japan on the 29th, reaching
Yokohama on the 13th November fol-
fowing.

Before relating the negotiations which
have 'taken place at Tokio, between
the Japanese authorities, the British
‘Ambasgsador and myself, I may state
briefly the causes of the anti-Asiatic
Mmgitation existing in British Columbia
" and which culminated in the deplorable
riots of Vancouver in the month of
Eeptember last. For many years past,
and beginning with the discovery of
the gold mines of Cassiar and Cari-
$bou, and later on, with the construction
of the Canadian Pacific railway, what
is known as Orienta] labor has been
gradually imported in British Colum-
bia. Practically, it is the only pro-
wince in the Dominion where any
strong “feeling exists against Asiatic
-immigration, it being -the only one
where that immigration is settled. The
Chinese coolies were the first to come.
!As long as the construction work of the
C. P. R. went on, their presence was

ot considered so objectionable. La-
bor was scarce, and the speedy con-
struction of the new trans-continental
in the mountain section, required a
large number of laborers. But soon
-after the completion of the road, when
the coolies left the railway camps to
become residents of cities, towns ané
villages, there to compete in the fiela
of labor connected with various indds-
tries, a strong prejudice began tn maw-
ifest itself—a ' prejudice more or less
apparent wherever the two races, Mon-
golian and Caucasion, have come into
co.ﬁtact in every part of the world.

Commissions,

In 1834 a commission was appointed
by the Dominion government to inves-
tigate and report upon the question of
Chinese immigration, from its various
aspects. Soon after, in 1885, the gov-
ernment of the day introduced a meas-
mire imposing a head tax of $50 on
every Chinese immigrant. Later on,

as the Chinese still came in large num-
bers, this head tax was doubled. The
legislation imposing a head tax of $100
was- passed in 1800. As the agitation
‘ngainst Asiatic labor was not abating,
and as exclusion was demanded, a new
commission was appointed. After a
thorough investigation, the commission-
ers came, as regards Chinese immi-
grants, to the following conclusions:

*Your commissioners are of opinion
that the further immigration of Chinese
laborers into Canada ought to be pro-
hibited.

“That the most desirable and effect-
ive means of attaining this end is by
treaty supported by suitable legisla-
tion.

“That in the meantime and until this
can be obtained, the capitation should
be raised to $500.”

As a treaty such as the one contem-
plated by the commissioners could
hardly be negottated with China, par-
liament increased de novo the capita-
tion tax from $100 to $500.

‘Whilst it cannot be said that this
head tax has stopped immigration from
China, it has, however, effectually re-
stricted it to such numbers as to cause
no more alarm.

Besides, the anti-Asiatic feeling ex-
isting in British Columbia to-day is
not directed so much against the Chi-
nese population as against the Jap-
anese and the Hindus. This differenti-
ation is due to the fact that the Chinese
do not assert a position of equality
with the whites. -They ¢onfine their
activities to certain limited menial
work, thus avoiding competition with
the whites who look after more profit-
able work. They are generally in de-
mand ' as domestic servants, laundry-
men, cooks, laborers in clearing forest
lands, market gardeners, inside work-
ers in canneries, and above ground
work at colleries.

As already stated, the importation of
Orienta] labor into Canada was con-
fined to Chinese coolies.

The . Japanese immigrants were also
coming td British Columbia, but 'in
much smaller numbers. In the last re-
rort alluded to (page 399) the commis-
sjoners éxpressed the opinion that as
long as their -immigration to Canada
did not abnormally increase, the im-
position of a head tax on the Japanese
might be ‘deferred.

The commissioners had been made
2ware of the instructions sent to the
local authorities in Japan by the min-
ister of foreign affairs, which read as
follows: :

“Department of Foreign Affairs,
“Tokio, August 2nd, 1900.
“To the Governors of the Prefectures:
“You are hereby instructed to pro-
hibit entirely for the time being the
emigration of Japanese laborers for the
Dominion of Canada or for the United
States.
(Sgd.) VISCOUNT AOKT,
“Minister of Foreign Affairs.”

After having commended this policy
of the Japanese government as ‘“most
opportune and eliminating al] cause of
friction and irritation between Canada
and Japan,” the commissioners state:

“Nothing further is needed to settle
this most difficult question upon a firm
basis than some assurance that the
action already taken by the gbvern-
ment of Japan will not be revoked.”

That such an assurance as that sug-
gested by the commissioners was given
at the time, is quite certain. There
was, so to speak, between the Japan-
ese authorities and the Dominion gov-
ernment, a tacit understanding that the
flow of immigration from Japan would
be so regulated by the governors of the
several prefectures as not to exceed a
reasonable figure.

The existence of that understanding
is disclosed by the many communica-
tions exchanged on this subject between
His Imperial Majesty’s consul-general
in Canada, Mr. T. Nosse, and the
prime minister. I will have to refer at
some length to that correspondence,
but the outstanding fact remains that
the Japanese authorties so regulated
the emigration from Japan as to cause
no feeling of alarm in the labor mar-
ket of British-Columbia.

It'was only after Canada’s adherence
to the treaty concluded in 1894, between
Great Britain and Japan, that the
question of Japanese immigration be-
came acute.

The Treaty of 1894.

But before dealing with the sudden
influx of Japanese immigrants in Brit-
ish Columbia, and its consequences, it
may be of ‘interest to state here
that until 1894, the only treaties
which ' Japan had concluded wn¥
other nations were, owing to pe-
culiar circumstances, one sided, and
considered by many as highly
detrimental to the interests of Ja-
pan. The presence in them of pro-
visions about extra territorial rights,
tariff rates, etc., had long subjected
Japan to serious materia] disadvant-
ages and to a keen senge of humilia-
tion.

For ‘miany years Japan had corncen-
trated her efforts in the problem of
what is now known as treaty revision,
and every possible obstacle that stood
in the way of that great goal was
steadily removed. When, in-1892, this
long-standing affair wag taken up,
Great Britain was of all the powers
the first approached, as she held larger
interests than any other in the ques-
tion. The negotiations bore fruit, and
a revised treaty was concluded with
Great Britain on July 17th, 1894. Tne
other powers followed suit. The re-
vised treaties were put into force on
the 17th July, 1899. Thus, for the first
time Japan gained admittance into the
comity of natibns on the status of
equality.

By Clause XIX of the treaty of 1894
it was made optional with Canada and
other British colonies to adhere to the
treaty. Article XIX of the treaty reads
as follows: “The stipulations of the
present treaty shall be applicable, so
far as the laws permit, to all the col-
onies and foreign possessions of His
Britannic Majesty, excepting to those
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hereinafter named, that is to say, ex-
cept to India, the Deminion of Canada,
Newfoundland, the Cape, Natal, New
South Wales, Victoria, Queensland,
Tasmania, South Australia, Western
Australia, New Zealand. Provided al-
ways, that the stipulations of the pres-
ent treaty shall be made applicable to
any of the ‘above-named colonies or
roreign possessions on whose behalf no-
tice to that effect shall have been given
to the Japanese government by Her
Britannic Majesty’s representative at
“Yokio, within two years from the date
of the exchange of ratifications of the
vresent treaty.”

For varioug reasons, which I will
mention later on, it was only in 1905
that by a minute of council dated Sep-
tember 26th, that Canada became a
party to the treaty.

The minute of council is based upon
a report from the secretary of state,
in which he recommends “that a cable
dispatch be sent to Mr. Lyttleton ad-
vising him that the government of Can-
ada is prepared to adhere absolutely
and without reserve to the treaty of
commerce and navigation made be-
tween Great Britain and Japan in 1894
and supplementary convention signed
in Tokip in July, 1895.”

In view of the expiration of the two
vears allowed by Article: XIX of - the
treaty of 1894 for the adhesion of Brit-
ish colonies, it became necessary to
conclude a special convention so as
to give effect to the stipulations of the
treaty applicable to the intercourse of
commerce and navigation between the
Empire of Japan and the Dominion of
Canada.

The convention was signed at Tokio
cn the 31st January, 1906. It came in-
to effect immediately after the ex-
change of ratifications and; as stipu-
lated, ‘it shall remain in force until
the expiration of six months from the
cay on which one of the high contract-
ing pariies shall have announced their
intention of terminating it.”

The treaty was submitted to and
sanctioned by parliament during the
session of 1907. It will be noticed by
the first paragraph of Art. I of the
treaty that the Japanese are unequivo-
cally given the same rights as any
British subject in Canada. It reads as
follows: ‘“The subjects of each of the
two high contracting parties shall have
full liberty to enter, travel or reside
in any part of the dominions and pos-
sessions of the other contracting party,
and shall enjoy full and perfect protec-
tion for their persons and property.”

Before I proceed any further, I wish
to answer at once an objection which
has been raised by some newspapers.
It was stated that the government
should have accepted the suggestion
made by Mr. Chamberlain several years
ago, namely, that Canada might adopt
a policy based on the Natal Act. It
has also -been stated that we should
have striven to have obtained an ar-
rangement with terms similar to that
of Queensland. The Natal Act would
be nothing less than a means of ex-
cluding the Japanese from Canada,
and I have no hesitation in saying that
it would be a most unfriendly act to-
wards. Japan. - As regards the speoial
arrangement with ‘Queensland, it is
contained . in. the protocol signed in
Tokio, March 16th, 1897. In that pro-
tocol, Queensland, although‘ adhering
lo the treaty, reserves her rights as
regards the immigration of laborers
and artisans. I may say that the for-
eign ‘office at Tokio emphatlcally de-
clares that Queensland has never avail-
ed herself of the above-mentioned
stipulation,

In a letter written by Sir Ernest
Satow to Lord Salisbury, dated Feb-
ruary - 7th, 1896, he states that for
Queensland, as well as for any other
Pritish colony acceding to the treaty
with a similar proviso, Japan desired
to be in a position to terminate the
treaty whenever the free immigration
of labor would have been legislated
against.

The policy of this government has al-
ways been to let Japan herself regulate
the immigration of her subjects, rely-
ing on her own sense of justice. Any
attempt on our part to, bind Japan by
such legislation as the Natal Act would
have been resented as a most un-
friendly action.

Real Cause of Agitation,

It is the unreserved interpretation of
that Article I, by some enterprising
emigration companies that has of late
given rise to the agitation against the
Japanese immigrants in Canada. I
have already stated that prior to the
treaty, there existed a tacit under-
satnding by which Japanese emigration
was to be restricted to within certain
reasonable limits. Due discretion was
o be exercised in the issuance of per-
mits to intending emigrants. This due
discretion on the ‘part of the Japanese
authorities was fully contemplated by
the provisions of a special law passed
by the diet in 1896, under the title “Law
for the Protection of Emigrants.”

The application of the “Law for the
Protection of Emigrants’” being, so to
speak, concomitant with the tacit un-
derstanding between the two countries,
had the desired effect.

1. It prevented any undue inflation of
the labor market in British Columbia.

2. It justified the Dominion govern-
ment in refusing to give their assent to
any drastic legislation adopted by the
legislature of British Columbia against
the subjects of a friendly power,

3. It also justified the prime min-
ister in using the following language,
when on January 15th, 1907, he moved
the second reading of Bill No. 23, re-
specting the treaty between Canada
and Japan: “I would, however, observe
that, so far as Japanese laborers are
concerned, my hon, friend will agree
that for the last five or six years there
has been no Japanese immigration to
speak of into British Columbia. oSme
few years ago when we increased to
$500 the poll tax which had been in
existence for many years against Chi-
nese immigration, we persistently re-
fused to extend the same prohibition
against Japanese immigration, The
reason which we gave at that time was
that Japan was an ally of Great Brit-
ain, and we could not treat the Japan-
ese as we had treated the Chinese
population. This was accepted by
British Columbia itself, and I may say
that our task in that respect was made
easy because the Japanese government
has restricted the immigration of their
own people. At the present time the
Japanese government does not allow
immigration from its ow# provinces,
with the exception of a very few from
each province.' I think it is more than
four or five from each province; that
is all that the Japanese permit to leave
the Empire of Japan, and, therefore,

practically, there has been no emigra-
tion to British Columbia from that
¢ountry.”

Thus, it was on the faith of the tacit
understanding above referred to, that
parliament gave its sanction to the
treaty. It is in that light that Can-
ada's unreserved and absolute adhesion
must be read.

Our expectations that Japan would
not avail herself of the letter of Article
I of the treaty were, however, frus-
trated. No sooner had the treaty been
sanctioned@ by parliament, than the
gates were thrown wide open and an
incessant ‘tide of emigrants from both
Japan and Hawaii (but especially from
Hawaii) poured into British Columbia.
Some of them were bearers of permits,
others had permits for the TUnitea
States or Hawaii only, and many, rely-
ing on treaty rights alone, had no per-
mits at all.

During our fiscai year, 1904-5, that
is to say, from the first July, 1904, to
the 30th June, 1905, three hundred and
fifty-four Japanese arrived in Canada.
From the first July, 1905, to the 30th
June, 1906, 1,922 Japanese arrived. (In
1906, the beginning of the fiscal year
was changed from first July to first
April.) In the six months, from the
I1st July to the 31lst December, 1906,
2,238 Japanese arrived, and from the
1st January to the 31st October, 1907,
8,125 Japanese arrived in the Dominion,
thus showing an exceptionally large
and progressive increase,

the Japanese government are concern-

influx of emigration. No charge of bad
faith can be made against them.
emigration companies are chiefly re-
Sponsible for this enormous increase.
The Japanese authorities 1ook upon this
emigration in large numbers to Amer-
ica as an economic loss to Japan, and
their policy of colonization abroad is
confined to Korea,and Manchuria, their
natural spheres of influence.

I have already explained why the
Chinese, who are, heavily taxed, and
are satisfied with confining their ac-
tivities to menial work, are less ob-
Jectionable as immigrants than other
Orientals,

The strong objection against the Jap-
anese is owing to the fact that they
enter into closer competition with white
labor than the Chinese. The concen-
sus of opinion is. that they are keener
competitors against the workingman,
as they have more energy and more in-
dependence than others. The Japanese
are employed in the fisheries and in the
lumber industries, and occupations in-
cidental to these, such as boat-build-
ing and getting out shingle bolts, cord-
wood, etc. They are also employed in
the mining industry, on railways, in
sealing, as domestic servants, in farm-
ing, land-clearing and market garden-
ing, and as tailors. Many are also
employed as ‘waiters in hotels. Some
of them, and not a few, are also en-
gaged In business. As I have already
stated, this sudden influx of Japanese
immigrants was brought about by the
combined action of enterprising emi-
gration companies, who operated at
Vancouver and “Tokio,

By referring to Mr. King's report,
the House will see that there was one
large company,”having headquarters at
Vancouver, which, working in con-
junction with“ahother firm at Tokio,
Wwas engaged ift Bringing Japanese la-
borers under contract direct from Ja-
pan. dot

Another firmiwas working at Hono-
lulu, but its werk was distinet from
that of the Vancouver company. I
need not dwell at any length on the
modus operandi. of these various com-
panies. My deputy minister, Mr, King,
in_his very able report, shows clearly
how their combined efforts at Vancou-
ver, Takio and Honolulu brought about
the erisis in British Columbia. To pre-
vent the recurrence of such influx in
the future, and to revert by friendly
means to the understanding which had
heretofore existed between Canada and
Japan, was the chief object of my mis-
sion, ¢

Anti-Asiatic Prejudice.

Let me now describe as graphically
as possible the state of public opinion
in British Columbia. That there is in
that province, as well as in some of the
western- states of the American Union,
a strong prejudice against the Asiatics
in general, is too obvious. The increas-
ed membership of the Exclusion
Leagues at Vancouver, Seattle, San
Francisco, the dissemination of anti-
Asiatic literature, and the several riots
that have taken place during the last
few months, clearly indicate the exist-
ence of an organization, the influence
of which cannot be overestimated.

Whilst it may be argued thai the
present agitation in British Columbia
is the outcome of, on one hand, the
greed of employers- who import cheap
labor, and on the other, the resentment
of labor wunions, who, as a result.
clamor against the lowering of wages,
yet it must be borne in mind that the
Interests at stake in the Asiatic immi-
gration problem are far more serious,
far more complex, than the quarre] be-
tween the unions and the corporations.

I have already stated that the anti-
Asiatic prejudice has always asserted
itself wherever Mongolian and Cacau-
sian had come into contact. More
especially so in an Anglo-Saxon com-
munity like ours, where democratic in-
stitutions prevail, the introduction in
large numbers of alien races not fa-
miliar with our principles of self-gov-
ernment, cannot” but by itself be
fraught with danger. One must bear
in mind that there are now over 25,000
Asiaties in British Columbia, practi-
cally all of whom are male adults.
There are about 75,000 male adults of
the white race in the province. So that
if to-day every fourth man in that
province competing for a living is an
Asiatic, are not the reasons for effect-
ual restriction far more compelling than
one would at first imagine? These
Orientals belong to a civilization de-
veloped through -the centuries, along
lines totally and radically different
from ours. There is a wellnigh impas-
rable gulf between the two. On .the
other hand, . a circumstance which
makes this question still more com-
plex and exceedingly difficult to handle,
ig the fact that the stream was start-
ed by our own people. Otherwise, the
Orjentals would have found no em-
ployment in Canada. It is by the dif-
ference of interests between labor and
capital that these races enter in, and it
is by virtue of that difference that the
tremendous economic weight of their
industria] efficiency -is brought to bear
upon the whole industrial system of
British Columbia. It is a truism in
political economy that men who can

Be that as it may, the fact remains
that British Columbians object to a
vast alien colony (exclusive, inscruta-
ble, unassimilative, with fewer wants,
and maintaining intact their peculiar
customs and characteristics, ideals of
home and family- life, with neither the
wish nor the capacity to amalgamate)
which gradually by the mére pressure
of numbers. may undermine the very
foundations of their .province.

They have to safeguard the future
and the distinctiveness of their race
and civilization, and in their passion-
ate and unalterable conviction, they
cannot be protected unlesg the free in-
gress Orientals is restricted and
regulated.

As in every Anglo-Saxon community,
there exists a deep-seated popular de-
termination to exclude from even the
settled territories, the con-
rated masses of the Orient.

Such are the economic factors coupled
with race antipathy and incompatibil-
ity of ideals, that are at the bottom of
all agitation against the influx of Ori-
ental labor.

In doing so, I am merely enunciating
in the briefest, and perhaps crudest
form, such views as were expressed to
me, privately and publicly in unoffi-
cial circles.

Being a proud and sensitive people,
the Japanese cannot admit that such
racial prejudices will last forever. Ja-
pan, they say, owes her recognition by
the nations of the world, to her suc-
cessful wars and the proof of military
and naval power which she has dis-
played. But, above all, they claim that
her new form of government, her edu-
cational progress, should be an object
lesson to dispassionate and fair-minded
observers; that her standards of civil-
ization are on a par with those of
western nations.

Japan can not, will
b eexpected to give
which belong to her
of a nation claiming and deserving to
receive at the hands of western coun-
tries the consideration that marks their
intercourse with one another,

But what they regard as the crux of
their grievance against not only Can-
ada, but, even to a greater extent, the
United States, is this: America admits
immigrants from Europe and refuses
or proposes to refuse admission to those
cf Japan. This, they claim, is not only
unfair in itself, but is a flagrant con-
travention of the treaty in which they
are guaranteed equal treatment with
that accorded the subjects of all other
countries. They cannot well refrain
from viewing this as an aspersion on
their nationality, and consequently will
not be satisfied until this discrimina-
tion treatment is removed.

From a purely business point of view
the Japanese naturally deplore that
such unfortunate incidents:as the Van-
couver riots should be allowed to oc-
cur, as it is most seriously to be fear-
ed *that-unless they are speedily pre-
vented, the ill-feeling which their coun-
trymen are now constrained to harbor
against the people of a single section,
may finally have an unhappy effect
upon the development of commercial
relations between the two countries.

Assurances Given by the Consul-Gen-
eral of Japan.

Before I proceed to fully-acquaint the
House with the negotiations which
have taken place at Tokio, I wish to
refer for a moment to the assurances
given by Mr. Nosse, consul-genera] of
Japan, of a voluntary restriction on the
part of his government. These assur-
ances are subsequent to the instruc-
tions of the 2nd August, 1900, given by
Viscount Aoki, minister of foreign af-
fairs.

The letters and telegrams addressed
by His Imperial] Majesty's consul-gen-
eral to the prime minister, on various
occasions, establish beyond the shodow
of a doubt the existence of a system of
voluntary restriction on the part of
Japan, A brief synopsis of Mr. Nosse’s
correspondence bearing on this point
raturally finds its place here.

In a letter lated Montreal, February
3rd, 1903, Mr. Nosse answers as fol-
lows, a query made by the prime min-
ister about the number of Japanese
who are allowed to emigrate each year:
“In answer to your inquiry as to why
so large a nuimber of Japanese were
allowed to emigrate to Canada during
the past year or so, I beg to say that
the Japanese government has been re-
stricting for more than the last two
years, the issuing of new passports to
&1l intending emigrants to Canada. It
is total and absolute restriction, and
there not any limited number al-
lowed for each year as you have stated.
The only Japanese who are allowed to
ieave Japan, under the present system
for Canada. are:

“l. Those who hold passports and
also certificates of the Japanese consul
at Vancouver certifyving that they are
residents in Canada and only returning
to Canada.

“2. The families of Japanese resi-
dents in Canada coming out -to join
them, upon approval 6f the Japanese
consul at Vancouver.

“3. The merchants and students duly
qualified.”

On the 5th February, 1903, the prime
minister again made inquiries of Mr.
Nosse, to ascertain what regulations
are made by his government as to the
number .of Japanese allowed every year
to emigrate from Japan to Canada.

He answers as follows, in a letter
dated Montreal, February 6th, 1903: *“I
beg leave to state that prior to the fall
of 1900. the number of her passports
issued to Japanese emigrants for Can-
ada used to be about fifty each month,
but since then the Japanese govern-
ment have wholly stopped the issuance
of new passports to any intending em-
igrants for Canada, under a provision
of the Emigration Protection Law, and
no passports are, therefore, issued at
rresent to the new emigrants, except
to the merchants, students and tour-
ists, duly justified. It .is, therefore.
practically the total restriction on the
part of the Japanese government of the
emigration of their people to Canada.
The system ig most rigidly observed in

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Japan, as every passenger is examined
on board the steamer prior to her de-
parture, and those who are found with-
out passports ‘are ordered back on
shore by the police authorities, under
penalty of heavy fines.”

On February 2nd, 1903, Mr. Nosse
writes as follows, from Montreal:

“I have the honor of transmitting to
you herewith enclosed, the lists of
Japanese arrivals in British Columbia
for the months of November and \De-
cember, 1902. ‘I beg to call your special
attention to the considerable decrease
in the arrivals in British Columbia of
Japanese who intend to stay there per-
manently, the proof of the Japanese
government strictly observing their
policy towards the immigration of their
people into this country. I regret 1o
note, however, that there was an un-
usually large number of Japanese ar-
rivals at Vancouver from the Hawaiian
Islands through the notoriously dishon-
crable work of an American concern
there, but I am glad to know that by
the combined efforts on the part of the
Japanese consuls at Vancouver and
Honolulu, the practice was timely stop-
red. As you may understand through
the newspaper cuttings herein enclosed,
1 am informed by the Japanese consul
at Vancouver that these passengers
were ordered to leave British Columbia
for. the United States, where they
were originally expected to go, but not
to British Columbia.

In the lists referred to in the above
letiter, it appears that 255 Japanese had
arrived at Vancouver and Victoria in
November, 1902, and 261 in December,
1902,

The next communication from Mr.
Nosse to the prime minister is in the
form of a telegram, dated Montreal,
March 30th, 1903. It reads as follows:
“In answer to my cablegram to the
Imperial Japanese government advising
them to continue the policy of restrict-
ing their people emigrating in any large
number into British Columbia. T have
received a cable instruction tn the ef-
fect that I have to give your govern-
ment the renewed assurance that the
Japanese government are not desirous
of forcing their people into British
Columbia against the wish of the pro-
vince, and that they are willing to enter
into an agreement with your govern-
ment by which they may bind them-
selves if their present policy of rigid

restriction is not deemed satisfactory

to your government,

‘“(Sgd.) T. NOSSE,
“Consul-Genera] of Japan.”

In a letter dated Montreal, July 18th,
1903, he says: “I have the honor of as-
suring you once again that the Japan-
ese government is not disposed to is-
sue the passports any more than neces-
sary. Any number of new permits un-
der 200 per annum cannot be said to
be very large, considering the fact that
in this number not only the wives and
children of the old residents, but also
merchants and students and even the
consul and his family are included.”

On the 18th August, 1903, Mr, Nosse
transmits a statement showing the
number of passports issued by the Jap-
anese government for emigrants to
Canada in the years 1901-2-3, and he
adds: *

“In this table you will please notice
that during last three years the num-
ber of passports issued has not ex-
ceeded 200, and not a single permit was
given to an immigrant.”

In a letter dated Montreal, March
19th, 1904, Mr. Nosse informs the prime
minister that he has served His Excel-
lency the Governor-General with an of-
ficial protest on behalf of his govern-
ment against the re-enactment of a
British Columbia Immigration Act, and
he adds: )

“My persona] explanations to you at
our last interview, I trust, have con-
vinced you that the Japanese govern-
ment has been faithful to her promises
and the people in British Columbia
have no real cause for agitation.”

He concludes by asking the disal-
lowance of the act. In his answer of
the 21st of the same month, the prime
minister says: “I told you at our l:at
interview that the government of Ja-
pan had fulfilled their engagements to-
wards us, and that on our slde we
should act accordingly.””

In a letter dated Ottawa, May 9th,
1905, Mr. Nosse tenders thanks on be-
half of his government for the prompt
measures taken by the Dominion gov-
ernment in disallowing British Colum-
bia legislation, and he adds: “Whilst
trusting in the Canadian government's
Justice and good faith, the Japanese
government wil] always adhere to their
policy of voluntary restriction = on
their people emigrating to British Col-
umbia,”

On September 18th, 1905, a letter was
sent by Mr. Nosse to Hon. Mr, Fisher,
minister of agriculture, under the fol-
lowing circumstances:

Council has decided to adhere to the
treaty, subject, however, tg certain re-
strictions concerning (1) coastwise nav-
lgation,’ and (2) immigration,

Having learned that such conditions
would be asked by the Canadian gov-
ernment, Mr. Nosse wrote a letter in
which he stated, amongst other things,
that “the immigration will be always
restricted \quuntarily by Japan, ;md~ ¢
do hope very much that Canada will
depend on our good faith and wil] not
try to put any restrictions by right of
treaty.”

This letter. was communicated to
council, and as it contained an assur-
ance of voluntary restriction and a

pledge of good faith, the government |

adheréd to the treaty unreservedly.

I have already explained, Mr. Speak-
er, that as the delay for adherence to
the treaty had expired, a special con-
vention was rendered necessary to
ratify it and a few months elapsed be-
fore it was submitted for approval to
the Dominion parliament. As a mat-
ter of fact, the question only came up
during last session of narliament.

After the treaty had been submitted
to the House, Mr. Nosse wrote again
on the 18th January, 1907, to the prime
minister to thank him for his attitude
taken in parliament, in which he refers
once more to the policy of voluntary
restriction of the Japanese government.
He uses the following language: “The
Japanese government, however, wil] is-
sue no passports under any pretext
whatever.”

I have carefully quoted the extracts
of those of Mr. Nosse's letters which
contain his assurances.

You will observe, Mr. Speaker, that
beginning with Viscount Aoki's letter
under date August 2nd, 1900, until after
the treaty was ratified by parliament
in 1907, the chain of assurances, if I
may use that expression, was perfect.
And, moreover, the immigration was so
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regulated by the Japanese government
themselves that no complaint wag re.
ceived from British Columbia.

That large immigration, however
alarmed British Columbia, and J wa
sent to Japan, as I have already stat:
to make such representations as woul
stop in the future any recurrence of
these troubles.

It seems to me, Sir, that if, as a re
sult of my negotiations with the Jap-
anese government, we have succeeded
in barring the avenue from Hawaii,
and if, on the other hand, i is now pos-
sible to so restrict the immigration
from Japan, as to revert to the order
of things existing before 1907, when, on
account of special circumstances, the
regulations were relaxed, my mission
might not have been unsuccessful,

It seems to me, Sir, that if I have
found the Japanese government not
only willing but anxious to meet the
views of the Canadian government, so
2s to stop forever any large influx of
emigrants, and consequently any fu-
ture agitation in Britié&pﬂ‘lumhia, by
redeeming in the most absolute man-
ner the assurances repeatedly given by
their consul between 1900 and 1907, my
efforts have not been in vain.

And, Sir, I claim that this is the re-
sult of my mission to Japan. Let me
now refer to the negotiations—that is
to say, insofar as I am authorized to
make them public—because one must
bear in mind that the question at issue
is one affecting not only Canada, but
also, as a result of the Anglo-Japanese
alliance, the British Empire itself.

Negotiations With the Fireign Office at
Tokio.

Upon my arrival at Tokio on Novem-
ber 14th, I immediately called at the
British embassy. Our ambassador, Sir
Claude MacDonald, had been instructed
by the foreign office in London, to pre-
sent my credentials to His Excellency
Count Hayashi, minister of foreign af-
fairs, which he had already done. It
was agreed that for the negotiations
both countries would be represented as
follows: Japan, by His Excellency
Count Hayashi, minister of forelgn af-
fairs; Baron Chinda, vice-minister of
foreign affairs; and Mr. Ishii, director
of the bureau of commerce. Canada.
by His Excellency Sir Claude MacDon-
ald, British ambassador; the Honor-
able F. O. Lindley, secretary of the
British embassy; Mr. Joseph Pope,
under secretary of state for Canada;
and myself.

I cannot refrain from stating here at
once, that Canada owes a debt of grat-
itude to His Britannic Majesty’'s am-
bassador at Tokio. From the early
stage of the conferences, he took a deep
interest in the question itself. Not
only did he identify himself with our
case, but—a circumstance of the great-
est advantage and of far-reaching con-
sequence—he also secured for the Can-
adian contention the ‘“full support” of
His Majesty's government. He was
rresent at every conference and spared
ro effort to bring the negotiations to a
speedy and successful issue. It is my
duty to declare that I received from
this experienced diplor‘n_a{so well vers-
ed in allthe intricaeies an@® undercur-
rents of politics in the Far East, such
aid and counsel as proved invaluable
to me. I also.received from the Hon.
Mr. Lindley and Mr. Pope all the
assistance, which a long experience and
a thorough knowledge of the various
points at issue could give. Indeed,
none could have evinced more iaterest
and displayed more intelligence and
more loyalty in the discharge of their
duties. From the Japanese authorities,
and more especially from the minister
cof foreign affairs, I am pleased to
state that I received the most courte-
out hearing. In Count Hayashi I found
a true friend of Canada. He was ani-
mated with a sincere desire to reach
such an arrangement as would be mu-
tually beneficial and equally honorable
to both countries,

The House will easily understand
that in dealing with such a delicate
problem, I am not at liberty to divulge
conferences and documents of a con-
fidential nature. The interests involv-
ed demand that in a circumstance like
this. I should be guarded in any state-
ment T make, lest they should suffer
from any indiscretion. Af{er all, this
is moré€ than a party issue; it is a na-
tional issue.

Whilst an ill-timed word might elicit
commendation on this side of the ocean
it would, perhaps, have a contrary ef-
fect on the other,

Remember that public opinion in
Japan is as keen, as sensitive as it is
here. The Diet of Japan is as instinct
as our own parliament to the greatness
of its country. Our duty is not to un-
duly embarrass a friendly government,
but to look forward to the results
achieved.

I will, therefore, ask parliament to
trust the representatives of Great
Britain and Canada in this matter.
First, the written assurance T have re-
ceived from the minister of foreign
affairs that Japan will in the future
restrict the emigration to Canada is the
best evidence that the new arrange-
ment or accord is now on a satisfactory
and permanent basis,

In this letter the minister of foreign
affairs gives Canada the officia]l assur-
ance that the Imperial government
have decided to take efficient means to
restrict emigration from Japan.

I will be asked at once, what are
those efficient means, and where is the
guarantee of that restriction?

My answer is that during the course
of our confersnces, a series of most
stringent regulations accompanied by
instructions addressed to the local gov-
ernors and to the consuls in Canada
were adopted. I can assure the House
that the British ambassador and my-
self are satisfied that these regulations
ere sufficient for our purpose, and that
they will be honestly enforced by the
foreign office at Tokio.

On the other hand, would Canada im-
pose upon the Japanese a poll tax of
500? This is-practically exclusion, and
it is contrary to our policy, insofar as
the Japanese are concerned. It would
be resented, and rightly so, as a most
unfriendly act by Japan, a great na-
tion which admittedly, during the last
half century, hag risen to a high level
of civilization, and has become one of
the world’s great powers.

The dignified assurance given by
Count Hawashi on behalf of his gov-
ernment, is a solemn engagement which
Canada is bound to accept in good
faith.

The fact that it is given of her own
free will, makes it the more binding on
Japan.

This question brings us on very deli-
cate ground. Exclusion would mean a
serious breach in the treaty of alliance
between the Mother Country and Ja-
pan,

Can we consistently ask the allies and
friends of Great Britain to brand them-
selves before the whole world, as an
inferiorgrace?—which they are not.
They are, on the contrary, the rising
rower in the Far East.

There is, however, one feature of
those regulations which I am author-
ized to make public, We all know how
strongly has been resented in British
Columbia- the presence in large num-
bers of Asiatic labor.

The Japanese government admit that
they have no jurisdiction and no con-
trol over:the emigrants coming from
Honolulu to Canada. Our Alien Labor
Act provides against the importation
of contract Ilabor from the United
States, Hawail is an American pos-
session, and, therefore, our act applies.
It its provisions are nol found suffi-
cient to meet all requirements, they
can be amended accordingly.

It may not be mnecessary to amend
our Alien Labor Act, in view of a
recent order in counecil prohibiting im-
migrants from landing or coming into
Canada unless they come from the
country of their birth, or. citizenship by
a continuous journey, and on through
tickets purchased before leaving the
country of their birth, or citizenship.
This regulation applies to the Atlantic
and Pacific ports, and applies indis-
criminately to al] countries. It 'will
exclude the Hindus.

R. L. BORDEN SPEAKS

One of them was an official in civilian clothes. He bore the hall

marks of drill and discipline.

The other man . .

The other man! There was something strange about him. He looked
hunted and cowed, like a creature crushed and broken. He seemed to
hang back as if he were afraid of the light of day. He appeared to draw

no happy inspiration from God’s sunshine.

He fumbled at his overcoat

pockets as if the very possession of a pocket was a new sensation. He
trod gingerly, as if the earth concealed a pitfall. . . . .

Away they went by cab and rail to Newton Abbot. There the two
men walked to the police station, where the official announced that he
was a warder from Portland Convict Prison in charge of John Lee,

ronvict, on ticket-of-leave.
What was

it that made the policeman

start as he read? What

was it that made him look so curiously at the tall, thin, clean-shaven

elderly man before him?

John Lee handéd his ticket to the police officer, who read it.

It was this:

Certain particulars on the ticket showed that on Feb.

4, 1885, the bearer was sentenced to death at Exeter Assizes for mur-

der at Babbacombe.

The man was “Babbaceombe” Lee!

“Babbacombe” Lee was ‘'on his way to spend Christmas with his
aged mother—John Lee, the man they could not hang, the man under
whose feet the grim mechanism of the scaffold three times mysteri-

pusly failed in its appointed work.

The story of his life’s ordeal John Lee himself will tell below. It is
the story of one who, rightly or wrongly, was doomed in the first
flush of manhood to a torture more fiendish than the human mind
anaided by the Demon of Circumstances, could have devised. It is
the story of a man dangled in the jaws of death, and hurried thence
to a living tomb whose terrors make even death seem merciful.

¥From his terrible ordeal John Lee emerges with the cry, “I am in-
nocent” still on his lips. And who that has suffered will not listen?

Home at Last,

Little did I think when, twenty-
three years ago, I heard the judge pro-
nounce the awful words of doom that
make the guilty tremble, but never the
innocent, that 1 should ever sit in my
mother’s kitchen, and once more hold
her hand in mine,

There is the old kettle bubbling on
the hob just as it used to do when I
was a lad. There are the old candle-
sticks I remember so well. And here
are two prizes I won when I was a boy.

The old.chifia dogs on the mantel-
piece, the candlesticks bright as ever
they were, the teapot on the dresser—
how I remember al} these things.

Only those who have spent half a
lifetime in prison can realize what it is
to come homeé again to find the old, old
things even in a kitchen just as they
were when one left them.

But all this is not as it was. There
are faces I look for, but cannot see. I
only know that over there in the little
village churchyard—I can see it from
the window—is a grave where my por-
trait lies buried in my father's coffin.
Mine was the last name that he utter-
ed when he breathed his last five years
ago.

I suppose I have changed after all
“hese years. I fee]l old. When I went
to prison after my terrible experience
at Exeter I'was a young man, and, had
I been free, the world would have been
before me. And now after all.these
years I have to face the world just as
if I were a boy again, with no more
than a boy's knowledge and experience,

But God is good. From first to last
He has not deserted me. I know that
m all I undertake I shall have His help-
ing hand. I am not afraid.

I shall need His help more now than
ever I did. I have been made to think
since I was released that freedom for
a man such as I am is a more terrible
thing than prison. It is no light task
to have to face the world again with a
story such as mine to carry about all
the years in one's heart.

I want to be alone with my mother,
away from the world.

From my window I can see the happy

{ Devonshire village in which I was born.

I can see the children playing about
the cottage doors. But I cannot echo
their gleeful laughter.

To all but my dear old mother I am
‘“Babbacombe” Lee.

As I sit here by the Qr' I hear my
mother say that I was '%n in this
very village of Abmotskerswell, a little
over forty-three years ago. My father
used to work in the clay mines about
nere, but he also farmed a bit of land,
so that as villagers go we were in fair
circumstances. I can say but little
about my childhood. I lived the life of
all village children. I played about the
fields and lanes, and when I was old
enough I went to the village school.

So the years went by. On myv fif-
teenth birthday my father called me to
him in the evening and told me that I
was now a man, and that all men went
to work.

That was a proud day for me.
going to help my mothes.

In a few days I heard of a place at
Babbacombe, not many miles from
here. An old lady wanted a boy. to look

I went to Babbacombe. Just by the
sea-shore was an old house called “The
Glen,” and in that house lived the lady
who was to be my mistress — Miss
Keyse, :

So there I was in my first situation.

‘i'hey told me that it once belonged to
my mistress’ mother, and that it had
been more or less pensioned off for its
old-age.

I put it in its stable at night or took
it out for exercise. When I was not
looking after the pony I was generally
going about with Miss Keyse. When
she went visiting I used to bring her
home again at night. I was the boy. _

world—how was I to do it?

I Am Invalided from the Navy.

I ought to explain to you that Bab-
bacombe was a prosperous fishing vil-
lage. The place was full of old sailors;
who used to tell me queer yarns, Al
kinds of strange craft used to come and
anchor in the bay. They were mostly
small trading vessels, but every now
and then a big man-of-war—one of the
old-fashioned kind—would come in, and
then I used to spend whole afternoons
on the beach, watching the ships and
the jack tars.

Time went on, and every day I be-
came more and more fascinated with a
new idea that had taken possession of
me.

I would be a sailor.

When I had been with Miss Keyse
for eighteen months I went home and
iold my father that I wanted to join
the navy. ]

I can remember how angry he was,
I could not even win over my mother.
But 1 was not to be prevented from
pursuing the course I had marked out
for myself. I got all the necessary pa-
pers and asked my father to sign them.
His reply was to tear them up in a fit
of anger.

Nothing daunted, I went to Newton
Abbot and got fresh papers. This time
I was more cautious 1 begged and en-
treated my mother to give Tier consent.
With tears I told her how I had set my
heart on the navy. At last, taking pen
and ink, I went to my father in the
flelds and there and then the papers
were signed.

My delight knew no bounds. Off I
went to the magistrate, Admiral Cor-
nish Bowden, to get his signature,

“Going to join the navy, my lad?”
he said.

‘“Yes, sir,” I replied, saluting as T had
gseen the sailors doing at Babbacombe.

“A very good thing,’” he said,

Away I went with all my papers in
order. After saying good-bye to my
father and mother;, I left Newton Ab-
bot, and thence went to the depot at
Exeter,

At Exeter I met a lot of other boys
who had been drafted down from Lon-
don. In a few days we found ourselves
on haard the Circe at Plymouth—and

I was on the way to being a sailor in
her Majesty's navy.

From the Circe I went to H. M. S,
Implacable, where I remained till I was
a first-class boy.

‘When I left the Implacable T earried
away with me a prize which is on the
table before me now.

It is called “Thé Bear-hunters of the
Rocky Mountains,” by Anne Bowman.
On the fly-leaf is the following inscrip-
tion:

H.M.S IMPLACABLE,
Xmas, 1880.

Admiralty Prize for general pro-
grese. First prize, first
instruction.

Awarded to John Lee.

(Signed)

B. Jackson, Commander.

I had found 'a profession. I wag do-
ing well.

Next I joined the training brig Lib-
erty, and was afterwards sent to the
Foudroyant for gunnery training.

I was now eighteen. In a few months |
1 would have been rated as an ordin- |
ary seaman, when a misfortune befell |
me that was to be the first of a long
series of troubles.

1 was stricken down with pneumonia,
and sent to the Royal Naval hospital.
For some days I lay between life and |
death til] they pulled me through—but
at what a price!

The doctors told me that I was no
moré use to the navy. 1 was invalided
out. My career was closed. I still
possess my discharge paper, setting
forth the reason of my disclrarge, and
describing my character as “Very
good.”

My heart was broken. There seemed
to be nothing left for me to do.

At nineteen years of age I made my
second start in life. First I got a situ-
ation as boots at the Yacht Club noisl
Kingswear. That I didn’t care for, SO
I thought I would try the railway. I
became a porter at Torre station. I
had been there only a week when an-
other fatal day dawned ifn my history.

I ought to have told you that all this
time Migs Keyse had been keeping an
e€ye on me. She used to write to me
and give me good adyice.

You can understand, therefore, how
one morning my heart positively leapt
for joy when I received a letter from
her in which she ‘told me that she had
arranged for me to go as footman to
Colonél Brownlow at Torquay. I grate-
fully accepted the offer, entered the
colonel’s service—and happened on my
second great misfortune,

III.

I Am Led Astray.

I had not been there many weeks be-
fore the family went abroad. 'There
was some talk of taking me, but the
arrangement fell through, and I was
left at home with the other servants.

At this time one of my friends was a
young fellow who was going to Aus-
tralia. He wanted a few pounds and
—~well, I was led astray. i

In my desire to help him I pawned
some of the family plate. By means of
the crest the theft was traced to me. I
was apprehended, and sent to Exeter
for trial.

God help me! I had doné wrong.. I
don’t complain of my punishment. But
I ean’t help thinking that in those days
they were less merciful than they are
row. In the eyes of the world I was
a thief. The world had no mercy up-
on me.

I well remember the trial. I remem-
ber someone asking me if I was guilty.

“Guilty!” I sald at once. I wanted
to tell the truth. e

My characters were handed up to the
bench, and, I suppose, they looked at
them. Perhaps they didn’t, for the
wagistrate said: “Six months' hard!”
and I was hurried away to prison.

It was my first offence. But no one
took that into consideration. My
mother and sister were waiting outside
in the hall to speak for me. They were
not even told that my case was on.
They didn't even know that I had been
sentenced till my solicitor went out and
told them!

There was no idea of reformoing of-
fenders in those days. They were sim-
ply punished.

I served my sentence in Exeter jail.

The chaplain was the Rev. John Pit-
kin—the very man I wasg afterwards to
meet under circumstances more terrible
than I could have imagined.

I @sed to clean up his office whilst I
was in prison. I also looked after the
officers’ bedrooms, and in my spare
time I did a little mat-making.

I had been waiting three monthg for
trial, but I was made to serve the full
six months. in Exeter. I came out of |
prison in January, 1884,

What was I to do? For the second
time I was flung on to the world, but
this time with a load that threatened
to crush me.

Once again a hand was near to help
me. My kind old friend, Misg Keyse,
had written to the governor of the
prison, asking for my character. As
soon as she received it she wrote to
me at Abbotskerswell, and asked me to
go and see her.

Accompanied by my sister Millie, I

| was a rambling house.

.| some things,

went over to Babbacombe one after-
noon, and had a long talk with Miss
Keyse.

I have often thought of that dav
since. She was so kind to me; she
seemed to be more gracious than ever.

After she had spoken to me she sent
me to the vicar. In the end I was|
taken back into the household at ‘“The
Glen.” The engagement was only a
temporary one. But I was none the
less grateful. [t enabled me to make a |
fresh start in life.

I now come to the saddest chapter of
my story. -

.Fate, I suppose, had ordained that
one more scene should  complete the
first act of my life-long tragedy. The |
Babbacombe murder was that scene. |

plain. The world has fastened upon
my shoulders a load that I shall never |
be able to shake off. That terrible |
name will, I suppose, haunt me and |
mine for many a long day. i

When I went into the service of Miss
Keyse, on coming out of Exeter there
were in the house, besides my mistress,

Fliza and Jane Neck, two old servants |

who had been with Miss Keyse forty
or fifty years; Elizabeth Harris, my
step-sister, the cook. I did the . odd
jobs or waited at table.

Where the house used to stand I be-
ileve there is now a large hotel. It
It stood right
on the coast, not far from the sea.
They used to drag the boats up in front
of it.

On the ground floor there was a con-
servatory, a drawing-room, a dining-
room, a pantry, and a kitchen.

Upstairs there was Miss Keyse's writ-
ing-room and a bedroom they used to
call the Queen’s room, because the Roy-
al yacht once put in at Babbacombe,
and the room was prepared for Queen
Victoria in case she wanted it.

However, only Prince Albert came
ashore. The sea was too rough for the
Queen to land. Prince Albert walked
up through the grounds attached to
and afterwards drove to
Torquay.

That, of course, was not in my time.
But I was told all about it, and how
all the way to Torquay the men who
drove the Prince kept shouting, ‘‘The
Queen’s at Babbacombe!”

I also remember being told by my
stepsister that whilst I was in the navy
the present King, who was then Prince
of Wales, paid Miss Keyse a visit at
Babbacombe.

Miss Keyse was, I believe, a.maid
of honor to Queen Victoria.

On the occasion of that visit the
Prince, as he then was, gave each of
the servants half a sovereign.

Besides the Queen’s bedroom, there
was one occupied by the Necks, and
another by Harris, who could get to
her room either by the front door or by
the back. Miss Keyse’s berdoom was
a small room near Harris’. I slept iu
the pantry.

About the pantry I must say this. It
was not built for a bedroom, but there
was a rolding bed in it.

This eould be closed up when not in
use, and run against the wall, so that
it looked like a chest of drawers.

At njght I used to pull it down—and
there was my bed all complete,

Such was the household at
Glen.” We were all quite happy.

At this time I was walking out with
2 gir] named Katie Farmer; whom I
had known for about six months. For
the sake of Katie I was very ambitious.
Miss Keyse, of course; had been very
kind to me, but I was anxious to get
something better to do, for I felt very
vnsettled. My mistress had told me I
could go into the army, and if I did she
would get her friends to promote me.

I want to make it plain thateI had
no quarrel with anyone. Severa] peo-
ple have said that I made use of
threats. That is absurd. T may have
said@ foolish things when I was in the
dumps, but God knowg that I never
wished harm of any kind to Msis
Keyse. Indeed, T had every reason .to
pray she would be spared, to meé for
many a long year. She was a dear old
lady.

It is so easy to take a wrong view
of a man’'s words or actions. They
are, perhaps, half noticed at the time.
Afterwards, when it becomes import-
ant to remember them, they are dug
up out of the past. And then imagina-
tion is called in to supply the details
that have vanished in the meantime.
Thig is the explanation of many of my
so-called “threats.”

“The

The Fatal Night.

And so I come to November
1884.

The first thing I distinctly remember
ig seeing my step-sister, Elizabeth Har-
ris, going to her bedroom. It was tea-
time,

As she looked queer, I asked her what
was the matter. She said she didn’t
feel well. .

“Shall I fetch Dr. Chilcote?” I said.

She replied rather shortly, I thought,
“Oh no, no!”

1 was afterwards told that she was in
bed. At all events, I did not see her for
the rest of that day.

At seven o’clock I went to the post,
as was my duty every day. Then I
went round to see Miss Farmer, and at
ten o'clock I returned to “The Glen.”
After supper I went into prayers with
Eliza and Jane Neck. Miss Keyse said
the prayers.

It was always a touching little ser-
vice. I shall never forget the picture
—old Miss Keyse reading the prayers
and a chapter from the Bible.

In a quarter of an hour the prayers
were said, and at eleven o’clock I went
to bed in the pantry. The other two
gervants didn’'t go just then.

Jane was in the pantry putting away
She used to go about
her work, although I was asleep, or,
perhaps, getling into bed. She nevrr
worried about me, .

Miss Keyse never used to go to ved
til} one or two o’clock in the mcrning.

I think Jane Neck stayed up for
about half an hour. The last thing she
did was to put a cup of nib cocoa on
the kitchen hob for our mistress. This
was done every night. Miss Keyse
used to g0 into the kitchen herself and
carry the cocoa up to her bedroom.

Cn this particular night I think I was
asleep bhefore Jane had finished. But

i I do know that Miss Keyes had told

Jane to.tell me that there was a note
in the pantry for me to take to Colonel

| McLean’s in the morning, with a brace

of pheasants. Misg Keyse often left
notes like that, and I attended to them
in the morning.

The next thing I remember is being
daybreak by my
step-sister shouting “Fire! Fire!”

I jumped out of bed and put on my
shirt, socks, and trousers.

The house was full of smoke. Eliza

We rushed into Miss Keyse's
room. The old lady was not there.

Terror-stricken, Eliza Neck went
running about the rooms upstairs, but
there was no sign of Miss Keyse.

I could see flames coming out of my
mistress’ room, and also out of an-
other room.

Eliza was the_first to go into the din-
ing-room. Jane and I ‘waited outside.

The smoke was =0 thick that I could
hardly see her.

I heard Jane cail out, “We shal]l all
be stifled!”

Realizing the danger, I rushed head-
long into the dining-room in order to
open the windows. I tried to open the

I cut my arm and left a bit of flesh
on the pane.

I was admitted into the hall, and
presently I saw Mrs, McLean standing
on the top of the landing.

The treaty was passed. It was ad-
opted because it was thought to be in
the interests of all the people of Can-
ada and particularly in the interests of
the people of British Columbia. It
might be said, and it was sald truly,
that no commercia]l advantage which
might be gained by the people of Can-
ada should be made paramount to

The Right of the People

of the province to keep this, as it had
been put, a white man’s country, Their
first duty was to their own race in the
province of British Columbia, and if it
was going to swamp that race in this
province to permit the unrestricted or
even the limited immigration of Ori-
entals it was the duty of every British
Columbian as well as every Canadian
to stand up against that, no matter
what the commercial advantages might
be which they were throwing away.
That was the principle upon which he
had always gone in connection with the
Oriental question. But there was an-
other side to it. If they could keep this
2 white man’s country; if they could
protect our race against the influx of
Orientals and at the same time get the
advantages which they would recelve
under their commercial treaty, then it
wasg the part of statesmanship to pro-
tect that race and also td protect these
commercial advantages. These advan-
iages were not for the corporations and
capitalists alone, but were advantages
which tended to give employment to
the working classes in the province.
"This treaty passed with the assent of
every member of the Dominion parlia-
ment and every member must take his
share of responsibility,

What then was the situation wheén
Japan disregarded her assurances and
allowed her people to come in in the
manner in which they did last sum-
mer? Was that to be foreseen by the
Liberals at Ottawa? If so, then it
rhould have been foreseen by the Con-
servatives. It was never dreamed that
the Japanese would

+ Disregard Their Obligatinos

made in that way, even if the obliga-
tions were not in writing. Therefore,
when the influx came last summer the
people of Canada, the Dominion parlia-
ment, as well as this province, had to
face a situation which could not fairly
have been anticipated, and, was not an-
iicipated.

Most of the
party succeeded in gaining a hold up-
on the upturned craft but Chipps’
daughter, with her baby clasped close
to her breast, was flung far out into
the waves, and Jacob struck out after
her. He reached her, but found that it
was impossible to regain the compara-
tive safety of the boat. For nine long
hours he struggled in the water in a
brave endeavor to bring the loved ones
with him to the shore, but at last was
thrown up on the beach more dead than
alive, with neither his daughter mnor
her baby. It is for this act that the
society has granted the medal.

A public meeting will be held in the
near future to make the presentation,
when addresses will be delivered and
the medal pinned on the brave man’s
breast. 3

Jacob Chipps, who belongs to one of
the Vancouver Island tribes, has lived
here ever since the tragedy.

CABINET CRISIS THE CATUSE.
No Telegraph Convention Yet Held Be-
tween China and Japan.

Pekin, Jan. 30.—The proposals from
the Japanese Foreign office regarding
a telegraph convention with China
which was promised for January 10th
have not yet been received and Japan
explains to China that it has been im-
possible to forward them on account

of the cabinet crisis at Tokio.

China at present has under discus-
sion the postal proposals already sub-
mitted by Japan. These, however, de-
mand special privileges and China fears
their acceptance is impossible because
if granted to one power they would
provoke similar demands from all the
powers.

INDIAN GETS TWO MONTHS.

Drank Too Much Whiskey at Che-
mainus and Assaulted Carpenter,

(Special to the Times).

Duncan, Jan. 29.—Sylvester, an In-
dian, was charged before A. H. Lomas,
Esq., S. M., at the court house yester-
day with assault on Chalmere, a car-
penter, at Chemainus. The evidence
went to show that Sylvester was drunk
and went to Chalmere’s house and ask-
ed him to get him some whiskey. This
was refused and he was put out. He
returned directly with a stick, which
he threw, cutting Chalmere’s head.
Chalmere was not badly hurt and ap-
peared in court.

Immigration Bill.

W. R. Ross continued the debate on
the immigration bill. He quoted:a tel-
egram from Mr, Borden, the Dominion
Conservative leader, in reply to an in-

terrogation of the attorney-general,
supplementing the expression of his
views, as outlined in an Ottawa dis-
patch in the Daily Times. He con-
tended that the Canadian treaty with
Japan was identical with the treaty be-
tween Japan and- the United States,
with the omission of a provision in the
Canadian treaty, looking to the pro-
tection of labor interests. And it was
this provision which Mr. Borden held
should be incorporated in the treaty be-
tween Canada and Japan. He reiter-
ated the argument. t®at there was no
justification in Imperial reasons for the
action taken by the Dominion authori-
ties with respect to the immigration
bill. « He repeated Mr. Bowser’s sug-
gestion that there was connection be-
tween the course of the Dominion gov=
ernment and the labor question with
respect to the Grand Trunk Pacific
railway. He questioned Mr. Oliver’s
charges of insincerity against the gov-
ernment in regard to the immigration
act,; especially as to the enforcement of
the act by officials of the government.
He quoted the report of the committee
of inquiry as a sufficient answer to this
charge.

Mr. Oliver asked if Mr. Ross would
read the evidence given before that
committee and say that his statements
were nol borne out therem.

Mr. Ross read a resolution passed by
the Liberal convention in Vancouver
recommending the re-enactment of the
Natal Act. He declared that the House
was not able to gather Mr. Oliver's real
sentiments with respect to the bill from
what he said on the quesfion. Last
session the Liberals had given a Jesuit-
ical support to the ‘immigration bil,
their leader stating that he would sup-
port it, but with the expectation that
it would be amended in committee. The
settlement of the immigration question,
Dy the order~in council passed by the
Dominion government, was not a sat-
solution. He thought the
leader of the opposition should state
to the House whether he was satisfied
with this settlement or not. If the bill
was ultra vires it was so because of'
the actions of the Liberals at Ottawa.
If the proposals of the Conservative
party, made twelve years ago, had been
accepted, the immigration question
would have been settled. Mr. Borden
had promised to deal with the question
according to the wishes of the people
of British Columbia.

Parker Williams.

Parker Willlams did not:. think the
immigration bill was worth the time
required to have it printed. He noted
that an appropriation of $40,000 for a’
detention shed here had been placed in !
the estimates -at Ottawa, as evidence |
that the question of Oriental immigra- 1
tion could not be considered as settled |
through’ the action of the Dominion
government.

John Jardine.

John Jardine said he had inquired
about the detention shed. This build- |
ing was not for the detention of Asia- |
tics. It was an auxiliary to the build-
ing at William Head, and was design-
ed for quaraniine purposes only. The |
Liberal government was just as anxious |
to meet the wishes of the province as
any member of the local House. But in
their relations towards the immigration
problem there were vexed conditions,

which did not obtain with reference
to the provincial legislature, In view

of the B. N. A. Act and still. bring
about ‘a settlement of the question in
a comparatively short iime. He com-
mented upon the fact that the govern-
ment had taken no action in connec-
tion with the scheme which had been
unearthed to bring Jap coolies into the
province.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite asked if it was
true that Japanese firemen were em-
ployed ,at $45 per month on a steamer
at Bullén’s yard, whith wa’s subsidized
by the Dominion government.

Mr. Jardine intimated that he had in-
quired into this report and found that
three Japs had been employed on the
‘William Joliffe, which was not a sub-
sidized boat. The information given
him was that the Japs were employed
owing to the irregular habits of the
white firemen.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite: “If Mr. Bul-
len or anybody else stated there were
not enough white firemen of steady
habits in Victoria to man this boat he,
made a statement which is absolutely
untrue.”

Mr. Jardine thought the remarks of
the member for Nanaimo were unbe-
coming on the floor of the House. He
explained that it was not hig desire to
convey the meaning spoken into his re-
marks by Mr. Hawthornthwaite, or to
suggest in any way that white firemen
were inefficient. As to the bill before
the House he indicated his intention to
support the measure.

Leader of Opposition,

J. A. Macdonald, leader of the oppo-
sition, followed, the report of his speech
appearing on page one of this issue.

Premier McBride moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate.

Sub-Agent, at the expense of the appli-
cant, and if the land appliea feor 18 vacant

acra blocks for the purpose of fruit
growing.

With the whole of the northern coast
to supply with fruit, Bella Coola will
have a ready market. Last fall some
apples were grown measuring 15 inches
in circumference, and Bella. Coola po-
tatoes are noted for fineness of qual-
ity.

-Liberal Association Meets.

The annual meeting of the Liberal
Association was held on January 17th
in the school house. There was a very
full attendance, and a number of new
members were received. It ig evident
that this association is very much
alive.

A resolution was passed requesting
the provincial government not to grant
any extension of time to the Quesnel &
Pentifick- Arm railway, nor’ to the
Bella Coola & Fraser Lake railway.

There was also a very strong feeling
regarding the pulp lease in the valley,
for very much valuable land is being
tied up in the lease, and as there is a
great demand for -land it ig felt that
the government should see that the re-
serve is taken off.

Mail matters were also discussed
very fully, after which the election of
officers was proceeded with, the result
being the re-election of M¢. Nordschow
as president, B. F. Jacobsen vice-
president .and Albert Hammer secre-
tary. A very strong board of directors
was appointed, and the outlook for the
association ig very bright.
