To accept a place in the combination he 
had so denounced he must have felt, 
would offend many of his old friends, and 
disgust many who had previously regard­
ed him as an honest, straightforward man, 
and he knew that the dissatisfaction and 
disgust would not be diminished by the 
fact that the office which was offered him 
had been a sinecure for years, and in his 
hands must continue to- be a sinecure. 
The temptation, however, proved too 
strong, and a day or twd after the funeral 
the Government organs announced that 
he would be sworn in immediately.

He has been sworn in, and now the 
people of King’s County will have to say 
whether they approve or disapprove of 
Mr. Morton’s conduct in becoming a 
member of a Government which he and 
they so recently condemned. It will be 
for them to say whether they have chang­
ed their opinion of the Provincial Goven- 
ineut, as now constituted, and also 
whether they are willing that their rep­
resentatives should consult only their own 
interests and take office in any Govern­
ment whenever they can get it. From 
what we hear we are led to believe that 
very many of those who supported Mr. 
Morton in the past will oppose him quite 
as earnestly now should he be opposed. 
He, perhaps, calculates on this, but as­
sumes that the votes of those who will 
now vote for him because they are friendly 
to the Government will be sufficient to 
ensure his re-relection, but in this he may 
find himself mistaken, if any able and 
popular man take the field against him. 
It is difficult to believe that any electors 
who value principle and consistency, and 
respect themselves, can be found to ex­
press by their votes their deliberate ap­
proval of conduct such as Mr. Morton is 
now accused of. Efforts will, no doubt, 
be made to represent Mr. Morton’s accept­
ance of office as very legitimate ancf 
per, and not at all the bargain and sale 
it seems to be, and side issues will be 
raised and prejudices will be excited, if 
possible, but this is a case in which an 
intelligent constituency can not be easily 
mislead.

BANK OF Sudden deaths do not come from heart 
disease, one case in twenty, but from 
congestion of the lungs or brain, and from 
apoplexy. More die from congestion of 
the lungs than the brain, and more of con- 
gestion of the brain than from apoplexy.

Sudden death frcup heart disease is 
usually caused by ruptnre of some large 
artery near the heart ; from congestion of 
the lungs, by instantly stopping the 
breath ; from congestion of the brain, J>y 
causing pressure on the brain which par- 
alyzes and instantly destroys life ; from 
apoplexy, by hemorrhage in the brain.

Heart disease most frequently results 
from neglected or improperly treated 
rheumatism.

ture of a small blood vessel, if the clot is 
got rid of by absorpsion or otherwise.

Although this is a disease that all classea 
of the people are liable to, its most des­
tructive work is done among the depraved 
and dissipated. There is no doubt that 
the habitual use of tobacco is one of the 
most prominent causes of paralysis and 
other nerve diseases.

A sex ore cold can be soonest cured by 
remaini..g within doors, in a warm 
and near the fire, until all signs of it have 
disappeared. Then care should be taken 
to prevent a relapse by having the feet 
warmly clad, and the whole body, particu­
larly the chest and the back of the neck, 
well protected when going out.

A recent cough almost always yield to 
the following treatment within two or 
three days : Mix in a bottle four ounce* of 
glycerine, two ounces of alcohol, two 
ounces of water, two grains of morphine. 
Shake well. Dose for an adult, oue to 
two teaspoonfuls every two or three hours. 
Half this quantity to children from ten to 
fifteen years. It is not safe to give it to 
infants or children under ten years of age.

To stop bleeding; if from a cavity in the 
jaw after a tooth has been extracted, 
shape a cork into the proper form and 
size to cover the bleeding cavity, and long 
enough to be kept firmly to place when 
the month is closed. This, we believe ia 
our own invention, and we have never 
known it to fail. It has served us in des­
perate cases.

When an artery is cat, the red blood 
spurts oat at each pulsation. Press the 
thumb firmly over the artery near the 
wound and on the* side toward the heart. 
Press hard enough to stop the bleeding, 
and fwait till a physician comes.. The 
wounded person is often able to do' this 
himself, if he has the requisite knowledge.

Simple fractures may be adjusted by 
almost anyone. Get the limh£as nearly 
as possible in the natural position, and 
then send for the doctor. Inhere .• is no 
great urgency in such cases.

In fracture of the skull, with compres­
sion and loss of consciousness, examine 
the wound, and if possible, raise the 
broken edge of the skull so as to releive 
the pressure on the brain. Prompt action 
will often save life.

In case of poisoning, the simple rule is 
to get the poison out of the stomach as 
soon as possible. Mustard and salt act' 
promptly as emetics, and they are always 
at hand. Stir a tablespoon in a glass of 
water and let the person swallow it quick­
ly. If it does not cause vomiting in five 
minutes, repeat the dose. After vomiting, 
give the whites of two or three eggs, and 
send for the doctor.

Burns and scalds are soonest relieved 
by an application of cold water. Dry car­
bonate of soda, or baking soda, sprinkled 
over the burned spot, is the latest remedy, 
and is said to be very effectual. These 
means are only temporary. In severe 
cases, a physician should be sent for.— 
НаІГа Journal of Health.

Wednesday, the 28th Sept.,
PREPARING FOR THE RACES.

As early as six o’clock the fast little 
steamer Grip,—which was kindly placed 
at the Regatta Stewards’ disposal'for the 
day by the obliging owners, Messrs. R. A. 
& J. Stewart—was on the river. By half 
past nine o’clock the turning buoys—four 
at the mile and six at the half-mile point, 
above Bushville Wharf—were in position. 
These were barrels so rigged that they 
stood upright in the water. They were 
numbered from the shore outward by rec­
tangular numeral boards which could be 
seen a hundred yards away from any 
point of approach. All the arrangements 
of the Stewards were perfected in good 
time, though, owing to the steamers hav­
ing to run to the wharf to land excursion­
ists,the warp from which the Sailing Race 
was to be started could not be stretched 
beyond within about a hundred yards of 
the shore, where it was buoyed, ready to 
be picked up, the middle being floated by 
a double canoe and the outer end made 
fast to a bark-laden scow anchored broad 
off in the stream.

By eleven o’clock a large number of 
people had gathered, the Andovei' arriving 
about that time with excursionists from 
Millerton, Newcastle, etc. The New Era 
had brought up a large party at 9 o’clock 
and the Andover, on her trip at 11.30 was 
pretty well crowded.

“ Every one who has read onr columns, 
cursorily, since the outset of the 

Irish land agitation ia aware that onr 
opinions on several of the points referred 
to are the very reverse of those advanced 
by our London correspondent. The Globe's 
position on the Irish question in its various 
phases is so well known that it is superflu­
ous to do more than briefly refer to this 
misapprehension, which may perhaps be 
shared by others not familiar with our 
course. At the same time there is no 
reason to doubt that our London corres­
pondent’s expressions faithfully reflect 
and reproduce English public opinion. 
That is his doty. If the current of Brit­
ish public sentiment is little complimen­
tary either to Canada or Ireland, that is 
not onr fault nor onr correspondent’s. 
He is there to represent things as they 
are, not as we would like them to be, and 
it would be an injustice to him and to the 
public were we to garble his interesting 
letters because in their truthful depictions 
of English feeling they contained phrases 
or enunciated opinions that grated harshly 
on the ears either of Irishmen or Cana­
dians. Any man who has been in Eng­
land during the last year or two can 
bear testimony|to the virulence of the anti- 
Irish feeling, as well as the contemptuous 
tone assumed in relation to the colonies. 
With regard to the Irish question there is 
an evidently increasing acerbity owing to 
the protracted character of the struggle, 
and no journalist writing of the effect of 
the Canadian resolutions in England could 
truthfully represent that they had been 
favourably received, or tended to moderate 
either the exasperation felt towards the 
Irish or the supercilious air of superiority 
assumed with relation to “mere colonists.”

All true Canadians—all subjects who 
comprehend the true meaning of loyalty 
to the Empire, and are not merely 
“jingoes,” with no definite conception 
of the term save that expressed by the 
Tory press and confined to those who 
imagine the Empire is contained be­
tween the Irish and North seas and the 
Channel—earnestly desire an equitable 
and satisfactory settlement of the Irish 
question. They do so because they recog­
nise in it a potent element of weakness 
to the Empire, and an irritating 
which alienates the loyalty and sympa­
thy of a large number of its best sub­
jects. But, aside from this aspect of 
the question, it is interesting—now 
that the elections are over- to find the 
Torv press so meekly taking the snubs 
of Lord Kimberly and the London 
Times and virtually saying “it’s good 
enough for us and the Irish”. They 
virtually thank the Times for the 
tempt it expresses for the colonies gen­
erally, and Canada and its public 
and people in particular. They confess, 
in effect, that when the Premier of Can­
ada was assisting Mr. Costigan and our 
other public men to frame the now des­
pised “Irish Address,’’they were indulg­
ing in presumptuous impertinence 
which was “thinly veiled” treason. In 
this, they give to the press of the 
mother country some color of evidence 
on whioh to base the assertion that the 
resolutions were “only a dodge to catch 
the Irish vote,” for they do all in their 
power to make the world believe that 
our expression of opinion was not the 
result of deliberate conviction, but of 
meddlesome interference with a serious 
question for unworthy and selfish mo­
tives, at a time when such interference 
might do more harm than good. The 
Canadian Tory papers do not appear to 
see that in taking this ground they re­
flect very seriously on the integrity of 
our public men and admit that our Par­
liament will, at any time, give its sol­
emn and almo8teunaniniDUs sanction to 
an address to the Throne on an impulse 
based on the most unworthy motives.

The summer which according to 
the calendar has now closed has 
been marked by some . noteworthy 
meterological conditions. The month of 
June was alarmingly cool over nearly all 
districts lying between the Atlantic coast 
and the Rocky Mountains, with frosts in 
many parts of North America south of 
the northern line of New Brunswick and 
excessive rainfall in the great grain grow­
ing section of the United States, so tint 
some indulged the prediction that this 
was to be “a year without a summer.” 
Although the high temperatures of July 
and August dispelled this fear it was not 
so unreasonable to those who remembered 
the abnormal seasons during the period 
from 1811 to 1817, when occurred the 
most remarkable depressions of summer 
temperature known to all history of ther­
mometric measurements. In 181G, accord­
ing to several historians, “there was 
frost in New England in every month of 
this summer.” and also as far south as 
Philadelphia in July, almost destroy ing 
some crops, while in England, as the 
Royal Society’s records show, the same 
summer was cold enough to make 1815 “a 
famine year.” If we except New England, 
where great aridity has prevailed since 
June, the past summer has been excep­
tionally free from protracted and intense 
droughts, and in the interior of the coun­
try, where severe summer drought is the 
climatic rule, precipitation has been 
rathet^exccssive than deficient.

One in'tfce most noticeable characteris­
tics of the season just ended is the absence 
of the usual July and August hurricanes 
in the West India seas, and consequently 
there have been few disturbances on our 
Atlantic and Gulf coasts. The passage 
of thqsc storms along our Eastern coasts 
no doubt greatly modifies the atmospheric 
conditions on the continent. Drawing to­
ward them the moisture of the air for 
hundreds of miles from their tracks, and 
condensing it in immense quantities in 
their central areas, they must leave the 
middle latitudes considerably drained of 
the watery vapor accumulated by the 
sun’s long continued evaporative force on 
the warm ocean. An early and “rough” 
Fall may be anticipated.

The absence of definite knowledge as to 
the precise number of Egyptian troops in 
the field and the promptness with which 
Gen. Wolseley’s change of base from 
Alexandria to Ismailia was met by Arabi, 
leads to the belief that his army must be 
larger than was anticipated. The War 
Office denies that Gen. Wolseley’s delay 
at Kassasin has been caused by either 
serious repulses or inability to cope with 
Arabi. The War Office claims that Gen.
Wolseley is acting under instructions, and 
that he has been ordered to remain at 
Kassasin to allow his troops to get rested 
and acclimated, because the position is 
within easy retreat to the protecting guns 
of the fleet in the canal. The War Office 
explains the withdrawal of troops from 
Alexandria and the canal, and their rapid 
concentration in Kassasin, not as a neces­
sity, but as a preliminary to a vigorous and 
decisive campaign. The rapid movement 
from Ismailia to Kassassiu has outrun the 
transport service once more, and shown 
that transport continues to be the weak 
point of the English.

Nova Scotia has no Solicitor General 
and pays its Attorney General hut $1,600 
a year.

His opinion is that 
when the boats came together, the Gladi­
ator struck the New Era obliquely, at a 
point from the direction of the luff of the 
starboard bow towards port-amidships — 
Capt. Ross’ idea is the same as to the 
point of contact, but lie thinks the direc­
tion of the blow was squarely abeam of 
the New Era. At all events, the New 
Era was cut through into the lire hole and 
the jagged ends of her broken planks and 
timbers tore the Gladiator's copper and 
broke in several planks. So far as we 
have yet heard, the persons who were on 
the New Era agree in stating that they 
saw no lights on the Gladiator and the 
wheelsman of the New Era, seeing no 
lights, did not realise that he was ap­
proaching a steamer, until it was too late 
to avoid a collision.

On the other band, Capt. Ross, who, as 
we have stated, was at the wheel of the 
Gfadia’or, says he saw the New Era's 
lights iu good time and believing the 
steersman of that steamer saw his, he kept 
on further inshore than he otherwise 
would have done, so that they would pass 
each other in the customary way, on the 
port hand. When they came at close 
distance he heard* the New Era give one 
whistle, which hev understood to be “port 
your helm.” Thisjh^ did, and the New 
Era's helm went to starboard at the same 
time, causing the collision.

Such are the statements made on the re­
spective sides regarding the positions of the 
two boats and the circumstances leading 
to the collision.

Of course, the question of lights is one 
in reference to which there is much inter­
est manifested. As already stated, the 
New Era people are quite positive in 
affirming that no lights were displayed by 
the Gladiator. On the other hand pilot 
Geo. Savoy, who was on the Gladiator 
says the white headlight lantern displayed 
the usual light from the pole above the 
wheel house and that the shock of the 
collision slipped it off its hook on the pole 
and sent it over his head into the river. 
Another mau who was on board the 
Gladiator—Daniel McDiarmid, a Scotch 
sailor, lately paid off from the L. G. Big­
low—says that just before the Gladiator 
left the Arethusa, after towing the latter 
vessel up, the cook lighted the side lights 
and handed them to “Tom.,” the Captain’s 
mate, who put them in their usual places 
—the green light ou the starboard, and 
the red light on the port side.

Capt. Ross states that as they were 
about to leave the Arethusa lie saw the 
side lights brought out and passed up to 
the mate. From his position in the wheel 
house he could not see the mate placing 
them, but he heard him at work on the 
house deck overhead and believed he was 
putting the lights in position. He also 
says that just after the collision, Capt. 
Call of the New Era boarded the Gladia­
tor and said “Why haven’t you got your 
lights up?” and he replied, “Comeand see 
for yourself’ whereupon they both got up 
and looked and the lights were there and 
burning all right.

The scenes on board the steamers, con­
sequent upon the collision, were exciting, 
no doubt, although exaggerated reports of 
them have been given. One thing is cer­
tain, that of all the passengers on the 
New Era only one —Dr. McLearn of New­
castle—stood by the ladies and assisted 
Capt. Call to do what men should do under 
such circumstances. The rest made a scram­
ble for the Gladiator and reached her at 
once. One lady—Mrs. James Fraser of New­
castle—gained the upper deck of the New 
Era without any assistance, whatever. 
Only one fainted and she got thoroughly 
wet. Some of the ladies received slight 
bruises by falling on the deck. For­
tunately there was only about nine feet 
of water where the New Era sunk and she 
went down only to the rail, from which 
the ladies, with the assistance of Capt. 
Call and Dr. McLearn, gained the upper 
deck. This was a work of much diffi­
culty as it is four or five feet from the 
rail to the upper deck and the outer edge 
of the latter was perpendicularly over the 
former. To the credit of the doctor 
and Capt. Call they accomplished their 
work successfully. Had the accident hap- 
pççed in the channel it is probable the loss 
of life would have been great. 4s soon as 
possible after backing clear, Captain 
Ross, realising that the other vessel was 
sinking, ran his steamer ahead, striking 
the New Era just abaft of the starboard 
paddle box*, and pushing her towards the 
south shore, until both grounded. The 
ladies were transferred to the Gladiator 
but she was found to be fast aground.— 
The New Era's boat was also found to be 
unfit for use and, for a time, there was 
much discomfort, some of the ladies suffer­
ing a reaction from the shock they had 
borne so well, and showing symptoms of 
hysterics. A fishing smack, however, 
came alongside and took off a number 
with whom they proceeded to Newcastle, 
arriving about 9.30 o’clock.

The Andover was at once put on in 
place of the New Era between Chatham 
and Newcastle, the up-river service being, 
for the time suspended.

The Office of Solicitor-Oeneral.
In the year 1881 the office of Solicitor 

Genera* cost the province, as near as we 
can ascertain, $1,900; it would be rather 
more than less. In that year he attended 
to one or two criminal cases in his own 
county, and even if Dr. Tuck had been 
employed these would not have cost $50. 
We have cost of office in 1881, $1,900, 
value of services, $50. Difference $1,850. 
Where, we ask, із the $5,000 a year we 
save by having a Solicitor General? All 
the criminal business of the province in 
that year not attended to by the Attor­
ney and Solicitor Generals only coat the 
province a little over $1,800. This inclu­
ded all the criminal prosecutious in coun­
ty courts, which are never attended to by 
the Attorney or Solicitor, but by the clerks 
of those courts, and $600 dollars, or one- 
third of the whole paid to one ot the part­
ners of the late Solicitor General. Taking 
out the year of the Osborne trials the aver­
age cost of criminal business at the Cir­
cuits and in the County Courts is about 
$2,000 per annum, and the far largest 
part of this is paid to Connty Court clerks, 
aud would be so paid if we had a dozen 
Solicitor Generals.

In addition to all this we have in each 
County a clerk of the Circuits, fully com­
petent to attend to all criminal business, 
and the sending pet lawyers by the Execu­
tive into counties to conduct criminal 
prosecutions, and the paying them fancy 
fees is an ontrage that ought to have no 
apologists,

To sum up the whole matter, the office 
of Solicitor General costs the Province 
$1,900 to $2,000 a year. In extraordinary 
years his services might be worth half 
that snm ; in ordinary years they would 
not be worth $200, or about what it would 
take to pay his travelling expenses. The 
office, as a part of the criminal law mac­
hinery, is useless ; as a part of our legis­
lative machinery it is a vote for the Gov­
ernment on the floors of the House, where 
it may answer to defeat the well under­
stood wishes of the Electors. It is one of 
the levers in the Hands of the Executive 
that, in the present lax state of political 
morality, will serve to alienate one of the 
representatives from his allegience to his 
party. Transcript.

Destroying the Salmon Fishery.— 

An old fisherman up-rivet writes saying 
that owing to the systematic wholesale 
destruction of grilse, and of breeding 
salmon in the spawning waters, after the 
lawful fishing time had expired this 
season, it would be a wonder if that 
valuable fishery were not almost wholly 
destroyed. He reflects on the conduct of 
the Overseers and Wardens, who, he Rays, 
do little besides draw their pay, while 
they might prevent the illegal work com­
plained of if they only cared to faithfully 
discharge their duties. These complaints 
are, no doubt, well fouuded, but so long 
as money is wasted at the Hatchery in 
attempts to breed salmon artificially, 
while Wardens are appointed at nominal 
salaries, just so long will the work of 
destruction go on up-river. We proposed, 
several years ago, that the Northwest 
Salmon Hatchery be closed and the money 
it coats, annually, be expended in pro­
tecting the natural spawning places. The 
fishery authorities, however, oppose this, 
as they do everything else not “officially” 
recommended.

General Letod-
General Luard, commander of the Can­

adian Active Militia, appears to be an in­
judicious martinet of the first water. A 
despatch of 7th inst says,—

The Quebecers’ comportment generally, 
and their volley firing was the subject of 
general admiration. They were the first 
corps who received the applause of the 
spectators, who were very numerous, con­
sisting of ladies aud gentlemen. / When 
the kits were inspected, a eban^p came. 
General Luard, who was on the grounds 
in civilian’s dresR, was requested by 
Colonel Laurie to inspect, but declined 
positively, saying he had nothing to do 
with it—he was only a spectator. One 
man was found to have left his towel in 
his tent. A retired Montreal military offi­
cer went and brought it in an open man­
ner ; in fact swinging in his hand. Gen­
eral Luard seized it and demanded who 
he was, when the officer gave hie name. 
The General said he ought to be ashamed 
of himself and other hard expressions 
when Major Scott, of the 8th, stepped 
forward aud said he had requested the 
gentleman to bring it. The General said 

“the Major had disgraced the force and 
ordered him immediately under arrest and 
at once disqualified the 8th Royal Rifles- 
The question arises : the General being, 
according to his own previous admis­
sion, only a spectator, 
a right to interfere ? The general opi­
nion is that he had not, and sympathy 
with the 8th is publicly expressed on the 
field. Another question also ie, that the 
General having offered a prize of $25 for 
the best equipped corps, had he a right to 
interfere at all, or was it good taste? The 
opinion is that it would be better had he 
stuck to his first determination not to 
interfere at all. Still another : Does it 
conduce to discipline to see the command­
er of the forces lose his temper and abuse 
respectable and respected officers ia pre. 
sence of a large body of troops and spec 
tators ? I cannot ascertain what Major 
Scott’s action will be in the matter ; all 
that I could get from him is that he still 
is ignorant of the cause of his arrest.— 
Public feeling is considerably excited, and 
as already said, sympathy is altogether 
with the Quebecers. The General’s dis­
qualification is of no account; the 8th will 
still be counted in.

The stock subscription to the proposed 
Chatham Skating Rink has assumed pro­
portions which warrant those interested 
in preceding to carry the undertaking into 
practical effect. About $1,700 have been 
already se.ured and a meeting of the 
shareholders is to be held to morrow, 
Friday evening, at eight o’clock in Mason­
ic Hall (up-stairs), for the purpose of dis­
cussing such questions as are necessary to 
place the matter into proper shape for 
working. Several sites are proposed, 
and it seems that there are some difficul­
ties in the way of securing any of them, 
but these will, no doubt, disappear iu 
good time. With the experience of other 
places before her in matters of this 
kind, and her own partial knowledge of 
the subject, Chatham’s prospects for se­
curing a good skating rink are very en­
couraging.
