the sinking of the New Bedford whaler
Kathleen by a whale in March, His
letter follows:— g
13 On board the 8. §. Pydna,
Philadelphia, April 27, 1902,
The whaling bark Kathleen, 190
tons register, of New Bedford, was
crulsing for whales and had been
at imea for efght months and had
taken but one whale in all that
time. On the 17th March, 1902, ghe was
about lat. 13 degrees morth and long.
42 degfees west, about one thousand
miles east of Barbadoes, when a school
of sperm . whales was sighted. The
boats were got out quickly and the
chase began, the captain being alpft on
‘the bark, watching the chase and
directing the course and management
of his vessel. One whale was quickly
killed and brought alongside by the
chief mdte, Mr. Nichols, and prepara-
tions were made for getting it on
kpard, the bark being now hove to
and making no headway.
boats had each got their harpoons fast
to other whales and were carried some
two miles or more away when these
two whales were also killed and the
signal made fpr the bark to sail down
and pick them up. At this time
another whale was seen near the bark,

Night coming on the captain had a
light put up on his boat’s mast to guide
the others.

The night passed and with daylight
the. captain’s boat was alone, He
stopped his boat thinking that he might
have outsailed the others and sopn
after one came in sight and later a
steamer was sighted. She proved to be
the Borderer of Lpndon, Capt. Dalton,
from Philadelphia for a Chilian port.
They had picked up ¢ne boat at day-
light and were searching for the others.
After getting these three boats on
board they kept up the search for the
fourth for many hours and failing to
find her proceeded on the voyage.
Nine ‘days later the steamer passed
close In to Pernambuco, Brazil. The
Kathleen's boats were lowered and the
shipwrecked people were landed and
the Bprderer proceeded on her voyage.

They were taken under the care of
the U. S. consul; the captain, his wife
and the parrot were taken on board
the British steamer Pydna, and they
with the first and second officers and
four seamen were brought to Phila-
delphia by this vessel, landing on the
24th April at that port.

The fourth bpat, which was not
picked up, sailed on to the west to-
ward Barbadoes. In her werée nine
men with only five gallons of water
and very little provisions. They sailed
on under a scorching tropical sun, and,
but for a few merciful shpwers could
never have lived to reach land. They
missed Barbadoes, passing too far to
the north to see it, and sailing on some
two hundred miles further reached the
Island of Dominique, British West
Indies. They were eleven days on the
voyage and had suffered hunger and
thirst under a burning sun, but they
were all still alive and were kindly
cared for and mourished dack from
death’s door, just In’time, However, for
they could not have held out much
longer. This party was landed at New
York on the same day the Pydna
ianded the others at Philadelphia, and
pecause their part of the story has
become considerably mixed up with
others rescued by the "Borderer -and
landed at Pernambuco I have written
up this statement of the facts as they
are known to me.

THIS SETTLES IT.

A gentleman who signs himself Ex-
Canadian, and explains that he is now
an American citizen, having lived in
that country ten years and taken the
oath of allegiance, writes to the
New York Sun, and thus cheerfullly
settles the question of the destiny of
Canada:—

Almost every week I meet Canadians
who visit New York either on business
or on pleasure bent. And almost with-
out exception they, one and all, express
a desire to sce the relations existing
between this country and Canada con-
nected by some tie stronger than that
which now . exists by virtue of the
geographical situation pf the two coun-
tries and the business and social condi-
tions that are now a part of the life-
blood of the two peoples. Annexation
has no termprs for the young Canadian.
On the contrary, he longs ardently for
it and would gladly give his vote and
influence in its favor, were one or the
other of the two parties in Canada to
advocate the question as the practical
solution of the future of the country.

Many Canadians now feel that an-
nexation or a war of races between the
English and French-speaking peoples of
Canada 1s but a question of the near
future; and no American can for one
moment doubt the course that would
be pursued by the English-speaking
Canadian when either of the above two
horns of the dilemma presents itself as
to the future of his country. There are
in round numbers about a million
Canadians in the United States. Nearly
all of them are American citizens.
Their influence properly exercised at
home would soon make the question
of the future of Canada one of practi-
cal politics. Suppose the Canadians
throughout the different states should
form Canadian annexation clubs, to
which ail Canadians and their descend-
ants should be eligible for membership,
and each use his influence to advocate
annexation to the United States, the
solution of the future of Canada would
be settled within the next decade, and
ihe flag of the Republic would float
over the whole northern end of the
continent, and Canada, with her won-
derful re.oureeu. be thrown open for
i exploitation.

No dmul of empire that has ever
troubled the weary head of a ruler
holds out the possibilities that this,
the peaceful anmexation of Canada and
its people, does, and that the future of
Canada lies in the hands of
the million of Canadians now in this
country is, I believe, a fact easily de-
monstrable.

DEATH RATE FROM CONSUMP-
TON.

A St. John Man to Enter the Graven-
hurst Hospital.

(Toronto Globe.)

The Provincial Board of Health re-
port shows that during the month of
March of this year nearly twice as
many people in Ontario died from con-
sumption as from all the other contagi-
ous diseases together. 1In a word,
whilst thé death rate from ‘smallpox,
diphtheria, scarlet fever, measles,
whooping cough and typhoid were, all
told, 131, those from consumption total-
led for the month 220. ‘‘These are con-
ditions,” writes J. 8. Robertson, secre-
tary of the National Sanitarium Asso-
clation, “that very forcefully emphas-
ize the need there is for the new free
lospital for consumptives that was
cpened this week at Gravenhurst for
the reception of patients.” Conditions
that exist in Ontario are not exception-
al to other Provinces—d fact to be not-
ed when it is remembered that the new
hospital is im no sense local or pro-
vincial, but accepts patients from any
part of the dominion. Mr, Robertson
states as illustrating this fact that
among the earlier applicants who will
leave for Gravenhurst immediately is
a young man from S8t. John, Ny B,
while among the contributions was a
postal order for $10 from the Bishop of
Selkirk, Cariboo Crossing, Yukon Ter-
ritory. With the certainty of accom-
modation being requized for at least
fifty patients at the start, the need for
generous contributions from the people
of Canada at this fime in support of
the institution is very urgent,

FRENCH GOVERNMENT VICTORY.

Complete Returns Show 243 Minister-
ialists to 158 Opponents.

PARIS, April 28.—The complete re-
turns of the national elections give the
following results: Ministerialists—89
Republicans, 92 Radicals, 41 Radical
Socialists, and 21 Soclalists, a total of
243 government supporters in the
chamber. The Anti-Ministerialists
have 31 Nationalists, 60 Republicans,
65 Conservatives and 2 dissident Soc-
ialists, making a total of 158 opposition
deputies. The second ballots for the
undecided constituencies will be taken
aext Sunday.

The majority of M. Delcasse, minister
it foreign affaire, Is 11,080, compared
with 2,000 in 1898. :

The Matin will show that the gov-
ernment has an enhanced majority of
25 in the chamber of deputies. Other
rapers will print figures showing ex-
actly the opposite. The situation is
well described by a leading Nationalist,
who said today:

“God alone knows the real situation
until the first vote in the chamber.”

The opinions of certain candidates it
is impossible to place exactly, but the
latest returns indicate the maintenance
of the status quo. The candidates who
failed of election include M. Lebon, the
Drefus torturer. Maitre Labori, who
defended Drefus, goes to a second bal-
lot. The elections have caused no ex-
citement in Paris.

LONDON, April 29.—A despatch to
the Times from Paris says that the
ministerialists won 34 seats and lost
23. Probably on the second ballot they
will lose 13 and win 34. The ministry
will be able to ignore the votes of the
few revolutionary soclalists elected.
Moreover, the Nationalists in Paris
poled 160,000 of the 400,000 votes cast,
whereas Gen. Boulanger had 240,000 of
320,000 votes polled.

JOURNEYS FAR IN A TRANCE.

Milwaukee Man Starts for Chicago and
Wakes Up in Antwerp.

NEW YORK, April 29.—The strange
case of John Dannhauser, who is in the
Ellis Island hospital, is exciting the im-
terest of the United States marine hes-
pital doctors. It is the case of a man
who suddenly lost his memory, forgot
who he was, where he was going, where
his home was and finally came to him-
self in a far distant part of the globe.
He started back to rejoin his wife and
children, but again entered into a state
of suspended consciousness, and this
time woke up on a hospital cot, still
more than 1,000 miles from home.

Dannhauser, who, during a tuci@ in-
terval Tuesday said he was a prosper-
ous shoemaker of 463 Prospect avenue,
Milwaukee, Wis.,, arrived here in the
steerage of the Vaderland early in
April. He was in a dazed state. The
immigration authorities ordered him
deported to Antwerp, on the ground
that he was unable to take care of
himself and likely to become a public
charge.

The Red Star Ship Company refused
to carry him back to Antwerp because
he was on record on the ship’s manifest
as a citizen of the United States. Tues-
Gay suddenly the man slapped himself,
a bright look came into his eyes, he
appeared as if thinking out of a long
sleep and inquired of an orderly:

“‘Where am 17"

He wa told that he was at the im-
migration hospital in New York har-
bor. Seeing that he was rational, the
orderly sept for the doctors, to whom
Dannheauser related his remarkable his-
tory.

“I started from Milwaukee last Janu-
ary to go to Chicago,” said he. “From
the time I boarded a train in the Mil-
waukee station my mind was a blank
until I came to myself wandering in the
streets of Antwerp, my native place, I
still had money in my pocket and, real-
izing that the best thing I could do was
to retunn as soon as possible to my
wife and children, I took the first
steamer for this country.

“I remember going aboard the Vad-
erland, but again my mind became a
blank and I do not know what occurred
on the trip to New York or what has
happened since I have been here”

In the British house of commons the
other dav, replylng to' Mr. Redmond,
Mr. Wyndham made the following clear i
statement of the conditions leading up
te the course pursucd by the govern-
ment:—

Agrarian agitation once launched
grows in volume, and it becomes our
duty to protect the people whose lives
are made miserable, (Ministerlal
cheers.) We wait, hoping that agita-
tion will be abandoned, and when at
last the time comes to give up such
hope we act, not for political reasons, !
but because it is our duty. (Minister-
dal cheers and Nationalist laughter.) I
do not for a moment attempt to minim~
isa the gravity of the step taken by the
governnftnt, It is in my opinion most
serfous that summary justice has to be
substituted for trial by jury in any part
of the United Kingdom; but the evils
whidh have necessitated thdt step we
can only hope will be removed, for they
also are grave. (Ministerial cheers.)
We have acted on information which
has been exhaustively collected and
carefully examined, and we are taking
this course because boycotting is on
the increase. (Ministerial cheers.) I
latd it down in June last that if but one
person was boycotted in Ireland it
would be the duty of the government
to protect that person. At that time
there was not so much boycotting in
Ireland as now, because we put extra
police in the disturbed areas and pre-
vented, by an exhibition of force, the
holding of meetings intended to foster
this form of oppression. There is still
comparative absence of crime against
the person and property in Ireland,
and there is mo widespread repudiation
of contract such as existed in 1879-80
and 1887-8-9. Owing to the steps of
the executive during the last few
months there has been a marked de-
crease in the open denunciation of in-
dividuals by unlawful assemblies, and
a less marked decrease in the publica-,
tion by newspapers of matter intend-'
ed to intimidate in the way of resolu-
tions passed by secret conclave. In
many newspapers in Ireland matter is
published designedly to bring fear into
men’s lives, and, far from being a de-:
crease, there had been a steady, per-.
cistent increase in boycotting. The'
totally boycotted people in Ireland, whof
are unable to get the necessaries of
life execept from the police, number
seven or eight, but the number of cases
where persons live in an atmosphere
of dread are fifty-one, involving 301'
persons. If I am asked as to the per-'
sons whose welfare and happiness is in
any degree affected, I shou)ld say that
number is 1,800 or 1,900. \The steady
and persistent increasé of this insidi-
ous evil, which is sappiug so surely the
welfare of the community, is sufficient
reason to justify the action the govern-
ment has taken. (Ministerial cheers.)
1 feel that the action or the inaction!
of the Irish government would be open'’
to misconception if I did not explain
why we employed these sections, and
did not call into being Sections 6 and
7 of the Crimes Act, which enable a
government to declare that an associ-
ation is an unlawful association. In the
first place, we feel that there is a very
grave and marked distinction between
trying persons held by us to be guilty
of crimes against the law of this coun-
éry and proclaiming am association,’
thus making an enormous number of |
persons potential criminals, and then!
taking proceedings against them. Mr. |
Redmond made a violent attack upon |
a section of the press in this country,
and attributed the worst motives to]
those who write in such papers and
publish them, but I do not think he is
justified in £o doing. I bellieve all such
information is printed in good faith—
(Nationalist cries of *“Oh, oh”)—and
that those who publish it are actuated
by a real concern of persons whom
ithey belleve to be oppressed in Ireland.
(Hear, hear.) I know, however, that
the picture painted in Ireland is in some
cases exaggerated. The printing of a
big cartoon showing a marked ruffian
committing & crime when there was no
crime could not be justified. (Nation-
‘alist cheers.) But there is all the dif-
ference in the world between that and
articles which I believe to be inspired
by a genuine compassion for people
whom the writers believe to be oppress-
ed. There are two sides in Ireland.
They ara separated by water-tight
compartments, and they only vary with
the birthrate. (Laughter.)) In an ar-
ticle which appeared in a number of
Eaglish newspapers we were told that
when the Lenten Pastoral condemning
boycotting was read in a church the
whole congregation left. One man,
now in prison, rose from his seat. He
nwvas told to resume his seat by the ol-|
ficiating priest, and mo one left the
church. (Laughter.)

HAD THE TIMB OF HIS LIFE.

Ex.-Gov. Hogg Tells of His Experi-
ences With British Nobility and the
Knee Breeches Episode.

NEW YORK, April 29.—Former Gov-
ernor James 8. Hogg, of Texas, the
man who would not don knee breeches
and girdle on a sword in order to :neet
the King of England, dees not tire of
tefling his friends at the Waldorf-As-
toria of his experience in the social life
of London. To a few friends
who asked he said in part:

“You know I went over there to sell
Texas oil wells for stock in them. Well,
'most every Englishman has heard
that American oil is a good thing and
every duke and duchess wanted a well.
That's why they took me up in a social
way.

“I had been dining with the nobility
and having the time of my life, when
one day a man ‘in uniform delivered to
me an elaborate card and then backed
away before I could say ‘thank you.’
I opened the thing and found it was a
card inviting me to one of the king’s
receptions. Of course, I felt proud and
flattered, but I saw a small printed
slip that was enclosed with the card.
I read that slip and found it contained
a description of the costume I was ex-
pected to wear if I went to the recep-
tion—knee brecehes, velvet coat, a
sword and all that tomfoolery. Thinks
I, ‘T'll see Shote, (the governom  pro-
nounces the name of Ambassador
Choate, Shote), so I goes down to
Shote’'s office and shows him the card.”

“‘A great compliment, Governer,’
says Shote.

‘“ ‘But about them togs,” says I.

‘“‘“That's the rule,’ says Shote.

“‘Not for me,’ says I. ‘Look at my
legs, Shote,” says I. ‘No knee breeches
for me. If I can’t go in good United
States clothes, then I don't go.’

“Shote, he was awful nice; good fel-
low Shote is. He said he'd fix it, an’
all that, but I said no; I didn’t care
anyway. Well, the thing got out, got
in the papers, some of it, and say, it
was funny the way them dukes and
ladyships made up to me after that. A
lot of them seemed to be sore on the
king; fact is, they acted like real demo-
crats. Well, I had invitations to din-
ner every might, and had almost for-
gotten the king's invitation.

“One night I was dining with Lord
‘What's-his-name, when some duke or
duchess reminded me that it was the
night of the king’s blowout. They made
it pretty clear to me that Lord What's-
his-name was a gooé Bryan man and
sore on the king, so ‘ne got up that din-
ner party and had me there as a kick
egainst royalty. Any way, they were
all good to me and I had the time of
my life, but I didn't forget that every
titled nibs of them wanted an ofl well
and that between dinners it was my
business to exchange wells or stock
in them for coin of the kingdom.”

The governor brought home two val-
wable souvenirs of his acquaintance
with English men and women of noble
birth and titles. One was in the form
of checks, drafts and gold for $500,000,
exchanged for “Texas oil wells and
shares. The other is a little book of
autographs of priceless value.

STRAITS OF BELLE ISLE.
Ten Mile Breakwater Suggested—

Would Give S2mi-Tropical Climate to

Maritime Provinces.

NEW YORK, April 29,—A Quebec
despatch to-the Sun says a notable en-
g'neering project is being discussed
there. It 1is proposed to close the
straits of Belle Isl¢, between New-
foundland and Labrador, by building a
breakwater across it at the narrowest
part, where the channél is 10 . miles
wide and 180 feet deep.

The benefits expected are that the
shores of Quebec, Anticosti, Cape Bre-
ton, Nova Scotia, and Prince Edward
Island ‘would become veritable gardens
in which semY-tropical fruits and vege-
tables would flourish, and that the part
of Labrador west of the causeway
would have a climate as salubrious as
that of France, being about the same
latitude.

The theory has the weight of practic-
al experience largely on its side. The
argument is that Belle Isle strait is the
channel doorway from the north by
which icebergs, floes and the frigid
waters from Greenland and the arctic
ocean find their way to the Guif of St.
Lawrence, chilling its area, causing
fogs, cold, damp and late springs, and
generally imparting to the region a
semi-Arctic aspect.

As conditions now are, with this
seaway open, the ice begins to drift
toward the end of November, and the
nagivation of the gulf is then extreme-
ly difficult, if not impossible, until the
following May. If this channel were
closed it is maintained that little ice
would be formed in the gulf during
the winter, for then the frozen plains
and chilly waters from the north would
be forced out into the Atlantic ocean
and along the coast of Newfoundland,

R A e SR,
OVER THE SAHARA BY BALLOON.

The project of crossing the Sahara
Desert by balloon is being seriously de-
bated by French aeronauts. M. Fes
Deburaux believes it practicable to
make the passage from Tunis to the
Niger by utilizing the northeasterly
winds which prevail in that region and
with Count Castillon de Saint Victor,
another prominent aeronaut, is anxi-
ous to make tha experiment.

The expense attending such a pro-
jeot is the principal handicap to its at-
tempt. To despatch a large balloon
with severa) aeronauts would entail a
cost of $60,000.

It is proposed, therefore, to make a
trial first with a balloon controlled by
an automatic device. This can be done
for $4,000.

The balloon planned for the trip is to
be kept in equilibrium by a heavy
guide rope of steel cable weighing 1,100
pounds. It has an automatic ballast
discharge consisting of a tank contain-
ing 5,000 pounds of water ballast. An
automatic device insures that if the
balloon falls to within 150 feet of the
ground the tank will discharge 150
pounds of ballast at once.

In the balloon is an interior airbag,
which will keep 1t in shape in spite of
the leakage of gas. It is estimated
that with the aid@ of this the balloon
would stay in the air at least twelve
days. The northeast winds which pre-
vail over the central Sahara almost
constantly between April and October
would propel the balloon at the rate of
at least twelve miles an hour.

In case the balloon should be wreck-
ed it is caleulated that it would be
picked up by some of the nomads of the
desert who would be sure to see it and
to follow such a phenomenon so that

news of its mishap would quickly reach
civilization.

And if the regular spring
fresket does come 2a now, it won'’t be
much good, for the gaspsreaux season
is well advanced.
