The whaling bark Kathleen, 190 

tons register, of New Bedford, was 
cruising for whales and had been 
at sea for eight months and had 
taken but one whale in all that 
time. On the 17th March, 1902, she was 
about lat 13 degrees north and long.
42 degrees west, about one thousand 
miles east of Barbadoes, when a school 
of sperm whales was sighted. The 
boats were got out quickly and the 
chase began, the captain being alpft on 
the bark, watching the chase and 
directing the course and management 
of his vessel. One whale was quickly 
killed and brought alongside by the 
chief mate, Mr. Nichole, and prepara­
tions were made for getting it on 
Loard, the bark being now hove to 
and making no headway. Two pther. 
boats had each got their harpoons fast 
to other whales and were carried some 
two miles or more away when these 
two whales were also killed and the 
signal made fi>r the bark to sail down 
and pick them up. At this time 
another whale was seen near the bark, 
and the chief mate in his boat and the 
third mate In another gave chase. Both 
struck the whale. Neither harpoon 
went deep enough to hold, but just 
enough tq frighten the whale, which 
dashed off furiously to escape his 
tormentors. He was heading for the 
Kathleen when struck and did not wait 
to change his course. When near the 
bark he attempted to dive, but being 
too close to clear her struck her under 
water on the starboard quarter and she 
filled with water and rolled over in less 
than half an hour. As much water and 
provisions as posible was got 
Into $wo boats and Capt. Jen­
kins, his wife who was with him _ .. ,
on the cruise—taking with her J Lampblack, ^
only a gray African parrot—and 
the rest of the crew got away in those 
two boats. They had no time to save 
clothes and the captain topk only his 
chronometer, a quadrant and an 
almanac to navigate them to the 
nearest port. Then they sailed down to 
the other two boats, divided the water 
and provisions; 'gavir mstrttctfcns as to 
course with orders to keep together— 
each whale boat has always a compass 

nd then they started to sail that one 
thousand miles tr> Bardadoes, hoping in 
the meantime to be picked up’ by a 
passing ship.

Night coming on the captain had a 
light put up on his boat’s mast to guide 
the others.

The night passed and with daylight 
the captain’s boat was alone.

FRENCH GOVERNMENT VICTORY. JOURNEYS FAR IN A TRANCE.

Milwaukee Man Starts for Chicago and 
Wakes Up in Antwerp.

NEW YORK, April 29.—The strange 
case of John Dannhauser, who is in the 
Ellis Island hospital, is exciting the In­
terest of the United States marine hos­
pital doctors. It is the case of a man 
who suddenly lost Ms memory, forgot 
who he was, where he was going, where 
his home was and finally came to him­
self In a far distant part of the globe. 
He started back to rejoin his wife and 
children, bttt again entered Into a state 
of suspended consciousness, and this 
time woke up on a hospital cot, still 
more than 1,000 miles from home.

Dannhauser, who. during a lucid In­
terval Tuesday said he was a prosper­
ous shoemaker of 463 Prospect avenue, 
Milwaukee, Wls., arrived here in the 
steerage of the Vaderland early In 
April. He was in a dazed state. The 
immigration authorities ordered! him 
deported to Antwerp, on the ground 
that he was unable to take care of 
himself and likely to become a public

The Red Star Ship Company refused 
to carry him back to Antwerp because 
he was on record on the ship’s manifest 
as a citizen of the United States. Tues- 
oay suddenly the man slapped himself, 
a bright look came Into Ms eyes, he 
appeared as If thinking out of a long 
sleep and inquired of an orderly:

“Where am I?”
He wa told that he was at the im­

migration hospital in New York har­
bor. Seeing that he was rational, the 
orderly sept for the doctors, to whom 
Dannhauser related his remarkable hls-

"I started from Milwaukee last Janu­
ary to go to Chicago,” said he. “From 
the time I boarded a train in the Mil­
waukee elation my mind was a blank 
until I came to myself wandering In the 
streets of Antwerp, my native place. I 
still had money In my pocket and. real­
izing that the best thing I could do was 
to return as soon as possible to my 
wife and children, 
steamer for this country.

“I remember going aboard the Vad­
erland, but again my mind became a 
blank and I do not know what occurred 
on the trip to New York or what has 
happened since I have been here.”

And almost with­
out exception they, one and all, express 
a desire to see the relations existing 
between this country and Canada con­
nected by some tie stronger than that 
which now exists by virtue of the 
geographical situation pf the two coun­
tries and the business and social condi­
tions that are now a part of the life­
blood of the two peoples. Annexation 
has no tenprs for the young Canadian.
On the contrary, he longs ardently for 
lt and would gladly give his vote and 
Influence in its favor, were one or the 
other of the two parties in Canada tp 
advocate the question as the practical 
solution pf the future of the country.

Many Canadians now feel that an­
nexation or a war of races between the 
English and French-speaking peoples of 
Canada Is but a question of the near 
future; and no American can for one 
moment doubt the course that would 
be pursued by the English-speaking 
Canadian when either of the above two 
horns of the dilemma presents Itself as 
to the future of his country. There axe 
in round numbers about a million 
Canadians in the United States. Nearly 
all of them are American citizens.
Their Influence properly exercised at 
home would soon make the question 
of the future of Canada one of practi­
cal politics. Suppose the Canadians 
throughout the different states should 
form Canadian annexatlôn clubs, to 
which all Canadians and their descend­
ants should be eligible for membership, 
and each use hie influence to advocate 
annexation to the United States, the 
solution of the future of Canada would 
be settled within the next decade, and 
the flag of the Republic would float 
over the whole northern end of the 
continent, and Canada, with her won­
derful resources, be thrown open for 
settlement and business exploitation.

Knee Breeches Episode. STRAITS OF BELLE ISLE.

Ten Mile Breakwater Suggested— 
Would Give Semi-Tropical Climate to 
Maritime Provinces.

NEW YORK, April 29,—Former Gov­

ernor James S. Hogg, of Texas, the 
man who would not don knee breecihes 
and girdle on a sword 1n order to ;neet 
the King of England, dees not tire of 
telling his friends at the Waldorf-As­
toria of his experience in the social life 
of London. To a few select friends 
who asked he said in part:

"You know I went over there to sell 
Texas oil wells for stock In them. Well, 
’most every Englishman has heard 
that American oil Is a good' thing and 
every duke and duchess wanted a well. 
That's why they took me up in a social

"I had been dining with the nobility 
and having the time of my life, when 
one day a man In uniform delivered to 
me an elaborate card and’ then backed 
away before I could say 'thank you.’ 
I opened the thing and found It was a 
card Inviting me to one of the king’s 
receptions. Of course, I felt proud and 
flattered, but I saw a small printed 
slip that was enclosed with the card. 
I read that slip and found it contained 
a description of the costume I was ex­
pected to wear If I went to the recep­
tion—knee brecehes, velvet coat, a 
sword and all that tomfoolery. Thinks 
I, ‘I’ll see Shote, (the governom pro­
nounces the name of Ambassador 
Choate, Shote), so I goes down to 
Shote’s office and shows him the card."

“ 'A great compliment, Governor,’ 
says Shote.

" 'But about them togs,’ says I.
" 'That’s the rule,’ says Shote.
“ 'Not for me,’ says I. 'Look at my 

legs, Shote,' says I. ‘No knee breeches 
for me. If I can’t go in good United 
States clothes, then I don't go.'

“Shote, he was awful nice; good fel­
low Shote is. He said he’d flx It, an* 
all that, but I said no; I didn’t care 
anyway. Well, the thing got out, got 
In the papers, some of It, andl say, It 
was funny the way them dukes and 
ladyships made up to me after that. A 
lot ot them seemed to be sore on the 
king: fact is, they acted like real demo­
crats. Well, I had Invitations to din­
ner every night, and had almost for­
gotten the king’s Invitation.

"One night I was dining with Lord 
What’s-hls-name, when some duke or 
duchess reminded me that It was the 
night of the king's blowout. They made 
It pretty clear to me that Lord What’s- 
his-name was a good Bryan man and 
sore on the king, so he got up that din­
ner party and had me there as a kick 
against royalty. Any way, they were 
all good to me and I had the time of 
my life, but I didn’t forget that every 
titled nibs of them wanted an oil well 
and that between dinners It was my 
business to exchange wells or stock 
In them for coin of the kingdom.”

The governor brought home two val­
uable souvenirs of his acquaintance 
with English men and women of noble 
birth and titles. One was In the form 
of checks, drafts and gold for 3600,000, 
exchanged for Texas oil wells and 
shares. The other is a little book of 
autographs of priceless value.

The benefits expected are that the 
shores of Quebec, Anticosti, Cape Bre­
ton, Nova Scotia, and Prince Edward 
Island would become veritable gardens 
in which semi-tropical fruits and vege­
tables would flourish, and that the part 
of Labrador west of the causeway 
would have a climate as salubrious as 
that of France, being about the same 
latitude.

OVER THE
The project of crossing the Sahara 

Desert by balloon is being seriously de­
bated by French aeronauts. M. Fes 
Deburaux believes it practicable to 
make the passage from Tunis to the 
Niger by utilizing the northeasterly 
winds which prevail in that region and 
with Count Castlllon de Saint Victor, 
another prominent aeronaut, Is anxi­
ous to make th* experiment.

The expense attending such a pro­
ject is the principal handicap to Its at­
tempt. To deepatdh a large balloon 
with several aeronauts would entail a 
cost of 360,000.

It to proposed, therefore, to make a 
trial first with a balloon controlled by 
an automatic device. This can be done 
for 34,000.

The balloon planned for the trip із to 
be kept in equilibrium by a heavy 
guide rope of steel cable weighing 1,100 
pounds. It has an automatic ballast 
discharge consisting of a tank contain­
ing 5,000 pound» of water ballast. An 
automatic device Insures that If the 
balloon falls to within 150 feet of the 
ground the tank will discharge 150 
pounds of ballast a* once.

In the balloon 1b an Interior airbag, 
which will keep it in shape hi spite of 
the leakage of gas. It Is estimated 
that with the aid of thle the balloon 
would stay in the air at least twelve 
days. The northeast winds which pre­
vail over the central Sahara almost 
constantly between April and October 
would propel *he balloon at the rate of 
at least twelve miles an hour.

In case the balloon should be wreck­
ed it Is calculated that It would be 
picked up by some of the nomads of the 
desert who would be sure to see It and 
to follow such a phenomenon bo that 
news of its mishap would quickly reach 
civilization.

liens of St. John are considering the 
matter of increased harbor accom­
modation there is one point which de­
serves especial attention. This is the 
large amount of money expended here 
by the différent steamship lines doing 
business during the winter. Many 
guesses have been made in regard to 
this and the amounts vary from $260,- 
000 to $000.000. The Star baa collected 
some information on this subject from 
the agents of the steamship lines and 
finds that the цюпеу actually left In 
St. John by the winter port traffic 
amounts to about $600.000.

The Allan line had 28 sailings from 
this port during the past season, the 
Manchester line », the Furness line 18, 
the Head line 4, and the Franco-Can- 
adlan service 2. Of these steamers, the 
Allan line spent almost twice as much 
per trip as any of the others, and the 
total amount left in St. John by these 
61 sailings was $286,000, or an aver­
age of roughly $4,600 per trip. These 
vessels were all handled by William 
Thomson & Co.

The Donaldson line, for whom Scho­
field & Co. are agents, (had 12 sailings, 
and left in St. John between $66,000,- 
and $60.000. This firm- also handled five 
horse boats, on which the expenditure 
was much greater. One of these boats 
paid $5,000 for feed alone. Several of 
them were fitted there and this put 
more money in circulation. The five 
boats contributed to the general good 
of this city to the extent of $40,000.

The EMder-Dempster line, managed 
by Troop & Son, had ten sailings and 
spent about $60,000. Besides these there 
were many hay and deal boats, which 
average about $3,000 or $8,600 each trip.

These sum» do not include transpor­
tation of freight nor any sums paid 
to the railway companies, but are 
made up altogether of sums paid to the 
city, wages of stevedores, supplies, Де.

Someone is 
rent out to view the land, or In present 
day slang, to hunt for a house.

There Is no more disagreeable Job on 
this green earth than Inspecting hous­
es. No tenant is uproariously happy 
when people who are unknown to him 
come prowling round, searching into 
every nook and corner, Inspecting the 
doors and windows, making remarks 
about the rooms and throwing out 
suggestions as to mucih needed im­
provements. But he chews his lip and ! 
never says a word, knowing that he I 
himself has done and will continue do- ! 
lng the same thing in other houses. 
After perhaps many days of searching. ! 
a suitable house is found, and the fam­
ily confer together as to whether they 
will move or not. In some cases 
ing seems to be a pleasure, in others it 
is a disagreeable necessity either tm ac­
count of the old house- or the scale of 
rent. When the Israelites went out of 
Egypt their departure was materially 
assisted by a certain number of plagues 
Inflicted on the landlords. In these 
days plagues somewhat similar often 
hasten the removal of the tenants- 
but that Is another story. It is even 
whispered that when the rent Is too 
high, some tenants follow the example 
of the Israelites and' endeavor to spoil 
the Egyptians. Picture knobs, which 
originally belonged to the house, mys­
teriously disappear.

And if the regular spring 
freshet does come on now, It won’* be 
much good, for the gaspereaux season 
is well advanced.

COAL HANDLERS STRIKE.

A numbt r of cartmen who have been 
hauling co il for Messrs. Starr, went 
on strike this morning oa account of 
the failure of the firm to accede to their 
demands for a higher scale of pay. 
About fifteen cartmen were concern­
ed, but of these five or six have gone 
back to work, leaving nine or ten still 
out. The men claim an additional five 
cents per load on the hauling and fifty 
cents additional per day when doing 
yard work. This Messrs. Starr decline 
to pay, and state that their business 
is not at all affected by the strike. 
The cartmen who went out will deliver 
coal to any part of the city as was 
the custom several years ago, béfore 
the present system of delivery came 
into effect. At that time the cartmen 
were paid for the hauling by the cus­
tomers and the scale of rates was 
somewhat higher than under the pres­
ent arrangement, thereby the custom­
er is charged the Partage and the 
truckman paid by the firm.

SIXTEEN HUNDRED IMMIGRANTS.

Two traflnloads of Immigrants from 
the steamer Bulgaria, now at Halifax, 
passed through the city this morning 
on their way to the Northwest. The 
vessel brought out sixteen hundred in 
*11, and about nine hundred of that 
number came in the two trains of twen­
ty cars.

SUMMER TIME TABLE.
