Quebec, April 12.—Premier Gouin
this afternoon announced in the Houge
the new policy of the government as
regards pulpwood. The premier sald
it had been decided to prohibit the
exportation of all pulpwood cut on
crown lands, before it was manufgc.
tured in Canada, secondly to increase
the stumpage dues by sixty per cent.
and thirdly to increase the ground rent
per square mile from $3 to $6.

This important announcement came
at the end of a speech lasting two and
a half hours, in reply to the criticisms
of the leader of the opposition on the
budget speech of the provincial treas-
urer. In taking up the matter of the
forestry question of the province, pre.
mlm Ooulu sald that he hud made a

ry ement some time
uo a8 to the intention of the govern-
ment of the province to follow the ex-
ample of Ontario and prohibit the ex-
portation of pulpwood cut on crown
lands before manufacturing in Quebec,

Reiterates Policy.

“l have sald that it was our inten-
tion to prohibit these exportations of
pulpwood before it is manufactured in
this province and repeat that now,”
sald the premier. In giving the reason
for the delay in making the public an-
nouncement in the House, Premier
Gouin said that it was well known that
there had been a threat of a tariff war
between Canada and the United
States,

“Such & war concerned the provimce
i , and the desire was not to
em the federal government
though Ottawa had not asked for any
delay,” declared Premier Gouin.

“It is the intention of this govern-
ment to prohibit the exportation of
pulpwood cut from crown lands before
it is manufactured in the province of
Quebec, in the same way as the prohi-
bition applies in Ontario. We also in-
tend to increase the stumpage dues
which have not been increased for ten
years, The increase will be about six-
ty per cent. finally as regards the
ground rent the increase will be from
$3 to $6 a square mile,

Subsequent to the meeting Premier

youin was asked when it was the in-

tention of the Government to stop the
exportation of pulpwood, he replied
an order-in-council would be issued
this session of the assembly. The pre-
mier during the ceurse of his remarks
on the pulpwood spoke as if the new
order of things would be enforced in
the near future. on the three points
he mentioned:
Far Reaching Policy.

The announcement of policy of the
Government on the important ques-
tion of the Quebec national preserve
was listened to closely. The declara-
tion occupied but a small part of the
time required for the long arraign-
ment of the Conservative party, but
its fmportance was selzed upon as
being the most far reaching declara-
tion of the afternoon or perhaps the
whole session. It has been suspected
that the exportation of the pulpwood
had been determined upon but it was
not known until this afternoon thgt
the government was golng the whole
way and raise the bars round, as
regards rent of land for timber pri-
vileges, the cutting of timber and the
exportation of the wood.

Premier Gowin gave as explanation
for the prohibition of the exportation
of the raw material the example of

Mackenzie King Measure Al-
leged to be Aimed at Trusts
Before House Yesterday —
Progress Reported.

Ottawa, April 12.—The whole day
has been spent over Mr. Mackenzie
King's anti-combine imeasure. The de-
bate taking place not on the bill itself
but on the resolution upon which the
bill is founded.

The principle of Mr. Kings bill Is
to compel an investigation under ev-
ery circumstance of publicity when-
ever any set of persons feel aggrieved
at the manner in which a trust com-
bine or merger is conducting its busi-
ness and make out a prima facle case
before a judge that there i8 undue
enhancement of prices. When such a
case has been made out the judge is
to order the calling of a board—the
impeached industrial interests shall
nominate one member, the aggrieved
consumers shall nominate a second
and the chalrman shall be a Judge.
The procedure is to be the same as
that which obtatns in industrial dis-
putes,

Discussion Curious.

The discussion which followed Mr.
Kings speech which was of portentious
length lasting for three hours and a
half was curious. For example Dr.
Michael Clark of Red Deer, the only
living specimen of an English free
trade radical in captivity in Canada,
broke loose and made an old time
downright ding dong free trade “pro-
tection creptes the trusts” speech.
Abolish the tariff he besonght his
leaders, and cheaper lving will be
addéd unto us.

When it was all over Mr. John,
Haggart observed .cheerfully that it
quite took him back to old times
thirty or forty years ago when the
protectionists who now sit on the
treasury benches made just such
speeches,

Mr. E. N. Lewis had a policy of his
own, a permanent commission to con
trol trusts and combines, even as rail-
ways are controlled by the Railway
Commission.

There was square opposition from
some who observed that
bill would enable aggrieved persons
to prosecute a labor uniom for en-
hancing prices. Also there was much
miscellaneous information unloaded on
the House.

Kindly Attitude.

Mr. King in hi$ speech, which was
a voluminous treatise on the whole
subject of trusts, was careful to as-
sume an attitude of something like
entire friendliness to them. The trend
of the age is towards combination and
organization, he said, and the proper
policy is to avail ourselves of the
tendency, but to take precautions to
assure the consumer of fair treatment
and of his proper share of the benefits
gained from combination.

next year,

cumstances, Mr. Borden after meeting
the members, repaired to the, House,
where an \lmportant bill was being
moved by the government, thus per-
mitting the most unrestralned expres.

Official Statement.

The caucus broke up smid hearty
cheering, and the chairman, Mr, G, H.
Perley, issued the following official
statement:

“At a Conservative caucus this morn-
ing, a discussion took place regarding
the extraordinary reports that have
lately appeared in the newspapers cons
cerning dissensions in the Conserva:
tive party and alleged criticism of the
leadershilp of Mr. R. L. Borden,

Campbellton, April 12.-At about
8 o'clock this morning as the 'immi-
grant special train was approaching
the Mill Creek bridge, just on_the
outskirts of the town, the tender of
the engine left the ralls taking with
it five cars. The cars were thrown
together in a tangled mass, the pas-
senger car being badly wrecked, it be-
ing jammed between two baggage
cars and thrown around at right an-
gles to the try All the cars but
three left the rails and were all more
or less damaged and torn from the
trucks. The tender was turned com
pletely over one end resting on top
of the baggage car, '

Many miraculous escapes are report-
ed and in fact it is indeed a wonder
that any of the passengers in the col-
onist sleeper are alive to tell the tale,
One man who was washing at the time
was thrown through a window and
escaped with slight injuries, Another
was shaving and beyond cutting him-
self with the razor and receiving a
bad shaking emerged none the worse
for the experience. A number were
but the most gerlous were
those of a little girl whose collar bone
was broken. * Another girl who was
knitting was plerced through the arm
by one of the needles. and one man
had his leg badly bruised.

Cause Of Accident.

It is believed that the accident was
caused by a faulty palr of wheels on
the tender or a loose brake beam
which dropped down under the wheels,
although this has not yet been finally
determined.

The work of clearing the line is
progressing favorably although con-
siderable delay has been caused by
the fact that the crane had to be
brought from Moncton.

Lettergrams
may be accepted either prepaid or col-
leet under usual regulations, and wlll
be taken at or over tel
or collected on call any time up to
midnight, but as in the case of other
night telegrams will not be put on
the wires until night, and when wires
are clear of full pald day business.
Night lettergrams will be dollvered
free within one half mile of company’s
office in towns of 5,000 population or
less and Within one mile of such office
in other cities or towns, Beyond these

“ limits the company does not under-

take to make delivery; but will with-
ot Hability at sender’s request and as
his agent apd at his expense endeavor
to confract for him for such delivery
at a reasonable price.

This service is inaugurated at prac-
tically one-half the cost of the former
night .service and will no doubt
taken advantage of to a great extent
by the company’s patrons.

Appointments were also made to
the public utilities commission, but
the names of the men selected to per-
form the important duties with which
the commission is charged were not
announced.

The Survey.

ment of the appointments mentioned
above, and stated that no grass will
grow in the St. John Valley before
the surveying parties are set to work.
Mr. Maxwell, who has had 40 years
experience in rallway surveying and
has recently been employed on the
Transcontinental, will be ' given in-
structions to  proceed immediately
with the work of organizing the sur.
vey.

Two parties will be employed, one
operating between Fredericton and
Welsford, and the other between
Woodstock and Andover. Each party
will consist of twelve or more men,
and It is intended to have the survey
completed if possible within three or
four months,

No survey will be made of the route
between Fredericton and Woodstock,
as that particular section has been
surveyed pretiy thoroughly before, and
all the necessary data is available,

A. G. Turney, Provincial Horti-
culturist Tells How To Guard
Against Rot And Scab At
Planting Time.

(By A. G. Turney, Horticulturist.)

The early blight, late blight and
the scab annually cause considerable
loss to the potato growers of New
Brunswick, and hence it is very im-
portant that the treatment of seed
potatoes previous to planting should
be more generally understood and
proctised.

Potato Scab.

The main source of this disease is
generally scabby seed and like most
fungous diseases when once carried to
the soll it spreads very rapidly. There
i no doubt that many potatoes which
leave the field quite free from the
disease become infected in the place
of storage by spores from tubers on
which the disease had developed in
the field. As potato scap spores will
retain their vitality in the soll for as
long as five or six years, it is not un-
usual to plant clean seed and still
harvest a scabby crop

Treatment of Seed for Scab.
Uniless absolutely g
use scabby potatoes for
many tubers are infected, although
not outwardly showing the disease,
the s 3t plan is to treat all seed po-
tatoes by immersing them in a solu-
tion of standard 40 per cent. formalin,
one pint to thirty gallons of water in
a barrel. Place about one and a half

by disease, as by so doing you will
infect the soil for years to come.
Gather everything up and burn as
completely as possible,

After taking the above precautions
at planting, keep all the vines of the
potato plant coated with Bordeaux
Mixture and loss from rot will be re-
duced to a minimum.

Hence thé formation ofgthe
Needlemakers' Company, whose busi-
ness il wag to Incorporate all the
craftsmen then engaged in the indus-
try to guard their interests and to see
that their needles were well and truly
made,

Cromwell’'s Only Charter.

It was not until November 11, 1656
that the gulld got its first charter of
incorporation, and that chartef has an
added interest in that it was the only
one ever known to have been grant-
ed under the hand and seal of the
Lord Protector, Oliver Cromwell, Five
large sheets of parchment were need:
ed to set out the charter, and being
the only one Cromwell ever granted it
is only fitting that it should have his
portrait on the back. .

That charter did well enough for a
time, but a little later the Needlemak-
ers got another charter, this time from
CHharles 11, History says little as to the
redson or need for this second charter
and one can only surmise that the
honest Needlemakers thought it well
to show their loyalty in preferring to
do business under the seal of the
Merry Monarch, rather than exhibit
anything to connect them with the Pro-
tector.

On their arms the Needlemakers
have quite eloguent indications of

A strike which affects more than 150
men was declared yesterday at poon at

E. V. Johnston Inspector of
Subsidized Railways Makes
Some Comparisons--Here to
Inspect St. Martins Road.

Mr. E. V. Johnston, Dominion in-
spector of subsidized railways, arrived
in the city last evening, and will make
a tour of inspection today over the
Hampton and St. Martins Railway.

“Are the 1. 0. R. authorities thinking
of taking over the Hampton line?"” Mr.
Johnson was asked.

“I'm not a clairveyant, so I can't
answer that question.”

“But there is a lot of talk about the
I. C. R. taking over branch lines in this
provinee.”

“Yes. Talk is cheap. But I'm not
in the councils of the I. C. R. authori-
ties, and I'm sure I don’t know whe-
ther they want the Hampton line or
not. My business is simply to inspect
the road, and make a formal report to
the government.”

“Is St. John of sufficient importance
to have provoked you into forming an
opinion about it?”

“Sure. [ have the honor of being a
native of St. John, or—though it may
not be wise to attempt to be jocuiar
in St. John—you might say that St.
John has the honor of being my native
bailiwick. The old town is growing
rapidly, though you hardly notice its
growth as much as you do that of the
cities of the west.

“I always like to compare St. John
with Halifax, which 1 visit frequently.
St. John can give Halifax pointers cn
not a few things. Its people are en-
terprising, pull together, and don’t
wait upon the government or Provi-
dence to shower blessings upon them.
Here in St. John the business men go
out and saw wood, but in Halifax they
believe that all things come to him
who waits. So they live in faith,

THIRTEEN- SETTLERS
PLAGED YESTERDAY

Pomeranian Brings Further
Contingent for This Province
---Mr. Bowder Right Man in
the Right Place.

Mr. A. B. Wilmot, provincial super-
intendent of immigration, had a busy
time yesterday, finding positions for
immigrants who arrived on the Pom-
eraniap, He succeeded in placing thir-
teen of them in different parts of the
province.

Among them were two Swedes and
two Englishmen, C. H. Smith and Wm.
Bailey, who intend to buy farms here,
if, ofter working a year they are con-
vinced of their ability to make good
in this country.

Speaking of the ment of Mr.
A. Bowder as provincial representa-
tive in London, Mr. Wilmot said that
it would have been a very difficult
matter te have made a better selec-
tion. Mr. Bowder was a practical farm-
er, who had made good in this coun-
try, and who had become so enthus-
iastic about the possibilities of immi-
gration to this province that he had
decided to take up the work of en-
couraging’ immigration here at some
personal sacrifice.

“We need an enthusiastic for this
work,” continued Mr. Wilmot, “and we
also want a man with the practical ex-
perience Mr. Bowder possesses—a
man who will be able to exercise a
certain amount of discrimination in
sending people here, At present, our
official in England is not especially
qualified to judge the type of men like-
Iy to succeed in New Brunswick, and
we not infrequently have men sent
out who are not at all desirable.

“And we don't want men destin-
ed to fail. They give the province a
bad reputation, and when they return
