Washington, July 22.—~The passing
of the Canadiad reciprocity by the
Seuate today, in .precisely the form
it emerged from the House, brings to
end President Taft's long fight for the
measure, but dusing the debate which
led up to today’'s final action party
lines were gwept away and a vigorous
fight was waged to saddle the meas-
ure with riders that friends of the
measure claimed would have meant
the defeat of the whole proposition.
Many amendments still are on the
calendar when the Senate convenes.

The bill under the unanimous vot-
ing agreement, effected between the
different wings of both parties, was
taken up, however, without farther
debate in the Seunate, immediately up-
on the conclusion of the routine busi-
ness. No one had figured out in ad-
vance just when the final vote would
be reached, but it was expected during
the late afternoon hours,

Following the passage of the bill
by the Senate and its immediate sig-
nature by Vice-President Sherman,
the measure must be “messaged”
back to the House who originated it,
engrossed on parchment, signed by
Speaker Clark, and then signed by
President Taft. Officially and theo-
retically, the engrossment must be
done while the House is in gession, but
a little while today and then adjourn:
until Wednesday. The bill probably
will not go to the President until his
return from Beverly, Mass, mnext
week. \

AL AGCIDENT
IN AN AUTO RAGE

Driver Ground to Death Speed-
ing at More Than Mile 3
Minute in French Automo-
bile Race. )

Lemans, France, July 23.—~—The
Grand Prix de France, which was run
here today under the auspices of the
Auto Club of Sarthe, was marred by a
fatal accident. The axie of the ma-
chine driven by Maurice Fournier, bro-
ther of the noted automobile racer,
collapsed when the car was speeding
more than & mile a minute in an en-
deavor to overtake the French driver
Hemery. Fournier was crushed to
death beneath the car, aud his me-
chaniclan was hurled a hundred feet
into a fleld and seriously injured.

The race drew the blggest crowd
since the Wright aviation trials in
1908. The tropical heat subjected the
tires and engines to a tremendous
strain, greatly to the interest of the
events as a test of endurance. Four-
teen starters came to the line for
the race, which was over a distance
of 630 kilometres (395 miles), Hemery
won the event in 7 hours and 6 min-
utes, covering the twelve rounds of
the course at an average speed of 91
kilometres (56 miles) an hour. No
other competitor had completed the
distance when the time limit was up
and most of them abandoned the race
altogether before the tenth round.

Tebo has not lost his extraordinary
nerve, He ate a hearty supper. The
execution will be performed by the
sherift or Chief of Police Bowles.

An effort was made recently at Ot-
tawa to have the sentence changed
from that of death to life imprison-
ment but the minister of justice de-
cided that the law must take its course
and Tebot will die this morning.

The gallows has been erected at the
jail and it is expected that the sheriff
will hangithe man, The murderer will
be jerked from the floor by a heavy
weight instead of the drop used in
many hangings.

Tebes trial took place in Digby on
June 16th last and was the shortest
on record in Nova Scotia,

The evidence of 40 withesses was
taken and from the time the prisoner
was placed in the dock till the judge
pronounced sentence only 14 hours
elapsed.

While the judge was pronouncing
sentence, Tebo stood in the dock chew-
ing gum and as he was being led back
to his cell he heaped curses upon
everyone connected with his trial.

JIPAN TO BESENT

SEALING WATERS

Foreign Office at Tokio, It Is
Now Believed, Objects to
Extension of Limit—Expect
Clash,

Tokio, July 22—It 1s understood
that the foreign office has received the
Russjan representation regarding
the extension of the limit of territor-
ial waters.

It is believed that Japan after an
investigation will reply protesting
against the unreasonableness of the
Russian proposal.

An international complication may
rise over Russia’s confiscation of the
Japanese sealer Kofujli Maru off the
Kommandorsky group, the Japanese
asserting that the schooner was on
the high seas when she was seized.

On July 7, in Washington, Great
Britain, Russia, Japan and the United
States signed a seal fisherles agree-
ment which was planned to protect
the fur seals in the North Pacific
ocean for a period of fifteen years.

By the agreement pelagic sealing
was forbidden in the waters of the
North Pacific north of the 13th parailel
of north latitude, including the seas
of Bebring, Okhotsk, Kamchatka and
Japan After outlining the purpese of
the convention, the statement made
jointly by the representatives sald.
“It also prevents the use of any of
he ports or harbors of any of the par-
ties by any persons for any purpose
whatsoever connected with the opera-
tions of pelagic sealing in the waters

and it p the im-
portation into the territory of any of
the parties to the convention of any
seal skins of the American, Russian
cr Japanese herds taken by pelagic
sealing.

“The convention further provides for
tho maintenance of a guard or control
in the waters frequented by the Nerth
Pacific seal herds and for the adop-
tion of appropriate legislation for the
enforcement of the provisions cof the
convention and for co-eperation of all
the parties in carrying out its pur-
poses.”

Rome did not become great until
she obtained control of the Mediter-
ranean—the central sea of the ancient
world; and Middle Age England did
not become secure until she could
repel the rovers who ventured near
her coast,

A few years ago it was suggested
by those bearing the responsibilities
of the naval defeuce of the Empire,
that it would be wise for Canada to
devote a small part of her young
strength to the defence of her own
shores and of her sea borne com-
merce.

Apparent heed was given the ad-
vice the fruit so far produced by the
advice being a naval policy designed
for election purposes rather than for
defence.

Whether it will ever develop Into
anything worthy of the country and
really useful, 18 a question time and
politics alone can answer.

The Problem in Canadian History.

This question suggests the time in
the history of Canada, when naval
power and command of the world's
highway were the detarmining fac
tors in the making of our career;
when the fate of the country hung
in the balance, and when the pres-
ence of seapower was the weight that
determined which side should domin-
ate.

Commodore Byron, it is interesting
to note, was the grandfather of the fa-
mous poet, known in literature as Lord
Byron. Among the sailors Commodore
Byron was known as “Foul Weather
Jack,”! for he mever made a voyage
without experieneing a tempest. In
his youth he was wrecked on a desert
island on the coast of Patagonia where
he and several other survivors of the
wreck were marooned for a consider-
able time. He served throughout the
war that gave Canada to Britain, and
also through the war of the American
Revolution,

Naw York, July 22.-~The net results
of operations on Stock Exchange
(today must have proved disappol
ing to those who expected a contibus

The
local iraction issues, so prominent
earlier in the week, were neglected,
Europe sold about 8,000 shares in thig
market, and houses with London con:
nections say that there are sote ine
creased uncasiness over the Morocco
situation, It is probable, however,
that London selling was due chiefly
to the fact that prices in this market
were established at higher levels
than in London In the early part of
the day. The London selling was a
factor in weakening the local market,

OF HON. WM. PUGSLEY'S

If Election Does Not Cause
Him to Forget About it,
Mr. Pugsley will do Big
Things.

Whether or not lnspired
sire ‘of having a cool and ady re-
treat after next elections, Hon. Mr.
Pugsley is to be coungratulated on his
promptitude in having a survey made
of Fort Howe with the object of con-
verting it into a park.

The survey was made on Saturday
by Lieut. C, B. Russell, of Halifax and
Assistant City Engineer Hatfleld, with
a rodman.  The survey might have
been made before if somebody had
only taken the minister up on the
high mountain to show him the won-
ders of St. John, and the other things
roundabout. But unfortunately Mr.
Pugsley was never tempted to take a
stroll to the top of Fort Howe until
the other day, being no doubt so -
terested in the developments of Court-
enay Bay, and citizens have been de-
prived of the benefit of the inspiration
which came to him as he commuued
with his familiar spirit on the moun-
tain top.

It is understood that Lieut. Russell
was greatly impressed with the pos-
sibilities of Fort Howe and will recom-
mend that a driveway be comstructed
around the slope of the hill and cire-
ling the top. This will be open to
automobiles. It Is said the ascent by
way of Main street will be too steep
for automobiles, but that they will be
able to go up by way of Rockland
road and come down by way of Main
street

It is also proposed to comnstruct a
massive iron railing around the top
of the hill to prevent people and auto-
cars tumbling over.

It does not appear that Mr, Russell
was asked to report on the question
of planting trees, and gardens on the
hill, but he was of the opinion that
these accessories could be added with-
out much trouble.

The money which will be expended
on Fort Howe will come from the
National Battleflelds Fund, whicn
has been voted by parliament for the
preservation of historic battle grounds.
