Fierce fighting between the Allies and the Germans con­
tinues in the western theatre of war, especially in the district 

•^fiear the North Sea coast in Belgium, around Nieuport, and 
southeasterly toward the River Lys,

The Germans claim that they have thrown additional 
forces westward across the Yser, between Nieuport and Dix­
mude, and that, despite the fact that the Allies had received 
reinforcements, the Germans have advanced at several points 
northeast of Ypres, and taken over 500 British prisoners, a 
number of them officers,

The latest French report admits that the Germans have 
crossed the Yser, but goes no further in this respect, It is 
not known, therefore, whether this is a reiteration of the 
precious acknowledgment of a German corps crossing there,, 
is confirmation of the last German claim,

Along the renrainder of the battlefront In Belgium only 
brief mention of the operations is made. South of Lille, the 
French claim repulses to the Germans and advance by the 
Allies near Soissons and Craonne. Artillery engagements are 
proceeding on the heights of the Meuse and in the Woevre 
district. Tn the Argonne a German infantry regiment is said 
to have been annihilated,

BRITISH CRUISER
SINKS SUBMARINE.

London, Oct. 25.—Offici­
al announcement is made 
that a German submarine 
has been rammed and sunk 
by the British destroyer 
Badger, Commander Chartes 
Freemantle, off the Dutch 
coast. The Badger’s bow 
was somewhat damaged,

London, Oct 25.—-The Sunday Observer prints a despatch sent by 

a correspondent In the Department of Pas De Calais, France, saying 
that through the cutting of the dykes in the low country southeast of 
Dixmude a large German force has been flooded out. Some estimates 
place the German losses there at five thousand drowned, besides thirty 
thousand killed and wounded. This may give some hint, the despatch 
adds, as to what Is meant when it Is declared that the fighting in this 
region Is the most (leaperate of the entire war thus far.

A large number of women spies have been captured and promptly 
shot In the vicinity of Dixmude. In some cases the women declared 
they had been terrorized into practicing espionage. Almost 
exception they had no Idea of the risk they were running, or the pen- 
•Ity for their offense.

The Belgian field army Is doing staunch work around Dixmude. 
Four times on Thursday afternoon the Germans charged the Belgian 
trenches with the bayonet along the whole front Each time they 
repulsed with heavy losses.

Regarding Its local aspect the German retreat toward Thlelt after 
the repulse at Dixmude may be described as a rout, for although the 
retreat was covered by German artillery the French took more than 
1,900 prisoners, Including 700 wounded.

The 
report, written Saturday and telegraphed to London, paya tribute to 
the Russian army’s handling of the situation in capture of the Austri­
an territory.

American cotton shipments will not be considered contraband of 
war. Great Britain has notified the United States government to this 
effect. This will permit the safe movement of cotton to any point, 
even includlnv Germany and Austria.

It is believed the British government’s decision with regard to cot­
ton will also apply to non-contraband cargoes from à neutral coun­
try transported in neutral ships.

It appears from the official reporta Issued from Gei*man and 

French headquarters, that the Germane, finding It Impossible to ad- 
along the coast toward Dunkirk, owing to the fire to which they 

were subjected from the British and French warships, took a route a 
little more inland, and have succeeded In crossing the Yser Canal, 
which the Belgians have been defending stubbornly for a week past, to 
the west of Dixmude.

They have also made progress to the 
still in possession of Roulera, towards which the allies were advancing 
last week, and at one time were reported to have captures. The 
Germans claim to have taken five hundred British troops In the fight­
ing in this neighborhood.

Of the gains claimed by the Germane, the French report makes no 
mention, dismissing the battle with the sentence: “There Is no change 
to report between the sea and the region around Arras.”

To add to the trials of the troops engaged in the desperate fighting 
a short spell of fine weather haa given place to another downpour of 
rain, which will convert the lowlands of Flanders into great lakes.

Of the battle* on the centre and left wing the German report does 
not speak, but the French declare they are maintaining their posi­
tions In the Argonne and on the Heights of the Mouse, and have do. 
stroyed three more German batteries. From unofficial sources It is 
learned that the French have made some advance In the mountains 
along the Alsace border.

SOLDIERS HERE

SERVIAN.
Nleh, Oct. 24, via London, 4.36 p.m.—A semi-official statement given 

out In this city today declares that on October 20 the enemy attacked 
the Servian and Montenegrin troops along the whole Bosnian front. All 
these onslaughts were repulsed and some of the enemy’s columns 
which had made counter attacks against the Servians were compelled 
to retreat in disorder.

In the pursuit of these detachments Servian troops advanced for 
some distance.

At all other points on the front the situation remains unehanged, 
the statement continues. The enemy from time to time has opened ar­
tillery and Infantry fire, sometimes feebly, against the Servian posi­
tions at Gutchevo, Mitrovitza and in the direction of Belgrade.

AUSTRIAN.
Amsterdam, via London, Oct. 24, 3.24 p. m —A despatch from Vi­

enna brings the following official announcement by the Autsrian gov­
ernment under date of Oct. 23:

“Strong Servian and Montenegrin forces which had penerated the 
southeastern frontier districts In East Bosnia that were offensive works 
were defeated on October 22, after a severe battle lasting three days, 
In the region of Nokro, and forced to retreat hastily. Details will follow 
later as the results of the pursuit are not yet known.”

The report of the battle was signed by Ordnance Master Potiorek.

London, Oct. 26—"The German cam­
paign with aeroplane bombs against 
Warsaw has been rather effective,” 
says the Warsaw correspondent of 
Reuter’s Telegram Company. "On one 
day forty-four people were killed or 
wounded and of these only nine were 
soldiers. On another day there 
slxty-two casualties. No soldiers 
Injured at that time, but many chil­
dren, who were drawn Into the streets 
by curiosity were struck. Each aero­
plane, apparently has an equipment of 
five bombs which are fired at Intentais 
in the flight across the city.

“According to Information gleaned 
from prisoners, aeroplane raids on 
London are impending.

"From all accounts the Germans for 
some time were under the delusion 
that they would be welcomed in War­
saw and therefore started the drop­
ping of bopabs from aeroplanes com­
paratively late in the fighting.

“Relatively few prisoners have been 
triken In the lighting along the Vis­
tula. This is explained by the mutual 
hatred of the contestants and their 
determination to come to mortal 
clutches. During a fight at Rashin, 
near Warsaw, the Germans 
strongly entrenched In the forests.

FIGHTING IN EAST.

In Poland a very heavy battle Is now in progress between the 
fortresses of Ivangorod and Radom, where the Germane and Austrians, 
who were defeated In their first attempt to cross the Vistula before the 
former city, have made a stand against the Russians, who have fol­
lowed In the hope of destroying them.

Both sides have, according to their own reporte, made prisoners 
snd captured guns, but the battle, which extends over a front of 
twenty-six miles, has not yet been decided.

The Austrians are still making a bold effort to cross the River San, 
and are Carrying on a splendid fight south of Przemyel In the hope of 
reaching and re-capturing Lemberg.

The Montenegrins today admit that they have had to withdraw to 
thalr previous positions along the Bosnian frontier, after an attack by 
a superior force of Austrians.

The sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years old, may home­
stead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatch­
ewan or Alberta. Applicant must ap­
pear in person at the Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the Dis­
trict. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency), on certain condi­
tions.

Duties—Six months residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader mag live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres, on certain 
conditions. A habitable house is re­
quired except where residence Is per­
formed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader 
In good standing may pre-empt a quar­
ter-section alongside his homestead. 
Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residency in 
each of three years after earning 
homestead patent; also 50 acres ex- 
tfrà cultivation, 
may be obtained as soon as homestead 
patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his 
homestead right may take a purchased 
homestead in certain districts. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside six 
months In each of thrée years, culti­
vate 50 acres and erect a house worth 
$300.

The area of cultivation is subject to 
reduction in case of rough, scrubby 
or stony land.

The 
generous criticisms of Major-General 
Hughes, not only in Canada but 
among Canadians here, were suffici­
ently answered by Lord Roberts in 
welcoming the soldiers of the Cana­
dian contingent after Inspecting them 
at Salisbury yesterday.

Lord Roberts, who is their Honor­
ary Colonel, said: "The prompt re­
solve of Canada to give us such val­
uable assistance has touched us deep­
ly. That resolve has been quickened 
Into action in what I consider a mar­
vellously short period of time under 
the excellent organizing and driving 
power of your Minister of Militia, my 
friend Major-General Hughes. In less 
than three months from the declar­
ation of war, I am able to greet this 
fine body of soldiers on English soil.

Canadian soldiers on leave are now 
frequently seen on the streets of Lon­
don, where the blue shoulder straps 
of their Uniforms make them conspic-

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should be no diminution in the freight 
traffic, and if we are deprived of the 
pleasure of seeing some of the big 
passenger liners in port, we will have 
the satisfaction of knowing that their 
absence from the trans-Atlantic trade 
is due to the fact that the Empire re­
quires them for more serious busi­
ness. and the Empire comes first.

The indications, however, are that 
the shortage from this cause will not 
be serious. Already, it is understood 
that one of the new C. P. R. liners 
will open the season, and while no an­
nouncement has yet been made, it is 
the belief that she will sail from St. 
John direct. Thig seems to be the 
opinion of t.he Grit newspapers in 
Halifax, which are stating that St. 
John has stolen a lap on the sister 
port, and this year will get the C. P. 
It. boats again. Other lines are ar­
ranging their sailing lists for the 
winter, and although it is not easy to 
go all tad until something approaching 
definite knowledge of the likelihood 
of the Imperial Government continu­
ing to require the ships is received, 
it is felt that the services will be 
nearly normal.

In considering the winter season 
from the point of view of trade and 
employment for St. John, it should 
not be forgotten that this winter Is 
likely to see much special work done 
here. It is expected that there will 
be three steamers a week loading 
horses, which will have the effect of 
bringing no small amount of extra 
business. It is also likely that the 
supplies of foodstuffs to be shipped 
through this port will be larger than 
for some years, and while inward car­
goes may be light on account of dis­
turbed conditions in Europe, there is 
the probability that the export trade 
w ill more than make up the shortage.

In the matter of port equipment. 
SL John Is in a betqter position than 
in former winters. Hon. Mr. Hazen 
has had our interests well In hand, 
aud it was largely through his efforts 
that, the decision was reached to has­
ten the work on the West Side whar­
ves after public works elsewhere in 
Canada had been curtailed or tem­
porarily abandoned. The value of 
this is seen in the fact that there will 
be at. least three more berths avail­
able for steamers, two of which will 
accommodate 800-foot ships, while the 
largest vessels now coming here 
less than 600 feet in length. In fact, 
■the situation may be summed up by 
the statement that our port accommo­
dation is better than ever and there 
is every indication there will be need 
for all of it. The outlook for the win­
ter port business Is much brighter 
than it was expected to be.

“THE WHITE PAPERS."

The Standard presents to Its readers 
this morning the full text of the most 
Important document in connection 
with the war in Europe. It is the fa­
mous "White Papers" issued by the 
British Government that the world 
might know the real history of the 
events leading up to Great Britain's 
participation in the greatest war of all 
time. A perusal of the correspondence 
contained in this remarkable docu­
ment must impress the reader with 
the fact that up to the ' ery last min­
ute, Britain's sole actuating desire was 
to maintain the peace of Europe and 
of the world, but events reached a 
stage where she had no recourse but 
that of armed force, if she would not 
become a bye-word and reproach. The 
neutrality of the Belgians was guaran­
teed by "Great Britain in common with 
other nations of Europe. Germany 
violated this neutrality iu defiance of 
her own plighted w ord aud it became 
necessary for Britain to take up arms 
and by their use defend the bond.

While the world has been given a 
smattering Knowledge of events prior 
to the outbreak of hostilities, it is 
only after reading the official corres­
pondence and records, such as em­
bodied in the document which The 
Standard presents this morning, that 
one can appreciate the real motive of 
Britain in this war 
"The White Papers " constitute a most 
important contribution to the history 
of the present conflict. They are pub­
lished by The Sandard at considerable 
additional expense but this is willing-

THE WAR SITUATION.

Whai is described as the most se- 
’ » eve battle of the war is now in pro­

gress in Northern France and reports 
from it indicate that no decisive re­
sult has yet been achieved. The Ger­
mans have gained ground against 
French troops opposing them, but, to 
offset this, the French, in the Meuse 

' region, claim to have made substan­
tial progress and to have silenced 
three German batteries, one of which 
w as made up of heavy guns. The Ger­
man advance toward Dunkirk, on the 
coast, has been checked by the fire of 
the British warships and the enemy 
has been forced to approach his goal 
by another route. It is evident that 
the Germans will not be permitted to 
establish themselves within gunshot 
range of the coast and if the success 
of the warships in this instance can 
be taken as a standard by which to 
judge future efforts, it would seem that 
the danger of a German attack upon 
England, or, indeed of German's abil­
ity to get her troops out of the pres­
ent fighting zone, by the water route, 
is more fancied than real.

Count Von Bernstorff, German Am­
bassador to the I ni ted States, whose 
activities to date have found outlet 
chiefly through the medium of the 
agency which supplies "doped” Ger­
man news for foreiign consumption, has 
raised the point with the United States 
Government that if Germany should 
attempt to land iroops in Canada the 
act would not constitute an infringe­
ment of the Monroe Doctrine. The 
German Ambassador claims that .as 
Canada has sent troops to fight against 
Germany, it would be but fair reprisal 
if Germany should attempt to gain a 
temporary foothold on the North Am­
erican continent.

In view of the fact that the British 
navy is still intact, and that it re­
quired but a very few ships to make 
the French coast intenable ground 
for the German array, Von Bernstorff's 
statements, w’hile they may reflect his 
ambition, are not to be taken serious­
ly. Before Germany can land troops 
in Canada it is necessary for her to 
take the British navy into account, for 
H is natural to suppose that at the 
first suggestion of such a move the 
British Admiralty would take the 
necessary measures to cope with it. 
Canadians need have no anxiety, for 
the present at any rate.

On the Eastern frontier the fighting 
continues between the Russians and 
Austro-Germans. but there, as in 
France, no decisive results have been 
reported On sea the Allies are still 
successful, the lamming of a German 
submarine by the British cruiser 
Badger being the latest evidence of 
activity. Altogether the operations of 
Saturday and yesterday are well 
med up in the statement of the French 
war office, which simply says "the sit­
uation is satisfactory.”

HARDEST ENGAGE MENT NOW ON

Paris, OcL 25—The hardest engagement since the commencement 
of the war ie now on from the coast down to Arrae. The principal 
scene of the conflict is around La Baeeee, virtually dominating Lille, 
where the German troops threw themselves in masses against the Al­
lies. For the most part British troops are engaged here.

Both sides have suffered terribly. The Black Watch and Royal 
Irish regiments have been In the thickest of the fighting, and the Brit­
ish casualty list is very great, although much smaller than that of the 
Germans, who encountered them In solid formation.

There has not been a minute’s respite In the conflict since Friday 
morning, except during the darkest hours of the night, but even then 
the artillery of both armies kept up a continuous duel.

The Germans appeared at this point to have an inexhaustable sup­
ply of men, whorh they did not spare. Everywhere where one man 
fell, two seemed to appear to fill the gap. The Allies, however, have 
at their disposal fresh troops, and succeeded In repulsing the Germans 
whenever they pushed a formidable attack home.

“All the transport arrangements of the Allied troops are working 
splendidly, and the men at the front are kept well fed and supplied 
with ammunition.

Part of this sum will be 
devoted to the relief of suffering 
caused by the war in Great Britain to 
soldiers' dependents and through un­
employment, and a liberal grant will 
be made for the relief of Belgian suf-

The Times' fund for sick and 
wounded already amounts to more 
than $2,500,000. Five hundred motor 
ambulances for use in France so far 
have been purchased with this money, 
while 200 private cars have been do­
nated for this work. All of this fund 

expended 
to tlm Red Cross.

Queen Mary’s fund for providing 
work for women has reached nearly 
$400,000. The Dally Telegraph raised 
nearly $200,00( for 
shilling subscriptions in the few days 
since the fall of Antwerp, while the 
Pall Mall Gazette previously had turn­
ed over to the Belgian minister in 
London $ 125,000 from its subscribers.

A fund for wounded and needy In­
dian soldiers, started a few days ago 
by British people who formerly lived 
in India, now amounts to $275,000.

Princess Mary's appeal to purchase 
Christmas gifts for the men at the 
front has yielded nearly $90,000, and 
the readers of the Daily News have 
sent in $5.000 for Christmas puddings.

In response to Queen Mary's appeal 
to women for 300,000 belts, and the 

number of pairs of socks, 10,000 
of each are being shipped to the front 
daily.

Grand Duke Michael's attempt to 
secure 250,000 pairs of gloves, and the 
same number of pairs of mittens, for

Washington, Oct. 23—At today's 
session of the five per cent, advance

We 
wanted not only precept, but exam­
ple. The union of practice with theory 
gave tremendous force to the teach­
ings of Paul. This great man had a

cult to handle, but he trained it by 
exercise. He was not a nar^ 
row fanatic, but a many sided 
character. He had tremendous powers 
of concentration, gained by self discip­
line. He was a student, but not a re­
cluse, a mystic, but not an idle dream­
er. His fiery zeal enabled him to do 
herculean labors, but necessitated 
constant self discipline.

vaul did not consider himself re­
moved from the ordinary temptations 
of men. His view of the Christian man 
was that he should be tried war­
rior who knew how to use his arms. 
To him that overcometh is the crown 
of life.

The preacher said we must exercise 
to preserve our health and the same 
law operated in the moral realm. 
Paul's asceticism 'was the asceticism 
of the soldier not the coward who 
runs away.

Referring to the war, Dr. Herridge 
said he hoped the ordeal we were now 
going through would make Canadians 
a more united people, and capable of 
greatèr self discipline, and a deeper 
religious life.

regiment at St John, and work will 
be started before long at the armory, 
fitting It up with accommodations for 
the men to be mustered here. On Sat­
urday Lleut.-Colonel J. Houllston of 
Halifax, of the engineering staff for 
this military district, and Major E. C. 
Dean dt the Army Service Corps, were 
in the city, and made an inspection of 
the facilities here for mustering men 
for the New Brunswick regiment, and 
for other units Which may be mobiliz­
ed here.

In all the White Paper contains one hundred and fifty- 
nine documents, all included within a period of less than a 
fortnight, showing how sudden and intense was the crisis 
and how extreme was the diplomatic activity that accom­
panied its develooment,

The White Paper anticipates the Austro-Hungarian note 
of July 23, for the first despatch, dated July 20, gives the 
account of a conversation between Sir Edward Grey and the 
German Ambassador in regard to the disquieting situation 
between Austria-Hungary and Servia, The last, which is 
dated Aug, 4, is the British ultimatum presented to Germany 
in regard to the latter's violation of the integrity of Belgian 
territory,

The St, John Standard prints herewith the full text of the 
White Papers of the British Government giving the official 
diplomatic correspondence that immediately preceded Brit­
ain's declaration of war against Germany, as presented to 
the British Parliament.

This Is by far the most important document bearing upon 
the European situation. It was first issued in the form of a 
blue book by the British Foreign Office on August 5, It con­
tains the despatches and documents that were exchanged 
between the British Foreign Secretary, Sir Edward Grey, and 
the British Ambassador on the continent, respecting the cri­
sis produced by the Austro-Hungarian note sent to Servia 
July 23rd, and the subsequent invasion of Servia by the forces 

of Austria-Hungary.

M. Cambon refered today to a tele­
gram that had been shown to Sir Ar­
thur Nlcolson this morning from the 
French Ambassador In Berlin, saying 
that it was the uncertainty with re­
gard to whether we would Intervene 
which was the encouraging element in 
Berlin, and that if we would only de­
clare definitely on the side of Russia 
and France it would decide the Ger­
man attitude In favor of peace.

I said that it was quite wrong to 
supposeXthat we had left Germany un­
der the impression that we would not 
Intervene. I had refused overtures to 
nromlse that we should remain neu­
tral. I had not only definitely declined 
to say that we would remain neutral,
I had even gone so far this morning 
as to say to the German Ambassador 
that if Prance and Germany became 
involved in war we should be drawn 
Into it. That, of course, was not the 
same thing as taking an engagement 
to France, and 
it only to show that we had not left 
Germany under the impression that we 
would stand aside.

M. Gambon then asked me for my 
reply to what he had said yesterday.

I said that we had come to, the con 
elusion in the Cabinet today that we 
could not give any pledge at the pre­
sent time. Though 
put our policy before Parliament, we 
could not pledge Parliament in ad­
vance. Up to the present moment we 
did not feel, and public opinion did 
not feel, that any treaties or obliga­
tions of this country were involved.

Sir: I told the German Ambassador 

today that the reply* of the German 
Government with regard to the neu­
trality of Belgium was a matter of 
very great regret, because the neu­
trality of Belgium affected feeling In 
this country. If Germany could see 
her way to give the same assurance 
as that which had been given by 
France it would materially contribute 
to relieve anxiety and tension here. 
On the other hand, if there were a 
violation of the neutrality of Belgium 
by one combatant while the other re­
spected it, it woultf be extremely dif­
ficult to restrain public feeling in 
this country.

"This, indeed, is a magnificent 
contribution to the Imperial army 
now at work in Europe. We in the 
Motherland are deeply conscious 
of the splendid loyalty which 
Canadians, like all kinds of peo­
ple overseas, have displayed at 
this critical time. A good many 
Canadian farmers find It difficult 
to leave their farms for the front. 
They may rest assured that by 
staying in Canada and growing 
wheat for us for 1916, they will 
perform a very real service to 
the Empire.”
The "Evening Standard" says: —

"They are a fine body of men. 
They represent the best manhood 
of Canada. They are well fitted to 
uphold the honour and dignity of 
the Empire, and they are enthusi­
astic in their desire to participate 
in a great world fight for the lib­
erty and sanctity of treaties, and 
determined to do whatever the 
British military authorities ask 
in the thorough business-like way 
characteristic of them."
The London "Star" recalls that the 

troops have had Ao severe training, 
but will now get it soon, and be equal 
to the hardships of actual 
"Many are either athletes, or have fol­
lowed pursuits which harden the mus­
cles and make them at the outset as 
fit as seasoned soldiers," it says. "They 
expect to be in the field themselves, 
and they would consider it would 
hardly be fair to be sent 3,000 miles 
Just to do garrison for the British."

It was for this reason that an all- 
powerful Imperial navy was known to 
be a necessity for the Empire’ 
vat ion, and any menace to Britain's 
naval supremacy in Europe was an 
even greater menace to the Domin­
ion's British connection than if they 
had been directly attacked. Colonial 
navies could of themselves be but 
commerce protectors, and only even 
that while the Imperial navy main­
tained its supremacy. Loss of the Im­
perial naval supremacy and the neces­
sarily minor colonial navies would be 
swept aside as easily as ‘a scrap of 
paper" was In Europe two months ago.

it is for such reasons that the Ger­
man colonial secretary says that the 
fate of the colonies will be decided on 
the battlefields of Europe. It Is for 
the same reasons that the British Ad­
miralty and the Canadian Government 
earnestly desired, two years ago, the 
immediate strengthening of the Brit­
ish navy at once, to be followed when 
any danger to its supremacy was re­
moved by commerce protectors design­
ed and maintained by the several do­
minions. New Zealand listened to the 
urgent call and is represented where 
the fate .of the colonies will -be decid­
ed, but, unfortunately, the desire of 
Canada to do likewise was thwarted.

WHEHETHE FITE 
IFTHE CUDDIES 
WLL IE DECIDED

The fate of the German colonies will 
not be decided on the Pacific or in 
Africa, but on the European battle­
fields is the assetlon of Dr. VV. S. 
Solf, German Secretary of State for 
Colonies and one-time Governor of 
German Somoa. Germany fears Eng­
land's sea power is another statement 
by the same authority. His argument 
really means the victory In Isolated 
territories must be only a temporary 
advantage if defeat is the result where 
the mighty armaments, sea and land, 
are congregated.

The German colonial secretary is 
not alone an advocate of such a view ; 
with him are the 'British Government 
and the Canadian Government, while 
opposed to this view is only Sir Wil­
frid Laurier and his shattered follow­
ing in Canada. Victory for Britain In 
Europe places the German colonies at 
the mercy of Britain; but a triumph­
ant Germany would soon regain any 
lost possessions, and in addition take 
from the''Empire what it desired. Can­
ada’s future is being decided in the 
North Sea.

this moment must be far worse. It 
seems certain that if the war lasts 
no longer than six months fully one- 
half the German industrial population 
not actually fighting will be out of 
work. The German commanders may 
exact fines from poor Belgian cities, 
but that cannot prevent the collapse 
of the German economy.

Time, Therefore, With Ue.
Time is, therefqre, with us In this 

great contest. The German» economy 
cannot withstand the strain of a pro­
longed contest, and, quite apart from 
the military side of the matter, we are 
able to state that, unless the nearly 
seventy millions of German» people 
are prepared to face the most extra­
ordinary privations, they cannot en­
dure the strain of a protracted war. 
Each month that passes will make the 
British position stronger both in a mil­
itary and an economic sense, while 
it makes the German position weaker, 
The sum of the whole matter Is, there­
fore, that it is highly improbable that 
this war will be a long one. It could 
only be that, it seems to me, of the 
Germans were so successful in repell­
ing the Russian invader, while con­
tinuing and enlarging the invasion of 
France, and they could bring such 
influence and pressure to bear upon 
neutrals as to secure the means of 
economic continuity. And there is 
nothing in the military situation to 
mnike that a likely prospect. Never­
theless are we well advised in so great 
a matter to prepare against the worst

How the Navy Paya 
The "Naval and Military Record* 

publishes an interesting calculation 
showing what would have been the 
cost to Great Britain had prices risen 
owing to any failure of the British 
navy to control the enemy’s fleet The 
average expenditure per head per 
week is reckoned at $2 and the prob­
able rise at $1, which is thought a 
moderate estimate. With a population 
of 46,000,000, the increase would rep­
resent an extsa expenditure for food, 
manufactured goods and clothing of

Britain’s participation in the Euro­
pean conflict brought Canada, for the 
first time, to & realization of the po­
sition of this country in the Empire. 
Three courses wére open to Canadi­
ans: (1) neutrality, (2) separation, 
or (3) participation.

The neutrality policy had for years 
found advocates among the leaders 
of the Liberal party. Some went so 
far aa to say that unless Canada was 
menaced this country should not par­
ticipate in the defence of the Empire. 
The war has proved the neutrality 
doctrine impossible, for Canada Is ei­
ther in the Empire, and therefore at 
war, if Britain is at war, or this coun­
try must sever all connection with 
the Motherland and the other Domin­
ions. Even if a possible position, Bel­
gium's fate Indicates the uncertainty 
of peace for this country if we had 
sacrificed national honor in a hope of 
national security.

Separatists are few in Canada, and 
even the treason of these few is to­
day clouded by protestations of loy­
alty. Therefore, the second course 
found no public advocates.

• Only One Course
There only remained one position 

—that of participation—a position in 
keeping with our national honor, po­
litical /dations and Imperial aspira­
tions. The adoption of this course 
has brought forcibly home to the Can­
adian people what a triumphant Brit­
ish navy means to Canada and the 
Empire. The navy is the great com­
mercial Insurance policy of the politi­
cal, industrial and agricultural life of 
the Empire.

The answer to this statement is that 

week by week Germany Is approach­
ing an economic standstill. She has 
certain stocks, and certain of her 
trades, of course, are busy making war 
materials out of those stocks. With 
every day that passes, however, the 
time surely approaches when Germany 
will be brought to actual ruin. Al­
ready unemployment 
bad in almost all the German trades. 
Taflce, for example, the great Metal 
Workers’ Trade Union, the greatest 
trade society in the world. Fully 20 
per cent, of its members are at the 
war, and It la a union which 1s largely 
employed upon the making of arma­
ments. Neverthlsss, 12 pr cent, of Its 
members are unemployed. The Wood­
workers’ Union has 50 per cent, of its 
members out of work. The Masons’ 
Trade Union, with a membership of 
12,000, of whom one-sixth are at the 
war, has yet 2,500 members out of 
work. These figures are, up to about

$60,000,000 a week. Therefore, the 
navy has saved the nation about $420,- 
000,000. •

What Canada a8ved
The navy has saved to Canada a 

proportionate amount, and saved, in 
addition, thousands of our producers 
from actual bankrutcy. The saving 
to this country in the nine weeks of 
the war is estimated at $72,000,000. 
Defeat of the British navy would
