Michelin prize on Monday. ‘' In
reality, Mr. Wright covered about oo
miues, the force of the wind obliging him
to make wide turns.
- Le Mans, Sept. 23.—Mr. Wilbur Wright
made a crushing answer, to his critics of
the last few days by a marvelous flight of
one hour,. thirty-one minutes and twenty
seconds, during which time he travel-
ed an.actual distance of ninety-eight kilo-
metres, or nearly sixty-one miles. .
By this feat he established a new world’s
record, beating his brother’s best perform-
ance hy more, than a quarter of an hour
and demonstrating in- a most convineing
manner the enormous superiority of the
Wright aeroplane over all others yet tried.
‘When he descended from the machine it
was practically dark, but the landing was
effected without the slightest shock and
exactly at the starting point.
Henry White, the American Ambassador
to France, who witnesed the trial, stepped

|grants of this railroad increased to $11,000

NEW ZEALAND’S EXPERIMENT
When New Zealand adopted its old age

During the preceding twelve
years he must not have been imprisoned
for four months or on four occasions for
an offence punishable by twelve months’
imprisonment, nor during 25 years have
been imprisoned for five years for any of-
fence. The pensioner must not have de-
serted his wife and children during the
preceding 12 years and must have lived
a sober and reputable life for five years.
His yearly income must not exceed $300,

*THE SPLITLOG ORIG

(Richibucto Review.)

The use of the split log drag in road
making which has been advocated in.our
provincial papers so strengly of late is re-
ceiving a practical test in at least one di-|
vision- of the county. Road Guperinten-!
dent J. L. Futchinson is prcbably the
first official this county to ue one of
these simple and efficient contrivances,|
and at present he has three in use in his!
division. The first one to be used in the’
country so far as is known, was made
by Mr. A. J. Girvan, of Rexton, and
purchased by Mr. Hutchinson. It is made
of spruce with the dragging surfaces faced
with iron. The others are made of hard
wood. An example of the excellent work

! ley, minister of public works, Hon. H. A.
' McKeown, John Keefe and -E. H. McAl-
pine addressed the gathering. Each of the
speakers was well received.

The speechmaking started soon after 2
' o’clock. Councillor J. M. Donovan was
| elected to the chair, and in a few remarks
'introduced the minister of public works
. who was received with cheers.
f Dr. Pugsley expressed his pleasure at
| seeing so many of the young people of the
! parish of Simonds and the neighborhood.
He went on to say that when elected by
acclamation he felt the great responsi-
bility imposed on him. He asked if they
lthought he had done well (applause). If
bhe had failed in performing his duties
he would have desired to Teceive their
condemnation. ‘He asked them to give
him a renewal of their confidence on
October 26. The Conservatives, he said,
always spoke of the leadership of Bir
John Macdonald, and what he accompli-
shed in Canada. Sir John McDonald
died more than 19 years ago, and he did
not believe that any party could expect

‘|to win by appealing to the past. The

Liberals pointed on the other hand to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who was the pride
and glory alike of Liberals and Conserva-
| tives.
Dr. Pugsley went on to speak of the
| condition of affairs which existed prior
to 1896 and of those that have held
good since. Under the national policy he
| said, many industries had been fostered,
but it had crippled the foreign trade of
|the country. The immigration policy of
! the Conservative government lacked en-
ergy. When Sir Wilfrid Laurier was re-
turned to power he inaugurated a policy
by which the young men and women were
kept at home instead of going to foreign
countries to make their living. Not only
| so, but many of the best out of the popu-
i lations of Europe were attracted here.
The British preference was a measure
by which Canadians showed their appreci-
ation of what England had done for
them.  The trade with the mother coun-
| try had more than doubled in the eleven
| years increasing from $237;000,000 to $660,-
1000,000. In the same time-the population
of Canada has increased one-fifth. The Con-
servative leaders spoke of the enormous
| amount of taxes taken out of ‘the country,
but if the figures are studied it would
| be seen that taxes had not increased.
| The revenues had increased not by means
' of greater taxes, but because laboring
men were earning more and land values
. had increased enormously.

i The Post Office.

The record of the Post office, Dr. Pugs-
|ley continued, was one which appealed
_to the country. Sir Adolphe Caron was
asked to reduce the rate of postage and

he refused. The Liberals, he eaid, had
| reduced the rate on Canadian letters to
| two cents and on English mail from 5
lcents to two cents. This resulted in a
Esutplus of more than $1,000,000 instead of
as under the Conseérvatives a deficit of
$700,000. Improvements were being made
continually in the service, the latest fea-
ture of which was a free rural mail de-
livery system.

Remarking that his opponents were fond
of saying he was not always a Liberal
Dr. Pugsley said as he had got along in
years he had tried to improve himself in

every way. IHe was proud to be a Lio-
eral and proud that Sir Wilfred Laurier
had thought him worthy of a place in
his cabinet. He was not ashamed of hav-
ing belonged to the Independent party
at a time when the government of the day
seemed determined to allow subsidized
steamers to build up a foreign port at the
expense of Canada. In the city of St. John
the government had undertaken large
and important works. They would not
only do the dredging but also part of the
wharf building. He did not pretend that
the government was doing any more than
its duty to St. John. They had a right,
however, to ask for the approval of the
city. The department of public works
was now spending millions of dollars in
developing and improving all parts of the
country. ;

Last year enough Canadian grain, Dr.
Pugsley continued, was carried through
Buffalo to keep 500 cars going steadily
for five months. As a result of the pol-
icy of the Liberal party to carry Canadian
goods through Canadian ports it would
not be many years before the exports
from all the maritime province ports
would be increased 500 per cent. The
Grand Trunk Pacific, one of the greatest
works of the Liberal party, would open
up a country the resources of which were
still undreamed of. Mr. Borden’s policy
was to stop at North Bay, but Sir Wilfrid
Laurier was determined that the road
should be all Canadian. In two years
the road would be opened to these prov-
inces. He went on to refer to the favor-
able report of the borings recently made
in Courtenay Bay and eaid the site was
eminently -suited for terminal purposes.

What policy, Dr. Pugsley asked, had
the Conservatives to offer? They had mo
policy, he said, of constructive statesman-
ship, but they alleged that the govern-
ment were a lot of grafters and ought to
be turned out. When in St. John Mr.
Borden ‘spoke - about the Saskatchewan
land deal and of other charges, but ‘there
was absolutely no foundation for any of
them. i

He said, in conclusion, that he had no
doubt the people of Simonds would give
the Liberal party a greater majority than
ever. He had carried out every promise
made to the letter. He would make no
promise, but the Grand Trunk Pacific was
being rapidly built towards Chipman, and
from there it must reach St.,John. One
way would be by double tracking tne
I. C. R., which would be very expensive
and the other route would be by cross-
ing the Kennebecassis to the valley of
the Hammond River down through Loch
Lomond (Cheers.)

Hon. H., A, McKeown.

Hon. H. A. McKeown, who was receiv-
ed with cheers, referred to the great
questions now before the people, and went
on to eulogize the minister of public
works. There never was an election, he
said, in which the issues vital to the peo-
ple of this constituency were so much in
evidence as now. ‘There never was a time
when the ambitions and ideals of the city
of St. John were so near realization. The
Conservative party was.anxious to strike
Dr. Pugsley down because they rightly
regarded him as the head and front of the
Liberal party here. ‘ :

A man to represent a constituency like
this ought to have other qualifications
than speaking evil of othems. He asked
hi§ hearers to weigh well the platform of
the Conservative party. The minister of
public works had told them what the
Liberal party had done in the past and
what it hoped to do in the future. They
came into power in 1896, and changed the
fiscal system. If the Conservatives had
remained in power till now and the coun-
try had advanced in all particulars as be-
fore it would have taken 100 years to
reach its present state of prosperity.

Governments did not create trade. They
ed conditions by raising or lowering
fis. If a country was impoverished it
as ruined. Commerce among the nations
vas simply a warfare and when people
lected representatives to parliament they
simply appointed a board of generals to
conduct that war. The Conservatives
wished to go back to the days of the Na-
tional policy. The people did not wish to do
so. They wished to see the country go
ahead as rapidly as passible and they would
ahead as rapidly as possible and they would
ernment. The question was purely a busi-
ness one. There were many charges of ex-
travagance made against the Liberals.
but they amounted to only a few cents
on the hundred dollars in tlte whole vol-
ume of business of the country.

After Mr. McKeown’s speech, Dr. Pugs-
ley left to catch the train in St. John for
Ottawa. Edward Sears called for three

o

cheers for Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the
audience also cheered the minister of pub-
lic works as he left the grounds. The
Carleton quartette then sang a selection
after which the chairman called on John
Keefe, chairman of the executive commit-
tee. d

Mr. Keefe mentioned that the city and
county of St. John had not been repre-
scnted in the cabinet since Hon. Isaac
Burpee's days. He had made good, he
said, and the present minister had also
made good. The Conservatives had only
done something for St. John in 1895, when
the death rattle was in their throat. The
parish of Simonds, he went on, had al-
ways remained true to the Liberal party,
and he did not believe they were to go
back on them now.

E. H. McAlpine, who was the next
speaker, ridiculed the campaign of scandal
now being carried on by the Conservative
party. That party, he said, passed a reso-
lution in Halifax, favoring purity in elec-
tions. At the same time the magistrate
in Truro was sending Baine up for trial
for bribery in the . Colchester elec-
tion.. Mr. Borden ,Wwas .a native of Nova
Scotia, but they would not tolerate him
there, and he had to eeek a constituency
in Ontario. The same thing was true of
Mr. Foster, who was driven out of New
Brunswick. He predicted that Dr. Pugs-
le_vl would be returned at the head of the
poll.

After Mr. McAlpine had finished speak-
ing the audience dispersed to seek vari-
ous forms of amusement and the speech
making was over.

(Continued from lpyage 1)
factories done so much business. The
exports of manufactured goods had more
than doubled in the last twelve years.

Speaking of ' the railway policy, Mr.
Pender said that if the amount granted
to the C. P. R. by the Conservative
government had fallen in any other hands
than those of aggressive and capable men
the country would have made a very bad
bargain. As it was the country had been
developed and it was found that another
transcontinental railway was needed. An
éxcellent bargain had been made and the
Transcontinental Railway would span the
country within a few .years.

The condition that Canadian ports must
¢arry the trade would be enforced and
four ports on the Atiantic must be fitted
with facilities to handle the gram. In
the last three months as” mich grain has
been diverted from Buffalo owing to in-
creased navigation facilities on the St.
Lawrence as was shipped altogether. in
that time from the ports of Boston, New
York, Philadelphia and Baltimore.

The transportation problem, he said,
was the only live issue in politics. The
tariff was so satisfactory that there was
no complaint from any source excepting
the woollen manufacturers, and all critic-
ism on this point had been silenced by
Sir Wilfrid’s announcement at the recent
banquet in Toronto that a commissioner
had been sent to Europe to study the
woollen business and report on the ad-
visability of protection of this industry.

Returning to the railway, Mr. Pender
spoke of the I. C. R. as the best asset of
the maritime provinces and of .the domin-
ion. The low rates for passengers and for
freight - benefited the Ontario interests
who took advantage of the government
road as did those living along the line.
When the C. P. R. wanted to continue
an arrangement by which they made more
money out of the I. C. R. privileges than
the government road itself enjoyed, and
Mr. Blair opposed it, there was a fight
St. John hot enough to melt pig iron and
Mr, Foster, who was willing to bow his
head and let the C. P.'R. run over him
rough shod was given a thorough beating.

Mr. Pender said he was willing that
Halifax should get its fair share of the
winter port traffic, but the Halifax men
had asked too much when they wanted
the C. P. R. given running rights over
the I. C. R. to Halifax. It seemed as
if Halifax were willing to make the I. C.
R. a junk heap in order to let the C. P.
R. into the city.

In Ontano some fifteen or twenty years
ago were a class of people who could be
called little Canadians who lost sight of
the interests of the maritime provinces
and advocated the abandoning .of the l.
C. R. as a government road. These little
(Canadigne, led by an old lady called John
Haggart» neglected the railway and it
threatened to become little better than
the cowpath known as the Shore line
which then ran from the west side to
St. Stephen. Mr. Blair took hold of it
and extended it to Montreal and had
made it a first class road and a paying
investment.

Before taking his eeat, Mr. Pender read
two short extracts from - the Montreal
Star, one stating -that the business out-
look for the country was never better
and the other speaking of Mr. Borden
leaving out Mr. Foster from his campaign
tour.

Other Speakers..

E. H. McAlpine spoke for more than
an hour. He eulogized Hon. Mr. Pugsley
and Mr. Pender as men who would work
for’ the best interests of the city and said
Hon. Mr. Pugsley was regarded as the
hardest worked member of the cabinet at
Ottawa. Mr. McAlpine snoke of the Mon-
treal Star and Mr. Borden's letter znd

Hugh Graham’s testimony. He aleo re-
ferred to the Bayne episode in Colchester
and said that at the very moment a reso-
lution of purity was being passed at the
Halifax convention Bayne was being sent
up to a higher court. Mr. McAlpine went
at some length into matters of Liberal
policy and denounced the tactics of the
Conservatives.

Edward Sears was called upon and said
that as the hour was late he would not
ispeak long but he wanted to say he re-
i gretted: the introduction of personalities
_into the fight. The man made no differ-
"ence, it was the principles he stood for
and the policy of the party.. He had no
hesitation in asking his friends to vote
for the Liberal candidates because the
party was the party of progress and had
done much for Canada.

The meeting closed with cheers for the
candidates, for Laurier and the singing of
God Save the King.

FIAST LIQUOR CASE
UNDER THE NEW LAW

W. E. Mclntyre, of St. John, Arraigned
at Woodstock, Charged With Vio-
lation of Act—Some Evidence Taken

Woodstock, Sept. 24.—The case against
Wm. E. McIntyre, of the wholesale liquor
ﬁm of McIntyre and Comeau, charging
him with having shipped intoxicating
liquor into this county in violation of a
new provigion in the Canadian Temper-
‘ance Act, which makes it illegal for any-
one to ship liquor into a Scott Act Coun-
ty, except under  specified conditions,
came up before Mr. Dibblee, police magis-
trate, this morning. Mr. W. P. Jones
appeared for the prosecution and Mr. J.
B. M. Baxter and Mr. J. C. Hartley for
the defendant. Mr. McIntyre himself was
in court.

The firet witness called was Wm. M.
Collins, 'of St. John, a clerk in the I. C.
R. freight department. He was asked the
question as to whether he received any
freight from McIntyre and Comeau to be
shipped over the C. P. R. to any point in
this county. At this stage the objection
was taken that the offence was charged
against the individual and that the com-
pany could not be made defendants. It
was replied to this that the case of ex
parte Baird decided .that a. company could
be convicted on a sale made by a clerk, to
which it was replied that ex parte Baird
was based on ex parte Daly and did not
decide the point raised. The question
was allowed subject to objection.

John B. Jones, Hquor license inspector
of St. John, who was a witness, testified
that defendant was manager of the firm
of McIntyre and Comeau. By consent the
case was adjourned until this afternoon at
2 o’clock.

This afternoon, after hearing Mr. Crem-
er, to whom the liquor was consigned, and
Inspector Colpitts, who seized the liquor,
Magistrate Dibblee adjourned the case un-
til tomorrow morning to get the evidence
of Fred Blair, C. P. R. station agent at
Debec. o

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LONGEST LOCAL DRY
SPELL IN 15 YEARS

According to the records of Direc-
tor D. L. Hutchinson, of the local!
meteorological -service, St. John is ex-
periencing ¢he longest dry spell in fif-
teen years. There have been practically
thirty-seven fine days,.as from August 19
to date there has been only one inch of
rain and that mostly fell on two days and
consisted of showers of brief duration.
During the present month ¢he tempera-
ture has been abnormally high with no
killing frosts at night euch as have beend
prevalent in other years. In fact during
most of the time, summer temperature

has prevailed.

It is interesting to study the records
for the past four months. In June the
total rainfall was 2.43-inches. The high-
est temperature was 78.07 on the 29th.
and the lowest was 35 on the 7th. The
average for the month was 57.

The total rainfall in July was 2.93 in-
ches; the highest temperature, 84.05 on
the 6th; the lowest, 49.05 on the 28th,
and the average for the month, 64.03.

In August the rainfall was very heavy,
the total being 5.21 inches. The highest
temperature was 76.02 on the 14th and
the lowest 47.02 on the 28th, with the
average at 6l. .

So far this month the rainfall totals
83 of ‘an inch, and of that .27 fell on
the 7th inst and .47 on the 3rd.

The total rainfall for the four months
was 11.40 inches. The figures for the
same period last year are:—June, 1.60
inches; July, 4.33 inches; August, 3.92
inches; and September, 4.83 inches, mak-
ing a total of 14.68 inches, or more than
three inches in excess of this season.

What brought the rainfall up this year
was the heavy rains in August, as from
the 1st to the 18th of the month the
total rainfall was recorded. The rains
descended for eleven days, to that it was
really the wet period of the summer.
There was nearly as much rain in that
period as in the other three months. It
has been practically dry from the nine-
teenth of August to the present time, as
only one inch of rain is recorded in that
time. The days have been fine and the
nights clear, having on some days smoke
from forest fires, but it was clear over
the smoke.

itself with an ice famine on its.hands.
The local ice company, which has a mon-
opoly of the business, has been looking
in all directions for ice to supply its
customers and the extra demand, but the
situation is that there will not be found
any available for private houses, restau-
rants, etc., after the first of October.
An effort will be made to keep a supply
for the hospital. until cold - weather ar-
rives, but the ordinary services will have
to do without it.
