LETTER FROM GERMANY.

To the Editor of the - St.- John Tribune.
. HRIDELBERG, July 1st, 1873.
1t was'to be a da¥ of rejoicingin Darm-

' | §tudt, the capital of the Grand Duchy of

Hesse. Ludwig III had completed the
twenty-fifth year ot his Dukeship,and the
accasion was to be celebrated with far
more than ordinary pomp and magnifi-
‘cence. The Emperor of Russia was to
honor the festival with his presence, the
Crown Prince of Prussia was to review
the troops of the Duchy,and & whole host
of lesser princes, from all the different
provinces of Germany, were to lend their
Drilliant uniforms #nd noble presences to
grace the festa] day. You may be sure
‘that ‘a prospect of such inviting propor-
tions would not be lost upon a somewhat
tepublican, and plain going American,
who, however much he may boast of the
equality of men, and gloryin a simpler
and least ‘tifled governmental staff, yet
never looses the opportunity of exercis-
ing his optics over the glancing glory of,
European Royalty. Moreover there was
a.chance of balancing the opposites, for
my, road to Darmstads lay along the most

- begutiful, perhaps, of all Germany, along

the foot of the magnificent Odenwald;
and  the quijet heauty of pature would
soothe my anxjety thither, and cool off
the heated ardor of the day upon my re-
turn. “One would not wish to look upon

| village dotted plain at’the base of

THE ODENWALD.

This is a wooded mountain district, ly-
ing between Heidelberg and Darmstadt,
about 40 miles inlength and 30%in breadth.
It rises abruptly in peak on peak from
the Rhine plain, and runs back in a wild
disorder of mountajin and glen between
the rivers Neckar and Main, abounding in
ruins and traces of the middle age period.
Its front is crowned with numerous tow-
ers and castleggto each of which is at-
tiched a wonderful folk-legend, or about
which an historical association of more
than common interest has wound itself,
—drawing itself out from the past dim-
ness by clinging to the present standing
reality. Under this frowning front of
the Odenwald negtle quietly village after
village, half concealed in the thick luxuri-
ance of fruit tress, and encircled on all
sides with vine-hills rising in terraced
tiers half way up the mountain slope.
Into this thick array of hills pierce every
hue and there are all sorts of winding glens
and dales, into which, when one has en-
tered, he deems himself almost in an
Eden, so beautifully and luxuriantly do
the vineyards, gardens and flowers,shelt-
ered in the lapof the hills, and warmed
by thé concentrated sunrays, blend to-

| gether. Between this range of hills and

the Rhine lies a rich alluvial plain,as even
as a floor, and ahout, I should judge,
twelve or fourteen miles wide, and longer
fir than the e ® antake in. Thisi; a true

‘bit of German landscape, such as you see

in no other country. For, wheather from
old custom, from advantage gained, or
from regard to pleasing the eye of the
tourist, the Germans cultivate theirland
in strips, narrow and long. Side by side
lie in parallel lines strips of waving
grain, potatoes, grass, newly ploughed
land, &c., so that the effect of the whole,
when looked uwpon from a distance, is
very like a piece of variegated patchwork,
and excgedingly beautiful, Nor is color
wanting. The rich green of fruit trees,
tie yyl;iteqing harvest, the yellow rape-
segd, the white and purple of fruit blos-
soms, at gne time or other of the year,
combine to give variety and color to the
the scene, the Neckar making its devious
way to join it, the dark roof and glancing
spires of many a town, and beyond the
biuc Vosges rising mistily out of the dis-
tance; and onc must allow, that in true
beauty and richness, this picture has few
equals. I do not wonder that so many
poets have sung to the Rhine-land, and
so many travellers gone in raptures aver
its beauty; or that Germans themselves
hold it as dear as themselves; for who,
that stands on a peak of the Odenwald,
and looks out upon the wide-spread land-
scape, so wondrously fair, and allows
the rustling spirits of the past ages to
paople its glens and 1e ghts fwith their
half heroic, half sacred millions, would
not feel his soul burst forth in a joyous
overflowing song, which perhaps the
world may never hear, but which never-
theless is no less poetic and real. For
though the singers of the world be few,
and the ‘“divine utterance” not given to
many, yet the hearts tbat feel and enjoy
are numerous. But I must hasten to

DARMSTADT,

which to-day logked extremely well, al-
most covered, as it was, with ducal flags,
and hung with wreaths and garlands,
One thing to be especially noticed in
Germany is the great good feeling which
exists  between the  various Dukes,
Princes, and their respectiye subjects,
and the consequent euthusiasm and
heartiness with which a jubilee, such as
this, is entered into by the whole mass of
the people. No house was too unpre-
tentious to have its flag or flags; nq man
too poor te afford his garniture of flower
and leaf wreaths, often with mottoes and
appropriate devices; while the thronging
crowds, which from early morning till
late at night pressed through the streets,
were witnesses to the gencral holiday

keeping of the subjects of the Duchy. A
few hours sufliced to see most that is
worth seeing in Darmstadt. It hasabout
85,000 inhabitants, of whom but a small

proportion is Catholic; consists of two

parts, the old town and the new; con-
tains the inevitable Schloss and gardens,

a few statues, the three palaces of the
Grand Duke and hi§ two sons—rather
unpretentious looking buildings,—g 'Ro-
man Catholic church, built “fh ' rotunda
form, supported by thirty massive pillars,
and lighted only from the top, and the
old Protestant Cathedral. It has the
same rather unpléasant flavor of moxst
German towns, 0 to their bad system
of sewerage, and ifs extreme flatness
renders it uninterestedly tedious. In the
Schloss is a valuable lbrary and also a
picture gallery, containing about 700
paintings, many of which are very valu

able. To these évery-day items was, on
this occasion, added another of a special
character,—the Rhine Rose Exhibition,—
in which, for a florin, one could look on
a most . superb collection: of rqées and
house plants, and sicken himself with the
oppressively  sweet ocor. There was
little arvistic grouping, no grottoes with
nymphs and murmuring fountains; it was
roses pure and simple, arranged in large
wooden frames and reposing on mosses.
The appearance was too artificial and
monotonous te be pleasing ; nature never
does things in that way, and an exhibi-
tion of this kind should strive to maintain
as matural a look as possible. But
what are roses and palaces to real living
Royalties? The crowd seemed to have
telt the force of this question, for while
the town curiosities and Rose Exhibition
had their solitary visitors, the railway
station and parade ground werg filled to
excess with the expectant multitude.
The German people, although rather ac-
customed to sights of royalty and court
pageants, seem to preserve their taste for
these unimpaired by their frequency of
occurrence, and use their elbows and
shoulders as vigorously and as effectively
as would a crowd of Americans on the
trail of 'a Czar or British Prince. The
multitude gradually made its way to the
parade ground, whither, at 12 o’clock, the
crown Prince of Prussia, the Prince of
Hesse, and a numerous train of Princes
a1d Generals from other parts of Gor-
inany repaired. The constitutional cool-
ness and reserve of the Germans allowed
no cheer to ascend from the crowd as the
brilliant train defiled past. - Here and
there hats were lifted, and among all was
the most eager desire to see-perceptib y;
but no wild “hurrah,” such as wouid have
burst forth from a s&imilar collection of
British or Americans, allowed itself {o
be heard. Thetroops, once only on com-
mand of the officers, cheered the Crown
Prince as he rode before the lines * on
his prancing war horse lightly sitting.”
The review, in a military point of
view, was said to have been satisfactory.
Ionly knew that the troops as they
marched past presented a very fine ap-
pearance ; the men, evidently, had body;
and just as clearly could one djscern
that they had morg than Average 'intel-
ligence. The mnews gradually spread
about that the Kaiser dof Rilssia would
arrive by train at three ' o’clock in the
afternoon; and in the recess thus af-
forded, a general rush was made on ‘the
beer-houses and restaurants. The scene
inside one of these baffles "description.
These things are as natural to Gerinans
as to breathe,—namely, to smoke,’ drink
beer, and to talk; and they clearly be-
lieve that it is possible to do more- than
one thing at once, for these three they
universally combine. Given a garden
filled with about 150 persons of both
sexes, and all conditions--for these are no
aristocratic beergarde as—sifting arvund
little square tables, a glass of beer ‘be-
fore each, a cigar or pipe in his mouth.
and companions close at hand; add to
this a score of pretty madschins, or
long coated kellners, flitting about with
plates of beef and potatoes,’ platters of
salid and sourkrout, bottles of beer and
wine; then the loud calls of hungry men,
tapping of glasses, or clanging df sticks,
anything, in fact, that can attract attén-
tion of the waiter, and secure the wished
for quantity of eatables; and to all add

the clatter and noise of boisterous ce-
monstrational - conversation, and you
have a small sized pandémonium, In
which the curly smoke and flaming
matches contributed one essential of
such a place, and the faces of the peo-
ple, dimly discernable through the haze
and confusion, only prevented from con-
tributing the others by their eminently
placid and good natured appearance. And
yet there is no rowdyism and’ fighting
in all the many similar saloons through
the city, such asin & ‘sinilar ' combina-
tion in America or Britain, with the
more fiery liqunors before “then, would
inevitably take place. Through the
whole day, and such a large crowd. Isaw
nodrunken man, and witnessed not a
single disturbance, which says mach for
either the drink or the good conduct of
the people. It would be wrong, how-
ever, to conclude that rowayism and
fighting 1:ever occur in these assemblies ;
ou the contrary they are of frequent oc-
‘currence, but chiefly when the drinking
has been prolonged far into . the night,

thus giving time for the quantity of
drink to do what the quality itselt will
not "so soon accomplish. Long be-

fore three o’clock, the wide street, lead-

ing from the station to the Schloss, was
Idensely packed with an orderly, respect-

able crowd, patiently awaiting, unacr the
broiling sun, the coming of the Kmperor
of Russia; and he came, The cortege

consisted of about sixty state carriages,
and coaches used for the occasion, which
conducted the Emperor to the Palace,
and which were filled with his
own retinue, and the other illustrious
visitors of the Grand Duke.  Again were
hats lifted by the erowd, on all sides; but
no cheer greeted the Czar of all the Rus-
sias, as he was driven past, under the
guardianship of a half dozen liveried
footmen, towards the ducal palace. To
thgse of my readers who have -scen tte
portraits of Alexander II. or of the Crown
Prince, and most of them doubtless have,
description could convey no better idea.
The Emperor 100ks older than I had ex-
pected to see him, and much careworn,
as if the crown sat heayily on his brow

and truly his seat has been no sinccure
and his work no regal play-spell. He has
had to work against the interest and pre-
judices of the higher class, that is, the
nables, in order to gain some freedom
and independence for the lower class,—
that is, the serfs; and the fature people

of Russia will have him to thank for
much, when in after years their freedom
and representative powey shall have been
fully gained. The Empress of Russia is
a sister of the Grand Duke of Hesse; and
about half way between Darmstadt and
Heidelberg is & sumimer palace in which
the royal couple reside for a few weeks
every year, gencrally in July. This year
the two Empresses betake themselves for
a time in company to the aristocratic
bath Ems, near Coblentz, to recruit their
royal constitutions, and enjoy the healing
waters.

The Pacific Railway Scandal.

The policy of the Opposition, in refus-
ing a Royal Cemmission for the sworn
examination of all Witnesses, and then
publishing detathed ~masses of the
evidence in their possession against the
Govermnent, @068 1ot seem like the
policy-of promeim confident of their
case. First came the private letters of
Sir Hugh Allan, fuli of gushing boasts
of his own prowess. “The cnse against
the Government is proved,” cried the
enemies of “the Government in chorus.
Then Sir Hngh Allan published a sworn
statement exonérating “the Government
from the charges based on inferences
from his private letters. This was Allan
versus Allan,and we took Allan’s speci-
fic sworn statement in preference to in-
ferences from Allan’s private letters.
The friends of the Government cried in
chorus, “ The charges are disproved.”
And now another . onslaught is made on
the Government by the Opposition artil-
lery, ;

Andjnearer, clearer, deadlier than before,
the guns double shotted with comprom-
ising letters and telegrams. We have

| learned to be ealm amid political war-

fare, and shall not boil over with con-
demnation of the accused until we
hear their defenee. = The tortuous
ways in which the evidence is allowed
to reach the public, the shirking of the
prosecutors from putting their witness-
es on oath, and the enormity of the
charges, make us pause for the other
side. Mr. McMullen charges Sir Fran-
cis Hincks with having asked $50,000
for his influence with the Government.
This is too erushing a charge to be
believed on the mere word of Mr. Mec-
Mullen. We want proofs. If they are
ready, let us have them  at once. Per-
haps they are ready and are kept back
to sce if Si# Francis Hincks will not
publish an affidavit declaring his inno-
cence. Their publication then would
create a greater sensation, a more highly
dramatic effect.

Ifthe Governmenrt did sell the con-
tract for a price, as McMullen declares,
they must vacate the offices they hold.
The good name of Canada requires it.
The party so long led by them will de-
mand it. The Governor General, Par-
liament and people will insist on it.

Should the apparently conclusive case
presented by McMullen not be over-
thrown Sir Hugh Allan will stand be-
fore the country a convicted perjurer-
It was surely enough that he should be
be convicted of having corrupted the
press and priesthood and attempted to
sell his‘countty.” Is he to be convict-
ed of perjury also? When his late affi-
davit was pubfished Mr. Holton said he
always knew Sir Hugh Allan to be the
greatest liar in Canada but he didn’t
know before that he would swear to
his lies. Is Mr. Holton's estimate of
the man to be proved.eorrect?

It is worthy of remark that the accused
are all knights. Sir George, Sir Fran-
cis, Sir John, and Sir Hugh form the
knightly quartette charged with the
burden of this great rascality. If the
charges are sustained Canadian knights
will, henceforth, be in bad odor.

. Clerical Carrion. .

It is strange that the most scandalous
acts committed by respectable people
with impunity should be connected
with church government and done un-
der the name of religion. Among the
most disreputable of ecclesiastical scan-
dals are the constantly recurring squab-
bles between clergy and congregations
that disgrace the Episcopal Church in
particular and organized Christiantity
in general. If the angels in heaven
weep at the desecration of the name of
God by his professed people, Moncton
affords a chance for copious tears. The
Rector of a Parish, the pastor of a flock
of God’s people, is told by five-sixths of
his parishioners to leave, that his doc-
trincs and practices are offensive, and
yet he holds on to his place, forcing the
majority of his people to procure ano-
ther pastor! And this in the name of
God and his church! Thc new pastor
has been forbidden to preach in the
parish by thé Bishop (in the name of
God also), and he has decided to with-
draw. Next winter there will be a
bill before the Legislature for the
erection of a mew parish within the
Rev. Mr. Walker's parish. The St.
Stephen farce will thus be played over
again. And all in the name of God
and religion!

It strikes us that common sense
enough will, at some not far distant
day, be assembled by some lucky
chance, at Frederiction, to secure the
passage of a bill that will forever pre-
vent any more of this unseemly cling-
ing to churches by pastors who are of-
fensive to & majority of the con-
gregation. If clergymen are made of
stuff so uttarly contemptible as to cling
to an empty church, like a drunken
man clinging to an empty bottle, the
common law ought to be guiltless of
aiding in the scandal. If clergymen
will disgrace manhood, dishonor God
and outrage decency, the Logislature
should see that there is nothing in the
law to sanction it. If clergymen may
legally force themselves on congrega-

| tions that despise and denounce then.

—make of themselves carrion clinging
to the carcass of dead churches—the
legislators of the Province, and the
electors who choose the legislators,
mustshare a portion of the disgrace

attending such conduct.

LETTER FROM GERMANY.

.

The pageant of the day is now over
and the people disperse to seek new
sources of pleasure where they can. - The
royal visitors go to the. theatre in the
evening, and fireworks illuminate the city
far into the night. Royalty has its chosen
seats on the continent of Europe, and
reverence for Emperor and Prince is
deeply imprinted in the people’s heart.
It will be long before the stately edifice,
whose foundations were laid so long ago,
and whose superstructure to-day rises
with a more resplendent beauty in the
potent Empire of United Germany, will
crumble to decay before the impotent at-
tacks of Communism, or even give place
to a plainer structure of simple Republic-
anism. Men love to look on the pagean-
try of Kings, and love to wear the honors
which a King can dispense; and in Ger-
many, of all countries in Christendom,
does the love for titles and honors run
riot. From the few brass buttons of a
town servant to the imperial decorations
of a prince, allgrades are earnestly sought
for, and jealously guarded; and most
long for the day when they can lay aside
the plain inherited family name, and be
saluted as Der Herr Amtsrichter, Der
Herr Professor.and so on, which manuer
of salutation often brings the stranger
into difficulties.

Leaving Darmstadt somewhat early, I
had time to leave the train at Yarngen-
Leim,snimuKke the ascent of Melibocus,the
highest peak of the Odenwald, (1735
feet). On its top stands a white granite
tower, erected in 1772 as a point of view,
and which is 85 feet high. From this
one takes in the Rhine Valley, and slopes
of the Odenwald, which I have described
in the beginning of my letter; and, be-
sides, the broken, disorderly ' mass
of hill and glen, stretching away east to-
wards Wartzburg, distant 60 miles. "Twas
a pretty picture, as the red run was sink-
ing behind the distant Vosges, lighting
up the old castles, whioh topped the
many peaks beneath me, and glancing
from the spires of Mayence, Mannheim,
Worms and Spires. The smoke. of the
evening fires curled up from the thickly
studded villages ; the %a;dens, vineyards,
and orchards of the Bugstrasse lay so
quietly and so invitingly below; the
Rhine showed itself here and there, in
silver glimpses, shining out from the
midst of the green fertility ; and behind,
the wild, patched mountain mass, with
dark heads here and there, creeping up
towards the sky, and darker shadows
lying silent as death in the deep grass.;

The sun went down upon us while we
lingered on Melibocus, reading some of
the wild old legends of these hills, and
watching the mists rise on the plain, and
the shadows from the Vosges lengthen.
Then a descent of forty minutes through
the vineyards, only to miss the passing
train, and find ourselves obliged to walk
an hour further to catch the express; a
frugal supper at a village jun, and a safe
ride home at midnight, terminated the
sight-seeing and walking of the day.

McMullen Charges the Government

With Having Sold the Pacific

Railway Contract. :
OTTAWA, July 18.
The Toronto Globe has a letter from
G. W. McMullen making specific charges
against the Government in regard to their
management of the Pacific Railway con-
tract. He says that he met Sir John
Macdonald in Ottawa, at Sir John’s re-
quest, subsequent to the formation of a
Pacific Railway Company by himself on
behalf of his American associates and
Sir Hugh Allan, and informed Sir John
of all the details of the arrangement, to
which the latter fully agreed. In October,
1871, he, Smith and Allan met the Cabi-
net, Tilley being present, and the ques-
tion of confirming the agreemeni Wwas
postponed in consequence of Sir George
Cartier’s opposition. December 23, 1871,
the contract was signed at New York by
Allan and the American contractors.
McMullen also charges that Sir Francis
Hincks demanded $50,000 for himself, and
the position of Secretary of the Com-
pany, at a salary of 2,000 a year, for his
son.
April 1st, 1872, $50,000 was raised by
the American partners, $40,000 of which
was placed to the credit of Sir Hugh
Allan. Of this sum Sir Hugh paid $4,000
to La Minerve, $3,000 each to other.
French papers, $6,000 to Attorney
General Ouimet, and $10,000 to Sir Fran-
cis Hincks. Hon. Mr. Abbott was
authorized to promise Langevin $25,000
to aid in the Quebec elections, as the
price of his good offices, and Abbott re,
ported that he had done so.
. At Montreal, Oct. 1st, 1872, Sir Hugh
told McMullen that Cartier had agreed to
the demands Sir Hugh made on behalf of
his' American associates on condition that
Allan should advance money to aid in the
elections, and that Cartier had sent to
Sir John and received a telegram con-
firming his aetion. . !
After Sir Hugh had informed him of
the final determination to exclude Ameri-
cans, he laid the letters before Sir
John Macdonald, who said he thought Sir
Hugh had broken with his American as-
sociates long before.
In confirmation of the narrative sever-
al documents are published. The most
important are the following :
