He has peen uartermaster-general
to the DBriush army since 1s9s. His
career from <the tlune wunen he en-
tered the army untii he started tor
South Africa nad been a mosc dis-
tinguished one. An Irishunan oy
bira, having been born in the coun.y
Anrim in 1835, White was ed-
ucated at the Koyal Miliary Academy
at Sandhurs, and entered the
army as a subaltern in 1853. He saw
active service almost at once. He
sgr\‘ed during ‘the Indian mutiny with
his regiment, 'the Kkoyal Inniskiilen
;‘or ~gallantry. Appointed a captain
in 1863, and major ten years later, he
went ithrough the Afghan war with
the Gordon Highlanders, and was pre-
sent at the battle of Charasia, the oc-
cupation of Kabul, the expedition to
Maidan, the wcapture of Takti Shah

ing. At break of day he wakened two
younger children, told them that he
had murdered their mother and sister,
and asked them to go out and inform
the neighbors. After the children’s de-
parture Yaster mixed up a dose of
paris green and swallowed down two
draughts.

Fearful Mortality Among Army Offleers

[Stratford Herald.]

The fearful imortality in the British
officers in this war illustrates a phase
of modern war which is said to exert
a steadying effect upon military lead-
ers in one country at least. M. de
Bloch, in his work on the “Future of
War,” thus foreshadowed the fate of
officers in the next great war: “But in
all armies many of tie more intelligent
officers realize the fact that for them
a declaration of war will be equivalent
to a sentence of death. Among German
officers, especially, I have found of lale
vears a remarkable disappearance of
all desire for 'war. There i8 no war
party among the German officers today,
for they know that war to them would
mean death. Again and again they
have said to me: ‘If war breaks out
we shall of course go to the front; it
1s our duty. But none of us will come
back.’ And they are right. Sharp-
shooters with arms of precision of im-

! mense range will pick off the officers:
nor will any tell-tale smoke betray the
source of the sudden death.” This
gives the melancholy explanation of
the fate already of scores of brifliant
British officers. Some means ought to
be devised to guard against so great
fatality among the leaders in battle.

Trouble Caused by the Fierce

MACDONALD'S
LATEST GIFT

The Montreal Millionaire Makes
a Great Offer.

Will Establish Technical Education in
Every Province—His Plan
Outlined.

Ottawa, Nov. 3.—Prof. Robertson, of
the department of agriculture, last
night, during an address to the Ot-
tawa school board, made an import-
ant announcement on the subject of
manual training. The professor said:
Everybody has head of Sir Wiliiam
Macdonald, of Montreal, and his splen-
did benefactions to the cause of higher
education in Canada. His gifts to Mc-
Gill University exceeded two :IHE'EHOI‘]S
of dollars. He is keenly interested in
primary education as well as in uni-
versity training and extension. He
now offers to pay for the equipment
required for educational manual train-
ing in one place in every Province in
the Dominion, and also ‘to meet the
expenses of qualified teachers and in-
cidental maintenance for three years
in all those places. In Ottawa, he of-
fers to equip and maintain for three
years as many centers as are required
to give all the boys (about 10,000) be-
tween the ages of 9 and 14 in the pub-
lic schools an opportunity to receive
this training. It is hoped that after
a year or two an egually valuable
course of practical instruction suited
for girls of the same ages may some-
how 'be provided, and, doubtless, na-
ture studies in Tural schools will be
joined to thesn. In Ottawa the plan
will incidentally provide for evaning
classe for those actually engaged in
trades who nced and want technical
instruction. Sir Wiiiam has author-
ized me to make a similar offer to the
schoo! authorities of Brockville, Ont.,
of Chanrlottetown and Summerside, P.
E. I, of some place in the Province
of Quebec, of Truro, N. S., of Frederic-
ton, of Winnipeg, Man., of Calgary, N.
W. T., and of some place in British
Columbia. To begin it on right educa-
tional lines thoroughly trained and ex-
perienced teachers of high attainment
will be brought at first from Scotland,
England or the United States. Next
summer it is proposed to pay the ex-
penses of several teachers from Can-
ada to Great Britain and Sweden, to
take the course of training there, to
see for themselves the educational sys-
tems and methods of these countries,
and to meet teachers and other edu-
cational reformers in them. When
those Canadian teachers return they
will be as lights set on hill tops. The
fire of their inspiration, information
and enthusiasm will spread. Such in
brief outline is the proposal I have the
supreme satisfaction and happiness of
announcing. It must result In im-
mediate, lasting, far-reaching benefit
to the boys of (Canada. I am sure
that we all jofn in the earmest hope
that Sir William <. Macdonald, the
wisely patriotic and generous bene-
factor, may long live, gladdened by
knowing that the children and the
grown men and women of Canada rise
up and caill him Dblessed.”

War Was Bound to Come—Intense Ani-
mosity of Dutch and English.

The following letter from Mr. J. H.
Aiken, addressed to Messrs. Funk &

Gentlemen,—I am just in receipt of

letter: “We still feel that the world
would not allow a war in South Africa
to take place at the present time.”
Really, gentlemen, there has been S0
much agitation here, and the feeling is

ong both Dutch and English, that to

| express the above sentiment, in either

English or Dutch territory here would
| be risky in the extreme—and almost
render one liable to a charge of high
treason. As you know, in my ‘business,
I am daily meeting with all classes of

people in this city, the capital of Natal. !

I am meeting with clergymen, lawyers,
doctors, merchants—-in fact, all classes,
and I can assure you that, one and all,
they are bent upon war, and are de-
termined to have it. ‘One lof my friends
the other day was talking about a

leading clergyman, and exclaimed, in ;

speaking of the minister: ‘“Oh, my!
But he was bloodthirsty!” Now, this
clergyman is one of the most devout
“men of the cloth’ on this sub-conti-

nent, and I can assure you he is only |

volcing the feeling ©f nearly every
Britisher in South Africa. On the

other side—the Dutch side—the feeling |

is ever so . much more bitter and intense.

Now, you must know that there must !

be a reason for such a state of things,
but to explain to you all the causes

that have led up to this present state !

' of affairs would necessitate a book of
a thousand pages, and I have neither
the time, nor the inclination, to go
into these details at present. I realize,
of course, that the saints are not all
on one side, nor are the sinners all on
the other; but there can be no guestion

that the Dutch of this country deter- !
mined for years to undermine British |

supremacy, and have been planning
and scheming to this end for quite as
many years. They think that they are
now in a position to *““boss the show,”
and are anxlous to try their strength,
but this is where they are making a
great mistake.
You will remember
t how well I got on with the Dutch in
>retoria, and how nicely they treated
me, and I can honestly say that, indi-
vidually, I like theim very much; but,
taken collectively, they certainly do

thiest of them—were nearly as poor
