Montreal, Jan. 14.—The first steps in 
an important scheme of reorganization 
affecting the whole transportation de­
partment of the G. T. R. were taken 
this morning with the appearance of 
two official circulars.

The first, signed by Howard G. Kel­
ley, vice-president of the department 
and approved by the president, Mr. E. 
J. Chamberlin, announces the appoint­
ment, effective from date, of Mr. David 
Crombie as general superintendent of 
transportation. Mr. Crombie was for­
merly assistant to the vice-president. 
Other appointments are as follows: C. 
J. Bowker, of St. Thomas, joint super­
intendent of the southern division, to 
be superintendent of eastern lines, in­
cluding Montreal division, Montreal 
terminals, Belelville divisions and Ot- 
tawa division.

H. E. Wittenberger, superintendent 
middle division, to be general superin­
tendent of Ontario lines, including To­
ronto terminals, Hamilton divison,

London division. St. Thomas division 

and Stratford divisions—U. E. Gillen, 
superintendent eastern division, to be 
general superintendent western lines, 
including district's 25, 26, 27, 28, 29, 
and the Pontiac, Oxford and Northern 
Railway.

The second circular is issued by Mr 
Crombie in his new capacity, and is 
approved by Howard G. Kelley, vice- 
president. It abolishes the office of 
superintendent of car services and re- 
cords, announces the appointment of 
W. F. Farrell, formerly superintendent 
Toronto terminals, as superintendent 
of freight services, also of Fred Price, 
formerly superintendent of car ser­
vice as superintendent of passenger 
service.

Mr. Crombie, who is thus placed 
next to the vice-president in charge of 
the transportation department, was 
born at Hamilton, Ont., in 1864, and is, 
therefore, another of those younger 
Canadian railway men who are com­
ing to the front on the great trans­
portation systems of the Dominion.

Secretary Knox has answered the 
other objections raised by Great Bri­
tain, one of which was the expressed 
fear that if the protest against the 
granting of free passage through the 
canal to coastwise ships was not 
pressed, and insisted upon the sub­
sidy granted to the coastwise trade, 
would in time be extended to all 
American shipping, and consequently 
come in direct conflict with British 
shipping.

Secretary Knox holds in his argu­
ment that the premises assumed by 
Great Britain are not sound. He 
closes his argument by asking for the 
further, exchange of notes on the 
question, and expressing the willing­
ness of the administration to do 
everything to adjust the dispute.

The question of arbitration will not 
come up for discussion until Great 
Britain has replied to the Knox note. 
It is expected that Britain's reply will

as officers.

The movement has assumed large 
proportions in the mother country, 
and is expected to do well in Canadian 
universities as soon as facilities, such 
as drill halls and armories, are pro­
vided.

Both McGill and Toronto authori­
ties have shown much Interest in the 
proposals. Principal Peterson was in 
the city today with regard to the 
matter, and members of the board of 
governors of Toronto University have 
recently, been in communication with 
the minister.

JANUARY FOURTEENTH.
When Mackenzie escaped to the 

United States after his ill-advised at­
tempt to capture Toronto, he received 
a cordial welcome from numerous 
American sympathizers.

concluding debate in the report stage 
today by Joyson Hicks, with the ob­
ject of deleting clause 40, which pro­
vides that arrangements may be made 
by any department of the British 
Government for the exercise and per­
formance in behalf of that depart­
ment of any power or duties by the 
officers of the Irish department, or by 
any Irish department for the per­
formance by the officers of the de­
partment of the British Government, 
on such terms and conditions as may 
be agreed. The amendment was de­
feated by a majority of 118.

PRACTICAL TALKS AT 
FARMERS’ CLUB MEETING •atiii*1

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Thorndale, Jan. 14.—Farmers from 

all over the district gathered in Hard- 
• ing Hall last evening to attend the 

first of the series of meetings to be 
held under the auspices of the East 
Middlesex Farmers’ Institute. At an 
afternoon meeting of the Women’s In- 
stitute, Mrs. Parsons, of Forest, gave 
a fine address. The speakers of the 
day included: I. B. Whale, of London, 
and W. C. Shearer, and their talks 
were greatly enjoyed by over 300 peo- 
ple.

“The Care and Feed of the Dairy 
Cow" was gone into fully by Mr. 
Whale, who pointed out the import­
ance of weighing and testing the milk 
from all herds in order tha: the un­
desirable and unprofitable animals 
may be weeded out. He urged every 
dairyman to do his utmost to keep only 
the best animals. The best, he said, 
take no more time or care than the 
poorer ones, and give the very finest 
results in every way. The profits 
would easily be doubled.

Mr. Shearer went thoroughly into 
the subject of “Hog Raising," giving 
much of his own personal experiences. 
He does not raise pure-bred, but rec­
ommends a cross between the Berk­
shire and Tamworth or Berkshire and 
Yorkshire. It pays, he pointed out. 
to be particular in feeding and in 
earing for young pigs. He recommend­
ed soft feed, and attributed a good deal 
of his own success to feeding oil cake 
to full grown pigs. He suggested the 
use of as much as a quarter of a gal­
lon of oil cake per meal to six pigs 
Me found he could feed much cheaper 
and get larger returns, as well as have 
healthier hogs, by using oil cake.

The grain Mr. Shearer feeds is a 
mixture of barley and oats grown to- 
gether, and a little flax grown with it. 
He started the young pigs off by feed­
ing a little milk when a few days old. 
He believed in weaning when seven or 
eight weeks old. It pays to study the 
markets and have pigs to sell when 
prices are high. The speaker tried to 
market two litters a year, one in 
August and another after the new year. 
Many people, he said, went Into the 
business haphazard, and when prices 
were high stocked up regardless of 
what feed they had on hand. To pay

Quite a lively discussion arose over 
some charts, which were exhibited, es­
pecially one showing the value of fer­
tilizing constituents removed from the 
farm in selling various commodities, 
as hay. wheat, beef, milk, butter, etc.

one of the earliest pioneers of Huron 
County, died at his home in Seaforth 
early today at the age of 89 years. His 
death is mourned by a large number of 
relatives and friends, who became warm­
ly attached to him by his genal disposi­
tion.

Mr. McMichael was born in Karko- 
mains, near Sanquhar, Dumfries-shire.

One year after his arrival, he bought 
a farm of one hundred acres in Hullett, 
for which he paid $225.

The taxes on his own 
place were eight shillings and sixpence, 
which is about two dollars of our money.

at Too High Prices.Sales: Chicago, Jan. 14. — The first infor­

mation regarding Jack Johnson's flight 
from the city was given by the publi­
cation in a local newspaper of a tele­
gram from a passenger who recognized 
Johnson and his party on the train.

Acting on this Charles S. Dewoody, 
superintendent of the department of 
justice in Chicago, traced the train on 
which Johnson was supposed to be 
travelling, and wired the police at Bat­
tle Creek to arrest him.

Shortly after his arrest Johnson call­
ed Superintendent Dewoody by tele­
phone and explained that he had no 
intention of staying in Canada or mak­
ing an extended trip. He said he had 
not thought of attempting to forfeit 
his $30,000 bonds.

Johnson was indicted several months 
ago by the federal grand jury on sev­
eral counts for alleged violation of the 
Mann act and is at liberty on bonds. 
He is also charged with smuggling val- 

■liable jewelry into this country from 
Europe for his white wife, Mrs. Etta 
Johnson, who committed suicide a few 
months ago. The latter case is pending 
in the United States court.

The Mann act violations are not ex­
traditable, and for this reason John­
son had no right to leave the United 
States, the federal authorities assert. 
His payment on the train of the cash 
fare to Toronto indicated his intent to 
go to Canada, say the police.

Johnson showed the police a telegram 

dated Los Angeles, which read as fol­
lows:

“Received letter from M. Leippo, rep­
resenting Mr. Vincent, of Paris, who 
offers $25,000 for privilege of 60 per 
cent, house split as per agreement.

"When Johnson arrives, it is said 
that his bond will be cancelled, and 
that he wil be held in jail without bail 
till his trial in the federal court.

When application was made to Fed­
eral Judge Carpenter for a bench war­
rant for Johnson's arrest as a fugitive 
from justice, the court declined to is­
sue the warrant. An attorney who 
appeared for Johnson said he would 
produce his client in court tomorrow 
morning.
