Quincey, Mass., Nov. 29.—The 

keel of the super-dreadnought 
Massachusetts will be laid soon 
after New Year's Day, it was 
announced today at the Fore 
River plant of the Bethlehem 
Shipbuilding Company Limited. 
The Massachusetts will be larger 
than any vessel now In the 
United States navy. She will be 
660 feet length over all and 106 
feet beam; her displacement will 
be 43,200 tons. She will have 
electric drive end engines of 
60,000-horsepower; she will have 
a speed of 23 knots. The arma­
ment will comprise twelve 16- 
inch guns, and a secondary bat­
tery of sixteen 6-inch guns.

Not Melancholy As Some Peo­
ple Think, Says Mr. 

MacGregor. 1117
Made Good Impression by 

Praising It, Veterans’ Mass 
Meeting Hears.

That too many people regard religion 
as a sad and melancholy thing instead 
of a most wonderful experience was the 
opinion expressed by Rev. D. C. Mac­
Gregor in his sermon on "Excuses" in 
St. Andrew's Church on Sunday even­
ing.

That an agricultural course in con­
nection with Western University may 
be established in the near future was 
Intimated by Lieut.-Col. W. J. Brown 
In an address to the Middlesex Milk 
Producers' Association in the Institute 
of Public Health Saturday afternoon.

|creased within a few years, up to the 
i war, when the export from that country 
was prohibited. Under the terms of the 
so-called farmers' platform, drafted by 
the Canadian Council of Agriculture, 
Senator Smith pointed out the making 
of jam in Canada would become im- 
possible. The speaker proceeded to up- old his contention regarding what he 

called a “one-sided condition/' showing 
how strawberries and raspberries had 
been for the past 25 years supplied to 
Jam makers of Great Britain at prices 
much below those In Canada, delivered 
to the manufacturer.

Cheap In England.
"If we had labor as cheap as in Eng­

land, and other conditions equal we 
would be quite prepared to have free 
trade with the mother country; but can 
the council of agriculture guarantee 
that under free trade labor will drop 
here to the level of the cost in Great 
Britain, and do we want it?” stated the 
speaker.

To enable the manufacturers to com­
pete with Great Britain, the council of 
agriculture would have to guarantee 
that wages would go down in the 
United States to the levels of those in 
Great Britain, otherwise there will be 
an exodus to the United States. That 
the proposal of a free trade with Eng­
land and free trade in foodstuffs with 
all other countries was chimerical, un­
less to deliberately destroy the jam in­
dustry, was an assertion made by Sen­
ator Smith, and he cited various ad­
vantages enjoyed by the British makers 
of jam over those possessed by the 
Canadian manufacturer. Summarising 
the situation, Senator Smith declared 
the makers of jam wanted only surli- 
cient import duties placed on goods 
within the British Empire to offset the 
superior advantages which the British 
jam manufacturer has. From his own 
experiences he backed up his state­
ments regarding comparative costs of 
abor and materials here and in Britain. 

He made reference to the advantage 
which the exchange situation gave the 
British jam man.

Opposes Reduction.
Summing up, Senator Smith advo­

cated the non-reduction of the duty on 
jam, asserting that to put the Canadian 
manufacturer on a level with his busi- 
nes associates in Great Britain re­
quired at least 5 cents per pound on 
an average. At the present time the 
British manufacturer is laying down 
jam at least 8 cents below the actual 
cost here, and as a result, the senator 
forecasted the going to the wall of 
several of the weaker Canadian factor-

Claim Is Made That Sugar and 
Glass Industries Would 

Be Hit.

Expresses Belief That Prices 
Will Rise in Comparatively 

Near Future.
TORONTO. Nov. 28.—Trading in Vic­

tory Bonds will henceforth be open, and 
the Victory issues will be immediately 
listed for trading on the Canadian 
stock exchanges. -This announcement 
was made by Sir Henry Drayton, 
minister of finance, who arrived in To­
ronto Saturday afternoon on his way 
from Hamilton to London to continue 
the tariff commission hearings. Sir 
Henry's statement is as follows:

“The control of Victory Bonds has 
ceased. The control, whoch has been 
excercised by the stabilization commit­
tee of the Victory Loan was made in 
proper performance of the promise made 
during the different Victory Loan cam­
paigns.

Has Been Efficient.
"The committee’s work has been very 

efficient. Many subscribers were made 
in the national interest, and by persons 
whose circumstances did not permit 
them to hold their bonds. The price of 
the bonds has not been subjected to 
violent fluctuations, hut stabilization of 
price has been effective. The commit­
tee has sold bonds which have come 
up on the market and placed them in 
hands of permanent investors to the 
extent of $270,000,000.

"Stabilization has now continued for 
more than a year since the last loan, 
and full opportunity has therefore been 
given those whose circumstances com­
pel them to liquidate.

Best In Market.
"The Dominion Government securi­

ties are the best in the market, and no 
price fluctuations affect the quality of 
the investment, and the liability of Can­
ada to redeem at par. Undoubtedly in 
the comparatively near future the sell­
ing price of the bonds will appreciate.

"It is very much to be hoped that the 
people of Canada will continue to hold 
the securities of the best country in 
the world to their great personal ad­
vantage.

"The stabilization has served a very 
useful purpose, but it is felt in view 
of the fact that the methods of con­
trol so general during the war period 
have been abandoned in so many coun­
tries and generally in Canada that the 
control of the sale of the Government 
securities should also cease." 

OXFORD IS SENDING 
STRONG JUDGING TEAM

HAMILTON, Nov. 28.—Declaring that 
only with labor as cheap in Canada 
as in England could the Canadian 
manufacturers of jam compete with the 
old country factories under free trade 
conditions. Senator E. D. Smith of Wi­
nona, Ont., a well-known jam manu­
facturer, strongly opposed free trade 
in his testimony before the tariff com­
mission here on Saturday.

As It was, he said, English jam 
makers were laying down jam in Can­
ada at 8 cents a pound less than the 
price for which it could be made in 
this country. Not only would the jam 
indr ry be wiped out and the Niagara 
fruit growers ruined by free trade. Sen­
ator Smith asserted, but the refining 
of sugar in Canada would be dealt a 
severe blow and the glass industry 
would be seriously affected. Pleas for 
protection were made by Niagara fruit 
growers, florists, woolen manufacturers 
and representatives of the knitting in- 
dustries

Only in two instances was a reduc­
tion of the tariff favored. James A. 
Livingstone, farmer and publisher of 
the weekly paper, the Grimsby Inde­
pendent, expressed the belief that the 
duty on linotype machines was far too 
hight, and W. F. Groves, president of 
the Canadian Florists' and Gardners' 
Association, urged free importation of 
three-year-old evergreens and other 
shrubs grown In the United States.

NA ORDER
Meighen Refuses To Interfere 

At Request of the War 
Veterans’ Secretary.

OTTAWA, Nov. 28.—The prime min­
ister has written to C. Grant MacNeill, 
Dominion secretary of the Great War 
Veterans' Association, regarding the 
now famous order of D. B. Hanna, di­
rector of the Canadian National Rail­
ways, forbidding employees to hold 
political office.

Hon. Mr. Meighen was asked to make 
a statement on the question in view 
of a strongly-worded resolution passed 
by the Manitoba command of the Great 
War Veterans’ Association, protesting 
against the dismissal of H. Moore, M. 
L. A., because at the time of his nom­
ination he was unaware of any order.

The premier reiterates that it is a 
matter for the directorate of the Na­
tional Railways and not the Govern­
ment. He says:

"I have your letter of the 20th Inst. 
The action taken by the directorate 
of the Canadian National Railways was 
In no sense taken at the instance of or 
by any information from the Govern­
ment, The directorate took the view 
that this was a matter within their 
purview only, as directors."

ARGUES FOR JAM MEN.
HAMILTON. Nov. 27.—The tariff 

commission, resuming its sessions here 
this morning heard Senator E. D. Smith, 
who appeared before the commission as 
official spokesman for the jam manu­
facturers of Eastern Canada. He stated 
that his arguments would apply with 
equal force to the conditions in British 
Columbia, where there is also a flourish­
ing industry. Exhaustive data, obtained 
from fourteen jam factories, was sub­
mitted. Over three and one-half million 
dollars were paid annually for raw 
fruit. An annual sale of goods to the 
value of $16,000,000 evidenced the fact 
that this industry was no mean one. 
To close these factories would affect 
3,211 growers, mostly farmers, who 
grow fruit as a sideline.

Hundreds of growers last year made 
a thousand dollars per acre, selling all 
sorts of small fruits to the jam fac­
tories—equal to the returns from twenty 
acres of wheat at $50 per acre. The 
policy of the council of agriculture 
would destroy the market for approxi­
mately $5,000,000 worth of fruit. It 
would also destroy the market for about 
$5,000.000 worth of sugar refined hi 
Canada and $4,000,000 worth of glass 
containers, tin cans and cases, etc., 
made in Canada by Canada labor; and 
their policy would wipe out a large part 
of capital investment of some $7,000,000.

Cites Instances.
Senator Smith cited instances of in­

dustries which owed their development 
to protection, and the fact that the Brit­
ish manufacturers, owing to the de­
pletion caused by war. had not sought 
the Canadian markets, thus allowing 
the Canadian makers to enjoy what 
was equal to a high protective tariff. 
The number of Canadian factories had 
almost doubled as a result, as had also 
the output. The merchant, the trans­
portation companies, the fruit and 
sugar men, the glass blower, box and 
can makers, etc., are all closely related 
to the jam factories, being used to main­
tain the other Industries.

BAR PUBLIC FROM

LONDON, Nov. 27. — Following the 
erection of barriers, eight feet high, 
last night to exclude the public from 
Downing street and the adjacent Charles 
street the Houses of Parliament were 
closed to the public today, and many 
persons coming up from the country 
were refused admission.

This official action followed the de­
tention of a strange man in the outer 
lobby of the House of Commons yester­
day. Although no official statement has 
been Issued the Evening Standard says 
It has reason to believe the decision to 
close the houses to the public has an 
Important bearing on sinister Sinn Fein 
activities in this country.

LIVERPOOL DISPATCH 
ALLEGES SINN FEINERS 
CAUSED OUTBREAKS

LONDON, Nov. 28.—A dispatch to the 
press association from Liverpool says: 

"An alarming outbreak of Sinn Fein 
violence occurred Saturday night short­
ly before 9 o’clock. Fires broke out 
simultaneously in the south and north 
ends of Liverpool and also in Bootle.

"There were seven fires In Bootle 
and eleven in various parts of Liver- 
pool.

"Subsequent discoveries revealed a 
well-planned Sinn Fein plot to spread 
a holocaust of fire among the ware­
houses in the dock area. The fires 
were spread over almost all of the 
whole seven miles of the dock area.

"Owing to the inflammable nature of 
the contents of the warehouses the 
flames quickly gained a strong hold, 
and by 1 o’clock in the morning the 
whole sky was lit up. The local fire 
brigades were unable to cope with the 
situation and were obliged to call bri­
gades from other sources. The police 
commandeered all telephone wires and 
took all steps to prevent further out- 
hreste hy concentretine policemen 
along the line of docks.

Watch Movements.
"Three youths, watching the sus­

picious movements of avo men at the 
cotton warehouse in Parliament street, 
warned the police who challenged the 
suspects. Thereupon they bolted up 
and fired upon the police who pursued 
them. The policemen were unhurt, 
but a bullet pierced the heart of a 
youth, Daniel Ward, who was among 
those who had warned the police and 
he fell dead.

"The fires in some instances were 
quickly quenched. Others. In stocked 
cotton warehouses, burned fiercely the 
night long. One in the south en .nd 
another In Bootle, at the north end. 
are taken as proving that there was 
careful organization. It was found 
that all the locks on the warehouses 
had been cut with bolt cutters. Many 
empty petrol cans were found on the 
scene. Each fire started at more than 
one place. In the case of one timber 
yard there were three separate out­
breaks.

Allotted Gangs.
"It appears that for each building 

marked for destruction there were 
slotted gangs numbering from four to 
five men, one of whom stood sentry 
while the others cut the locks and ap­
plied the inflammables.

"Many fires were suppressed in their 
early stages, and in these cases there 
was clear evidence of incendiarism in 
the finding of rags soaked in paraffin 
and empty petrol cans and bolt cutters 
left behind.

BeCHURCH UNITY.
[By Charles Jenkins.] 

(Article Four.)
The reasons for the existence of a Dominion synod 

can now be stated, and a reference to some of the 
pressing questions that such a synod could alone 
deal with affecting church prosperity can now be 
made.

Canada Is a large Dominion, and has within 
itself the complex elements of modern society with 
variety of races and degrees of civilization. The 
church must, therefore, get into the best position 
In the circumstances for dealing with the moral 
evil that naturally affects all human society.

A synod of the Dominion wherein is represented 
church life in all its aspects, from the Diocese of 
Moosoonee to that of Montreal, can alone be the 
proper instrument of church government and legis­
lation in the region of spiritualities. Such a synod 
could speak authoritatively to other Christian bodies, 
whether of the Anglican communion or not, and 
such a synod alone can be the proper medium for 
adapting the Anglican system to the genius of the 
country, thereby Insuring church efficiency and 
extension.

The first question that presents itself is the 
proper regulations of the home mission work of the 
Dominion. The experience of the Domestic and 
Foreign Missionary Society shows what a power for 
good in this way it would be if the entire home 
mission work of the church in Canada were under 
one administration, and the missionary bishops of 
the North and Northwest and their diocesan rep­
resentatives would be united, working directly in 
the same great cause with the bishops and dioceses 
of old Canada.

Unity of administration, thorough information as 
to work to be done, and economy and proper disposi­
tion of resources, would all tell very much on the 
extension of our church system, and the life thus 
created would react on the various dioceses of old 
Canada, and would send the current of a renewed 
vitality through her whole system. She may well 
borrow from the Presbyterian and other bodies some 
of their methods in dealing with large home mission 
work.

And now, as to our special work in Canada. There 
are various evils in society on this continent which 
hurt the spiritual growth of the individual, that the 
Church of England system is expressly adapted to 
meet.

What is known as rapid living, exists more gener­
ally on this continent than in any other quarter of 
the globe. The whole tendency is to make haste to 
be rich, and this pursuit of material wealth is kept 
up with untiring energy, and pervades all society.

Secular education is likewise now so ordered, 
graded and assorted that people plume the mselves 
upon the perfection of their educational institutions. 
Whatever advantage they may be to the state as 
they are, there is a great deal to be done before 
they can be considered as giving full education in 
the wide sense of the word. A smattering of various 
branches of earthly knowledge is all right as far as 
it goes, but the training of the moral side of the 
nature should go with that. Specific religious in­
struction in our present circumstances can scarcely 
be given in the public schools, but the whole system 
la decidedly wanting in the training that produces 
thoroughness and reverence.

Scientific invention and discovery have so given 
men control over the forces of nature that we do 
things daily which to a former age would have been 
considered miraculous. The conceit of progress so 
begotten is a feature of modern society. Restraints 
imposed In the Interest of society have been relaxed. 
Marriage, that fundamental bond ot human society 
is not surrounded with that feeling of sacredness 
and obligation that it should have. Reverence for 
parents does not seem to be taught. Self-reliance 
and self-assertion though most valuable pioneer 
virtues, yet when unchecked develop into a self- 
sufficiency that is not good, and the general 
prosperity of the country has generated evils that, 
as through all the ages, the church only can grapple 
with.

THE INGRATITUDE OF GREECE.

[Kingston Standard.]
The recent election in Greece, which resulted in 

the crushing defeat of the government of Venizelos, 
reveals a state of national ingratitude almost beyond 
human comprehension. In the dark days of Greece, 
when German Influence, German machinations and 
the attitude of the Queen of Greece, who was the 
sister of the German Kaiser, had almost alienated 
Greece from her real friends and wrecked the future 
hopes of the nation, Venizelos proved to be the one 
great man capable of saving Greece from ruin. 
King Constantine and his German wife were forced 
to abdicate the throne and go into exile. The 
territory of Greece has been extended as a result 
of the patriotic stand of Venizelos, her credit has 
been saved, her good name and honor preserved, 
and yet, after all, the people of Greece forget their 
benefactor and saviour, and cast their ballots in 
favor of a regime reeking with rot and treachery.

Eaten bread is soon forgotten. In a moment a 
nation can be converted into a ruthless mass that 
will forget service and sacrifice. It has always been 
so; it always will be so. The crowd that followed 
the Man of Nazareth on his triumphant entry into 
the city of Jerusalem and shouted "Hosanna!" was 
the same crowd which a few days afterwards 
shouted “Crucify him!" Yesterday Venizelos was 
the uncrowned king of Greece, today he is a politi­
cal outcast. The people of Greece have chosen 
Barabbas rather than the man who in the days of 
their adversity and darkness threw his life into the 
cause of Greek honor and Greek freedom. The 
Greece of Byron’s day must have been a different 
country to that of our day, or we fail to see how 
the British poet-patriot could ever have become so 
Infatuated with its people.

There is no doubt whatever that 
Ottawa could be made_one of the most Inter­
esting titles to the world. The surroundings of 
Ottawa and Hull could be made far finer than 
the surroundings even of the city of Washington. 
Those who plan the city of Ottawa should take 
a lesson from Washington, and remember that 
what was considered planning on a large scale 
in Washington’s early days is now considered 
too small, and the same mistake might be made 
to planning the city of Ottawa. We have passed 
the days of horses and carriages and reached 
the time of automobiles. Therefore a much 
wider territory must be laid out than formerly.

The Parliament Buildings themselves will 
make a magnificent centre, and when finished 
will be one of the finest specimens ot Gothic 
architecture in the world. The plans for the 
different departments now in the hands of the 
architect, and which will extend along the river- 
bank, from the Parliament Buildings, will be a 
great addition to the buildings. One central 
departmental building, we understand, is to be 
of the French chateau style of architecture.

The Edinburgh Weekly Scotsman calls attention 
to the fact that prohibition as known in America 
means that alcoholic drink may not be manufac­
tured, imported, exported, or transported, and con­
tends that while the Scottish plan "does not pro­
hibit drinking, it prohibits drunkenness." It is 
conceded that the act is "only an experiment: but 
it is an experiment that will be watched with 
interest both in Scotland and in England, and even 
farther afield." An echo of this opinion Is heard 
from Ireland in the remark of the Dublin Freeman's 
Journal that "one way or another the results of the 
Scotch contest on the liquor question are bound to 
react on and materially affect future conditions in 
England, Ireland and Wales." The London Times 
finds that although the relaxation of the war regu­
lations has been slight since 1918, there has been 
"a disquieting and apparently progressive Increase 
in conviction for drunkenness in Scotland." The 
"drastic American experiment has inflamed the 
aspirations of those opposed to the consumption of 
alcohol, and has heightened the anxiety of all

This section was reserved 
for the future admirals, who came 
here from Annapolis aboard special 
trains in the morning, and for gold- 
braided naval officers of high and low 
degree. With the Navy contingent 
came their womenfolk, decked out in 
furs and satins, and contributed their 
part to the bright color scheme.

QUEBEC TO APPOINT
BOXING COMMISSION

NEW YORK, Nov. 28.—Because of a 
rule not generally known to six-day 
bicycle race enthusiasts, Joe Kopsky 
and Tom Bello were deprived of a 
victory in the long grind that ended at 
midnight last night at the 22nd Regi­
ment armory. They gained a full lap 
in the last ten minutes of the contest, 
but because the sprints were in progress 
at the time they won, it was not officially 
recognized.

‘Every man now in the city’s em­
ployment will be kept on throughout 
the winter," Mayor Little announced 
today. “All those engaged in outside 
work have been retained now two 
months longer than usual, and we will 
make every effort to keep them busy 
until spring.

"This does not mean that we will 
he able to take on any more em­
ployees," he added. “I do ' not think 
we will be able to do that, unless some 
of the present ones leave, but those, 
who are now working will be kept 
busy as long as there is any work the 
city can undertake. We won’t be 
able to guarantee summer conditions 
or summer wages, but we will do the 
best we can."

Construction of sanitary sewers will 
be the principal means of providing 
employment. According to estimates 
of the city engineering department this 
is more costly in the winter than 
in the summer, but the mayor thinks 
that there is justification for under­
taking it at the present time.

Storm sewers will be another project 
undertaken as soon as an expenditure of $175,000 for this purpose is approved by 
the Legislature. This is expected some 
time in January unless unexpected op­
position to the building of the sewers 
develops locally or in the Legislature.

There would be plenty of this kind 
of construction work available right 
now if the storm sewers had not been 
turned down by the voters last Janu­
ary, and later by the Legislature,” the 
mayor said. “We wanted to undertake 
an extensive program of this kind, but 
we were not supported. This year if 
the Legislature consents we will be able 
to keep our men busy throughout the 
winter without trouble. If they turn 
down the expenditure, however, it will 
be a difficult matter for us to find 
enougli work to go around."

Other city departments may help to 
keep the wheels of industry humming 
by retaining their employees for the 
winter. The public utilities commission 
may be able to proceed witn a con­
struction program if conditions are fav.

Japanese Imitativeness was interest­
ingly commented upon by Rev. Dr. 
James Endicott, general secretary of 
foreign mission for the Methodist 
Church in Canac., in the course of his 
appeal on behalf of the mission field in 
the First Methodist Church Sunday 
morning. As soon as the Christian mis­
sionaries open a Sunday school in a 
Japanese town, the Buddhists organize 
a Sunday school, too. Ths missionaries 
teach the children to sing "Jesus Loves 
Me," and the Buddhists adapt the song 
to read "Budda Loves Me."

Japan stands today as the most pro­
gressive and cultured of all the heathen 
nations. The Japanese have copied 
every good thing that the Christian 
world enjoys with the single exception 
of Christianity. Japan still clings to 
Shintoism and Buddhism. The Japanese 
probably have a better system of edu­
cation than Canada, said Dr. Endi­
cott, but they have not adopted the 
Christian gospel upon which the west 
believes its progressiveness rests.

Savage Millions.
"Do you know that there are still 

scores of millions of savages in the 
world?" asked Dr. Endicott, turning 
from the problems presented by the 
heathen world, with its uncounted cen­
turies of civilization to Africa, where 
vast stretches of uncivilized territory 
still remain.‘

“Will these savages in the heart of - 
Africa ever come to the light of their 
own Initiative?" he asked. It was 
highly improbable that the savages 
would ever evolve to a high plane of 
civilization unless they received guid­
ance and help from the Christian world, 
said Dr. Endicott.

In discussing the great advancement 
of the Japanese in medicine science 
and culture. Dr. Endicott declared that 
he saw more books in Tokio than he 
had seen in any other single city in 
the world. "Japan is watching the 
west for the slightest new suggestion 
in education or other progress, but the 
Japanese still worship wooden images," 
he said. "And you can’t make me be­
lieve a god of wood is as good as our God."

"I believe that Christianity is God’s 
sole way of redeeming the world. This 
is not narrowness. I am sorry it is so. 
I wish there were forty other religions 
as good as our religion, but there are 
not."

, China’s Need.
China s great need is for medical 

missionaries. Had Canada the same 
number of doctors in proportion to 
population as China, there would be 
only two doctors in all Canada, he said.

Thirty million Chinese are actually 
starving to death at the present time. 
They are eating grass and the bark of 
trees. Fathers are poisoning or drown­
ing their children rather than see them 
starve to death, and women are drown­
ing themselves by thousands.

This should not be, said Dr. Endi­
cott. There is plenty of food in the 
world for everybody, he claimed, plenty 
of money for all. and plenty of ships to 
carry the food to them. The Chinese 
should not be left to starve, but many 
ot them necessarily will starve before 
food can be sent them, even though 
every effort were made to reach -them 
with succor.

One hundred thousand mothers in Sz 
Chuan bring children into the world 
without any anaesthetics and not one 
of them with any medical attendance. 
Great numbers of the children dip in 
their early years. •

Disease Rampant.
Disease is rampant and leprosy is 

prevalent among other diseases. Even 
the poultry becomes affected with 
leprosy. Not long ago an aged father 
was so badly afflicted with the disease 
that he prevailed upon his son to lock 
him in a cabinet and set fire to it. 
There is one dentist in China for every 
sixty million people. An epidemic of 
toothache, said Dr. Endicott, might 
serve to greatly increase the interest 
in this country in Chinese missions

At the evening service, Rev. A. Lloyd 
Smith, M.A., assistant secretary of 
home missions, preached. At the morn­
ing service a solo was beautifully ren­
dered by Mrs. Ed. Wyatt, soprano.

The Western University Not 
Among Those Chosen by 

Officials.
New York, Nov. 28.—Preliminary ap­

portionment of the $5.000,000 fund set 
aside by the Rockefeller Foundation for 
the aid or medical education in Canada 
was announced today in a statement by 
George E. Vincent, president of the 
foundation.

“This action follows eight months of. 
investigation, including visits by repre­
sentatives of the foundation to the prin­
cipal medical centres of the Dominion." 
the statement said.

The appropriations now made are of 
two classes: First, contributions toward 
increasing the permanent resources in 
buildings and endowments of schools 
already well established; second con­
tributions to annual Income of institu­
tions which are undergoing reorgani­
zation.

The following appropriations were 
announced for the establishment of schools:
McGill University, Montreal. ..$1,000.000 
University of Toronto...................1,000 000
Dalhousie University, Halifax.. 500.000 
University of Manitoba, Win­

nipeg...............................................500,000
This leaves a reserve for future dis­

tribution of $2,000,000, from the income I 
of which the Universite de Montreal and1 
the University of Albert, Edmonton, re-! 
ceive $25,000 each for the year 1920-1921'

Applications from these schools for 
further aid will be considered.

Of the $2,000,000 reserved for future 
distribution, the income is to be used to­
ward current expenses, fellowships and 
other forms of aid to medical education.

In each case the apportionment now 
announced represent contributions to 
plans of development, worked out by the 
institutions concerned, which involves 
substantional from other sources.
