Two hundred members of the old
constabulary of Middlesex County
were officially taken off the lists last
night, when their resignations, re-
quested oy the county council, be-
came effective.

MThis morning there are but fifteen
members of the force, and all active,
men, according to Clerk Stuart.

And the real reorganization of the
force is yet to come.

Some time ago the county council
decided that the constabulary in the
county was not all that it should be,
and after mueh discussion thought
<hat it would be better to cut it down
10 a reasonable number. The reason
for this was the inactivity of many
of the members, and the complaints
received by the clerk regarding police
p1otection and service.

With this decision, the couneil
asked for the resignations of all men
holding the appointment of county
constable. Several of them forwarded
the notice, but many did not. But
whether they did or didn’t, this morn-
ing finds them no longer on the rolls.

in the investigation regarding the
men, it was found that several were
much too old for the position. others
had died, but their names were stiil
on the list, still others did not appear
to work at all. while a very few of
them proved their worth.

June saw the appointment eof the
new force, numbering fifteen, most
»f them members of the old constab- |
wlary. but it ‘was then discovered
that there was no high constable.

With <his discovery, it was deter-
mined that Sheriff Donald Graham
must act in that capacity. Since then
he has been fulfilling his dual roll,
and states that he is getting resulls
from the new force.

In December the real reorganiza-
tion of the force will take place. At
that time a new high constable will
be appointed, and then the final per-
gonnel of the force decided. Accord-
ing to information received, there is
gertain to be a certaim amount of
weeding out.

And then Middlesex will have a
constabulary that will be of the best.

Movement Started in Toronto
Finds Some Support Among
London Men.

OPPOSE WINDING UP

The organization of a “Home Bank
Depositors’ Protective Association”
by Toronto men involved in tie L).a.nk's
failure is regarded with satisfaction
by local depositors. Questioned this
morning in connection with the de-
cision of Toronto depositors to ap-
peal for the appointment of a repre-
sentative to safeguard their interests,
London depositors gave ready ap-
proval to the action.

No Londoners attended the meeting
in the Queen City. Without excep-
tion, however, they indorsed the
movement for a thorough inquiry into
the Home Bank’s affairs, and thought
it only right that a proportion gf de-
positors should organize tg protect
themselves. It is unnecessary, they
observed, to appoint local representa-
tives to the investigating board. The
Toronto appointees could be coufitad
on to act in the interests of alf de-
positors throughout the province.

Staunch opposition to liquidation
in Toronto is reflected here. A repe-
| tition of the Farmers’ Bank fiasco,
which deprived depositors of their
savings is feared if the Home Bank
is wound up.

“It looks more and more as if mis-
management and improper practice
are the prime causes of the bank's
failure,” a London depositor said. “It
is only right that the depositors, who
have a prior claim on all assets,
should receive what is coming to
them.”

It is estimated that 60 per cent of
shareholders and depositors with the
Home Bank are Catholics. Although
the Home Bank was not actually a
Catholic institution, half of the mem-
bers of the board of directors were
Catholics »nd 50 per cent of the
bank’s taxes were given for separate
schools, in accordance with the priv-
ilege of incorporated companies.
Many priests and clerics had their
life savings in the Home Bank.

“If there are any guilty parties

involved in the bank's suspension,
‘they should be made an example of,”
janother depositor declared. “Each day
we hear ugly rumors of illegal
. manipulation of Home Bank funds.
There may be no foundation.in them,
but the depositors are wise to or-
"‘sganize and investigate.”

'Rare -Old Wits Flourished in
: the_ Days of New ‘Jersey

~ . Journal. -
A HERO'S .MESSAGE

- What is supposed to be the first
newspaper that aver came to London
was discovered in the vacated prem-
ises of' Dickison & Nicholson Coni-
pany, Richmond street, by William
Coles Jun. yesterday.

The newspaper is c¢alled the New
Jersey Journal,.and is among the
first dozen ever oprinted in_ Nortn
America. From an historical view-
point, it répresents a valuable find,
and the copy in Mr. Coles’ possession
i§ dated “February 16, 1779. Vol I,
Numb. 1.” '

The evolution of the newspaper
cannot he better tinderstood than by
a comparison of the ancient New
Jersey Journal with publications of
the present day. It was a contempor-
ary of the Canada Gazette, and quotes
extracts from the latter paper in its
news columns. “News” in those days
was confined almost exclusively to
letters sent in by soldiers, politicians,
clergymen, and others, in touch with
current events. The Journal was a
| three-column affair about sixteen
inches deep. &
Advertising was not a lost art in
1779. Several notices of sales and
assertions that se-and-so would not
be responsible “for debts contracted
by my wife” were common. It did
not matter how -long the advertise-
ments were, each insertion cost $2
“the first week and $1 for every con-
tinuance.”

Oldtime Wits.

Evidently there were wits in days
of yore. The New Jersey Journal
prints a “Genuine letter of an of-
ficer of high ramk in the American
fervige to.Mifs F——, a voung lady
of Philadelphia.” The “officer of high
rank” heve challenges the young lady
to a duel because she told her friends
that he “wore green breeches patched
with leather.” - The officer writes her,
in part, as follows:

“When an officer of the refpectable
rank, which I bear, . is grosfly tra-
duced and calummnmiated it is incum-
bent on him to clear up the affair to
the world. The fpirit of defamation
-and calumny (I am forry to fay it)
is grown to a prodigious and iptol-
erable height on this continent. If
you had accufed me of getting drunk
as often as I could get liquor (Alex-
ander the Great waf charged with thif
vice), I fhould, perhaps, be patient
under the imputation. But the cal-
umny you have, in the fertility of
your malicious wit, chofen to invent,
is of fo new, fo unprecedented, and fo
hellifh a kind, 4s woulé® make Job
himfelf fswear like a Virginia Col-
ony.”

The “officer of high rank” goes oa
to ‘“convict you, therefore, of the
falfhood of thif moft diabolical flan-
der; to put you to eternal filence and
castigate your proud beauty to dirt
And duft.”

Thereupon the writer challengea
the “ladve faire” to mortal combat.
He said he communicated “the affai:
only to my confidential friend—,
who 'has mentioned it to more than
feven members of troopf and nineteen
women, fix of whom are old maids, fo
that there if no danger of, its taking
wind on my fide. I hope you will be
equally guarded on your part.”

Message of Hero. '

In the same issue a letter from L.
V. Fuser, commander of His Ma-
jesty's troops in Georgia, directed to
a revolutionary officer, tells the lat-
ter that it is futile for him to con-
tinue occupying “the fort.” Col. John
M’Intosh, commanding coftinental
troops, made this courageous reply:

“We, sir, are fighting the battle of
America, and therefore difdain to ye-
main neuter till its fate is deter-
mined. As to furrendering the fort,
receive this laconic. reply—COME
AND TAKE IT.”

In those days Germany, too, was or.
the warpath, for an announcement is
made that an army was drawing to-
gether to attack Weffel, a well-
fortified town “ifi the King of Pruffia’s
dominions on the Rhine.”

Three of the New Jersey Journpal's
f{)ur pages were devoted almost en-
tirely to war news. Tales of battles
and engagements were printed in the
form of well-written but verbose let-
ters from officers who led the Brit-
ish and revolutionary forces.

On individual, suffering apparently
from the “green-eyed monster,” put
the following advertisement in the
newspaper: “This is to give notice
that I, Daniel Halsey Jun., of the bor-
ough of Elizabeth, County of Effex,
and ftate of New Jersey, do hereby
forbid any perfon from flattering,
fooling or trifling with my wife’s af-
fection while I am away from homé.”

The veterans of the recent battle
of Springbank will appear in police
court tomorrow, summons for their
appearance having been taken out
and served by Provincial Constable
T. Y. Stratton.

‘While most of those concerned are
local youths, one or two of them are
from other cities, one living in Wigd-
sor.  If the summons are not obeyed,
warrants for arrest will be issued, as
the county authorities and the man-
agement of the park at Springbank
feel that the matter of rowdyism
of this kind is too serious to drop.

The fight occurred at the begin-
ning of the week, when one man,
intoxicated. got into an argument
with another. This led to others
joining in, and within a few minutes
the argument assumed the aspects of
a Donnybrook Fair, except that there
were no broken heads.

It was beyond the power of the
constables present to control the men,
although they did their best, one of
them suffering painful injuries in
attempting to bring order out of
chaos.

Tomorrow, however, the officer will
have his revenge, when the young
men appear in court to answer
charges of disorderly conduct, and
assaulting an officer in the perform-
ance of his duty.

NOIGE ON LAST LEG
OF WRANGEL DASH

Overcomes Many. . Difficulties
in Expedition To Find
Marooned Party.

ESKIMOS STRIKE

Harold Noice, leader of the Wran-
gel Island relief exrpedition, and
special correspondent, in that ven-
ture, of this, paper, today is on the
last leg of his dash from Nome into
the Arctic,
reached the bleak strategic island,
on which four white
native woman have been marooned
for two years. A mutiny of Eskimos
fostered by a missionary, engine
trouble, the resignation of his ship-
master—these handicaps have been
added to the threat of seizure by the
Russian government and the menace
of tides and ice, but Noice has overs
come his difficulties, according to
the following despatch sent by him
from Point Hope and relayed by wire
from Nome. Point Hope is a tiny
slip on the most northwestern pro-
jection of Alaska, 400 miles by sail
north of Nome, and under right con-
ditions two days’ wvoyage from
Wrangel. “Maintaining scheduled ;
leaving immediately,” is Noice's last
word from Point Hope and his motor
ship Donaldson. He has, however,
made additional preparations for a
possible enforced sojourn of a year
or more.

Commander of the Wrangel Island

Relief Expedition.

Point Hope, Alaska, Aug. 9

Hope immediately for the last run to
Wrangel Island.

After we weighed anchor at Nome,
Aug. 3, engine trouble developed
within a few hours and there was
much delay all the way to Cape
Prince of Wales, where we spoke to
the United States survey schoorer
Hazel.

We remained at Wales three hours |
and took on five Eskimo hunters for |
one trip. We made pocr time from'

Wales to Cape Blossom, arriving
there the morning of the sixth.

Because of shallow water, Engineer
Joseph Earl and T rowed eight miles
into Kotzebue and secured complete

. equipment to repair engine parts,
paying an Eskimo family and two
young married Eskimos, who took
on a large quantity of additional sup-
plies, guns, etc., to insure the entire
party in the event of being compelled
to winter and establish camps for a
sojourn of two years. We secured 11
fine dogs with fine harness and com-
plete equipment.

After all the equipment had been
taken on board and the Eskimos were
due to leave shore in their skin boats.
1 suddenly found that I had an Es-
kipwo strike on my hands due to the
influence of a migonary, who not
only told them that they would be
without Christian influence, but that
the chances were I would leave them
marooned on Wrangel Island, and
therefore they would never get back
to their families and friends. I therc-
upon proceeded to the missionary's
house with all the natives, and a
serious, and at times strenuous con-

| versation ensured, in which I told the |

| missionary that he, as a Christian,
Zfostoring the spiritual welfare of the
| natives, ought certainly to permit
| them to go to the rescue of those in
| dire straits or worse, and who, if
| alive, must be famished to see their
| families and friends. The missionary
! in his nightgown, and I in my work
[ clothes, surrounded by 20 Eskimos,
| made indeed a primitive and pic-
' turesque conference.
Captain Protests.

Making no headway Iuretired, and
notified the 'Eskimos that 1 was
leaving at once, and that if they
failed me I would select my crew

. from points farther north, whereupon
1 proceeded to the beach, only to be
' followed in a few minutes by the
entire party of Eskimos, who came
pell-mell, informing me that they
wwonuld follow me.

I was doomed for further diffi-

. culties this day. and reaching the
' ship at 9 a.m., Captain Hansen, for
reasons best known only to himself,
objected strongly to taking on board
the additional people, supplies and
dogs, which, in my opinion, would
prove a valuable asset in the event
that we encountered any difficulties
and were compelled to make a forced
march over the ice to reach the
island.

Captain Hansen took a firm stand,
whereupon I was compelled to ac-
cept his resignation.

Maintaining Schedule.

The rest of the crew decided to
go in with the expedition. At 11
o'clock we set sail for Point Hope
with weather fine and engines work-
ing perfect. Early on the morning of
the eighth we anchored off Point
Hope. :

Here we enjoyed the hospitality
of the Rev. and Mrs. Thomas, who
rendered every assistance possible,
and I was compelled to modify my
viewpoint considerably with refer-
ence to mission work in the North.

Here I found one more Eskimo
family eager to join the expeditio_n.
and engaged them with their skin
boats. The schooner has Dbeen
thoroughly overhauled, and we intend
to make the island in two days sail-
ing unless delayed by ice conditions.
1 have promoted First Mate Han-
solsen to sailing master, but I attend
to all actual navigation.

We are maintaining the schedule
planned at Nome. All are well and
satisfied. et

A series of friendly notes have been
exchanged between the two govern-
ments in regard to this matter, the
premier stated, and arrangements for
the meeting have been’ practically
cgmpleted.

he U. 8. government will be rep-
resented at the conference, which
takes place in Ottawa, by MacKenzie
Moss, assistant secretary of the treas-
ury department. The Canadian gov-
ernment will be represented by Hon.
Jaques Bureau, minister of custems
and excise.

Communications which passed from
tha Canadian to the United States
government, the premier said. assur-
ed the American authorities of Can-
ada’'s desire to co-operate as far as

possible with them in the enforce-
ment of American laws, just as Can-
ada expected the American govern-
ment would co-operate with Cana-
dian authorities where possible in the
maintenance of tha laws of Canada.

In 1910 Russia
built lighthouses on the icland, and
undertook other works there, and in
1915 formally notified the allied and
neutral governments that Wrangel,
together with other islands and ter-
ritories along the coast c¢f Siberia,
constituted integral parts of Russian
territory.

“That the depositors of the Home
Bank demand the immediate appoint-
ment of a man thoroughly qualified
and independent of the Canadian
Bankers' Association to investigate
the affairs of the bank in collabora-
tion with the curator.”

Solicitor J. F. Edgar, who, it |is
said, represented large depositors, op-
He said he felt
obvious prejudice
against bankers, while perhaps,
understandable, was not reasonable.
He pointed out that it was greatly in
the interests of all banks and bankers
that the weantire matter should be
cleared up in the most satisfactory
manner. Replyving, Dr. Williams de-
clared that all concerned were emin-
ently respectable people, “not Com-
munists, nor the scum of the earth.”
He appealed to the two hundred
people who packed the room whether
or not they had sufficient confidence
that the government had been thor-
oughly roused, or that their interasts
would be sufficiently safeguarded by .
allowing matters to go on as at
present. The overwhelming vote in
favor of his motion answered the
question, and the minister of finance :
will be notifled of their views in the .
matter.

Opposed To Liquidation.

The equally overwhelming opposiwi
tion to liquidation was expressed in’
the following resolution, which car-!
ried afmost unopposed: i

“That the meeting is unanimously
opposed to any liquidation proceed-
ings being taken until after the
curator has made his report, and that
the court be asked to stay proceed-
ings until full particulars can be ob=
tained.”

The lack of water results in con-
stipation. There must be an abund-
ance of fluid to dissolve the waste
products and to carry them away
from the body.
'The omission of water from the
dietary places unfair labor upon the
kidneys. Their work is sadly in-
terfered with if the urine is scanty
and concentrated. Continual neglect
of this sort may cause kidney
trouble and other serious conditions.

Nobody need be afraid of pure
water. It is necessary to infant
health. It is vital to adult health.

Try the magic of frequent drinks
of water. Many a erying baby will
become quiet and happy ,if he is
given a drink. Even colic may dis-
appear if a little warm water is
given.

For
a b-ief moment I shut my cyes against
the vision of a body flashing far down
inio the raging waters at the base of
"the cliff, with the frayed rope dang-
ling from above; and against the vis-
ion of hundreds of graceful birds ly-
ing with feathers ruffled and flecked
with blood. All of theve pictures dart
through my mind as 1 #and on the
deck of the “Sirius” znd watch the
speck on the waters rim, the speck
which is the first point on the rocky
Faroes Islands.

With one accord we all exclaimed
at the costumes of the Fifroese men.
They wear a peculiqr cap, usually of
red and blue stripped coarse cloth,
reminiscent of the Phrygian headgear.
Their jackets are long, worn over
knee breeches, varying in texture and
trimming with, 1 suppose, the occu-
pation of the wearer. Some breeks
had silver buttons at each side, and
a silkem tassel wagging gracefully
from the top of wonderfully woven
socks. We looked in vain for some
Jlistinguishing feature to the dress of
the women. The poorer classes were
dressed very easually in untidy but
very clean coarse dark skirts and
shawls; but most of the younger
girls looked much as other European
or American girls would look.
were amazed to find we could
a good quality silk stocking in the
shops at Thorshavn more moderate-
ly than we can in shops at home.
While we purchased the footwear,
the men in our party bought cigar-
ettes and tobacco, since they, too,
are cheaper than in other countries.

HEAR OF ATTEMPT
10 AVERT STRIKE

%Compromise May Prevent the

Closing of Mines—Still
Prepare For Crisis.

PRODUCE SOFT COAL

Special to The Advertiser.

Washington, Aug. 24.—Hopes of
averting a shutdown of the hard coal
mines were raised today by confiden-
tial advices reaching government of-
ficials that signs of a compromise are
evident among contending operators
and miners.

Despite these encouraging reports,
the government continued its prepar-
ations for meeting a strike with an-
thracite substitutes.

CONSTITUTES EMERGENGCY.
Associated Press Despatch.

Washington, Aug. 24.—Stoppage of
anthracite mining would constitute a
public emergency, the coal commis-
sion said today in a formal state-
ment, requiring the full co-operation
of consumers with soft coal opera-
tors and all agencies of distribution,
with all possible aid through execu-
tive action by federai and state zov-
ernments.

“If those who now control the min-
ing and distribution of anthracite are
to continue to think only of their own
demands, and not at all of the pub-
lic's demand for coal,” the statement
said, “the coal commission feels that
every measure should be taken to
supply the domestic fuel needed in
the homes of the great mass of con-
sumers, and especially of the indus-
trial workers throughout the east.”

A careful revjgw of the situation,
Chairman John Hays Mammond said,
led the commission to still cling to
its belief that the stoppage of anthra-
cite production would not be allowed
to occur because of the vital inter-
ests of both miners and operators,
which would be irremediably in-
jured. On the other hand, he said,
the government did not feel that the
public interest would be served
through another attempt on its part
to intervene in the deadlock.

NO BITUMINOUS STRIKE.
Associated Press Despatch.
Chicago. Aug. 24.—Apprehension
that a sympathetic strike in the sof:
coal fields in Illinois would follow an
anthracite strike today, was largely
allayed following the announcement
of Frank Farrington, president of the
Illinois Mine Workers, that there
was no thought of suspension in the
bituminous fields. Coal operators who
met with mine union officials here
vesterday, said there was a plentiful
supply of bituminous coal ahove
ground to supply any emergency de-
mand in the middle west.
The soft coal miners are under con-
tract till April 1.

PROTECT CONSUMERS,
Canadian Fress Despatch.

Washington, Aug. 24.—Preparaiions
of government agencies to protect
anthracite consumers from a fuel
shortage next winter were moving at
accelerated speed as the tifreatened
shutdown of hard coal mines Sep-
tember 1 drew another day nearer
with no move from either side in the
dispute toward a renewal of nego-
tiation. The last word on the gov-
ernment’s position was given by
Mr. Hammond after a conference late
vesterday with President Coolidge,
when he said the coal commission
had no present intention of further
intervening in the dispute between
the operators and their employees.

“We are going to let the miners
and operators walk the floor by them-
selves for a while,” he added.

Developments of the government’s
program for supplying fuel to an-
thracite consumers in event of d tie-
up of the mines meanwhile went
ahead today.

CHILLY BREEZES MAKE
SUMMER TOWN BANKRUPT

OPPOSE FRENCH CLAIM.

Constantinople, Aug. 24.—Ratifica-
tion of the Turkish-Allied peace
treaty, expected at the beginning of
this week, is delayed by the opposi-
tion of many members of the Angora
assembly against clauses in the pact
leaving under French protection the
Alexandretta and Antjoch regions.

Several members of the assembly,
some of them members of Mustapha
Kemal's party, protested that these,
regions, inhabited exclusively by
Turks, should be left in foreign
hands, anq it was pointed out that
this was against the recognized prin-
ciples of the national pact.

The speeches were very violent
against France and its colonial policy.
but despite very heated debates it is
believed they are merely a govern-
ment manoeuvre in ordeér to show the
world that Turkey made "serious ter-
ritorial sacrifices in favor of general
peace. The treaty will be ratified
within a few days. it is thought,
without further difficulty.

Kemal Seeks Control.

Reliable reports from Angora in-
dicate that Kemal is making efforts
to control absolutely the national as-
sembly which has been blindly obey-
ing ‘his orders, but which might turn
against him after peace is re-estab-
Hlshed.

Turkish statesmen are showing
great anxiety in regard to the finan
cial situation. Since the allies denied
financial reparations the inhabitants
in the devastated regions has bheen
desperate. The price of bread in
some sections increased 300 per cent:
in other districts there was no bread.
Hundreds of thousands on the verge
of starvation started to grumble
against the government's inability to
procure food and funds for the re-
construction of homes. . The treasury
is almost empty. 3

At a recent cabinet meeting the
minister of the interior stated that
Turkey must seek support from the
outside and that since hopes of oh-
taining American capital gradually
are disappearing. She must direct
her efforts toward England.

Want British Alliance.

Ismet added that he had Sir Horace
Rumbold’'s formal promise that if the |
mutual dispute were settled in Eng- |
land’'s favor, England would try to
see Turkey out of her troubles, giv-
ing necessary political and financial
support in the future.

At the end of the cabinet meeting
Ismet urged that the governmen:
ask the assembly to authorize dis-
cussions with British representatives
with a view to conecluding a ‘separate
agreement with the British empire,
adding: *“The only hope of Turkey
is an alliance with Great Britain, the
leading power in the east.” .

The admiral first came into world
notice during the Russian-Japanese
war, when he was one of thé heroe;

by Admiral Togo.

Kato was considered responsible
for the brilliant Japanese strategy iu
this battle and was promoted to vice-
admiral for his achievement.

Kato was made a baron in 1920. He
was born in Hieroschima in 1859, of
a family in moderate circumstances,
and became an orphan a few years
later. At 12 he entered the navy, ani
later completed his education in the
Naval Academy. After graduation
from the academy, his advancement
was rapid, and by 1922 he was chief
of staff of a squadron, the position he
occupied when he led the .Japanese
forces into the great fight against the
Russians.

He had been ill for some time.

Toronto, Aug. 24.—Drought and lack
of pasture have forced Ontario farmers
to ship a great many unfinished cattld’
during this week. There were 8,155
cattle received this week, 2,000 more
than came in last week, and of this,
week's run, only a few hundred were

westerns.

Rogers and Maybee bought for ex-
port, 800 head of cattle at prices from
$7.25 to §7.75, and 16 bulls at from $3.7%
to $4.75. During the week 510 head
have been shipped, and 400 head will
be shipped today.

JMany heavy cattle on the market this
week were not good enough for ex-:
port, and too rough and heavy for the
domestic trade. They were hought by
the abattoirs at a iower price, from
$5.75 to $6,50. There is a market only
for choice butcher steers and heifers
weighing about %00 pounds. The coms-
mon grades have been very dull ail
week. Buyers will take good, breedy,
short-keep feeders and stockers, and
milch céws and springers are in rfomne
demand. About 90 head of common
will be carried over until Monday.

On Monday the best load of heavy
steers offered averaged 1,483 pounds,
and went to a packer at $8.25. Good
to choice butchers sold steady with
last week #t $6.75 to $7.25 a hundred-
weight at the opening, but for the bal-
ance of the week the market was a
guarter lower on all grades, includisg
heavy steers. Export prices closed at
$7.50 for the best, with few offerings.
Medium to good butchers brought $5
to $6.75 with some at §7. Commoa sold
down at %4 a hundred. Good butcher
cows brought $4 to $5.25. An odd good
bull made $4 to $4.30, with plenty of
common ones at $250 to $3.50. Stocker
trade was dull, but there was a gool
inquiry for feeders at $5 to $6.50 a hun-
dred. . .

Just Nine Years Ago Since the
First Canadian Army Gath-

ered at Valcartier.

INCIDENTS OF CAMP

Nine years ago this week saw the

gathering of the first big Canadian
army at Valcarfier camp, the temted
city planned and erected within a
remarkably short time through the
genius and energy of the late Gen.
Sir Sam Hughes, in 1914 minister of
militia.

From all parts of the Dominion the
volunteers for service in the war
with Germany gathered, and with
much énthusiasm started in to make
the best of the life for which they
had signed up, little caring how long
it lasted, so it brought about the
downfall of the Prussian beast.

—Valeartier itself, situated about 26
miles outeide Quebec, and an the
banks of one of the tributaries of
the mighty St. Lawrence, formed an
ideal camp site. In a hollow, sur-
rounded by hills, the spot was well
suited for the ceaseless manoeuvring
ang skirmishing through which the
Canadian troops had to go in order
to fit themselves for the business of
fighting. :

From early in the morning until
late at night battalions and batteries
could be seen wending thgir ways in
the direction of these hills and wood-
ed “slopes. Of to one side would be
seen' a brigade of infantry starting
out in close formatiaon, afterwards ex-
tending and surrounding this place
or that with, much expenditure of
blank cartridge. Off the other way
would be a brigade of artillery, three
batteries, ammunition column ang
headquarters, with horses straining
and men alert for the commands that
accompany the orders “action front”
or “action rear.”

Getting Into Shape.

“Advance in column of route from
the right,” wa€ a common command,
and the men and horses soon brought
themselves to the required point of
training as far as drill went. There
remained the practice with live ball
and shell. This also was done, and
the camp finally conclyded on Sept.
24 with a review by His Highness the
Duke of Connaught, governor-general
of Canada.. ¢

Several incidents stand out in the
memory of the oldtimers, who were
present at that great gathering place.

Probably the most distinct among
all i# the burning bf the tented mov-
ing picture theatre, which late one
night was destroyed by a number of
the men who decldeg that it would
be the right thing to do if they taught
the proprietor ta change his pictures.
Night after night the same film was
shown, and the- men became dis-
gusted. )

Among the mounted men the story
of the stampede is still related with
much laughing. It happened one
night when a nervous sentry fired his
rifle off at & shadow. He was sta-
tioned near the pontoon bridge, on
the camp side of the river, while on
the other side was a big banrbeg wire
inclosure, containing hundreds of
horses just the range. With the
sound of th@rifle the horses surged
to one corner Qf the fence and broke
through. With a sound like thunder
they tore across the pontoon bridge
and down through the artillery and
cavalry lines, taking the horses of
these units with them. Within a
few minutes the camp was in an up-
roar, and men were scurrying here
and there in an effort to round up
the fréghteneq animals. By the next
morning the majority had been found,
but for days afterwards the French
farmers were bringing in horses. Tt
has been statgd on good authority
that the farmers themselves benefitted
by the stampeded to the extent of
keeping the odd horse.

Bathers Surprised,

One of the most amusing incidents
occurred one halmy day when a num-
ber of men took the opportunity to
bathe in the river. They neglected
the farmality of bathing suits, feel-
ing that they were quite secure from
intrusion. But just as they were
nicely enjoying the swimming some
of them standing on the bank clad
in Nature's garb and others in the
water, a large motor load of girls
drove up. With a shriek that reach-
ed the skies the girls burst out roar-
ing, and the boys immediately took
to the water. o 1

Many other little happenings that
took place there could be mentioned,
but it would take a bogk to hold them
all. Let it suffice to say that at
Valcartier the men of the first con-
tingent received -their training which
made them the most feared and reck-
les.: fighters enga%ed in the war.
“Shock troops” was the name given
to them and the name they lived up
to.

: Pacific

London Talksfof Conditions On the

Coast:

isolation of British Columbia and
the westerly provinces from the domi-
nation of the east, was the keynote
of an interview given The Advertiser
today by Walter Jordan, an oid St.
Thomas boy, now home on a trip to
the haunts of his youth. Mr. Jbrdan,
who until a few months ago was
managing editor of the Revelstoke
Review, was born in St. Thomas, and
for eighteen years served on the
Journal.

In 1905 he went out to Lethbridge,
wheré with W. J. Buchanan, he
founded the Lethbridge Heraid, at

first a weekly, and later turned into
a daily by its founders. In 1917 he
became managing editor of the Rev-
elstoke Review, and by his long and
varied contact beoth with the prov-
ince and the people, is particularly
well qualified to speak with author-
1tty of conditions in his adopted coun-
£y, '

“The first thing I would bring to
your notice,” said Mr. Jordan, “ig the
fact that British Columbia is suffer-
ing just now from lack of capital to
develop her industries. As Revel-
stoke is the center of the timber and
mining industry in the province, and
so I am in a position to know.-

Much American Money.
“The large majority of new capi-

ta] that has come into British Colum-
bia since 1914 is American. Before
the war British and Canadian money
was not hard to get, but when the
war came along things slacked up in
certain directions, and after the arm.
istice it was only American capital
that poured into the province. Prob-
ably it is just a matter of economics
and cannot be helped or altered in
any way, only it is illuminating, as
showing part of our troubles.

“Up in the hills around Revelstoke
there is what is generally conceded
to be the greatest virgin mineral field
in.the world. Only with money. can
this _source of wealth be touched, and
it seems as if the money from the
south is going to do it.

“Up in Stewart, there is a mine
whic;h last year paid over 100 per
cent, and it paid it on American
money at that.”

On another point of interest to
easterners Mr. Jordan,was communi-
cative. *“Do you know.,” he asked,
“what is the most commonly heard
rumor in B. C. today? It's this: ‘If
we can’'t get justice from Montreal,
let's get it by ourselves and break
with the east.’ Now it's only &
vague rumor, nothing more, just
something intangible and undefined.
.Yet it’s there, and to me it is a straw
in the breeze, showing how the wingd
blows, and may blow still harder
under certain circumstances.

! Railway Freights.

"I’he rallway freight question you
have doubtless heard all about in
the east. John Oliver—‘Honest John,’
as we call him on the coast—came
down to Ottawa, and did his best for
us, with what results you know as
well as I On the merits of the
question I am not in a position to
judge accurately, but I do know that
the feeling in the Pacific province is
that they have been discriminated
against, and that it rankles,

“Then there is the question of
Asiatic labor oh the coast. That is
another problem we are facing alone.
At present it has not reached the
stage of a serious menace. But we
who study the question and try to
quk ahead see the day when the
Asmtip will become such a burning
question, laden with such serious
consequences, that even Ottawa may
not be able to settle it satisfactorily
and safely.

“We feel that Montreal and the big

interests are not yar: '
S greatly concerned
about the . e

the coast. So
to bring in cheap labor, it matters
not to them whether 4t is British or
Chinese. Down here you don’t realize
the presence of a yvellow peril. 1
don't mean in the way of war, but in
the way of increased population and
the fact that we cannot, and never
can completely assimilate them in
this country.
Liquor Control.

“So you see, what 4vith the Ameri-
can capitalist, and the freight rates
problem, and the question of the
Asiatic, we in British Columbia are
not in the mood to look with -very

speaking of governmental control of
liquor in his province Mr. Jordan,
with a chuckle threw a new light on
the question. “We have had four
blebiscites on this question out
there. In the first three the ‘wets’
were defeated, and only the men vot-
ed. In the last vote the women used
their franchise for the first time and
the wets gained the day. I know
it sounds ungallant to put it that
way,” he remarked, “but I have heard
quite a number of old country wo-
men say they would vote in favor of
government control and I know it is
not an exaggeration to lay some
stress on that side of the question.

As to the effects of the sale of
liquor, Mr. Jordan was emphatic in
his condemnation, “I am a member
of the Revelstoke Retailers’ Associa-
tion and at every monthly meeting
the question comes up. We find that
those who are the heaviest drinkers
are the slowest payers.. Our town
has a population of 3,500 and every
day in the year we pay $450 to the
government for liquor. The stuff
sells at $7 to $8 a quart and ‘Scotch’
is: the most popular thing.

Crops Good.

In view of the fact that in this
district of Ontario the apple crop
has been almost a total failure, Mr.
Jordan was asked as the condition of
the B. C. crop. He replied by saying
that when he left at the end of June
the prospects were good and the
orchards expeeting a bumper crop.
“We have that to be thankfu! for at
least,” he grinned.

Mr. Jordan who has sold out his
holdings in the paper on account of
his wife who 1s a partial invalid, is
returning to the west in the first
week of September. He has been
staying with his brother-in-law, A. K.
Saddler in London township. In
spite of all the things he had men-
tioned, and of all the little troubles
in the kit bag of the province that
looks so kindly across the sea to-
ward Japan and the Orient, he was
joyous "at the thought of getting
back. “We are going to live in Van-
couver in futdre,” he said. “It’s the
greatest port in the world to live in
and I'm glad to be heading west
again.”
