MURDER AND SUICIDE. 

Winnipeg Traveller Shot at St.
Pierre, Man.

Winnipeg, Sept. 14.—A double tra- 
gedy occurred late on Friday night at 
St Pierre, a village about twelve miles 
east of Morris, in which a Winnipeg 
man was shot to death and his murder- 
er committed suicide. The murdered 
man was Arthur Breton, familiarly 
known among his associates as "Kid" 
Breton, who was employed as a travel- 
ling agent for the Manitoba Cream 
Separator Company, and the man who 
killed him was a half-breed, 70 years of 
age, named Joseph Contois, who fol­
lowed the avocation of a carpenter in. 
the village. Breton visited Contois® 
house at night, and a quarrel ensued, 
during which Contois drew a revolver 
and shot Breton dead. Contois was 
shortly afterwards arrested, and after 
being locked up he drew the same 
weapon with which he had murdered 
Breton, which had nut been taken from 
him, and shot himself in the head, dy­
ing instantly. But few particulars of 
the trouble which led to the tragedy 
could be obtained, but it is said that 
Breton was addicted to over-indulgence 
in his cup, and then was a very trouble­
some person. It is supposed that he 
went to Contois’ house under the influ­
ence of drink and commenced a quar­
rel, and that the old man, in self-de­
fence, killed the disturber, and after­
wards, realizing what had happened, 
took his own life. Breton leaves a 
wife and four children.

COAL LEASE ANNULLED.

Payment of $2,635,000 to Steel Com- 
pany.

Montreal, Sept. 14. —Subject to the 
approval of the shareholders, the di­
rectors of the Dominion Iron and 
Steel Company have arrived at the 
following understanding with the Dom­
inion Coal Company respecting the 
surrender of the lease of its property. 
The coal company is to pay to the 
steel company $2.635.000, is to assume 
the current liabilities for wages, sup­
plies, etc., of the coal department of 
the steel company's business, and is to 
receive the benefit of the current cash 
assets of the business, consisting of ac­
counts receivable, coai on hand and 
in transit stores. These are all good 
value, and the net amount which they 
should realize after payment of the 
current liabilities would be about $1,- 
500,000.

The coal company therefore pays 
and the steel company receives a sum 
of about $1,100,000 as a considera­
tion for the. surrender of the lease and 
for the revision of the contract for 
the supply of coal hereafter mentioned.

Donald Government in 1870 and t-he 
work of digging began a year later. 
Already the ditch making has out- 
grown the furthest reach of imagina- 
tion «indulged in in those nightly 
discussions. Drains have grown al­
most to the dimensions of corrals, 
and with the growth has come a 
corresponding development in the 
tools used in digging, till now not 
only pick and spade but even the 
plow and scraper are being supersed- 
ed. For the larger drains the present 
digger is a steam dredge which runs 
on track laid in the bottom of the 
drain, which cuts its way through, 
casting up a mound to the right and 
to the left.
A serious difficulty is presenting 
itself as to the supply of materials 
for the many bridges required. Till 
lately the material invariably used 
was wood, but present prices rule 
that out of the question. A few 
larger bridges were constructed with 
abutments of stone, which was im­
ported from Amherstburg, and gird- 
ers of steel, but the stone proved 
very expensive. At present the ma­
terials in general use are cement and 
steel. For smaller culverts tiles 
from one to three feet in diameter 
are being put in, while for the larger 
spans the abutments are made of 
cement and the space spanned with 
steel girders. The question as to 
whether plank, or cement with a net- 
ting of wire through its centre, is 
the better for the flooring is still 
under discussion with the probability 
of the preference being ultimately 
tor the cement. Thus there is every 
prospect of a steadily increasing de­
mand for cement from all this region. 
Perhaps it may surprise you to hear 
it, but in the circles in which I have 
been moving, Durham cement is 

a practically unknown, while the opin­
ion is general that all Canadian 
brands are inferior to the American. 
Inquiry at the custom house elicits 
the information that notwithstanding 
all the new mills that are at work, 
the stream of importation is as large

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A MARKED CENT.
The odd Way It Came Back to the 

Man Who Lost It.
Take an ordinary copper cent piece, 

stamp it with a private mark, put it 
into circulatiea, and what are the 
chances that you will ever see it again? 
There is one man who says that he 
tried the trick and succeeded at it He 
is a business man who refuses to allow 
his name to be used in print about the 
story, but he tells the tale to many of 
his friends and he vouches for its 
truth.

In 1894, be says, he found a cent 
piece, dated 1893, in the restaurant of 
the Lafayette hotel. He pocketed it for 
luck and as a memento of a jolly little 
dinner scratched his initials on it just 

- ever the feathered head, while on the 
• cheek he added those of the hotel. Un­
til 1896 he treasured the coin, then 

• drew it eut of his pocket with a hand­
ful of other change and before he real­
ized it the cent piece had gone the mys­
terious way of all money.

A year ago he chanced, being of a 
curious turn of mind, to fall into con­
versation one evening with a profes- 
sional beggar at Broad and Chestnut 
streets. He upbraided the man for get­
ting se much money for nothing.

"Oh," said the beggar, “I don’t get so 
much. That’s all I’ve got in the last 
hour." And he held up a cent piece.

At that moment the electric light fell 
upon the coin, and the business man, to 
his amazement, caught sight of the let­
ters “H. L." on the cheek of the face. 
He took the coin and examined it more 
closely. Sure enough, there were his 
own initials just above the feathers 
where be bad placed them a half dozen 
years before.

At once his prejudice against begging 
vanished.

“I'll give you a dollar for that coin!” 
The cried.

,ness and demanded $5. Needless to say, 
The got it and also of course the cent 
piece has never since left the business 
woman’s watch chain, which it now 
adorns.,

CURIOUS MARKS.

Speculation as to strange Rock Ferma- 
tiens at Leamy's Lake.

On the grounds of the Internation- 
al Cement Company, near Leamy's 
Lake, is to be seen something odd 
and inexplicable to the ordinary pas- 
ser-by,but which a geologist could no 
douant explain as a, paragraph of our 
planet's earlier history, written in 
stone.

From Brewery creek the surface on 
the mainland side rises in an easy 
slope towards Wrightville and the 
old golf grounds. Near the creek the 
limestone crops out freely. A few feet 
higher up it disappears. Towards 
the centre of the grounds the soil is 
some six feet deep. The excavations 
now being made show that the bed 
of limestone rune a considerable dis­
tance, that it rises from the water 
level at the same gentle slope as the 
soil on top. But while the surface 
has apparently never been disturbed 
for centuries, as witness the even lay 
of the soil, the underlying rock is 
seemed and scored everywhere by the 
force of rushing water. The rock 
surface looks much as would the 
channels around the Chaudiere where 
the current is most furious; were it 
possible to drain off the water and 
sec the rock bottom. Enormous "pot 
holes" are seen everywhere, the 
seams in the rock bed, everywhere 
parallel and running in a general 
northern, direction, being in most 
places about a foot wide and the 
same depth. The stone being ex­
tremely hard, one would say from 
the depth of these seams that this 
spot had been for ages the bed of a 
furious torrent of great width, though 
to-day its bottom lies high above 
the water level, and from the depth 
of seil covering it it must have been 
in its present state a very long time.

Where did this immense body of 
water come from? What became of 
it? Some think that at seme far-off 
time the Great Lakes found their 
outlet through the Ottawa, then 
much wider and deeper than now; 
perhaps stretching from the Chelsea 
hills to the Ottawa cliffs. As the 
lake waters gradually wore a pas­
sage "through the gorge of Niagara, 
the volume of water coming down 
the Ottawa may have gradually les- 
eened.

Another theory is that, as the 
earth's surface is known to be con­
tinuously and regularly rising in one 
place and falling in another, like a 
giant breathing, this slow change of 
altitude may have affected the flow 
of the Ottawa, the surface of the 
entire valley slowly rising while the 
St. Lawrence region slowly subsided.

WEST]Lack et Discipline Has Baleful Effects 

on Citizenship.
A boy of fifteen is detected in ‘a 

first-rate burglary. Art the same 
time we hear from the United States 
that a criminal boy of fourteen has 
escaped from arrest and is the ter­
ror of his district. We have frequent 
reports of juvenile crime, sometimes 
in the form of attempts to derail 
trains, while it is felt that the man­
ner of boys generally leave much to 
be desired. Dime novels may be 
partly to blame. But the main cause 
is the want of discipline, and gener­
ally of the normal element in educa- 
tion. The State having taken over 
the duty of education from the fami­
ly, the family naturally casts every­
thing on the public school, and if it 
interferes at all, is apt to paralyze 
discipline rather than to support it. 
Teacherships are falling more and 
more into the hands of women, who 
cannot be expected to control boys 
beyond a certain age. Under elective 
Government, with manhood suffrage, 
voters must be taught enough to en­
able them to understand the issues 
on which they have to vote. This 
our public school does, er aims at 
doing. We must recognize the politi­
cal necessity and take the evil with 
the good. But the deadness of fami­
ly interest and the lack of discipline 
are drawbacks, the existence of which 
cannot be denied.—Goldwin Smith, 
in The Sun.

Why Kipling Wouldn’t Lecture.

A very characteristic Kipling letter has 
again been brought Into print by the 
death of Major Pond, the manager of 
celebrities. It seems that in 1896, while 
Mr. Kipling was living in Vermont, the 
major tried to get him to make a lecture 
tour of the country, offering compensa­
tion well proportioned to the author’s 
celebrity, then at Its height. Mr. Kip- 
ling evidently considered the proposition 
with some care, but only to reject it, for 
he wrote:

“There is such a thing as paying one 
hundred and twenty-five cents for a dol­
lar, and, though I suppose there is money 
in the lecturing business, it seems to me 
that the bother, the fuss, the being at 
everybody's beck and call, the night jour­
neys, and so on, make it very dear. I've 
seen a few men who’ve lived through the 
fight, but they did not look happy. I 
might do it as soon as I have two mort­
gages on my house, a lien on the horses, 
and a bill of sale on the furniture, and 
writer's cramp in both hands; but at 
present I'm busy and contented to go on 
with the regular writing business. You 
forget that I have already wandered over 
most of the States, and there isn’t 
enough money in sight to hire me to 
face again some of the hotels and some 
of the railway easterns that I have met 
with. America is a great country, but 
she is not made for lecturing in.”

ant Issue.A pitiful condition of affairs still ex­
ista at Krushevo, where the wounded 
people are lying on the bare floors 
with their undressed wounds bound in 
soiled rags, according ta des-I 
patches received here from Mon- 
astir. The only doctor in the 
town was killed and the drug store de- 
stroyed. The Turkish officials now will neither permit a doctor to go to 
the town nor the wounded to be re­
moved to Monastir for treatment. The1 
wounded are mostly women and chil­
dren. It appears that for diabolical 
reasons the women were especially out- 
raged; how many will never be known, 
but a large number of cases have been 
fully authenticated. Many dead bodies 
were eaten by street dogs and their 
skulls and bones are still lying on the 
ground. The military hospital at Mon. astir is filled with over 1,000 wounded 
soldiers, the majority lying on the floor 
amid filthy surroundings.

London,Sept. 14.—A special meeting 
of the Cabinet has been summon­
ed for to-day, and the political atmo­
sphere is thick with rumors. These in­
clude reports that the Government will 
break up and that a general election 
will occur, or, at least, that the Cab­
inet will be reorganized. On the other 
hand, it is declared that no open 
breach will be developed, and that, with 
the exception of providing another of­
fice for the new Marquis of Salisbury, 
who, as Lord Cranborne, was Under- 
Secretary for Foreign Affairs, things 
will go on much as they were before.

The original cause for the summons 
sent to the Cabinet at this unusual 
period of the year was the discussion 
of Colonial Secretary Chamberlain’s 
fiscal proposals and the preparation of 
Mr. Balfour’s promised statement upon 
that subject. Since then the fiscal 
agitation has become of almost second­
ary interest, intense feeling having 
been aroused by the South African 
War Commission report, while public 
sentiment is also deeply exercised in 
the Balkan horrors.

Such a stanch supporter of the Gov­
ernment as The Pall Mall Gazette 
warns the Cabinet that it must take 
action to remedy the scandals revealed 
by the commission, while The Times, 
backed by the Liberal press, demands 
greater British initiative in putting an 
end to the massacres in Macedonia. In 
this connection, it is said, Mr. Bal­
four will see King Edward before 
meeting his colleagues on Monday. 
His Majesty has been taking an active 
interest in the Balkan situation, and 
the interview may result in some 
stronger attitude on the part of the 
Government.
