A miaaionary haiWy to plant the croaa in themidttof tham,
and under the ahadow of that bleaaed oroaa all that it embruted and
unworthy will die, and all that is of good report and lovely will begin to
2>niig up and ripen. (Applauie.) On tho sole ground of tha
nliainff influence of Ohriitian miaaiona I ahould fike to tet any

ceptio down upon Kanaimo, a boautiAil settlement on the eaateM
ihoraa of Yanoourer'a laland, where, if thoy liked, they oonl4 see tha
two lysteini growing dde by aide. Thoro are two atreets in that
Indum Tillage not much more than 100 yards firom oaoh other, called
reapectiTely tho Hoathon and tho Christian Axoet.
