offering many channels for the conduction of the elec­
tric currents, and thus dissipating the charge.

As far as has yet been learned by many years of 
investigation, the effect of even large forests on the 
general climate is not great, if any at all, and meteor­
ologists have so far been unable to notice any influence 
upon rainfall; but locally there is no doubt but that 
they make the air cooler and more moist in summer, 
and by breaking the force of the wind make cold less 
felt in winter.

The wood problem on the prairies is a serious one, 
not only for building material, but for fuel, fencing ma­
terial, and such purposes, and everything which tends to 
make this useful commodity more cheaply and easily 
obtained by the farmer should he encouraged,
