' ' {5th July 1825.]

W HEREAS an Act was passed in the present Session of Parliament,
intituled, An- Act to repeal the severcl Laws relating to the Customs; in
which it 1s declared that the Laws of the Customs have become in-
tricate by reason of the great Number of Acts relating thereto, which
have been passed through a long Series of Years; and it is therefore
highly expedient, for the Interests of Commerce and the Ends of Justice,
and also for affording Convenience and Facility to all Persons who may
be subject to the Operation of those Laws, or who may be authorized to
act in the Execution thereof, that ali the Statutes now in force relating to
the Customs should be repealed, and that the Purposes for which they
have from Time te Time been made should be secured by new Enact-
ments, exhibiting more perspicuously and compendiously the various
Provisions contained in them: And whereas by the said Act all the Laws
of the Customs relating to the Trade of the British Possessions Abroad
will be repealed; and it is expedient to make Provisions for the future
Regulation of the Trade of those Possessions after such Repeal shall
have effect: Be it therefore enacted by the Kiug’s .most Excellent Ma-

LXXXV. And be it further enacted, That it shall not be lawful for any
Person to re-export, from any of His Majesty’s Possessions Abroad to
any Foreign Place, any Coals the Pioduce of the United Kingdom ; ard:
that no such Coals shall be shipped at any of such Possessions, to be
exported to any British Place, until the Exporter or the Master of the
exporting Vessel shall have given Bond, with Oune sufficient Surety in-

Double the Value of the Coals, that such Coals shall not be landed at
any Foreign Place. ‘

LXXXV, And be it further en‘acted, That this Act may be amended,

altered, or repealed by any Act to be passed in the present Session of
Parliament.
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
