O'Sullivan is one of the most an-
clent family names in Ireland. Where-

World’s Most Ancient
Building.

It was King A-an-ni-pad-da of Ur, in
Messopotamia, who built thé oldest
building in the world which is still
standing.

He reignéd about 4,600 years before
the birth of Christ, and the building is
théis about 6,500 years old. Ur was
the native place of Abraham and the
city of Nebuchadnezzar.

The King's name and {iitle were
learned by the chance discovery of a
gold scaraboid bead, on which they
were engraved.

Mr. C. Woolley, leader of the joint
expedition of the British Museum and
the University Museum of Pennsyl-
vania, made the discovery during the
excavations, at Ur. The little temple
which §s the oldest bullding in the
world is at Tel el Obeld, about four
miles from Ur.

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SUGGESTIONS FOR THIS YEAR’S
SPRAYING

1. Do not's
are going to try to do it well,
not pay.

2. You cannot make a success of
apple growing without good spraying.

8. You canont spray well without o
good outfit which will give you plenty
of pressure. So overhaul the old spray
machine at once, or if it ia not satis-
factory, buy a new one with plenty of
puwer,

4. Get a spray calendar from your
agricultural representative, or from
Mr. P. W, Hodgetts, Director Fruit
Branch, Toranto, or Prof, I.. Caesar,
0.A.C,, Guelph. -Tack it up in the
spray shed where it will always be
available,

5. Use only the spray materials re-
commended in the spray calendars,

6. Do not spray when it happens to
be convenient but spray at the times
the
spraying is of vast importance and
the times given in tho spray calendar
are based on years of study.

7. Omit none of the first three regu-
lar sprays, some years the first is the
most important, some the second and
some the third, Each spray helps to
make the next more effective and each
must be given to insure clean fruit.

8. McIntosh and Snow trees should
always receive a fourth application.
Read what the spray calendar recom-
mends under “Extra sprays and re-
marks” and he guided by it.

9. You will not contrel San Jose
scale on large trees, twenty-five years
old or more, unless you first prune
them heavily and scrape the loose
bark off with a hoo, Then see that
overy particle of the bark is wet with
the liquid; a mere mist or a light
spray will not kill the insect. Use
lime sulphur 1 to 7 of water, prefer-
ably just as the buds are bursting,

10. For scab and codling moth cov-
er both sides of ever
cover every leaf. Scab attacks the
leaves too and is often washed from
them to the fruit. It will require from
7 to 18 gallons for each tree twenty-
five years old cr upwards, not just 2
or 3 gallons,

11. Be suro the spray reaches right
through tho trees, To insure this go
in, if necessavy, underneath the tree
and spray the part beyond the trunk
first, then step back to the outside and
spray tho remaining part. Do this
from both sides, Remember that it is
the centro or shaded part of the tree
where scab naturally is worst and
poor spraycrs nearly always miss this
sido though they often cover the sun-
ny or outer side all right.

The right time to cut them
out is just after the fruit has been |
picked, for then any insect or fungus'
