ROUMANIA TO MAINTAIN. NEUTRALITY.

“Owing to the doubt regarding Roumania’s
attitude, I wish to say that we shall maintain our
attitade of neutrality. I kmow for a faet of the
existence of pourparlers between Russia and
Hungary regarding the ceding of Transylvania
and the Suaranteeing to Hungary of national
s‘("verance from Austria in return for Hungary’s
Withdrawal of her troops from Cracow.

“The latter would ehange the whole niili-
‘ary situation and probably end the war but
Hungary’s attempts are not seriously regarded

“It is reported that a heavy engagement oc-
curred to-day near Thourot (2 Bélgian town 12
miles southwest of Bruges).

fist, but'a paeifist prepired to fight
for his country to the last  breath
when fighting ‘became inevitable. He
was one of the stoutest opponents of
President Kruger and his war policy.

Frec States and took part if the fight
ing against the Lnglish in 1R48. The
dead (endral was born in. Grigualand
West, Care Colony, 68 years ago. He
went to the Transvaal as a' youth, be-
came a farmer at Rustenbuig, and
was elected a imember of the  first
Raid.

His exploits in the war ranked with
those of De Wet, His first notable a-
ohicvemend was the enpture of the ar-
monred train at Kraipan, °
created ‘a great sensation n-ar = the
close of the war by the eapture and
release of Lord Methuen. who !

‘search a suspected bark flying the
commercial flag of the Netherlands.

“'A submarine of the enemy launch-

; ed several torpedoes, which lugkily

missed the mark and caused no dam-
age whatsoever to the eruiser.

“On Oct: 11 at two o’clock in the
afternoon the submarines of the epe-
my again attacked our cruisers Bavan
and Pallada, which were Dpatrolling
the Baltic.

‘ “Although the ecruisers opened in
time a very strong fire, one of the

%submuines‘uucceeded in launching

torpedoes against the Pallada, where-
upon an explosion resulted and the
cruiser with all her crew sank.”’

The armored cruiser Pallada car-
ried a complement of /68 men. She
measured 443 feet and had. a dis-
placement of 775 ions. Her speed
was 22 knots. With the Admiral
Marakov and the Bayan she consti-
tuted a group of cruisers known as.
the “Bayan class.”

The Pallada carried two 8-inch
guns, eight 6-inch guns, twenty-two
12-pounders and four 3-pounders, in
addition to torpedo tubes..

A large body of tslc, known as the
Henderson tale mine, is located ©on
the southern outskirts of the town of
Madoc, its pesition heing shown oD
the map of the area. Untilabout two
‘years ago thig mine was the only im-
portant producer of tale in Canada
and is has therefore attracted consid-
erable attention. The existence of the
deposit has been known for tifteen
years or more, but'it is ‘only within
the last five years that it has devel-
oped into a lange producer. The suc-
cess of the talc industry. at Meadoc is
due to the nntiring efforts of Mr. Geo.
H. Gillespie.

The raterial, of which there is little
or np waste. is drawr in wagons to
the tale mill at the railway stationin
the village of Madoc, where it is

round and separated into  various
grades; The tals is the massive var-
jety, with a prevailing whifeealor.

The Conley talo properiy, owned by
the Capadion Tale and 8ilica Com-
pany, occurs a few hundrcd feet to
the northeast of the Henderson tale
mine 'on an adjacent lot,  Very little
work has been-done on this deposit.
but although the intervening area is
drift-covered. it would appear that the
two deposits may bz coatinuous.

Powdered talc is used in the manu-

facture of toilet powders, of soap and
of various kinds of paper. It is read-
ily. incorporated, and its fibrous strue-
ture makes ith superior to clay on ac-
count: of its stzength. Powdered tale
is also coining into use for admixture
in wall plasters, in weterproof paints,
and sin steam-pipe coverings. It is
also nsed for foandry facings dnd fac-
ings of rubber molds. and for . the
dressing o® skins and leathers. For:
the sizing of cotton cloth, freedom of
gritt is more essential than any partic-
ular color. so as rnot to dull the cut-
ting .
The statistics regarding tale, pre-
pared by the Bureau of Bines, show
that some 40,000 tons of the material
have been mined during the years
1899-1913. inclusive, almost all of
which came from the Herderson talc
mine, The balanve was obtained from
deposits at Eldorado and ,Gananozu«sz.
s " 1608,
tkat the material was giound in On-
tario. In that year the tale mill be-
gan operations at Madoc undir the
management of Geo. H. Gillespig and
shows rapid increase in the production
of the material after this date, It
may be added that in 1911 a plant for
grinding talo was erected at Eldorado
by, the Canadian Tale and Silica Com-
pany Limited, which is now prodiucing
the crude tale oeing ohtained near the
village, —Ontarie Burcau of Mincs Re-
port.

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GERMANY’S USE OF THE KIEL CANAL.

In his address to the departing Canadian
soldiers, Colonel Hughes mentions a most inter-
esting fact in connection with this war, namely,
that its beginning followed immediately upon
the completion of the Kiel Canal. It was only
in July last that this great waterway connecting
the North Sea with the Baltic was given its fin-
ishing touch and Germagy was thus provided
with an inland, protected passage “for its war-
ships from one sea to the other. The signifi- i
. cance of the event, in its bearing upon Ger-
many’s war preparedness, does not seem to have
been generally appreciated at the time yet with-
in a month Germany had declared. war and the
completed Kiel Canal was proving of more stra-
tegic value than any port or Jharbor or railway
in the empire, for it was not only completely

sheltering the fleet but was the means by which A

it could be swiftly moved to the quarter where

The German fleet has remained safely shel-
tered in the Kiel Canal ever since the outbreak
of war. To-day it is reported that the waterway
is othing more or less than a great naval basin
‘where the ships of the Kaiser are being fitted
juith a new type of Krupp gun and are being
atherwise prepared for fighting which they may®
tindertake. It hardly needs to be stated that
while they remain in the canal the German ships
are as safe from attack as if the reposed on the
top of Mount Ararat Thep cannot be “dug out,”
to use Winston- Churchill’s phrase, and if the
Germans are prepared to surrender the complete
supremacy of the sea to Great Britain during
the war there seems no reason why Germany
could not, if she wished, come out of the war
with her navy intact, even though her armies
were defeated on land.

. The course pursued by Germany with re-
gard to her navy has been more or less puzzling.
The world looked for a great naval battle with-
in the first two weeks of war, a naval battle that
would probably decide the whole struggle, but in
more than two months of war there has been no-
thing more than minor engagements between
less powerful vessels, in which the honors, how-
ever, have been with Great Britain. ‘It has been
claimed that the German policy is to wear down
the British strength by the destruction of such
vessels as may be cut off from the main fleet or
reached by submarines. Yet, that policy of at-

trition has-been quite as destructive to German
naval strength as to British naval strength, and,
at the rate at which it has been carried out, it
would be years before Germany would be any-
where near Britain in strength, even though she
lost not one vessel herself. :

It is to be remembered, too that Britain’s
building activity has become even greater since
the war began. In shipyards all over the United
Kingdom there is being carried to completion
the program of ships laid down in the last two
or three years. These include two of the giant
‘battle cruisers of the Queen Mary type, as well
as smaller cruisers and a huge flotilla of sub-
marines and destroyers. In addition, ther are
the two giant battleships which were building
for Turkey in English shipyards when the war
began and which were immediately taken over.
All these ships will be coming into commission
at regular intervals during the next year and
will not only more than make up all the wastage
that maw, occur from the risks of war, but will
also be of more modern type than the ships
which they replace.

ADMIRAL SCOTT JUSTIFIED.

It will be remembered that, on May 31st
last, Admiral Sir Percy Scott published in The
Times a letter on the changed conditions of
naval warfare which occasioned much comment
in all parts of the world: That Admiral Scott
Js a great naval authority no one attempted to
deny. The Times said, in prefacing his letter:

“Admiral Sir Percy Scott is a naval officer

who has not only shown himself on several
occasions able to think ahead of his contem-

poraries, but has made ‘good his prophesies.
To him we owed the presence of the naval |§

Heit‘mvho M-
sible the advance in markmmhlp with
heavy guns which has been such an important
‘feature in naval efficiency of late years. To
him, too, it is due-that the navy recently was
provided with a ‘director’ which has enor-
mously increased the possibilities of hitting
at long ranges, and enabled broadside salvo
firing to be carried out with a precision be-
fore unknown.”

This, it will be admitted, was an extremely
good certificate of character and ability for Ad-

miral Scott from a paper which, editorially, de-
clined to accept his views as set forth in the
letter which it printed. It is not oniy !nteresting
but inatructive to recall the Admiral’s letter now,

in view of what has since happened. It is begin-
ning to look more and more as if Sir Percy knew
exactly what he was talking about. What ac-
count has the dreadnought given ot itself at sea
up to the present time? The war has now lasted
more than two months, and not a shot has been
fired by any battleship of any of the fleets of the
nations involved. Practically all the effective
work that has been done by the British or any
other navy has been accomplished by cruisers
and smaller ‘craft. A number of German crui-
sers and other smaller war craft have been des-
troyed by British cruisers and submarines, while
three British cruisers have Béér sunk'by Gérman

Cast off thirty stitches to
leave a space of two and gone half
inches deep: and about four inches
wide. Then cast on the 30 stitches
agamn and knit as before six inches
before shaping the top. Be sure that
this is large enough to slip over a
man’s head.
Wristlets—Grey or khaki. 4-ply fin-
gering. No. 14 needles. Cast on about
sixty stitches; rib for mipe inches.
Cast off 1oosely. A hole for the thumb
may be left if desired, so that the
wrstlet can be used as a mitt.
