RUSSlanS Offer
Stubborn Resistance
To German Advance

3.—The Russian
steadily extricated them-
from Warsaw in which the
Germans tried to enclose them, and
arc now stubbornly opposing the
German advance toward Bialestok on
a line seventy miles east of Warsaw,
on both sides of the railroad between
the Polish capital and Bialcstok.

The Baltic German campaign ap-
pears to be at a standstill with the
Russians astride the highway bet-
ween  Vitkomir and Poniewesch,
threatening communications between
the invaders’ armies.

The Germans are approaching near-
er to Kovno.

Roumania Galls
The German Bluff

London, Aug. 14, The “Daily Tele-
graph” has received from Bucharest
the following despatch:—

“Roumania has replied to the Ger-
man threatened prohibition of Rou-
manian imports by removing all Rou-
manian restrictions on export of
grain and reducing export duties.

“Prompt action to stimulate ex-
port were made necessary by the fact
that it was impossible to find stor-
age for new crops on .account of the
unexported balance of last year’s har-
vest.

“Unless Germany’s threaten boy-
cott is carried out, it is hoped that ex-
ports will proceed henceforth at the
rate of six hundred cargoes a day.
There is no indication of Roumania
yielding to the German demands for
transit on munitions.

GARVIN TELLS
OF GERMANY'’S
NEXT ATTACK

Kaiser is “Bound to
Make Another Effort
to Force the Issue”

London, Aug. 8.—James L. Garvin
in the London Observer, says:

“We write at an hour big with peril
a’nd hope. Any man may see it is one
of the turning points of time. The
allies, if only they have sufficient time,
are quite certain to solve the whole
problem thoroughly in their own
favor by bringing twice the man
power to bear upon the utmost force
which the Central Empires will event-
ually be able to muster. But Ger-
many dominates the councils of her
accomplices. She, above all, cannot
wait. !

“What, then, will Germany do? That
is now the momentous question. That
she is bound to make another effort to
force the entire issue is beyond all
doubt. Where will she strike next?

“According to one theory, Germany
will plunge into the north of Russia
toward Petrograd.

Another holds that Italy will be at-
tacked.

“The third view makes the Balkans
and Constantinople the enemy’s main
objective.

Doubts Western

“The fourth opinion,
widely prevalent and is elaborately
encouraged bythe enemy, is that Ger-
many will hazard all the forces she
may withdraw from the East upon an
attempt to smash up the Franco-
British defence in the West.

“It is improbable that the enemy
will try to advance deeply into the
interior or north of Russia. If the
Grand Duke makes good his present
retreat Germany is more likely to try
to contain him for the next few
months upon the fortified lines which
could be held by a far smaller number
of troops than are employed in the
attack by Von Hindenberg and Von
Mackensen. The Russian southern
armies would be contained in the
same way upon lines which it is pre-
mature to guess at.

“In any case, it is probable that
over a million men, with a proportion-
ate mass of artillery, will be avail-
able for an at e\npt to force conclu-
sions elsewhere. y

“There is only one thing that can
be trusted with certainty to turn the
balance to the allies. We have to
bring into play the biggest army by
far that yet remains unmobilized in
Europe.

“That factor is the yet undeveloped
military strength of Great Britain.

“This is one thin;; which has been
hitherto wanting in the war, the one
thing needed to win the war. Without
it there can be-To victory; with it
success is sure.

Britain Must Be Aroused.

“The allies cannot seize the mastery
until Britain places in the field more
than twice the number of troops, large
though it may be, that she has yet
thrown into Europe. What is needed
to make assurance doubly sure for the
allies is for Great Britain, after a year
of war, to rise to the biggest view of
her military requirements and make
bolder use of her military means. The
effect of that will be the same as
though dnother great power could be
added to the Great Alliance.

“No competent critic of European
conditions believes we will be secure
against all contingencies until we
have nearly 2,000,000 men under arms
in Europe, with as many more behind
them training at home. This country
will not be equal to its duty to the
allies and to the issues of existence at
stake for the empire until we have
created the factor that will alone
insure overwhelming the enemy.

“We believe the fall of Warsaw
ought to be more than redressed in
its effect upon our allies and the
world by a declaration of universal
service in this country. By that mea-
sure alone the full determination and
capacity of Great Britain can be at-
tested without those doubts and de-
lays which should not long be tolerat-
ed in waging in this most fateful of
wars.”

But this surely is
hardly to be counted as a triumph of
either tactics or strategy; it is a mili-

" tary exploit which, however judicious,

would be well within the competence
. of the least efficient fleet and the most
incapable Commander.
Teutons Have Done Nothing.

The truth is that the German high-
sea flleet has so far done nothing
and probably has not been in the
position to do anything. At the begin-

‘ning of the war we were told that,

by a process. of continuel attrition,
it was proposed to reduce the superior

‘British Fleet, ship by ship, until an
‘equality was established between the

antagonists. has
pletely failed.

The desired equality is more re-
mote than it was twelve months ago,
and this would be true even if cer-
tain extraordinary misstatements
about such small actions as have oc-
curred in the North Sea had any
foundation in faet. He tells us, for
example, that in the skirmish of Aug-
ust 28, when some German cruisers
were destroyed the British squadron
suffered heavy damage. This is quite
untrue.

He tells us again that in the skir-
mish of January 18 last, when the
Blucher was sunk, the British lost a
new battle cruiser (the Tiger).

This is also untrue. In that en-
_gagement we did not lose a cockle
. boat. 1 do not knew that these mis-
statements are of any great moment,
~but for the benefit of those who
think otherwise let me say that in
‘no sea fight, except that off the coast

~of Chili, has any ship of the British
,:Fleet been either sunk or seriously
damaged.

Apart from these purely imaginary

triumphs the only performance of
, German warships in the North Sea
dwells
with pride and satisfaction is the
cattack by some German cruisers on
_undefended towns in Yorkshire.

Inglorious, Immoral.

The design com-

This exploit was as inglorious as it
was immoral. Two or three fast
cruisers came over the North Sca by

Enight; at dawn they bombarded an
~open watering place; they killed a
certain number of civilian men,
women and . children, and after an
hour and a half of this gallant per-
formance retired to the safety of
their own defended waters. Person-
ally I think it better to invent stories
like the sinking of the Tiger than to
boast of such a feat of arms as this.

But, in truth, if anyone. will exam-

ine Count Reventlow’s apology for the
German high sea fleet he will find
that it amounts to no more than
spraise of German mines and German
isubmarines. There is no doubt that

It may drive the
commerce off the sea.

All these functions have so far
been successfully performed by the
British fleet. No German merchant
ship is to be found on the ocean.

United States to Conlest
_Contention . in the
British Notes.

Washington, August 4 —Elab-
orate statistics have been assembled
by the state department to refute
the British &ssumption that increas-}
ed exportations from the United
States to Holland and Scandinavian
countries indicate that some of these
goods are finding their way  into
Germany and Austria. The figures
will be included in -a preliminary
draft being prepared for President
Wilson of the reply to the three Brit-
ish notes made public yesterday,

A study of trade conditions be-
tween the United States and neu-
tral European countries has been
made by the state department and
investigations of Scandinavian - and
Dutch trade by the department of
commerce. A report from Consul-
General Skinner at London also has
been received on the foreign trade
of Great Britain for the six months
ended June 30. Tt shows that ex-
ports to the Scandinavian countries
and Holland have increased since
the war began along the same lines
as ‘American exports to those coun-
tries.

The state department will contend
that there can be no more assump-
tion that American goods going to
these neutral countries are bound |
for Germany, than that BritisM
goods exported to neutrals will reach
Great Britain’s enemies.

The moment
vou enter the door you are under the
eve of the watchful. Unless you are
kknow and your identity established
you cannot hope to pass the portals
of that building, either entering or
departing.

U.S. NAVY SEEKS

Secretary Daniels and
His Advisers Work-

The latter defence is the only prac-
tical one which seems to have met
with any success abroad, yet officers
here point out that the destroyer de-
fence does not meet the problem in
anything like an adequate way.

Location and destruction of sub-
marines by aeroplanes also is con-
sidered impractical.

Similarly, submarine against sub-

marine is not considered a possible
development of undersea warfare un-
less some new and startling device
to give submarine commanders the
power of underwater vision is discov-
ered.

The result of the development of
the submarine, with widening range
of action, mounting disappearing guns
for surface action, and with increas-
ing numbers of torpedo tubes— as
shown by reports from Europe—has
been to create a school of navy offi-
cers here who are said to be urging
the abandonment of dreadnaught
building in favor of a huge submarine
fAeet. Other officers declare the hack-
‘hone of a navy must always be in
first-line battleships and are urging
larger and more heavily armed dread-
naughts than ever.

Mission of the Navy

Officers who advocate the submarine
navy say it is thoroughly practic-
able for the United States, because
the mission of the American navy is
to defend the United States from in-

an American invasion of any enemy
country. That, they declare has al-
ways been the theory of the = Navy
Department, and accounts for the fact
that no great efforts have been made
for swift battle-cruisers.

~ With fleets of submarines stationed
along both coasts and with navy
yards equipped to care for them,
those officers argue that even the
battleships could be spared from the
defense line and that no enemy would
dare approach a coast well mined
and defended with land guns as well
as submarines.

SMOKED SALMON

WE recently discussed in this
column ' ‘the  subject of

smoked salmon as a possible in-
dustry for our fishermen; and we
are firmly convinced that there
are numbers of salmon catchers
who might profitably engage in
this business as an adjunct to
their trade. ‘

We have had quite, a lot of
“Norwegian Smoked Salmon” of-
fered at our grocery stores within
the last few months, and it seems
rather singular that we should be
obliged to import such an article,
as we could have the “goods to
deliver” locally. ~

It is generally believed that the
outfit required for smoking sal-
mon and other fish is an expensive
undertaking; but the contrary is
the truth. Every salmon catcher
and herring fisher can erect a
plant at a cost of just a few dol-
lars.

We saw recently in operation a
small “smoke plan‘t” which turn-
ed out some excellent smoked sal-
mon, finnan haddie, and smoked
caplin, and the fuel used was peat
moss which, as all our fishermen
know, is abundant in the outports.

The plant consisted of a “fire-
box’ built of cobble-stones cover-
ed with earth, and measured five
feet long, two feet high, and two
and a half feet wide. From this
ran a conduit, or shute ten inches

| sjuare also built of cobble stone

and covered with flags.

Twenty-five feet from the fire-
box at an elevation of three feet
was the “smoke-house,” built of
rough lumber,, with sufficient
headroom to enable the operator

‘to stand erect when putting in the

fish to be smoked. A small pas-
sage-way ran through the centre,
and on either side, arranged like
dSunks in a lumber camp, were
several trays made of small mesh
poultry netting. These were mov-
ible. In addition were several
flooks attached to the posts in the
centre, on which the smaller fish
might be hung.

The smoking process lasted two
days; and after the lighting the
peat fuel, no further care was ne-
cessary than to replenish the fire-
Jox twe or three times daily.

The smoked salmon which we
saw come from the smoke-house
was of ‘excellent quality.

The best product of course
comes from fresh salmon; but
esven lightly salted salmon, after
a watering of ten or twelve hours,
;an be made into good smokes.

We shall give further details of

POLES ORDERED
TO RETURN

Compulsory Rehabita-
tion Policy Already
Begun by Germany |

The German military authorities are
beginning early with a policy of com-
pulsory rehabitation of refugees in
Poland, similar to that which
adopted in Belgium. An official an-
nouncement was published by the
Wolff Telegraph Bureau in German
newspapers of July 13, copies of
which have just been received here
calling upall inhabitants of Poland
whose homes were in the territory
under German civil administration on
the east of the Vistula, to return to
those homes, if they have left them.
