NEW YORK, Feb. 3.—Statistics 

gathered by the employment bureau 
of the society for improving the con­
dition of the poor, showing that 331,- 
000 men in New York city were out 
of work, furnished an interesting 
study to-day for employers, philan­
thropists and social economists. As 
a result of a canvass of manufactur­
ers, contractors and merchants, the 
bureau reported that conditions were 
abnormal and the worst since the 
winter of 1907-1908.-V'Most of the 
employers felt, however,” says the 
report, “that business relief was in 
sight and that a Very few jnonthn. 
would see the return of normal busi­
ness conditions.”

Of the total unemployed, 140,000 
Were unskilled laborers, the building 
trades workers came next 70,000, 
then followed longshoremen, 18,000; 
cloak and suit makers 18,000; wait­
ers, 6.500; tailors and pressens 6,000; 
clerks, bookkeepers and accountants, 
5,000; ; mechanics, 4.500; boatmen, 
barge men and sailors 4.200; barbers 
3,800; drivers 3,000, engineers 
fikemen 3,000 and other trades in 
smaller proportion.

THE COURIER had used against the Navy, Highway 
and other bills. “In a free country 
such as Canada," he sai4i “this is a 
state of things that cannot -be toler­
ated. Canadians are never going to 
submit to an irresponsible second 
chamber governing them."

“What has been a remarkable 
thing in the eyes of some people is 
the fact that the Borden Government 
has been carrying out the promisses 
which it made at the last election.” 
The doctor reviewed the legislative, 
achievements of the present Govern­
ment, telling of the Tariff Commis­
sion, which the Senate had thrown 
out; the proposition to supply the 
Intercolonial Railway with a number 
of short lines to act as feeders which 
also had been blocked; and the High­
ways Bill.

“When the Government had pre­
pared the Intercolonial Branch Lines 
bill, the Premier had courteously con­
sulted the Hon. Mr. Pugsley, the Hon. 
Mr. Lemieux and other prominent 
members , of the Opposition. They 
had promised to support the bill. It 
did go through the lower House 
without objection; but in the Senate 
objections aplenty were found. The 
bill was rejected, ând when it came 
back to the Commons, the biggest 
surprise of that session of surprises 
was that Laurier, Pugsley and the 
others arose and fought it.

A peculiar feature of the blocking 
of the Naval Bill was that the : “in­

dependent senators"' had met m cau­
cus to decide what they were going 
to do about it. Dr. Steele wished ta 
emphasize the fact that there ane 
two disinct naval policies before the 
people. They had both been dis­
cussed so much that it was unneces­
sary to enter into a description o£ 
(hem. As for the need of a navy, the 
speaker, while he deplored the 
mad rush after increased armaments, 
which the nations of Europe are mak­
ing, he did: not forget that Great 
Britain (and Canada, as a part of the 
British Enpire), could not sit idle.

“When the Liberals, camé to you 
farmers in 1911,” said Dr. Steele, 
“they told you that their policy was 
going to give you higher prices for 
your produce. And now they cry 
out because of thç high prices of 
food, and would like to pull down! 
the protective barriers," The speaker 
told the farmers, that an open comr 
petition with the world would show 
them that in other countries they 
would have to sell their products at 
much less than they now receive. And 
on the question of a free entry of 
Canadian wheat and flour into tne 
States, “organized farmers in the 
West say they want this free entry. I 
don’t know what you wish. But I say 
that if you get it you will pay more 
for your mill feed. I don’t know what 
the government will do about it. But 
if it comes up, for my part, I would 
feel like voting against it.”

left and he thought the position was 
a fair one.

Mr. Kellett proceeded to explain 
why he had no, plans to submit. “We 
are not building for a day” he declar­
ed1. In any plans he might make, 
provision had to be made for Lome 
[Bridge, or either a new bridge. Re­
taining walls of a certain kind had 
to be built if the bridge was to be 
widened1 and the company cotlld 
throw away $25,000 very easily unless 
it were known exactly what the city 
expected to have there in the way of 
a bridge at some future time, as well 
as making provision for traffic in the 
meantime. They simply wanted to 
meet the council's wishes, but it was 
impossible to secure any idea from 
Mr. Jones as to what was wanted.

Aid. Ward declared that in regard 
to the closing of Water street, all 
the requirements could be put simply 
on a letter head and given to the 
City Engineer. The aldermen want­
ed to hear from Mr. Jones first be­
fore taking action. Therefore the 
matter should be laid over for an­
other, week and the engineer and 
board of' works should go over the 
plans.

Mr. Kellett said it didn’t matter 
much if it were laid over for two 
or three months. Water street was 
in a dangerous condition and Jubilee 
Terrace», he declared should be pro­
tected by retaining walls. In order, to 
do this work, it was absolutely nec­
essary to interfere with the streets.

A Bolt From the Blue.
Aid. Ryerson then took a hand in 

the argument and stirred things up 
vociferously, The Lake Erie and 
Northern he declared, didn’t know 
what they wanted or what they were 
doing half the time. The railway, 
for certain rights along Jubilee Ter­
race, had offered a little park, now 
they were going to build a station 
there. They were to widen Walter 
street, now close it. They were to 
raise Lome Bridge and not stop a 
single vehicle for a minute, now Jub­
ilee Terrace was going to fall into 
the river. In the name of 
sense, Aid. Ryerson declared in re­
sponse to Mr. Ketiett’s complaint 
about failure to get plans from Mr. 
Jones, they would take one thing 
for granted, an abutment had to be 
built of sufficient size and sufficient 
depth to accommodate the bridge.

Mr. Kellett—“That’s- just what 
we’re asking for. We are willing to 
construct a 66 feet wide abutment. 
It’s all right to carry on that way, 
but don’t rub it in.”

Aid Charlton did not believe in the 
council taking any responsibility 
less the City EngineeF was consulted 
qnd his advice secured.

Mayor Spence thought the matter 
was one with which the Board of 
Works could deal. The only trouble 
was that of getting plans from the 
the company regarding the work. 
His worship suggested that Mr. Kel­
lett give the City Engineer a letter 
with plans and the-board of works 
could fix it up in 15 minutes.

AM. Hollinrake asked Mr. Kellett 
if it was his intention to make the 
bridge wider.

To this Mr Kellett replied that il 
was not. They simply wanted to 
build an abutment wide enough to 
take care of the bridge afid the en­
gineer refused to give any informa­
tion.

Again the Mayor suggested the 
Board of Works, as the proper tri-’ 
bunal, as it was a matter pertaining 
to the streets and properly belonged 
1er’ that committee. As soon as the 
L E ànd N. Railway put their request 
in writing, the board will act on il 
forthwith.

Mr. Kellett said that in regard to 
the approach to Lome Bridge, Mr. 
Jones had informed him it was not a 
question for him, but one of civic 
policy.

Again the Mayor suggested the 
Board of Works. The committee 
could look over the plans and if it 
did not want to handle the matter, 
they could bring it into the council. 
(Aid. Ward assented to this, and the 
council adjourned.

From now on one year’s residence 
is required, and this automatically is 
expected to put an end to the scandal 
that has been associated with the 
town of Reno for some years past. 
The colony has not disappeared as 

• yet, for their remains some hundreds 
of persons who had arrived in the 
state after July I, anjl had filed no­
tice of their application for citizen- 
ship.and who will be able to make 
their application after a six months’re­
sidence, but as soon as these surviv­
ors are disposed of gloom will de­
scend upon Reno.

Some of the evidence on which this 
theory rests and the conclusions to 
be founded on it were considered by 
Dr. Gregory, professor of geology at 
Glasgow University, at a recent mcet- 
ling of the Royal Geographical So­
ciety, over which Earl Curzon of 
Kedleston presided. The evidence of 
a decreasing water supply, Dr. Greg­
ory said, appeared at first sight 
whelming, but it was indefinite and 
admitted of other explanation.
