ing you, but now I happen to have

Well. I must tell you first I am 
in the best of health and spirits also, 
although by the time you receive this 
I may be in France or some place

I should say this war is not 
going to end so quickly as 
thought. But this is not telling you 
of myself, is it. No doubt you will 
have heard of my promotion to Sergt.

motion. I happened to be the first one 
and felt honored by being so, but be­
lieve me, it means work and lots of it 
and responsibility too, still our 
shoulders are broad enough, I guess.

CIVIL TRIBUNAL FOR WOMEN.

Questioned regarding the methods 
of dealing with military accusations 
against women in Britain, the Home 
Secretary replied:

“In the first place, the accused per­
son is brought before a tribunal, which 
holds a preliminary inquiry, taking a 
summary of the evidence. The accus­
ed is always assisted by a lawyer, and 
a complete record of the evidence, 
oral and documentary, is given to the 
accused, who is then allowed an inter­
val to prepare for defence.

“If the accused is a woman the trial 
aways takes place before a civil tri­
bunal; if a man, he has the right to 
claim trial before a civil court, instead 
of by court-martial, if he is a British 
subject. At the trial, whether military 
or civil, the lawyers for the defence 
have the same opportunities given the 
accused in the ordinary course of 
peace times.”

IN COMPANY’S SERVICE.

The ashes of wood have long been 
recognized as a fertilizer of very 
considerable value, indeed their use 
in agriculture is historic, 
countries, including Canada, where 
agriculture is practised they have 
been highly prized. With the advent 
of the German potash salts, however, 
their use fell off, though of course, 
their production in decreasing quanti­
ties of late years owing to the disap- ' 
pearance of our forests has also been 
partly responsible for their disuse at 
the present time.

We must economize in the hand­
ling of our potash manures if we are 
going to conserve the fertility of 
our soil. During the past few years 
many farmers have discarded the 
ashes or at least have not given them 
proper care. No one would think for 
an instant of throwing away artifi­
cial fetilizers, yet many people throw 
away the equally valuable wood ashes 
because since they cost nothing, their 
value is not appreciated.

There is a general belief that ashes 
from hardwoods are richer in potash 
than those from softwoods, but an­
alysis scarcely confirm this impres­
sion. Naturally woods differ consid­
erably in their potash contents, and 
the ashes of twigs and boughs are 
much richer than those of trunk 
wood.
usually contain less ash than the 
hard woods, but taking weight for 
weight there is little difference be­
tween them.

They are essentially a potash fer­
tilizer. Ashes of good quality, that 
is, dry, unmixed with sand, etc., and 
unleached, contain between four and 
six and a half per cent, of potash. 
This potash is in a soulable form and 
hence immediately available for crop 
use; moreover, it probably exists in 
a condition (the carbonate) much 
more favorable for the nutrition of 
plants than that in the German com­
pounds, and should be worth at 
least one cent per pound more than 
the latter. There is in fact no better 
potassic fertilizer.

In addition to their potash they 
contain some two per cent, phos­
phoric acid and from twenty to 
thirty per cent, carbonate of lime, 
enhancing their fertilizing value and 
making them, in a sense, an all­
round fertilizer for supplying the 
mineral elements required by crops. 
And, further, they correct acidity, a 
quality detrimental to the thrift of 
most farm crops.

From twenty-five to fifty bushels 
of wood ashes per acre will furnish 
from sixty to 120 pounds of potash 
the latter an ample dressing for even 
very light soils. Their application is 
best deferred till spring, broadcast­
ing preferably on a quiet damp day, 
on the ploughed land and incorpora­
ting with a thorough harrowing.

For clover, corn and mangels, they 
will be found very valuable. Es­
pecially are they beneficial for 
chards and for grapes on sandy 
loams. For turnips mixed with 
third to one-half their weight of 
bone mela, they have similarly prov­
ed advantageous. But, indeed, there 
are few crops on fight and gravelly 
soils, as also on vegetable loams in­
clined to be sour, for which wood 
ashes cannot be employed with pro­
