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1Millions of bushels of wheat can be 
saved from the ravages of the Hes­
sian fly if farmers follow the method 
of fighting this pest now being advo­
cated by advanced agricultural scien­
tists and practical farmers, is the 
opinion of the Soil Improvement 
Committee of the National Fertilizer 
Association, which in session at Hot 
Springs, Va., voted to wage a great 
campaign to combat the pest.

The key to the situation is know­
ing the fly’s life history. This brings 
a better understanding of the simple 
method used to fight it, and mini­
mizes the chances of your fields be­
ing ravaged. Literally it is a vam­
pire sucking the life-blood from your 
wheat.

There are two broods of the fly— 
the fall and spring broods. With the 
fall brood the flies come out. of the 
pupa or “flax-seed” stage. They live 
about two weeks and then die, or 
most of them are killed by the first 
frost But during their lifetime they 
migrate extensively, going to other 
fields from where they hatched. Here 
they lay their eggs and the maggots 
soon hatch to begin work in the 
stems at the base of the plant 
When thus affected the plant soon 
does not “tiller” or “stool” and the 
early winter finds it dead.

Good, strong, healthy plants re­
ceive less injury from the fly than 
the sickly ones. Insure a good start 
to the late sown wheat by giving it 
plenty of quickly available plant- 
food. A fertilizer containing 2 to 3 
per cent ammonia is the best “crop 
insurance” that can be. bought. This 
makes for quick-growing hardier 
stems to which the pest does less in­
jury as well as overcomes any handi­
cap due to late seeding.________

maggot, white or greenish-white In 
color, goes into the “flax-seed" stage, 
this being noticed at the base of the 
stems, or sometimes thy flax-seed 
entirely filling the hollow portion in­
side the stem.

Here they pass the winter, the flies 
emerging from the flax-seed in the 
early spring. This spring brood, al­
though migrating less extensively 
than the fall brood, gets into other 
fields besides working in the one 
from which it hatched.

The best method of eradication is 
to sow wheat as late as is safe to 
escape winter killing, and to so 
escape the attacks of the fly. In 
hatching, the flies come out at about

London, July 18.—Argument of 
counsel in the Ottawa school case 
came to a conclusion yesterday, and 
judgment by the Privy Council may 
be expected about the end of the 
month. From those concerned in the 
French-Canadian side of the dispute, 
it is learned that they believe there 
is a fair prospect of success for their 
cause.

The argument which was spread 
over several days, was too complicat­
ed to attract any audience; in fact, 
this case of vital and historic import 
to Canada was thrashed out before a 
score of men. comprising the judges 
and the advocates. The bench was 
composed of Lord Chancellor Buck- 
master and Lords Haldane, Shaw, 
Atkinson and Parmoor.
Chancellor laid stress upon the point 
as to whether the Ontario law was 
ultra vires. Lord Haldane expressed 
the opinion that the appellants, by 
their defiance of the law had put 
themselves in danger of forfeiting 
the rights and privileges which they 
claimed were disregarded.

Sir John Simon, appearing with 
Senator Belcourt for the appellants, 
the board of trustees of the Catholic 
schools of Ottawa, dis not dissect the 
evidence, but confined himself to the 
point as to whether the British North 
America Act granted rights and pri- 
viliges, now contravened, to a cer­
tain section of the community, which 
included the appellants, 
tended that section 93 extended to 
the schools, and not merely to relig­
ious instruction.

Senator Belcourt traversed the evi­
dence to some extent and pleaded 
that regulation 17 was ultra vires.
