Mean For Greece

Paris, March 14.—Former Prem-
jer Venizelos of Greece = traces all
the troubles of his country to the
proposal of the Entente that east-
ern Macedonia should be ceded to
Bulgaria, in the course of a long
statement given to the Havas corres-
pondent at Saloniki. M. Venizelos
reviews the events in Greece from
the beginning of 1915 and explains
and justifies his conduct.

“I am not exaggerating,” he says,
“when I say that without the En-
tente’s proposal in regard to eastern
Macedonia the king would never
have dared to refuse to fulfill our
treaty obligations towards Serbia.”

The former premier further de-
clared that he only raised the stand-
ard of revolt when it became evi-
dent that King Constantine would
never join the Entente. He said
that he refrained from giving the
movement an anti-dynastic character
because the allies made that an ex-
press condition of their support and
because the object he had in view
was to carry out as far as possible
the duties of Greece in respect to
Serbia. He concluded:

Aim to Win War.

“Our sole aim at present is to win
the war. The outstanding grave in-
ternal questions can be solved after
victory and national unity easily re-
established. In the impossible event
of Germany’s being victorious King
Constantine would set up an un-
bridled autocracy, but if Germany,
as I am certain, is finally vanquish-
ed, King Constantine would step
down from a constitutional throne to
become a mere party leader and will
have to submit to the consequence
of the defeat of his policy just as
any other party leader when beat-
en.’

The matter was brought up in the
Chamber of deputies and Minister of
Justice Viviani stated that the prose-
cutor-general had recommended
that the proceednigs be dropped on
account of lack of evidence.

B, Courier Leased Wire,
New York, March 14.—The chief
of the four great brotherhoods of
railroad employes came here to-day
from Washington for a final confer-
ence with. the local chairman of the
unions %n eastern territory ~ before
meeting the members of the Nation-
al Conference committee of the rail-
roads to-morrow to present their de-
mands for an eight hour day. It
was expected that Eastern represent-
atives would follow the example of
the employes conferences held yes-
terday at Washington and St. Louis
and ratify plans for a general strike
if the railroads refuse to grant their
demands. :

Strike orders to take effect first in
the East on Saturday night, already
have been issued, and the organized
employes await directions to be issu-
ed here after Thursday's conference.
The managers committee, which is
handling the situation for the rail-
roads, will meet here to-night. The
managers maintain that there cannot
be any compromise at this time
pending a decision by the Supreme:
Court on the Adamson law.

There is no expectation on the
part of the railroad leaders here that
President Wilson will take any action
prior to the announcement of the
results of Thursday’s meeting. W. G.
Lee, head of the trainmen’s organiz-
ation, declared that he and his as-
sociates would go before the rail-
roads representatives with their en-

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THE SITUATION.

The British are closing in upon
Bapaume. Yesterday they drove the
enemy back along a front of three
and a half miles, and the fall of the
place named would now seem to be
a certainty within the next few
hours. It begins to be clear that
the falling back of the Huns, which
in the first nlace was based upon
strategical reasons, has developed
into something much more than
that. British pressure is now mak-
ing them continue in an involuntary
way what they started out to do on |
a voluntary basis, and it becomes
more and more evident that Haig’s
men hold a firm upper hand. Alto-
gether the present condition of af-
fairs on the Western front looks
very reassuring indeed for the Allies.

Fighting in the Champagne still
continues to be of a marked nature
with the enemy conducting a terrifie
bombardment on the French lines.
In the Verdun region the French are
holding their own.

Gen. Maude revorts that he is
keeping in close touch with the en-
emy beyond Bagdad and that the
Turks are still retreating. Mean-
while the Russians are continuing
their good work on the Persian
frontier and one report says that a
whole Turkish army of fifteen thou-
sand men was taken by them. The
two forces are evidently encircling
the sons of Islam.

In the British House, Bonar Law
has asked for a war credit vote of
£50,000,000. The incident comes as
somewhat of a surprise, following so
closely upon the granting of £550,~
000,000 in February.

Indications point to the conclu-
sion that the threatened political
crisis in England will abate and that
there will be no general election.

Over The Courier leased wire to-
day there comes the statement that
China has severed diplomatic rela-
tions with Germany.

From the above it should be clear

Now as regards Brantford and
South Dumfries Council, they too
have their duly appointed solicitors,
Mr. Smoke and Mr. Watts, I believe
and Mayor Bowlby has no authority
or right to represent them.

THE NEW WAR LOAN.

Canada’s first war loan, issued in
November of 1915, was for $50,000,-
000 and was subscribed to the extent
of $104,000,000, with total number
of subscribers 24,803.

The second loan in September of
1916, was for $100,000,000 and over

- $200,000,000 was offered, with total

subscrbiers of 50,000.

The third, and present loan is for
$150,000,000, and it should meet
with an even warmer reception than
the others for very many reasons.

The issue price is. 96 flat. The
purchaser pays $960 without -inter-
est for a $1,000 bond. His payments
are spread over a period within the
first half-year, but he gets a full
half-year’s interest on September
1st. Thus a bonus is really paid him
on September 1st. After deducting
this bonus, and discounting all pay-
ments to date of the bonds, the price
to the investor becomes (1) 95.068
and interest (as at March 1st 1917),
if paid by the instalments mentioned
on the prospectus, or (2) 95.156 and
interest (as at March 1st, 1917), if
paid in full by April 16th, 1917.

The exact yield rate is 5.4065 per
cent. if paid by instalments, or
5.399 per cent. if fully paid by
April 16th, 1917.

The bonus payable September 1st

1917, resulting from the fact that
the bonds are botight ‘“flat”” and not

A Pioneer of Industry Pas-

He was educated in the
city schools, and then took a business
course in a London, Ont. college. He
early developed marked organizing
and busifiess ability, and at about
thirty years of, age became identified
with the Adams Wagon Co’y, then
establisked in‘Paris. Under his fore-
sight the business developed to a
notable extent, until in 1900 re-
moval was made tp';Brahtford, result-
ing in the/present’large works of to-
day. At that time he became Presi-
dent and @General Manager, a dual
position which he had filled wit‘h
marked Ability until the time of his
demise. He was the possessor of.a
most energetic temperament, and ‘n
addition .to the headship of the Ad-
ams Company, was actively interest-
ed in more other ' enterprises tha.n
probably any other one man in this
city.

But for the sprinkler system in-
stalled in the.Ham & Nott factory,
it is likely that a conflagration of
huge proportions would still be in
progress. At seven-thirty this morn-
ing some men engaged in extending
some electric wiring in some manner
caused a short efreuit from which a
spark fell into a tank of oil used in
the screen department for dipping
purposes.

- The most important matter
of business transacted was the de-
cision to beautify the
property, by planting trees on the
south side of Dufferin Avenue, from
Morrell Street to the Lake Erie and
Northern Railway Company tracks,
and on Morrell street from Dufferin
Avenue to West Mill street. The first
mentioned row of trees will be three
feet back from street, while the
other trees will be placed thirteen
feet back. Hickory, walnut, maple
and elm treeg will be planted inter-
spersed with evergreens at proper
distances apart. The trees will be
mulched and protected from cattle
and will he t‘aretullv looked after,
The co-operation of the Parks Board
was asked for in this undertaking.

On motion of Mayor Bowlby, sec-
onded hy C. A. Waterous, the salary
of Mr. James T. Whitaker, inspector
of the waterworks, be increased to
$1,000 a year, the increase to date
from March 1st.

The secretary was authorized to
communicate with the Provincial
Board of Health, asking for their re-
commendation for engineers for ad-
vice on the public water supply.

British forces against the Germans in
the operations which have as their
object the capture of Bapaume and
a general bending back of the Ger-
man line eastward in the Somme and
Ancre regions of France.

Under another terrific bombard-
ment the Germans have abandoned
their main defence system west of
Bapaume on a front of three and a
half miles to a depth of a mile. The
advance gave Sir Douglas Haig’s
troops the village of Grevillers and
the Loupart wood, bringing the ad-
vanced British forces at the former
place to a scant mile and a half
from the north-western oqutskirts of
Bapaume.

North of the Ancre the left wing
of the Britshin this particular
operation has bent back the Ger-
man line on a front of about a mile
east and northeast of Gommecourt
and somewhat straightened out the
curve extending from Essarts-les-
les-Bucquoy to the region northeast
of PuisieuxauMont.

To the north of this region, in the
vicinity of Armentiefres, Souchez and
Neuville-St. Vaast ahd south-west of
Neuve Chapelle, the Germans threw
forward raiding parties, but all of
these met with repulse, except in the
last-named sector, where the Ger-
mans reached the British trenches
and made prisoner a few of the oc-
cupants.

Elsewhere on the line in France
there have been only artillery en-
gagements, which were especially
severe in Champagne.

USE APPLE TO
TEMPT ADAM

Garden of Eden Was in a
Country Where Apples .
Could Not Grow

How did the apple come to be
named-' as the fruit of the temptation
in the .Garden of Eden when the or-
iginal Hebrew text and all the trans-
lations speak only of the fruit of the
tree of tl}e knowledge of good and
evil? asks the Boston Globe.

It is true that in the Hebrew the
words are ‘“Etz Peri,”’ the fruit of ‘the
tree, and the Greek and Latin ver-
sions so translate them. The Vull
gate uses the word “Fructum” for
fruit, and this could not in any way
be mistaken for the specific fruit ap-
ple. It is further admitted by schol-
ars who hold that the paradise of the
Bible, which is also describéd on clay
tablets of Babylon literature, was lo-
cated near the Euphratess and the
Tigris, or-in a tropieal country where
no apples could possibly grow, so
that the fruit of the tree could not
have been an apple.

In a tablet lately translated which
oviginated in Nippur and is now in
the museum of the University «f
Pennsylvania in Philadelphia, the
fruit is described as the fruit.of the
cassia plant, according to Dr. Lan-
don’s translation. This is possible,
for that plant is well known in the
region.

But the question of how the apple
came into the story is still unanswer-
ed, and no tablet will answer it, for
none could mention a fruit-unknown
to the Babylonians not growing in
their country.

We have to go far afield to ascer-
tain the origin of the error, for
use of the word apple is in error. It
came about from the confusion of
two words in the Latin. “Fructum”’
means fruit, and so doés ‘“pomum.”
But “pomum” also means apple, and
gome ancient scholar filled with La-
tin words wrote “pamum’ instead of
“fructum” in translating this pas-
sage as specific, namely, apple, in-
stead of general, that is, fruit.

There is however, another reason
for this confusion, and - the persist-
ance of the idea is shown in many
of the Paintings by the old masters,
who sometimes depicts a tree laden
with apples from which Eve has just
picked one and is handing it to' Ad-
am.

The confusion of ideas probably
arose from the association of the ap-
ple with critical turns in the affairs
of men, and suggested at least the
specific interpretation or translation
of “fructum” or “pomum” by ‘“ap-
ple.”

The fact is that so far as the Bible
itself goes, no specific fruit' is men-

tree of the knowledge of good and
evil. But -there is” another fruit tree
mentioned, and this is the fig tree, |
for in Genesis iii. 7, it is said, ‘““And
they sewed fig leaves together and
made themselves aprons.” Possibly
on this account ‘it is a Hebrew tra-
dition that Eve ate of the fig tree,
but that has never been introduced
in Biblical text.

RUSSIANS IN CONCERT

With Gen. Maud'e, And Are
{ Encircling Foe

Washington, March 13.—An en-
tire Turkish army, numbering 15,-
000 troops, has been captured by the
Russians in western Persia, accord-
ing to official advices feceived at the
State Department today. i

Although detailg-are lacking, the
Turks, the reports indicate, were
trapped by the Russians last Sun-
day, following the capture by the
British of Bagdad.

The Turkish forces were located
in the mountains to prevent a Rus-
sian approach. from that quarter.
They were ‘“basing’’ on Bagdad, in
the sense of being dependent on that(
city for supplies.

Apparently the Russians, working
in concert with' Gen. Maude's calumn
were able to get in behind the
Turks, who, finding their supplies
cut off, surrendered.

The loss of the Turkish force is
the Jatest of a long series of rever-
ses, which, in the opinion of State
department officials, have gone far
toward reducing the Turkish army.

A Costly Retreat. . |

In addition to  the tremendous
losses in men and munitions in the
fighting along the Tigris, the Turks
within the past year have sustained
a costly retreat from. Russian terri-
tory and two thrusts bac kward from
Persia. Besidés these reverses the
Turks have confronted a serious re-
‘bellion on the part of the Arabs and
a general demoralization within
their own ranks.

It is now aSsumed that the Rus-
gians in Persia and”the British oper-
ating thward from Bagdad ~will
shortly be able to/eﬁ'ect a junction,
thus insuring a considerable advance
westward = belore the -hot weather
sets in. "

In connection with the Britxsh ex-
pedition from Egypt into Palestine
some apprehension is felt for the
safety of ‘the 1,000 American mis-
sionaries who are still reported mar-,
ooned ,in the vicinity of Beirut. It is
felt that if the British succeed in
getting close to Bierut the Turks in
desperation might massacre all for-
eigners in the locality.

A striking sample of German hypo-
crisy is proyided in a communication
from the German government, re-
cently published in the press of neu-
tral countries. In defending its de-
portations of Belgian workmen, . it
avers that this act had become a
social necessity, since the burden of
supporting suech armies of unem-
ployed, was more than Belgium’s
finances could stand.

After plundering the little coun-
try of every soul he could lay his
greedy -hands on, this pretended
solicitation for Belgium’s financial
stability will deceive nobody. it
hardly harmonize~ with the fact
that Belgium, thecu~h  devoid of
commerce or industire, is forced to
pay a war tax to the Hun amount-
ing to eight million dollars per
month, that she has paid this tax
since the first occupation of her ter-
ritory, and has in addition been sub-
jected to requisitions so grasping
that they have made a wilderness of
the greater part of that unfortunate
country.

The true attitude of Germany is
summed up in General von Bissing's
declaration: “I am not in Belgium to
watch over the ‘interests of Belgium,
but to maintain those of Germany."”
Bissing’s candour is preferrable to
his government’'s pretence of con-
cern,
