The Great Preacher Dead.

Nekw York, March 8.—The Rev.

Ward Beecher died to-day at
9.80 am. He did not regain con-
sciousness from the time of the first
attack. As the end approached the
family could be heard weeping and
sobbing,. Dr, Bearle s by the
bedeide holding one of Mr. Beecher's
hands, and “at 9.80 he said, “ er

this moment. Notwithstanding the
fact that his death was looked for, that
it had been expected hourly, it seemed
to come with such crushing force that
the family were prostrated with grief.
Mrs. Beecher who had held up so
bravely from the first, was utterly
broken down, and when supported by
her son Harry as ehe tottered from the
room, looked asif it would not be
long before she would follow her be-
loved husband. The news of Mr.
Beecher's death spread very quickly
to all parts of the city, and Brooklyn
may now be said to be a city of mourn-
ing.
A Fearful Tragedy.

The following is stated to be a cor-
rect account of the recent tragedy at
Grand Falls, N. B..—Two traders
named Blake and Kelly have been in
the habit of selling goods in the vicin-
ity. When they last left there was
some trouble with a note, and a man
nsmed Searway swore that ‘if ever
Blake came back he would beat the
life out of "him. On the 21st ult,
Blake and Kelly returned and went
into a public house. Seated in the
roormn were two Frenchwen and short-
ly aftor Scarwayentered. The Fiench-
men calied on him to carry out his
threat against Biake. Searway was
afraid to attuck Blake openly and go-
ing-behind his buck picked up a poker
and struck him on- the head knocking
him sensviess. ten he picked up
the budy, and jumped on it until Kelly
inteifered to save bis partner from be-
ing murdered. Then the French-
men jm:red upon Kelly, Bearway al-
so turned on bim, snd catching bim
up, threw him over the table, and
jumped upon his cliest until it was
pulp. -Help came and Searway and
the Frenchmen fled. The beaten men
were taken to the Grand Falls Hotel,
where two days later, Kelly died of his
injuries, and even now Blake lies at
the point of death. Searway has
been arrested.

Impertant Scott Act Decision.

Toronto, March. 7.—A very impor-
tant decision was given on Saturday
by the Chancery Divisional Court,
in the case of the Queen vs. Fee, un-
der the Bcott Act. The point decided
in this case is one of great importance,
and shortly stated is, that under sec.
128 of the Canada Temperance Act,
by which the accused is made a com-
petent and compellable witness, he is
not bound to criminate himself. The
identical int was, decided in the
same way E; the Suprenie Court of
Prince Edward Island in the Queen
v. Connolly, 4 Canadian Law Times,
801, but- the Chancery Division has
now reached an opposite conclusion,
asit holds that the deft. in a Scott
Act prosecution is bound to answer,
even though by so doing he criminates
himself. This will of course, be a
great aid to persons engaged in work-
ing out the Scott Act, as it will ren-
der convictions much easier. From
this decision there is no appeal, so
that the law may be taken as- settled,
unless some adventurous person man-
ages to bring the mattor up on habeas
corpus before the Court of Appeal.
The Chancellor who delivered the
judgment of the Court, dealt very
exhaustively with the subject, justifing
the decision upon English authority.
He pointed out™ that 1t was one of
Bentham'g theories of law, that. the
accused should be compelled to testif
against himself, and’quoted a remar
of his upon the maxim neme tenetur
seipsum accusars, to the effect that if a

number of burglars and bighwaymen

¢

formed an association for the purpose
of furthering the interest of their
profession, neme tenetur, &c. would
naturally be the firat role or by-law
they would pass.

Riel’s Coadjutors.

Michael Dumas, who escaped from
the Northwest nfter the rebellion, in
company with-Gabriel Dumont, and
is residing with Lis family at St.
Charles, near Winnipeg, before the
amuesty was granted, was living near
the boundry, and afterwards rejoined
his fumily. He gives an interesting
description of the trip of Dumont and
himself from Batoche to Fort Bell-
knap, which occupied eleven days.
They lived most of the time on ante-
lope they shot during the trip. They
never saw & white face, as they kept
out of the district where civilization
was likely to exist. After their re-
leasc by the American authorities Du-
mas worked for a time on a ranche at
Lewiston, Montana, while Dumont
maintained himself by hunting. Then
came the offer to join Buffalo Bill's
Wild West Combination, which Du-
mas declined and Dumont accepted.
During his separation from his family
Dumas says four of his children died,
while Dumont lost his wife. He did
not feel inclined to say much about
Riel, but thinks the cause of the
Halfbreeds just. He thinks the Gov-
ernment should make him some com-
pensation for what he lost.

Do not be tempted with all the new
‘ novelties ”’ offered in garden seeds, as
some of them are only old varieties with
new names. Before devoting the garden to
any new vnrietg, give it a test by procuring
a packet of seeds for experimenting, as a
loss from poor seed or from an inferior
variety cannot be recovered. Time is an
importaat item in gardening.

Place the hotbed in a position so as to
get the most sunlight, and cover the sash
at night so as to avoid loss of heat by radia-
tion. Glass permits heat to escape very
rapidly, and it is best, therefore, to use a
double glazed sash, as the air space be-
tween the panes of glass will serve as a pro-
tection from the cold.

Here is the way the large strawberries
are produced. Apply a heavy dressing of a
mixture of two parts each of muriate of
potash and superphosphate, with one part
nitrate of soda; Keep the young plants
clean, water when necessary, and do not
allow a single runner to start, as they
should be pinched back. Mulch the young
plants in the fall and remove the mulch
early in spring. Then apply another dress-
ing of fertilizer and clean the soil by stir-
ring it about an inch. When the young
berries are set pinch off all but the largest.
