\ HAMILTON SUICIDE.

James Hodge Shot Himself in
the City Hall.

HE ONCE BELONGED T0 NEWMARKET

Had Considerable Money & Few Years Age
But Went Through it All Sald te
Have Becn a Hard Drinker of
Late Appearcd Quite Cheerful
Before Firing the Shot,

Hamilton, Jan. 10.—(Special.)—One of
the most sensational suicides that have
occurred in this part of the country
for some time took place in this city
last night. About 8.30 James Hodge,
68 years of age, strong and heavily
built, walked into the City Hall and,
after looking around for a few min-
utes, seated himself at the foot of
the stairway leading to the council
chamber and, pulling a revolver from
his pocket, sent a 38-calibre bullet
through his brain.

The spot where the man ended his
life is not more than 20 feet from the
office of the chief of police and the de-
tectives’' headquarters, and Chief Smith
and Detective Inspector McMahon,
being in their offices, hastened out to
learn the cause of the loud report. In
a reclining position on the stairway
dead was the sturdy form of Hodge,
who a few minutes before bade Mrs.
Hurlon, the wife of the caretaker of
the City Hall, good evening, appar-
ently in good spirits. He held the re-
vo ver in his right hand, and in the
right side of his head, just over the
ear, was a wound showing where the
bullet, had entered. In his pocket was
a note stating that he had been worth
a great deal of money, but his relatives
had been the means of robbing him of
t

it.

About 15 years ago the suicide and
one of his brothers had a successful
stove and tinware business in New-
market. Leaving Newmarket, James,
the suicide, bought a farm in West
Flamboro, which he worked until about
eight yrars ago, when he sold it for
$5000 and came to this cily. Since his
arrival here he has been drinking
heavily and has done very litile work.
His sister Emma died about four
months ago, leaving him $300, and he
has spent all this. So far as is known
he has only one brother and one sis-
ter living. His brother William is In
South Africa, and the sister, Susan, in
Newmarket. "

Coroner White was informed of
the circumstances of the case and de-
cided that an inquest is unnecessary.

About 11
o'clock a cab called at ner home and
th:- driver gave her a note purporting
to have come from a friend, askinig ber
to take a cab to His home at once
Mrs. Bouchzin departed in_the cab.
West Water-street is 1 dark thor-
oughfare, and as the driver turn=d into
it two men ran out from a building
and threw open the door of the vehi-
cle. One of the men dashed red pep-
per into the woman's eyes to blind her.
She was then beaten with a revolver
until she was unconscious. Her assail-
ants deprived her of her jewelry, val-
ued at $1500, and secured her pocket-
beok, which contained $400. She was
then dragged into the street and “her
assailants escaped in the vehicle. Her
injuries are said not to be dangerous.

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CHEESE SCHOOL.
Drawing the Whey and Matting the Cuard
Hot Iron Test Explained.

The whey should be drawn when
there is an eighth of an inch on the
hot iron. That acid is measured by
the inch seems a queer statement to

- make. We think a New York man was
the first to use the hot iron and others
have used it because it is a very de-
licate test of a condition of the curd
caused by the lactic acid development.
When the acid in the whey gets to a
certain strength, about 18 per cent.,
it begins to dissolve the curd and this
semi-soluble condition makes it stick
to a hot iron. If the acid gets too
strong the.curd will be so much dis-
solved that it will cease to string.
Anything that will dissolve the curd
will make it stick to the_ hot iron,
whether it be borax with a neutral
reaction, or sodium carbonate with an
alkaline reaction. When the curd gets
to this condition, where the acid is
dissolving it, the whey should be
drawn Immediately, or there will be a
loss of cascin in the whey., 8
shown by the white whey, when half
an inch or’ more of acid develops be-
fore drawing.

If the milk is working fast and the
vat is full part of the whey should be
drawn beford any acid shows, or per-
haps it can be started at one sixteenth
of an inch. We want just enough acid
on the curd to assure, us that'it has
reached the point where it begins to
dissolve and then we are to develop the
rest of the acid in the dry. curd; for if
the curd does not string on the hot
fron before drawing the whey, it will
take longer to get the require amount
of acid (stringing) and the strings will
be coarse.

The whey drawn from the vat
by means of a siphon or a ‘whey gate.
The whey gate preferable to the
siphon, for it will drain the vat better
and will keep running while the si-
phon will stop if air gets into it, and
that just when the maker is the
busiest. A perforated tin strainer with
a tube that fits into the whey gate
prevents the curd from running out
with the whey.

To:prevent clogging the strainer the
curd should be allowed to settle while
the whey is. being drawn. Two ways
of draining the curd "are
cither by means of a curd sink, or
racks in the vat. A curd sink should
be properly constructed as shown in
the accompanying cut. It should be
closed at the bottom . and provided
with racks. The bottom slants from
either side to the middle and is provid-
ed with a gate at the lower end to let
off the drainings. The gate can be
closed and hot water held under the
curd to keep up the temperature when
necessary. The curd sink, with an
opening the whole length, prevents the
possibilities of thus holding rm
water, and on the other hand gives a
place for a draft of cold air to strike

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BREAKING TO HARNESS.

Colts Should Be im the '‘Best of Flesh
‘When Teaching Is Begun.

The following sensible remarks about
breaking colts to harness were written
by a correspondent of the Country Gen-
tleman:

Many a farmer has a colt that he
intends to train for future use, either
as a farm or road horse. Now, the mat-
ter of breedi tra ion of di i
tion and traits is always of great influ-
ence over the character of the future
usefulness of the horse, and will come
out in one way or another while train-
ing the colt. But by proper fitting and
gkilful handling these things may be
overcome, and a colt bred from stock
that because of viclousness and bad
habits are almost worthless may be
made a pleasant, safe, reliable horse.

One of the most common mistakes
s that of putting a colt into training
while he is not in the best of flesh, and
often when he is having but little if
any grain. Such colts are soon drilled
out, and their nerve and muscle, of
which they have but little, gone, and
we soon have the beginning of balky
horses, just because, while to appear-
ance they may have flesh and weight,
they have no muscle or nerve. Be-
cause they are tired and not generally
because of temper, they refuse’ to g0
on, and are, of course, accused of being
balkv.

The first thing, in my opinion, to do

in getting a colt ready for the training
that is to make a horse of him would
be to commence the feeding of grain
sufficient to get him in the best of con-
dition—in such a condition that he feels
full of spirit and pluck, that when
taken out at halter you have your
hands full to handle him.

During this time of better feeding be
sure each day to give him a good
grooming, not only for the help it gives
toward a better condition of flesh and
nerve, but because of his learning by it
to handle, which will do much toward
making him less shy of bitting gear or
harness when he comes to that. All
'(h may seem of but little account to
most men, but no matter—I have seen
many a horse that made trouble every
time he was hgrnessed just because of
some little mistake at the first few
times of harnessing or unharnessing.

The practice of a large majority of
men In the bitting of the colt, that
of putting him in the bitting gear and
turning him out in a yard or field for

and often spoils the carriage of the
head and easy handling on the bit. In
my own practice I never put a colt in
the bitting gear and let him loose from
my hold a moment. I want him to
learn at once that I am the master of
things, and for the first few. lessons 1
never give him more than twenty to
thirty minutes of the straps, and not
pulled in very snug at that. Just as
soon as he shows weariness (and he
will in a very short time) I take him
out and, after a short resting, put him
in again. In a very short time the
colt will become accustomed to these
new things, and take lessons of much
longer time; and he is then ready to
have reins put in, and you can step
in behind him and begin to teach turn-
ing to right and left, stopping at the
word whoa, and standing back when
told to

When these are learned, your colt is
ready for the shafts or pole. Generally
it is well for the first few hitchings to
put him beside another horse: But
never make the mistake of putting him
with some slow, spiritless horse, but

in every move, and stay with him if

gait. Besides, with a horse with him
the colt will pass many things without
fear, which, if alone, would make him
shy. After a few times of light hitch-
ing,: commence with light loads, some-
thing that the colt will feel easy to
move.

Never be jumping to catch hold of a
colt at every move he makes, for he
soon comes to feel you have no confi-
dence in him, and willgbecome very un-
easy about standing. *This matter of
standing when stopped can be well fixed
with the colt when first in the bitting
gear.

If you do not want a horse that is
troublesome in shoeing, you can, at the
time of grooming, or in the bitting gear,
handle his feet so that when taken to
the shop for shoeing you have no trou-
ble and will always feel safe to put
him In the hands of the blacksmith
and have no fear of his getting in-
jured by shoeing.

Never drive so far, when first hand-
ling, that he will come back to the
stable tired and spiritless, and you will
generally have a free, smart driver. I
never use blinkers or check-rein while
training for the harness. Without
blinkers you seldom have a skittish or
shying horse, and without check he can
do more work or cover more miles and
not be worried.

Another thing, never get angry at

the same time thercolt does, for if you
do, you will get into trouble. Generally
| be careful in the use of the whip. It
may be needed sometimes, but gener-
ally one blow will answer far better
than more. Never show fear or ner-
vousness yourself if you want a horse
| to be calm.

This method of training colts has
been my practice for years, and I can
to-day look back over a term of forty-
five years and say I neve had a balky
or viclous horse; and I have bred them
from several strains of high-mettle
atock and have, in handling scores of
colts, found many that, with a little
mistake in training, would have been

of horses all over the
sountry—not worth a dallar for use,
pecause they cannot be relied on when
wanted. Balky, vicious trainers gen-
arally make horses like themselves.

A BALANCED RATION.

The following excerpt taken from
{he Rural New Yorker, teaches the
{ruth of this idea of balanced ration In
a new and instructive way:

The effect of a well balanced ration
on the human animal is well marked.
We have had an illustration of' this
during the pakt year in watching the
development of a little boy. /About a
year ago he came out of an almshouse,
Where his food had been chiefly pota-
toes, brown bread and a little butter
and milk. That was a diet containing
but little mineral nlatter, and a small
proportion of muscle makers. As a
result of such food, the child was but
little better than a dwarf. His flesh
was soft and flabby, and of a dead,
unwholesome color, while his bones
were soft and his joints were weak.

The Nutritive Ratlo.

M tts experiment sta-
tion gave the following expl tion of
the term in @ recent bulletin:

By nutritive ratio is meant simply
the proportion by weight of the diges-
tible carbohydrates and fat to the pro-
tein, the latter being takem as unity.
It has been demonstrated by experi-
ment that other things being equal,
the best returns can be secured, in case
of milch cows, for example, if the
various feeds are so combined as to
produce a ration containing 4.5 to 55
as much carbohydrates and fat as pro-
tein, or in other words rations having
a nutritive ratio of 1 protein to 46 to
5.5 carbonhydrates and fat (1:4.5, or
1:5.5).

In calculating a nutritive ratio it is
necessary to multiply the amount of
fat by 2 1-2 to give it a value ocorre-
sponding to carbohydrates because
the fat furnishes 2 1-2 times as -much
ener; as do carbohydrates. Suppose
a fodder ration to contain the following
amounts 4f digestible nutrients:
Digestible proteln . 2.70 1bs.
Digestibe fat 0.73 1bs.
Digestible carbohydrates 12.60 Ibs.

‘'otal digestible ... 16.03 1bs.

According to our definition the nutri-
tive ratio would be found as follows:
Carbohydrates .. 12,60 Ibs.
Fat .73 1bs x 2% . . 182 lbs.

Total for fat and carbohydrates 14.42 Ibs.

11.42 1bs. carbohydrates divided by
2.7 lbs. protein equal 534, or as 1
part of protein is the 5.34 parts of car-
bohydrates (1:5.34).

| SOME CASES ILLUSTRATING THE
PERILS WHICH BESET PEOPLE.

The high importance of life insurance
has become so generally realized of
late years and policies are held by s0
! many thousands now that it is scarcely
strange.that there are many wonderful
stories In this connection, says London
Tid-Bits.

A very remarkable thing occurred to
a Sheffield grocer a few months ago.
| Having a wife and three chilidren de-
| pendent upon him, and not making an
| lncome much more than sufficient for
| current expenses, he decided to take
out an insuranc upon his life for the
lprutecuon of his family against des-
| titution in the event of their being sud-
| denly robbed of his support. He applied
to a good company, went through the
usual formalities and awaited the re-
sult.
| A few days later, after having closed
| his shop for the night, he was sitting In
| his parlor over the shop when he heard
| the postman’'s characteristic knock. He
| threw down his paper and hurried
down stairs. When in the mlddle of a
long, steep flight his foot slipped and
he was forcibly precipitated down the
remainder of the stairs into the hall
| below, where he struck his head heavily
| against a metal letter box, which caus-
| ed concussion of the brain, from which
| he dled in the course of a few days.

The extraordinary feature of thig
story, which sounds like the daring 1ic-
. tion of a penny-a-liner, is the fact that
“in the letter box at the time of the
| accident was the life insurance policy
!l‘m' which the grocer had been nego-
| tiating. It had just been delivered by
| the postman, to whose knock he had
responded. In point of extraordinari-
ness this story, which is placed with-
out the pale of suspicion by its source,
would be hard to beat.

There are many similar cases of poli-
cies being taken out at the eleventh
hour, as it has proved. Only last sum=~
mer a gentleman who was on the fol-
lowing day to have started on a moun-
taincering tour through Swilzc land,
went to a big London insurance com-
pany to go through the final formali-
tics and get his policy. This was done
and he left the office, which is situated
in a thoroughfare where the traflic is
seriously congested. Turning straight
out of the office, without looking where
he was going, he ran into the horse of
a hansom, by which he was knocked
down and fatally injured.

A strange case, illustrative of the
value of newspaper insurance, which
has become so popular of recent yvears,
was that of a country carpenter. ile
had just knocked off w ork near a
station, and was . loitering about talk-
ing to the porter when a train came
in and stopped. From one of the com-
partments directly opposite the carpen-
ter @ gentleman alighted, leaving 2
paper upon the seal. The man men-
tioned the fact to him, and, buinz In-
formed that it was no longer wanted,
he took possession of it himself to re¢ ad
over his evening pipe. He siipped it
into his pocket, and, after a few more
remarks to the porters, went off home,
making his way along the railwa.,
which, in the country, is a muc h more
common thing than is supposed.
half-way home he was over-
taken by a train, knocked down and
killed instantly. His wife very prompt-
ly—it is-remarkable how prompt people
can he under theso eircumstanees—pat
in her claim for the insurance, of which
the paper the deccased carrled was the
pulicy, and proved her Kinship.,

There is a strong vein of the pathetic
running following story:
A commer v, who traded for
a London soft goods firm, hal, with
wise judgment, insured his life- on his
marriage, and had kept up the pay-
ment  for twenty-thre years, in the
hope of providing for his wife and nve
children against his death. After twen-
ty-three years financial difliculties,
which only changed to go from bad 1o
worse, prevented his making one of
the payments, which, of course, caused
the policy to fall through.

Within a week of this the
was seized in the strect by a m of
pain, and died of heart diseasc almost
immediately, leaving his family in a
state bordering upon destitution, which
he had for so many years struggled to
guard against. The facts of this sad
case were brought before the insurance
company, which acted in a most gener-
ous manner by returning to the widow
all the money paid in premiums by her
husband. Still, the irony of fate has
a fine illustration in this story.

CHEESE SCHOOL.

Drawing the Whey and Matting the Card
Hot Iron Test Explained.

The whey should be drawn when
there is an eighth of an inch on the
hot iron. - That acid is measured by
the Inch seems a queer statement to
make. We think a New York man was
the first to use the hot iron and others
have used it because it is a very de-
licate test of a condition of the curd
caused by the lactic acid development.
When the acid in the whey gets to a
certain strength, about 18 per cent,
it begins to dissolve the curd and this
semi-soluble condition makes it stick
to a hot iron. If the acid gets too
strong the cund will be so much dis-
solved that it will cease to string.
Anything that will dissolve the curd
will make it stick to the hot iron,
whether it be borax with a neutral
reaction, or sodium carbonate with an
alkaline reaction. When the curd gets
to this condition, where the acid is
dissolving it, the whey should he
drawn Immediately, or there will be a
1688 of eascin and fa¢ in the whey, ns
shown by the white whey, when half
an inch or more of acid develops be-
fore drawing.

If the milk is working fast and the
vat is full part of the whey should be
drawn before any acid shows, or per-
haps it can be started at one sixteenth
of an inch. We want just enough acid
on the curd to assure us that it has
reached the point where it begins to
dissolve and then we are to develop the
rest of the acid in the dry curd; for if
the curd does not string on the hot
fron before drawing the whey, it will
take longer to get the required amount
of acid (stringing) and the strings will
be coarse.

The whey drawn .from the 1t
by means of a siphon or a whey gate.
The whey gate is preferable to the
siphon, for it will drain the vat better
and will keep running while the si=
phon will stop if air gets into it, and
that just when the maker is the
busiest. A perforated tin strainer with
a tube that fits into the whey gate
prevents the curd from running out
with the whey.

To:prevent clogging the strainer the
curd should be allowed to settle while
the whey is being drawn. Two w

/ of draining the curd are employed,
either by means of a curd sink, or
racks in the vat. A curd sink should
be properly constructed as
the accompanying cut. It
closed at the bottom . and provided
with racks. The bottom slants from
either side to the middle and is provid-
ed with a gate the lower end to let
off the drainir The gate can be
closed and hot water held under the
curd to keep up the temperature when
necessary. The curd sink, with an
opening the whole length, prevents the
possibilities of thus holding warm
water, and on the other hand gives a
place for a draft of cold air to strike

is

the curd and cool it off. If lined with
tin the sink can be kept clean with
less difficulty.

A linen strainer cloth is placed over
the racks to prevent the curd falling
through between the slat Castors on
the legs enable the maker to push it
over the floor to suit his convenitnce.
To dip the curd, it is placed at the
lower end of the vat and the curd
dipped from the vat onto the racks by
means of a curd pail. As the curd is
in the granular condition the whey
runs through readily and leas stirring
of the curd is necessary to get rid of
it and there is therefore less danfer of
a high acid chee resulting. A can-
vas cover should be kept on the sink
to prevent the temperature of the
curd from lowering.

BREAKING TO HARNESS.

Colts Shounld Be in the Best of Flesh
When Teaching Is Begun.

The following sensible remarks about
breaking colts to harness were written
by a correspondent of the Country Gen-
tleman:

Many a farmer has a colt that he
intends to train for future use, either
as a farm or road horse. Now, the mat-
Ler of breedi tri i i i
tion and traits is always of great influ-
ence over the character of the future
usefulness of the horse, and will come
out in one way or another while train-
ing the colt. But by proper fitting and
gkilful handling these things may be
overcome, and a colt bred from stock
that because of viclousness and bad
habits are almost worthless may be
made a pleasant, safe, reliable horse.

One of the most common mistakes
is that of putting a colt into training
while he is not in the best of flesh, and
often when he is having but little if
any grain. Such colts are soon drilled
out, and their nerve and muscle, of
which they have but little, gone, and
we soon have the beginning of balky
horses, just because, while to appear-
ance they may have flesh and weight,
they have no muscle or nerve. Be-
cause they are tired and not generally

‘ because of temper, they refuse’ to g0

on, and are, of course, accused of being
balkyv.

in getting a colt ready for the training
that is to make a horse of him would
be to commence the feeding of grain
sufficient to get him in the bestof con-
dition—in such a condition that he feels
full of spirit and pluck, that when
taken out at halter you have your
hands full to handle him.

During this time of better feeding be
sure each day to give him a good
grooming, not only for the help it gives
toward a better condition of flesh and
nerve, but because of his learning by it
to handle, which will do much toward
making him less shy of bitting gear or
harness when he comes to that. All
this may seem of but little account to
most men, but no matter—I have seen
many.a horse that made trouble every
time he was Iwnessed just because of
some little mistake at the first few
times of harnessing or unharnessing.

The practice of a large majority .of
men In the bitting of the colt, that
of putting him in the bitting gear and
turning him out in a yard or field for

hours, is, to say the least, barbarous, |

and often spoils the carriage of the
head and easy -handling on the bit. In
my own practice I never put a colt in
the bitting gear and let him loose from
my hold a moment. I want him to
learn at once that I am the master of
things, and for the first few lessons 1
never give him more than twenty to
thirty minutes of the straps, and not
pulled in very snug at that. Just as
soon as he shows weariness (and he
will in a very short time) I take him
out and, after a short resting, put him
in again. In a very- short time the
colt will become accustomed to these
new things, and take lessons of much
longer time; and he is then' ready to
have reins put in, and you can step
in behind him and begin to teach turn-
ing to right and left, stopping at the
word whoa, and standing back when
told to

‘When these are learned, your colt is
ready for the shafts or pole. Generally
it is well for the first few hitchings to
put him beside another horse, But

never make the mistake of putting him |

with some slow, spiritless horse, but
rather have one that can be with him
in every move, and stay with him if

the colt wants to make a good, lively |

gait. Besides, with a horse with him
the colt will pass many things without
fear, which, if alone, would make him
shy. After a few times of light hitch-
ing, commence with,light loads, some-
thing that the/ colt: will feel easy to
move. itk

Never be jumping toGatch' hold of a

tbit at every move. he‘makes, for he

soon comes to feel you have no confi-
dence in him, and will become very un-
easy about  standing. This matter of
standing’ when stopped can be well fixed
with the colt when first in the bitting
gear.

If you do not want a horge that is
troublesome in shoeing, you can, at the
time of grooming, or in the bitting gear,
handle his feet so that when taken to
the shop for shoeing you have no trou-
ble and will always feel safe to put
him in the hands of the blacksmith
and have no fear of his getting In-
jured by shoeing.

Never drive so fay, when first hand-
ling, that he will come hack to the
stable tired and spiritless, and you will
generally have a free, smart driver. I

| never use blinkers or check-rein while

training for the harness. Without
blinkers you seldom have a skittish or
shying horse, and without check he can
do more work or cover more miles and
not be worried.

Another thing, never get Aangry at
the same time the colt does, for if you
do, you will get into trouble. Generally

But a good many of our factories are |

little tucked up concerns with no room
for a curd sink and in such places
racks must be used in the vats. Of
course we have to handle the curd
rather harsh when it gets matted
while drawing the whey, and we lose
some fat
part of the price we have to pay for
poor eyuipment.

The vat should have a good tilt so
as to drain quickly. The rack is in
about three sectlons and the curd is
cléared away from the upper end of
the vat to make room for the first
section. This section is placed in the
vat and the strainer cloth spread over
it the surplus of which is tucked under
the lower end of the rack.

The curd is now piled onto the rack
and stirred up to let the whey run
through. The curd which has been
placed on the rac khas left room for
the next section, which is now placed
in the vat and the cloth drawn over
it. This is repeated with the third sec-
tion and the curd has finally all been
placed on the racks and been stirred
over to let the whey through.

Some makers let the curd mat on the
bottom of the vat, but they run the

risk of getting a whey soaked cheese\

The Nutritive Ratlo.

The Massachusetts , experiment sta-
tion gave the following explanation of
the term in @ recent bulletin:

By nutritive ratio is meant simply
the proportion by weight of the diges-
tible carbohydrates and fat to the pro-
tein, the latter being takem as unity.
It has been demonstrated by experi-
ment that other things being equal,
the best returns can be secured, in case
of milch cows, for example, if the
various feeds are so combined as to
produce a ration containing 4.6 to 5.5
as much carbohydrates and fat as pro-
tein, or in other words rations having
a nutritive ratio of 1 protein to 4.5 to
5.5 carbonhydrates and fat (1:45, or
1:5.5).

In calculating a nutritive ratio it is
necessary to multiply the amount of
fat by 2 1-2 to give it a value ocorre-
sponding to carbohydngtes because
the fat furnishes 2 1-2 ti as much
energy as do carbohydrates. Suppose
a fodder ration to contain the following
amounts of digestible nutrients: 2
Digestible protein . 2.70 1bs.
Digestibe fat 0.73 1bs.
D’l!gelllhle carbohydrates . .+ 12.60 lbs.

'otal digestible vevess 16,03 Ibs.

According to our definition the nutri-
tive ratio would be found as follows:
Carbohydrates .. ... 12,60 lbs.
Fat .73 1bs x 2% ... 182 lbs.

Total for fat and carbohydrates 14.42 Ibs.

11.42 8., ‘carbohydrates divided by
2.7 lbs. protein equal 534, or as 1
part of protein is the 5.34 parts of car-
bohydrates (1:5.34).

Home Edncation.

| The high importance of life insurance
has become so generally realized of
late years and policies are held by so
! many thousands now that it is scarcely
strange that there are many wonderful
stories In this connection, says Loondon

Tid-Bits,

A very remarkable thing occurred to
' a ‘Sheffield grocer a few months ago.
| Having a wife and three children de-
| pendent upon him, and not making an
Income much more than sufficient for
| current expenses, he decided to take
|out an insuranc upon his life for the
| protection of his family against des-
titution in the event of their being sud-
| denly robbed of his support. He applied
| to a good company, went through the
usual formalities and awaited the re-
sult.

A few days later, after having closed
his shop for the night, he was sitting in
| his parlor over the shop when he heard
| the postman’s characteristic knock. He

threw down his paper and hurried
down stairs. When in the middle of a
long, steep flight his foot slipped and
he was forcibly precipitated down the
remainder of the stairs into the hall
| below, where he struck his head heavily
| against a metal letter box, which caus-
| ed concussion of the brain, from which
| he dfed in the course of a few days.

The extraordinary feature of this
| story, which sounds like the daring 1ic-
. tion of a penny-a-liner, is the fact that

in the letter box at the time of the
| accident was. the life insurance
for which the grocer had been
tiating. It had just been delivered by
the postman, to whose knock he had
responded. In point of extraordinari-
ness this story, which is placed with-
out the’ pale of suspicion by its source,
would be hard to beat.

There are many similar cases of poli-
being taken out at the eleventi
hour, as it hag proved. Only last sum-
mer a gentleman who was on the fol-
lowing day to have started on a moun-
taineering tour through Switzerland,
went to a big London insurance com-
pany to go through the final formali-
ties and get his policy. This was done
and he left the office, which is situated
in a thoroughfare where the traflic is
seriously congested. Turning straight
out of the oflice, without looking where
he was going, he ran into the horse of
a hansom, by which he was knocked
down and fatally injured.

A strange case, illustrative of the
value of newspaper insurance, which

‘as that of a country carpenter. lle
had just knocked off work near a
station, and was loitering about talk-
ing to the porters, when a train came
in and stopped. From one of the com-
partments directly opposite the carpen-
ter a gentleman alighted, leaving a
‘paper upon the seat. The man men-
tioned the fact to him, and, being in-
formed that it was no longer wanted,
he took p! .ssion of it himself to read
over his evening pipe. He shipped i
into his pocket, and, after a few more
remarks to the porters, went off hom=,
making his way along the railway,
which, in the country, is-a much more
common thing than is supposed.

About half-way home he was over-
taken by a train, knocked down and
killed instantly. His wife very prompt
ly—it is remarkable how prompt people
oo under—these—ciieuisianees puaL
in her claim for the insurance, of which
the paper the deccased carried was the
pulicy, and proved her kinship.

There is a strong vein of the pathetic
running through the following story:
A commercial traveler, who traded for
a London soft goods firm, hald, with
wise judgment, insurcd his life on his
marriage, and had kept up the
ment for twenty-three yo ,
hope of providing for his wi
children against his death. After twen-
ty-three years financial difliculties,
which only changed to go from bad to
worse, prevented his making one of
the payments, which, of ¢ourse, caused
the policy to fall through.

Within a week of this
was seized in the stroet by a spasm of
pain, and died of heart dise; almost
immediately, leaving his family in a
state bordering upon destitution, w hich
he had for so many years struggled to
guard against.. The cts of this sad
case were brought before the insurance
company, which acted in a most gener-
ous manner by returning to the widow
all the money paid in premiums by her
husband. Still, the irony of fate has
a fine illustration in this story.

DEER HUNTING

IN NORTHERN WILDS OF ONTARIO
The Soribe of the Reporter Tels of the
Many Exciting Experiences of the

Party While in Soarch of Adventure
Game and Glory,

At daylight the mext mo:ning, al-
though a drizzling r.in was falling, the
guide started out in searsh of the lost
dogs. He went across the lake in his
Peterborough conov and then across the
country sixteen miles to his home.
There was only a couple of settlers
liying along the route and at none of
these could he get any trace of any of
the five dogs that were missing. On
reaching home, however, he fonnd his
own two dogs and made preparations
to return to the camp in the moraiog
to resume the hunt. But with daylight
came one of the worst days for travel
during the season.

The fastest ship afloat is what the
Eritish are anxious to own, and to that
end the Admiralty is now discussing
plans and contracts for one or moie
torpedo boats which shall have a speed
of knots an hour. This will  be
cquivalent to about 38 myles aun hour,
and, Is almost always the case, the
builders figuring on a minimum speed,
seldom fail to add at least a knot per
hour to the speed contracted. for.

These new boats will require about
8000 horse power to develop this speed,
although they will only be about 300
tons displacement. By comparison
with the Lucania, which has about 50,-
000 horse power and 13,000 tons dis-
placement, it will be seen that the little
flyers, although 43 times smaller, only
take about four times less power to
drive them.

The speed of these new boats—nearly
