ONCE FANOUS  GANG.

Receat Death of (he Leader
George Wilkes who Swindled
a Moatreal Bank

A MHorrible crime of Fourteen
Years ago in Montreal just
brought to light.

Another Green Geods Uame played.
Masing & herse. The City Free
from burgiars.

The death of of George Wilkes, the
famous counterfeiter and forger, known
the world over, which occured in New
York a few days ago brings to memory
the fact that it was he and his notor
ious gang who operated in Montreal
some aight or nine years ago and sue
ceeded in swindling the Merchants
Bank out of #3800 and also attempted
to raise checks on the Bank of Mon
treal. Thier modus operandi was such
that they could get any amount of
credit Ly presenting forged letters and
after working a couple of deposits,
would over draw the amount. Detective
Jos. Kellert, in speaking of Wilkes and
his gang and their advent in Montreal
gives a very interesting story. The
gang numbered about twenty in all
and were scattered all over the con-
tinent and Furope. A clipping from
a New York paper, which Mr. Kellert
has in hix possession,and dated Decem
ber 149, IX8G says

Two members of the famous Wilkes
gang of international forgers, counter
feiters, bank robbers and check ruisers,
whose operations were carried on with
wonderful success in almost every city
of North American and Europe, and
whose members were scattered over
two continents in December, 1880,
have fellen into the hands of the police
in Oporto, Portugal, and have been
promptly convicted and sentenced to
terms of imprisonment. Their names,
aliases and exploits are known every
where, and®their faces are as familiar
to Scotland Yard officers and the
fouchets of Paris, Berlin and Vienna
as to Inspector Byrnes and the police
of the United States and Canada. The
younger of this formidable pair is
Walter Sheridan, alias Charles Rols-
ton, alias Lyman Austin, alias Manto
Stewart, alins Charles H. Keene, once
a member of the New-York Produce
Exchange, who has robbed and swin
died banks and insurance companies
for the past 30 years and passed a
good  share of his time in various
state  prisons  and  penitentinries.
Sheridan's pal and confederate is
William Bartlett, or * Big Bill, and
William Henry Hatfield, the middle
man or go-between in scores of daring
financial schemes.  InJune last these
two men, after an unequalled eriminal
experience, and finding themselves
thwarted aud batled by the police in
every part of the United States, lea
gued themselves with several other
forgers, and left New-York, hoping to
tind fresh fields and pastures in those
countries in Europe not formerly work
e by them.Spain and Portugal seemed
to them to afford glorious opportuni
ties for plunder, and there they es
tablished themselves. They studied
the national paper currency of those
countries and of England, and having
some of the cleverest engravers in the
world in their confidence, were able to
produce excellent counterfeits. Within
two months of their arrival, business
circles in Madrid, Barcelona and Seville
were excited by the discovey that a
large quantity of bogus bills on the
Bank of Spain had been put into-cir-
culation, but the forgers defied detec
tion. Sheridan and Bartlett deemed
it prudent to effect a change of scene.
On oct, 11, two men of prosperous
and business like appearance,and using
the names of Lyman Austin and Wil-
liam Henry Hatfield, called at the
branch bank of Portugal at Oporto and
asked the cashier to change a £50
English bank note which they said
they had obtained at the Bank Credit
Lyonnaise. When the cashier tendered
Portuguese money, Austin said he
preferred a note on the bank, and on
receiving it handed it to Hatfield.
With this note, both men went to the
London and Brazilian bank and ex-
changed it for gold, which they again
exchanged for a note on the Bank of
Eng'and, and returned to the branch
bank of Portugal.

These repeated transactions, all ap-
parently bona fide, were for the purpose
of making their faces familiar to the
clerks at the various establishments.
At their last visit to the Bank of Por-
tugal, however, instead of preseating
more Bank of England notes, they
handed in threg counterfeits to the
amount of £500. These they asked to
have changed at the rate previously
allowed. cashier, Portuguese as
he was, became suspicious, carefully
examined the notes, and detected the
impostare. Both men tried to rush
ont of the building, but were inter-
and arrested. When taken
the chief of police, the men,
knowing were in for other crimes
if & great was made about the case,

determined to give in without s strug-

gle, plead that they were s in

agers going from points south of

crime, and get off with a light sentence.
Austin said he was an American, and
had kept a drug store in New Orleans.
Hatfield gave out that he was a to
bacco werchant, born ia Rochester,
N. Y. Austin protested tha’ he had
wever been arrested before, snd said
he had hitherto borne an excellont eha-
racter. It was only owing vo his fail
ure in business that he had recourse
o dishonest methods. Hatfield indorsed
and elaborated this precious story, and
the two elderly men, quivering with
emotion and shedding repentant tears,
wade & great impression on the Porta
guese authorities.

When the trial day came they put
up an amiable doctor of law, named
Francesco de Paula, to work on the
feelings of the jury. This advocate
reminded the bench that his clients
were poor men in a foreign country,
ignorant of their language and customs
amd sorry for what they had done. No
defence was attempted, and the jury
found the prisoaers guilty with a re
commendation to mercy. The judge
seatenced them to pass IX months in
the house of correction, and to pay a
fine of 100 reals (%9.25) perday each
The actual time they will have to
serve is 16 months and four days. The
United States consular agent in Opor
to, who was in court at the trial and
had grave doubts as to whether the
men were really the unfledged ama
teurs they pretended, sent their pic
tures to Inspector Byrnes, with a mi-
nute description of their speech and
gestures and a statement of thecircums.
tances under which they came to be
arrested and convicted. He promptly
sent back full transcripts from the
rogues’ gallery, giving the reconds of
the two men, and urged the authori
ties in Oporto to bring them to trial
for their other misdeeds in Spain and
Portugal.

McKellert states that after serving
terms in Oporto the swindlers operated
in London and were sentenced to four-
teen years imprisonment. The gang is
now pretty well broken up, the mem
bers being dead or serving out sen-
tences.

Fourteen years ago on the 11th, of
May, a mysterious fire occurred in a
small village just outside of Montreal.

The Corruption of English Society

An artiele hy Lady Jeunk in the
May number of the North American
Revieww on London society presents
pictures and describes tendencies of
the fashionable life of the Knglish
capital which are commanding much
attention there because of her undoub.
ted competency to deal whith the sub
Ject

Lady Jrusk is the wife of Justice
Jrusk of the Probate and Divorce
Court, and both before and since his
elevation to the bench she has occu-
pied a poaition which has given her
access to the society she criticises. Nhe
mingles in the gayest, or the * smart ”
set, and she can also look at it from
the confines of the soberer circle of
those who take a more serious view of
life ; for she frequents them both. 8he
is, moreover, a very cleyer woman,
keen in her perceptions and clear in
her observation, who writes of people
and conditions she has known and
studied thoroughly. Her socinl suc
cess has been too great to render her
open to any just accusation of the bit-
terness which is sometimes engendered
in critics who are shut out hopelessly
from the circles against which they
inveigh. Her _social path is pleasant
before her and not rough and thorny,
and hence she is philosophical and not
envious and rancorous,

Lady Jrune starts out by referring
to the revolution which London society
is obviously undergoing. Luxury, ease,
comfort, she says, have become the
watchwords of the “ smart set,” or the
circle which is most conspicuous and
whose countenauce is most sought for,
and they are corrupting it “as surely
and as certainly as they did that of
ancient Rome.” Amusement is its
one aim. Men and women live only
for pleasure. Money is their idol,
“the keystone of success in the smart-
est London society ;” for great wealth
is absolutely essentinl to provide the
luxury demanded. 1t has slways been
rf for that purpose. Every

It is smart be
camse it is supreme in its luxury and
most active and mast solely -I\“‘pﬁﬂ‘
in the purswit of the pleasares which
ane most  costly Bur when Lady
Jwting says that all that is needed o
insure an entrance into the highest so
ciety in England is unlimited weath,’
she does not speak accurately Unh
mited wealth is essential, doubtless,
but there must be something else
There must be the desire to get in and
the ability and the willingness
assume the burdens imposed. It is in
London as it.is New York. In both
places there is,an abundance of wnli
wited wealth which is not withie the

v

circle of fashion It is nmot wanted
there, because it will not distribute
itselt for the circle's benefit Wealth

simply as wealth is not desired, but
wealth which will be expended lavishly
and aptly for the general amusement
Not merely rich men, but profuse dis
pensers of wealth who know how to
gratify the tastes of. the society are
taken into the ranks

Wealth being so essential to small
society, and most of its possessors in
London being outside of the old nobi
lity, of course a radical change in the
composition of the circle of fashion has
resulted. The new are taking the lead
of the oM in the grandeur of their enter
tainments and of those they draw about
them. This social revolution has resultved
in a revolution of morals and manners
Life has become a comedy, a play time
Serious views of its obligations are out
of place in such a circle. The recent
scandals in Loudon societ rhich have
been the talk of the world, Lady Jeuse
very reasonably attributes to * the
easy-going manner in which women of
the highest rank and culture have ol
lowed the old fashioned rules and res
traints which governed society to
relaxed.” As she says, very truly,
women and not men are responsible
for the tone and composition of society
They fix its moral standard, *‘ and as
women are virtuous or the reverse, so
is their entourage.” They have relaxed
the former restraints each as regards
herself, and the whole as regards each
other. If the moral tone of the society
has been lowered, it is because the
moral tone of the wowmen in it has
fallen individually. This decline she
acknowledges and declares frankly and
flatly.

That this moral degradation is ex
treme she implies when she says that
“ we must feel infinite pity for the
poor outcast women of the world who
sin beecause they must live, while there
can be nothing but a feeling of horror
for women who set their virtue so low
as to make it the price of dresses which
will * cut out’ the toilettps of their
women friends in society :/nor can we
have any but a feeling 0f contempt
for the men who, marrying on small
means, suddenly find their whole
entouraye changed by the addition of
horses and carriages, French cooks,
and all the modern luxuries of a fash
ionable ménage, and who shut their
eyes and accept the gifts of the fairy
godfather who has wrought al these
miracles.”

If this is a true picture of what is
possible in the smart society of Lon
don, and we mnst ‘IIl'(‘l'll' it'as such
from a woman of Lady Jevse's social
standing and opportunities for obser
vation, her conclusion that that society
is undermined morally becomes irre
sistible. Wealth and luxury she makes
responsible for this corruption, but the
decline offreligious faith andconviction
among women, which she mentions as
another cause, has perhaps been even
more 'mu-m <

No parallel condition exists in the
society of New York. 8o far, that so
ciety is distinguished for its moral pu
rity, but the tendency of overwhel-
ning luxury is unquestionably to
moral corruption, as Lady JEUNE
points out.  The innocent possibilities
mere pleasure purchaseable by |nun4-(
have a limit which is soon reached.

The Provincial Estimates.

A propused reduction of one million
dollars in the annual expenditure of the
Province is a good begining by the de
Boucherville government.  Economy
and retrenchwent are absolutely the
only policy that can be pursued with
success in the present state of the fin

" ances. The proposition to impose direct

taxation in cities and towns is not one,
however, which can be accepted with-
out & murmur. Urban people have
now all the direct taxavion for muni-
cipal purposes they can safely bear
without having additional burdens put
upon them. business and com-
mercial and other incidentals weigh
heavily on all entreprises and, with
the indirect taxes imposed for federal
purposes, are scarcely capable of in-
crease without unduly pressing upon
the people. The true remedy does not
lie in this direetion, but in fyurﬂu-.r re-
ducing the expenditure. While the Le-
gislative Council and a great deal more
useless machinery is kept going, direct
taxation will meet with strenuous op-
position. In the long run, we believe,
recourse will have to be had to a sim-
plifieation of the system in the di
rection of making each county and
municipality bear its own local burdens,
as in Ontario. It would cut down the
cost of Provincial government immen
sely, bring home to all classes in town
and country the responsibility of local
management, purify the political at-
mosphere wonderfully and make the
labor of legislation at Quebec vastly
easier. Meantime we can congravulate
the government on their first budget.
It is & great improvement on the reck-
lessness of the past few years, and a
tangible fulfilment of pre election prom
ines,

The great fact the people must learn
is that the treasury of the Province
is not an inexhaustable purse from
which they can always draw what
money they may think they require for
their municipal neccessities. If they
had to tax themselves, as in the sister
province the people have to, they would
soon learn a lesson in political economy
that would be of immerise benefit to
them,

Nigher Politics.

To the observer of passing events
nothing seems more clear than that
this counfry is npproaching a crisis
greater than any of those which in
past times led by sudden steps to the
establishment of the Dominion. The
conquest, the American revolution,
the Quebec act, the Rebellion, the
Union of Upper and Lower Canada,
the Act of Confederation were events
which marked the eras of colonial
development and evolution. Tt is not
in the nature of things that this pro-
cess shou'd cease at the point we have
now reached. All indications point in
the opposite direction. At present
our development is onesided and, to
the extent that it is so, it is unsatis-
factory. Meantime, in the extraordi
nary means, that are being taken to
preserve the status quo, we may des
cern the possible proportions of the
coming crisis. If the conditions of
our existence as a people, with our
vast territory, and inexhaustable re
sources, are not sufficiently elastie to
permit of expansion, except in the di
rections of overwrought speculationand
emigrition, a popular political break
is inevitable, in spite of acts of parlia
ment for manipulating the franchise,

Emigration is certainly a great safe-
ty valve for political discontent and,
rightly considered, it is not altogether
unfortanate. The migration of people
has at all tifles been in obedience to
nataral laws, on which mere legislation
can have little effect. But the erisis we
apprehend is loss political than econo-
mioal. The forces to be involved in it
have been gathering intensity for some
time and are incidental to conditions
common alike to the United States as
well as to the Dominion. The move
ment of population from the farms to
the cities is the result of the establish-
ment through edueation of higher
| idenls of life and comfort. 'ﬂnp«-m‘

The Ross will case

Satisfaction is naturally felt in Que-
bec at the decision recently given in
the case of the will of the late Senator
Ross. The disposition shown by the
executors to evade the tarms of the will
regarding the division of the y
for dn:fubh purposes, could my be
overcome, it seems, by an appeal to the
courts. The uawillingness of heirs to
large estates to part with any portion
of the succession is only human, but
the principle is now generally recogni-
zed, and in some instances insisted on,
that great accumulations, after the

death of the accumulator, owe partial,

distribution, at least, to publie chari-
ties. It is not in the best interests of
the country that great fortunes should
be allowed to accumulate in the hands
of successive heirs who have done no
thing to earn them. Besides these
fortunes are partly the results of
the labors of the community where
they arise, the ‘protection of the laws
ln-{ the stability of institutions sup-
ported by all this reason a suc
cession tax has been imposed in On-
tario and other vinces, in order
that the right of Btate to share in
such property, shall not be dependent
on the good will of the testator. The
principle is a sound one, for the accu-
mulation of vast hordes in private
hands is a menace to popular institu
tions.

Althoagh the United States
is the greatest offender in this respect
the British Prime Minister draws the
line st foodstaffs and raw material,
