THE FARMERS' COLUMN.

Semething of Interest For the Men Who
Tiil The Soil.

While winter dairying is slowly in-
.creaging it requires so much skill and
careful management, and such a great
change in the common methods of the
farm, that while it is the most profitablc
part of dairy farming, it is not likely, for
some years yet, to be sufficiently practised
to fully supply the demand for butter in
the winter. Thus the summer dairyman
may still find it profitable to pack the
fall made butter for winter sale. And,
indeed, he may do this with advantage as
well as safety, for when the best quality
of butter is packed in the best manner, it
will improve during the keeping from the
fall until winter, and be really more de-
sirable than the ordinary winter made
article. This is due to the fact that by
the slow ripening in the package during
storage in a cool, clean place, and in
sweet, air-tight packages, there is slow in-
ternal change going on in the butter by
which its finest flavor is developed, and,
as with fruits, so the butter is greatly im-
proved by what may truly be called in
both — a process of ripening. Two things
are to be considered in this subject, al-
ways, however, promising that the butter
is of the best quality, as it easily may be
when it is made from the sweet, fresh
fall grass,equal in every respect to the
fresh spring pasture. The first thing in
the processis the package; the second,
the manner of packing the butter.

The best package for this purpose isa
new white pail, made of sound timber,
free of knots and blemishes, half an inch
thick, well jointed, and perfectly seasoned.
This pail holds fifty pounds. White
spruce is the next best material, and is
quite as free from any objectionable odor
or taste given to the butter. The pail is
prepared by a thorough cleaning in pure
water. It should be soaked for at least
twenty-four hours, then well scalded, and
filled with brine. This is done so that it
may stay under the brine twenty-four
hours before the butter is packed. The
pail being ready, the butter is packed as
soon as it has been finished at the second
working, the day after it is churned. It !
is salted in the usual m#niter, one ounce !
to the pound of bitter, of the very purest |
and fimest ground saft. Tt is worked as
dry as'éan be. The pail being emptied
of ‘the brine, is'disted 1l over the inside

layer of four inches. This is compactly

the moisture is pressed out and drained
off. If in this moisture there is any
cloud or shade of milk, the butter has not
been made as well as it should be, and
will not come out in perfect condition.
Not a shade of milk is to be permitted in
the butter for this use, but any moisture
that drains from it should be as clear as
the dew on the morning grass. Then'the
butter thus put in is lightly dusted with
salt, and another layer is put in in the
same manner, until the pail is filled to a
quarter of an inch of the edge of the pail. |
If the butter is not sufficient for a full
pail, it is packed as far as it can be and
covered with =alt, and the pail is put
away until the next churning, being kept
covered with a clean towel. Then the
next churning is packed in the same
mauner until the pail is filled as men-
tioned, when the butter is covered with a
piece of good, heavy shirting cloth, well
washed in boiling water and steeped in
brine, with the pail. It is cut half an
inch larger than the outer edge of the
pail. It is pressed down on the butter to
exclude all air, a little salt sprinkled un-
der it, and is then covered with dry salt
to the edge .of the pail ; this salt is well
pressed down and is covered with a sheet
of parchment paper, on which is printed
the name of the butter maker and the
dairy, and any handsome device that may
be used .as a trade-mark. This is in jus-
tice to the person who will take all this
trouble to make a fine article of butter.
The cover, treated as the pail has been, is
then securely fastened down and the pail
is stored in a cool, clean, sweet cellar
where the air is dry. Butter so packed
will be in the finest condition until May

bring the highest market rates.

THRESHING GRAIN-

The modern threshing outfit leaves no-

useful hints which may be of assistance to
some farmers. Sufficient help should be
employed that the grain may be delivered
to the machine in a steady stream, and in
ample quantities. It is a fact that inevery
section are farmers who are noted for be-
ing short handed at threshing time. The
men are consequently overworked. The
threshers are diesatisfied because they
cannot make the usual progress, and a
sourness prevails on all sides, because one
man desires to economize to the extent of
two or three dollars. The fact is that he
loses many times that sum, for men thus
imposed upon will shirk their daty in
more ways than one. The farmer who
raises several varieties of grain, should, if
he desires to keep the seed pure, take
paing and thoroughly swecp the flcor
when changing from one variety to an-
other. If one has been considerate, the
ripest and best developed portions of the
grain was so placed in a certain part of
the building, or 8o located by placing a
little hay or other fodder between it and
the main crop, that the pitcherscould dis-
tinguish it and inform the one who carries
it away that it may be deposited separate-
ly and used for eeed. The great prevalence
of foul stuff should cause the careful farm-
er to use extra precaution in having the
threshing apparatus thoroughly cleaned
before coming upon the premises after
having threshed grain for a neighbor
whose grain is known to contain foul
weeds. This is one source of danger that
but few of even the careful farmers have
ever seriously considered. It is an im-
portant one, as the machine will have
lodged about its various parts many weed
seeds that are liable to become dislodged
at any moment when in operation.
Threshing machines are a great source of
danger in the dissemination of weed seed,
hence it is well to be on the guard and
save future expense and trouble.

FATTENING SWINE AT SMALL
COST.

Haphazard mothods must not prevail
if we would fatten swine quickly and
economically. We should feed all the
fat-produciu,, food that can be properly
digested and assimilated, but there is
great danger of excess in this direction.
Too much will cause the hogs to become
cloyed, they will lose their appetites, the
digestive organs will be overworked, and

tions will ensue, resulting in a loss of
weight instead of a gain,and thus de-
feating the feeder's purpose. Of course,
corn ig the usual fattening grain, but it is
go highly carbonaceous that when fed
exclusively, the difficulties mentioned
above are almost sure to appear. Hogs
will eat and profitably digest more corn
it one-fourth of the grain ration is com-
posed of wheat bean. Roots must not be
forgotten ; turnips, beets, potatoes or car-
rots, when mashed or sliced, afford a
most desirable supplement to a diet of
corn. They are cooling and laxative, and
materially aid and promote digestion. I
have no doubt that swine will fatten
much more rapidly and at less cost when
allowed a little bran and a few roots
daily, than when confined to a diet of
corn. The season best adapted to the
fatlening of animals is the modcrately
cool weather of autumn, avoiding the
wasle necessary in severe weather caused
by the increased quantity of food which
is required to maintain the animal heat.

ELECTRICITY ON THE FARM.

Country Life May be Made Less Labori-
ous by a New Agency,

Part of the growing difficulties occasion-
ed by the desertion of the country and
the crowding of the cities will be remedied,
perhaps, by six years hence—in that won-
derful year 1900, which electricians set as
a mile post of human progress —by the
crowning of steam’s rival, says the New
York Press. Machinery is rapidly taking
the deadening drudgery out of farm
work, is making it more profitable when
conducted scientifically and on a large
scale, and is causing it to attract the at-
tention of city people who long for the
beautiful fields. Only the bodily dis-
comforts of farm work have prevented
an exodus from the cities to the country.
Already electricity is turning its atten-
tion to the long-neglected farm work,
and has discovered profitable results to
be had by subjecting crops to currents of
electricity. It is beginning to simplify
the ponderous farm machinery, and a3
the storage battery has received its finish-
ing touches and can be applied to lighten-
ing the farmer’s toil and increasing his
profits the farmer will be looked upon
with envy by the prisoners of the city
streets ‘4nd ‘counting-house walls. Those
particular effects of electricity upon farm
machinery and farm life are, however,
visible chiefly in the imagination at
present, and are not at all likely to be
realized in six years; but one great
change may be looked for in the imme-
diate future, and that is the improve-
ment of the farmer’s condition by means
of good roads and the rapid transit
which electricity is almost ready to bring,
thus greatly enlarging his market and
bringing him higher prices for fresher
products, and aleo bringing him closer to
the life and pleasures and stimulating
effect of the city. There is to be a
wonderful change in farm life in the more
thickly settled parts of the country in a
very few years, and rapid transit will be
felt in the city household, and perhaps
the chief of them will be the abolition of
cook stove as it is known at present.
The small electric heater has already be-
gun to take its place and it is almost
certain that even in gix' years coal will be
banished from a majority of the kitchens
in cities adjacent to water power from
which electricity is generated. When
heat is wanted for cooking purposes it
will be had at a moment’s notice by the
pressure of a button.

THE SCHOOL AGE OF CHILDREN.

You may rest assured if its mother is
nervous and irritable,-the child is placed
under the teacher’s care at the tender age
of five years. In a section where the
teacher is * boarding around,” the teachet
eays but little, desiring to be on good
terms with all her pattons, yet down
deep in her heart she wishes and knows
the little tot would be better off at home
especially if a good portion of the remain-
der of the pupils are in ti:eir teens, as the
little one has but few playmates and while
in the schoolroom is obliged to be reason-
ably quiet that the older ones thay not be
distrubed in their studies or recitations.
For a little one to it on a seat with its
feet several inches from the floor and to
be prim and nice, requir:s a mighty effort
and does not compensate for a few mo-
ments’ daily reciting the a, b, ¢’'s which
should have been learned at home.

Just here is where the kindergarten
come- in. Under kindergarten manage-
ment the little ones are learning some-
thing useful, while apparently at play
with the little things constituting
the outfits in that plan of instruction. In.
structors who have made the school age a
invariably study recommend the teaching
of a child at home until the age of tix or
seven is reached.

Too many teachers make the mistake
of giving out too long lessons for tl.ose
under 12 years of age, and they often do
it against their own better judgment, de-
siring to have the scholar placed in a
higher grade as soon as possible. When
examination day comes there are too
many failures, simply because the instruc-
tion, often for lack of time, has been sup-
erficial. The “cramming” method is
meeting in many sections with deserved
condemnation. Keep your little ones out
of the schoolroom until six or seven years
of age, teaching them their letters, and if
you value their health let them play in
the sunshine and dirt.

SHEEP, LEAN AND FAT.

Sheep starved through the winter are
not apt to result in a profit in the spring.
It is true that they will liveon little, but
it is well to bear in mind that a diet of
straw is not very nourishing.

Somée men make an error the other Way,
and feed their sheep too well. We have
secn flocks keep almost wholly on timothy
bay. This is not wise, for it is too expen-
sive, besides timothy is not good for sheep,
being too constipating.

Silage supplies a happy medium, being a
good food and cheap one, and, moreover,
one that keeps them in health. It is
vastly better to put ina good suppy of
this, and use it liberally, than to turn the
sheep out to nibble on frosted grass.

SMOTHERED BY THE CAT.

Mr. Krantz, came in a few minutes
after ten the previous night and found the
cat sleeping alongside the baby in the
carriage, which was near the bed in his
room, his wife occupying the adjoining
bedroom with another child. He drove
the cat away after giving it a whipping.
He told his wife, who was surprised that
the cat should have got into baby car-
riage, as she had been very careful not to
let it get on any of the beds.

Mr. Krantz went to bed after assuring
himself that the baby was not harmed in
any way. Just before he dropped to
sleep he felt a warm feeling at his feet,
and knew that the cat had jumped on the
bed. Being very tired, he did not trouble
himself to drive the animal away,.as he
knew that the fire in the sitting-room
stove was out, and that it must be cold on
the floor.

At 11.30 o’clock, Bartier Fieldman, a
boarder of the Krantzes, who sleeps with
Mr. Krantz, came home, and, striking a
light, saw that the cat was sleeping along-
side the baby in the carriage. The baby’s
face was perfectly free, and the infant
breathed easily, while the cat purred. He
looked at the pair a moment, thinking
what a pretty sight it was, but a queer
gleam in the cat’s eye made him suspi-
cious, a8 he had heard stoties of cats suck-
ing childtent’s bieath, so he grabbed the
aniibal by the neck, whipped it, and
threw it into the kitchen, where it fell
with a great clatter among a lot of pans.

His
boarder assured him that he had locked
the cat out in the kitchen and told him
to put off the killing until the morning,
so both men, being very tired, dropped off
to sleep.

Mrs. Krantz, as she had a great deal of
washing to do, arose at 4:15 o’clock: Leav-
ing the child she had slept with, she
went into her husband’s room} to see her
baby and feed her. When Mrs. Krantz
bent over the crib she saw in the dim
light the cat curled up where the baby’s
head ought to have been. There was not
a bit of the baby’s face to be seen, and the
cat pured contentedly. Mrs. Krantz
could see the outline of her child’s form
under the bed clothes, and after throwing
the cat on the floor she lifted the child
ap.

Although the body was yet warm, the
mother at once suspected that the child
was dead. In a frenzy of grief she called
her husband, while the cat ran into the
sitting-room ard hid under the stove.
Mr. Krantz hurried next door for Dr.
Lefkowitz, while the distracted mother
tried in vain to resuscitate the baby by
chafing her little hands and limbs. She
was bending over the little one when the
doctor came in. He assured her, after
looking at the baby, that she was indeed
dead.

On hearing this verdict, Mr. Krantz
went to the sitting room to look for,the
cat. The animal scemed to know that
vengeance was in store for him, for he
kept well under the stove, and could only
be driven out by a long poker. He was
captured finally, and his brains dashed
out on the floor by the infuriated father,
who then threw the body through the
window into the courtyard. ¥

LITERARY NOTES.

The Growth of Love: Robert Bridges,
$1.50. TFelise; a Book of Lyrics:
Chosen from the works of Algernon
Charles Swinburn, $1. Rubaigat of
Omar Rhayyam : Rendered into Eng-
lish verse by Edward Fitzgerald, $1.
Thos. B. Mosher, Portland, Me.]

Three years ago lovers of fine editions
were gladdened by the appearance of
beautiful reprint of two great but-little
known, poems—George Meredith’s “ Mod-
ern Love,” and James Thompson’s “ City
of Dreadful Night.” Last fall, these were
followed by two daintily printed and
bound volumes of selected verse —“ Old
World Lyrics,” translated from the French
and the Italian: and “Songs of Adieu,”
short poems by our younger modern
writers. And now, from the same pub-
lisher, come the books liste d above.

Tedving out of consideration the great
worth of all the poems, and judging these
books from the outside alone, we fear no
contradiction when we say that no Ameri-
can publisher, and but one Englich house
(that of Elkin Mathews & John Lane),
has put upon the market, at as moderate
a price, volumes as perfect. Their vellum
bindings, band-made paper, and clear
type, all combine to give the books that
dress which is so desirable for the choic-
est poetry. The only other edition of
“The Growth of Love” was printed for
the author by a private press at Oxford,
and is now catalogued at £2. 12s. 6d.

The poem consists of seventy-nine son-
nets, all of which are characterized by a
calmness and strength of diction, and
a beautiful seriousness, seldom reached by
our minor poets. Rather suggestive of
the sonnets of Shakespeare and Milton,
they bear little resemblance to the more
passionate ones of Rossetti or the more
personal ones of Mrs. Browning. And it
is only in their power and beauty that
they suggest any of the great poets. Mr.
Bridges in imatator of none who have
gone before him,

It is not easy to give an analysis of any
or all of the sonnets, although none are in
any way obscare. We give three of the
best :

“Who builds a ship must first lay down th= keel
Of health, whe eto the ribs of mirth are wed :
And knit with beams and kyrees of strength, a bed
For deeds of purity, her floor and ceil.

Ujon her masts, adveuture, pride and zeal,

To fortune's wind the sails f purpose spread :
And at the prow make figured maidenhead

O'er ride the seas and answer to the wheel.

And let him deep in memory’s hold have stored
Water of Helicon : and let him fit

The needle that doth true with heaven accord :
Then tid her crew, love, diligence and wic

With justice, courage, temperance come aboard,
And at her helm the master reason sit.”

« Thus to be humbled : ’tis that ranging pride
No refuge hath : that in his castle strong
Brave reason sits beleaguered who so loug

: Kept field but now must starve where he doth hide :
That industry who once the foe defied

Lies slaughtered in the trenches: that the throng
Of idle fancies pipe their foolish song

Where late the puissant captains fought and died.
Thus to be humbled : ’tis to be undone,

A forest felled, a city raised to ground,

A cloak unsewn, unwoven and unspun

Till not a thread remains that can be wound.

And yet, O Lover, thee the ruined one

Love who hath humbled thus hath also erowned.”

““Ye blessed saints that now in heuaven enjoy

The purchase of those tears the world’s disdaia,
Doth love still with his war your peace anooy,
Or hath Death freed you from his ancie- t pain ?
Have you no springtide and no burst of May

In flowers and leafy trees, when solemn night
Pants with love music, and the holy day

Breaks on the ear with songs of heavenly light ?
What make ye and what strive for? ke«p ye thought
Of us, or in cew excellence divine

Is old furgot : or do ye count for nzught

What the Greek did and what the Florentine ?
We keep your memories well : O in your store
Live uot cur test juys treasured evermore? ”

“ Felise ” contains twenty-five of Swin-
burne’s shorter lyrical poems, mostly
chosen from his earlier workings ; “ Cleo-
patra,” published in an English magazine
in 1866, and not until how reprinted ; and
three songs from the“ Mary Stewart”
trilogy of plays. Among these we have
the flower of Swinburne’s work. In his
latter works he has never equalled the
bitterly beautiful ¢ Felige,” the calm
power of “The Garden of Proserpine,”
the glorious strength of the chorus from
“ Atlanta,” the tenderness of “ In Memory
of Walter Savage Landor,” the light-
hearted music of “ A Match,” or the pas-
sonionate resignation of “ A Leave Tak-
ing.” The songs from the plays, each of
which may be called the keynote of the
tragedy from which it is taken, together
with the “ Adieus of Marie Stuart ” make
a perfect ending for the little volume. It
ison such a selection as this that Swin-
burne’s fame must rest; let the rest of
his poetry be lost, still here there is evi-
dence, enough even for the Philestines
(against whom he has so grievously
sinned) that the English language has
known no greater master of versification
and rhyme.

In the “Rubaiyat,” in addition to the
first and fourth editions of Fitzgerald’s
translations of old Omar’s quatrains, the
publisher has given us Andrew Lang’s
“To Omar Rhayham ” and Justin Hunt-
ley McCarthy’s “ L’Envoi,” and a list of
the different English and American
editions. It is therefore more complete
than any of its predecessors, and invalu-
able to a lover—as every reader must be—
of the immortal astronomer poet of Persia-

YOUNG AND HANDSOME.

The Law Doesn't Respect Good Looks—
Elopement From Chicago.

The atrest at London, Ontario, on the
7th inst., of an eloping couple from Chic-
ago, opens up a most sensational affair.
The parties concerned gives evidence of
the highest respectability, and are young
and unusually good looking. The runa-
way wife is a brunette, with curly black
hair, large brown eyes and a sweet face.
She is slight of build, about the average
height, and when arrested wore a fawn-
colored tailor-made suit, a striped linen
collar, and a little red tie made up in sail-
or fashion. Her hat is of black felt, trim-
med with numerous black ostrich feathers
and tips, and some coloring to add effect.
On the morning of the 7th inst.,a German
named Hecking arrived at London from
Chicago, and advised the local detectives
to be on the look-out for his wife, Ella,
and her paramour, Richard Borberg, to-
gether with Hecking's five-year-old son.
On the arrival of the Erie express Heck-
ing and the officers were in waiting, and
the guilty pair were taken into custody on
alighting from the train. They were
lodged in the police station. Borberg, the
prisoner, is a clerk in a Chicago establish-
ment. He became acquainted with Mrs.
Ella Hecking through her husband, and
the pair are said to have been ardent
lovers for some time before the present
escapade. The Heckings lived happily
together until the appearance of the hand-
some clerk, but since then the husband is
alleged to have become jealous, and some
stormy scenes ensued. Borberg was even
refused admittance to the Hecking home,
it is'said ; still he persisted in making vis-
its when Mr. Hecking was away on busi-
ness; and in other ways the lovers had
clandestine meetings. The husband gen-
erally heard of these meetings and the
wife declares that he was cruel to her, so
much so that she has instituted divorce
proceedings against him, and the case is
now pending. The husband is Constans
Hecking, a toy manufacturer in Chicago,
and he is reputed to be wealthy. He is
about twenty-seven years of age. The
charge is that of bringing stolen goods in-
to Canada. The trunks are alleged in the
information to contain $200 worth of goods
but the husband says that he does not
doubt but what they contain much more
wealth. The prigoners were remanded.
The woman stoutly refuses to go back
with her husband. Hecking hasregained
possession of his son.

BIG METEOR IN JERSEY.

Several Villages Startled by its Light
and Sound.

The few people who were abroad at
Dover, N. J. at 11.20 Wednesday, were
startled by seeing in the sky,a rocket
like lighting start from nearly meridian,
plunge with almost rapidity towards the
earth, and then, while still clear above the
dark line of the horizon, burst into flashes
and points of brilliant lights. While all
were still wondering, probably a minute
after the light had been shattered into a
thousand darts, there came a low but dis-
tinct report, as of the firing of a great gun
at a distance of a dozen miles. People
who were in their houses saw the reflec-
tion of the light on the windows, and
then, hearing the noise of the explosion,
hurried into the street to see what was
the matter ta the iron work.

Telephone communications were made
with both of those works, and when it
was learned that there had been no ex-
plosion at either, the people came to the
conclusion that they must have seen a
meteor of mighty size. A majority of
those who saw the light assert that it
came first into view in its full strength, as
if it had appeared from behind a curtain,
and not fantly at first but gradually grow-
ing. It was visible through about 75° of
the arc from meridian to horizon, appear-
ing a little below the former and bursting
a little short of the later. The path of
the flight was illuminated by a brilliantly
bright yellow light, but the explosion shot
out flashes and flames of greenish yellow
points, alternating with points of blue of
the shade which is seen when a live wire
is shooting sparks.

Jerry Bulter was just leaving his barn
when the meteor exploded. He said the

flach was almost blinding and that it il-
Juminated the whole heavens. He heard
the report distinctly, and thought it must
have travelled a hundred miles before it
reached him. He had no watch with
him, and so had no idea of the time be-
tween the bursting of the light and the
the report, which he thought must have
been several minutes,

Events of Interest Provincial and

Hard coal is $9 a ton in Winnipeg.

Czar Nicholas and Princess Alix are fo
be married November 22.

Red River is frozen over, and there is
good sleighing at Winnipeg.

Hon. G. E. Foster and Sir Donald
Smith have arrived home from England.

Mrs. Richards widow of the late Henry
Richards, and mother of Mrs. David Mec-
Lellan, St. John, died at Carleton, Tues-
day, aged 80 years.

The Kurds are reported to have massa-
cred 3,000 Armenians, including women
and children, in Turkish Armenia, and
destroyed 25 villages.

The Government inspectors of live
stock at Montreal estimate that over $5,-
000,000 has been paid to Canadian farm-
ers the past season for cattle exported to
the old country.

The Marquis of Salisbury’s daughter,
Lady Gwendolen Cecil, is engaged in writ-
ing pamphlets for use in the general elect-
ion next year, exposing alleged iniquities
of the liberal government.

Geo. M. Theal of Cape Town, the his-
torian of South Africa, was at Moncton,
Sunday, attending a reunion of the family
Mr. and Mrs. A. McN. Shaw of Fred-
ericton also being present.

The burglars who broke into the First
National Bank at Oberlin, Ohio, got away
with about five hundred dollars in silver.
The vaults had been opened, but the safe,
which contained $25,000, had not been
touched.

The Dominion revenue for the four
months ending Oct 31 is less by $1,587,000
than for the corresponding period of
1893, and the expenditure during the
same period has increased over $300,000,
not a very cheerful outlook.

Heayy rains have prevailed in various
parts of Great Britain, cauging floods which
in many cases, have brought business to a
standstill. . ¢ Stives, Cornwall, the schools
have been closed on account of the floods,
and boats are being used for transporting
people through the streets.

Salem G. Worden, one of the several
American Railway Union men charged
with having wrecked a Southern Pacific
train during the strike in July last, caus-
ing the death of the engineer and four
United States soldiers, has been convicted
of murder in the first degree.

The advance guard of negro emigrants
left Birmingham, Alabama, Monday, en
route to Monweville, Liberia, Africa.
They go as a committee to make arrange-
ments for emigration of several thousand
negroes, who have paid the necessary
money to the International Migration
Society.

Governor Flower, of New York, ex-
presses a willingness to allow experts to
make a test to ascertain whethera man
killed in the electric chair can be resusci-
tated. The Westinghouse people declare
that men electrocuted were not killed in
the chair, but that the subsequent autopsy
made death sure.

The features of the new Czar, as por-
trayed in the newspapers, bear a remark-
able resemblance to the face of the Duke
of York. The London Standard says the
likeness is not confined to the face alone,
for in physique also the two young men,
are curiously of the same appearance.
They are full cousins.

_ The election to fill the vacancy in the
Ontario legislature, caused by the elevation
of Hon. W. R. Meredith to the chief just-
iceship, takes place at London, next Tues-
day, and a hot campaign is in progress.
The candidates are Hobbs, liberal, and
Mayor Essery, conservative. The election
excites the keenest interest throughout
Ontario.

A terrible fatality took place at Montreal
Friday last, when the roof of the new street
railway offices, Craig street, fell in, killing
three men named Pauhe, Lafrance and
Marquis, and badly injuring two others
There were twenty men atwork at the
time and the escape of the remainder was
miraculous.

A by-law for the ringingof a “ Curfew ”
bell has been confirmed by the city coun-
cil of Kingston, Ont. It will have the
effect of making boys and girls under fif-
teen years keep good hours. In the wint-
er the bell will be rung at 8 o’clock in the
evening and in the summer at 9 o’clock.
Children found on the streets for pleasure
after this hour will be locked up.

A shoemaker named Martel, 35 years
of age, who says drink is a disease with
him, appeared before Judge Dugas at
Montreal, Saturday, charged with stealing
a pair of shoes. “I want you tosend me
to the penitentiary,” said the accused.
“ You have already been there replied
the jndge. “ Well, I want to go back, as
it is the only place on earth where I can
get three meals a day.” “All right,” said
his honor, “go for five years.”

Frank Hatheway and wife, and Mrs. E.
S. Fisher, St. John, Judge Wells, of Dor-
chester, and Hon. Geo. F. Hill, of St.
Stephen, will leave in December on a six
month visit to the mediterranean, North
Africa,and the South of Europe. They will
take steamer direct from New York to
Gibraltar and from thence they will go
to Algiers, where they will spend some
time. They will visit Rome and other
Italian cities, Athens and Constantinople
and likewise Servia, Roumania and Bul-
garia.

At Westville, N. S, the other day, Hon.
C. H. Tupper, Hon. J. A. Ouimet, and
Hon. N. C. Wallace, went down into a
coal mine for the first time in their lives.
The ministers donned miners’ clothes,
jumped in the cage,and were whisked
three thousand feet into the bowels of
the earth with a rapidity that almost
took their breath away. At the foot of
the main slope they were just 1,800 feet
from the surface. Going into the narrow
strata of coal on either side of the main
thorougfare in this ungerground city, the
ministers engaged in the actual work of
digging coal, zamples of which they will
take home as mementos of their visit.

THE ST. JOHN INVESTIGATION.

During the last session of the legislature
Mr. Smith M. P.P. for St. John stated
practically that he had reason to believe
that the contactors who repaired the suvs-
pension bridge under the supervision of
the Public Works Department, had swind-
led the government out of quite a larze
amount of money, and in response to his
request the government promised an en-
quiry into the matter. The investigation
has been going on during the past ten
days before Hon. Mr. Emmerson at St.
John, and while the evidence shows that
the then commissioner Hon. Mr. Ryan,the
department over which he presided, and
the government, are innocent of any dis-
honesty in the matter,were entirely ignor
ant of what went on, some of the men who
were connected with the work acted a
most disreputable part, The charge that
men received two dollars per day and were
returned to the department at two and
a half per day, has evidently been proved,
and the government were swindled out of
the difference by the contractors, who
will probably be asked to make restitu-
tion of the money they dishonesty secur-
ed. The charge was also made that some
.of the materials used in the repairs were
charged at exorbitant prices, but the evi-
dence does not support that allegation
although it would appear that pretended
friends of the government squeezed all
they possibly could for the goods pur-
from them.

Dr. Stockton who has been acting as
chief prosecutor, sought to make a point
out of the purchase of pitch pine which
was charged to the Government at the
rate of $45 per ton, but Mr. Sayre and
Mr. Farmer,two gentlemen who know the
value of that class of Jumber, swear that
it was a reasonable price and would have
been reasonable at $50 per ton. It is
clear from the evidence, however, that
some middle men who stood between the
Government and one of the contractors,
made a margin from certain purchases,
and these parties with two other con-
tractors, have no reason to feel proud of
their share in the transaction. Mr. Em-
merson has given the widest latitude to
the enquiry and the Government have
nothing to fear from the fullest investiga-
tion, but the reputations of some of the
personc concerned, suffered as the enquiry
went forward. Perhaps Hon. Mr. Ryan
put the whole thing in a nut shell when
hestated in his evidence,that,like the man
in the Scripture who journeyed from
Jegusalem to Jerico, he fell among thieves.
Mr. Ryan an honest unsuspecting man
himself| believed that in making his ar-
rangements for the repairs to the bridge,
be was dealing with honest men — men
who had been recommended to him by
advisers of the Government in St. John,
but the evidence discloses that he was
somewhat mistaken in his estimate. It has
not been.shown that the Government or
any person under its direction were
guilty of misconduct or malfeasance in the
affair, and the efforts of the opposition
press to shoulder the responsibility of the
dishonesty practised, on the department,
have most signally failed. The Govern-
ment were swindled by men in whom they
placed confidence, and their experience
will place them on their guard in the fut-
ure, especially when undertaking the ex-
penditure of money in St. John.

No doubt when Dr. Stockton and his
client, Mr. Smith, went into the investi-
gation, they anticipated the development
of alarge sized scandal against the gov-
ernment, but in this, they have been very
cruelly disappointed. Like all other po-
litical fishing expeditions in which the
Opposition Leader has been engaged for
the last three years, with a view to con-
victing the Government of dishonesty,
Dr. Stockton’s latest venture in that line
has collapsed, doubtless very much to his
chagrin.

THE N. P. IS NO GOOD.

The Toronto Globe in discussing the
recent ministerial speeches at Moncton in
which the glorious N. P. was lauded to the
skies, says the census shows how little
that policy has done for New Brunswick.
Its population was 321,233 in 1881, and
321,263 in 1893, an increase of thirty
persons, as against nearly 36,000 in the
previous decade. Westmorland shows an
increase of less than 4,000; in the pre-
ceding decade the increase was more than
8,000. There was an actual decline in
Albert, in Carleton, in Charlotte, in Kings,
in Queens, in St. John City and County,
irr Sunbury, in more than half of the
Province. And all this was going on
while heavy taxation was being levied,
and money lavishly expended upon just
such works as the Minister was holding
up as .a promise of prosperity to the
people of Moncton.

Tue Toronto World says that none of
-the big morning newspapers of that city
have paid a dividend for years, while
one of them, the Empire, has succeeded
in sinking over $200,000 and is now trying
to raise more to be sent in the same
direction. Some weeks ago an effort was
made to amalgamate the Mail and Empire,
but it failed, and now a combination is
trying to form a syndicate to get control
of the Empire. Within the past few days,
shareholders of the Empire have been
asked to pay the remaining twenty per
cent of the stock, or to assign it over to the
syndicate in consideration of a release.

CHRISTIAN - REUNION.

The Anglican conference at St. John
this week, pres.nted the unusual spec-
tacle of a Presbyterian, a Methodist and a
Baptist clergyman speaking from the
same platform with the clergymen of the
Church of England. The subject was
Christian reunion, and was introduced
through a paper prepared by Principal
Sheraton, of Wycliffe college, strongly
favoring union of all Protestant denomin-
ations. Discussion followed by Rev. Dr.
Macrae, Presbyterian; Rev. C. H. Paisley,
Methodist; Rev. J. A. Gordon, Baptist.
Dr. Macrae favored the union and thought
concessions could be made on all sides.
Rev. Messrs. Paisley and Gordon did not
see how their respective churches could
unite with the Church of England, as
neither could accept the doctrines of that
denomination. Rev. J. DeSoyres, Episco-
palian, expressed the belief that church
union was surely coming, but it might be
a century or two, perhaps much nearer,
The ritualists, he declared, would be
found with the Catholics, while the other
branches of the churches would be found
working in harmony with all other
Christian churches. The Episcopal cler-
gymen who spoke, represent what is
known as the Low Church party, and we
have some doubts if their opinions meet
with much favor among their brethren of
the High Church. Nevertheless the dis-
cussion will do good.

All denominations can unite on the
common ground of Christianity, and we
fancy that if the clergymen of the differ-
ent churches would meet on the same
platform more frequently, much misun-
derstanding of doctrines and dogmas
which are a constant menace to the pro-
gress of religion would be swept away.
The simple gospel of Christ, preached as
he preached it, his love and sacrifice, are
the means by which Baptist and Epis-
copalian, Presbyterian and Methodist,
Roman Catholic and Greek seek to enter
Heaven, and on our arrival at the golden
gate we shall not be asked whether we
were sprinkled or immersed, if we were
governed by a bishop, presbytery or
conference. That will be the final
Christian reunion, but if the work could
be commenced on earth, it would win
the smile of Heaven.

TORONTO BOODLING.

The County Court Judge at Toronto has
been investigating the alleged boodling of
aldermen of that city, and already has
convicted one of the offence charged.
Ald. Stewart is chairman of the fire and
light committee, and has been found guilty
of corruptly soliciting a bribe of money
from the Brush Electric Light Company
who were tenderers for the city’s street
lightning. It is believed also that other
aldermen are implicated in the transaction.
The City Council have enlarged Judge
McDougall’'s powers and the investigation
will go on.

It is charged that many contracts have
been secured in Toronto by a large ex-
penditure of money, and this money has
found its way, it is said, into the pockets
of aldermen who still occupy seats in the
council and pose as virtuous guardians of
the ratepayers’ interests. Tenders for
contracts arc said to have been refused
because those tendering have declined to
respond satisfactorily to the applications
for money as the consideration for alder-
manic votes and influence.

The local bye-election in London, On-
tario, takes place on Tuesday and is
attracting much attention in that Prov-
ince. The vacant seat was recently held
by Hon. W. R. Meredith, now Chief
Justice, and the candidates are Hobbs,
Liberal, and Essery, Conservative.

Speaking of the coming bye-election in
Carleton, the Woodstock Dispatch says
Dr. Atkinson’s health is far from good,
and that physically, he is not up to the
undertaking of a campaign. Ex-
Sheriff Irvine's name is mentioned as an
opposition candidate.

The Conservatives of Manitoba and the
Northwest, alarmed at the success of Hon.
Mr. Laurier’s tour through the west, have
exacted from Sir John Thompson, a
promise that he will also conduct a cam-
paign among them before the general
election.

The Liberal campaign in the Maritime
Provinces is to be opened at Moncton on
the 26th inst., when Hon. L. H. Davies.
Hon. A. G. Blair, Hon. W. 8. Fielding and
other well known leaders of the party,
will be present and address the electors.

Mr. Veniot, the new M. P. P. for Glou-
cester, is a native of Richibucto, but was
reared and received his education at
Pictou, N.S. He is a printer and pub-
lishes the Courrier, a French paper, at
Bathurst.

LAYING THEIR PLANS

To Bribe the Electors with the
Money Borrowed at London.

One-half of Foster's Loan Little Else
Than a Huge Boodle Fund.

(Montreal Witness.)

Mr. Foster has succeeded in borrowing
twelve million dollars, and hastened to
let everybody know that half the money
is to be expended in public works. The
open shamelessness of this announcement
shows to what magnificent proportions
bribery can be carried in this country.
Yet we are called upon to admire the
financial genius of the borrower, as if an
heir should claim credit for the good
terms he made in mortgaging his paternal
estate in order to continue a career of
riot and extravagance. Five million isa

Big Election Fund,
but that is the way it will be regarded by
all who know how Dominion public
works are manipulated and who remem-
ber the striking object-lesson presented
by the Curran bridge scandal. What
though these twelve million dollars in-
crease the permanent public debt to over
three hundred and twelye millione, and
raise the record of the squandering of the
government to one hundred and thirty-
seven millions? Whocares? It is only
a small amount, after all, for Canadians to
pay for the inestimable blessing of being
governed by such heaven-born rulers as
Messrs: Thompson, Haggart, Caron and
Foster. Another interesting sign of the
times is the appearance of the venerable
Mr. Bowell in the late Sir John Macdon-
ald’s boasted role of ‘the man in the tree
shaking down nuts to the hogs.” Promptly
yielding to the
Demands of the Manufacturers,
he has had an order-in-council passed in-
creasing the drawbacks allowed to them
to ninety-nine per cent, with other con-
cessions, to enable them to compete in
foreign markets. In other words, these
favored persons are to be relieved of
National Policy taxation in order that
they may sell their goods as cheap as
British free trade manufacturers, while
compelling Canadians at home to pay
them all the tariff will allow. Thus
Canadian manufacturers will be enabled
to gell agricultural implements to Ameri-
can farmers, who are their competitors in
the grain markets of the world, at lower
prices than they will be able to sell them
to Canadians. Still another shadow of
coming events i8 to be seen in the
Tour of the Minister of Militia.

Wherever he has been he has promised
to do and to give all that was asked of
him. With regal beneficence he seems
willing to comply with all demands on
government bounty. And it must be
admitted that the role of Lord Bountiful
is one which suits Mr. Patterson admir-
ably. His experience as party organizer
in Ontario, has given him a lively know-
ledge of the virtue that lies in giving.

From the foregoing indications and
others that need not be mentioned, it
seems pretty clear that a general election
is impending. By lavish expenditure
from a treasury replenished by borrowing,
ministers hope to distract public attention
from the black record of

Their Corrupt Wastefulness,
Everybody knows what the giving out of
contracts aggregating millions on the eve
of a general election means. Who doubts
but that each and every contract will be
a source of electoral corruption, for there
is not a contractor in the country but
knows that he must contribute to govern-
ment election funds or suffer the conse-
quences? The system of bleeding con-
tractors and recouping them by extras,
has been reduced to a science these many
years. Thus the appearance of a full
treasury is kept up by reckless borrowing,
and elections assured by equally reckless
expenditure. What a spectacle is here
presented !

‘FIGHTING LIKE CATS.

Mr. Costigan Declined to Join the Minis-
terial Junket to the Lower
Provinces.

An Ottawa despatch says that there is
another big row in the Dominion Cabinet
over the ministers’ political tour in the
Maritime Provinces. As the senior
Cabinet representative of New Bruns-
wick, Hon. John Costigan, was expected
to be present at the Moncton meeting on
last. week The Secretary of State,
‘however, preferred staying on his hunting
tour in the Province, where he now is,
than joining Clarke Wallace in his 5th of
November Orange speeches. Mr. Costi-
gan’s friends made no secret of the fact
that he refuses to be seen on the same
platform as the Comptroller of Customs.
Mr. Ouimet tried to arrange this difficulty
between Mr. Costigan and Mr. Wallace,
but he was politely told by Mr. Costi-
gan’s friends that if he (Ouimet) wanted
to join with Mr. Wallace in his Orange
speeches he could do go, but Mr. Costigan
would not. To make up for the loss of
Mr. Costigan, Mr. Ouimet took an extra
French speaker with him. This gave
cause of annoyance to Sir Charles Hib-
bert Tupper, who said that four French
speakers with only himself. and Mr. Wal-
lace speaking English, were altogether
too many. The quarrel has been a lively
one, and Mr. Ouimet, who tried to make
peace between Messrs. Costigan and Wal-
lace, is blamed for the most of it.

FIGHT WITH A BURGLAR.

A Parson's Wild Experience in
Brocklyn,

The Rev. Frederick C. Seckerson, the
assistant pastor of the Clinton Avenue
Congregational Church, Brocklyn, N. Y.
encountered a burglar Tuesday morn-
ing and narrowly escaped from it
with his life. Mr. Seckerson went to bed
on Monday night soon after elven o’clock,
and about one o’clock Tuesday morning
was awakened by the sonnd of some one
moving about the room. By the faint
light he was able to see the form of a
man moving slowly. The clergyman
reached for his revolver and sprang to
the floor. The burglar seeing that his
opponent was armed, drew a bowie knife
with a long blade, with which he made
a lunge at the clergyman, the blade pen-
etrating the fleshy part of his left fore
arm, inflicting a severe wound, from
which the blood flowed freely. Both
men then grappled and a hand-to-hand
struggle for life ensued. Mr. Seckerson
managed to fire a shot at the man, which
evidently took an effect as he at once re-
leased his grasp, and staggered towards
the open window, through which he
made his escape,

John Roherty, the light-house keeper
at Belledune, in Glouceeter county, lost
his life by drowning Monday night.
Roherty, on his arrival at an angle in the
road neglected to follow the highway and
drove straight ahead into the Belledune
river. The man’s horse was also drowned.

It is thought Roherty was asleep.

No one was killed, but people were
piled dcep, and there were many bruised
and broken limbs.

The Grand Trunk Railway 1135 . m.,
train, Monday, narrowly escaped an at-
tempted train wrecking near Strathroy,
Ontario. The miscreants were discover-
ed in the act of securing the obstruction
but escaped. Detectives l.ave arrested
two men named Fife and Johnson, be-
lieved to be the guilty parties, and they
are now in jail. Had the attempt
been succeseful, one of the most fearful
catastrophes known to the railway world
would have occured.

A little 9 year old girl named McFar-
lane, had a narrow escape in Snow’s
laundry at Woodstock, Tuesday evening.
The child was playing around the mangle
at which ber mother was working, when
her hair caughtin a revolving spindle
winding her around it until her head
brought up. The child screamed when
the mother eprang and caught her
daughter with one hand while with the
other she threw the belt from the wheel,
and saved the child.

The suit of clothes wbich the hangman
of the murderer of D’Arcy McGee wore at
the execution, was discovered at the Otta-
wa court house Tuesday, when some
cleaning up was underway. The execut-
ion took place in 1868, but it was not
known who the hangman of Patrick
Whalen was. - The sheriff and gaoler “of
that time knew, but both are know dead,
and they appear to have kept the secret.
In the bundle was also the black cap
which covered the face and head:of -the
murderer on the scaffold.

Grave robbers attacked the grave yard
at Sydenham, Ont., Sunday night, and
were caught in the act of stealing the
body of Mrs. Shepherd, interred a few
days before. The ghouls were passing
out of the cemetery gate, wi:en the watch-
man sent a charge from a rifle into the
party. They dropped the corpse and
made their escape, one of the robbers be-
ing wougded. It issaid the robbers are
known and will be prosecuted. It is the
habit to rob rural grave yards and sell
he bodies to the students at Kingston.

JAPAN'S BIG EARTHQUAKE.

Advices by the steamer Peru give
further particulars of the recent earth-
quake in Japan. Sakata,a town on the
northwest coast, suffered most severely.
The seismic force was exercised chiefly in
a vertical direction, and its effects were
therefore exceptionally disastrous.

Houses tumbled down before their in-
mates could escape. The ground, fissured
in many places, poured out muddy water
which converted the streets into rivers,
and the horror of the calamity was ac-
centuated by a fire that broke out at
thirteen points simultaneously and de-
stroyed 2,500 houses in two hours. Two
houses were actually swallowed up, and
one wealthy merchant had forty-eight
warehouses burned.

In one dwelling a family of seven per-
sons were crushed to death; in another,
nine met a similar fate. A group of ter-
rified citizens who had taken refuge at
the base of a colossal bronze vase standing
in front of the town hospital, were killed
by the fall of the vase. ;

DIFFICULT SURGICAL OPERATION.

Recently Performed at the Victoria
Hospital,

Victoria Hospital has been unusually
busy during the past month with accidents
and operations. - Mr. Hughes, school teacher
of 8t. Marys, who got his face so badly lac-
erated by a runaway horse, ‘some three
weeks ago, is able to walk out again. The
progress he has made, has executed any-
thing the doctors had hoped for.

Dr. Dow Coburn, who accidentally shot
himself this autumn, by the discharge of a
heavy load of shot through his right arm,
is now at the hospital. About four inches
of the bone of the upper arm was shattered
so badly, that unless a severe operation was
performed to remove those fragments, the
process of healing with the expectation of
getting any bony union, was deemed im-
possible. Dr. G. H. Coburn, of this city,
assisted by Drs. Coulthard, Crocket, Mc-
Learn and Bridges, placed the patient under
ether about a week ago, and although it
took about two hours, succeeded in getting
away all the dead bones, and then wired the
souud pieces together with silver wire. The
arm is getting stronger day by day, and
great hopes are entertained of the doctor
retaining the use of the injured member.

A very severe and dangerous operation
was performed by Dr. Bridges, assisted by
Drs. McLearn, Coburn, Crocket and Coulth-
ard. A man, by the name of Morrow,
about 60 years of age, arrived from Harvey
a few days -ago, with a cancer of the neck
and jaw. It was growing very rapidly and
doubtless would have spared the victim but
a few months longer to live. The patient,
although aware of the seriousness of having
a surgeon’s knife cutting around the most
dangerous bloodvessels of the throat
and neck, was anxious for a chance, and
_Submitted te having his lower jaw removed,
together with the most of the side of the
face and adjoining structures. The face,
after the removal, was repaired by stitching
in the skin of the neck, and we are informed
that it has begun to grow already, and the
man is getting on very nicely. He has to
be fed through a tube for awhile till his
face is healed.

French Canadian Songs,

The third edition of M. Ernest Gagnon'’s
book on Canadian Songs has just come
from the press of C. Darveau, Quebec. This
book contains a hundred of the songs popu-
lar among the French Canadians, the choice
falling upon those that are best known, and
those that offer a particular type. Many of
the songs were brought over from France
in the times of Jacques Cartier and
Frontenac; some of them have died out
there and only survive in French Canada.

Others are of Canadian
origin, the songs of the lumbermen, boat-
songs, cave-songs, etc. M. Gagnon is care-
ful to give the tunes exactly as he heard
them sung by .the people, even where the
rules of modern musical composition are
transgressed.

This
is a valuable addition to the list of books by
Canadian authors, preserving as it does in a
permanent form, material of great value,
and presenting the subject in a very charm-
ing way.

John, and the development
of the industry is in the hands of an enter-
prising company at St. Stephen.

A gentleman who has used the litter ex-
tensively injhis:stables, says that horses and
cattle, when bedded upon it, can be cleaned
with very much less labor, and the stalls
cared for in one-fifth the time it takes when
straw is used. It keeps the hoof in splendid
condition and is highly conducive to its
quick and healthy growth. It is very
cleansing to the skin, and a white or grey
horse will never show a stain when bedded
upon it. It will not take fire. It is a per-
fect deodorizer and disinfectant, killing
cholera and other deadly disease germs im-
mediately. Thus it proves one of the best
safeguards against disease to those working
about it. As a fertilizer it is unexcelled,
and entirely free from disagreeable odors
that usually arise from concentrated
manures.

Directions for Using Moss Litter,

By observing implicitly the following di-
rections for using moss litter as bedding,
the best, satisfaction and economy will be
found and the greatest pleasure will ensue
from its use: Make the bed at least six
inches deep. Take the droppings out three
or four times a day by laying a basket on
edge and scraping same into basket with a
shingle or other piece of light wood. This
is easily and quickly done and adds very
largely to the last or wear of the bedding.
After the first two or three wecks use, when
the bedding should get a little moist on
top, take a three or four pronged fork every
morning after the droppings are removed
and before the horse is returned to the stall,
and plow the moss (by shoving fork before
one) bringing the bottom moss to the top;
then, with a short handled rake, smooth
the bed down and it is done for the day. If
there shouldbe a very wet spot at any place
in the bedding take this out and throw to
the edge of stall, in case of a box stall. But
in a narrow, standing stall the wet place
had better be removed entirely and a
shovelful of new moss put in its place.
Follow this course every morning and the
bedding will last week after week and form
a fine, soft bed. Close all sewers leading
from all stalls when moss litter is used, as
it absorbs every particle of liquid, and any
loss. of liquid injures its fertilizing value.
When used in narrow stalls use a piece of
plank or deal behind to keep moss in if so
desired. Should moss, when first spread,
be a little dusty at any time, give it a light
sprinkling for a few mornings with a water-
ing can, and it will then wear for weeks
without any further treatment in this par-
ticular. After using it can be put in any
basement cellar without risk, as it never
steams and will nct rot the timbers or
woodwork. It will last as a bedding from
three to six wonths in a box stall according
to the season of the year.
