The Railway Question Ventilat-

ed Up North.

Thursday of last week there was a
large representative gathering of- the
ratepayers of Dungannon and vicinity to
hear the railway question discussed.

The meeting was called by Mayor But-
ler, of Goderich, at the request of the
committee of the town council and a re-
solution of the Board of Trade, and
.Goderich was represented by Mayor But-
ler, Reeve Proudfoot and Mr D. Mec-
Gillicuddy,and Colburne was championed
by Reeve Beck, who carefully watched
the interest of his township in the pre
mises,
strong delegation from Lucknow—s.me
twenty-five 1n number—led by that re
doutable bonus getter James Somerville,
ex M.P., and Reeve Bryan, who Lad
driven in to see that Lucknow was given
a show. in the new railway program ;
Port Albert was represented by Messrs
Mahatfy, A. Hawkins, C. O'Connor and
others ;* Ashfield by Reeve Griffin and
deputy-reeve Girvin,
spinkling of ratepayers ; and the Wawa-
noshes by councillers and Todd, Gibson
and other well-known progressive resi-
dents.

The meeting opened by Mr J. M.
Roberts, of Dungannon, being elected
chairman, and the first speaker was
Mayor Butler, of Goderich, who stat-
ed that the town of Goderich practically
held a charter over the proposed route,
and intended with the assistance of the
friends in this section to build the road
to Wingham. The old charter had ex-
pired by effluxion of time, but he had
good legal advice that under certain
conditions it would still hold.
been stated by interested parties that
Goderich intended to give Dungannon
the go-by, and one of the principal cb-
jects of this meeting was to show that
there was no ground for such an assump-
tion.

He had no objection to

Port Albert’s getting railway connection,

and when the line to Goderich was

completed it would be easier to

build & spur to that point, but

he believed the interests of the peo-
‘ple of this section would be best served
by juining with Goderich,which was in a
better position to give financial and other
material aid to the project than any
other terminal point on the Lake Shore.
The terminal point would be looked to
for about a third of $60 060 stock re-
quired before the statute could be com-
plied with, tor it required money and men
to build railways, and there was a better
chance of getting both in a town
of 4,000 or 5,000 population than
in smaller and less influential plac-
es. He instanced the case of the
line betwecn Simcoe and Port Rowan,
which was completed in about a year
from its inception, and stated that a simi-
lar live action in the preent case would
bear like results. There was no time for
delay, as the application must be made
st once if the charter was to be granted
by next parliament. Joint action all
along the line was required, and now was
the time, or never. (Applause.)

Reeve Bryan, of Lucknow, believed
by including Lucknow in the scheme
better bonuses could be obtained from
the adjoining municipalities, He did
pot think it would be in the interest of
the scheme to leave Lucknow out in the
cold, and gave statistics to show that
the trade of his town would be a
factor in causing a railway to swerve a
little out of its course.

Mr W. Mallough thought after hear-
ing the explanations by the Goderich
gentlemen that it would be in the inter-
est of Dungannon to have ‘‘via Dungan-
pon,” inserted in the charter. The
Goderich gentlemen may have the power
to act from the town or they may not.
Inserting Dubngannon in the charter
would settle the matter so far as we
were concerned.

Short explanatory speeches were made
by Messrs, Butler,Proudfoot, Mallough,
Somerville, C Girvin, Bryan and others,
when the following resolution was sub-
mitted:

Moved by Mr John McLean, seconded
by Mr B Augustine, that in view of the
fact that Goderich is determined to have
its charter renewed, and trom ex-
planatior.s made by Mayor Butler, Reeve
Proudfoot and Mr McGillicnddy, of
Goderich, and Reeve Beck, of Colborne,
that they decide to co-operate with Dun-
gannon and other municipalities interest-
ed, as soon as possible, resolved that our
committee work with Goderich, thereby
saving tims and mqney, provided the
charter read as follows :—From Wing-
ham to Goderich, via Dungannon, with
power to build a branch line from Dun-
ganuon to Port Albert.

The resolution was carried almost
unanimously, only some five voting
agatnst it.

A vote of thanks was tendered the
chairman for his able and impartial dis.
charge of the duties of his office, aftep
which the meeting was brought to
close by cheers for the Queen.

Reeve Beck, of Colborne, had been
on the railway committee at Goderich
for some years and during that time had
heard not a word against a road by Dun-
gannon, If this road were gone on with
Colborme would be benefited, and could
be looked to for assistance. What was
principally wanted was railway com-
petition. He was satisfied a renewal of
the charter would be granted. He also
believed the Guelph junction line would
be constructed shortly, and that, too,
would run through Culborne.

Mayor Butler said, in reply to Mr
Mahaffy, that Goderich had unfortunate-
ly not received the full benefit of the large
expenditure of public money at its bhar-
bor, but that was not the fault of the
town. The manner in which the harbor
had been treated was a disgrace to the
country, and something would have to
be done quickly to remedy the present
state of affairs. Goderich was on the
map as ajharbor of refuge, but, owing to
the negligence of the powers that be, it
was now little better than a decoy. We
were here, however, to talk railway and
not harbor accommodation.

Reeve Griffin, of Ashfield, would like
to hear the amount of bonuses expected.
He thought the matter should be care-
fully considered. Unless the township |
of Ashtield was benefitted much of a|
bonus could not be expected. Even 1if
the road went to Port Albert, a large
part of the township would be unserved.

The chairman summed up the argu
ments of some of the previous speakers
and stated that the consensus of opinion
was that railroad competition was badly
needed to lessen the cost of freight, He

Mr D. McGillicuddy,of Goderich, who
was satisfiad that the large number pre-
sent and the live discussion of
the question thus far was good evidence
that a railway project such as tbat
embraced in a line from Wingham to
Goderich was of deep importance
to the people of this vicinity, It
had been rumored in this section that
Goderich was opposed to a line from the
north, but such was not the case. What
was wanted by Goderich was; railway
competition, and no matter what point
it came from it would be welcomed.
There was a time when a line by way of
Dungancon would have been looked up-
on by some in Goderich as prejudicial
to the trade of the town, but that day
was past. Now sucha contracted feeling
was held only by a few mossbacks who,
entertaining such views, could }nrdly be
looked upon ss progressive busincss men
at all. (Laoghter.) We wanted to build
the line from Wingham to Goderich, -ngl
we wanted the assistance of every muni-
cipality and business place along the line.
In return for such assistance Goderich
would give its help to the ‘intermediate
sections.

WHAT TO READ.

BY AMY EWING,

‘““When a person has learned how to
read, and not what to read, he is in
great peril.”

This statement seems startling, but it
is nevertheless true. Have you ever
realized how much depends on your
choice of books? We have talked of
*‘why we read” acd ‘“*how to read,” but
we have yet to answer the question,
“What to read ?” It will require some
months to answer it in detail, but just
now we will think of the general subject
and try to get some idea of the import-
ance of knowing how to select the best
books. Reading well used is one of the
best things in life ; abused, it is one of
the woret. It can make or mar our char-
acters. There are many people who think
that reading is in itself a good thing, a
meritorious act ; they have never given
the subject enough earnest attention to
comprehend that it may be a bad act—
that it may even prove a curse if books
are not carefully chosen,

Did you ever think of the vast amount
of reading matter that is published ?
Bouks are issued from the press at the
rate of seventy volumes every day. The
country is flooded with newspapers and
periodicals of all sorte. How are we to
choose from this great mass of reading |
matter that lies before us? To read every
book that comesacrossourpathisto be like
the ostrich, which eats whatever comes
in its way. You would not accept as a
friend every person whom you chance to
meet on the street, and our books are to
be chosen as carefully as our friends,

There is a vast amount of indifference
atout this matter. Did you ever watch
the people in a public library and notice
how few have a definite idea of what
they want? They wander around in an
aimless way, glancing into the books
that are accessible, occasionally asking
the busy attendants to mention the name
of a new book. As we watch them we
wonder why they care to read at all,when
they are 80 ignorant concerning the
needs of their minds and soul.

Rev E E Hale tells a story of an old
lady who went to visit some friends in
the country. A severe storm kept the
family in the house for a while, and old
Mrs Doubleday was asked if she would
like to have a book to read in order that
time mizht not hang heavy onjher hands.

Avoid all books that harm you or make
you discontented with your lot or make
you think lightly of crime.  *‘The proof
of the pudding is in the eating,”and so
many books must be proved by tasting.
If the first taste shows that the beok 1s
unwholesome, reject it ag you would fre-
fuse to take something poisonous into
your system. A reader and thinker has
said, *‘I should come nearer to my fel-
lows, and my God nearer to me, or the
thing is a poison.” If you are uncertsin
whether a book has a good or an ewil
tendency, notice in what state of mind
you lay it down,

READ WHAT IS POSITIVELY GOOD.
It is not enough that a book is harm-
less, although many good people seem
to think so when selecting libraries for
Sunday schools. It is a waste of time.
if nothing worse, to read the weak,
characterless volumes that are so often
placed in the hands of young people oy
those who should know better. What
you want is something that will inflaence
you for good. ‘' Books are the brick
and stone, the mortar and timber, of
whatever building we propuse erecting.”
This character-building is a serious busi-
ness; it is the business of life.
READ WHAT YOU ESPECIALLY NEED.
You can gain an idea of your natural
taste not only by the degree of interest
you feel in your reading, but also by the
strength of the impressicn made upon
you. Do not be disappointed if yoa are
not interested 1 what you kpow to te
the best literature; your taste will
change and improve with cultivation
Like the chameleon, you will take your
coler from what you feed upon ; feed
upon what will wake you pure, what
will give you strength, Thomas Carlyle
said, ‘‘Among all the objects that look
wonderfal or beautiful to you, follow
with fresh hope the one that looks won-

British Capital,

An Aesociated Press despatch says :
—*The Argentine Republic proposes to
open 750,000 acres of land to immigrants
at a very small price, the holdings to
runge from 500 to 1,000 acres each. The
emigration from Southern Europe to
the Republic is already large, and 1t will
doubtless be increased by the conces-
sione, which are supplemented by free
passage to Buenos Ayres from Eurqpean
ports.” The Argentine Republic 1s
being developed at a very remarkable
rate by British capital. Some are in-
clined to think that the country has bor-
rowed too much for railroad construction
and other improvements. However that
may be, the progress made has been
phenomenal. Britain takes the larger
portion of the exports, which consist of
meat, cattle, wool, hides, and wheat,
paying for them with railread iron and
general manufactures. The trade is
highly profitable to both parties and is
constantly growing. Over a thousand
million dollars of British money have
been sunk in the country during the past
twelve years. Under this impetus popu-
lation is coming in from all parts of
Europe,but principally from Italy.
Why is it that British capital is begin-
ning to give Canada the go-by? We
borrow as usual for Federal purpos es,
and get a lot of money to be advanced
on farm mortgages; but there is no such
wholesale investment in active industries
as in the United States and the Argen-
tinég Republic, although these are for-
eign cofntries.  The main reason, with-
out{doul\t, is that the British investor
does not W a rule find Canada a profit-
able fiel We have an abundance of
natural wealth, but we have no market
forit. We are divorced commercially
from the continent to which we belong.
A large amount of English money has
been sunk in Manitoba and the Terri-
tories.  From time to time the English
investors send out agents to report on
the non-appearance of dividends. These
men say with one accord tha the soil is
rich, but that the progress of settlement
and the growth of population are exceed-
ingly slow compared with the rate of ad-
vancement in the Northwestern States.
And when they look a little further into
the matter they find that restricted trage
is at the bottom of it all. The settler's
labor on our side of the line is not as
profitable to him as the labor of the get-
tler on the other side, for the simple
reason that our eettler has to pay more
for what he buys and obtains less for
what he sells in consequence of the cus-
toms barriers by which he is hemmed
about. This is true also of the farmers,
fishermen, lumbermen and miners, who
constitute the great body of producers in
the older provinces, The British cap.
italist knows no flag when he is invest-
ing. He places his money where the
people are most prosperous and the con-
ditions most fayorable, because there he
is most likely to obtain a good return.
Knowing our unfortunate circumstances
—that we are prevented from trading
freely with Britain as well as with the
United States—he concludes that he can
make more out of his money somewhere
else, and 80 year by year we are getting
less of it relatively to the amount going
to other countries. The ocure for this, as
for 8o many of the other drawbacks to
Canadian prosperity, is not higher duties
with a more complete isolation, but un-
restricted trade with the sixty million
customers at our door. It would then
be worth while for outside capital to
come in and help us to develop our
country, ’

we fail to realize that it is like a
plant and “that to give the best
returns must be fostered and cul-
tivated carefully, It is no uncommon
thing to find a housefal of half grown
cnildren who can scarcely remember
when they have been kissed by father
or mother, uniess, perhaps, on a return
frem a long journzy. But a good-might
ewbrace, a lttle hug, 8 sympathizing
pat ou the shvulder when they are iu
trouble, is 80 remote an experience, dat
ing back 82 many years, that they have
utterly forgotten it. However, let one
of these boys cut his hand or fall out ot
the baymow and get a bloody head, how
quickly the whole family are alarmed,
and ran to 2is assistance with loving
service !' T.rongh his wounds he sees
they really have hearts, that they uov
care for him after all, and secretly he
rather enjoys being bruised since it has
revealed to him that his family have au
interest in him beyond merely seeing
that be has enough to eat and a place to
sleep. How sad it is that he must near-
ly break his neck to find it out !

As for the attitude of the children
ameng themselves, any loving demon
stration toward each other would be al-
most as overwheluiing as if a cyclone had
struck them.

They are ashamed of the pet names of
babyhood, anld are distressed beyond
measure if their mother addresses them
as ‘‘dear” in the presence of a stranger.
Po grow up ignoring or cultivating a con-
tempt for these little tendernesses makes
boys boorish,and does not add one whit'to
their manliness or dignity. The manners
of girls are, somehow, less influenced by
the absence of these demonstrations
—at least, it is less painfully neticeable,
but all the refinements of society cannot
balance the gentle schouling of home,
and although sister may not be as clown-
ish and rude as is her brother under the
same surroundings, yet her character
soon takes on petty deceits and habitual
dissimulations.

This repression of the emotional side
of our natures in our family life isa grave
mistake, and to it may be attributed one
half the heart burning and little gnaw-
ing griefs that beset us daily. Many a
good wother lives her life through, and
goes to. her grave misunderstocd by
thoseshe would have died toserve,because
she never gave expression to her real fee
lings. She has kept back her sweetest self
until her children have come regard her
as unemotional and cold. Like begets
like. This is a law from which there is
no deviation. The children in turn soon
learn to check any show of tenderness,
until, as the years go by, they have so
well learned the lesson of indifference,
that when they have arrived at manhood
and womanhood and come to separate
each to take up his own life work, they
do so withovut a pang, and henceforth
care no more for each other than for
strangers.
Many years ago I was visitingin a
family, and after tea was engaged in
conversation with the host and hostess
in the parlor, when the door opened and
in trooped the children to say good night
to papa and mamma. As they ranin
turn to the parents, clambered on their |
taps or clasped them around the neck to
receive a loving kiss, I thought I had
pever seen a lovelier sight. I have never
forgotten it, and to this day whenever
mention is made of home happiness, my
mind instantly reverts to that pleasant
scene,
“T¢t would have looked better had tha
mother and father gcne the to children’s
room and bidden them good night, rath-
er than have them make a show before
strangers,” did you say ?
My dear Mrs Punctilio, don’t you
know that in the beautiful innocence of
childhood there are nn shams—that
everything is genuine ! Their lttle
hearts are too full of love and warmth to
think of stage-effects. Let coldblooded
older people continue t2 enjoy a mon-
opoly of repression and -cultivated in-
difference, but for the sake of all
that keeps us sweet, don’t let us en-
courage it in the children,

It is stated by
members of the council that he is per-
sonally responsible for the waste of
money involved in the basin built near
the waterworks building—certainly a
more nonsensical piece of business was
never perpetrated. Then again he is
personally blamed for the two-penny,
half-penny fountains which muake our
town a laughing stock to strangers,
They are miserable things, and decidedly
in the wrong place. I1f Mr Butler is
not personally responsible, he should be
cleared, Certainly it is cowardly of any
member of the couneil to blame him out-
side, instead of getting up in his place

task. Another matter is now before us
which ought to be loocked into. Itis pre-
posed to bore another hole for water,and
to tap the mineral epring. Well, two
things I have heardin connection with
this: [First,practical men state,the extra
hole is not necessaryand it is just another
shameful waste of money. Secondly,
once let the mineral spring water get in-
to the pipes and our whole service is
ruined. People might be able to drink
it, but it certainly could not be used for
garden purposes, It is time some of
our large property holders looked into
these matters. We seem to have a use-
ess lot of men at the council board.
One of them ought to get vp and im-
mortalize himeelf by calling
Harr.
