Schenectady, N.Y., July 5.—A white 
man guiding a wheelbarrow contain­
ing a colored man through the down­
town streets eai-ly last night precipi­
tated a riot here. It was in payment 
of a bet as to the result of the Jet- 
fries-Johrison fight. Feeling ran high 
for several hours, and before it sub­
sided ten negroes had been badly 
handled. Fully hSlf a score sought 
refuge at police headquarters. In one 
case Ihe fugitive was pursued to the 
very door. Police scurried hither and 
thither, but succeeded in arresting but 
few of the rioters. The most serious 
injury resulting from the disturb­
ances was sustained by J. J. Hurley, 
a saloon keeper. He was slashed 
across the face by an unknown negro.

Militia Was Ordered Out.
Norfolk, Va., July 5.—Many negroes 

Ire in the hospitals with broken 
heads and bruised bodies as the re­
sult of conflicts with three hundred 
sailors, who, following news of the 
fight at Reno, marched through the 
streets last night hunting for ne­
groes. They beat one negro almost 
to death against the post office build­
ing. Practically every cell at police 
headquarters and the second precinct 
station is filled with negroes, sailors, 
and young white citizens. Mr. Kiser, 
the chief of police, requested Major 
L. W. T. Waller, at the Navy Yard, to 
send assistance, and a detachment of 
marines and sailors, heavily armed, 
was hurried to the city. The situ­
ation was under control before morn­
ing.

Chattanooga, Tenn., July .5.—Clash­
es between blacks and whites were 
numerous last night, following the 
result of the Johnson and Jeffries 
fight. A negro was knocked down by 
a militia man and the police had to 
stop the riot following. Arrests fol­
lowed, and the militiamen began 
forming for an attack on the negroes. 
This was broken up by the police. 
Half an hour later, on the same 
street, J. T. Bullen, private of the 
3rd Mississippi Infantry, was seri­
ously cut by a negro, who was saved 
from a mob by the police.

Columbus, Ohio. July 5.—Rioting, 
in which noses were broken and 
heads were cracked, marked a parade 
through the streets organized by hil­
arious negroes late last night. The 
trouble was caused chiefly by drunk­
en whites, who sought to break up 
the parade of thè blacks.

Mohs of White Men Search for Ne­
groes Throughout New York.

New York, July 5.—Riots between 
negroes and white men, attacks up­
on the former by the latter, and in 
many instances upon the whites by 
the blacks, occurred in all parts of 
the country yesterday as a result of 
Johnson’sÇvic tor y over Jeffries at 
Reno, Nevada. Scores of negroes 
were injured seriously and four ne­
groes were killed outright. One kill­
ing occurred in Houston, Texas. The 
negro’s throat was slashed by a 
white man on a trolley Car on which 
both were riding, and the negro bled 
almost to death before he could be 
taken to hospital, where he died 
later. He hàd jeeringly proclaimed 
Johnson’s victory. The three other»

were slain at Uvaldia, Ga., in a gan: 
fight at a construction camp.

In this City fights between whitér 
and blacks were frequent throughou 
the night. Gangs of men and boy; 
formed apparently for the sole pur 
pose of beating up whatever negroè.

Ireland’s Trade in
the States.

Out of the twenty-five European 
countries whose trade is recorded 
separately, Ireland stands ninth in 
the value of goods imported into the 
United States during the year 1909. 
In fact, the imports from Ireland that 
year exceeded all previous figures, 
and amounted to no less than £3,- 
840,000. In return, Ireland took from 
the United States goods to the value 
of £2,651,000 The summary which 
has been issued from the Bureau of 
Statistics at Washington, discloses 
some other remarkable facts which 
show the great and growing import­
ance of the Irish trade with America. 
Detailed in this summary are the 
principal exporting countries of the 
world, exactly 100 in number, and in 
this list Ireland holds the sixteenth 
place as regards the value of goods 
sent-to the United States. She stands 
above Austria-Hungary, Spain and 
Russia. She beats Chili by a roun'd 
half-million, and exceeds the total of 
all the Central American States put 
together by more than a million 
pounds sterling. The more these 
facts are brought to the knowledge 
of our kinsmen in the United States 
and of business firms in this country, 
the greater will be the efforts made to 
extend still further intimate trading 
—Clipping from a New Glasgow 
relations between the two countries, 
paper.

Killing Man Who insults 
His Mother. ■

Resenting insults to his mother's 
name, Stephen Shute, an eighteen 
ye4r old ’longshoreman, attacked an­
other worker with a piece of plank­
ing., The1 wounds resulted in death 
and Shute is now in Central Station 
awaiting a trial on the charge of 
manslaughter. The dead man, Wil­
liam Miller, known about th,e wharves 
as “Yank” Miller, was about twenty- 
six years of age and was one of the 
most rugged men around the docks.

■ He weighed 200 pounds and the lad, 
who is now in jail, was physically no 
match for him.

Shute was arraigned before Judge 
Lanctot this morning on the charge 
of manslaughter. He was represented 
by counsel who entered a plea of not 
guilty. The preliminary hearing will 
begin on Friday.

Shute showed signs of having spent 
a restless night and took very little 
interest in the proceedings this morn­
ing, apparently overwhelmed by the 
result of his blows.

According to the story of the pris­
oner the dead man, since they had 
been working together, had constantly 
twitted him about his nationality and 
about his lack of strength. From 
jibes the teasing continued until at 
last Miller would throw various ar­
ticles lying about the shed at the! 
prisoner, finally striking him with a 
dead rat. Even with this Shute took 
no direct action, but on Saturday 
morning after finding that jeering and 
jesting in an ordinary way failed to 
have any effect, Miller referred to the 
young maiKÿ mother in language that 
could not be misunderstood.

The prisoner in his statement says 
that when Miller made the infamous 
remarks about his mother he could 
no longer restrain himself. He grab­
bed a piece of scantling and struck 
Miller across the legs, arm and head. 
Then he threw down the board. Miller 
at once desisted in his remarks, but 
did not appear to be seriously injured. 
He picked up the truck and contin­
ued working. The boss came along 
and hearing of the quarrel discharged 
Shute. There the matter Seemed to 
end. On the following day Miller be­
came worse, his skull had been frac­
tured, and he died from the effects 
of the injuries received.

Shute, who lives with his widowed 
mother at 60 Ottawa Street, is com­
pletely overwhelmed by the shock, 
tie is a slight lad and* according to 
his friends, was making a stiff battle 
in the hard work about the wharves. 
Since the opening of navigation he 
has constantly been at Work and has 
never appeared of à quarrelsome dis­
position. He is a temperate man.

A Sad Story.

“9f is the first time,” says the boy, 
“that I got into some kind of trouble.
I have never in my life appeared in 

^court, and never had any trouble with 
the polfce. I do not know what is 
the inside of a Court House and I 
never spoke to a lawyer. If I am in 
trouble now, it is because I went wild 
and could not stand It any longer.

“Since the opening of navigation I 
was working on the wharf loading 
and unloading ships. For many weeks 
Miller and I were on the same gang, 
and from the first day he started to 
abuse trie, without the slightest pro­
vocation. There is no kind of abuse 
that I did not stand from him. I was 
called the lowest and meanest names.
I stood some treacherous passing 
blows, all kinds of obstficlès were 
thrown amliciously in my way, and 
one day my fact was mopped with a' 
dead rat. What could I do? More 
than once I felt like jumping at the 
fellow and making the fight of my 
life, but what could I do In fighting 
him with fists? Miller was about 
twice my weight and there was no 
sense in it.

Attempt to Lower Tropical Mortality.
Following upon a series of experi­

ments to safeguard the health of 
white workers in the tropics Messrs.

“Last year we placed this mosquito- 
proof equipment In a small steamer, 
the Axholme, specially built by 
Messrs. Cammell Lairds for work on 
the Niger River, and it has turned 
out a great suSbess. reducing con­
siderably the mortality from disease.

The Heroism
of an Officer.

Capt. Beresford Killed By a Bolting 
Horse.

In a gallant but unsuccessful at­
tempt to stop a horse which had 
bolted with its rider, Captain C. E. De 
La Poer Beresford, of the Royal En­
gineers, one of the most popular of­
ficers in the Aldershot Command, met 
his death in Aldershot recently.

Captain Beresford was about to lead 
his troop out of Aldershot to their 
summer camp on the South Downs. 
The troop, in marching order, had 
paraded at six o’clock and in column 
of route, with Captain Beresford at 
their head, was just moving out of 
barracks into the Farnborough road 
when a groom mounted on an officer’s 
charger was seen galloping madly 
along the road.

It was evident that the horse had 
bolted, and Captain Beresford, taking 
in the situation at a glance, turned 
his horse across the road in hope of 
checking it sufficiently to enable him 
to grasp the reins.

The horse dashed Nt^th full force 
into the officer. In a moment both 
horses with their riders formed a 
struggling heap in the road. From 
the hoofs of the plunging animals 
Captain Beresford received injuries 
which caused his death.

Both Captain Beresford and the 
groom, whose name is Perry, were 
removed to the Cambridge Hospital, 
but the medical officer realized at 
the first glance that Captain Be res­
tor'd’s case was hopeless. His father 
was telegraphed tor and reached the 
hospital a few hours later. He saw 
his son gradually sink and die.

Cambridge, Masai, July 4.—Profes­
sor John Trowbridge, retiring Rum- 
ford Professor of Science at Harvard, 
prophesies that an airship of the fu­
ture will derive Its motive power from 
the earth, and that electricity Is a 
likely factor for this new epoch in 
aerial navigation.

The present system of power the 
Professor points out, is entirely Ina­
dequate when long tests of endurance 
are necessary, while electricity is 
many-sided, full of surprises and In­
spirations.

To bring electricity in as an aid to 
aerial navigation, stations along 
routes on land and sea would to ne­
cessary where the electricity would 
be generated and distributed to the 
ships.

MONTREAL, July 5.—The follow­
ing verdict was reached to-day by the 
Coroner’s Jury chosen to judge the 
case of thirty-two victims of the 
Herald fire, and its attending cas­
ualties:—

“We find that the deceased (thirty- 
two victims of the Herald disaster of 
June 13) came to their death as the 
result of the collapse at The Herald 
Building. We consider that no one 
can be held responsible, but we sug­
gest that a by-law be passed calling 
for the inspection of the water tanks 
once every few months.”

All the evidence went to show that 
everything had been done to avoid 
such accidents, and the City Inspect­
or said that he would have given the 
permit to erect the tank had he been 
asked tor one. This has been the ex­
act verdict reached in two previous 
cases where several people were kill­
ed by falling tanks.

The friends of Mr. Brierley are well 
satisfied at the outcome as it will 
prevent those interested lawyers 
from pouncing down upon the prop­
rietor of the Herald with all kinds 
of accusations, but the question re­
mains where will this tank business 
end?

Some of the most important testi­
mony of the inquest was that of 
Walter J. Francis, a civil engineer of 
Toronto University, with membership 
la Canadian and American Societies 
of Civ,il Engineers. He was of the 
opinioih that faulty floor construction 
was responsible for the disaster.

The City Connell to-day voted $10,- 
000 in aid of the relatives of The 
Herald victims. The proposal of 
devoting $10,000 to receive the' em­
inent strangers attending the Euch­
aristic Congress in September was 
also approved of. ^
