A crisis threatens New- |
foundland, if it does not
already hold it. On the
issue depends the future
of our country, political
and economic. Yesterday's proceed-
ings in the House of Assembly reveal
plainly an intention upon the part of
the Government (which is to say Sir
Edward Morris and Mr. Coaker—their
dummy tools need not concern us) not
merely to force through their obnoxi-

though they were, but resolutely op-
posed the one iniquitous discrimination
contained, and purposely inserted, in
it. That discrimination is defended by
Mr. Higgins on the ground that other
discriminations are made in all direc-
tions! A profound reason and excuse!
Two wrongs apparently make a right.
Because circumstances compel un-
avoidable discriminations elsewhere,
an avoidable and deliberate injustice
is permissible here! And then it is
made to appear that the injustice is
objected to because it is a discrimina-
tion between the rich man and the
poor man, between wealth and pov-
erty. It is utterly and hypoeritically
false. All the Councillors who ob-
jected made it plain that the basis of
their objections was the discrimina-
tion made between two businesses ab-
solutely and identically equal in every
respect except the manner in which
their capital 'is held. It is not a ques-
tion of rich and poor. A firm, whether
it is worth $10,000 or $1,000,000, is
made to pay far more than another
firm worth exactly the same amount
and making exactly the same profit.
That and nothing elsc is = what the

ous Profits Tax in its rejected form | Council protest against.

but to change the whole ‘constitutional
fabric of the government of this Col-
ony. Behind this intention there lurks
a far deeper and more sinister pur-
pose, which it is time the whole coun-
try knew. Sir Edward Morris and W.
F. Coaker are working for Confeder-
ation with Canada. That is the key-
stone of their monstrous alliance. But
stepping stones must be made towards
this delectable prospect. A prosper-
ous Newfoundland means an independ-
ent Newfoundland; confederation will
never come while times are good.
While this delightful pair secretly |
pray for bad times and financial dis-
aster, which fate unkindly denies
them, they do what they can to hasten
them themselves. The Profits Tax Bill
was an attempt in that direction, a
clumsy design to dislocate the com-
mercial machinery so that it would
collapse under the reaction that is in-
evitable some day, and we would be
forced, a beggared suitor, to approach
the Dominion. The impudent measure
that will be introduced to-day or on
Monday is a longer step in the  same
direction. If the rejection of the Pro-
fits Tax can be made a handle for-de-
priving the Council of its constitution-
al powers and rzducing it io the level
and impotence of a mere debating so-
ciety, a great barrier will have been
removed. The Morris-Coaker com-
bination will then only have to deal
with one House to manipulate matters
as they wish, with a number of men,
that is, lacking the intelligence even to
understand the game of which they are
being made the ridiculous pawns. For-
tunately, there is not the remotest
chance of the attempt succeeding.
There is no need to dwell upon yes-
terday’s debates in both chambers or
the speeches either written out or in-
spired for the speakers. Since, how-
ever, the Profits Tax is the source of
the session itself, we will notice brief-
ly the attempts still made to misre-
present the essence of the dispute be-
tween the two Houses. The Council-
lors who rejected the Bill waived their

The News calls it all a storm in a
teacup. That may be, but it was nev
theless a storm which at one time
threatened to break up the “National”
Government. The first Bill did not
contain the discrimination noted. Why
was that Bill withdrawn and the dis-
crimination introduced into the second
measure before it went to the Council
at all?

The Profits Tax Bill, however, and
whatever may happen to it is of minor
importance beside the constitutional
question about to be deliberately rais-
ed by the Government. We have lately
discussed that question at some
length, but dropped the discussion,
considering it of more academic than
practical interest. It is now brought
to the fore as an issue of fundamental
importance. We note that the Advo-
cate has joined in the debate against
us, though the only impression its ar-
guments leave upon us is one of won-
derment that any paper can fill so
much space with a narrative of facts
which no one disputes or wants to dis-
pute. The conclusions it draws from
them, however, we do dispute as being
entirely at variance with the facts
themselves. It endeavours to show
that the House of Lords was shorn of
its power because it rejected the' Gov-
ernment budget. That is quite incor-
rect. The right of the Lords to re-
ject the budget was never questioned;
had they behaved themselves they
would now be still in possession of it.
Their unpardonable offence, the of-
fence which merited the punishment it
received and alienated all sympathy
from them, was their obstinate refusal
to bow to the will of the people. That
will was expressed not once but twice

}‘occasion, the very essence of it must
be supplied. It was the people, not
the House of Commons, that defeated
the Lords. The threat - of Mr. As-
quith to fill the upper House with
peers was, as we insist notwithstand-
ing the Advocate, felt at first to be a
tyranny and an abuse of privilege.
Atte;;wards, when the country had
shovn its feelings so plainly, the
threat was merely a piece ¢f machin-
ery to carry those feelings into effect.
Here, the Government threaten to do
what Mr. Asquith did not dare to do
Luntil: he knew he had the country
Lwith him. If the British precedent is
to be followed so must also the Brit-
ish practice. Let the Government go
to the country and then it will be time
enough to adopt this domineering atti-
tude.

But it appears from the hints in
the News that something similar to
the British Parliament Act is to be
attempted immediately, witnout any
appeal to the country. We only hope
the insolent attempt will be made.
Those who make it will get their
knuckles rapped as they deserve.
They will be brought sharply up
against some hard facts which they
appear to have forgotten. The first
of these is the fact that we are gov-
erned, not from the Colonial Building,
but from Westminster. Sir Edward
Morris is not quite so supreme as he
thinks he is. His Majesty King George
has a little more authority. Sir Ed-
ward Morris did not make or grant us
our constitution. It was made in Eng-
land and granted to us by- their Ma-
jesties King William IV. and Queen
Victoria. It seems necessary to re-
mind our autocrats that we are a
British Colony.

The next fact is that if this threat-
ened course is followed it will result
in the thorough airing of the whole
matter, including the Profits Tax Bill,
in an expert quarter. We can im-
agine an English statesman or law-
yer reading the Profits Tax Bill! We
can almost anticipate in fancy his
polite remonstrance that it is not
an altogether perfect measure! We
can see behind his politeness his won-
dering just what sort of financiers we
have out here in Newfoundland! As

{ to the other measure, it will have

scant mercy. It will pass the dummy
House of Assembly and be defeated
in the Council as at present consti-
tuted. Our grandiose Premier will
then majestically create a few more
dummies and seat them in the Coun-
cil. The Council will then pass the
enactment spelling its own extinction.
It will then go to the Governor for
his consent. That will be the first
snag. The Governor cannot possibly
give that consent. He will know that
the Bill involves a fundamental
change in the constitution and that
such a change can only be effected
with the consent of two opinions, that
of the people of this eountry and that
of the Imperial Government. The
former not having been asked its
opinion, that of the latter will be po-
lite but firm. In the incredible event
of the Governor consenting, the King's
veto will follow as a matter of course.
If it does not follow immediately, it
will be because the British Govern-
ment wishes to know all the facts of
the disgraceful affajr. Knowing
them, it will put our ignerant and
presumptuous legislators very firmly
and decidedly back in their places.
That is the prospect ahead of such an
experiment and that is the answer we
give to the blustering announcement
of our amateur constitution-makers.
