JThe baggageman was in the car and
was standing more to the other side.
‘As soon as we felt the bumping, the
brakeman immediately pulled the em-
ergency cord, which brought the train
to a standstill within the space of the
length of the engine, as far as I

could judge. The brakeman and the

-
baggageman immediately opened
end door and went out; I followed
them out. of the brake-
man and the baggageman went;
it was their duty to look after
the train more than mine. When I
looked out from the end of *he bag-
gage car, the second-class car was
| over the embankment and lying on its
side. I did not see it go over the em-
bankment or see it turn over, nor did
I see any of the other cars turn over.
but they were all lying down on their
side when I took notice of them. When
I left the baggage car I went over the
embankment myself, to the second-
clags car, as I knew a lady passenger
who was on board it, and I went to
see if any assistance was required by
the passengers on that car. . I first saw
a soldier who semed to be il trouble
outside the car at the rear end, who
seemed to be caught there between the
car and a tree stump. ‘I don’t know
his name. I went to him and called
another soldier who was néar by and
we got him clear from the tree which
seemed to bind him. As it happened
that man was not injured. As the
soldiers on board the car were ren-
dering all the assistance required, I
went to the dining car. As I passed
through the dining car to the baggage
car, I did not notice any passengei‘s
standing on the platform of any of
the cars. There might have been
passengers standing outside, but I

the

course

cannot recall or remember if there
were or not. The only thing re-
maining on/ the road bed was the
leading truck of the second class car.
It was off the rails and standing on
the ties. Two side wheels of the
truck were between the rails and the
other side wheels were outside the
rails. I don’t remember now whether
the outside wheels were on the low-
er or upper side of the track. I did
not take much notice of the truck. I
noticed the ties were all hove to-
gether. I saw the marks of the
wheels on the ties for two or three
yards. The marks that I took notice
of were on the inside of the upper
rail. I did net see any marks made
by the other wheels. In the mean-
time I had gone to the dining car to
report myself to the steward, as I
had left the dining car just before
the accident, and then I helped to put
out the fire in the dining car which
was caused by the stove. I then as-
sisted in moving the luggage up to
the house which stood by the track,
and generally helped to do anything
that was wanting to be done for the
passengers. I stood by the dining
car all that night. The section men
arrived that night and immediately
began 4o repair the track. The next
morning Mr. Moore and I walked to
Curling. I joined the express ser-
vice about the first of July and have
been working with the Company
since ‘then.

Beatty’s ‘Signal.

The signal made by Admiral Beatty,
commanding the Grand Fleet, on
November 21st, after the German fleet
bad surrendered at Scapa Flow, Scot-
jand, sealing the great ceremonial
which ended in the lowering of the
German Flag was as follows:

“The German Flag is to be
hauled down at 3.57, and is not
to be hoisted again without per-
mission.”

The signal made by Sir Roger
Keyes in charge of the blocking
operations whereby on St. George’s
Ddy, April 23, the enemy ports of
Zeeb =2 and Ostend -were bottled
up by the sinking of the old battle-
ship Vindictive and other vessels, was
«gt. George for Merry England.”

Both these signals will go down in
history side by side with others of
Naval fame and like terseness, the
most dramatic one of all being that
of Nelson’s at Trafalgar, October 21st,
1805. But Beatty’s signal had a great-
er significance than even that of the
great Admiral. Nelson’s was an in-
spiration to his rhen, and the victory
off Cadiz was the result. Beatty’s,
spelled, signed and sealed the com-
plete downfall and submission of the
naval power of Germany. Nelson’s
signal was made prior to baittle.
Beatty’s was made, not after the
shock of fighting squadrons and in
the moment of the colours of the en-
emy fluttering down, but following
the handing over, without a shot be-
ing fired, of the complete ensemble
of ships which made up the battle
forces of Germany on the sea. Such
a spectacle, as we have before stated,
has no historical parallel. Never,
gince naval history first began, has
there been a record of surrender on
a par with that of Germany’s fleet.
And what does the capitulation de-
note, if not the one great fact in con-
nection with the defeat of the Ger-
mans—the might and power of the
British Nnvy.' The Boston Transcript
says “it is the token of the failure of
that relentlessness, that sublimation
of frightfulness, that cruel super-
efficiency upon which the Teutonic
genius depended to break the power
pf England, to paralyse the effort of
America and to win the war. The
submarine surrender typifies the fail-
ure of this dark and treacherous
means of warfare. It bids farewell
to the survival of mediaeval brutality
under the mask of the ultimate re-
sources of civilization. It is the beast
of super-barbarism, disguised be-
neath modern mechanical invention
and skill, bowing its head before a
nobis and manlier conception of war-
fare. The British Navy has been a
prime agency in the winning of the
war. It has made possible the pro-
visioning of France and Britain, and
the military assistance of America.
[t shut Germany in upon herself and
n upon disaster. The British Navy
nas been . . . . the chief instrument
‘n the defeat of the Central Empires.
(t has its triumph to-day (Nov. 21)
ind the whole free world will rejoice
with it, and this tridumph carries with
# no threat against the future free-
Iym of the seas.”

This tribute, this fine generous
ippreciation of the British Navy will
¢ read with 'interest by every son
of the Empire, with a thrill of pride
n the achievement of the Senior Ser-
rice, which numbers in its ship lists

St. Andrew.

St. Andrew the Apostle, and Patron
Saint of Scotland, whose festival is
celebrated to-day, was born at Beth-
saida in Galilee, and was own hrother
to Simon Peter. He had been a dis-
ciple of John the Baptist, and follow-
ed Jesus upon the testimony given
him by the Baptist. “One of the two
which heard John speak and follow-
ed him, was Andrew, Simon Peter’s
brother” (John 1: 40). Andrew pre-
sented to Jesus, Simon Peter, and af-
ter passing a day with Christ, they
went to the marriage feast at Cana,
afterwards returning to their
nary occupation of fishermen. Some
months after this Jesus met them,
during their fishing, and called them,
saying “Follow me and I will make
you fishers of men. And they
straightway left their nets and fol-
lowed him.” (Matthew IV.: 19,20).
Thus Andrew was the first disciple.

. Tradition assigns the field of St. An-

drew’s ministry to Scythia, Greece
and Thrace, and he is said to have
suffered crucifixion at Patrae (Patras)
one of the twelve cities of Achaia, on
a cross of the form of the letter X
(Crux decussata), now commonly
known as St. Andrew’s Cross. His
relics were afterwards removed from
Patrae to Constantinople. St. An-
drew as well as being the patronal
saint of Scotland, is held in high es-
teem in Russia, it being held that he
evangelised that country, and a Rus-
sian order of chivalry to commemor-
ate his name, known as the Order of
St. Andrew, was founded in 1698 by
Peter the Great. "This order is one
of the highest of Russia’s decorations,
and was bestowed only on members
and generals who already held other
important orders. The St. Andrew’s
Cross is a diagonal cross of saltire,
white on a blue ground, and formed
the Scottish national flag from an
early date. On the union with Eng-
land (1707) it was incorporated with
the Cross of St. George, and on the
union with Ireland (1801) with the
Cross of St. Patrick. The Scottish
Order of the Thistle is also called
St. Andrew.

Octogenarian
Clergyman.

REV. H. P. COWPERTHWAITE.

Rev. Humphrey Pickafd Cowperth-
waite, B.A.,, M.A,, DM, celebrates
his 80th birthday to-day, having been
born in Sheffield, N.B., Nov. 30, 1838.
Thus, he( is t oldest Methodist
minister ‘\in ewfoundland at the
present ti Rev. Mr. Cowperth-
waite graduated in Arts at Sackville
College in 1867, and or July 19th,
of the same year, married Miss An-
nie S. Buchanan, of Glasgow, Scot-
land. Miss Buchanan was the young-
est daughter of Wm. Buchanan, edi-
tor of the “Practical Mechanics’ and
Engineers’ Magazine,” and for some
time lecturer on Geology in the Glas-
gow pniversity. She died’ in August,
1908, much regretted by a large cir-
cle of genuine friends. In- 1890, Mr.
Cowperthwaite came to St. John's,
and was appointed to Gower Street
Church, his tenure of cffice lasting
three years. His next church was
George Street, which he occupied
until '96. From then until 1899 he
was in Carbonear, after which he
took over Gower Street again until
1903. From then until ’07, he very
successfully conducted Cochrane St.
Church, when he went to Hr. Grace
for a year. He was a supernumerary
from 1908 to '10. In 1911 he was in
Gower St. Church for almost a year,
and since then has taken services to
help out. Before coming to this
country, Mr. Cowperthwaite was a
minister in New Brunswick for ten
years; 14 in Prince Edward Island,
and five in Nova Scotia, which, com-
bined with 28 years’ faithful service
in this country, totals 57 years’ ser-
vice to his Master. He has been a
minister of the gospel for the longest
peried of any in St. John’s. Rev. Dr.
Cowperthwaite’'s father was Hugh
Cowperthwaite, his mother, Elizabeth
Ann Hunter, of Scotch descent. His
grandfather on his father’s side was
a United Empire Loyalist, and came
from New Jersey to New Brunswick
in 1783. His great-grandfather was
an officer in the British army, during

the American revolutionary war of |

independence. He has three children
living: one daughter, Mrs. W. S.
Mareh, trained nurse at Boston; two
sons, Dr. Hunter C., of St. John’s, and
Dr. Walter C,, of Sydney, N.S. The

Erzberger has always been used as
a willing instrument of German au-
thotities in all moods, varied accord-
ing to expediency, and he is now ex-
ercising his ingenuity to convince
Germany’s enemies that the old spirit
is departed, giving placc to a new
one by which he hopes tc create the
impression that it so approaches to
the Allied demands that Germany may
escape some of her - just retribution
for all horrors she has imposed on the
world. He concludes his confession
of faith in the following terms:

“The opinions which I have ex-
pressed are the same as I have long
held and defended when as member
of the Reichstag, merely I opposed the
regime which has disappeared and I
repeatedly voiced these opinions in
my writings and speeches so that it
;la not under any outside pressure or
| for any other reason that I have be-
come a convert to these views. It
goes without saying thac I would not
have thought of joining the present
Government were I not convinced that
it shares my views.”

This self-righteous claim deserves
examination. Erzberger’s memory is
short and convenient. Erzberger, who
to-day poses as the apostle of recon-
ciliation, formerly professed all the
«worst principles of Prussianism
| which the Allies are determined to de-
stroy. In an article contributed to
“The Tag” early in the war, Erzberger
gave expression to the following sen-
timents:

‘“War must of necessity be a hard
and rough instrument. It must be
waged as pitilessly as poss_ible, and
that after all is the most humane prin-
ciple. If we would discover a means
of annihilating London in its entirety
that would be more humane than to
allow a single German to bleed on the
field of battle, since such annihilation
would lead to a prompt peace. Let
Britain send German submarines f{o
the bottom! Rather let our submar-
ines'send British ships to the bottom.
Let our underwater monsters of the
deep harty the commerce and naviga-
tion of Britain both day and night.

Thus spoke Erzberger when victory
was expected. It is the very essence
of Prussianism in its worst form. It
contains every article in its creed, and
now when Erzberger and his asso-
ciates—still condoning the practice
of these principles on sea and land—
seeking “the compassion” of Britain
and her Allies, Erzberger tries to as-
sure the world that Germany’s heart
is changed, that her one anxiety is to
help make the horrors of war impossi-
ble in future, and that he has always
hated militarism.

An American
Memorial.

(From the Westminster Gazette.)

The monument to the first American
soldiers killed on French soil, which
was inaugurated after a moving
speech the other day by Mr. Sharp, the
United States Ambassador in Paris, is
zsituated close to the ruined village
of Bath¢lemont, near Luneville. I was
shown the design, by M. Louis Major-
elle, some months ago. It is a Lor-
raine cross—a cross with double arms
carved on the face of an obelisk of
Vosges granite. The upper arm bears
the word “France” and the lower
“Etats-Unis,” and there is a long
inscription in French concluding with
the following passage: “As noble
sons of this great and proud nation,
they fought for right, liberty, and
civilization against German Imperial-
ism, the scourge of humanity. They
fell on the field of honor.” The three
names inscribed on the memorial have
a distinct historic interest. They are
those of Corporal James B. Gresham,
Private Thomas F. Enright, and Pri-
vate Merle D. Hay, all of F Company,
16th Infantry Regiment. All three
were killed on November '30th, 1917,

~Airor Raﬂ?

An experienced railwayman, writ-
ing in the “Railway Magazine,” gives
some convincing reasons for his aopin-
ion that aerial travel is mot likely to
take the place of railways in the fu-
ture. ” '

“The first consideration,” he writes,
“s speed. “For the sake of argument,
let us suppose an average of ninety
miles an hour, and a passenger-mail
(aerial) service from London to Glas-
gow. The distance, 400 miles, would
be. covered in four and g half hqurs.

“But the passenger would first have
to travel at least five miles to an aero-
drome on the outskirts of London.
For this he would have to allow forty-
five minutes. Similarly, forty-five
minutes would have to be added at
the other end. This would bring the
time to six hours. If a <thirty-mile
wind' were' blowing behind the ma-
o&ne. the speed would be 120 miles
an hour, and.the journey time re-
duced one hour; but if this wind were
against the machine, the speed would
be sixty miles an hour, and the time
increased two hours. On the other
hand, if you travel by train, the jour-
ney is made in eight hours, with lit-
tle time \added at either end because
the stations are centrally located.

“As to comfort, it is doubtful if that
of a first class carriage could be
equalled on an aeroplane. Then, hav-
ing a meal, such as you do on a train
and thereby saving time, would be
out of the question on a heavier-
than-air machine. And it is obvious
a passenger could not be conveyed by
air at anything approaching the first-
class railway fare. —

“Then, aerial post. I presume
something like 1s. would be charged
for a letter, which, perhaps would
beat the train by two hours, and the
time saved by sorting mail en route,
as in postal vans, would be lost. If,
however, 1s. is to be spent, why not
send a telegram?

“In winter there are many days
when flying would be impossible. Fog
may delay trains, but it prevents fly-
ing altogether.”

We have heen called the “cuffs and
collar brigade.”

What irony, when the men who
handle thousands of pounds behind
the bank counter each day find a dif-
ficulty in paying their laundry bills!

To keep an outwardly respectable
appearance is the Bank clerk’s con-
stant won-y, while the dream of ‘a
comfortable home of his own must
remain a dream; unless he is capable
and lucky enough to drop into a man-
agerial position, or he has an inde-
pendent income which ekes out his
inadequate pay sufficiently to satisfy
the bank managers that he can afford
to keep a wife.

Hopelessly Poor Pay.

Many -bank clerks never marry be-
cause they cannot afford to do so.
Usually the bank clerk commences at
£50 a year at eighteen years of age,
and rises at the rate of £10 a year
until he is thrity, when he earns
£170 a year.

A bank usually frobids. its em-
ployees to marry until they are in
receipt of about*£175 a year.

Thus, there are two alternatives for
the bank clerk who has no sources
of #ncome other than his bank pay—
enforced celibacy until he is well over
thirty years of age, or—if his bank
permits it—married life on a hope-
lessly inadequate income.

There are scores of men over fifty

banks, or managers of small country
branches, whose salaries do not ex-
ceed £250 a year to-day. There are
branch managers with twenty-five
years’. experiences today earning but
£300 a year. Many,are without pri-
vate means and have families to
maintain. In normal times it would
be a struggle for a man with this in-
come to keep his head above water
and live up to his position. To-day
it is a worse struggle even with the
bonuses, which, after all, only meet
a very small percentage of the extra
cost of living.
“Prussianism” in Banks.

In spite of increase of salary and
war bonuses, bank clerks are rela-
tively worse off than before the war,
and there is a danger thet this may
become a permanent condition. That
is why they have felt the necessity
of forming an organization to pro-
tect their interests and, by obtaining
better conditions, to remove the mar-
i riage handicap.

The World’s Work Done by Water.

Britain owes her industrial position
to her supply of good black coal; she
may lose it by failing to take advant-
age of her “white coal.”

A typical instance of this wonderful
driving force is supplied by the har-
nessing of the Puyallup River at the
Puget' Sound power-station. The riv-
er rises in the Rocky Mountains from
a glacier 14,000 feet above the Pacific.

A flume ten miles long and eight
feet square carries the water over the
power-station, and eight steel pipes,
falled penstocks, 6 feet wide at the

»p and 3 feet at the bottom, cudden-

iy drop this water 1,730 feet or to the
mighty dynamos.
Power From Niagara.

And what does all this do? It lights
and heats the cities of Seattle and Ta-
coma and practically iruns every
wheel in every workshop and mine,

Besides Puget Sound there are in the
Rockies dozens of power-stations now
established, and the wires that stretch
from them, carrying giant strangth
from the roaring penstocks.to hun-
dreds of factories and :mines, pass
from post to post, sometimes making
spasms of 2,000 feet across prodigious
gorges.

One of the first waterfalls to be thus
utilized as a source of driving power
was Niagara itself. Although but a
hundredth’ part or less of the stupend-
ous power of the falls is harnessed, yet
it does the work of 4,000,000 horses,
providing light, heat and power to cit-
jes like Buffalo and Longport, and a
hundred other townships in a radius
of 150 miles.

Minneapolis and St. Paul, the great-
est flour-milling centres in the world,
have raised the old mill-wheel of the
countryside to its highest power by
harnessing the upper waters cf the
Mississippi. The Falls of St. An-
thony account for these twin towas
and are the source of all their power.

Water Instead of Coal.

and tens of thousands -of looms and
spinning frames in Fall River, Man-
chester, Lowell, Lewison, and other
New England towns are run by
water-power generating electrizity.

deep.

It would be a queer turn of for-
tnne’s wheel if countries like Norway
and Switzerland were to become the
manufacturing centres of Europe.
Yet stranger things have happened;
Sussex was once the centre of the
British iron trade. Electric lighting
is almost universal in Norway by rea-
son of its countless waterfalls; the
smallest villages in Switzerland are
similarly blessed, whilst the large
town of Geneva has harnessed the
Rhone to provide power for tramways,
factories, and lighting.

In South Australia there is a won-
It is a huge
, | depression in the earth which fills up
in the winter months. In the sum-
mer the water quickly evaporates,
_|leaving a thick deposit of puve salt.
Seen from a distance the surface of
.|the lake has all the appearance of
being covered with a sheet of ice.

The salt is so thick and strong that
men and even carts and ploughs can
traverse it with perfect safety. Yet
below the crust there is a consider-
able body of sluggish water.

After the rays of the summer sun
have played their part, the salt is
gathered. This is a simple operation,
the salt being raked into heaps, mak-
ing pyramids that are a striking fea-
ture of the landscape. The salt is
then shovelled into cars and conveyed
to various works to undergo the pro-
cess of refining.

Gathering the salt is trying work
on account of the great heat and the
‘dazzling reflection, and it is often
necessary for the workers to wear
coloured glasses to protect their eyes.
After the loose salt has been col-
lected from the surface a plough is
run over it, when another harvest of
the valuable material can be reaped:
The yield of salt from this strange
lake amounts to several thousand tons
@ year, and it is amongst the finest ob-
tainable. The lake is several tquare
miles in area and is naturally a very
valuable property.

Three
days out of every seven he also gets
a small portion of the so-cdlled “M.
and V.” ration, which is meat and
vegetables, cooked and canned. Four
days out of seven; instead of 'the M.
and V. ration, he gets a similar por-
tion of canned pork and beans.; There
is also an allowance of four ounces
of bacon, which is served at break-
fast.

Bread is a very 1mportant iteny, The
regular daily allowance is“one po&nd-
of fresh bread or ten ounces of bis-
cuit,  Usually the bread ration.is 8o
arranged as to include 75 per cent.

'_rl_r'xeat, of some kind, bread-and-jam for
breakfast, while at lunch he has stew
or “bully beef,” potatoes, vegetables,
and always a dessert, more often a
pudding of some kind. His ~evening
meaj comes under the head of “tea,”
and includes cold meat, bread .and
jam. In the trenches supper is al-
ways hot. At all meals he has' his
option of tea or coffee. These are the
standard menus, subject always to
amendment by reason of the system
of substitution that I have mentioned.

Now, if the “Field” and “L. of C.”
rations were the only food issues: the
task of provision would be compara-
tively easy. But the British Armies
in France to-day are such a cosnio-
politan assemblage that the matter
of diet is as complicated as that of a
World Food Congress, recruited from
all the nations of the universe.. It
results from the fact that when Brit-
ain sent out her trumpet-call through-
out the Empire, all the peoples of her
dominions came flocking to the stand-
ard. They represent every race un-
der the British flag, and this means
that white, brown,. yellow and black
men are geared up to the Great Cause.

You have a conflict of religion,
taste, habit, and custom, and every
one of these eccentrticities, born of
climate, temperament, and -#radition,
must be met and appeased. Hence a
separate and distinct ration is issued
to every one of these foreign groups.

The meat for the East India troops
