Medical School Doctors Report Sur- 

prising Success.

New York, June 23.—No more pain 
and no more cripples because of 
rheumatism Is a possibility of the fu­
ture, judging from the results obtain­
ed In the last four years from an en­
tirely new method of treatment of 
the disease at the clinic of New York 
University medical school. This treat­
ment consists of serum Injections ad­
ministered twice a week.

More than 5,000 cases have been 
handled with 80 per cent. Improved 
to a point Just this side of what can 
he termed a positive cute, according 
to a statement from the school to­
day. Many of the patients, however, 
have reached the point of calling It a 
cure because they no longer suffer 
pain and the conditions which hin­
dered or prevented their movements 
have entirely disappeared.

The serum used Is a graduated ser­
ies of streptococcus viridans which 
the doctors in the clinic acknowledge 
to be the underlying cause of rheu­
matism. A small amount of the ser­
um Is used at the beginning and 
gradually built up to a comparatively 
huge dose. At least 20 treatments 
are administered and the immediate 
results are astonishing in some cases. 
One man who was brought to the 
clinic two weeks ago could not walk 
a step and recently he hopped off 
the floor with both feet. The im­
provement followed four doses of the 
serum.'

The doctors In charge of the clinic 
regard his reaction as an unusually 
quick one and due to his particularly 
body acceptance of the serum. Other 
patients show an equally great im­
provement, but after a longer period 
of treatment.

Chronic sufferers from rheumatism 
or “multiple infection arthritis,” as 
medical science calls the disease, 
have heretofore received various 
kinds of treatment, ranging from 
baking the affected part and many 
forms of massage, to the home rem 
edy of rubbing with snake oil.

House-Fly Does
Wonderful Feats.

BEATS THE BUST BEE IN WING 
MOVEMENTS.

When a man walks four miles in an 
hour, he takes about 1,760 paces in 
fifteen minutes, or nearly a hundred 
and twenty a minute.

If this walk were quickened to a 
run, a thousand paces would be taken 
in five minutes. Sprinting, the rate 
might be raised to nearly three hun­
dred paces a minute.

But if a human being could move 
his legs as fast as the ordinary house­
fly moves his wings, the pace would 
rise from three hundred paces per 
minute to 19,000, and the ground would 
simply be dashed over! Supposing 
that you stride a yard in walking, you 
would cover 19,000 yards, or more 
than eleven miles, In a minute.

If we had the quickness of muscu­
lar movement possessed by the fly we 
would indeed be wonderful athletes. 
This insect is able to move its wings 
at the rate of three hundred and thirty 
beats to the second. He is busier in 
wing-beat than the bee, tor the latter 
has a wing-beat of only one hundred 
and ninety to the seconds—Tit-Bits.

NEW YORK. June 88—The ex­
pedition to the Galapagos Islands, 
headed by Prof. Wm. Beebe, curator 
et the New York Zoological society, 
has returned with a wealth ot ma­
terial.

The yacht Norma which carried 
the expedition brought many rare 
specimens of animal life, Including 
a giant tortoise of the species which 
attains a weight of 400 pounds and 
lives for hundreds ot years. These 
tortoises are practically extinct The 
cargo also will Include giant land and 
marine 1 Isard s which are peculiar to 
the Galapagos, and live flightless cor­
morants and penguins which hereto­
fore have only been found In Arctic 
regions.

The expedition also found evidence 
that buccaneers had landed on these 
remote Islands generations ago, for 
the members found numberless wild 
dogs, wild hogs, wild cattle, wild 
cat# and wild goats. The zoological 
life, however, still belongs to the age 
of reptiles. The expedition found the 
birds, seals and reptiles tame. Ap­
parently they considered man just 
another species of animal life and 
showed no fear whatever.

The Galapagos Islands are of vol­
canic origin and are about 600 miles 
west ot the coast of Ecuador. They 
extend about 200 miles, comprising 
fifteen Islands directly under the 
Equator. The climate on the south 
coast is tempered by a cold current 
from the Antarctic Sea which causes 
the water on this side of the moun­
tain a temperature ot about 60 de­
grees, while on the north side the 
temperature of the water Is 80 de­
grees.

Only one ot the Islands Is Inhabit­
ed, and the rest show practically no 
lnluence of man and are still In their 
natural state.

But apart from the pleasurable 
sense of freedom royal personages 
can enjoy when emancipated from 
the trammels of their high position, 
it is only by concealing their identity 
that they can make themselves ac­
quainted with many phases of life 
with which it is necessary for them 
to be familiar.

Queen Mary, for example, has visit­
ed fctm time to time the poorest 
quarters of London and many other 
English cities in the guise of a dis­
trict visitor, her guide on several oc­
casions being the Bishop of London.

Pages might be filled with her ex­
periences in the poor quarters of 
London. A Clergyman who has work­
ed for many years in the East-end re­
marked recently that thfere were few 
district visitors who knew the poor 
quarters of London better than Queen 
Mary, and the number or persons she 
had aided in their distress will never 
be known outside the few through 
whom Her Majesty carries on these 
charitable works. x

The King has had many interesting 
adventures in disguise. On one oc­
casion he spent a whole day at the 
London Hospital as a medical stu­
dent, a fact that only became known 
to the hospital authorities several 
years later.

He has spent the best part of a 
night in a busy railway goods clear­
ing yard, and has often listened to 
trials at the Old Bailey in the public 
gallery.

On one occasion, as the King was 
coming out of court, a boy standing 
near him shouted out to his compan­
ion, "Why, I’m blowed if that gent 
ain’t the Prince of Wales!”

"Run and tell the gent that,’’ ex­
claimed his companion, “an ’e’ll give 
yer ’art a crown.”

But the Prince, as he was then, tad 
driven off before the boy could reach 
him.

The King and Queen have often 
travelled abroad incognito, usually as 
the Earl and Countess of Chester.

On one occasion a rather amusing 
experience awaited them. A suite of 
rooms at a hotel had been engaged 
for them, but by some error the 
rooms were booked in the names of 
Mr. and Mrs. Chester.

Curiously enough (writes R. C. 
Reed in the Daily Express,) the pro­
prietor of the hotel had patrons of 
that name who were very well-to-do 
and he concluded that they were the 
people who had engaged the rooms.

When their Majesties, with whose 
identity he was quite familiar, arriv­
ed, he rushed forward in despair to 
inform a member of their suite that 
he had no rooms available; but a lit­
tle explanation soon put the pro­
prietor at his ease, and the names in 
his register were quickly altered.
