A City of 7,000 Inhabitants Destroy­
ed by Floods and Whirlwinds.

Mazatlan, Nov. 5, 1868.
The city of Alamos, situated in the 

southern portion of the State of Sonora, 
has been swept out of existence by a vis­
itation of nature—-namely, a combined 
attack of the two great furies, wind and 
water. The terrible event occurred dur­
ing the great sea storm lasting from the 
16th to the 18th ult. From private let­
ters received in this city we translate the 
following accounts ot the destruction and 
loss of life :—

We have endured awful suffering. 
Torrents of rain for forty-eight hours in­
undated the city during the greater part 
of the 16th and 17th, followed by another 
torrent of forty-eight hours, so that the 
houses not in the immediate way of 
being swept off by the force of the swol­
len floods were crushed in by the enor­
mous quantity and the strength of the 
rain falling upon them.

They gave him a 
receipt for the notes, and this is most 
likely the document which has been 
found. We believe he was at one time 
well to do, hut his declining years have 
been somewhat embittered by family 
troubles. As enquiry was being made 
about him this morning it is probable the 
body will be claimed by some of his 
friends.

nishea air to a full-armoured submarine 
diver, who walks along the river bottom 
in the same line which the boat takes on 
the surface. When the party leaves the 
shore, note is made of the character 
of the soil at the water’s edge, and 
as the diver walks along the bottom 
of the rix-er, it is his duty to examine the 
nature of its material, and at every 
change in the same he signals the men in 
the boat, who raise him to the surface of 
the river. A note is made of the nature 
of the change, and the boat is stopped 
while a signal is hoisted, so that the ob­
server on shore may determine its posi­
tion.

Madison, Indiana, Dec. 5.—The follow­
ing are the particulars of the steamboat 
collision at Kay's Landing, two miles
above Warsaw, on the Ohio River:_
When the America struck the United 
States, the latter was so cut that she sank 
in two minutes. Tho United States had 
a quantity of petroleum on board, which 
took fire and wrapped both boats in 
fiâmes.
