Arrival of the 8loop Eagle—Abundance of the
Finest Fish in the Pacific.

Mr. H. Helygesen's aloop Eagle arrived
from- Rivers Inlet yesterday, where Mr.
Helgesen has been fishing for salmon dur-
ing the summer. Ahbout six hundred bar-
rels of salmon were secured ‘and salted.
During the-month: of May four weeks
were spent at Queen Charlotte Islands,
prospecting, trading, and exploring for
the black cod banks. In two days’ fishing
five or six barrels of hlack cod, (the finest
fish'in’ the ‘Pacific) were" se . “The
‘weather was yery rough; and the fishing
was done in a canve, n 260 fathoms of
water. The cod banks were located with-
out difficalty, and the fish were" found to
bevery plentiful.  Mr, ‘Helgesen is of
opinion thata very profitable business can
be done in deep sea ﬁchiug when the prop-
er appliances are used. .He was only pro-
vided with' ecting apparatus, and ‘of
course could not cirry on the business as
it should in order to obtain the best results.
