(Special Correspondence of the Colonist. New York, April 6.—A World dis­
patch from London says : “The positive 
statement came to your correspondent 
from a leading financier of the city (the 
money-making part of London) that 
England has concluded a treaty of alli­
ance with Spain. His final message was : 
‘ Within tefi days Europe will be startl­
ed with the official announcement of this 
fact.’ I quoted to my informant the 
statement in the New York 
reaching me yesterday, that the Wash­
ington government had received a semi­
official intimation from the British min­
istry that England would approve of the 
recognition by the United States of Cu­
ban belligerency.

“His reply was that exactly The con­
trary is the case ; that in the first place 
the Salisbury ministry is disposed to do 
anything it can, with safety and in 
reason, to check the pretensions of the 
American government to interfere in 
either West Indian or South American 
affairs, particularly in the West Indies, 
where Great Britain herself has most 
interests ; and that, secondly, Spain by 
this treaty baa made important conces­
sions to England, in return for more or 
less active support of Spain in her 
flict with the Cuban rebels.

“ I can furnish no further details of 
this alleged treaty than that, according 
to my informant, it will include giving 
to Great Britain the right to harbor and 
refit her fleets in the Mediterranean 
ports of Spain. The harbor of Carta- 
genia is one of the finest on the Mediter­
ranean and would shelter the entire 
British navy. The importance of an 
Anglo-Spanish alliance to Great Britain 
is obvious. Neither Gibraltar nor 
Malta—England’s only two ports on the 
Mediterranean—is capable of either har­
boring or refitting a fleet ; bpt with both 
the Italian and Spanish ports 
thrown open to the British navy, 
the French fleet at Toulon won Id 
be at England’s mercy and Russia could 
hardly make a junction from the Black 
Sea with the ships of her French ally. 
Such are the apparent reasons why 
Great Britain should wish to make an 
alliance as above indicated. It would, 
moreover, leave her in safe possession of 
Gibraltar* Time alone- (my informant 
says less than a fortnight) can show if 
the statement above is founded on actual 
facts. I would not cable it to the World 
had I not very great confidence in my 
authority and in his unquestioned op­
portunity to know the facts if they have 
extended beyond the Foreign Office to 
the money centres of the British Em­
pire.”

streams tumbling down the mountains 
towards the river, 
cleared the trail along the shortest of 
these streams and called it Trail creek, 
the other they called Sheep creek. The 
hill which may be said to be the 
source of both creeks they called Red 
mountain. From Red mountain to the 
Columbia is about five miles in a direct- 
line, but the creek itself meanders so 
that it must be twelve miles long. A 
railroad is now in process of construc­
tion from the Columbia, to Red moun­
tain, and, owing to the elevation it has 
to climb, that railroad has a course so 
tortuous that it has to run fourteen 
miles to cover a space of five.

Those builders of the Dewdney trail 
were the first white men that ever 
waked the echoes of those hills and 
mountains. Prior to that Nature or 
the Indian reigned supreme in these 
mountain fàstnesses. Perchance an ad­
venturous hunter or a trapper 
may have penetrated these wilds, but 
it seems as if the densely wooded 
glens and valleys and the forest-clad 
slopes and mountains must have been 
impenetrable to all save the savage 
beast or the still more savage men. To 
the trail builders this deep valley must 
have been a glorious sight, with its 
mountain torrent clearing its way to the 
broad Columbia, with its dense forests 
and pine-clad hills and mountains, and 
above all a glorious sky, bluer than that 
of sunny Italy ; but far more varied and 
fickle in its moods.

These first visitors left hardly a trace, 
save a narrow trail and a name for the 
creek. They must have noticed a pecul­
iar mineral formation here, for they 
called Red mountain from it, and un­
doubtedly they did work on a mineral 
which was located thirty years later by 
a French Canadian named Oliver Bar­
deau. He called his claim the Lily May. 
This was in 1889. In 1890 he returned 
to Trail creek with his partner, Hoover, 
and a miner named Joe Morris, who was 
employed to do assessment work on the 
Lily May. All three located the Home- 
stake, and some kind angel inspired 
Morris with the thought of locating 
claims on the side of Red mountain. He 
secured Joseph Busheway as a partner 
in these locations, and together they 
staked out the Centre Star, Le Roi, War 
Eagle, Iron Mask, Idaho and Virginia. 
It is no exaggeration to say that this 
ground covered by these locations is 
seamed and honeycombed with veins of 
the richest gold-bearing mineral ever 
yet discovered by man. That was the 
beginning of Trail Creek, and it began 
only six short years ago.

The trials and doubts and hopes and 
fears of these pioneers ot this wonderful 
camp would make as wild and thrilling 
a story as any ever penned by Balzac. 
Having located, they had to journey to 
Nelson, and for the $15 which paid the 
recording fees of the six claims they 
gave away the Le Roi to E. L. Topping. 
These pioneers were all French Cana­
dians, and Topping was the first Ameri­
can who appeared upon the scene. He 
came to see bis purchase, and he sampled 
the ore and had it assayed. Topping 
a New Yorker who began life as a saili 
and whom some chance stroke of fate 
stranded on the Pacific slope. He had 
the keen instinct of the New Yorker for 
business, and, convinced of the future 
of this district, he abandoned his Ameri­
can nationality and became a subject of 
Her Majesty, in order that he might 
locate 320 acres of desirable land at the 
junction of the Trail river with the 
Columbia. The town of Trail is now 
building, growing and booming on this 
very land. There, too, a magnificent 
matting plant is already engaged re­
ducing the ores mined in the camp, and 
so far developments have more than 
justified the expectations of 
denationalized New Yorker, 
country deserves well of Topping. 
He it was who formed the Le Roi 
company. It consisted of Judge Turner, 
Colonel Peyton, and a group of well 
known Spokane lawyers. But a mine 
is not opened up in a day, and it took 
five years of struggle, of disappoint­
ment, and almost of despair before the 
Le Roi became a dividend paying mine.
It is otherwise now. The Le Roi com­
pany is a group of happy, jubilant and 
successful men. And the mine itself, 
within the next decade, will add 
$20,000,000 to the world’s supply of gold.

At a depth of 450 feet the Re Roi has a 
vein of ore sixty feet wide. Twenty feet 
will run $100 in gold and copper to the 
ton, and forty feet of it will run $25. A 
plant is being put in which will enable 
the Le Roi to mine and ship 600 tons a 
day. The underground showing of ore 
is so great that I am informed, on the 
best authority, that when the new plant 
is completed and the developments in 
progress made the Le Roi and pay 
$150,000 amonth in dividends. And this 
property six years ago changed hands 
for $15 !

Alex. Tarbert of Butte and Oliver 
Durrant of Spokane were the next 
Americans interested in the camp. They 
bonded and then bought the Center 
Star and Idaho for $25,000. This was 
in 1892, and years of vicissitudes fol­
lowed this purchase.

About the best staying prospecting 
company in this or any other country is 
the Big Bonanza company on lower 
Lightning creek.

There are three mineral zones running 
east and west through the Trail district. 
The zone on which are the Le Roi, Josie 
and War Eagle is the central zone, and 
and in this zone there are at least seven 
or eight veins of ore. On the northern 
zone is situated the Monte Christo, St. 
Elmo Consolidated. Mountain View, 
Nevada, Jumbo, Gold Hill and Cliff, all 
of which have what in mining parlance 
is said to be earmarks of a mine. The 
Jumbo, owned by John A. Finch, one 
of the mdst successful as well as 
popular mining men of the Northwest, 
has all the appearances of being the 
greatest mine in the district. They have 
already cross-cutted through 30 feet of 
shipping ore, and they are still cutting 
in towards the foot wall in solid ore run­
ning over $50 a ton in gold.

In the southern zone the same charac­
ter of vein is found, and everywhere that 
depth and development have progressed 
sufficiently rich ore has been found. 
From.the summit of Deer Park Hill to 
the Crown Point, two and one-half miles 
to the east, there are continuous veins 
of ore traced. Of these, the Homestake, 
the Crown Point, Nest Egg, Palo Alto, 
R. E. Lee, Mayflower, Florence, Phoenix 
and Sunset are the best known. Each 
and everyone of these ought to become 
shipping mines during the coming year.

Ross Thompson came up along the 
Dewdney trail in 1890. He too had some 
kindly monitor which whispered that 
this was his promised land, and in 1892 
he homesteaded 160 acres of land.

The report of the select committee^p- 
pointed to inquire into the complaints 
made against fee waterworks contract­
ors as to their alleged unfair treatment 
of workmen, was presented to the city 
council last night. First came a short 
report signed by all three members of 
the committee, Aid. Macmillan, Humph­
rey and Cameron, recommending that 

D. Wales and W. Ferguson had re­
fused to give evidence unless witness 
fees were paid them their complaint was 
not entitled to consideration, and should 
not be entertained.

Then came a report signed by Aid.
Macmillan and Humphreys, members of 
the committee, on the complaints of W.
Payne : 1. That the citizens of Victoria 

not treated as they should be, but 
more as slaves with a cursing taskmaster 

foreman. 2. That the hours of labor 
are arranged by the contractors with the 
design of preventing workmen living in 
town, and making them board at the 
contractors’ boarding house at the lake.

The report states that sections 25, 27 
and 28 of the specifications in the con­
tract with Walkley, King & Casey es­
tablish that the instructions of the 
council in interpretation of the specifica­
tions are binding on the contractors, 
that all workmen are to be paid by the 
contractors in full in cash, without de­
ductions on any account whatever ; that 
skilled workmen are to reeèive wages as 
such, and that preference is to be given 
bv the contractors to workmen residents 
of Victoria. On February 7 tbe con­
tractors were notified by the council 
that all workmen must be allowed to 
board and lodge where they pleased ; ^f 
sufficient men could not be procured in 
the city the Mayor and Water Commis­
sioner should give the contractors per­
mission to procure labor from any avail­
able source (Chinese and Japanese 
excepted) but the contractors at 
all times must give preference 
to residents of the city. Although no 
direct statement was made on behalf "of 
the contractors that sufficient workmen 
resident in the city could not be secured 
to finish the contract within the speci­
fied time, the report of »G. E. Jorgensen 
on January 25 implied this by stating 
that “ On 26th November last a strike 
took place, on which occasion over thirty 
men left the work, and on December 14

WALTER LAURIE’S BODY.

The mystery surrounding the disap­
pearance of little Walter Laurie was 
yesterday cleared up by the finding of 
the body under Macintosh’s boat house. 
When the child was missed on February 
8, the most generally accepted theory 
was that he had been drowned by falling 
into James bay- from one of the boat 
houses. The search by the diver, 
though carried out as systematically as 
possible, was greatly hindered by the 
muddiness of the water, which readily 
accounts for the little body not having 
been discovered before. The finding 
yesterday was quite accidental. Capt. 
D. Macintosh on Monday began making 
some repairs to the floor of his beat 
house and tore up ' several boards so as 
to fix some o< the stringers beneath. 
Yesterday morning when he resumed 
work he perceived a smell of something 
decomposing in the water beneath the 
hole and probing in the mud with a 
stick brought to the surface poor little 
Walter’s trody. The features were un­
recognizable, but the blue dress, 
pink pinaiore and the other 
clothes conclusively proved the body 
to be that of the missing child. Mr. 
James Wooltock, the child’s uncle, was 
summoned and, from the clothes and 
the shape oi the head, was quite posi­
tive that it was Walter’s corpse.
•a Dr. Crompton, the coroner, held an 
inquest in the afternoon, at which C i|>'. 
Macintosh’s and Mr. Woolcock’e evi­
dence wae deemed sufficient by the jury, 
who brought in a verdict of accidental 
drowning. Capt. Macintosh stated that 
about hMf-past three on the afternoon 
of Saturday, February 8, he had seen 
the child on the float near his boat 
house and had sent him home. He had 
not seen Walter again, and the supposi­
tion is that the little one had returned 
while Macintosh was engaged 
the boat house and had fallen overboard 
from the shore side.

—If the Venezuelan-British Guiana 
boundary dispute is decided in favor of 
Venezuela, ninety-nine out of every hun­
dred Englishmen in this country will 
lose money by it and the same may be 
said of nearly every American living in 
the colony except the United States con­
sul. British Guiana is divided into 
three counties, Demerara, Berbice and 
Essequibo.

Practically all the gold fields are situ , 
ated in the Essequibo country and 
nearly all of the territory which com­
prises that country is under dispute. As 
the sugar industry has dwindled down 
to a very small factor owfng to the reduc­
tion in the price of sugar, the great 
expense of keeping the plantations from 
being flooded and the difficulty of 
getting laborer's who can stand the 
climate at a reasonable price, gold has 
become the mainstay of the colony. It 
is to gold and possibly timber in the 
future from the Essequibo country that 
the residents here have to look, and it 
may therefore be imagined that the in­
terest over the boundary dispute is very 
great. ,

While the rest of the world is looking 
upon the question as practically settled 
so far as the possibility of war, the point 
of view here is entirely different. The 
people, that is, the Englishmen 
who control everything despite ^the 
large majority of the foreign population, 
do not fear war, looking upon such a 
thing with the usual British eye, which 
sees nothing but victory for themselves. 
But they do fear arbitration above all 
things, for no matter how little of the 
Essequibo country were given to Vene­
zuela, a number of gold mines would 
pass out of British control. The meagre 
despatches received here are scanned 
most eagerly by everyone : many men 
who have their all in the gold are send­
ing their servants to the station every 
night to "read the bulletin boards rather 
than wait for the morning papers.

Under the circumstances it is not to 
be wondered at that the feeling here 
against the United States is very strong, 
and, what is more, the Americans here 
do not hesitate to blame thé Washington 
government openly. Instead of the feel­
ing diminishing it is growing with the 
delay, for until the question is decided 
any introduction of machinery to get out 
the gold will be impossible. Capitalists 
will not invest any more money in Es­
sequibo with a chanceof having the whole 
territory taken out of their hands. 
Gold there is here, and to what 
extent may be judged by the registra­
tions for the last three days and every 
bit of it was taken out bÿ placer mining, 
the day before yesterday 673 ounces, 
yesterday 308 ounces, and to-day 1,000 
ounces.

Owing to the volcanic nature of the 
country and the difficulty experienced in 
getting to the fields, long canoe trips be­
ing necessary, up to the nresent time 
mining has been very crude. Just be­
fore the dispute came about arrange­
ments were being made for in­
troducing machinery and, since all 
these things have come to a stop, it may 
easily be seen how the whole of British 
Guiana has been affected. There has 
been something less than twenty tons of 
quartz crushed in this colony since 
the beginning of the trouble. 
Thousands of dollars have been lost here 
and it is just now that the people think 
they see a prospect of getting something 
back.

London, April 7.—The ' Times pub­
lishes a dispatch from Madrid which 
says : “ The hope that Captain-General
Weyleriwould obtain some decisive ad­
vantage over the rebels before the final 
vote of the American Congress must 
now be abandoned. It is quite certain, 
however, that the Spanish nation will 
unhesitatingly refuse to accept U.8.

INSURGENT DEFEAT.ous

Havana, April 7. — The insurgents 
under Bandera recently surprised a de­
tachment of Spanish troops at night by 
advancing upon the latter’s outposts 
cheering for Spain ; but the troops, con­
sisting of the guerillas of the village of 
Consolacion and the garrison of the 
town of Del Norte soon found out the 
deception and opened fire upon the in­
surgents.

Constantinople, via Sofia, Bulgaria, 
April.7.—Rev. Geo. Knapp, one of the 
American missionaries at Bitlis, is con­
fined in jail at Diarbekir, Turkish Ar­
menia, and serious complications are 
more than likely to follow. The Turkish 
government has announced through the 
grand vizier, and through the minister 
for foreign affairs, that no news has 
been received by the Porte regarding his 
reported expulsion. It is further an­
nounced that Mr. Knapp is to be sent 
from Diarbekir to Alexandretta, on the 
Bay of Iskenderoom, opening into the 
eastern portion of the Mediterranean-, 
where he will be either shipped out of 
the country or delivered to the repre­
sentatives of the United States.

At the first intimation of the trouble 
the United States charge d'affaires 
cabled Washington for instructions, and 
it is said the U. S. squadron in the Mid- 
itefranean, consisting of the flagship 
Minneapolis, commanded by Admiral 
T. O. Selfridge, and the cruiser Marble­
head, will shortly assemble in the Gulf 
qf Iskenderoom. At the same time a 
formal protest against the treatment of 
Armenian missionaries may be made to

The U. S. charge d’affairs has obtain­
ed from the Porte assurance that the 
Vali of Aleppo has been instructed to 
protect Armenian missionaries in the 
Suedish district. The claim made by 
the friends of the American missionaries 
is that they are being perecuted by the 
Turkish authorities. On tbe other hand, 
the Turkish officials assert that Rev. 
Mr. Knapp persistently encouraged se­
ditious movements among the Armeni­
ans in spite of official warnings. Mr. 
Hampson, British eonsul at Bitlis, who 
carefully inquired into the charges 
brought against Rev. Mr. Knapp, has 
pronounced them absurd.

Ottawa, April 8.—Col. Starke, of the 
Victoria Rifles, Montreal, has been ap­
pointed commandant of the Bisley team, 
and Major Bruce, of the Grenadiers,
Toronto, is likely to be adjutant.

On Wednesday an en­
deavor wss made to float the cruiser, and 
tbe result of the combined efforts of four 
tugs and two steel hawsers worked by 
hydraulic power proved unsuccessful. 
Just when the tide had reached the 
highest the stern of the vessel was ob­
served to rise nearly two feet. Unfor­
tunately #t this moment the tugs were 
changing position, and not all the forces 
pulling simultaneously, or, it is believed, 
the great hull might have been dragged 
into tbe river. All further operations 
were at dhee suspended until the follow­
ing afternoon, when the second endeavor 
was made to release the Dido. Three 
times the vessel slipped down a few 
feet, and on a fourth occasion gave 
promise of floating entirely, but once 
more, however, the haulage power was 
inadequate to the demand, and an hour 
or so after high water the attempt was 
abandoned. The next effort is bélieved 
to have been successful.

Mr. McGregor, on motion to adopt 
the report on the municipal elections 
and electors bill, moved an amendment 
restoring the lodger franchise which had 
been eliminated in the preparation of 
the bill. He pointed out that this lodger 
franchise had passed the house unanim­
ously in 1894, before the last general 
elections, and that no complaint has 
since been made of the operation of the 
law. He thought this change which 
had been made in this bill would un­
fairly disfranchise a great many voters 
throughout the province.

Mr. Kitchen spoke against the amend­
ment proposed by Mr. McGregor, as he 
thought none but property owners 
should have a voté at municipal elec­
tions.

Mr. Forster could see no reason why 
a man paying more than $5 a month for 
a good room in a private house or a hotel 
should be forbidden the right to vote 
which is given to the man who lives in 
a shack and pays that rental.

Mr. Booth thought it better to con­
fine tb>- franchise to people who have 
houses and families.

Major Mutter could see no logic in 
refusing the franchise to a single man 
paying the requisite rent for a room, 
while the man in a small house, which 
he can leave at the end of any month, is 
allowed to vote.

Dr. Walkem supported the amend­
ment, as he thought it would preserve 
the franchise to a class much better 
qualified to vote than many dwellers in 
shacks, who would be qualified under 
tjae bill simply because of their isolation 
and paying the small sum of $5 a month 
as rental.

Mr. Helmcken also supported the 
amendment, and reminded tne house of 
the storm of indignation which had been 
raised by the proposition made last 
year to disfranchise a large class of the 
population under the bill for government 
of cities by commissioners.

Mr. Cotton pointed out that the man 
who lives in » boarding house or hotel is 
as a rule a better citizen than the one 
who lives alone in a shack, and he could 
see no reason why the latter should be 
allowed to vote and the former prohibit­
ed. The amendment does not give the 
right to vote on money by-laws, which 
properly is confined to property owners, 
but only for the election of municipal 
officers, in which everyone has an in­
terest.

INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.
Trap Shooting for the Dudgeon Cup 

—United Service Golf 
Matches.

Baltimore, April 6.—Cardinal Gib­
bons yesterday gave out the following 
appeal for arbitration instead of war, 
signed by himself and Cardinals Vaughn, 
of Westminster, and Logue, of Ireland.
The document is the result of a corres­
pondence upon the subject between 
Cardinal Gibbons and his colleagues, 
whose names are affixed to the appeal, 
and is issued on Easter Sunday because 
of the appropriateness of the day. 
appeal is as follows :

“ An appeal by the American, Irish 
and English cardinals in behalf of a 
permanent tribunal of arbitration.

“We, the undersigned cardinals, repre­
sentatives of the Prince of Peace and of 
the Catholic church in our respective 
countries, invite all who hear our voice 
to co-operate in the formation of a pub­
lic opinion which shall demand the 
establishment of a permanent tribunal 
of arbitration as a rational substitute 
among the English-speaking races for a 
resort to the bloody arbitrament of war.

“We are all aware that such a project 
is beset with practical difficulties. We 
believe they will not prove to be insuper­
able if the desire to overcome them be 
genuine and general. Such a court ex­
isted for centuries when the nations of 
Christendom were united in one faith, 
and have we not seen nations appeal to 
that same court for its judgment in our 
own dav?

“ The" establishment of a permanent 
tribunal, composed mostly of trusted 
representatives of each sovereign nation, 
with power to nominate judges and um­
pires, according to the nature of the dif­
ferences that arise, and a common ac­
ceptance of general principles defining 
and limiting jurisdiction and subject 
matter of such a tribunal, would create 
new guarantees for peace that could not 
fail to influence the whole of Christen­
dom.

“ Such an international court of arbi­
tration would form a second line of de­
fence, to be called into requisition only 
after the ordinary resources of diplomacy 
had been exhausted. It would at least 
postpone the outbreak of hostilities un­
til reason and common sense had formal­
ly pronounced their last word. This is 
a matter of which constitution and pro­
cedure must be settled by governments.

“ But, as governments are becoming 
more and more identified with the as­
pirations and moulded by the desires of 
the people, an appeal in the first in­
stance must be addressed to the people.

“ We do not hesitate on our part to 
lift up our united voice and proclaim to 
all who are accustomed to harken to our 
counsels, that it is a sign of a divine in­
fluence at work in their midst, when 
‘Nation shall not lift up sword against 
nation ; neither shall they learn war 
any more ’ (Isaiah ii:4), for it was writ­
ten of a future time ‘ Come ye and be­
hold the works of the Lord, what wond­
ers He hath done upon the earth, mak­
ing wars to cease, even to the end of the 
earth.’ (Psalms xlvi:9.)

“ Others may base their appeal upon 
motives which touch our worldly inter­
ests, your prosperity, your world-wide 
influence and authority in the affairs of 

The Catholic church recognizes 
the legitimate force of such motives and 
blesses whatever tends to the real pro­
gress and elevation of the race. But our 
main ground of appeal rests upon the 
known character and will of the Prince 
of Peace, the living founder, the divine 
head of Christendom. It was He who 
declared love for the brotherhood is a 
second command, like unto the first.
It was He who announced to the people 
the praise and reward of those who seek 
after peace and pursue it. rBlessed,’ 
said He, ‘ are the peacemakers, for they 
shall be called the children of God ’
(Matt. v:9.)

“We therefore earnestly invite all to 
unite with us in pressing their con­
victions and desires upon their respec­
tive governments, by means of petitions 
and such other measures as are consti­
tutional.

Very unpromising indeed is the pros­
pect for the present year of the seal 
hunting industry, and although there 

this season 67 vessels employed—the 
largest fleet that has ever been utilized 
—it is extremely doubtful if even last 
year’s figures will be reached. On the 
British Columbia coast the schooners 
have, owing to the boisterous weather, 
been able to utilize but very few days 
for hunting, spending weeks in shelter 
along the Vancouver island shore. Nor 
does the outlook appear more favorable 
from the Japanese side, where 16 
vessels of the Victoria fleet of 28 
have already got to work. Hunter Mc- 
Swain of the Vera, who returned on sick 
leave by the Empress of Japan yesterday 
reports not only the worst of bad weath­
er all along the Japanese coast, but adds 
that when an occasional calm has per­
mitted the sending out of the boats, the 
hunting fields are found to be practically 
deserted.

The American schooner Golden Fleece 
after working industriously for five 
weeks has only 43 seals to show for the 
time—and she is thus far a top-liner. 
Just before McSwain sailed from Japan 
a wife was received by Mr. J. Kernan, 
the Yokohama agent of this schooner, 
frofii Kinkuean, that the vessel had lost 
three of her crew, Kanaka Frank, a 
well-known Victoria "hunter and his 
twd: boatmen. They were at work in 
rough weather and werfe capsized, their 
overturned boat being- scon afterward 
recovered. The Vera 'had also lost a 
main, as mentioned by Captain J. G. 
Cox in a recent letter to his firm, Frank 
Carlson, who-not long ago left a deep­
water ship at Vancouver to try bis 
fortune as a sealer, having' been lost 
overboard during the passage to Japan. 
Seven or eight of the Victoria sealers 
are et present in hospital at Yokohama, 
and insides MéSwain of the Vera, Sailor 
Jack of the Fortuna also returned home 
by the Empress on the invalid list.

Up to the 28th ultimo just half of the 
Victoria fleet which will hunt in Jap­
anese waters had arrived on the other 
side, each having made ready for sea as 
soon as possible, and all having got away 
for the hunting fields by the 1st inst.

‘ Suggestions for settlement of Mani­
toba school question from Dominion 
commissioners for Manitoba govern­
ment :

Legislation shall be passed at the pres­
ent session of the Manitoba legislature 
to provide that in towns and villages
•here there are resident, say, twènty-,
ve Roman Catholic children of school ( 

age, and in cities where there are say 
fifty of such children, the board of trus­
tees shall arrange that such children 
shall have a school house or school room 
for their own use, where they may be 
taught by a Roman Catholic teacher ; 
and Roman Catholic parents, or guardi­
ans, say ten in number, may appeal to 
the department of education from any 
decision or neglect of the board in re­
spect of its duty under this clause, and 
the board shall observe and carry out 
all decisions and directions of the de­
partment on any silch appeal;

Provision shall be made by this legis­
lation that schools wherein the majority 
of children are Catholics shall be ex­
empted from the requirements of the 
regulations as to the religious exercises.

That text books be permitted in Cath­
olic schools such as will not offend the 
religious views of the minority, and 
which from an educational standpoint 
shall be satisfactory to the advisory 
board.

It is also claimed that Catholics should 
have assistance in the maintenance of 
a Normal school for the education of 
their teachers.

In all other respects the schools at 
which Catholics attend to be public 
schools and subject to every provision of 
the education acts for the time being in 
force in Manitoba.

must further draw your attention to the 
flagrant injustice of the present system 
which compels Roman Catholics to con­
tribute to schools to which they cannot 
conscientiously send their children, and 
we beg to submit that this fact deserves 
due weight and considération in this 
connection. It is to be further noted 
that the Roman Qatholiqs earnestly , de­
sire a complete . system of separate 
schools on which only their own money 
would be expended, a state of matters 
which would jneet the observation under 
consideration, but which you decline to 
grant. Our suggestion was to relieve 
you from the, necessity of going as far as 
tlys. It is perhaps impossible to devise 
a system that would be entirely unob­
jectionable thoretically and in the ab­
stract. We had great hope that 
what we suggested would com­
mend itself to your judgment 
a practical scheme doing reasonable 
and substantial justice to all classes, and 
securing that harmony and tranquility 
which are perhaps more than Anything 
else to be desired in a yfiimg and grow­
ing community such as is now engaged 
in the task of developing the resources 
of Manitoba.

The ground taken in your fifth objec­
tion has been touched on in the preced­
ing remarks. As to clause two of our 
memorandum, your objections could be 
met by provisions as to detail. If de­
sired the privilege of teaching religion 
could be limited to certain times in the 
schools attended by Roman Catholics. 
The point that provision should be made 
for non-Catbolic children is certainly 
well taken, and is quite in , accordance 
with our views, which were in this re­
spect imperfectly expressed in the 
orandum. Neither of the propositions 
which you make would, as it appears to 
us, remove the seise of -unjust treat­
ment existing amiSftgst the minority,nor 
would they possess the elements of per­
manency and freedom from friction in 
administration which are certainly ne­
cessary for a final and peaceable solution 
of existing difficulties.

We once more appeal to you in the 
interests of the whole, population of the 
province, indeed of the Dominion, as 
well as in the interests of the minority, 
to re-consider the decision at which you 
have arrived, and to make some pro­
posal that we could regard as.affording a 
chance of the settlement which we so 
earnestly desire. j .., v .

Mr. Laurier and hisorgan sing in Que­
bec a very different tune on the Manito­
ba school question from that which the 
Liberals sing in Ontario. In the latterpro- 
vince the Liberals find fault with the 
Government’s Remedial bill because it 
is too clerical ; in Quebec the burden of 
Mr. Laurier’s complaint is that it is not 
clerical enough. The Mail and Empire 
in a late issue says :

L’Electeur, Mr. Laurier’s principal 
organ in Quebec, furiously rages because 
the clerical school is not* contemplated 
in the remedial bill. The attitude of 
L’Electeur emphasizes the difference be­
tween the clerical schools and the 
schools as proposed. It is charged 
by Mr. Sifton that Manitoba had 
the clerical school prior to 1890— 
that is, the school in the management 
of which the priest was supreme, the 
people and the state having nothing to 
do with it. In the remedying of the 
complaint of the minority the govern­
ment places the schools under state 
control by requiring inspection and 
efficiency, and under popular control 
through giving trustees the duty of 
local management. The clerical school 
is what Manitoba abolished and voted 
against ; the school of the public school 
standard, with the Roman Catholic 
prayers substituted for the Protestant 
prayers in exclusively Roman Cathode 
districts, is what the bill provides for. 
Mr. Laurier is opposed to the bill be­
cause it does not establish or endow the 
clerical school.

THE BRITISH IN EGYPT.
THE EGYPTIAN CAMPAIGN.

A great deal has been said about the 
greed of the British for new territory 
and their unscrupulousness in seizing 
the land belonging to weak nations when 
they believe it will be of use to them. 
The British occupation of Egypt has 
been the theme of unending vilifica­
tion, principally by the French. It is 
given as an instance of downright rob­
bery, and the unfortunate Khedives, 
father and son, have been the objects of 
effusive sympathy. The French phil­
anthropists and patriots may, perhaps, 
believe that the British deserve all the 
denunciation that has for years been 
directed against them, but there are 
observers known to be impartial who 
say that the British occupation of Egypt 
has been productive of nothing but good 
to the unfortunate inhabitants of the 
country. This is what an American 
writer says about the effects of the 
British occupation of Egypt as far as its 
working classes are concerned :

“ Egypt has been the chief of Eng­
land’s latter-day successes. It is in 
Egypt that the common sense, the 
honesty of purpose, the unfailing energy 
and the administrative ability of the 
imperial Englishman have been most 
strikingly shown. Finances have been 
placed on a sound and a prosperous foot­
ing, receipts largely exceed expenditures, 
and the Government has in hand a con­
siderable sum, obtained through the suc­
cessful manipulation of the landed debt. 
It has been proposed to use this for the 
construction of a new barrage or irriga­
tion dam at Assouan, which would add 
enormously to the country’s arable area. 
The consent of the six great powers of 
Europe is, however, necessary for most 
important financial measures, and in 
this case the blind opposition of France 
to all things Anglo-Egyptian has as 
usual stood in the way. The Govern­
ment has nevertheless a large end in­
creasing portion of the revenue at its 
own disposition.

“ The agriculture of the country is in 
an equally thriving state. Egyptian 
cotton is, with the exception of our own 
small Sea Island product, the best and 
the most saleable in the market, and 
the cultivation of sugar cane yields high 
profits. Irrigation methods, on which 
the whole life of the country depends, 
have been steadily improved, and 
modern sanitary and quarantine sys­
tems introduced. Taxation is bding 
carefully equalized, and the ancient 
barbarities of corvee and kurbash, 
forced labor and the whip, have been 
done away with. The fellaheen are a 
docile, laborious folk, with little thought 
of politics. Good order, peace and un­
ceasing labor reign everywhere.”

This, according to the testimony of a 
citizen of the United States, is the way 
in which Great Britain has used her 
opportunities in Egypt, and these are 
the results. It cannot be denied that 
British occupation has been a blessing 
to the native Egyptian working classes, 
and it is very far indeed from being an 
injury to the inhabitants of the rest of 
the world.

Very little is known about the move­
ments of the troops in the Soudan. It 
is certain that the number of the troops 
under Osman Digna has been greatly 
exaggerated. It is now known that the 
dervishes do not number 100,000 or any 
thing like it. The country of the Upper 
Nile is neither rich nor populous. The 
dervishes, though brave and hardy, are 
comparatively few in numbers, and are 
really not formidable to a moderately 
large and well equipped army. Their 
strength and their mode of warfare are 
now well known to the British, and bar­
ring accidents and unforeseen contingen­
cies, the expedition against them is sure 
to succeed. The war correspondents 
of many of the newspapers are not 
friendly to Great Britain, and some of 
them cannot resist the temptation of 
attempting to create a scare. Bat we 
think they will not succeed. They have 
so ridiculously over-estimated the 
strength of Osman Digna’s army and 
the forces at his disposal that very few 
intelligent people will now place the 
slightest reliance on their statements 
and predictions. It will be observed 
that the dervishes have done very little 
indeed, so far. Kassala is still safe, and 
Suakim is apparently in no danger. It 
is not by any means likely that there 
has as yet been an encounter between 
the vanguard of the British expedition 
and the defenders of the Soudan.

UNITED STATES CONGRESS.

The action of Congress during its pres­
ent session has not raised it in the esti­
mation of intelligent and thoughtful 
United States citizens. They say that 
it has wasted time, and that what it has 
done has not been in the interests of the 
people. They maintain, in fact, that Con­
gress does not adequately represent the 
çitizens of the Republic, and is very far 
indeed from carrying out their well- 
understood wishes. Harper’s Weekly 
laments the ineffectiveness of Congress, 
and it goes so far as to say, almost in so 
many words, that the United States has 
ceased to be really a republic. Here is 
the first paragraph of its leading article 
on “Our Congress”:

“ The most painful and humiliating 
fact in connection with the present 
political condition of this country is the 
apparent helplessness of the people. 
In a republic the people are supposed to 
be sovereigns. They make the laws 
through their representatives, and ad­
minister them through their servants. 
This is the theory, and it is a theory 

i which has been sometimes put in prac-

(average citizen. But most of the time, 
Umd now more than ever before, the peo­
ple of this republic have little to do 
fvith choosing their representatives and 
servants, and less to do with the 
pnactment and administration of
the laws under which they 
live.
