AN INNOVATION IN POWDER.

New Smokeless and Noiseless Product
Test, but Proves Unsatisfactory.

Berlin, Jan. 13,—A test occurred to-
day at Vilbel, near Frankfort, of a
newly-invented smokeless and noiseless
powder. Among those present were the
French. naval attache at Berlin, the
American consul-general, Mr. Guenther,
representatives of the Russian war de-
partment and army, and a representa-
tive of .the powder works of Cologne,
Breslau. :

The inventor claimed that his powder
possessed ten times the explosive and
propelling force of ordinary smekeless
powder, at a cost of ten cents per kilo,
and that it left no residue. - The test,
however, turned out rather unsatisfac-
tory.

HORROR OFF NEWFOUNDLAND.

Great Unknown Ship a Burning Wreck
and All Hands Perishing.

St. John’s, Nfid,, Jan. 13, 1 a.m.—The
following comprises all the details regard-
ing the wreck in St. Mary’s bay that
could be obtained up to midnight:

The ship i3 a two-masted steamer of
nearly 3,000 tons, and probably carried a
crow of sixty, with possibly some passen-
gers.' She went ‘ashore before daybreak
on Thursday, striking a ledge at the foot
of the cliff, where escape was hopeless.
The crew launched the boats, but prob-
ably during the panic some were crushed
against her side, others being swamped)
all the occupants apparently perishing.

The ship was seen to be on fire by resi-
dents gix miles away. Attracted to the
scene, they found the after half of the
wreck blazing fiercely, and the fore part
under water. Kerosene in the cargo help-
ed the blaze.

At that time only three men were left
on board. ‘Two were en the bridge and
one was in the riggirg. Those on the
bridge were safe until about 2 p.m., when
they. were washed overboard and drown-
ed,” the bridge' being carried away. The
survivor soom after left .the rigging,
swam to the rocks, and twice endeavored
to get a footing. Failing in this, he made
his way. back to the rigging, where he
died of exposure during the night.

Many dead bodies are visible tosging in
the ‘surf, Two of them'thrown up in a
cove cannot be reached, owing to the
heavy sea. One is thought to be that .of
a4 woman.

Boats and other wreckage are thrown
among the rocks for miles. Yesterday
(F'riday) was more stormy than the day
before, and it was impossible to reach the
wreck, which had gone to pieces to such
an extent that it has sunk beneath the
waves. A severe gale is raging to-night,
which is likely to reduce her to frag-
ments.

The deceased was yet in the prime of use-
ful manhood, being but 36 years of age.
He was born in Drumgor, Ireland, and had
been established in business here durirg
ten years or more past, with offices in the
Five Sisters’ block. Recently he was
brought conspicuously before the pubdlic
throngh his refusal to accept a depreciated
value placed upon his professional servives
by Mr. Joseph Martin, while in the office
of the attorney-general, his action for
wages in this connection being one of the
causes celebre of Mr. Martin's incumbency
at the government buildings.

Latterly he had been largely engaged ‘n
fmportant legal and publi¢ commission r2-
porting, his last Victeria engagement being
on the sittings of the police inquiry, as a
result of which the recent changes were
brought about in the position of chief.
\Although he had not yet taken his seat in
the gallery, the late Mr. Jones was to have
represented the Vancouver News-Advertiser
during the present session of the leciclature,
Mr. Sands expecting to be relieved by him
as soon as his health would permit.

The family directly and especially bereav-
ed includes five brothers and two sisters, all
of whom will have the decper sympathy of

inroad of Death in a family upon whom af-
fliction’s hand has been laid very heavily
during the past year or two.

It had been
made by the government, and while it
could not therefore be fairly repudiated
by the house, he claimed that without
the provision as to ratification, it had
been made in defiance of the constitu-
tion. The necessity for all such con-
tracts containing a clause making them
subject to ratification by parliament had
been evidenced in the instance eof the
‘Mackenzie & Mann contracts, which
had fallen to the ground in just this
manner. He again exp! surprise
that nothing touching this curious cable
proposifion was to be found in the
speech. Again, there was neglect as to
the agricultural industry. Surely the
present government did not propose .to
neglect agriculture altogether.. Surely
they recognized its ¥mportance in a de-
gree at least, not only as a productive
but also as a political power. He did
not think that the farmers would allow
the slight to pass unrecognized, or un-
answered. Redistribution, too, was a
subject to which more extended and com-
prehensive reference certainly should
have been made. The member for South
Nanaimo in his address had devoted him-
self very largely to personalities, attack-
ing Mr. Martin and himself( Mr. Hig-
gins); and had intimated that if anyone
would demonstrate where the govern-
ment had gone back upon the principles
that it had been elected to represent, he
too would be found in opposition. - This
he. would endeavor to show the honor-
able gentleman.

Dairymen
In Session.

Annual Meeting Opened at the
Department of Agriculture
Yesterday.

Eastern and American Experts
Give Some Useful
Information.

The gixth annual meeting of the British
Columbia Dairymen’s Association opened
yesterday morning in the agricultural de-
partment of the parliament buildings.
Among those present were J. B. Anderson,
deputy minister of agriculture; R. M.
Palmer, inspector of fruit pests; E. A. Mc-
Donald, Washington; H. C. Culver, Chi-
cago; M. Freeman, publisher of Ranch and
Range, Seattle; Prof, T. F. Shutt, Domin-
ion chemist; C. Marker, superintendent of
Dominion dairies, N. W. T.; Hon. Mr. Fos-
ter, Mr. Tisdall, M.P.P., Mr. Page, Mr. W,

., s.ayward, of Metchosin, Mr. Collins, of
Salt Spring, and others.

Tue secretary read the minutes of the last
meeting, which were approved.

Mr. Page first addressed the meeting.
He regretted that a great many members
were absent on account of parliament be-
ing in session, for the farmers and dalry-
metjof this province held position second to
none if they would take more interest in
the association, They should work for
more recognition from the government. He
reported satisfactory progress, and saw that
w~ritisn Columbian dairymen would soon be
able to produce all the butter that would
be required in the province

Secretary Hadwin read a report of work
done and to be done by the association.
whe exhibits of butter last year were a
success, but butter kept for a long time in
cold storage had been proved to. be inferior
to fresh butter. The report dealt with the
advantages of sending butter to the cream-
eries rather than direct to town from the
farmg It would be necessary for the asso-
clation to take up new plans, as the edn-
cational department had been done away
with, and more energy devoted to the im:
provement of stock.

C. Marker, manager of the Dominion
creamery, spoke of his experience with cold
storage as used in the West. He recognized
that butter which had been kept in cold
storage for three of four months would
get a little off, but it would be better thau
it it was kept for the same length of time
packed, The cold storage room in general
use in Manitoba and Eastern Canada was
buillt with several thicknesses of boards
and with air spaces. Broken ice andgmit
was placed in twelve-inch galvanized ¥on
pipes, which ran through from the top of
the building. g
Mr. Kincaid stated that the cold storage
in New' Westminster was the same as the
above. He stated that they must be built
in this way to get the government bonus.
Mr. King thought that cold storage used
in this province was a total failure for
keeping butter. There were systems which
were successful, and it wounld pay promoters
1o put in one of them here. 3
Mr. Culvert said that cold storage in the
Kastern States was a great success. The
cold room should be perfectly dry.

Mr. Kincald then read a paper. He said
the farmers were not using the advantages
which the province offered to winter dairy-
ing. The farmers were inclined to make
butter at a time when it . was cheapest. This
could be r died by establishi h
-.ctories. There were two great things
against the dairyman in this province. One
was the lack of good roads, and the other
the lack of accommodation on the river
boats.

Mr.  Foster agreed with Mr. Kineaid that
i. would be a great advantage to the dairy-
;nen to have improved roads in the prov-
nce,

Mr, Sharpe stated that the consumption of
cheese in British Columbia was very smail.
The farmers see the advantage of winter
dairying and were doing more of it than
formerly.

The secretary stated that an over-supply
of butter had, been got rid of last year by
shipping to the Yukon.

Mr. Hayward said that the reason that
.ae farmers did not go In for winter daivy-
ing was because the advantages were uot
la.d before them. He did mot think that
the supply weuld ever be greater than the
demand. Better results would be got if the
cows were handled right in the first place.

Mr. Collins had experience 1n storage of
butter, but did not think that the question
was of much importance. Greater care
should be taken in the handling of the
miie. In cold storage the temperature

uaayward, who said it was to bring out
the policy of the association. All that had
been said In regard to freight rates had
veen In individual cases, and better rates
could be secured.

Mr, Freeman thought there should be'a
central school established where experi-
ments could be made. Dairying could be
ueveloped here till be ean make butter
cheaper than can be done in the Western
States.

The meeting then adjourned till 8 p.m.

On the association reassembling at 8
o’clock, there was a largely increased audi-
ence. The proceedings consisted of an
address by Prof. Shutt on chemistry in
relation to farming and dairying., First
taking up winter dairying, he said he had
watched the success of this In Ontaria.
Its advantages are extremely great. As
a rule farmers work hard at dairying dur-
.ng the three summer months, and do noth-
ing at it during the rest of the year; but
they ought to arrange otherwise, For this
purpose it is necessary to have cows come
in during the fall as well as at the spring,
thus distributing the work over the whole
twelvemonth. Labor on the farm can be
handled far more profitably if kept occupicd
s.eadily all the year round, and the condi-
tions of stock and of land would be greatly
.mproved by the adoption ef this system.
He complained that in British Columbia the
press devotes very little-attention to farm-
ing and dairying. The whole business of
agriculture, he said, is really af elabor-
ation of dairying, and is in fact a great
chemical procees. He did not wish to be
understood as saying that it was necessary
to be a chemist in order to be a successful
dairyman, The first thing to be consider-
ed in this business is the man himseif.
very many people are farmers just because
tuey have failed in everything else; but a
farmer had better be a man without arms
than without brains. Next to the man
comes the cow. A cow is wanted that will
be a good milk-making machine. The cow
 «s a machine which takes the gross articles
of food and converts them into milk and
butter fat. Logically we must go a step
wurther back to the soil itself upon which
everything depends. Therefore the proiit
of the farmer is in direct proportion to the
fertility of the soil. He then described
the process by which the elements are
taken from the soil and air and pass
through plants and animals into refined
dairy products, He referred to the ex-
haustion of lands in the Bast, saying it
was entirely unnecessary. Profitable farm-
ing requires that the soil shall be kept up
to one standard of fertility. Prof. Shutt
then dealt with the chemistry and construe-
tion of plants. In this connection he men-
tioned the two varieties of plants, one of
which takes nitrogen from the air so that
it can be returned to the seil In usabie
form; the other that which absorbs the
nitrogen from the soil. Clover 18 the only
representative of the former class, and
hence its value as a fertilizer. At the close
Prof. Shutt’s very able address, which oc-
cupled two hours In delivery, Mr. Speaker
Foster moved a vote of thanks, which was
seconded by Hon. Mr. Semlin and carried.
After a few minutes’ discussion the meet-
ing adjourned until 9 a.m. to-day, when
Prof. Marker will address the assoclation.
There will be no session this afternoon,
but there will be one in the evening.

‘DIFFICULT OPERATION.

A Victoria Dentist Distinguishes Him-
self at Portland.

Dr. A. R. Baker, formerly of this city,
has been distingnishing himself in Port-
land, where he . recently performed - a
very delicate operation. The Evening
Telegram of that city says:
“A very unusual and difficult surgical
operation was performed by Dr. A. B,
Baker at the North Pacific Dental Ool-
lege last Saturday, in which the fifth
cranial nerve, which is located in the
lower jaw, was_removed, the subject
being Sheriff Watt tien
hill county, For six years Mr. Hen-
derson has suffered from violent facial
neuralgia, and consulted many physi-
cians, all of whom told him that his only
relief would be found in an operation.
He finally decided on this course, and
came to Portland last week.
“ Saturday he was put under the in-
fluence of an anaesthetic and the jaw-
bone laid bare. The nerve canal was
drilled out for its entire length with a
burr and dental engine. The nerve in
the side of the tongue was also taken
out. 'The wound was ' dressed, and
when Mr. Henderson came out from the
influence of the anaesthetic, the neural-
gia was gone and the entire side of the
face was without feeling, there being no
sensation when pricked with a pin.
“ The operation was witnessed by a
number of the students of the dental
college. Sheriff Henderson will remain
under - his pliysician’s' care” for a few
days, when he will return to McMinn-
ville.”

This movement, it is
suggested, is‘intended as @ feint to
cover an attack upon the Boer position
on the Inhlawe mountain, which lies
south of the Tugela and about as far
east of Frere as Springfield is to the
west. This may be so, but on the other
hand it seems as though the occupation
of a crossing of the Tugela to the west
of the Boer lines is more than a mere
feint. If Buller can get a considerable
force across the river here, he may be
able to force his way north and so ren-
der the Boer positien along the river on
either side of Colenso of very little
value. He probably has a sufficient
number of men to keep the enemy busy
in front, where their heavy guns are,

Our losses at Ladysmith on the occa-
sion of the late Boer repulse were heavy,
but not as much so as at first reported.
Thirteen officers and 135 of the rank
and file were killed, and 27 officers and
242 of the rank and file wounded, in all
148 killed and 269 wounded, or a
total casualty list of 417—about half
what we were told in the first despatch.
The Boer loss is said to have been very
much greater. In this connection refer-
ence may be made to the ridiculous Pre-
toria yarn that the enemy had only four
killed in the assault. How ridiculous
this claim is will be realized when we
remember that they were repulsed.
The idea of an attack being repulsed
when only four men had been killed is
too absufd even for Boer credulity.

Col. Pilcher and his Canadians and
Queenslanders seem to have an aptitude
for reconnaissance work. They made a
quick and brilliant movement westward
as far as Douglas and captured a num-
ber of rebels, and now we find them mak-
ing a dash eastwardly into the Orange
Free State. They have yet to have a
taste of yvery serious fighting, but the
preliminary ‘work they are now doing is
the best kind of preparation for it. ‘When
our boys are called upon to meet the
enemy face to face there need be no fear
that they will not give a good account
of themselves.

The feeling on the London stock mar-
ket was buoyant, which indicates a gen-
eral opinion that we are over the worst
in South Africa. There is no doubt that
the Impenial government did not fully
appreciate the magnitnde of the under-
takisg in hand, but the public shared the
error with them. On almost every hand
we have complaints made that a strong

only a couple of months since everybod

was disposed to regard the size of the
force sent to South Africa as needlessly
great, the European press intimating that
it must be intended 'for a demonstration
in the Orient.

Our despatches report a very hopeful
feoling in Great Britain, which seems
to be attributable to the fact that Gen.
Buller has begun a flank movement. Gen.
Warren’s column is considerably to the
west of the Boer line of entrenchments,
and as the country, according to the best
available maps, appears to be open, he
may find no serious obstacle between
Potgeiter’s Drift and Dewdorp. It is an-
nounced from Pretoria that 5,000 Boers
have been sent to meet Gen. Warren, but
as they will have to meet him without
the protection of carefully prepared en-
trenchments, there need be no fear of the
resuit. Dewdorp is eight miles from
Ladysmith and must be even nearer Gen.
White's' outposts. The eountry is inter-
sected in sall directions by roads, and
the war office map shows only a few iso-
lated hills in the vicinity. It is to be as-
sumed that Dewdorp is Gen. Warren's
first objective point. ‘

What little news has been received
from Gen. French confirms the opinion
that he is a shrewd and careful com-
mander. He seems on the eve of com-
pletely outgeneralling his opponents and
achieving the first permanent success in
Cape Colony without any serious loss of
life.
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THE C. & W. SUBSIDY.

If it is correct that when a railway
company, incorporated in this province
and entitled to a subsidy under our pro-
vincial laws, as long as it is under the
jurisdiction of our provincial railway act,
ceases to be under that act when it ob-
tains a Dominion charter, and hence]
forfeits its claim to the conditional sub-
sidy, the proposal of the government to
substitute a cash subsidy for a l+nd
subsidy to the Columbia & Western is
misleading. The speech contains the
statement that the Columbia & West-
ern having completed its charter is en-
titled to a subsidy of approximately
2,500,000 acres of land. Is this state-
ment true? If it is not true the pro-
posal to give the ‘company cash in lieu
of land is in reality to give a cash sub-
sidy to a completed railway, that is not
entitled to any subsidy at all. Many
members may be quite ready to vote to
give cash in lieu of land, if the company
is, entitled to the land, who would not
be willing to' give a dollar or an acre to
a company not entitled to either. This
question must be faced soine time, and
we submit that now is the time to face it,
before the house commits -itself to a po-

THE BIGHT-HOUR LAW.

Mr. Higgins in his speech upon the
address touched upon the eight-hour law,
and expressed his surprise that the
government had not proposed dealing
with it in any way. He said that the
least that could have been done was to
propose the appointment of a royal com-
mission to examine into the working of
the law, and report upon the whole ques-
tion. We have felt for some time that
this was the best way to deal with this
important question, and if coupled with
the appointment of the Commission
tliere was a provision suspending the
operation of the law pending a report
from the commission, we believe the
diffculties between the mine owners and
the miners would automatically adjust
{hemselves, and in the end an agree-
ment would be reached as to legislation,
which would be satisfactory to all con-
cerned. The working miners of British
Columbia are as a rule reasonable men,
and so are the mine owners, and if they
could be got together with the law tem-
porarily out of the way, they would
readily reach an understanding. ‘Peace
with honor ” is possible between the con-
tending interests, if the legislature only
smooths the way.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE NORTH.

The board of trade has acted wisely
in bringing up the development of Om-
ineca for consideration. The expression
“Omineca” when used in this connec-
tion must be taken in the wide sense of
embracing the whole northern imterior
of the province, This is a subject upon
which too little has been heard recently.
When the Pritish Pacific project was
before the public very much appeared
in the press concerning this portion of

progress of the mining operations in the
valleys of Manson, Germansen and other
creeks has been all the reading public
has been told in this connectign. The con-
-sequence has been that people have got
out of the way of thinking of this por-
tion of the province as one that is adapt-
ed for settlement, and some of those
who have come lately to the Coast are
disposed to take very little stock in what
is occasionally said abont it. To such
people and to the province generally we
wish to say that ten years ago those who
looked forward to great things for Brit-
ish  Columbia based their anticipations
upén Cariboo, Ommelga and the great re-
gion lying between ‘these districts and
the Pacific. Kootenay was hardly taken
into a¢ecount. There had been some rich
placers at widely separated points in the
southern portion of the province,. but
they had been worked out, and all that
used to be said abemt that prosperous
and growing region 'was that in a few
places the excellence of the soil and the
favorable nature of the climate made it
likely that fruit growing would be a
very profitable industry. If a few people
thought otherwise, they were never able
to impress their faith upon others.
Every one then looked to the North as
the source of British Columbia’s future
greatness. Then unexpectedly Koote-
nay forged to the front, and engrossed
the attention of every one. A new popu-
lation came into the province, and when
those, who remembered about what was
known and whata was expected from the
region on the other side of the ‘Canadian
Pagcific, venturgd to express the belief
that something ought to be done to de-
velop its latent resources, these new-
comers laughed them to scorn. Yet it
is as true now as ever it was that in
Cariboo” and Omineca there are large
areas of excellent hydraulic ground, that
there are many deposits of metalliferous
ores, that there is a wide expanse of
country fit for grazing and millions of
acres of fertile farming land, where the
long days of summer make the profitable
cultivation of crops of almost every kind
possible. It is as true mow as it was
when Alexander Mackeuzie and George
Simpson explored the great Central
Plateau and its vicinity, that in that
portion of the province there may be
established ‘many - prosperous communi-
ties.

It is not mecessary ic make an argu-
ment on this point to Victoria readers,
or to go into details. A simple reminder
of what is already within their knowl-
edge will be sufficient; but it is import-
ant to point out to them the mecessity
of being on the alert so as to see that
.the highways by which the resources of’
this great region will be developed shall
be iocated so as to advance the interests
of their city. It is practically certain
that within five years a railway will be
“built into Northern British Columbia
from the Fast, and when this has been
done and traffic has been given an east-
ern trend it will be no easy matter to
divert it in this direction, no matter
what we may do. Kootenay is teaching
us lessons in this regard. Nothing is to
be gained by refusing to recognize this
fact; there is mno advantage in finding
fault with the powers that be, through
whose policy the construction of such a

Let this be followed up. The bqurd of
trade expressed its views yesterday. Let
the people express theirs in public meet-
ings. Let us go to the loskl and pro-
vincial government as men who are in
earnest, who know what we want and
mean to get it. Let us make up our
minds as to what we need, and by ener-
getic and persistent clamor make our
wishes a part of the issue of the day. Let
us not sit down supinely and say that
we are few in number and can do noth-
ing.

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DAIRYING.

1f full effect could be given to its de-
liberations, probably the proceedings of
the Dairymen’s Association, which has
been in session in an upper room in the
Parliament Building during the last two
days, would mean more to the province
than what is being transacted in the
larger chamber and by the more ambi-
tions body downstairs. What with
real estate speculation at first and min-
ing afterwards, the attention of the
people of this province has never been
directed towards its agricultural re-
sources and capabilities as it ought to
be, and of all departments of agriculture
dairying is easily of the . chief import-
ance, the more so because in a country
where mixed farming is prosecuted it
embraces all the others. Dairy pro-
duets, including milk, eream, cheese and
butter, form the most costly ‘item in
ordinary living, and it is readily de-
monstrable that whatever tends to
cheapening the cest of producing these
and improving their guality leads
directly to a reduetion in the cost of
production and improvement in the qual-
ity of ajl the other produets of mixed
farming::

The man who masters dairying appre-
ciates that farming is both a seience and
a business. He learns it is a science
because to be successful he must know
the best methods by which the elements
in the soil and atmosphere can be con-
verted into finished produets for the
table. He learns it is a business be-
cause he finds out the importance of
keeping down the cost of production, of
studying the requirements of the market
and of handling his output to the best
advantage. The dairy farmer has a
certain area of soil of a certain degree
of fertility and all the atmosphere there
is. His business is to discover how he
can most readily, and with the greatest
profit, take from  that soil ' and that
atmosphere the ingredients which com-
pose walued articles of table use, and in
doing so: make the most of the by-
produets. It is very evident that to do
this successfully nothing may safely be
left to haphazard, that there is room for
intelligent investigation at every stage.

But he
would téll you that this flavor need
never be looked for in butter except
from cows cleanly fed and cleanly
housed, whose milk was handled at all
stages with absolute cleanliness, the
same scrupulous care being taken with
the butter after it is made. *“ Now you
have tasted the ' bytter, come and see
how it is made,” he said one day, and
he led the way from the dining room to
the stable, where forty choice Jersey
cows were being milked. ‘The air is
just as sweet here as it is out doors,”
was his remark.

It is probably not possible for
every dairyman in British Columbia to
reach the point of excellence attained
by Mr. Darlington, but if they follow
his methods they can approach approxi-
mately te the same results..

The question of what is the best dairy
cow is an open one, notwithstanding all
that the champions of some particular
breed imay say. Much depends upon
the special family from which the stock
is bred, much upon the nature of the
pasturage, and very much indeed upon
the care and judgment exercised. in feed-
ing. There is an old saying that * feed
is more than breed,” and there is a vol-
ume of truth in it. Nevertheless: there
is a great deal in the breed. Yet other
things must be considered. Take the
Shorthorns, for. example: Some of the
Shorthorn families are good. butter-
makers; others again run to beef. The
Polled Angus has no sort of reputation as
a dairy cow, yet sometimes strains of
this stock are found that are very good..
The Red Polls under favorable condi-
tions come as near to the ideal of a
breed that it good both for butter and
beef. Norfolk is their original home,
and’ possibly they might be found very
well adapted to some of the coast dis-
tricts of this province. There are por-
tions of British Columbia where the
Ayrshire ought to be at its best. . The
Holstein ought to be adapted. to ‘the
lower levels, and the Jersey will do very
well almost anywhere, if it does not
have to hunt too much for its food. The
intelligent dairyman will not be -in-
fluenced too much by names, however.
He ought not to allow himself to be mis-
led ‘by extraordinary records;
may, and most probably will, find it hope-

What he wants is what Prof. Shutt calls
a butter-making machine, and so that
he has this it matters little whether it
has an imposing pedigree or is just a
plain cow.

Patriotic Offer from Sam Mat.
son—Local Volunteers all
Enthusiastic.

It is probably correct to say that in no
quarter of the British Empire to-day is
to be found a community more imbued
with feelings of the highest patriotism
than Vietoria. On the street corner, in
club, restaurant and saloon, and wher-,
ever men do congregate, the one topic of
conversation is the war in South Africa
and the offer of the British Columbia
government to raise and equip a company
of mounted men for service there.

The news published in the Colonist yes-
térday morning that British Columbia’s
offer had been accepted, as had also that
of Lord Strathcona to raise a Canadian
mounted contingent, aroused the patriotic
spirit among  Victorians to an unprece-
dented degree Among the first to come
forward and take definite action was
Sam Matson, the well known insurance
agent. After reading the announcement
in the €olonist, Mr. Matson at’once de-
termined that' anything that could be
affected by him to aid the success of
British erms in the Transvaal would be
done, so he promptly offered to Mr.
Joseph T. Matthews, a member of the
Fifth Regiment R.C.A., his well known
horse “Dan,” should Mr. Matthews de-
cide to join the contingent of mounted
scouts from British Columbia. . Mr. Mat-
thews promptly accepted Mr. Matson’s
offer. The former was among the first to
volunteer when the first contingent was
called for and successfully passed the
doctors’ examination, but, being a mar-
ried man, he was persuaded not to go,
and so retired. But now, however, Mr
Matthews is determined to go; and Mr.
Matson's gift was therefore readily ac-
cepted. “Dan,” the horse which has been
given to Mr.. Matthews, was raised at
Broadmead farm and is in every way
suitable for military purposes, being but
tive years old and standing 15% hands
high.

Mr. Joseph H. Matthews, the recipient
of Mr. Matson’s patriotic kindness, has

Mr. MacDonald said there
was a great future in store for British Coi-
‘umbia as well as the Western States on
account of the ever increasing trade with
China, Japan and Alaska. .

Mr. Stillman, in speaking of cold storaze,
said that in the Hastern States It was
claimed that there was only onme kind of
butter that would keep in cold storage
satisfactorily, and that was full grass but-
ter. The peculiar flavor of cold storage
butter was not due to want of ventilation.
but to the action of bacteria. This was
practically stopped if the temperature of
the cold- storage was below freezing.

| Mr. Patton, manager of the cold storage
warehouse here, stated that they had
handled over 204,000 pounds of butter in
1899, or about 85 per cent. of all butter that
came into Victoria, He said that ventil-
ation had nothing to do with the flavor of
cold storage butter, and that they were
now selling butter for twenty-four cents
per pound that had been In cold storage

Prof. Spiliman, of the State of Washing-
ton Agricultural College, then addressed the
meeting on milk testing. After speaking
of the ‘intetest ‘he had'always  taken in
British Columbia dairying, he entered into
an elaborate d tration of the Ingredi-
ents of milk and butter, describing in that
connection the Babeéck system of testing,
which he said is accurate for milk but in-
accurate for cream. He had, however,
prepared and lssued a bulletin from the
college showing how accurate results can be
obtained from this system in all cases.
After dealing exhaustively with milk and
butter tests, Mr. Spillman went on to
speak of the great future in stere for the
Pacific Coast. He explained the growth
of dairying in Washington, which he said
was due to the low price of wheat some
years ago, which compelled farmers to buy
live stock to eat it up. Dairies were then
established, and owing to the exodus of
people from the cities through hard times,
it was difficult to dispose of the butter
product. Now the Klondike, Alaska, China,
Japan, Hawail and Philippines have created
a great market, which must be supplied. He
anticipated that in a few years the trade
in dairy produets across the Pacific will
r.val that across the Atlantic, Referring
to British Columbia, he conceded the ex-
cellence of its soil, but thought the farmers
tredted it as though it were inexhaustible.
The same course had been followed in the
Bastern States, where large areas of land
had been abandoned, while on the contrary
in England, on land in cultivation since the
13th century, upwards of 40 bushels of
wheat are grown to the acre. He urged
the education of dairymen in this province
in theory as well as in practice. In con-
clusion, he offered to placé the bulletins
issued by fhe college at Pullman at the
disposal of the association.

A vote of thanks to Prof. Spillman for his
valuable address was passed.

Mr. Forster suggested that means should
be devised of securing a larger attendance
of farmers at the meetings of the associ-
ation.

A proposal having been made that a re-

ort of the proceedings of the association,
ncluding papers read, should be printed,
Mr. Freeman, editor of the Ranch and
Range, offered to print it in his paper and
give the assoclation as many copies as were
needed.

New Council
Sworn In.

Oath of Office Administered by
Mr. Justice Martin Yester-
day Morning.

In Short Address He Referred to
the Improvements Made
Last Year,

The council for 1900 were yesterday
sworn in by Mr, Justice Martin, Mayor
Hayward and the aldermen, consisting
of John Kinsman, Thomas A. Brydon
and J. L. Beckwith, for North
ward; Robert T, Williams, Alexander
Stewart and James Stuart Yates, for
Centre ward; and W. G. Cameron,
Henry Cooley and John Hall for South
ward, were presented to His Lordship
by City Clerk Dowler. After the oath
had been administered and the seal of

the corporation handed to Mayor Hay-
ward, Mr. Justice Martin said:

“ Your Worship and Gentlemen of the
Couneil:—It gives. me pleasure to have
this pleasure of congritulating you on
your accession to office. Last year
much was done by the late council in
the way of improving the city—more, in
fact, in my opinion, than by any other
council during the six years Victoria has
beén my home. I am happy to state
that, to my personal knowledge, these
improvements have already been recog-
nized in other parts of the province. In
the discharge of my duties I travel
about a good deal, and, you will " be
glad to know, I ‘have recently heard the
statement widely made that ‘Victoria is
at last waking up,” and the opinion ex-
pressed that if she only takes advantage
of her great natural facilities, a prosper-
ous future lies before her. :

“The present council fakes office
under very happy auspices, and, speak-
ing for myself, 1 have no doubt that,
fortified by the confidence of the rate-
payers so recently expressed, it will be
able to make a record for itself, and
that at the end of 1900, as the result of
your labors, our city will present even
more attractions as a residential and
business centre than it does to-day.

Prospector Loses His Life Trying
to Cross the Treacher-
ous River.

News from the Sealers Operat-
ing Along the California
Coast’

The necessity of imoproving the means
of communication between various
points on the West Coast between Car-
manah -and Victoria, which has been
persistently agitated during several
weeks past by Rev. Mr. Ellison and
the representative shipping men of the
port, is further emphasized by the news
of still another tragic fatality, of which
Jordan river was the scene yesterday
morning. A man named Wasp bad
endeavored to cross the river in a boat,
taking numerous supplies for his ecamp;
the boat was caught in an eddy, over-
turned and lost—the unfortunate pros-
pector drowning. His body has not
yet been recovered. This latest of a
series of sad mishaps should be an addi-
tional argument to induce the govern-
ment to grant the prayer of the petition
that has been in circulation on the water
front during several weeks past, and
which reads as follows:

“ We, the undersigned residents, pros-
pectors, merchants and settlers of the
West Coast of Vancouver Island,
urgently request the local government to
communicate with the Dominion govern-
ment, with the object of obtaining a
grant to improve the existing telegraph
trail between Sherringham Point, Jor-
dan river, San Juan to Alberni. The
eost of clearing a four-foot trail and
pridging the streams and gullies for foot
means of local
funds. The frequent shipwrecks on
the West Coast, the increasing traffic,
both on sea and land, call for the early
consideration by both governments of
the need for such a road, which once
made can be kept up and improved as
occasion may require from annual grants
made by the local government.”

So far the best of the game
lay with fhe Garrison, but Victoria’s
backs were too steaay and sure, and the
Garrison forwards wanting in combina-
tion in front of goal, and so no scoring
took place. Run after run was started
by Victoria’s forwards, but they could
not settle down to their work, and the
sharp work of the backs of the Garrison
prevented any score, the game being a
half-back and back fight, which always
proves fuitless, Corner kicks ‘were
numerous, owing to the slippery nature
of ground and ball, and the hard but in-
judicious pressure of the forwards. A
very fast run on the left initiated by
Livingstone ended in a corner being
awarded Vietoria, and from the corner
kick a rather easy goal was scored
twenty minutes from the start. After
the kick-off from centre both teams
seemed to be breathless and the game
took an uninteresting turn until Foley,
for the Garrison, maue it interesting for
Schwerngers, the right back of Victoria.
Schwengers endeavored to get even by
charging full tilt at his opponent, but
miscalculating the speed at which Foley
was going, measured his length on the
mud and grass, to the great amusement
of the spectators.

CHILLIWACK RAILWAY.

New Proppsition to Be Laid Before the
City Council This Evening.

It is understood that at this evening’s

meeting of the city council a local legal
firm will submit an entirely new propo-
sition in regard to the proposed extension
of the Victoria & Sidney railway and
ferry connection with the mainland. The
py-law now before the council, the agree-
ment of which has been passed upon,
provides that the city shall take stock to
the extent of $8600,000, the c¢ompany
agreeing to raise a sufficient’ amount to
build the road and put it with ferry con-
nections in working order—$2,000,000.
The new proposal will suggest that the
city grant an annual subsidy of $40,
for twenty-one years instead of taking
stock in the road .and furthermore will
provide for the taking over of the Vie-
toria & Sidney railway, relieving the
city of the burden of paying any longer
the $9,000 interest on the bonds.
. 'W. H. Ladner, of Ladner’s Landing,
is very enthusiastic about the proposed
extension of the Victoria & Sidney rail-
way and mainland cconnections and will
himself grant right of way to the com-
pany through his property free of charge.
Mr. Ladner says the residents of his dis-
trict are very anxious to see the road
constructed and will do all in their power
to aid the success of the movement. He
will probably meet the council this even-
ing and explain the position of residents
of the lower Fraser in regard to the
scheme. :

A TERRIBLE DEATH.

Man Crushed on Hall Mines Tram-
way While Stealing a Ride to the
Silver King.

From Nelson Miner, Jan, 10.

A -ghastly tragedy was enacted yester-
day morning on the line of the Hall Mines
Tramway, where an unknown man lost his
life while attempting to steal a ride. The
first intimation of the accident was the sud-
den stopping of the tramway shortly after
11 o’clock, A man was immediately sent
up the right of way and when he arrived
at the spot where the tramway crossés
the Athabasca trail a horrible sight met his
eyes.

A bucket was jammed up against the
82-inch wheel of the station, and crushed
and huddled up bétween them lay a man
with his head hanging out of the bucket
and the face swelled and black beyond
reccgnition, The linesman immediately
went back to obtain assistance, running all
the way. The provincial police were no-
tified at once, and Constable Kelly, with the
foreman of the tramway, Graham, and a
linesman took a team and proceeded to
the spot with all possible speed.

It was found necessary to cut the clips
with a cold chisel before the body could
be réleased, and so great was the strain
that when this was done the cable leaped
forward about three feet. The victim had
placed his blankets in the bottom of the
bucket, and was siting on them with one
bhand In his breast pocket, the arm cn-
circling the handle. He had evidently
gone all unsuspectingly to his 'death.
About 90 feet lower down the tracks in
the snow showed where he had climbed
into the bucket by the aid of a stump. The
tramway men think that, not understanding
how to ride in a bucket, he allowed it to
swing with the result that it got twisted
on to the wheel which pulled in both bucket
and man.

The body is terribly crushed and the left
leg and right shoulder are broken. Death
must have been practically instantaneous.

Dr. E. C. Arthur considered an inquest to
be unnecessary. No blame whatever I8
attached to the Hall Mines Company, which
has always done its utmost to prevent any
one riding on the iramway. Notwithstand-
ing its vigilance however, there have been
geveral serious accidents, though this is the
first one that has resulted fatally.

The deceased was aboct six feet high,
fairly well-buiit, clean shaven, and neither
very fair ner very dark. ' He is thought to
have been a miner though his hands do not
altogether "look like those of a working
man. He was dressed in a black coat and
trousers, and wore a red sweater with a
blaek shirt underneath. He also wore au
black Fedora hat and a long black overcoat,
There was nothing in the pockets of the
deceased to identify him. There was no
money or letters; only a memorandum
stating that he had bought a pair of grey
blankets on December 31st and some other
articles, There were some poker chips, a
razor and some candles.

Saturday or
Sunday evening, at which time he, Kerlew,
said he would go to the Athabasca mine
in the hope of securing work, = Since then
Mr. West has not seen Kerlew, aud be-
lieves that the man killed was his acquaint-
ance.. On the other hand another visitor to
the morgue stated positively that the body
was not that of Kerlew. Color is lent to
Mr. West’s opinion by the fact that Kerlew
has not been seen at the Athabasca.

Several spectators remarked that they
had seen the dead man about the city last
week. One of these sald that deceased
was in the Silver King hotel on Monday
night, but this was not corroberated.

A possible solution of the mystery has
been placed in the hands of the provincial
police by the Tribune. James Morgan, of
tue Sitver King mine, called at this office
yesterday evening and stated that another
eniployee at the mine had expected a
brother-in-law to arrive there about Tues-
day, and had concluded that the victim of
the accident must be the missipg relative,
An effort was made to secure further par-
ticulars from the mine by telephone, but
the wire was not in working order.

1t Was Dug Up and Wil Again Fly
Over Pretoria.

London, Jan. 4—The career of the

Royal Scots Fusiliers in South Africa

Mr, Lyde is a son-in-law of the late
Colonel Gildea, who commanded the Pre-
toria garrison in 1881, and he gives dn
entirely new interest to the incident of
the burying of the British flag at Preto-
ria after Majuba.

The flag that was buried, he says, on
the restoration of independence to the
Transvaal, was not that borne by Col-
ley's force, but was the Union Jack car-
ried by the 94th Regiment, which was
almost annihilated on going to strength-
en Colonel Gildea’s position.

A woman with the ill-fated regiment
wrapped the flag around her body under
her dress, and took it to Pretoria, where
/it was buried by British residents. Col-
onel Gildea, however, had it dug up,
and brought it home with him on going
to’the command at Dover.

Though the belief prevails that, the
flag still lies interred in African soil, it
was in the possession of Colonel Gildea
up to the time of his death, about a year
ago, and was until recently retained by
the family and kept hanging over the
mantelpiece. i

Colonel Gildea often declared that it
would again float over Pretoria, and Mr.
Campbell Gildea, of Glasgow, one of his
sons, has given it to the colonel's regi-
ment, the Royal Scots Fusiliers, who
have it with them in Natal, and are bent
on carrying it to the Transvaal capital.

The British posi-
tion as to foodstuffs and destination, is
that they can only be considered con-
traband of war if supplied to the enemy’s
forces, it mot being sufficient that they
are capable of being so used, but it must
be shown that this was their destination
at the time of their seizure. This quali-
fication virtually concedes the American
contention that the goods were not sub-
ject to seizure and practically disavows
the seizure, it being claimed that there
is any evidence of hostile destination.

He did not know al-
gebra until he came to:Indiana university,
and while here he has had difficulty In
learning it. This marvellous ability to de-
vise short-cuts lifts the boy. above the plane
of mere calcnlators. He is a thinker of rare
power, an inventor, & discoverer,. That the
rules he has discoyered were already known
does not detract from the difficulty of his
feat. They were not known to him. Whether
be can turn his inventiveness into flelds not
so well gleaned, and whether he can be edu-
cated, are questions yet to be determined.

Salisbury Plans Great Future
If Luck Attends Hero of
Khartoum.

Would Be Called to War Office
and Given- Free Hand in
Organization.

Balfour’s Light Hearted Assur-
ances Not Well Received
‘by Public.

London, Jan. 13 —Recent, epeeches by
‘Mr. A. J. Balfour, the government leader
in the House of Commons, has landed
what has been known as the strongest
government of modern times in a slough
from which extrication is both doubtful
and difficult. His light-hearted remarks,
which were pleagantly accepted by the
nation when times were good and all
was well, are offensive to a people mourn-
ing for lost sons and deeply angered by
unprecedented reverses. - Mr. Balfour, if
he had tried, could not have more suc-
cessfully put his countrymen on edge,
and when Lord Salisbury speaks he will
have much to atone for. As the Satur-
day Review, a supporter, puts it, “the
administration is now face to face, no'f;
with the opposition but with the nation.

The Spectator protests against making
Mr. Balfour the scapegoat, and declares
that though Lord Salisbury is still the
wisest mind in the Empire, it is impos-
gible for him to continue much lenger
prime minister and foreign secretary. It
advocates -bis retention at the head of
the foreign office and the appointment of
_Mr. Balfour as premier, the Marquis of
Lansdowne being suceeded at the war
office’ by Mr. H. Arnold-Ferster. The
same paper, gravely reviewing the serious
military conditions of the country, advo-
cates an elaborate plan for home de-
fence, including a volunteer army Tre-
cruited from civilians and former sol-
diers, which would not actually be called
out except in case of invasion, but which
would form a nucleus to enable the gtand-
ing army to be sent abroad without

ualm. LR

“If we are to escape conscription,
says the Outlook, “the public must be
educated to take a more 8erious, dis-
criminating and self-sacrificing interest
in the army.” 2

In the meantime, the Associated Press
learns, Lord Salisbury does not mean to
‘be inactive. He believes the salvation
of Great Britain’s military. system de-
pends on Lord Kitchener, in whom he
‘has long had implieit faith. It has al-
ready been planned that if Lords Roberts
e campaign to a
| successful termination, the Iatter will
be brought home to honors almost equal
to those of the Duke of Wellington. He
will be put into the war office and will
be given a free hand to brush away the
cobwebs which are closing om the Brit-
ish army.

Lord Roberts of course will not be
weglected, but by then he would be too
old for such work as outlined for Lord
Kitchener, Perhaps before this can be
accomplished “Lord Salisbury will be out
of power and Lord Kitchener will
discredited. But upon such a rehabili-
tation by means of the young and bril-
liant General has the heart of the
British . Premier been set.. The name
of Lord Kitchener is inseparably con-
nected with Khartoum, where it was
announced this week the first train

wm vwuro o had armived. The Asso-
ciated Press learns tnat this is not quite
correct, for there are still about 300
miles between those places on which
no railroad has been built. Until the
Nile dam is completed it is impossible to
complete a road between Assuan and
Wady Halfa. The way the first train
load of excursionists arrived at Khar-
toum was by disembarking at Assouan
into a river boat, travelling by water to
Wady Halfa and then boarding a mili-
tary train formerly used for the convey-
ance of wounded soldiers, which took
them to Khartoum. The hotel there is
not ready, but the visitors were accom-
modated on the old Gordon steamboat,
which has been fitted up as a. sort of
houseboat.

Reverting to home politics and the
Balfour muddle, the extremist view is
well stated in a public letter written by
Mr. Henry Breadhurst, Liberal-Labor
M. P. for Leicester, formerly parlia-
mentary secretary of the Trades Union
Congress. He says: *“The amazing
confession of ignorance, ineapacity and
almost indifference made by Mr. Balfour
makes the stoutest hearts feel that in
the hands of the present government the
safety of the Empire is not worth six
months’ purchase.”

Mr. Balfour’s statement that three
corps were placed in the field without
a hitch has given the critics a not wasted
opportunity of pointing out that, though
enough individuals to make up = three
army cerps are on their way to South
Africa, they only have the artillery
requisite, according to the British regu-
lations, for one corps, while in cavalry
and ‘army service they are ' almost
equally deficient, proving the very lack
of organization so frequently laid at the
door of the war office.

HEROISM AT GRASPAN.

Marines . Particularly Commended for
Their Share in the British
Victory.

London, Jan. 13 —The conduet of the
Marines of the Naval Brigade at Gras-
pan is a source of unending praise from
all' correspondents.

“The Naval Brigade advancgd in ex-
tended erder, but in converging upon
the position to be taken.they wunconsci-
ously found themselves closed in and in
that formation attempted the ascent.

London, Jan, 14.—(4 a.m.)—The veil
concealing the theatre of war from the
anxious eyes of Great Britain and the

ness of which has redoubled since the
landing of Lord Roberts and Lord Kit-
chener, concerning whom nothing has
transpired since the announcement of
their arrival at Capetown four days ago.

As usual when news is scarce, the
rumor mongers have been busy. The
latest story floated was that intelligence
had reached the Headquarters of the
Scots Guards that Gen. Buller had
again sustained a serious defeat. In-
quiries at Wellington Barracks showed
that while such a rumor had reached
there, it was neither official nor in any
form deserving of credence.
