Immigration—«end and Bad.
The Montreal Herald has something to 

say about “British enemies of emigration 
to Canada,” who are doing what they can 
to discourage emigrants from choosing the 
dominion as their future home. The Dub­
lin Freeman’s Journal, it appears, has 
been giving prominence to representations 
made by the trades and labor council of 
Toronto, which have of late been published 
in old country papers. It is true enough 
that, as the Herald says, there are now in 
Canada something like a million people ef 
Irish birth or origin', who are materially 
better off here than they would have been 
in Ireland. Equally certain is it that 
this wide dominion, with scarcely five 
millions population, has ample room and 
verge enough for ten times as many. 
Mere geographical extent alone will not 
make a great country, there must be an in­
dustrious, intelligent and enterprising 
people as well, and in numbers sufficient 
to make a nation. We have the territory, 
but we want the people to fill it up—that 
is clearly the situation in which Canada 
stands. Why then, it may be asked, 
should we not all work together as one 
man to bring in all the immigrants we can 
and fill up the country ?

The reply must be that there are two 
kinds of immigrants, and that of late Ca­
nada has been getting too many by far of 
the wrong kind. You say we should wel­
come immigrante coming in to fill up the 
country : we say that we do welcome them 
most heartily. That is to say, remember, 
if they actually do come to fill up the 
country, in good truth, and according to 
the proper meaning of the expression. But 
bringing in pauper immigrants to be a 
burden on the people of Toronto is not 
filling up the country, we should say. If 
your immigrants are of the class who can 
and will go and take up land for them­
selves, which by the way is offered to them 
as a free gift, then we say send us a 
million such every season if you will. 
And there are still farm laborers wanted, 
more or less, though we believe our immi­
gration authorities, both dominion and 
provincial, are pretty well convinced that 
by this time the supply of such is quite 
equal to the demand. But, as for immi­
grants of the class who will take up land, 
and live on it, the new provinces of Sas­
katchewan, Alberta, and Athabasca will 
take many millions of them ere there will 
beany need of'onr crying “hold, enough !”

They appear to manage these things 
better in the States. A New York paper 
publishes an interview with a Texas rail­
way man, who is enthusiastic over the 
rapid growth of the state in population, 
and who looks upon immigration as the 
main thing for making it a great one in the 
union. So rapidly, he says, is the state 
being settled tha# the next census will 
show over 3,000,000 of popnlation. Since 
1880 fully 650,000 emigrants have gone 
into the state, and during the last year 
the average of new settlers has been 6000 
per month. Two-thirds of these have 
been Germans, and the rest English, 
Irish, Scandanavians, Bohemians and 
Italians. To these must be added those 
coming from the older states, which are 
sufficiently numerous to make the increase 
since 1880 almost equal to that for the 
preceding ten years. Unfortunately the 
state has done next to nothing to promote 
immigration, efforts to that end being con­
fined to the half dozen railway companies 
owning lands which they wish to sell. For 
this purpose agencies are working vigor­
ously in Great Britain, France, Germany 
and northern Europe, the mdvement from 
the other countries being entirely spon­
taneous and voluntary.

Texas is evidently getting the right kind 
of immigrants for filling up a new country, 
and the railway companies appear to be 
doing the greater part of the business. 
Now, if government, railway, land 
pany or other agencies will only send us 
such immigrants as those coming into 
Texas appear to be—people who will take 
up land and live on it—the country will 
surely welcome all such that come. But 
we cannot be expected to tax both public 
and private charity with the cost of main­
taining immigrants of the Conway street 
class. From the influx of the latter kind 
of immigrants Toronto has already suffered 
severely, and the trades and labor council 
is certainly justified in doing what it 
to check the -evil. And we believe that 
Montreal’s experience, though not quite as 
trying as Toronto’s, has still been suf­
fi cent to show that pauper immigration 
will not do for this country.

GRAND SPRING OPENING.AN HOUR IN A BASEBALL FACTORY

No Wonder the Spheres ere Mho Stones— 
A Chat With a Manufacturer.
Mem the New York Tribune.

“The baseball manufacturing business 
has had a rapid bdt prosperous growth," 
said a manufacturer recently. “It is con­
fined to a few men, and probably will not 
be encroached npon by speculators. There 
are in the United States to-day only eight 
factories of any importance, and yet these 
are entirely sufficient to supply all the 
baseballs that are wanted in this country. 
Recently there has been a sort of a “boom” 
in the ball market. This is caused by the 
adoption of clothing houses throughout the 
country of the custom of giving to juvenile 
purchasers baseballs as presents. Wana- 
maker of Philadelphia, ordered 25,000 for 
this purpose. The balls are of different 
grades and prices. The kind that are 
given away are, of course, cheap bdt quite 
durable. Perhaps you wdtid 
how baseballs are made. Follow me and I 
will show you the whole process.”

On the upper floor of the establishment 
sat several men with baskets of dampened 
chamois and buckskin clippings at their 
sides. Before each workman stood a stout 
piece of joist, in the end of which "was in­
serted a mould, hemispherical in shape, in 
which the balls are formed. Taking a 
handful of the cuttings from the basket, 
the workman pressed them together in 
bis hands and then wound about the mass 
a few yards of strong wollen yarn. Plac­
ing the embryo ball in the mould, he 
pounds it into shape with a heavy flat 
mallèt, and then wound on more yarn and 
gave the ball another pounding. After 
testing its weight on a pair of scales and 

' its diameter with a tape measure he threw 
the ball into a basket and began another. 
When the newly-made balto are thoroughly 
dried they are carried to the sewing 
room on the floor below where they are to 
receive their covers. Forty young women 
sat at tables sewing on the covers of horse- 
hide. Grasping a ball firmly in her left 
hand, with her right hand one of the 
young women thrust a three-cornered 
needle through the thick pieces of the 
cover and drew them firmly together. In 
less then ten minutes her work was com­
pleted. A smart girl can cover two or 
three dozen of the best, and eight dozen of 
the cheaper grades of balls in a day. The 
wages earned weekly range from $7 to 89. 
The balls are afterward taken to the pack­
ing room where the seams are smoothed 
down and the proper stamps are put on. 
The best balls are made entirely of yarn 
and india rubber.

“My brother was one of the pioneers in 
this business,” said the manufacturer. 
“He was the inventor of the two-piece 
cover now in general ùse throughout the 
country. If my brother had only patented 
his invention the members of our family 
would now be wearing diamonds instead 
of bits of white glass in onr shirt fronts. 
Ball covers are made, almost without ex­
ception, of horse-hide, which costs three 
dollars a side, 
supply from John Carl, a leather dealer in 
the Swamp, for nearly 35 years, 
obliged to go to Philadelphia now, there 
being no merchant here who keeps horse- 
hide leather. The capacity of our factory, 
when we get our new moulding machines 
in working order, will be about 15,000 
balls daily, each machine being expected 
to turn out 1200 balls a day.”

The Seventh Fusiliers of London, and 
the Thirteenth battalion of Hamilton, with 
their magnificent bands, will be here in 
time to take part in the parade, and will 
be quartered down town.

Ijie Fourteenth P. W, O. Rifles leave 
Kingston next Sunday night, and will ar­
rive at 4 o’clock on Monday morning. 
They have secured tW St. Lawrence hail 
as quarter» during their stay.

The Queen’s Own Rifles and Royal 
Grenadiers are drilling hard, so as to try 
and hold their own with the numerous 
competing corps they will meet at the re­
view.

We are pleased to learn that the officers 
of the Toronto garrison have made ar­
rangements to entertain at luncheon the 
officers of all visiting corps, including those 
now in camp. Tfliis action on the part of 

volunteers should be appreciated by 
the citizens, who in turn should do all in 
their power to extend hospitality to those 
who visit ns.

Another of the attractions on Dominion 
day will be the parade of the Canadian 
wheelmen's association, preparatory to 
holding their championship meeting at the 
Rosedale athletic grounds. It will be 
something novel in this city to see about 
five hundred bicyclists in line at one time.

The amusements in the evening will no 
doubt draw immense crowds. 1 
among them are the fireworks display and 
band concert at the Horticultural trardene, 
ancPfhe military concert with Signor Li.b- 
erati, the celebrated cornetest, at the 
Granite rink.

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SOLDIERS IN CAMP.

ion Studded WithTlie Warrlson Coi
Tents—Bally Koutlne.

The city was invaded by military Satur­
day, the occasion being the annual camp 
of the second district. The camping 
ground is on Garrison common, adjacent 
to the new fort. There are four infantry 
regiments and three field batteries in the 
camp, viz., 12th battalion (York rangers), 
commanded by Lieut.-Col. Wyndam; 34th 

, (Ontario), commanded by Lient, - Col. 
O’Denovan; 36th (Peel), Lient.-Col. Tyr- 
whitt, M.P.; 77th, Wentworth; Hamilton 
field battery, Major Van Wagner: Wel­
land, Cant. King; Toronto, Major Gray, 
M.P.P. The governor - general’s body 
guard will join the force to-day. The 
brigade staff is composed of Lieut.-Col. 
R. B. Dennison, D.A.G., in command, 
Liet.-Col. Milsom, brigade major, Col. 
Alger, camp quarter master, Capt. Dela- 
mere, musketry instructor, and Capt. Mc­
Laren, supply officer.

Saturday was spent in pitching tents 
and patting the camp in order, no regular 
militaiy duty being performed. Guard 
was mounted at 7.30. The boys in red 
were on the streets in large numbers Sat­
urday night. Early yesterday morning 
the Roman catholic volunteers marched t o 
mass at St. Mary’s. Later in the forenoon 
divine services was held on the grounds, 
being conducted by Rev. Stewart Jones, 
chaplain 'of the 36th Battalion. Several 
men were prostrated by the heat but none 
seriously. The camp was visited by hund­
reds of people yesterday. Some roughs 
got within the lines and picked a quarrel 
with the soldiers. They were immediately 
apprehended and locked-up m the guard 
room, which summary treatment will no 
doubt have a salutary effect upon any 
civilians who imagine they can knock the 
military out in one round. The result of 
the row was that Col. Denisèn ordered the 
gates to be closed against all comers. 
Hereafter only well behaved people will be 
allowed within the camp. 

j The routine of parade is as follows : 6 
to 7.30 a.m., 10 to 12, and 3 to 5 p.m.

There will be a riflejeompetition amongst 
the battalions during the present drill for
