ORTi, Feb. 25,—The dreaded Kamsin
winds have already begun to blow over the
Boudan, and have assumed the intensity of
#ifoccos, The wind is accompanied by
blinding clouds of sand, which cut like
needle points, ' The troops can only find
shelter by lying down with their faces to
the earth until the storm blows over. The
cavalry horses have suffered terribly.
Many have been so badly in jured that they
had to be shot. It is supposed the winds
will prevail a month.

Excellent Reports from Brackenbury.
Korri, Feb, 25.—Gen. Brackenbury re
ports from Kebbeh, opposite Kaniet island,

Qhat on Saturday, Feb. 21, his entire force

®:ossed over to the right banks of the Nile,

ready to advance on Sunday to Abu
Hamed, forty miles distant. Brackenbury
visited the scene of Col. Stewart’s murder,
and found some of Stewart’s visiting cards
along with papers belonfing to Herbin and
Powers, and a shirt sleeve stained with
blood, The houses and property belonging
to the blind man Fakri Etman, the princi-
pal i ator of Stewart’s murder, were
destroyed. Brackenbury's wounded are
deing well, No deaths have occurred since
Feb, 12, The health and spirits of the
troops are excellent,

The Bayuda Desert,

A corregpondent, writing from Gakdul
on Jan. 14, thus describes the Bayuda
desert : The southwest of Afghanistan and
the eastern part of Beluchistan, the wildest
parts ot Armenia, and that part of Arabia
that lies near Aden, are, bad as they
appear when one is traveling in them,
ﬂerfect paradises compared with this

ayuda desert as it appears during the
present season. Everything but a litsle
mimosa, and close to the wells » few tufts
of wiry and wooden gress, is withered and
dried. The mountains seem but heaps of
brown or black rubble, and though
fuel is plentiful water is scarce.
There are no historical remains,
There does not appear to have even
been any resident population save a few
hundred wandering half-bred Arabg, who
have now retired with their flocks to the
Pools which exist in the inaccessible gorges
of the hill ranges, and who here wait
ovents, We have had a meat ration for
two days, but the cattle wereddriven up
from Korti, and not so much as a goat
have.wé seen; though some sportemen have
been good enough shots to get gazelle and
antelope, which, with sand grouse, make a
very acceptable change from ration fare,
The sun is usually hot from 8 till 4, but
at moet times the kindly north wind

. tempers the heat, and sometimes it even

i

blows with violence enough to tear down
the branches of the acacia trees,from which

Ac.amell and flocks have stripped all the
eaves within reach, Throughout Nubia
the insects are most troublesome, but here
the ants leave one alone. - The beautiful
bronze and gold hornets are too busy
thinking about getting a drink of .water to
concern themselves about stinging, . But
to the terrors of the night on the grouad
are added the fears of the black scorpion,
as well as of his sandy-colored and larger
brother. Altogether this is a country to
keep away from, and we here may well
hope to get out of it soon, for it is even
now a very Gehenna, and what it will be
in three months’ tune the imagination
shrinks from contemplating.

ROYALTY IN IRELAND,

Beubts 25 to the Reception the Prince of
Wales Wil Get,

DosLiy, Keb, 25,—The gederal opinion

insults such as greeted Xarl Spencer during
his recent tour.

GERMANY’S FRIENDSHIP,

The Terms om Which England Might
Have Enjoyed It. :

Loxvox, Feb; 25.—Blue book revelations
show that Bigmarck effered to make an
alliance with England for the furtherance
of Germany’s colonial policy. Earl Gran-
ville vacillated. He made sundry prom-
ises in a vague way and Bismarck became

sick of the negotiations and straightaway
effected an arrafigement with France,

The Seizure of Samoa.

Loxpox, Feb. 25, —Regarding the Sa-
moan islands the correspondence shows
that England received frequent requests
from the people of Samoa for the estab-
lishment of a protectorate. In consequence
of these requests Germany asked Eagland
to join with her in giving mutual assur-
ances that the independence of the Sa-
mean and Tonga islands shounld be re-
spected by these powers, England ac-
ceded tp the'afrangement. On Janunary 6
Earl Derby received a dispatch from the
governor of New Zealand stating that two

ermah vessels had arrived at the Samoan

ands, and that the officers forced the
king to sign a treaty by which the whole
outhority of the government turned
over to Germany, A representative of the
king of Samoa wrote on December 29 to
Emperor Willlam, protesting against the
action of thé German officers. On February
18 Earl Derby directed the governor of
New Zealand to instruct the British consul
in Samoa not to oouzeemoa any move-
ment looking toward the annexation of the
islands by Creat Britain.

- The Dash Aczoss the BDesert.

“An Old Campaigner,” who recently
contributed to the London Pictorial World
a biographical sketch of the late Sir Her-
bert Stemart; thus comments on Wolseley’s
plan of “dashing across the desert” :

. The “dash across the desert” was a task
which required not only courage and cool-
ness in the leader of it, but consummate
skill, * Critios, military or other, may dif-
fer asto the strategy which required such

a mancuvre to be executed, but there has
been no conflict of opinions regarding the
gallant way in which it was carried out by
the men to whom Wolselcy entrusted
itsexecution, The movement was one|
which had almost the boldness of
desperation aboutit. It has been said that
the general commanding the expedition,
when deciding to make a strike with part
of his force mcross the desert from Korti to
Metemmeh, anticipated only a “‘march
over,” and no more serious dangers than
some exhaustion among the soldiers from a
weary walk over the sand, and, perhaps, a
scarcity of water.. But Wolseley is hardly
the man to whom this kind of censure can
apply, He has done many daring things,
but his boldneks has always been tempered 4
with the so-called better part of valor, dis-
cretion, Years ago he had written: **Mili-
tary men are fat less confiding than civil-
ians in dealing with uncivilized nations,
The little experience that I have had goes
_to prove that the latter are far more rash,
and lees liable to take precautions which
ordinary military knowledge would indi-
cate as necessary. How often have I
known eivilians accompanying an army
scoff at the caution of general officers, for-
getting altogether that any commander
who fails to provide againat every possthle
mistake or probable contingency “is deeply
culpable, By the strange contrariety of
human nature it is generally these irre-
sponsible gentlemen who are first and loud-
est in their abuse of officerc who fail in
anything through rashness or want of
caution,

' The gentlemen who live at home
at ease and discuss critically the
actions of 'a general in the field
would do well to] bear these remarks
in mind before taking it for granted that
Lord Wolseley had not calculated upon the
possibility of Stewart’s -force being at-
tacked in the desert.” He has been blamed
for not having sent a stronger foroe, if he
did foresee $his contingency, But it may
be allowed that he sent the full numbers
he could spare, and for whose wants he
could supply transport with food and re-
serve ammunition.” The attempt was of
necessity a‘very risky one, but the risk had
to be accepted, and although the heavy loss
of life has to be deplored, the success of
the plan has been put beyond doubt, A
great deal of argument has been wasted
over the vexed question of the square
formation, and Gen, Hamley, the first per-
haps of our military critics, thinks that
Stewart would have done better had he
fought in echelon. But then there are
other critics who have had some practical
experience of fighting hordes of fanatical
savages with small bodies of troops, and
they have given as their opinion that had
Stewart adopted any other formation
than that of the square his men would
have been surrounded and . cut to
pieces. It may be surely allowed that
General Stewart made what ~he con-
sidered to be the best disposition he could
of his little force with a view to carry out
his instructions to get to the Nile bank,
aud with as little loss of life as possible,
The terrible rush of a fanatical enemy
despising the fear of death forced back by
sheer weight of numbers one portion of the
square, and although these brave BAvVages
were killed to a man, our force suffered
heavily, But the square formation saved
the remainder. Betore such an onset the
thin red line of Englishmen would have
been swept away.

Killed on His Way to Meet His Wife and
Daughter—Many Others Injured in
the Same Accident.

KANKAKEE, IIL, Feb, 24, —Two passen-
ger trains on the Illinois Central railroad
were run into at midnight last night at
L Chebanse, Ill,, by a freight train. The
passenger train leaving Chicago at §
p.m. wanaing followed closely by tho
New Orleans express, consisting of bag-

age and smoking cars, two coaches and
gour sleepers. The leading passenger
train stopped on account of a broken
track, he New Orleans express stop|
balf a mile behind and sent signals back to
notify the approaching train, She then
started up and had  almost reached
the forward passenger train when the
freight crashed at full speed into the rear
sleeper, The engine reached the middle of
the sleeper, telescoped several cars and
then crashed into the rear of the forward
passenger train, The wildest confusion
ensued amid the cries of the imprisoned
victims. Ready hands chopped away the
debris, extricating the injared and caring
for them as well as possible,

rollowing is a list of the killed and in-
jured: John A, MclInnes, of lmgersoll,
Ont., killed, found in his berth in the last
sleeper with his neck broken; Alderman
Gaynor, Chicago, bruised acroes the chest,
contusions on the head, and face, foot and
hip injored, injuries severe; Rev. J. M.
Abbott Brown, Chicago, severe burn on foot;
S. M, Bearsall and wife,Grand Rapids, both
severely bruised; H. E. Terry, Chicago, and
F. M, Batts, Chicago, bruised and terribly
burned; Dr, Isabella Mitchell, Chicago,
fractured leg and internally injured; J.
Mitchell, colored porter, severely burned
and badly bruised; F. Kunz, ~Chicago,
bruised and severely cut,

MecInnes, who belongs to the firm of J.
A. McInnes & Co., proprietors of the
Dominion mills, Ingersoll, was on his way
to join his wife and daughter at the New
Orleans exposition.

Flagman Holt, who was sent back by
the conductor of the rear passeriger train,
says he placed seven torpedoes on the
track, e was whistled by his traia
when it started towards the disabled train.

Arthur and Cleveland’s Intentions—The
Latter’s Cabinet.

WasnixeroN, Feb, ® 25, — President
Arthur invited President-elect Cleveland
to be his guest at the executive mansion
from the time of his arrival until he is in-
angurated. The invitation was declined
with thanke as apartmerts had siready
been secured for Cleveland at the Arlington

hotel and because of the present uncer-
tainty as to the exact time ot his arrival at
the capital. According to the program as
at present arranged the retiring president
will call upon the incoming president at the
Arlington hotel and escort him to the capi-
tol to be inauguratsd. Arthur has ac-
cepted an invitation to attend the inau-
guration ball and has assured the general
committee of his cordial support and co-
operation in their endeavors to make the
affair a brilliant success.

Cleveland has positively settled on five
members of his cabinet, all ot whom have

iven their formal acceptance. These are

ayard, secretary of state; Manning, sec-
retary of the treasury; Lamar, secretary of
the interior; and Garland, attorney gen-
general. He is now disposed to appoint
Whitney to the navy. As to the war de-
partment he is halting between Judge
Endicott and Patrick A, Collins of Massa-
chusetts, with the chances in fawvor of the
former.

Cleveland is well along with his inaugural
address, It will be brief, simple and plain.
He will take the ition on the tariff
question laid down in the Chicago demo-
cratic platform, advocating reforms of the
present tariff system, but with due con-
sideration for the incidental protecticn of
American labor and industries, He will
take positive ground against a coutinuation
of silver coinage,

Philadelphia’s Visitation,
PHILADELPIi1A, Feb. 25,—A fire which
damaged Ebret & Co.’s’ tar works to the

extent of $15,000 to-day caused a panic
and stampede among the inhabitants in the
vicinity who feared another disastrous
conflagration, Public apprehension result-
ing from the frequency of fires recently is
at & high pitch. Daring the past twelve
days the succeesion of fires has been un-
precedented.

States, and at Vigtoris, Nanaimo, Yale
and New Westminster, in Britlsh Colam-
bia.. They also condensed the information
contained in a large volume of 1200
giving the evidonce taken on elaborate in
quiry by & joint committee of the American
senate and housein 1876, The report is
‘voluminous -enough, ‘we ghoula ‘say, and
quite as much as any of our legisiators will
wade through.

Hon, Mr. Chapleau’s report comes firat,
snd occupies 134 pages. He arrives at
these among other conclusions—that Chi-
nese labor is efficient; that the tendenc
for certain industries to pass completely
jnto the handsof the Chinese; that state-
menta as to their immorality have been
exaggerated; thatan influx of Chinese labor
lowers wages; and that Chinese immigra-
tion requires to be dealt with by parlia-
ment, but hot so as to give a shock to great
interests and enterprises established before
ey prob-bili‘:}; of interferance appoared.

The
actual numbers and popular - influence of
the peace-at-any-price men have been
enormously exaggerated in pub.ic estima-
tion., Some of them—dJohn Bright above
all—have great influence, just because the
poople are with them on many other im-
portant questions, thcugh not on that of
surrender to foreign dictation.

The crucial question whigh Mr, Glad-
stone has to answer is now before the
whole country, and that pretty pleinly,
too, If it be England’s policy to clear the
way in the Soudan for the introduction of
christian eivilization and commerce, and to
destroy root and branch the'curae of human
slavery, then she must establish her power
there to stay, and her forces must remain
in the country. But if the intention be
| merely toseize Khartoum, and, having
geized it, then to refire and leave the
country to barbarism, slavery and the false
prophet, what object in the present ex-
pedition at all? Merely to revenge Gor-
don’s death is not & sufficient object; there
{ must be something more to justify the
1 present expenditure of money, and the risk
 incurred by, British soldiers, of whom the

l nation has #o few compared with what she
| ought to have. The game is not worth the
candle,

Before Mr, Gladstone says his last word
in the debate, some of  his lieutenants will
probably have indicated pretty clearly
what the government answer is.  The in-
congistency of the government, in march-
ing an army into the Soudan for no appar-
ent purpore than that of marchieg out
dgain, is. the diffieult and critical part of
the question now before parliament and the
country. .

Beheading Two Prussian Aunarchists,
From the London Times.

Beriiy, Feb, 8,—Yesterday Reinsdorff
and Kuchler, who were sentenced to death
for the pairt they tock in the Niederwald
dynamite plot, were executed at Leipsic,
The sentence of Rupsch, on whom the same
judgment was passed, had been commuted
by the emperor into penal eervitude for

life, About sixty persons were admitted
to witness the execution,which, in Prussia,
is done by decapitation,

Reinsdorff, who was the first to suffer for
his crime, smoked a cigar and hummed a

atch of a seri ic song before he was
led out to the scaffold. His demeanor 1s
described as having been cool, unrepentant
and self-possessed to the very last. Hav-
ing listened to the reading of his death
warrant and been shown the emperor’s
signature attached to it, he exclaimed;
‘““Nieder mit der Bardarei, hoch mit der
Anarchie” (““Down with barbarism, long
live anarchy”), and then bent his head to
the block. :

All traces of his execution having been
swiftly removed, his companion in crime,
Kuchler, who was much more broken down
and affected by the prospect of his doom,
was then led on to the scaffold, opposite
which, by the way, stood a section of sol-
diers with fixed bayonets, and in a few
seconds he, too, had paid the penalty of
his treagonable offence.

Hodel, the tinker, was the last to suffer
in the same way for a similar
ciime, but up to that time, such
was the emperor’s leniency, capital punish-
ment in Prussia may be said to have
been practically abolished, All sentences
of death were invariably commutted, and
Bismarck himself ¢nce confessed—it was

The Unspeakable a Necessity. ¢
From the Pall Mall Gazette.

The situation is transformed entirely by
the fall of Khartoum. The rule of General
' Gordon being at an end, and the establish-
ment of an English empire being scouted
by the English government, are we not

compelled to have resource to the Turks?
The cabinet has now decided that the
mahdi must be smashed—a grave decision,
of which we need on'y say now that it can
hardly be morally justified unlese they
have decided what to put in .his place,
The Turks are the only alternative—a grim
nitérnative, no doubt ; but even ‘‘the Un-
speakable One” may be comparatively
humane beside the spearmen of the desert,
The struggleinthe Soudan is in dangerof be-
comiag a war between the crescent and the
cross. If we are not to be exposed to all
the difficulties of a religious war, we must
pit the spiritual authority of the caliph of
Constantinople against the spiritual au-
thority of the mahdi at Khartoum, Our
reluctance to insist upcn this most unwel-
come but not less inevitable expedient is
somewhat diminished by the fact that in
so doing we are but acting on the last mes-
sage of General Gordon, Without a con-
vention with the Turke it was General
Cordon’s cpinion that we shonld never be
able to get out of the Soudan, and
General * Gerdon knew what he. was
talking about, The cabinet has blun-
dered into tHis relief expedition be-
cause it wonld not listen to Gordon’s
entreaties for Zebehr; it may blunder into
a war with the whole Museulman world if
it refuses to listen to his advice about the
Turks, The sultan is only too anxious to
come to terms with us now on the basis of
the recognition of his suzerainty in Egypt
and the Soudan, and the presence of
Turkish troops—who may be under Eng-
lish officers—in the valley of the Nile,
This opportunity is now offered us, but if
we neglect it we may soon have to face the
declared hostility not only of the mahdi
but of the Caliph of Islam and in our
prezent relations with the other powers
that is not exactly a contingency to be
