F. E. Galbraith appeared for the crown,
X. R. W. Bigger for the Davies' Brewing 
and Malting company and Mr. Bigelow for 
Wooten. The first witness oallsd wu h. 
B. Sbuttlsworth, manufacturing chemist, 
whs testified that he analysed two samples 
of blue ribbon beer, one containing 3.14, 
and the other 2.97 per cent, of alcohol.
