Brutal Murder in Detrolt of a Former
Balton County Man.

The Noew York Tribune’'s Composition Bills
In yesterday’s World there was a reference
to the price of composition on The New York
Tribune. Here are the exact figures for the
week euding April 10 last: Amonnt set by the
Linotype’ machines, 4,557,300 ems," costing for
wages $704.45, or 16} ceuts per ‘thousand
ems; at B0 cents (the rate to compositors on
the other New York papers) this would
cost $2277.65. In other words, The Tribune
saved in one week $1575.20, less the royalty
and interest.on the cost of the 33 machines
employed.

It takes in the full sized sheet 31x47, and
folds, pastes and trims’it at_the rateof 2000
an hour, The Gordon and Universal presses
are intended for every descnptlon of small
work. They are run by steam and -are
capable of turning out work very rapidly.
The paper cutter is from Westman & Baker,
Toronto, and will cut through a thickness of
four, or five inches of paver thirsy ‘inches
wide with very little exertion on the part of
the operator. Everything has been fitted up
with a view of producing first-class work
promptly and ‘economically, and there is
severy facility for producing work equal to
anything that can be obtained in the largest
city printing houses. Theofficeis a eredit
to the town, and should meet with ‘the suc-
oesn such well directed enterprise deserves,
