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EDWARD BENTLEY CUTS HIS THROA!’
FROM EAR TO EAR.

A Stream of Blood Coursing Under the
Door of an Outhouse Leads to the In.
vestigation and Bentley’s Wife Finds
Him Lying Dead on the Floor—An In-
quest Unnecessary.

HEdward Bentley, an Englishman living at
3 Jersey-avenue, committed suicide by cut-
ting his throat at 11.30 yesterday morning
in an outhouse on the premises,

Last August while working on Fred
Marshall’s farm on the Lakeshore-road, near
Mimico, Bentley received a sunstroke and
was conveyed to his home in a semi-uncon-
scious state. Since that time he has been
under the care of Dr. Pringle, and has been

ssubject to frequent and prolonged attacks
\of melancholia. His wife and family
watched rhim closely, as they had been
warned by the physician that in many cases
the victims of this form of disease made
attempts upon their lives.

Yesterday morning Bentley appeared
brighter, ' but his wife noticed something
strange in his actions, and when he asked
for his razor-she instantly took fright. She
told him where he would find what he
wished, at the same time resolving not to
leave Lim until the razor was safely put
away. This she did, but leaving the room
afterwards Bentley again procured the
weapon, and quietly nligping out of the
house repaired to an outhouse at the fur-
ther end of a small garden in the rear of
the house.

His Father's Life Blood.

Ten minutes later Bentley’s 10-year-old
fon, who was planting some flower seeds
which had been given him in the garden,
noticed a thin stream of blood ereeping
sluggishly forth from under the outhouse
door. He ran to his mother and told her
of the cirrumstance, bt

Finding the-door of the outhouse fastened
on the inside with a button, Mrs. Bentley
procured a knife and, passing it through a
crack, pushed the button up and obtained
an entrance.

The tiny thread of blood which was issu-
ing from beneath the door had by this time
increased in volume and with ‘a terrible
sinking at her heart the wife threw open
the outhouse door.

. An Awful Sight.

Her husband was on his. knees with his
back to the door and as she stepped in he
turned his head slowly around and reveal-
ed a horrible gash in his throat extending
from just under his lett ear across his wind-
pipe and up to the lobe of the right ear.

A moment later Bentley fell over on
his * back dead, while his wife
snatching up her son rushed
shrieking into vhe house. Her cries alarm-
ed the mneighborhood, and a large crowd
soon congregated on the premises.

+ Dr. J. Henderson McFaul, 104 Clinton-

street, was summoned, but Bentley had

been dead about five minntes before he
- reached him. ‘

The razor with which Bentley cut his
throat was found beside him, while on the
flnor. were several large pools of blood.

A Teather strapr was found encircling the
-nesk as though he had contemplated bang-
ing.

/Mr.J. Wardlaw, a grocer on Clinton,
arried the remains into the house where
he doctor made an examination, ascrtain-
ing that the main argeries of the neck and
windpipe were « severed, the gash ex-
tending in as deep as’the bone.

Bentley came to Canada last June with
his family from Herefordshire, England,
and since that time has been most unfor-
tunate, being unable to obtain steady work.
He leaves a wife and five children.

Coroner Powell decided on being ap-
prised of the facts of the case that an in-
quest was unnecessary.

A MURDEROUS-~MANIAC

Cuts the Throats of Two Women and
Assails a Policeman With a Razor.

ProvipeNCE, R.L, April 27.—Early this
morning Edward McElroy, an insane man,
entered the room at his home where his
mother, a cousin, Miss Healy, and a 10-
year-old brother were sleeping and cut the
throats of Mrs. McElroy and Miss Healy.

He first astacked his mother. Miss
Healy jumped from the bed, was seized and
cut, and to escape jumped through the
closed windows. Mrs, McElroy followed,
and alse the boy, whom the madman had
overlooked. They notified the police.

Officer O’'Rourke went to the house first
and was badly cut on the neck by the razor
in the hands of McKlroy.

He went and found another officer. The
insane mdn locked himself in, but was final-
ly overcome by the police after a hard
struggle. Mrs. McElroy is probably fatally
injured, but the others will likely recover.

TWO WIVES INSANE.,

The Widows of the Chief Officers of the
Naroniec Placed in an Asylum,

Loxpox, April 27.—The wife of Captain
Roberts of the White Star steamship
Naronic, which has been missing since
February 11, when the vessel sailed from
Liverpool for New York, and the ‘wife of
Chief Officer Wright, who . was second in
command to Captain Roberts on the Nar-
onie, have both gone insane through despair
caused by the loss of their husbands, and
have had to be placed in an asylum for the
insane.

MEXICO’'S GOLD MINES.

A Recent Visitor Gives An Interesting
Address On the Subject.

At the regular meeting of the Canadian
Institute last evening an interesting paper
was read by Mr. Dewar on the separation
of gold from quartz, detailing the processes
that had been employed in the refining of
\gold from the earliest records down to the
present time.

President Harvey commented at some
length on the paper and added valuable
information to that supplied by Mr. De-
war. In his  opinion the ancients were
ignorant of the uges of mercury as now em-
ployed, but used lead instead, which was
afterwards removed by the application of
heat. He referred to the hydraulic mining
in use in Spain under the Carthaginans and
Romans which was very similar in charac-
ter to the methods in use in California.

Mr. Dewar’s paper deserved special in-
terest from the fact that he has only re-
cently visited the gold mines of Mexico.

GLADSTONE WAS IN DANGER

CONFLICTING STATEMENTS AS T0 AN
‘ATTEMPT ON RIS LIFE.

A Report That He had Been Shot at in
Bt, James' Park at Midnight Denied,
But His Friends Believe That an At-
tempt was Made—The Shaoter in Cus-
tody. 4

Loxpox, April 27.—The Pall Mall Gazette
to-day contains & most sensational article
headed, *‘Rumors of an Attempt to Shoot
Gladstone.” The paper states that the al.
leged attempt upon the «Prime Minister's
life was made while Mr. Gladstone was
walking through St. James’ Park at mid-
night last night on his way to his home in
Downing-street.

The accuracy of the report of The Pall
Mall Gazette is doubtful. 1t is probable
the story is based upon the fact that'a man
who is now in custody on the charge of
firing a revolver on a thoroughfare, had in
one of his pockets a notebook containing &
number of entries detailing' the recent
movements of Mr. Gladstone.

The prisoner will be arraigned shortly
and his object in making these entries ‘will
be learned if possible. The article in The
Pall Mall Gazette caused much excitement
among the friends and supporters of Mr.
Gladstone. :

The G.0.M. Saw Noching of It.

It bas been learned that Mr, Gladstone,
who nttended a dinner party last night, was
walking to his home about the time the
man who fired the revolver was arrested.
He saw nothing of the occurrence and no
one now believes any attempt was made to
shoot him, i

The Prisoner Arraigned,

When the shooter was arraigned in the
Bow-street Police Court this morning the
policeman who arrested him stated that the
man had discharged the revolver in the
Horse (uards’ parade,n ear Downing-street.
He evidently intended to shoot the officer.

Where the Report Originated.

An examination of the notebook found
on the prisoner revealed the fact that it
contained a mass of ravings against Irish
Home Rule, amid which was a suggestion
that the murder of Gladstone would be
justifiable. Upon this slender foundation
the report of the attempted murder of Mr.
Gladstone was constructed.

Gladstone Was In Peril

Loxpow, April 27—(Later).—Notwith-
standing the statements that have 'been
made to the effect that Mr. Gladstone was
in no danger of being shot, and that no im-
portance is to be attached to the affair,
there is a growing suspicion that Mr. Glad-
stone was nearer being fired at than his
friends are willing to admit.

Seen On Gladstone’s Steps.

The man under arrest is named William
Tounsend. Heis 38 years of age and 4
resident of Sheffield. The officer who ar-
rested him saw him mount the steps of Mr.
Gladstore’s residence shortly after Mr.
(iladstone had entered.

Fired at the Officer.

Whoen the policeman ordered him to
descend he fired at the officer and: sub-
sequently struggled = desperately against
being arrested.  Tounsend asserts that the
discharge of the revolver was accidental.

The Prisoner’'s Notebook,

Soms of the entries in the notebook read:
“The Irish Home Rale bill bas - its
second reading by a full majority, including
our Saunders. Talking does not comvert.
Now is the time for action. I might
wilfully murder you. Would nothidg of
the kind be justified? Now, to prove it.
What says Sir Henry James. See Glad-
stone’s speech of last night. A What says
Saunderson?”’ .

At this point Sir John Bridge, the pre-
siding magistrate, refused to read any
further. He instructed the jailer to guard
the prisoner with the utmost care.

Probably Insane,

William Townsend, the man under arrest
suspected of having had designs upon
the life of Mr. Gladstone, went away from
Sheffield on Saturday last without inform-
ing his wife or anybody of his purpose to
goaway. Hie wife says that he is subject
to fits and is often - absent from home for
daysat a time without his whereabouts
being known. He bas been subject to
spells of deep depression, but -has never
shown any symptoms of homicidal mania.

An unusually large number of people at-
tracted by the report that Mr. Gladstone’s
life had been in danger, waited for the
arrivgl of the Premier at the Hofise of
Parliament. When Mr. Gladstone appear-
ed he received a cordial ovation.

Questions in the Houss,

In the House of Commons to-day several
questions were asked in regard to the re-
port of an attempt on Mr. Gladstone’s life.

Home Secretary Asquith replied that the
incident of the arrest and prosecution of a
man for nnlawfully discharging a revolver
in a public thoroughfare was now under
judicial investigation, and in the meantime
he could say nothing about it.

Loxpox, April 28,—The Daily Chronicle
says this morning that the attempt to shoot
Mr. Gladstone suggests the murder oi
President Garfield, and ‘‘warns the Union-
ist statesmen who ‘indulge in abuse of Mr.
Gladstone that there are people in Ireland
and England ready to translate such abuse
irito actions.”

The Daily News says: ‘“The incident has
embarrassed Unionist circles, and has en-
couraged many Unionists to protest openly
against the incendiary speeches of their
leaders.”

Loxpox, April 27.—The poorhouse
officials of the parish of St. George’s in the
east, London, have informed American
Consul General New that they have had
under their care smce the December 17
last Mrs. Mary Sinclair, aged 70 years.
The police found the woman wandering in
the stregt in an insane condition.

At the time she was found she had ina
pocketbook in her possession a draft for
£600 on the Bank of Englaud aud the sum
of $215 in American money, also three five-
pound notcs, which were adhering to her
back under-a porus plaster.

Previous to 1891 the woman had lived in
New York for 40 years, where her husband
held animportant Government appointment,

The woman left two trunks containing
clothing and plate in the last lodgings
which she occupied. She has been pro-
nounced incurably insane. She has a son
in Manitoba, and the poor house officers are
anxious to bear from her relatives before
taking action as to her future care and the
disposition of her property.

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The Mayor Called Down Again,

It is difficult to understand why Mayor
Fleming' was so anxious to rush through
the deal for the Grenadier Pood property
at yesterday’s meeting of the Parks Com-
mittee. The city has the option of the pre-

. sent offer till June 1, and nothing is ‘to be
lost in leaving the matter for more mature
deliberation. The members of the committee
did not see the necessity for such hasty
action as the Mayor counselled, and we are
glad to state that the city is not yet com-
mitted to the purchase. At the same meet-
ing a large list of other sites in different
parts of the city was submitted. Nota
single dollar ought to be expended for new
park property in the wesg until provision
is made for . suitable .park sites
in the East End, particularly over
the Don. At yesterday's meeting several
sites were reported on, and the Park
Superintendent recommends some of them
as being well suited for recrzation grounds.
As far as we can see there is little occasion
to purchase the Chapman property, evep if
it be got at a so-called bargain. We
already have nearly 400 acres in High Park
and citizens now enjoy the use of Grena-
dier Pond. That quantity of land is large
enough for a city of twice our population.
At any rate there is no urgency in the
matter, and if the city is to be committed
toany money for parks this year it is not
the West End that should come in for the
first or biggest instalment. The committee
has acted wisely in publishing the list of
sites that has been offered, according to the
suggestion of The World. The list em-
braces properties in all sections and some of
them seem to be quite reasonable as to
price. We understand the committee will
visit these sites and consider the advantages
of each. It will be plenty of time to con-
sider the Grenadier Pond site along with
the others.

They Should Get Car Service.

The strongest'reason in favor of the Park
Central Line is the fact that the large num-
ber of citizens who live north ot Bloor-
street, between Yonge and Bathurst-streets,
are without adequate street car accommo-
dation. These citizens pay taxes the same
as the rest of the community and they are
entitled to the same privileges which other
citizens enjoy. Oae of these privileges is
that of a street car service running into and
through every populated section of the city.
There are several other sections of the city
with less than one-half the population of
the district referred to that enjoy excellent
street car facilities and have enjoyed them
for years. Avenue-road is a street that is
well built up for about a mile north of

~ Bloor-street, and the streets to the sast and

west of the road are also thickly populated.
Thie district has just as much need of a car
sdrvice and just as much right to the - same
as any other section. Why, then, should
the Park Central Line not 'be ostablished?
As far as we can see the opposition to the
scheme is ef a not very formidable charac-
ter.

The New Earl of Derby.

The English papers are discussing the
new Earl of Derby, Governor-General of
Canada. One of them says his intelligence
has been sharpened by the democratic air of
Canada.

That may be so, and we hope it is. But
the new Earl is naturally one of ‘the ablest
Bovernor-Generals that we ever had. Lans-
downe was his only equal, and even as be-
Yween these two the present Governor has
» keener taste for public affatrs Hé is
bred both to diplomacy and to politics, and
in the latter field we predict that he will
take a prominent part on his return to
England. No- Governor-Genersl has paid
such close attention to the affairs of this
rontinent, Canadian and Americap, in their
grander outlines, and no one has seized
more certainly the idea that the politics of
America are largely influenced by the
diplomacy of Kurope. How many Cana-
dians, for instance, can see - the hand ot
Russia (dictated by the exigencies of Eu-
ropean and Asiatic politics) in the Benring
Bea controversy? But we imagine the Earl
ot Derby is cognizant thereof and is able to

Every little while the papers in this city
and elsewhere have to chronicle the death,
or narrow escape therefrom, of some inno-
sent from the country who has blown out
the gas or carelessly left the jet open. It
is generally at the hotels that these acci-
dents occur. It is not always the party
who is found unconscious that i1s chargable
with the blame. Cases of asphyxiation
from gas occasionally arize through the
meter being turned off - by the hotel clerk
while lights are still burning in some of
the bedrooms, The occupant of such a
room might very readily forget to turn the
the light had gone out.
\When the gas is turned on again it is not
mprobable that the occupant of the room
will be sound asleep and incapable of pro-

valve after

tecting himself. The burning of gas will
always be subject to this objection until
some automavic device is- adopted to pre-
vent the escape of gas under all conditions,
There is a light in use to-day which is free
from danger of this sort and shis is one
strong point in favor of its adoption by
hotels at least,

The Jockey Club’s suggestion to the
Mayor was a good ope, namely: that the
different parties implicated in the dispute
as to the trolley cars. crossing the Grand
Trunk in Queen-street east should sign a
provisional agreement to allow the trolleys
to cross, under due precaution, until the
rights and obligations of the different par-
ties can be settled by the Railway Commit-
tee of the Privy Council,

Recognizing the mistake he made in
tricking the Canadian Temperance League
out of their castomary privilege of using the
Pavilion on Sunday afternoons, Mayor
Fleming yesterday tried to square himself
by abandoning the advantage he had surrep-
titiously taken. His Worship literally tell
on the necks of the deputation that waited
on him, and assured them that they would
get the use of the Pavilion as heretofore,
In the crawfish act His Worship is quite a
success.

TORONTO'S WATER SUPPLY,

Why Don't the Citizens Go Dowan En

*  Miasse to the City Hall and De-

. mand a Remedy.

Editor World: I do not know that any-
thing which a mnewspaper correspondent
may have to say in regard to the water-
works is likely to liave the slightest effect,
but the imporuace of this matter has
recently been brought home to myself and
a wide circle of friends iw a very effectual
manner, owing to the death from typhoid
fever of a most promising young man-—son
of a friend and neighbor—undoubtedly
tracable to the use of the city water. How
many other instances of this kind there
may have been during the past few months
in Toronto it is difficalt to say, but judging
from the recent utterances not only of Dr.
Sheard but of other medical men of high
authority in the city there must have been
many deaths und a vast amount of sickness,
with all its attendant sufferings, through-
out the city, undoubtedly owing to the
same cause. It is hard to suppose that the
City Council are not tully aware of the
real condition of affairs, but when we see
constantly regor;l of the time spentin
miserable squabbles over paltry matters it
seems difficult to believe that thereisa
very full appreciation of the situation, more
especially taking into account- the
recent investigation by the city offi-
cials as to the cause ef the present
condition of the city water and the farcical
result which was announced, unanimously
exonerating each other from any blame in
the matter.

An intelligent stranger arriving in To-
ronto without any knowledge as to the
present condition of our waterworks,
upon being briefly informed of their
management during the past ‘six or eight
years, and the present condition of affairs
would probably wonder why the citizens
did not go down en masse to the City Hall
and demand that something should be done
to effectually remedy the trouble in the
briefest ible time, The fact that 'the
lives and property of this great city should
have been in jeopardy during several
months past, with a startling increase in
thenumber of typhoid vietims and other
incidental and most deplorable results
too numerous to mention, and that the im-
mediate cause of this miserable condition of
affairs should have been the failure of some
 boy or man employed at a salary of §3 or $4
per week to keep the rubbish out of the in-
take pipe at the Island is something almost
too strange and incredible for belief. Dur-
ing the past two or three months we have
been constantly promised from week to
week that we mignt with safety shortly use
the water which the city is providing us
with, but from week to week the situation,
instead of growing better, has been grow-
ing worse, and the fact still remains that it
is positively unsate to drink a single drop
of the water in our houses without
being boiled and filtered, or to use
it for ordinary toilet purposes.

The whole history of the waterworks
during the past six or eight years seems to
have been a record of blundering imbecil-
ity, constantly growing worse and worse,
down to the present -time, with evidently
no definite remedy in view or prospect of
improvement.

The responsibility of remedying this state
of affairs secems to have been thrown main-
ly upon the City Engineer, who must
necessarily have anenormous amountof other
work on his hands, making it utterly ims
possible for him to give more than a frac-
tion of his time to this important malter.
Under the circumstances there is not the
slightest doubt but that the city authori-
ties will be amply justified in procuring at
once, regardless oi expense, the best talent
and the best advice to be had, with a view
of remedying the present deplorable condi-
tion of affairs without further loss ;))f {{{ne,

The McKinlay Kire,

Editor World: My attention has been
called to a communication in your issue of
March 21; signed ‘Honest Enterprise.”
Will you allow me to correct some mistakes
into which the writer has, I think, very
carelessly fallen.

It is not conceivable that Mr. I C. Kemp
should have moved a resolation 2s ‘‘Enter-
prise” says he had, ““declaring the business
of window shade manufacturing in every
way dangerous, and all the materials, even
the building itself highly explosive and in-
flammable,” And it is not true that he
did. The resolution merely affirmed that
“the benzine and other materials used were
highly inflammable.” It might have added
and produced an explosive gas very dan-
gerous, bat it did not.

It is not true ““that this resoiution was
carried by a majority of two after several
supporters had left.” It was carried by a
majority of five before any body had
left then very few of those who voted
against this resolution had any rightto
voteat all. They were young employees of
the McKinlay factory, neither household-
ers nor proprietors within the district ex-
posed to danger by this factory. There
are no two opinions amongst those living
in the neighborhood as to the factory being
an exceeding nuisance from the nauseous,
sickening smell that emenates from it, and
a far more exceeding danger to life and pro-
perty in the neighborhood by reason of the
inflammable and explosive ingredients used
in its operations.

“Honest Enterprise” makes an *“ad
misera cordiam” appeal on behalf of the
workingmen employed in the factory Who
live in the neighborhood and send their
children to the school close. by, ete. But
surely the 1500.children who daily assemble
in the school just across the road,and whose
lives are in constant peril by reason of a
not impossible explosion have a right to
some compassionate consideration, to say
nothing of the many inhabitants who buiit
their houses in the neighborhood before the
McKinlay factory was thought of. But
further, hardly any of the employes live
within the circle of immediate danger;
only about 10 or 12 anywhere in the neigh-
borhood, while the rest of the employes,
numbering over 60 in all, live a long way
off. Quite as many would be benefitted by
the removal of the factory even beyond the
railway as would be inconvenienced. At all
events it is a monstrous injustice to allow
its re-erection on the old site, and the City
Council onght to provide a site removed
from the thickly-inhabitated _centre of the
city.

The deputation was naturally elated at
the easy victory, but stayed nevertheless to
see that the Mayor carried his promises
into effect.

When the matter came before the com-
mittee the Mayor claimed that the two
rival temperance societies were practically
the same and the Temperance Reformation
Society, rather than raise any feeling,
withdrew its claim. He then went
over to the deputation ' to receive
thanks for  his noble effort in its
behalf. Each member was once more
shaken by the hand, and the deputation
was accompaniéd to the head of the stairs
and bidden a fond adieu by His Worship,

Want the Exhibition Grounds.

Messrs, D. J. Ferguson, J.F. Lucas, R.J.
Robinson, J, T. Mills and W. M. McMillan
formed a deputation from the Royal Temp-
lars of Temperance who wished to secure
the Exhibition grounds for the last two
weeks in July for the purpose of holding an
encampment.

Mr. John E. Hall, hon.-secretary of that
body, writes as follows: *‘My worthy
feierid Mr. Chandler, like many & good man

befora him, has allowed his imagination to

rop away with him. His letter in your
issue of this morning is an illustration of
this fact, as he talks of things which evi-
dently he does not understand.  If he ouly
knew whbat he was talking about,
or ‘if he had spoken to someone
copnected with the Canadian association
‘before rushing into print” he would pro-
bably never have written the letter. He
means well, I know, but his youthful im-
petuosity.is too much for him, He wants
to know whether ‘‘the association is in
want of funds” that we ask cricketers to
join the association, or is it with ‘‘the in-
tention’of killing the Ontario Cricket Asso-
ciatign.” He ought to know better, but I
suppose we will have to forgive him. We
want all the individual members of the
Canadian association we can get, in order
that we may be able to pay the expenses of
pur eleven in the annual interuational
match with the United States. We think
this onght to be done. Sometimesa good man,
because he cannot afford the'expense, has
to decline a place on the team. If we were
in a position to pay every man’s expenses it
wounld become an object for players to work
hard, with & view to seeuring a place on the
eleven which they would otherwise never
dream of. We have no desire to killp the
Ontario association—the stronger the pro-
vincial association the stronger also will
the Canadian association be, If Mr.
Chandler will read the annual report of the
organization he complains of he will find the
following reference to the Ontario Associa
tion: ““Your committee hail with pleasure
the fresh stimulus given to the Ontario
Cricket Association, which, under its new
gogetitution, cannot fail to be conducive to
the welfare of cricket in Ontario and they
hope that all the clubs in Ontario will
heartily co-operate for the general good of
the great game.” To kill the Ontario As-
gociation would practically cause the demise
of the Canadian Association.

Save Our Boulevards,

Editor World: Something must be done
at once to protect the householders on
asphalt-paved streets against drain-digging
corporatioas such as the electric light and
gas companies. Last year the Incandescent
Electric Light Company laid their pipes up
Sherbourne-street, cutting up the boule-
vards the whole length of the street and
laying back the grass on the top of pure
sand.  The black mould that had been so
carefully put under the sod by the owners
was thrown to the bottom of the ditch.
The consequence is that a strip 18 iaches
wide all the way up is ruined. - Now the
gas company is at work in the same
manner, only on a larger scale, and is mak-
ing no pretence to save the black mould.
Furthermore they are tapping the roots of
the trees in & month when such interfer-
ence ismore than likely to prove fatal to
them. Now, if the trees are likely to be
injured the privilege should be taken
from them altogether, but if they can
do their work without harm in this
in this respect let them continue to cut
through the grass on the express condition
that they place six or eight inches of fresh
black loam under the sod, and carefully
watch its growth for two or three weeks,
wateéring it daily and replacing all dead
sods with new ones. In the case of Sher-
bourne-street the injury is dome, and those
living in the street, who have in the past
taken a pride in the appearance ot the
boulevard, now look to the city to make
good the damage, which in my opinion,
should be charged to the two companies
above-mentioned. This isa nuisance which
is likely to grow rather than abate, for all
wires have to be grounded in the near
future,

the expenditure for box hire alone
amounts to $100. This is an unwritten
law at court, says The New York World,
whether the house boasts ot a royal box or
not. The latter, as its name implies, is
that set apart for kings, queens and theit
biood relatives. It is sarmounted by the
crown of England, and is, of course, - fitted
in more sumptuous style than those that
surround it. With one or two exceptions
the box is not reserved exclusively for
royalty, and it can be hired by anyone whe
cares to pay the price—about twice as
much as is charged for the private boxes
The exceptions are the Theatre Royal,

Haymarket Theatre. In the case of the
Haymarket the entrance to the royal seat
18 in a street back of the theatre, Suffolk
street, and it is reached only by passing
through a private house. This house is
